Right-Wing Salons of St Petersburg—Petrograd and Grigori Rasputin:
The Problem of Relations

Abstract. The article is devoted to the problem of relations between the leaders and members of
right-wing salons and circles in the capital of the Russian Empire and Grigori Rasputin, a peasant
who was then close to the royal family. In the pre-revolutionary years, conservative right-wing
salons and circles continued to play a certain role in the political system of the country. Some of
them appeared in the late 19" century (the salons of Prince V. Meshchersky, General
E. Bogdanovich, and Countess S. Ignatieva), while others became active during the First World
War (the salons of Prince M. Andronikov, Metropolitan Pitirim (Oknov) of Petrograd and Ladoga,
the circle of N. Burdukov). Many of those associations tried to use Rasputin for their own purposes.
They invited the “starets” to the salon meetings, held “spiritual conversations” with him, etc. Based
on a set of historical sources (diaries, letters, memoirs, etc.), the author of the article has
reconstructed the development of relations between the leaders and members of right-wing salons
and circles of St Petersburg—Petrograd and Grigori Rasputin. The author concludes that their
communication with Rasputin was mainly aimed at enlisting his support in exerting political
influence on the Emperor. According to these sources, the “starets” was distrustful of the leaders of
salons and circles and did not want to participate in their political games. The article
chronologically retraces the evolution of those relations and concludes that the attitudes gradually
changed towards greater distrust and sometimes towards open hostility (as was the case of the
Petrograd right-wing monarchic salon of Prince M. Andronikov). It is emphasised that no real facts
of influence on Tsarist policy through Rasputin were recorded in the sources. At the same time,
allegations that Rasputin gave the Emperor various instructions at the suggestion of the leaders of
right-wing salons and circles were published in numerous articles and news items of the liberal pre-
revolutionary periodicals. In the author’s opinion, in doing so, not only did the periodicals prepare
the psychological ground for the murder of Rasputin, but they also discredited the monarchical idea
itself.

D.I. Stogov. Right-Wing Salons of St Petersburg-Petrograd and Grigori Rasputin:

The Problem of Relations Research

Introduction

In the late 19™ — early 20" century, unofficial organisations played a certain role in
the political system of Tsarist Russia. Among them were right-wing salons and
circles. In the period after 1905, in the conditions of the formation of multi-party
system, the role of salons and circles in the system of power of the Russian Empire
continued to be significant. However, due to the general crisis of the right-
conservative ideology, their authority gradually declined. Nevertheless, those
associations continued to exert political influence both on the power structures of the
Russian Empire and directly on Emperor Nicholas Il. According to the leaders and
organizers of the right-wing conservative salons and circles, Grigori Efimovich
Rasputin-Novy, a peasant of Tobolsk Governorate who was close to the royal family,
could become a tool of such influence. That was the reason why the “starets” was
invited to the salon meetings to discuss the current political situation in the country.

By a right-wing salon we mean an association whose leaders and participants
shared conservative (right-wing monarchist) views. The term “circle” is broader and
includes all types of unofficial organizations (having no status of a legal entity).

To date, many works have been published on the subject of right-wing salons and
circles." They examine the social structure of these organizations, the range of issues
discussed at the salon meetings, and the facts related to the attempts of those
associations to influence the imperial policy.

Research works related to the life and activities of Grigori Rasputin are also
numerous. Let us make a brief reference to the recent ones. Proceedings of the
conference “Herzen Readings 2020. Topical Issues of Russian History” include

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several papers that were presented at the conference panel devoted to Rasputin.’
D. Kotsyubinsky characterized the influence of the Rasputin factor on the crisis of
legitimacy of autocratic power in the inter-revolutionary period.® During the Tauride
Readings 2021, the same researcher presented a paper on the delegitimization of
imperial power in the context of the appearance and spread of criticism towards
Grigori Rasputin.” In recent years, a number of works have also been published on
both Rasputin himself> and the situation at the Emperor’s court on the eve of the
revolution as a whole (including the behind-the-scenes political struggle).®
Nevertheless, to date there have been no comprehensive studies devoted the relations
between the leaders and members of the right-wing salons and circles and Grigori
Rasputin. The present article is intended to fill this gap.

In the course of the study of these relations, the purpose was to understand their
nature and to identify the goals pursued by inviting the “starets” to the salon meetings
and the evolution of the relations between the leaders and members of such salons
and circles and Rasputin. The chronological framework of the study is limited by the
period between the second half of the 1900s and the end of 1916. Geographically, it
covers the capital of Russia, St Petersburg (renamed Petrograd in 1914).

