Social Networks of Radical Literature Readers:
The Case of Arkhangelsk Theological Seminary, 1870-1872

Abstract. The article analyzes the initial stage of the development of the revolutionary Narodnik
movement through the reading practices of the 1870s generation. The author addresses an issue of
the student network in Arkhangelsk Theological Seminary, which existed in the early 1870s,
considering it as a typical case of a reading community in a secondary educational institution. The
article shows the connection between radicalization of seminarians and reform of ecclesiastical
education in 1867. It also reveals contacts of ecclesiastical students with political exiles, whose
presence in Arkhangelsk makes the analyzed case more complex.

The relationships of community members, which are reconstructed on the basis of correspondence
between seminarians and graduates as well as materials from pedagogical board meetings, are
examined by means of Gephi, a social network analysis tool. The author shows isolation of the
network under analysis within the clergy estate. In the provincial city, the main counterparties of
the seminarians were teachers and students of theological schools rather than their like-minded
fellows from secular educational institutions. Within the seminary, the network under analysis is
characterized by weak connections. Although students from all grades showed interest in radical
literature, the network members maintained relationships within a small group whose members had
a significant age difference. At the same time, students of the same year could not know about
common interests and speak contemptuously about their classmates.

The author comes to the conclusion that admission to a higher educational institution, which was
the main goal of the analyzed group, did not necessarily lead to further involvement in the
revolutionary movement. Interest in radical literature in secondary school did not automatically
determine the life trajectories of the 1870s generation representatives.

Introduction

Researchers of the revolutionary Narodnik movement in the first half of the 1870s
describe the movement from two extreme positions: either as a history of a
revolutionary organization® or as a youth sub/counter-culture, a set of ideas and
practices that created “a special sentiment (italics added. — Yu. S.), which captured the
widest strata of educated society.”® In his recent book, Census of the Narodniks,
L. Lur'e combined these two approaches and, based on an analysis of the Narodniks’
autobiographies, highlighted two stages in the life of representatives of “the 1870s
generation”: the general context of growing up in the reformed secondary education
system of the 1860s turned “most of the peers born at the turn of the 1840s and
1850s” into a cohort of people who had “common features.” However, they became a
“peer group” in university cities, where communities gradually grew into self-
education circles and then evolved into revolutionary organizations.®

Greater attention of researchers to the circles and organizations that existed in big
cities from where youth “went to the people” in 1874 can be explained by the state of
the sources. As the historiography of the Narodnik movement is based on materials
from the agencies of political inquiry, the stage of the revolutionary movement’s
evolution that converted into criminal proceedings is much better documented.” Its
earlier and “innocent” phase was inaccessible to the eye of the political police. In this
regard, the stage in the biography of the 1870s generation representatives before their
study at higher educational institutions and joining revolutionary circles, which
predetermined their departure to universities from provincial centers, stays in the
background. To understand the initial stage of the Narodnik movement’s
development, it is necessary to analyze weakly structured communities of secondary
school students in the early 1870s, the basis of which was extracurricular reading for
the purpose of self-education.’

Main body

The article examines the connections of the students of Arkhangelsk Theological
Seminary during a short period of the 1870/71-1871/72 academic years. In this case,
there is no reason to talk about the existence of a circle, i.e. a group of like-minded
people who were purposefully engaged in self-education for a long time and at the
same time separated themselves from other students. Rather, we are dealing with a
community that was formed around reading books outside the curriculum and
included students of different years and graduates as well as the individuals who did
not belong to the educational institution. Such reading was only partly rational, i.e.
served the purpose of preparing for admission to a higher educational institution. To a
much greater extent, it was subordinated to the task of self-education, radically
formulated in the correspondence of the seminarians: “To try to be a man rather than
a beast and for this, rise to the height of thought.”® Ideas about what kind of literature
could contribute to self-education were rather vague, and the range of reading was
wide. For instance, the list of books taken from the Arkhangelsk seminarians by
Assistant Inspector N. Kubintsev included novels by Hector Malot and Emile Zola as
well as the works of N. Dobrolyubov, V. Belinsky, D. Pisarev, and N. Shelgunov or
textbooks on physics and biology.’

It is important to emphasize that extracurricular reading of secular literature was
not prohibited in seminaries. Moreover, it formed an important part of the 1867
reform of theological education. The unimplemented version of the charter,
developed in 1862, required that young men be taught to “strictly discuss what they
read,” and classroom discussions “based on the principles of sound criticism” (§ 240)
were supposed to be an example of that.® The chairman of the committee that
prepared the 1862 charter, Archbishop Dmitry (Muretov) of Kherson, even proposed
introducing mandatory “literary meetings” in seminaries, the purpose of which would
be reading of “poetic and prosaic published literary works.”® Thus, the reformers

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viewed unification of seminarians on the basis of collective reading in the early 1860s
as a good pedagogical technique.

