Abstract. The article focuses on the Leningrad trials of Nazi war criminals (December 27,
1945 — January 6, 1946). Based on a wide range of sources, some of which are being introduced
into scientific circulation for the first time, the political functions of the Leningrad trials are
identified, and forms of their mediatization are determined. The Leningrad trials were supposed not
only to sentence 11 specific criminals but also to condemn the occupation system in the region (the
North-West of RSFSR) per se. The punitive actions of 1943-44 were most thoroughly investigated.
However, the investigation could not or did not have enough time to identify those guilty of the
Siege of Leningrad and the perpetrators of war crimes of 1941-42, including the Holocaust. The
war crimes of Finnish and Spanish units in the territory of Leningrad Oblast and the participation
of collaborators in those crimes were not investigated. Instead of these important issues, during the
Leningrad trials the authorities chose to present false testimony of Private A. Diire about the Nazis’
guilt of the Katyn massacre (the testimony had neither political nor juridical effect). The Leningrad
trials did not fully fulfil their political functions and escaped the culture of memory (among other
reasons, due to selective mediatisation).

Introduction

Between 1945 and 1947, six open trials of German war criminals were conducted
in the most affected cities of the Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic
(RSFSR): Smolensk (December 15-19, 1945), Bryansk (December 26-30, 1945),
Leningrad (December 27, 1945 — January 6, 1946), Velikiye Luki (January 24-31,
1946), Sevastopol (November 12-23, 1947), and Novgorod (December 7-18, 1947).
What place do the Leningrad trials take among these trials? This work will make an
attempt to understand its specific characteristics, political functions, and the reasons
why the Katyn massacre was considered during the trials while the Siege of Lenin-
grad was not investigated.

The political and media aspects of the Soviet trials of the Nazis have escaped the
attention of researchers for a very long time. Individual trials still remain unex-
plored.* Thus, the Leningrad trial proceedings have been given very little attention in
Russia. In fact, they are reflected in four publications only: in the article by N. Ko-
loshinsky (the juridical aspect of the trial), in a chapter of the monograph by D. As-
tashkin, B. Kovalev and S. Kulik (the aspect of the prosecution),” in the article by

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S. Kulik (the aspect of mediatization),® and in a section of the monograph by A. Dau-
dov, Yu. Kuntsevich and M. Khodyakov (the organizational aspect).” This study will
try to further develop the conclusions made by S. Kulik on mediatization and also ex-
plore a new aspect, that is the aspect of the political functions of the Leningrad trials.

Any researcher of the Soviet trials faces the problem of sources. The materials of
the Leningrad trials were classified (like all other case files of such trial proceedings)
and are stored in the Central Archive of the FSB of Russia. Like any other trial case
files of non-rehabilitated war criminals, they are not available for researchers. Only
volumes no. 11 and no. 12 with investigation materials are available in the State Ar-
chives of the Russian Federation (testimonies of the accused Janicke, Skotki, and
Sonnenfeld, and records of their identification from photographs).” Other available
sources about the Leningrad trials include instructions of the Central Committee of
the All-Union Communist Party of Bolsheviks, personal files of the chief tribunal of-
ficer Major General I. Isaenkov, photographs of the trial, the documentary The Ver-
dict of the People (Prigovor naroda, directed by L. Kikaz, camera by E. Uchitel, Len-
ingrad Documentary Film Studios, 1946), a personal diary of P. Luknitskii, a special
correspondent of the Russian newspaper Pravda, and more than 50 published items
from six different newspapers.

The organization of the process. The Leningrad trials (like seven other trials of
1945-46) were initiated by the decree of the Central Committee of the All-Union
Communist Party of Bolsheviks as of November 21, 1945 “On conducting trials of
the former military personnel of the German army and German punitive bodies.” The
NKVD, the NKGB, the Main Directorate of SMERSH and the Prosecutor’s Office of
the USSR were to complete the investigation in three weeks, “no later than December
15, 1945.”° A group of four operational officers of the NKVD, the NKGB, and the

On such short
notice, they were able to find only a few suspects in the German prisoner camps.’