Let us consider the nature of relations between the leaders and members of some
right-wing monarchical salons and circles and G. Rasputin.

The salon of Countess S. Ignatieva. Let us turn our attention to the circumstances
surrounding the relations between the members of the salon of Countess Sophia

D.I. Stogov. Right-Wing Salons of St Petersburg-Petrograd and Grigori Rasputin:

The Problem of Relations Research

Sergeevna Ignatieva, widow of Kiev and Irkutsk Governor-General Count Aleksei
Ignatiev, and Rasputin. Among those who were invited to countess were clergymen
as well as fools-for-Christ and startsy, including Rasputin. The “starets” visited the
salon of Countess Ignatieva more than once, which was noted by Soviet historian
N. Eroshkin.” Rasputin got acquainted with the Countess with the help of Archbishop
Theophan (Vasily Bystrov).? Soon after that the Tobolsk peasant first visited
Countess Ignatieva for “spiritual conversations.”® There was an opinion that the
success of the “starets” at the court was directly connected with the actions of the
salon of S. Ignatieva.’® However, in our opinion, this statement requires additional
evidence. The fact that Grigori Rasputin repeatedly visited the countess and her salon
was also confirmed by French Ambassador Maurice Paléologue.*

The former Head of the Police Department S. Beletsky claimed that after 1912 the
attitude of the “starets” towards the circle of Countess Ignatieva became severely
negative,*? but this statement has not been proved yet. Such conclusions seem to have
been inspired by the Countess herself through a series of publications in major
newspapers, which spoke about the breakdown of her relations with the Siberian
peasant.’®

Thus, the salon of Countess S. Ignatieva was in contact with Rasputin. It was there
that he was first introduced to the high society of the Russian capital. Subsequently,
the countess reduced contacts Rasputin under the influence of the intensified anti-
Rasputin campaign in the newspapers.** (However, contrary to the assurances of
S. Beletsky, those contacts were not terminated for good).

The salon of V. Meshchersky. Prince Vladimir Petrovich Meshchersky,
publishing editor of the newspaper-magazine Grazhdanin, was personally acquainted
with Grigori Rasputin. The fact of their communication was mentioned in the

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testimony of S. Beletsky to the Extraordinary Investigatory Commission (ChSK) of
the Provisional Government. According to the official, Prince Meshchersky placed
certain hopes on the “starets.” Moreover, according to Beletsky, it was the publisher
of the Grazhdanin who provided the “entry into the highest palace” to Rasputin.”
According to the same source, the former Minister of Internal Affairs N. Maklakov
also met Rasputin with the help of Meshchersky.® Beletsky believed that
A. Makarov, Minister of the Interior at the time, intended to dismiss him from the
post of Director of the Police Department because he “intensified surveillance of
Rasputin too much.”*” The former official believed that such decisions of Makarov
resulted from the intrigues of V. Meshchersky who supported the “starets.”

B. Nikolsky, a well-known figure from the Black Hundred and a member of the
Main Council of the Union of the Russian People, noted in his diary that at the end of
his life V. Meshchersky supported Rasputin and tried to influence the Emperor’s
policy through him: “It was Rasputin who was stabbed in the stomach, but it was
Meshchersky who died.”*®

Positive descriptions of the “starets” could be found in the diaries of
V. Meshchersky’s that were regularly published in the Grazhdanin. For example, one
of them stated that “Rasputin had beautiful eyes.”*® However, there is also
information about the initial negative attitude of the prince to the “starets.”*

To summarize everything written above, we can say that in general, the leader of

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the salon Prince V. Meshchersky and his periodical Grazhdanin tried to refrain from
criticizing Grigori Rasputin, treating him positively rather than otherwise.
S. Beletsky, B. Nikolsky, and M. Akimov argued that Prince V. Meshchersky tried to
influence the Emperor’s policy through the “starets,” but at the moment almost
nothing is known about the nature of such influence. However, the fact that the
positions of both Rasputin and Meshchersky on foreign policy issues on the eve of
the First World War coincided (both of them were opponents of that war and tried to
prevent Russia from being drawn into the conflict) possibly indicates some
coordination of their actions in that direction.”