In the 1867 charter, all ideas for organizing extracurricular reading were reduced to
the requirement to encourage students to read “useful books under the guidance of
teachers” in § 135.%° Literary circles and handwritten journals of seminarians, created
in the first post-reform years with the permission of teachers, were systematically
abolished by the inspectors of the Synod Educational Committee.™* On April 18,
1871, literary musical evenings were banned.’* The new charter stipulated that
extracurricular reading should be controlled, individual, and strictly dosed.

In 1870, S. Kersky, who inspected Arkhangelsk Theological Seminary, made
extracts from the room journal, in which the “elder” of the students wrote down the
good and bad deeds of their comrades. Although he noted two entries among the
“bad” ones (“P. spent the whole day reading Buckle’s History,” “Vakhromeev spends
more time reading books than preparing lectures™), a “good recommendation”
attracted his attention.”® The situation seemed so important to the inspector that he
included it in the printed version of the report, which was sent to all ecclesiastical
educational institutions: “K. and V. are engaged in reading useful books, especially
the latter, who uses not only the hours given for study but also the time assigned for
walks and rest for this good activity.” The record did not indicate which books the
seminarians read, but even reading H.Th. Buckle did not bother Kersky to the same
degree. The inspector was concerned about the harm caused by excessive reading to
the students’ health rather than its hypothetical impact on academic success or
morality. As a result, he instructed to the leadership of the seminary “to be vigilant in
ensuring that during the hours of rest none of the students completely abscond from
certain activities necessary to renew and increase their physical strength.”™

These requirements were literally taken into account in the “Rules of Conduct for
the Students of Arkhangelsk Seminary.” Printed in a printing house, they were

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distributed to students in the autumn of 1871 and began to define their lives. As
A. Prugavin wrote in correspondence for the Novoe Vremya newspaper, seminarians

... are busy for the whole day: with lectures, preparation for lectures, prayers,
singing, gymnastics, compulsory rest, so that less than half an hour
(A. Prugavin’s italics. — Yu. S) is left daily ‘for useful activities of the choice of
the students themselves,” for example, reading.™

Strengthening of control was felt by the seminarians as a return to the pre-reform
order: “Oppressed by the new discipline, the seminary seems to be entering into its
rights of Pomyalovsky’s times.”*°

Contradictory instructions from St Petersburg, which demanded organization of
extracurricular reading, on the one hand, and to limit and strictly control it, on the
other, made the use of books by ecclesiastical students a cause of constant conflicts.’
Maintaining the individual character of reading but not allowing the discussion of
what was read without the teachers’ supervision was especially difficult due to the
living conditions of the seminarians.

The Arkhangelsk seminary was quite small; in the 1870/71 academic year, it
accommodated only 90 students and 12 teachers.”® Among its specific features was
compact accommodation of students, including those paying their own expenses, in a
seminary dormitory, which was rare for theological educational institutions. In
January 1870, 84 students lived in the seminary; 9 persons lived in their parents’
houses; 3 with their close relatives; 3 in rented apartments.’* Due to the long
distances, many students stayed in Arkhangelsk for the Christmas and Easter
holidays, visiting their parents only in the summer.?°

Such conditions contributed to close communication between students, including
those studying in different classes. Seminarians could spend their free time in the

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seminary garden, in the library, or in one of the eight bedrooms.” As a result,
friendship between the fifth- and first-year students, between whom there could be an
age gap of five or more years, was common, with the elder friend acting as a mentor
for the younger one. The style of such relationships was mentioned by seminarian
Petr lvanov in a letter to graduate Vasily Nakhorov:

Do you remember, in the first year, you used to say to me “a smart head” or
something like that. Well, an inexperienced boy, | imagined that | was really
smart, although in essence | was almost empty-headed.?

Thanks to the correspondence of Vasily A. Nakhorov, son of a priest from
Shenkursky Uyezd, who completed a full course of study in June 1871, it is possible
to reconstruct the relationships of students of Arkhangelsk Theological Seminary,
which evolved around reading for self-education. 26 letters for 187172 were seized
by gendarmes during a search in October 1874 in the dormitory of St Petersburg
Theological Academy, where Nakhorov was studying at that moment.”® Among the
correspondents there were 6 students of Arkhangelsk Theological Seminary: one
fifth-year student, three third-years and two second-years. Seminary graduate Andrei
Titov, who resigned after his fourth year in the summer of 1871 and served as an
official in Velsk Uyezd of Vologda Governorate, also wrote to Nakhorov. In their
letters, Nakhorov’s correspondents mentioned several dozen people who were united
by the desire for self-education and the intention to study in St Petersburg as well as
those who opposed them (not only teachers but also other students). The
correspondence contains information about the situation of the 1871/72 academic
year, but the events of the previous two years are also recalled. In contrast to the
gloomy present, the earlier years were described as a heroic era. In the spring of
1872, Andrei Titov, who regularly received information about the state of affairs at
his alma mater, complained that the seminary was turning “from progressive
revolutionary into conservative. Was the bright star that shone so bright above it
really beginning to fade?”** Apparently, the “revolutionary” state of the seminary was
not the result of the students’ efforts alone but was to some extent supported by the

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teachers. For instance, in April 1871, among the 25 topics of course essays the
students of the sixth year were offered there was the polemical topic “Modern
Materialist Worldview in front of the Light of Christian Doctrine,” which implied a
close acquaintance of graduates with materialist theories.”