Let us suppose that the rush of the investigation was caused by foreign policy rea-
sons, namely the beginning of the Nuremberg Trials. Possibly, the materials of the
local trials were supposed to support the Soviet prosecution in Nuremberg (among
other things, by means of foreign press coverage). Let us remind that in February
1946 witnesses (Academician I. Orbeli, Archpriest N. Lomakin, and Y. Grigoriev, a
collective farmer) spoke in Nuremberg about Nazi crimes in Leningrad and in Lenin-
grad Oblast (including Pskov and Novgorod).®

The Leningrad trail proceedings took place in the Vyborg House of Culture,
which accommodated 2 000 spectators from Leningrad, Pskov and Novgorod (admit-
tance to pass-holders only). The setting resembled a theatre: the tribunal of the Len-
ingrad Military District was located on the decorated stage; behind it there were a
bas-relief model of the Kremlin and a large statue of Stalin on a pedestal; at the back
of the stage there was a screen for projecting the documentary. Each session began
with the curtain going up. P. Luknitskii noted this theatricality in his diary:

Remlinger is the first to enter. He enters alone and goes behind a light wooden barrier.
Stunned by the solemnity, the spotlights, all the epaulets, the whole atmosphere of a silent
crowded room, he is shifting his eyes uneasily. He stops for a minute, and then, uncer-
tainly, timidly, like an actor, bows to the right and to the left. . . °

Such theatricality only enhanced the public effect of the trials.

The crimes. According to the materials of the Extraordinary State Commission
(ChGK), which formed the basis for the charges, the invaders killed 52 355 civilians
in Leningrad Oblast (including the territories of Novgorod and Pskov), and took
404 230 Soviet citizens for forced labour.” The Nazis disguised their crimes. There-
fore, the forensic expert of the Leningrad Military District A. Vladimirsky believed
that the number of non-combat deaths was much higher, up to half a million. Accord-
Ing to his calculations, Pskov became the main centre of mass extermination of peo-
ple in Leningrad Oblast. Probably, that is why Major General Heinrich Remlinger,*!
the commandant of Pskov in 1943-44, was the main defendant during the Leningrad
trials.

The trials considered the crimes of Remlinger and his subordinates committed in
Leningrad Oblast in the winter of 1943-44: punitive actions (executions, burning
alive, torture), takeover for forced labour, destruction of settlements during retreat.
Remlinger personally ordered to organize a series of punitive expeditions, the victims
of with were thousands of Soviet citizens (mainly women, children and old people).
Following the command of Remlinger, 25 000 people were taken for forced labour

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and 145 villages were burned down. Captain K. Striiffling and Senior Lieutenant
E. Wiese (commanders of the “special purpose battalion” companies) also gave
criminal orders for executions.'? Eight executors of those orders (sergeants and pri-
vates E. Bohm, F. Engel, E. Sonnenfeld, E. Skotki, G. Janicke, E. Gehrer, E. Vogel,
and A. Diire) served in the first and second “special purpose” battalions of the 21
Luftwaffe Field Division. Lieutenant Sonnenfeld was the commander of the “special
group” of the 322" Infantry Regiment. Each of the executors personally killed from
11 to 350 people and later confessed in court. Only Remlinger and Wiese pleaded not
guilty.

The defendants joined the “special purpose” battalions from the Torgau military
prison, headed by Remlinger. Therefore, the prosecution and propaganda exposed the
defendants as Remlinger’s disciples:

For six years Remlinger taught people who got to him. . .. Here they are, those trained by
him, sitting in front of the Tribunal in the same dock with Remlinger. This is Janicke, who
killed more than three hundred Russian children, women, and old people, an arsonist, a
robber and a sadist who burned innocent civilians alive. This is Skotki, who blew up dug-
outs with Russian families inside, who burned village after village. This is Sonnenfeld, an
engineer by training, who voluntarily became an agent of the Gestapo and then a head of
punitive raids on the Pskov and Luga villages.*®

There could have been more defendants from the “special purpose battalion” but
some of the suspects actively cooperated with the investigation and received witness
status, although they participated in the same actions.

The Leningrad trials used a collaborator as a witness against Remlinger.
N. Serdyuk, an employee of the German commandant’s office in Kresty (near Pskov)
testified to the inhuman conditions in the camp for civilians in Kresty. His participa-
tion in the trial was quite atypical, since the question of collaboration was censored,
and all post-war trials of collaborators were held behind closed doors.