The salon of E. Bogdanovich. Unlike V. Meshchersky, General of Infantry
Evgeny Vasilievich Bogdanovich, organizer of a right-wing monarchist salon,
churchwarden at St. Isaac’s Cathedral, had a completely different attitude towards
Rasputin. Dislike for the “starets” and his activities prevailed in the salon of General
Bogdanovich. Alexandra Bogdanovich, the general’s wife, described Rasputin in her
diary as “a man with beastly eyes”® as early as 1908 (cf. “beautiful” eyes in
Meshchersky’s diary). In the entry dated September 7, 1911, Rasputin is called
“promiscuous,”® and in the entry as of June 1912, a “dirty little man.”**

Monarchist L. Tikhomirov reported that even during the premiership of
P. Stolypin, E. Bogdanovich spoke about the need to remove the “starets” in a letter
on the arrival of the royal family in Moscow. In particular, Bogdanovich, pointed out
that,

the stay of the Tsar and Tsarina should be greeted by the population with great
enthusiasm. Not only can the appearance of Grigori Rasputin cool feelings, but it
even can cause some demonstrations.?

Sometime later, elderly General Bogdanovich wrote to the Emperor again stressing
the necessity to eliminate Rasputin who should “disappear off the face of the earth.”*’
When in 1912 the “starets” suddenly re-appeared in St Petersburg, E. Bogdanovich
wrote several more letters to the Emperor against Rasputin.”® A letter from Bishop

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Evlogy (Georgievsky) of Kholmsk was attached to one of them.* At the same time,
Bogdanovich asked Head of the Police Department S. Beletsky to instruct his agent,
journalist 1. Manasevich-Manuilov, to publish materials that would compromise the
“starets.”*® Since at that time Rasputin stayed in the Crimea s with the royal family,
General Bogdanovich expressed the wish that the mayor of Yalta |I. Dumbadze
“should drown the dirty vagabond in the waves of the Black Sea.”®" In his testimony
to the Extraordinary Investigatory Commission, S. Beletsky reported that the
“starets” was removed from St Petersburg several times with the assistance of
E. Bogdanovich.*

Irritated by such close attention from General Bogdanovich to the “starets,” the
Emperor informed Bogdanovich through V. Dedyulin that he no longer wished to
receive instructions of that kind.** Bogdanovich eventually had to put up with it.**

Thus, numerous intrigues of the salon of E. Bogdanovich against Grigori Rasputin
did not lead to any significant results. The “starets” was still accepted at the court,
and the salon itself soon ceased to exist because of the death of both its owners in
1914.

The salon of M. Andronikov. The activity of the salon of Prince Mikhail
Mikhailovich Andronikov, a supernumerary official for special assignments of the
Most Holy Synod, is characterized by the fact that initially Prince Andronikov
supported Rasputin but moved to open confrontation with him later.

According to Gendarme General A. Spiridovich, Prince Andronikov’s first meeting
with the “starets” took place in the summer of 1914 in Andronikov’s apartment in the
famous Tolstoy House.** S. Beletsky claimed that their acquaintance took place “after

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the end of April 1915.7% However, archival sources indicate that the date indicated
by Beletsky did not reflect the reality.*” Based on the data of surveillance of Rasputin,
the meeting took place no later than in December 1914.

It is a well-known fact that the “starets” visited M. Andronikov at home, and
Andronikov visited Rasputin’s apartment in Gorokhovaya Street.*® Field agent data
indicate that in the period from December 1914 to June 1915, the “starets™ called in
on Prince Andronikov at least 5 times, and two more visits were not dated.® The
persons associated with the “starets” also visited the prince’s house.*

M. Andronikov provided an apartment for secret meetings of Rasputin with

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Beletsky and Archbishop Varnava (Nakropin).* According to A. Spiridovich, those
meetings were also attended by Hegumen Martemian, who headed the Tyumen
Troitsky Monastery.** A. Spiridovich noted that during one of the dinners with the
participation of G. Rasputin, A. Khvostov, and S. Beletsky, it was promised to the
“starets” that a person who would be loyal to him would be recommended for the
post of Chief Procurator of the Most Holy Synod.” However, the whole idea
eventually failed because Rasputin foiled the plans of Khvostov and Beletsky “to
make Prince Andronikov the only intermediary for communication” with him.*
Rasputin periodically visited Khvostov or Beletsky at their offices, which did not suit
them at all, as they sought to conceal their friendship with the “starets.”*

By 1916, the relations between Andronikov and Rasputin had severely
deteriorated. Khvostov attached “Beletsky, Komissarov and Madame Chervinskaya”
to keep an eye on Rasputin.*® Later he also assured the Extraordinary Investigatory
Commission that when he saw Rasputin in person at Andronikov’s place and at the
safe house, they “eyed each other, as if deciding ‘who would be eaten by whom,” any
direct interactions did not develop, and even conversations were strained.”’