The result of the heroic era was that those who completed the general-education and
those who finished the theological course of the seminary entered secular higher
educational institutions in the spring of 1871. In May 1871, the pedagogical meeting
stated that out of 11 sixth-year students, “5 best and more capable ones” did not
express a desire to continue their religious education, and 3 reported their intention to
enter St Petersburg University and Medical Surgical Academy.” On June 13, 1871,
four fourth-years submitted petitions for dismissal from the seminary to enter higher
educational institutions.?” Vasily Nakhorov, who left for the capital together with his
classmates, had to enter St Petersburg Theological Academy.?® He was able to admit
his failure to his Arkhangelsk friends only in October in a letter written “in the tone of
a man who had lost hope of being able to fulfill his plan and considered himself
irretrievably lost.””

Having received this news, Petr lvanov wrote:

Will entering there (the Academy. — Yu. S.) really change all your noble
convictions? I don’t think so at all because one can graduate from the Medical
Academy and University as a scoundrel as well. Don’t get discouraged and don’t
lose energy. Besides, not everyone is capable of giving himself up to an idea.*

Vasily Nakhorov’s further destiny is indicative in its own way. “Ideal aspirations”
and extensive correspondence of dubious content were known in Arkhangelsk. Already
in December 1871, fifth-year student Aleksei Kolchin asked Nakhorov to write “more
modestly about the rector.”** In April 1872, Nakhorov’s letter, containing “criminal

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thoughts against the state and anti-religious ones,” was found by assistant inspector
N. Kubintsev on the second-year student Arkady Solovyov.* Although the inspectors
conducted a number of searches and took measures to suppress correspondence, the
discussion of this incident was not included in the journals of the pedagogical meeting
for 1872.%° Moreover, Arkhangelsk teachers chose to hide Nakhorov’s activities from
their colleagues in St Petersburg. On June 10, 1872, acting inspector E. Shuisky wrote
a letter to the graduate asking whether the report about Petr Ivanov was correct that he
copied Ludwig Biichner’s essay “Kraft und Stoff” from the copy that Nakhorov had
left. In this case, of interest is the reasoning of the board, on whose decision the
inspector made inquiries. It appealed directly to Nakhornov:

... In order to reduce time and any inconvenience that may arise for you
(Nakhorov. — Yu. S.), give these explanations directly to the rector of the
academy.®

Obviously, the letter contains a threat to appeal to the academic authorities, but the
very decision of the board to make the fact of dissemination of the “forbidden” work
an internal matter of the Arkhangelsk residents is indicative. Neither Nakhorov nor his
former teachers needed publicity because the Synod’s circular dated September 5,
1864 held them responsible for sending unreliable graduates to the academy.®

Vasily Nakhorov did not cause any complaints from St Petersburg teachers. The
rector of the theological academy testified to the Metropolitan of Novgorod and
St Petersburg that the student’s behavior “did not give the slightest reason to doubt his
political reliability.”*® On October 10, 1874, a search was conducted at the academy in
connection with the case of propaganda in the empire, but already on October 26, the
Third Department replied to the enquiry of the Chief Procurator of the Most Holy

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Synod that Nakhorov “turned out to be innocent.”’ That allowed him to complete the
course and to start service at Arkhangelsk Theological Seminary as a teacher on
July 17, 1875.%® Nakhorov’s career shows that involvement in the revolutionary
movement as well as arrest on suspicion of political unreliability was not a road with
no way back.

Let us go back to the 1871/72 academic year. The network that developed at
Arkhangelsk Seminary around reading books was analyzed using the network analysis
and data visualization tool Gephi. The analysis included 30 people: 8 Nakhorov’s
correspondents and third parties mentioned in the correspondence if they (a) were
involved in reading or transferring books; (b) received or sought to obtain higher
education. At the same time, the analysis included collective letters, sending greetings
to Nakhorov as well as requests and greetings sent through him to other graduates who
lived in St Petersburg. The analysis did not include references to other types of
relationships, such as competition for scholarship positions.*

The results of the analysis are presented in Figure 1.