All crimes got under the decree issued on April 19, 1943, which provided the le-
gal basis for all trials of foreign war criminals in the USSR. In addition, the general
part of the indictment included the destruction of cultural monuments in the suburbs
of Leningrad, Pskov, and Novgorod.**

We cannot distinguish unique features in the indictment of the Leningrad process.
The list of crimes in it reflected the typical policy of the Nazis in the RSFSR: puni-
tive actions against civilians, plunder and destruction of settlements. Thus, it was
consistent with the indictments of other trials held in the RSFSR (for example, in
Bryansk and Novgorod). Why did the question of the Siege of Leningrad not get in
the spotlight during the Leningrad process? After all, this question was presented by
the Soviet side at the Nuremberg Tribunal in February 1946. Let us suppose that no
defendants to be accused of the Siege of Leningrad were found for the trials.™> Only
later, during the Novgorod process (December 1947), Kurt Herzog, an artillery gen-
eral, was convicted of participating in the Siege of Leningrad (among other charges
against him).

Apparently, Leningrad was chosen as a place for trials considering its pre-war
administrative borders which included Pskov and Novgorod. Moreover, the symbolic
significance of Leningrad was also very important for the political functions of the
trial. Thus, Leningrad became a unifying place for trials of crimes committed in three
regions (within the borders of 1947): in Leningrad Oblast, Pskov Oblast, and Nov-

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gorod Oblast.'® Separate Novgorod trial proceedings were not planned until May of
1947.

Cinematographic evidence. During the Leningrad trials (as well as during the
Minsk trials), upon a motion of the public prosecutor, a documentary about the
crimes of the Nazis in the territory of the Leningrad Region was shown. | have not
been able to find this documentary and information about its production yet. The
documentary is known only by the rendering in newspapers and diary entries:

Beginning from 1941, the shots taken by the cameraman of the Leningrad Front docu-
mented the atrocious crimes of Nazi villains in the lands of Leningrad. The ruins of Pskov,
Novgorod, Luga, Gatchina, Gdov, dozens of other cities and thousands of villages, swept
away by the Germans from the face of the earth appear on the screen. ... Cameramen
penetrated into the rear of the enemy and photographed the burning villages set on fire by
the Germans. Their inhabitants, women, children, and old people, deprived of shelter, go
into the woods and settle in dugouts. The film reproduces dozens of the orders of the Ger-
man commanders, issued in the occupied areas. Each of the orders invariably ends with the
words “subject to execution”. Under one of these orders, there is a sweeping signature of
Remlinger. This is one more undisputable piece of evidence against this fascist punitive
expeditioner in the dock. The film ends with short figures: in the territory of Leningrad,
Novgorod and Pskov oblasts, the Germans shot, burned, tortured, and hanged more than
67 thousand civilians.*’

Therefore, the documentary served as a cinematographic evidence of the crimes
of the invaders, and specifically Remlinger. Most likely, fragments of this documen-
tary were also shown in the cinemas of Novgorod before the start of the Novgorod
trial proceedings."®

The Holocaust. The propaganda emphasized that the Leningrad trials not only
concerned specific crimes of specific defendants in 1943-44, but also targeted the en-
tire system of occupation of Leningrad Oblast in 1941-44. Nevertheless, the Lenin-
grad trials (as well as the Velikiye Luki and Novgorod trials) only briefly touched on

the large-scale Nazi crimes of 1941-42 against Jews, Gypsies, mentally ill, and So-
viet prisoners of war in separate witness testimonies.

In 1941-42 ghettos were created and destroyed in Pskov, Opochka, Nevel, Ve-
likiye Luki, Porkhov, Pustoshka, and Sebezh. In the fall of 1943, the corpses of Jews
were removed from the pits and burned. No one was held publicly responsible for
these Holocaust crimes. Also, no one interrogated Remlinger (commandant of
Opochka in July—September 1943) in court about burning the bodies of Jewish people
(judging by the materials available to us). In contrast to this omission, the prosecutor
asked Remlinger about his position as military commander of Budapest (from April
1944 until he was taken prisoner in February 1945) and the executions of Hungarian
Jews:

“Who did you shoot there?”