From the very beginning, there were many contradictions between the main
participants in the salon of Prince Andronikov, namely between the prince himself,
Rasputin, Beletsky, and Khvostov. Their alliance was far from very strong, and
developed into an open confrontation between the “starets” and Prince Andronikov
later.®

The reason for such a change in M. Andronikov’s attitude towards Rasputin in the
first place was the fact that the “starets” did not want to participate in the so-called
commercial enterprises (financial scams) of the Prince. Nor did Rasputin become
involved in any of Andronikov’s intrigues against Minister of War V. Sukhomlinov
and other officials.*

D.I. Stogov. Right-Wing Salons of St Petersburg-Petrograd and Grigori Rasputin:

The Problem of Relations Research

One way or another, the salon of Prince Andronikov, who initially supported
Rasputin, later changed its attitude towards him, apparently due to the unwillingness
of the “starets” to take part in scams and be involved in political struggle.

The salon of P. Badmaev. Rasputin was well acquainted with doctor Pyotr
Aleksandrovich Badmaev,™ an expert in Tibetan medicine and organizer of a right-
wing monarchist circle, which is commonly believed to have a certain influence at
the court of the Emperor.

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The investigators of the Extraordinary Investigatory Commission unconditionally
put the Tibetan doctor on the list of Rasputin’s supporters.”® Initially Badmaev spoke
quite brusquely about the activities of the “starets.” In his memoir An Empire’s
Collapse, M. Rodzyanko claimed that at one time, together with A. Guchkov and
others, P. Badmaev helped him to collect information about the activities of Rasputin
for the purpose of subsequent reporting to the Tsar.>® In particular, through Iliodor,
who took letters from the Empress and the Tsar’s daughters to Rasputin, the copies of
the letters got to P. Badmaev, and then to his patient A. Protopopov. Protopopov, in his
turn, familiarized A. Guchkov and M. Rodzianko, his colleagues in the Octobrist
faction, with the contents of the letters.>

However, by 1916 (and even earlier) Badmaev had began to actively use the
“starets” for his political purposes. According to the documents (secret registration) of
the security department, in the period from October 1914 to December 1916 Rasputin
visited the Tibetan doctor 19 times. Badmaev visited Rasputin 34 times during the
same period.”

According to General A. Spiridovich, the expert in Tibetan medicine promoted his
friend and patient A. Protopopov to the post of Minister of Internal Affairs through
G. Rasputin and A. Vyrubova. Following the suggestion of Badmaev, Protopopov
began to see Rasputin often, flattered him, “acted as a man who believed in his
holiness.”® Later, when in November 1916 there were talks of a possible resignation
of Protopopov, according to the memories of A.l. Spiridovich, doctor Badmaev made
every effort to pressure Rasputin and Vyrubova in order to prevent that resignation.”’
As a result, Protopopov retained his post of Minister of Internal Affairs. In December
1916, shortly before the assassination of Rasputin, rumors of an anti-monarchist plot
began to spread in Petrograd, and Doctor Badmaev resumed long conversations with
the “starets,” trying to make him “warn the Tsarina about everything.”®

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There is much evidence of Rasputin’s participation in the activities of the
Badmaev’s circle. For example, this fact was directly pointed out by A. Protopopov in
his note to the Extraordinary Investigatory Commission as of August 24, 1917. The
note indicated that on October 15, 1916, he went to the Tibetan doctor, where
P. Kurlov and G. Rasputin were already present. Protopopov asked the “starets” to
speed up the transfer of food affairs from the Ministry of Agriculture to the Ministry of
Internal Affairs.>® Rasputin promised to help and sent a telegram to the Headquarters.*

The circle of P. Badmaev developed a scheme according to which Rasputin was a
link between the Tibetan doctor and Empress Alexandra Feodorovna as well as
A. Vyrubova. According to that scheme, Alexandra Feodorovna and A. Vyrubova
were to transmit the ideas of Badmaev’s circle to Nicholas I1.** That was how the
circle fought against Prime Minister A. Trepov in November 1916.%% The extant
letters of the Tibetan doctor to the royal couple and to A. Vyrubova contain positive
characteristics of the Siberian “starets” and requests to protect him from the attacks of
A. Khvostov and S. Beletsky.®® It is generally believed that the circles of P. Badmaev
and Master of the Horse N. Burdukov influenced the Tsar through Rasputin in the
appointment of A. Protopopov as Minister of Internal Affairs on September 16,
1916.%* In his testimony to the Extraordinary Investigative Commission, the last
tsarist Minister of the Interior himself adhered to that point.”> Nevertheless, direct
evidence of the appointment of A. Protopopov minister exclusively at the suggestion
of the circle of P. Badmaev and Rasputin has not been found so far. Perhaps there
were other reasons facilitated that appointment.