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An important feature of the network is the numerous connections of the
seminarians outside the educational institution, on the one hand, and its isolation
within the clergy, on the other. The gray color on the graph indicates 5 people who
did not belong to the clergy estate, 3 of whom were political exiles. In the autumn
and winter of 1871, A. Malikov and F. Kharevich gave the seminarians access to
books from the public library where they served.* Both were exiled to Arkhangelsk
in the first half of the 1860s (Malikov in connection with the Ishutin Society case and
Kharevich as a participant in the Polish Uprising of 1863-64). Petr Ivanov wrote
about the existence of the “Malikov circle,” where two literary evenings took place,
“I don’t know what happened and was said there because I was not invited.”*!
Apparently, Aleksei Kolchin had a closer relationship with this group. In connection
with Malikov’s departure to Orel, Ivanov wrote about him the following: . . . It will
be especially unbearable for some gentlemen, such as Aleksei Ivanovich
[Kolchin].”* Aleksandr Prugavin, a member of the “Malikov circle,” the son of the
superintendent of public schools in Arkhangelsk Governorate, was exiled to his
homeland in connection with the Nechaevites case in April 1871. The Arkhangelsk
governor reported that Prugavin had gained influence on local youth, “both in the
gymnasium and in the seminary.”* Apparently, it was Prugavin, about whom lvanov
wrote: “Some people also visit Al P., but it’s a pity I can’t get to know them.”**

The rector of the seminary, Archimandrite Donat (Babin-Sokolov), argued that the
main sources of harmful influence on his students were the city in general and the
public library in particular,™ and therefore the “Malikov circle” was hardly the only
or main factor in the formation of a community of readers. Opening of free access to
the public library and A. Prugavin’s active work date back to the autumn of 1871, 1.e.
they did not affect the cohort of 1871 graduates, to whom Nakhorov belonged and
with whom the seminarians who remained in Arkhangelsk maintained relations. Petr

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Ivanov became friends with Nakhorov in his first year, i.e. in the 1869/70 academic
year, and even then it included recommendation of books and their discussion.*
Perhaps, Nakhorov might have undergone such influence because he was involved in
the management of the library. There is quite a vague indication that the rector was
dissatisfied with the graduate . .. because of the disorder in the school library and
especially because of the fact that many books were missing, for example, as far as
the collections were concerned, some of the books were not there.”*’

Small number of contacts between spiritual youths and the secular environment
can be explained by class barriers that continued to divide the youth of the provincial
city.®® A. Prugavin cited statistics on the number of students in educational
institutions of Arkhangelsk at the beginning of 1872: 129 in men’s gymnasium,
140 in women’s gymnasium; 83 in theological seminary; 102 in the uyezd school;
170 un the uyezd theological school; 45 in women’s theological school; 70 in
German evangelical school.”® Despite such diversity, connections of seminarians in
secular educational institutions cannot be traced, with the exception of a single case,
the relationship between second-year Yakov Shmakov and seven-year gymnasium
student Setkov, who met in April 1871. The possibility of such an acquaintance was
explained by Shmakov’s position as a gymnasium student, who lived with his mother
on the money earned by lessons: “He has an excellent character, he is not proud,
because he is poor.” Only poverty made a gymnasium student equal to the son of a
priest, but it was the former who had to condescend to associate with the latter, which
was explicitly stated by Shmakov: “We are both poor and he is a democrat.”

In the autumn of 1871, Setkov asked Shmakov for help: since the Arkhangelsk
men’s gymnasium was a non-classical school, he did not know Latin, which he
needed to enter the Medical Surgical Academy. The seminarian started his lessons at
once, spending his Sundays on them and taking no payment for ideological reasons:
“I decided long ago that my first work would be done for nothing.”®" This episode
shows that in a provincial town it was difficult even for a very narrow group of young

men who shared common views to get along due to class boundaries, which
inevitably determined physical boundaries.

Not gymnasium students but students of other ecclesiastical educational
institutions (men’s and women'’s religious schools, where their brothers and sisters
studied and recent graduates taught) were the main counterparty for the seminarians.
Petr Ivanov wrote in January 1872, “There are still a few good heads in the religious
school, but one can rarely go there.”* In the autumn of 1871, Nakhorov’s classmate
Konstantin Ezhov started service at Arkhangelsk Theological School as a teacher of
arithmetic and geography.> The new status did not prevent him from becoming an
intermediary between the graduate and the seminarians when the inspection started
opening their letters. At the same time, in January 1872, Petr Ivanov asked, . . . just
don’t address the letter to me directly but address it K. Alek. Ezhov.”*

The educational mission of Yakov Shmakov at the women’s diocesan school is
also interesting. On December 20, 1871, Shmakov wrote to Nakhorov that after
reading the novel Svetlov by I. Omulevsky,*® he decided to “help a person,” which is
why in September 1871, he “came to the school with a book from the public library
and offered to read,” and thus started with his sister, then N. Podosenova, Shabunina
and others also started reading.”® In this case, teachers (assistant to the head of the
school Natalya Podosenova and calligraphy teacher Anna Shabunina) were also
involved in communication with the seminarian.””. To justify his venture, Shmakov
cited the words of V. Belinsky, according to which “anyone who reads at least
Eruslan Lazarevich will know twice more than those who do not read anything.”®

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Shmakov also sent his regards to graduate Vasily Kalinnikov through Nakhorov
and reported that “his Lyubka was being kicked out of the school,”*® but whether he
was talking about his sister or a friend is not clear. Vasily Nakhorov knew
A. Shabunina, so he tried to get some information about her through Arkady
Solovyov in October 1871,% while the letter about Shmakov’s “monkey tricks” at the
school was written on December 20.