“I shot no one.”

“Jews, probably?”

“Not a single Jew. On the contrary, I saved lives of lots of Jews, you will not believe it.”
“Who shot them?”

“Those who always dealt with that, the SS men, the Gestapo, and others. I had nothing to
do with them and when I had a chance, I saved J ews.”

As far as we know, the investigation did not contact Hungary about Remlinger’s
participation in the executions, so the dialogue about Budapest was accessory, and
the execution of Hungarian Jews was not included into the indictment. Remlinger’s
role in the Holocaust in Budapest remains to be investigated.

Professor A. Vladimirsky, a forensic expert, provided detailed testimony on the
mass executions (he also testified in the Novgorod trials of 1947). He described many
of the burial sites, including those of the Holocaust victims:

According to the eyewitness evidence collected in the area of Moglino-Pervoe near Pskov,
somewhere in that area, near Pskov, everyone in the camp was destroyed in nineteen forty-
one, and the Jews who were taken from Pskov were brought there. We started checking the
testimonies; we were looking for material evidence for a long time. Near Moglino-Pervoe,
in an area sown with rye, we found ten pit graves filled with corpses: children, women,
men. Since they were Killed at the beginning of the war, the Germans still did not undress
people before extermination. They did not hide any traces of their crimes back then. We
managed to find out a lot of information based on beads, amulets and other objects that de-
termined the nationality of the people who were killed. Then the Germans ploughed the
land, turned it into a field and sowed it... %

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We still do not know if any of the German prisoners of war bore any criminal li-
ability for the executions near Moglino. Later on, in the Pskov trials of 1967, guards
of the Estonian origin who served at the Moglino camp and shot Jews and Gypsies
were convicted.”!

The Katyn massacre. The Soviet side was preparing two German witnesses who
were to testify on the subject of the Katyn massacre at the Nuremberg Tribunal:
Ludwig Schneider (an assistant to Professor Buhtz) and Arno Diire (a soldier, he was
also among the defendants in the Leningrad trials).?> They were supposed to support
the Soviet version of the Katyn massacre. We may suppose that Diire’s testimony in
Leningrad was planned to be a rehearsal of his later speech in Nuremberg. At the
same time, the issue of the Katyn tragedy was not included in the indictment of the
Leningrad trials.

According to Diire’s testimony in the trials, the German command sent him from
the Torgau military prison to the Katyn Forest for correctional labour. P. Luknitskii
described this episode as follows:

In the military prison in Torgau, Diire remained under arrest until November, 1941, when
Remlinger was still the commandant of the prison. There, Diire was educated that way and
taught to be ruthless. During this training, “practical exercises” took place in the Katyn
Forest in September 1941. Together with the others, who were also brought to this forest,
Diire dug huge grave ditches at night. The SS men dumped corpses of people brought by
cars into these ditches, tens of thousands of corpses of Polish officers, Russian people, and
Jews; and Diire took part in their burial.

“Can you determine approximately how many shot people were thrown into these graves?’
“From fifteen to twenty thousand people!” Diire replies calmly and adds that he saw a pic-
ture of one of these graves in German newspapers, and the caption under the picture said,
“It was done by the Russians” . . .2

It is notable that the prosecutor did not ask Remlinger about these “practical exer-
cises” in the Katyn Forest. Apparently, Remlinger did not want to cooperate.

Soviet propaganda delivered the main message of Diire’s answers, but did not
publish their absurd details such as Diire’s explanation to the prosecutor that the Ka-

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tyn Forest was in Poland, that the depth of the ditch was 15-20 meters, that he
strengthened the walls of the ditch with tree branches, etc.*

Soviet propaganda reported to foreign journalists about all the trials of 1945-46,
including the Leningrad process. A brief translation of Diire’s testimony appeared on
January 3 in the newspaper Die Tdgliche Rundschau, published by the Red Army for
the German population in the Soviet Occupation Zone.” The theme of Katyn was
important for the foreign press, but the testimony of Diire did not seem convincing.
As a result, the New York Times combined two versions of the Katyn tragedy in one
item: the version of Diire reported by TASS and the 1943 version from the Nazi
Deutsches Nachrichtenbiiro:

A German officer in a group facing trial in Leningrad for “nightmare deeds” during the
war has admitted Nazi guilt for the massacre of Katyn, in the Smolensk region, where mass
graves of about 10,000 persons were found, a TASS dispatch said tonight. The Germans
had alleged that Poles had been murdered by Soviet political police and buried in Katyn in
1939. The officer, Duere (The New York Times made a mistake. In fact, Diire was not an
officer — Author), describing in detail how Russian women, children and old men were
murdered by retreating German troops, said that in the Katyn forest 15,000 to 20,000 per-
sons, including Polish officers and Jews, were shot and buried.