Thus, the circle of P. Badmaev initially had a negative attitude towards the
activities of the Siberian “starets,” but gradually changed its position. The circle
members began to invite Rasputin to the meetings of the circle and tried to influence
the personnel policy of the Emperor through Rasputin. However, direct evidence of
that political influence have not been found.

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The circle of N. Burdukov. Master of the Horse Nikolai Fedorovich Burdukov
established his own right-wing circle immediately after the death of his adoptive
father Prince V. Meshchersky. According to Soviet historian V.P. Semennikov,® the
activities of the circle were associated with a number of financial scams. The
historian made an assumption that the circle used Rasputin for its own selfish
purposes, and the “starets” was allegedly almost a blind executor of Burdukov’s and
Andronikov’s will. Semennikov believed that those individuals had a direct influence
on the policy of Nicholas 11 through Rasputin.®” At the same time, the researcher did
not attach any importance to the fact that the relations between Andronikov and
Burdukov were very strained, to put it mildly. In fact, they hated each other and could
hardly be jointly engaged in any financial scams (although each of them was engaged
in various financial scams of his own).

According to the testimony of the former Minister of the Interior A. Khvostov,
Burdukov was visited by Rasputin (the investigators of the Extraordinary
Commission listed Burdukov among Rasputin’s supporters),”® N. Sablin, and
K. Nilov. Khvostov also assumed, because he did not reliably remember, that
V. Sukhomlinov and |. Manasevich-Manuilov also visited Burdukov.” K. Nilov’s
systematic visits to N. Burdukov were confirmed by the latter in his memoirs.™

The memoirs of N. Burdukov also confirm the relations between Burdukov and
Rasputin.* It is generally believed that thanks to the Tsar’s favorite adjutants
N. Sablin and K. Nilov, the members of the salon were always aware of everything

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what was going on in Tsarskoye Selo.” According to A. Khvostov, Foreign Minister
S. Sazonov was also connected to that right-wing circle and influenced Rasputin.”
The former Head of the Ministry of Internal Affairs noted that Burdukov’s circle was
also attended by some financial workers, such as I. Manus, yet another swindler, “a
very rich man,” and owner of the Russian Transport Society, which had German
money involved, and other joint-stock companies.

During one of the interrogations, Khvostov testified that Burdukov was repeatedly
visited by Rasputin, who received “different instructions on various cases”’* from
him. The last Minister of Internal Affairs A. Protopopov also confirmed the existence
of relations between Burdukov and Rasputin but did not explain their exact nature.”

Despite the reliability of information that N. Burdukov knew Rasputin and tried to
implement the circle’s “projects” through him, there is not a single fact (except for
the appointment of A. Protopopov Minister of Internal Affairs considered above) to
indicate that those “cases” had any actual success. As for the appointment of
Protopopov, as we have already pointed out, the interests of various political forces
and court circles converged here.

Conclusion

Contrary to widespread beliefs, the relations between the organizers and members
of the right-wing monarchist circles and salons and Rasputin were far from peaceful.
Over time, those relations underwent significant changes. This primarily concerns the
salon of Prince Andronikov. Initially good relations with Rasputin in that salon
deteriorated over time and even turned into an open confrontation. In our opinion, the
reason for those changes should be seen mainly in the unwillingness of Rasputin to
submit to the will of other people and be “used” by political intriguers for their selfish
purposes.

No real proof that salons and circles tried to use Rasputin to influence the
Emperor’s policy has been found in the available sources. Meanwhile, numerous
articles and news items in the liberal and leftist periodicals of the pre-revolutionary
time contained abundant allegations that Rasputin apparently gave the “tsars” various

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instructions at the suggestion of P. Badmaev, M. Andronikov, and other heads of
salons and circles. That was a way to convince the public that Rasputin and the so-
called camarilla were absolute evil that had taken possession of the minds of the
Emperor and the Empress, making Nicholas Il incapable of making any political
decisions on his own. In doing that, the periodicals not only prepares the
psychological ground for the assassination of Rasputin but also discredited the
monarchical idea itself.
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