Probably, not all relationships between the seminarians and diocesan women were
based on the desire to “help the unfortunate situation” because Shmakov asked not to
suspect him of bad intentions and added that he “had given up romances.”®* The fact
that not only fraternal or comradely attitude towards women was common among the
seminarians can be concluded from the letter of Aleksei Kolchin, in which he said
hello to the “children of Aesculapius”, imagined his former classmate Petr Makarov
“in the Nevsky with a camellia” and asked Nakhorov about his success “in the matter
of the Nevsky-camellia-underground achievements.”®

The contacts of the group of seminarians with exiles or with diocesan women were
those connections that opened up the closed world of the seminary, where
acquaintances like the relationship between Yakov Shmakov and gymnasium student
Setkov were rare and more accessible to students who lived in the city.®® After all, the
basis of the described network was formed by graduates (10 people) and students
(12 people) of the seminary, and connections between them were diverse and close.

In Figure 1, 10 graduates are indicated in lilac color. 6 of them lived in
St Petersburg (indicated in bright lilac) and maintained contacts with each other and
with their acquaintances who stayed in Arkhangelsk. S. Kersky’s report provides data
on admission of the graduates of the Arkhangelsk seminary in higher educational
institutions in 1867-69. It follows from it that in 1870 there were 7 persons in
St Petersburg (4 at the theological academy and 3 at the university) and two more
studied at Moscow University.®

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At the same time, 5 out of 6 graduates included in the analyzed network were the
graduates of 1871, which may indicate a fundamental difference between this group
and the previous cohort of students. The only exception can be Mikhail Terent'ev,
who studied at St Petersburg Theological Academy two years earlier than Nakhorov
(fourth-year student Ivan Postnikov sent him his regards through lvanov).%

The main distinction of the 1871 graduates was that they chose Medical Surgical
Academy as a place to study rather than a university. Apparently, that was the first
instance, as Petr Ivanov asked in October 1871, “...Is it possible to enter the
medical academy with a seminary document? There is a rumor here that it is
impossible, and Kalinnikov and Kostylev got there only due to patronage.”®® The
seminarians’ correspondence regarding admission to the academy was centered
around Vasily Kalinnikov,®” who left the seminary after the fourth year, while
Nakhorov’s classmate Nikolai Kostylev®® was mentioned only once in the letter from
Ivanov quoted above. Perhaps, this is due to the fact being a native of Shenkursky
Uyezd, Kalinnikov lived in the seminary’s dormitory during his studies and stayed
there during vacations as well,*® and Nikolai Kostylev lived in his father’s house.”
As a result, he was much less involved in the relationships within the seminary’s
dormitory.

Kostylev’s position can be compared with that of Nikolai Shuisky, nephew of the
seminary inspector E. Shuisky, who lived in his apartment. Having been promised
financial support by his uncle, the best student in the fifth year was going to enter the

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medical academy. In June 1872, E. Shuisky suddenly changed his mind after learning
from a relative that

... the students of the university and medical academy were such atheists, they
have got out of hand. . . Well, after that, Evg[enii] Nik[olaevich] believes it to be
a sin to give funds to Nikolai to enter such an institution.”

In this case, of importance are not the relationship between the uncle and the
nephew, but the fact that Nikolai Shuisky was not mentioned in the letters of the
students who were jointly preparing to enter the academy. He was mentioned only in
a letter from Arkady Solovyov, a rector’s relative and his younger brother I. Sokolov,
a teacher of civil history. Solovyov lived in the rector’s apartment, which put him in
a privileged position, since people turned to him for news from the teachers’ room. "
On the other hand, supervision over him was much stricter. At the end of 1871, he
was forbidden to communicate with Ivanov as an “extremely suspicious person,” so
the latter complained of loneliness: . . .Arkady is also a bird of passage in our land,
and only mostly after lunch and after dinner he came for a few hours. . .”"

From Arkhangelsk, the relationship between those who left for St Petersburg
seemed to be an ideal brotherhood. Judging by the numerous greetings sent through
Nahorov, the seminarians believed that all graduates maintained close contacts with
each other. The former seminary inspector, Hegumen Aleksy, had a similar idea of
them as a single group. According to Arkady Solov'ev, upon returning from the
capital, he told the rector about them, “the natives of Archangelsk in St Petersburg.
How, for example, Shmakov and others behaved at Kalinnikov’s funeral ™
Meanwhile, Nakhorov’s relations with the rest of the graduates were apparently
uneven due to the lower status of the student of the theological academy compared to
those who entered the medical academy. In December 1871, Nakhorov sent a letter
to Kolchin with the idea of creating a mutual aid fund “. . .with the goal of helping
poor Arkhangelsk students.” Within the seminary, the attitude to this project differed,
since it competed both with other collective expenses, such as shared subscription to
magazines, and with personal plans of the students who were saving money to live in

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the capital.” The supposed attitude of St Petersburg residents was also ambiguous.