A German news agency in April, 1943, asserted German troops had discovered the Katyn
graves and blamed the Russians for the atrocity. The Polish Cabinet in London announced
four days later that the International Red Cross had been asked to send a delegation to in-
vestigate on the spot. On April 25, 1943, Moscow officially severed relations with the Pol-
ish exile Government.”®

According to 1. Yazhborovskaya, for these testimonies, Diire was only sentenced
to penal servitude instead of death penalty. However, the Soviet authorities did not
dare to take him to Nuremberg. This is not surprising, for Diire mocked the Lenin-
grad process and could cause a scandal in Nuremberg. According to the diary of P.
Luknitskii Diire laughed during his interrogation (“when it comes to how he shot
women, he nods affirmatively and. . . smiles, laughs!”), during the sentence (“Diire
only grins wryly. . .”), during his last words (“Diire stands up with his arms behind
his back. He laughs! The room waits. Diire continues laughing and says through
laughter: “I do not want to say anything!”).?” Diire’s grin is captured in the documen-
tary The Verdict of the People, but the theme of Katyn was not presented in the film.
As a result, the subject of Diire’s testimony was not developed either in Soviet or in
foreign media materials.

In 1954, Diire returned to Germany, where he recanted his testimony about the
Katyn events and stated that he had been forced to testify like that during the investi-
gation.” Thus, the question of the Katyn massacre is the only fact of false evidence in
the Leningrad trials known to us. Other testimonies of the defendants have not been
disputed by the researchers.

Mediatization. The decree on the organization of the trials required mediatisa-
tion: “The progress of the trial proceedings is to be systematically covered in the lo-
cal press and briefly covered in the central press.”? In a letter to the Leningrad chiefs
of the UNKVD, UNKGB, and the SMERSH Directorate, their Moscow leaders
(Kruglov, Rychkov, and Abakumov) gave brief instructions: “we propose. . . to take
measures to ensure proper coverage of the process in the local press.” What did those
measures imply? From the diary of P. Luknitskii, we know that journalists had access
to the materials of the preliminary investigation and could also talk to the members of
the tribunal. Due to the lack of sources, the exact extent of influence of the authorities
and editors on the content of the materials about the process is unclear. Therefore, we

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suppose that journalists (albeit under the control of the authorities) prepared publica-
tions more or less independently, guided by their patriotic feelings and ideological
principles. In addition, the authors could be inspired by newspaper materials about
similar trials (in Bryansk, Smolensk, etc.) and, in particular, by materials from the
Nuremberg trials (the best journalists of the country wrote about them). It is also
worth reminding that all Soviet media were censored.

Newspapers were the most popular mass media in the USSR of that period. They
were used by agitators for “readings” (were read aloud and discussed) at factories and
collective farms. The materials about the Leningrad trials were distributed in the all-
Union media (TASS, lzvestiya, Moscow Radio) and in local newspapers (Lenin-
gradskaya pravda, Novgorodskaya pravda, Pskovskaya pravda, Smena, Vechernii
Leningrad, etc.). On the pages of printed media, the materials about the Leningrad
process were placed under the items about Nuremberg, next to the materials about
other trials of war criminals in the USSR (Bryansk) and in the world (Manila, Philip-
pines). In such a way, the general context of world justice was created.

Moreover, with the help of Moscow Radio and TASS, information was also sent
to Reuters and Associated Press, London Radio, the newspaper of the Soviet Occupa-
tion Zone Die Tégliche Rundschau, the newspaper New York Times, et al. For in-
stance, the New York Times published three items about the Leningrad trials: about
the beginning of the trial (December 30, 1945), about the issue of Katyn tragedy in
the trials (December 31, 1945), and about the final sentence of the process (January 6,
1946).