Yakov Shmakov asked, “Will MJister] Kalinnikov listen to this idea with
laughter?”"

In the absence of more precise information about the nature of the relationships
within the Arkhangelsk community in St Petersburg, we can try to find out what
connected the group of the 1871 graduates before their departure thanks to the letters
from Andrei Titov and his colleague, uyezd supervisor of the Velsk Uyezd office
Nikolai Porfir'evich Oskolkov,”” in whose house Titov lived. Titov submitted a
petition for dismissal from the seminary in June 1871, together with three other
students who finished their fourth year (Vasily Kalinnikov, Petr Makarov, and Ivan
Vakhromeev).”® The first two achieved their desired goal and they became students,
but there is no information about the fate of the latter.

Describing his “half-animal” existence in the village of Blagoveshchenskoye,
Titov recalled the “hobbies of the past,” thanks to which “the future was seductively
depicted in the colors of the brightest and most significant perspective.””® From his
point of view, the “student environment” and “school science” were equal in their
beneficial influence on human development, in contrast to the miserable life of “pen-
pushing”: . . . In the sphere of my mind, no serious questions arise either. But where
or as a result of what may they arise?” Thus, for Titov, the years of study at the
seminary turned out to promote development more than independent life: “I am even
more surprised myself at what | used to be in the seminary and that I am now.
... Really, I even feel hurt by this.”*

Titov’s unsuccessful attempt to escape from his sleepy “provincial” life is known
from Oskolkov’s letter. In the autumn of 1871, the young man applied for a position
of village teacher, received it, but then refused due to financial considerations.
Oskolkov commented on that escapade:

... There are still few people in Rus’ who would like to devote themselves to
enlightening the ignorant masses and give all their strength and intelligence in the
bad conditions of life. .. It is true that it is always easier to carry out a theory
than to respond to it with action.®

Titov’s decision to change his comfortable life to the post of a rural teacher was
obviously dictated by the “aspirations” formed in the seminarian circle to which he
belonged before graduation: . .. | would like to donate my strength to a broader and
more useful field.” Titov explained the need to choose a well-fed life of an official
instead of that with the “Darwinian Theory,” integrating the acquisition of funds into
the “struggle for existence.”®

The views of Nakhorov during his last two years at the seminary can be
reconstructed from the letters of Petr Ivanov. The articles of critics, read on the
advice of the elder comrade, were the turning points in Ivanov’s life: “. .. You led me
to Pisarev and Shelgunov, etc., and gave me, so to speak, the ABC’s for
understanding them.”®® Their relationship can be compared with the enthusiastic
letter of Yakov Shmakov, to whom Nakhorov wrote from St Petersburg at the end of
1871 and with whom, apparently, he did not maintain relations at the seminary. “I am
glad to be friends, and that there are people who consider me a person, not of the
present but of the future, and for this I cannot help but thank you,” wrote the second
year who was only two years younger than his correspondent. Nahorov advised
Shmakov to read Belinsky and Shpielhagen, to which he received the following
answer: “. . . I have been inseparable from Belinsky for more than a month now.”®

Thus, Nakhorov’s advice to his younger comrades did not go beyond the range of
articles by democratic critics and educational novels. Apparently, Ivanov read What
Is to Be Done?” by N. Chernyshevsky in 1871 on his own initiative.® The only
mention of illegal literature in all of Nakhorov’s correspondence is the phrase from
Andrei Titov’s letter “not a word about Lassalle’s associations is mentioned in your
letter,”® which can hardly refer to the censored publication of 1870, but is much

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more likely to refer to the mutual aid fund project. When giving explanations to the
gendarmes in 1874, Nakhorov argued that the word “association” was “used by his
correspondent inappropriately and referred to the desire of his fellow countrymen in
St Petersburg to jointly help one poor student.”®’

In Figure 2, the network under analysis is represented only by the students of
Arkhangelsk Theological Seminary; their years of birth are added to the captions. The
nodes are color-coded depending on the year of study: orange for the second year;
blue for third year; red for the fourth year; green for the fifth year. The same color
indicates the graduates of 1871 who left the seminary after their fourth year. Those
who completed the full course in 1871 are indicated in lilac. The absence of mentions
of the first-year students is understandable, since they entered the seminary in the
autumn of 1871 and Nakhorov was not familiar with them. Much more interesting is
the absence of the sixth-years. Andrei Titov wrote about them the following: “Our
sixth-year students have become completely lazy and are only dreaming of brides.
It’s really wild!”® From this message we can conclude that the sixth-year students
chose ordination, the prerequisite for which was marriage, i.e. did not share the
interest in self-education. Thus, the network included students from four years, from
the second year to the fifth, and graduates.