As illustrations, Soviet newspapers published four photographs from the court
room (the court, the defendants and spectators) and caricature portraits of each defen-
dant.

Since the wave of Soviet trials began simultaneously with the Nuremberg Tribu-
nal, propaganda constantly noted their connection:

In Nuremberg, where the fascist plague first appeared, the International Tribunal is now
hearing the case of the principal war criminals. And in the regional centres of our country,
military tribunals judge those who established Hitler’s “new order” on Soviet soil, killed
women, old people and children, and destroyed what had been created by the work of the
people over many centuries.*

Soviet propaganda also emphasized that the conduct of Soviet trials was a joint
decision of the allies in the anti-Hitler coalition, the Soviet Union, the United States
and Great Britain:

Criminals are held responsible according to the Declaration, signed at the time by Roose-
velt, Stalin, and Churchill. According to this Declaration, German officers, soldiers and
members of the Nazi party who are accountable for atrocities, killings and executions, or
voluntarily participated in them are subject to trial in countries in which their hideous acts
were committed.®

The post-war cult of personality has not yet reached its zenith. Therefore, Stalin
was only briefly mentioned in the items about the trials. But the Red Army and the
Soviet people were mentioned on a regular basis:

Only the valiant and determined struggle of our Red Army could rid the world of such a
plague. Only the great victory of our people in the Second World War led to the fact that
Goring is sitting in the dock in Nuremberg, while Remlinger, Vogel, Janicke, Striiffling,
and others are sitting in the dock in Leningrad.*

Propaganda drew a parallel between Hermann Goring (as the main defendant in
Nuremberg) and Heinrich Remlinger (as the main defendant in Leningrad):

The world is not interested at all whether Goring pleads or does not plead guilty. Similarly,
the working people of Leningrad Oblast are very little worried whether Remlinger pleads
or does not plead guilty. In both cases, everyone is interested in something else, namely,
when their well-deserved punishment will take place.®

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Similar comparison schemes were used by propaganda in materials about other
trials.

In his speech, public prosecutor F. Petrovskii drew a direct parallel between Nur-
emberg and Leningrad:

The trial of the main war criminals taking place in Nuremberg revealed to the whole world
that evil plans of this treacherous and sudden attack on our Motherland, the plunder of its
wealth, the extermination and enslavement of Soviet people, had been long and carefully
developed by the Hitler cannibals. The authors of these plans, the leaders of the fascist
gang, are brought before the International Military Tribunal for their crimes. Here, in Len-
ingrad, in the dock there are the executors of their barbarian plans, those who directly exe-
cuted them.*

A similar scheme was used by prosecutor L. Smirnov in the Smolensk trials.

Since the journalists were sure of the conviction before the trial ended, they an-
grily or ironically reacted to the defendants’ attempts to defend themselves explaining
that they were following orders:

Only these bloody smart beast Franz Wiese and the leader of the gang Remlinger, the most
bloodthirsty and despicable of all eleven bloodthirsty and meanest defendants, said that
they would not plead guilty. Remlinger, this executioner in white gloves, continues the
game already familiar to the Soviet investigation. He only received orders from above and
sent them down without even recording outgoing messages. At the top there were Hitler
and Sauckel.®®

On order to dehumanize the defendants, Propaganda exploited their appearance
and the facts of their personal background as well. Special emphasis was placed on
their criminal:

Who are they, these representatives of the “higher race”? Karl Striiffling and Fritz Enkel
are volunteers of the German army, who went to war for the sake of plunder and easy
money. Gerhard Janicke is a thief who was serving penal labour. Arno Diire is worth being
the top representative of this gang, for he is a pimp who was supported by prostitutes and
robbed their clients.*®

According to the instructions received from Moscow, all defense lawyers went
through a special selection: “We suggest. . . that a thorough background check should
be run for all defense lawyers who will be assigned to the defendants by the repre-

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sentative of the USSR People’s Commissariat of Justice on the spot. Undesirable
candidates should be withdrawn and replaced by trusted lawyers.”*” Thus, all defense
lawyers worked only formally, no one really expected bright speeches and surprises
from them. They built the defense on blurring the borders between personal and col-
lective guilt. Thus, defense lawyer Zimin, who defended Remlinger, noted that “his
defendant is not the only one to bear responsibility for the horrifying crimes commit-
ted by the Germans in the territory that was under the authority of the commandant of
Pskov. Some units that operated there were not under his command.”*® All other de-
fense lawyers tried to present their defendants as simple executors of criminal orders.
The remarks of lawyers in all trials between 1945 and 1947 were hardly ever cited in
propaganda, and the defense closing arguments were given as brief summaries (in the
same way as the last pleas of defendants). Therefore, all newspaper readers and the
audience of the documentary The Verdict of the People were familiar only with the
prosecution.