Despite the fact that the network covered most of the seminary, its density was quite
low: only 0.175 (assuming a maximum density of 1). Of special significance is the
small number of cliques among classmates: Nakhorov’s correspondents more often
wrote about their like-minded fellows from other classes and complained about their
associates. The only exception is the fifth-year students Aleksei Kolchin and Aleksandr
Kirillov, who wrote to Nakhorov together. Perhaps they were included in a tighter
group that existed in 1870/71 academic year (the majority of its members left the
seminary in the summer). Petr Ivanov joined that couple: in October 1871, the three of
them “began studying mathematics and new languages.”® It was Aleksei Kolchin who
was the addressee of Nakhorov’s letter that described the project for a mutual aid fund,
which was read from his hands by Petr Ivanov (“showed me your letter’”) and Yakov
Shmakov (“read your thought expressed in the letter of Great Alexis”).*

Third-year student Ivanov mentioned only one of his classmates, Petr Ryazanov, as
well as two second-year students, Arkady Solovyov and Avtonom Elizarovsky. The
conflict between the seminarians is evidenced by a vague letter from another third-year

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student, Vasily Ul'yanovsky. On January 19, 1872, he wrote about misunderstanding
that occurred before Nakhorov’s departure: . .. If | did anything against you, it was
[illegibly] out of ignorance because I didn’t know then what kind of person you were
and what your goals were! But now my eyes have opened, and I have learned.”®*
Ul'yanovsky is not mentioned in the letters from other Nakhorov’s correspondents.
Meanwhile, in 1872, the third-year students organized a “strike” against teacher
N. Kubintsev: in February they did not submit an essay in logic, and in May they
refused to answer in class. The instigators were brothers Nikolai Kamkin and
Aleksandr Kamkin, Evgeny Toshakov, Yakov Dyachkov and Vasily Ul'yanovsky.”

Petr Ivanov maintained the closest relationship with second-year student Arkady
Solov'ev: “. .. Except for Arkady, I couldn’t get along with anyone, and, perhaps, I
don’t want to.”” By the end of the academic year, he had formulated a radical opinion
about the remaining seminarians:

... The seminary is such worthless rubbish that it would not be a pity to dump the
whole bunch into the Dvina (by the seminary | mean those living in the building).
Al of them are either vulgar fools or phrase-mongering rags.**

It was expressed in an undated letter, apparently written after the February events,
which resulted in the ban on communication with Solovyov, an unsatisfactory
assessment of behavior® and the rector’s verdict: “I put a question mark against lvanov
for the vacation.”®

In March 1872, Ivanov lost the company of Kolchin and Ryazanov. Fifth-year
student Kolchin’s decision not to complete the course was premeditated and known to
Ivanov (“Aleksei Ivanovich is graduating, and [v]ery soon. And he wants to become a

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rural teacher somewhere in Pinega™).”” Kolchin himself asked Nakhorov in December
1871.:

...Do | need much money for the first time in order to somehow exist in
St Petersburg for at least six months? And how many half-kopecks will be needed
for the journey? And where do you think is the best place to get ready for? | think
for myself that it is the Aesculapius’ labomtory.98

The decision of the third-year student Ryazanov to leave the seminary a year and a
half before the end of his general education course was considered by teacher
S. Arsen'ev as madness: “. . . In our class, he told my class-mates that I was crazy.” In
that case, for admission to a higher educational institution, a former seminarian had to
take exams for the gymnasium course. In addition, as a student supported by the
diocese, he was obliged to repay the cost of his study at the seminary, 135 roubles.'®
Apparently, the decision was made upon his receiving a post of a home teacher in the
house of merchant Cherepanov, but in his petition for expulsion the seminarian
allowed himself a remark reflecting his worldview: “I cannot and do not want to live
further in the seminary, according to the demands of my nature.” According to
Ryazanov’s letter, the rector considered his decision to be the result of reading
inappropriate books: “That’s what it means to read a lot of Shchapov and the like. I
expected this from you, Ryazanov.”'®* Naturally, Ryazanov associated his future with
the Medical Surgical Academy. To enter the academy, he was going to move to
St Petersburg to prepare for the exam for a year there.’? Left alone, Petr lvanov also
began to think about expulsion and a post of a teacher (“to wave to the rural

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population™): “My desire to leave the seminary is not some kind of a whim but a
deliberate and necessary action.”'% But he did not implement that plan.

The lack of contacts between classmates, even if they shared common views and
read the same literature, is especially noticeable in the instance of second-year students
Arkady Solovyov and Yakov Shmakov. After the discovery of seditious
correspondence with Nakhorov and the rector’s ban on communication with Ivanov,
Solov'ev had to associate with his classmates: “...We got along, but for nothing.
Pavlov, Popov and the like are misers, to say nothing about the rest. Shmakov alone
reads more seriously than others, but he does so on occasions.”*® At the same time, it
is known from Shmakov’s letters to Nakhorov that Shmakov had been reforming
himself since October 1871

I am not ashamed (and | used to be ashamed!) to openly admit that all the years of
studying at school passed without any benefit, since the acknowledgement of one’s
guilt is a sure earnest of correction, as Belinsky says.*®