Sentence and execution. The verdict was approved not in Leningrad, but in
Moscow. On January 3, 1946, in a letter to Molotov, the heads of the intelligence ser-
vices S. Kruglov, N. Rychkov, and V. Abakumov, retold the indictment in two pages
and offered the final verdict:

Bearing in mind the extent of guilt of each of the defendants, we consider it necessary to
sentence the defendants Remlinger, Striiffling, Sonnenfeld, Béhm, Engel, Janicke, Skotki,
and Gehrer, to death by hanging; defendants Vogel, Diire, and Wiese, to penal servitude.
We ask for your instructions.*

Molotov approved everything that was proposed. It is worth noting that even in
the letter to Molotov, the differentiation of the sentence (execution, 20 years and 15

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years of penal servitude) is not explained. Propaganda focused on the death penalty,
with almost no mention of other sentences. The difference in terms of penal servitude
(20 years and 15 years) was not explained to the audience and readers.

M. Lanskoi, a journalist, artistically conveyed the feelings of the people in the
courtroom during the delivery of the final sentences (death penalty for eight defend-
ants, and penal servitude for three of them):

Then the court entered. Everyone stood up. It was extraordinarily quiet when the chairman
was quoting the atrocities committed by each defendant for the last time. The shadows of
the dead rose from the mass graves again. There came a puff of smoke from the fires. The
groans of those tortured could be heard. A Russian mother covered in blood stood up,
holding a shot child. Our hearts got clogged with the ashes of the people burned alive. . ..
Therefore, the words “to the death by hanging” were met with applause of solidarity and
satisfaction. The whole nation was signing the sentence, which was final and not subject to
appeal.”?

Some newspapers confined themselves to a dry statement of the sentence with a
cliché about the “applause of satisfaction.” The huge Kalinin Square right in front of
the Gigant Cinema was chosen as a place of execution in Leningrad. The execution
itself was emotionally described by the Leningrad newspapers in detail:

At the front they had escaped a well-deserved bullet of a Soviet soldier. But now they are
to test the strength of the Russian rope. Eight war criminals hung on a stiff bar yesterday in
Leningrad. In their last minutes, once again they met the eyes of the people who hate them.
Once again they heard whistles and curses that accompanied them to a shameful death. The
cars set off. The support was moved away from under the feet of the convicts.**

Tens of thousands of Leningrad citizens came to watch the execution; even more
people saw it in the documentary The Verdict of the People.

Conclusion

In the same way as other regional trials, the Leningrad was intended to become
not only a trial of specific 11 defendants but also a trial of the occupation system in
the North-West of the RSFSR as a whole. This was only partially possible, as only
the punitive actions of 1943-44 were most thoroughly investigated. At the same time,
the investigation could not or did not have enough time to identify those guilty of the
Siege of Leningrad and of the war crimes of 1941-42 (including the Holocaust). The
war crimes of Finnish and Spanish units in the territory of Leningrad Oblast and the
participation of collaborators in those crimes were not investigated either. Instead of

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these important issues, during the Leningrad trials, the authorities chose to present the
false testimony of Private Arno Diire about the Nazis’ guilt of the Katyn massacre.
However, these false testimonies had neither political nor juridical effect.

The ambitious large-scale trials in Leningrad had a huge political potential, but
this potential was not fulfilled. Providing the investigation with extremely tight dead-
lines and the instructions of the same type, the authorities decided not to single out
the Leningrad process from the general series of such trials, Mediatization was selec-
tive. As a result, just like other similar Soviet trials, the Leningrad process is hardly
represented in the culture of memory (even at the local level), and therefore needs
further study.