Although the network under analysis was formed around reading books and self-
education, “ideal aspirations” were not the only thing that united its members. In
October 1871, Arkady Solovyov wrote that Nakhorov’s reputation in the opinion of the
rector was spoiled by the information about “everyone who participated in the
expedition to Filat”.'® In December 1871, Petr lvanov reported that he and two of
Nahorov’s classmates, Ivan Mefod'ev and Pavel Novikov, participated in a “great
libation to Bacchus,” after which they decided to write to him in St Petersburg.®’ At
the same time, alcohol consumption, which was one of the main concerns of the Synod
Educational Committee, was also problematized in that environment. Petr lvanov
persuaded Nakhorov to give up “frequent libations”:

| imagine, your situation is similar to the situation of exiles in a provincial town,
who drink away their grief and loneliness. But Vasily Andreevich, your cause is
not lost, and your organization, as | think, is not entirely Herculean. Take care of

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yourself so as not to end your activities in the academia, because, | think, you are
not averse to some ideal aspirations.'*

Conclusion

The analysis of Vasily Nakhorov’s correspondence in combination with the journals
of pedagogical meetings and materials from revisions of Arkhangelsk Theological
Seminary allows us to see in detail how a community of readers was formed and
functioned around progressive literature in the early 1870s. The specific feature of the
Arkhangelsk case was inclusion of political exiles in it. Through them, the seminarians
were connected with the progressive youth in the city. At the same time, it was not the
exiles who determined the interest of the seminarians in secular literature. The
inspectors’ reports systematically included information about the seminarians’ visits to
public libraries, including the dioceses where there was no political exile."® Thus, the
“Malikov’s circle” only satisfied the demand for educational literature and democratic
periodicals that existed among the seminarians. Although contacts with political exiles
opened up the network of relations that was closed within the clergy, the main
counterparties were teachers and students of women’s and men’s religious schools,
which indicates the preservation of class barriers in the provincial city.

Until the autumn of 1871, relatively liberal rules reigned in the Arkhangelsk
seminary. It was reformed according to the charter of 1867, which allowed students to
choose and read books without supervision from teachers. In the 1870/71 academic
year, mandatory reading reports were introduced at the seminary, the purpose of which
was to organize and encourage extracurricular reading but not to control it. As a report,
Vasily Kalinnikov submitted a review of A History of the Intellectual Development of
Europe by J.W. Draper, which was later banned for seminarians by the Educational
Committee, and Andrei Titov submitted an analysis of the work by The Human as a
Subject of Education: Pedagogical Anthropology.'”® Thus, the teachers themselves
supported the students’ interest in secular literature. “Persecution” began in the
1871/72 academic year and was probably associated with mass withdrawal from the
clergy of the 1871 graduates as well as great number of contacts with the city and
exiles, which resulted in the publication of A. Prugavin’s piece about the morals in the
seminary in the newspaper Novoe Vremya in February 1872.

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In the 1870/71 academic year, connections may have been tighter than they became
a year later. What indicates this is the large number of contacts between the graduates
of 1871 and their associates who stayed in the seminary. At the moment, immediately
recorded in the letters addressed to Nakhorov, those ties were weakened, among other
things, due to the rector’s direct ban on communication between the seminarians and
control over their correspondence. Although there were many like-minded people
among the seminarians who shared “ideal aspirations” or at least did not have “the
religious feeling,” they did not form a circle and even did not always communicate
with each other. Indicative are the cases of Solov'ev and Shmakov, Nikolai Shuisky,
and other fifth-year students who were preparing to enter the Medical Surgical
Academy at the same time.

Although the network covered four of the six years, close relationships were
maintained by students from different classes, including those with significant age gap
who shared common beliefs. They were also characterized by a negative attitude
towards their classmates, which sometimes resulted in unflattering descriptions of
“vulgar fools or phrase-mongering rags.” It is worth noting separately that the “strike”
against the teacher of logic was organized by the students who most likely were not
members of the network under analysis. This episode does not appear in Nakhorov’s
correspondence at all, and Petr Ivanov’s behavior during the lesson disrupted in May
looks dubious. The students agreed not to prepare the lesson “due to their lack of
understanding,” but when the inspector appeared, Ivanov admitted that he “knew the
lesson with a vague understanding.”**’ The “revolts” of the seminarians were a
consequence of the internal life of the educational institution rather than reading
progressive literature.

Finally, moving to St Petersburg and existing as part of the community did not
automatically involve further radicalization and entry into the revolutionary circles
even for those seminarians who were interested in cutting-edge literature and shared
the attitude of serving the common good. From this point of view, indicative is the
destiny of Vasily Nakhorov, who literally raised a cohort of readers of cutting-edge
literature from junior-year students and then returned to the Arkhangelsk Seminary as a
teacher. Petr Ivanov,"*? Petr Ryazanov, and Nikolai Kostylev were involved in the
investigation into the case of propaganda in the empire at different times in the same
way as Vasily Nakhorov was, but it was not them but Evgeny Toshakov, one of the
organizers of the “strike,” who had a revolutionary biography. He was arrested in 1877
