Artificial Monopoly: History of Public Baths in Gatchina
from the 1840s to 1914

Abstract. The article examines an important aspect of the history of Gatchina, a palace town of the
Russian Empire. The author analyzes the interaction between the officials of the Ministry of the
Imperial Court and the owners of the only public baths in the town. The text briefly outlines the
background to the creation and operation of this establishment between the 1840s and the 1880s. It
is noted that the local administration was interested in opening the baths. However, due to the
emperor’s decision to introduce a monetary duty for baths owners, the initial agreement for
construction was violated and it became necessary to look for a new interested entrepreneur. After
opening, Gatchina Public Baths were granted support of the authorities in the form of restrictions on
the construction of similar establishments in the town by other entrepreneurs. The author points out
that the transfer of the baths to the ownership of town architect A. Kokorev in 1859 caused a wave
of accusations regarding the unjustified nature of the competition restrictions. An attempt to obtain
permission to build a similar establishment in 1873 failed, largely, due to objective reasons. By the
mid-1880s, the condition of the baths had significantly deteriorated. The town authorities organized
a special inspection, which confirmed the need for their repair and modernization. The article notes
that the baths owner’s attempt to reduce the imposed requirements forced local officials to
announce a competition for the construction of new baths in 1888. As a result of that competition,
V. Kokorev agreed to comply with the authorities” conditions in 1889 in exchange for a 25-year
monopoly on the baths business in the town. At the same time, it is noted that the special status did
not relieve the owner of the obligation to maintain the sanitary and technical condition of the baths,
which subsequently led to their sale at the turn of the 20™ century due to the lack of material
resources. The article indicates that, another change of ownership of the baths in Gatchina occurred
before the outbreak of World War | for the same reason. It is emphasized that the refusal of the
authorities to extend the monopoly in 1914 created difficulties for the owners who were forced to
invest funds without full certainty of their return if alternative establishments emerged or water
supply in the town developed. The outbreak of World War | put the entrepreneurs in new conditions
that went beyond the usual framework.

Research History of Public Baths in Gatchina from the 1840s to 1914

Introduction

The so-called palace towns, which included Tsarskoye Selo, Gatchina, and
Peterhof, had a special status in the Russian Empire in the 19" — early 20" centuries.
They served as the main summer residences of the Russian emperors, which largely
determined the nature of their territorial and socio-economic development. These
settlements were not included in the general system of state and local governance.
The overwhelming majority of issues concerning their administration were resolved
by the officials of the Ministry of the Imperial Court. The palace towns were
managed directly by the local palace administrations, which were in charge of the
country residences with their greenhouses, gardens, and parks, charitable institutions,
the police, and the whole municipal economy. It is the isolation and the extraordinary
status of these settlements (due to which many decisions on administrative matters
were made directly by the sovereign) that makes the study of their history particularly
interesting. However, the main focus of researchers on the history of the Court
Department is on the organization of central bodies'or the work of the institutions of
the Ministry of the Imperial Court in the everyday service for the imperial family.’
The issues of the development of the palace towns that were not directly related to the
imperial residences remain unstudied. The study of the history of Russian cities in
general plays an important role for specialists and covers various areas, including
socio-legal, economic, and administrative ones. The basis of existing concepts is
rooted in both pre-revolutionary and Soviet experience. Among contemporary
researchers studying the history of cities in European Russia related to issues of urban
improvement in the 19" — early 20" centuries, we can first of all name A. Il'in,
I. Krasnov, A. Biryukova, M. Sergienko, N. Konovalova, et al.?

The issues mentioned above are partially addressed in the following books:
Centenary of the Town of Gatchina prepared by S. Rozhdestvenskii, Gatchina: Pages
of History compiled by T. Rodionova, and Gatchina. From the Past to the Present. A
History of the Town and Its Residents by A. Gusarov.* The history of the bath
business in general, as well as in relation to the Russian Empire of the 19" centuries,
has been studied rather fragmentarily, both chronologically and geographically.
Regarding the metropolitan region, the book by I. Bogdanov Three Centuries of the
St Petersburg Baths clearly stands out.> Among recent works on the history of the
bath business in Russia in general, publications by E. Burlutskaya (Bannikova),
A. Tatarnikova, F. Sukhovinskii, and R. Danilyuk should be noted.®

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Research History of Public Baths in Gatchina from the 1840s to 1914

One of the tasks of the Ministry of the Imperial Court related to the management of
palace towns was to ensure normal functioning of institutions rendering consumer
services to the population. Of undoubted interest to professional historians is the issue
of the interaction between the local authorities and private enterprising. Continuing
and developing research on the history of palace towns,’ this article presents the
history of relations between the owners of the only commercial public baths in
Gatchina and the town administration from the mid-1840s to 1914.

Main body

According to a report available among the documents by the Gatchina Palace
Administration, prepared in 1888, public baths appeared in the town in the early
1840s. In 1841, Emperor Nicholas | approved the petition of Major General
E.A. Roop, the head of the Gatchina Palace Administration, which allowed merchant
Tochenov from Tsarskoye Selo to build commercial baths from stone. The building,
the design of which was approved by the emperor on December 17, 1841, was to be
located on the land plot near Black Lake by the Prioratskii Park that was owned by
the Court Department.® Soon after that, the emperor decided that the owner of the
baths should pay 25 roubles per year to the treasury of Gatchina, which was already
an existing practice in Tsarskoye Selo and Peterhof. However, Tochenov was not
prepared to comply with that requirement and abandoned the project.® On May 19,
1842, the Gatchina administration in agreement with the emperor issued a permit for
the construction of baths to merchant Frolov from St Petersburg. The permit was
issued under the same conditions that had been previously offered to Tochenov. The
public baths he built opened on September 9, 1843. In order to support the
entrepreneur, restrictions were imposed by the police on residents regarding the

% possibly, the reluctance to pay the duty had previously deterred entrepreneurs, but there is no
confirmed information in the documents about earlier plans to create public baths in Gatchina.
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construction of similar baths after that. A. Kokorev,' who held the position of town
architect, acquired the establishment in 1859.

In 1873, Gatchina merchant Yakov Glebov submitted a petition requesting
permission to build another public baths on his own plot of land in the town center.
However, his request was rejected by the local palace administration. As an
alternative, it was suggested that he should build his establishment in the Marienburg
quarter (on Pil'naya). The merchant filed a complaint against that decision with the
Minister of the Imperial Court. In his complaint, he pointed out the deficiencies of the
Kokorev’s baths, lamented the groundlessness of the local administration’s claims
that the number of baths in Gatchina was sufficient, and practically openly alleged a
corrupt nature to the refusal that had left the baths owned by the local architect in
monopoly. During the inquiry, opinions were obtained from both the head of the
Gatchina Palace Administration, Lieutenant General K. Baggovut (Karl Gustav von
Baggehufwudt) and the Construction Office of the Ministry of the Imperial Court.
Stating the groundlessness of Glebov’s claims and assertions, the former
recommended that the permission to build baths on the chosen site should be refused
and directed him to build such an establishment in Marienburg, which would be truly
beneficial for the town. Without delving into administrative and economic issues and
conducting a technical expert review of the new baths project, the officials of the
Construction Office, for their part, concluded that construction on the chosen site was
impossible due to non-compliance with several norms of the Construction Code.
Following the review of merchant Ya. Glebov’s repeated appeal, he was again denied
permission to build. The petitioner refused to erect a building at the location
suggested by the palace administration.* Consequently, the baths owned by
A. Kokorev remained the only publicly accessible establishment of this type in
Gatchina.

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On the instruction of Gatchina Palace manager Lieutenant Colonel M. Anichkov,
town architect N. Dmitriev, sanitary inspector Ad. Gausman, assistant manager
V. Ginglyatt, and police chief G. Podgainyi inspected the Stone Commercial Baths of
A. Kokorev’s heir, his nephew V. Kokorev, in Gatchina (Lyutsevskaya St., 62) in
January 1886. The inspection revealed a number of deficiencies. Among them were
contamination of the premises and problems with water supply and drainage: water
intake from an open lake without treatment, improper condition of the boiler, lack of
proper sewerage and cesspits, unequipped entrance vestibules, and permitting laundry
washing without a special room for that. The operation of the establishment was also
deemed faulty because living quarters were located above the baths. The commission
suggested that Kokorev should evict the tenants, conduct a boiler inspection, repair
the sewerage system, replace damaged structures, and submit plans for the
redevelopment of the baths within a month.

On February 11, 1886, the owner of the commercial baths received a letter
containing the inspection report and the commission’s recommendations. In his
response, he explained that the identified deficiencies largely stemmed from the
complexity of managing the baths as a joint property with other individuals as well as
from low profitability and outdated standards that were in place when the baths were
built several decades earlier."” Kokorev requested permission to keep the tenants
living above the baths and promised to replace the stairs leading to their rooms with
non-combustible ones. After that correspondence, the issue of reconstructing the
baths was not raised until August 1888.%

On August 25, 1888, V. Kokorev was asked to redirect the wastewater from the
baths into the new municipal collector by October 15. In a reply letter, he stated that
several craftsmen had refused to work, and the estimate proposed by craftsman
Chernev (4,655 roubles) would allow work to be completed only by 1889. The local
authorities, for their part, emphasized Kokorev’s obligation to solve the problem at
his own expense.™*

In November 1888, M. Anichkov sent a report to Minister of the Imperial Court
Count I. Vorontsov-Dashkov on the need to build new public baths in Gatchina. He
argued that the only existing baths, which served eight thousand residents, were in a
rather deplorable state. A commission comprising town architect N. Dmitriev and
sanitary inspector Ad. Gausman had identified serious deficiencies back in 1886,
which collectively meant that the existing baths no longer met sanitary requirements.

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The report also stated that V. Kokorev, the owner of the establishment, had ignored
instructions for improvements and connection to the new water collector and
continued to discharge wastewater into Black Lake. Anichkov proposed building
modern baths wusing funds from private entrepreneurs attracted through
announcements.*

On November 30, 1888, the Economic Department of the Cabinet of His Imperial
Majesty, instructed the architect through the mayor of Gatchina to develop a baths
project along with contract terms for submission to the Cabinet. On April 12, 1889,
N. Dmitriev submitted documents to M. Anichkov, including drawings, an
explanatory note, and an estimated budget of 58,000 roubles. The proposal involved
construction of a brick building on a stone foundation with interior finishing of
wooden paneling and asphalt flooring, connecting it to the municipal water supply
and sewerage networks, and building a separate boiler room. By the end of April
1889, the documentation and rules for maintaining the baths had been ready, and the
Gatchina administration announced a competition for entrepreneurs through
advertisements in the local press.*®

On hearing of the intention to build an alternative establishment, V. Kokorev
appealed to the town administration on May 1, 1889. He noted that the baths he
owned had operated without harm to residents for over 45 years. Also, the
entrepreneur declared his readiness to modernize the baths appropriately in light of
the improvements being made in the town. The entrepreneur asked the palace
administration to inform him what changes were needed “so that the baths would
meet the requirements and allowing the construction of baths to other persons could
be avoided.”’

After reviewing that petition, M. Anichkov ordered a response to be drafted. It was
partly based on the provisions of the construction project of new public baths. The
document had been prepared by May 4, 1889. V. Kokorev received the project for the
construction of new public baths. He was informed that in addition to connecting to
the town’s water supply and sewerage networks, he was required to reconstruct his
establishment according to the specific recommendations of the technicians of the
Court Department. Subsequently, on May 16, the bath owner was asked to inform
whether he was prepared to supply water from the town’s water main and connect to
the town’s wastewater collector. Receiving a positive response from the entrepreneur
the following day, M. Anichkov on 21 May, 1889, appointed a commission
consisting of the police chief, architect N. Dmitriev, and the sanitary inspector. They

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were to “inspect the construction in every detail and draw up a report showing the
necessary reconstructions to meet modern needs.”*?

The commission convened on 5 June, 1889. Upon inspecting Kokorev’s bath
establishment, it discovered not only previous but also new deficiencies. Among
them were dampness due to poor drainage, rotting structures, poorly designed
vestibules, cold, and latrines without cesspits. To address them, it was proposed to
reconstruct the entrance areas, remove wooden extensions, replace the water supply,
drainage, and heating systems, update the decoration, and improve the surrounding
area. The inspection report was submitted to M. Anichkov and then to V. Kokorev,
with a requirement to submit a plan for the bathhouse reconstruction by 15 June. If
the entrepreneur refused to comply with the instructions, it was planned to announce
a competition for the construction of new public baths and close the old ones for
good.

Responding on the last day of the specified deadline, entrepreneur V. Kokorev did
not accept the instructions, objecting to almost every point. He considered the town’s
water supply and sewerage systems unreliable and suggested retaining the previous
schemes as backups. He expressed doubts about the expediency of the new
decoration (painted wood paneling and asphalt), considering them unsuitable for hot
and humid environments, and also requested to keep the caretaker’s apartment and
the wooden extension until they fell into disrepair. He considered the requirements
for fire hydrants and access to the building excessive, citing the example of
St Petersburg baths. In addition, he put forward counter-conditions: extending the
monopoly on running the baths and increasing the existing fees for visitors.*

Officials of the Gatchina administration sent a commission to verify the validity of
the objections. However, a re-inspection of the building did not lead to any change in
the requirements set forth. On 28 June, 1889, M. Anichkov sent a letter to the bath
owner stating that the authorities had alternative proposals for establishing such a
facility. V. Kokorev was strongly advised to immediately begin the reconstruction of
the baths in order to complete the reconfiguration of the utilities by 15 August and the
overall major repairs by October 1, 1889. The letter to the owner indicated that
fulfilling the commission’s requirements was a mandatory condition for issuing a
certificate for the monopoly operation of public baths in Gatchina.

However, disagreeing with some requirements set in the instructions, the
entrepreneur appealed to State Secretary N. Petrov in early July 1889 to appoint a
commission of technicians from the Control Department of the Ministry of Imperial
Court, which was responsible for supervising construction work at that time. He

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considered the specialists appointed by the local administration insufficiently
qualified and requested that more competent ones be sent to the site.”> That request,
however, remained unanswered as it was passed down to the local Gatchina
authorities with a note “for your information.”

Having no other choice but to undertake the reconstruction, V. Kokorev submitted
plans for both general construction works and the water supply and sewerage systems
in mid-July 1889 and soon commences the works. He did not wait for any official
notification of project approval, which arrived only at the end of August. The haste
was partly due to continued pressure from the Gatchina Palace Administration,
reminding him of the need to quickly reconfigure the utilities. Despite some technical
and organizational issues, the work progressed. However, the requirement to
complete reconstruction by October 1 was not met. Work continued until the summer
of 1890. During the reconstruction of Kokorev’s baths, the baths operating at the
town hospital were opened for the residents according to a special schedule. In
January 1890, part of the baths under reconstruction was opened following approval
by the Gatchina Administration.*

The entrepreneur twice failed to obtain a certificate for a 25-year monopoly on the
bath business in Gatchina from M. Anichkov to secure borrowed funds. However,
after the completion of the reconstruction, the formal reasons for refusal disappeared.
In mid-August 1890, the head of the Gatchina Palace sent a report to the manager of
the Cabinet of His Imperial Majesty requesting permission to issue V. Kokorev a
certificate for the bath monopoly. It was subject to the following conditions:
maintaining the building and equipment in good working order, operating the baths
regularly at least three times a week with agreed-upon admission fees, and complying
with the instructions of the local administrative supervision. Violations were subject
to fines ranging from 10 to 100 roubles. Following that, on September 7, 1890, the
Economic Department of the Cabinet of His Imperial Majesty finally agreed to issue
the certificate provided the conditions were successfully met.?

Over the next 10 years, correspondence regarding the baths was mainly concerned
with resolving issues of the cost of admission, which was initially kept under control
by making concessions to the entrepreneur regarding the cost of using the water
supply and sewerage systems. However, by 1899, those measures had become
insufficient due to both general increase in prices and the appearance of bathtubs in

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the houses connected to the water supply. Those two facts led to a decline in demand
for bath services, and V. Kokorev was allowed to raise prices.?

Two years later, in November 1901, the baths were sold to A. Kuznetsov, a
merchant from St Petersburg. With the agreement of the legal adviser of the Cabinet
of His Imperial Majesty, the certificate for a 25-year monopoly issued to V. Kokorev
in 1890 was transferred together with the establishment on condition that the new
owner assumed all previously established obligations. That transfer was largely
driven by the requirements for another reconstruction of the baths set by the Court
Department. A. Kuznetsov agreed to those works, which involved modernizing
engineering systems in the building, expanding service rooms, and adding additional
wings for visitors. However, the reconstruction work was not completed due to the
owner’s death in 1908. His heirs subsequently found themselves in a difficult
financial situation as it was difficult for them to obtain a loan given the imminent
expiration of the exclusive right to operate public baths in Gatchina. The new owners
requested an extension of the document’s validity, pledging not only to fulfill the
previous conditions but also to pay double the annual bath business duty (50 roubles
instead of 25 roubles), to accept people from charitable institutions at half price, and
some even for free. They also noted that after the appearance of baths at state and
military institutions, as well as the appearance of bathtubs in private homes, the bath
business had largely lost its profitability. At the local administration level, there
seemed to be no obvious obstacles to extending the privilege, as the baths were
maintained by the owners, and any identified deficiencies were improved “without
coercion.” However, police chief N. Kavtaradze still proposed introducing a number
of additional conditions: responsibility of the owners for visitors’ belongings;
obligations regarding hiring and firing staff; allocating a separate area for hairdressers
and barbers; preventing people with signs of infectious diseases from entering the
baths; displaying the price list for bath services in a place accessible to all visitors.
Taking this into consideration, the head of the Gatchina Palace Administration
acknowledged the general validity of the request for monopoly extension and
submitted a corresponding inquiry to the Cabinet of His Imperial Majesty on March
3, 1909. For his part, he proposed not only to include the suggestions of the local
police chief in the owners’ obligations but also to increase the annual bath duty to
75 roubles. Sending a reply only on August 1, 1909, the officials of the Cabinet of
His Imperial Majesty noted that the owners of the Gatchina baths had already
received sufficient benefits (i.e. baths built on palace land, bath duty of only
25 roubles per year, reduced water charges). It was further noted that since the
publication of the last announcement inviting entrepreneurs to build public baths in

1888, the town’s population had almost doubled, and accordingly, new persons
interested in obtaining the construction contract might have appeared. In the
Cabinet’s opinion, competition could improve the quality of service, which would
automatically lead to an increase in the fee for operating the baths. Therefore,
agreeing to the owners’ request and extending the monopoly was deemed
unprofitable both for the residents and for the Court Department. It was additionally
noted that as the fee of 25 roubles had been set in 1841 and had not changed since,
the head of the Gatchina Palace Administration was instructed to inform the bath
owners that upon expiration of the monopoly in 1915, its amount would be increased.
If the owners expressed dissatisfaction with those requirements or if the existing
baths were still deemed insufficient in size or not meeting hygienic standards, it was
proposed to invite interested parties through local press and street announcements to
build new baths before the privilege expired.**

The refusal to extend the exclusive right to operate the bath business led to the
rapid appearance of a new owner. In November 1911, V. Arsen'ev, a hereditary
honorary citizen, bought the establishment from the heirs of merchant A. Kuznetsov.
The new owner planned to conduct major modernization work: expand one of the
sections, install additional bathtubs, install showers using the Charcot system in
several departments (except the cheapest ones), construct swimming pools, install
electric lighting, and convert the open courtyards between bath sections into a
common foyer. Additionally, it was planned to build a sanatorium attached to the
baths, with specialist doctors. In an appeal sent to the Gatchina Palace
Administration, “in order to avoid competition” and ensure the profitability of the
innovations, V. Arsen'ev’s side requested to maintain the current privilege and also to
extend the monopoly on the baths for 25 years after the expiration of the current one,
l.e., from 1915 to 1940, while retaining the previously established conditions.
However, that request was not supported. Moreover, following the refusal to extend
the validity of the certificate issued in 1890, the local authorities imposed
requirements for a number of repairs after an inspection of the baths in early 1912. In
particular, they required repainting walls, remodeling toilets and sewerage; improving
the heating and ventilation systems (repairing and installing new furnaces, improving
air flow; installing opening windows in each section); replacing wooden tanks with
metal ones and improving lighting. Furthermore, it was noted that it was necessary to
comply with requirements for the storage and use of linen and bath supplies, visitors’
belongings, and the arrangement of changing rooms. In the autumn of the same year,
a re-inspection was conducted. Based on it, it was established that not all of the
required works had been done. V. Arsen‘ev requested a delay until mid-December of

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1912, but it was granted him only on condition that he complied with the instructions
resulting from the inspections. However, not everything had been completed by
December, but the inspecting police chief N. Kavtaradze acknowledged the
entrepreneur’s efforts and no sanctions followed.”

The approaching expiration of the monopoly prompted V. Arsen'ev to re-appeal for
an extension of the privilege for 25 years in February 1914. It was noted that since
the previous refusal was linked to the condition of preparing and submitting a new
bath reconstruction project, a new reconstruction plan had been prepared to
substantiate the current request. That plan was approved by the manager of the
Cabinet of His Imperial Majesty on February 7, 1914. In response to that appeal in a
letter dated March 6, 1914, the officials of the Court Department promised to petition
for an extension of the monopoly, but for only five years. The conditions included
completing the current bath repairs, implementing the reconstruction approved by the
ministry, complying with sanitary requirements, and having no complaints regarding
visitor service.?

The aforementioned current repairs, which involved painting the facade, localized
painting of walls and ceilings in the premises, repairing and painting bath benches
and furniture, and repairing and replacing furnaces, were carried out in late spring —
early summer of 1914.%" The absence of later documents suggests that those works
were the last before the outbreak of World War I, which soon set different conditions
and changed priorities.

Conclusion

The conducted study of the history of relations between the authorities of the town
of Gatchina and the owners of the local public baths, based on documents from the
Gatchina Palace Administration, revealed a rather contradictory picture of the local
administration’s actions. On the one hand, the officials sought to oblige the owners of
the public baths to maintain their establishments in proper condition and modernize
them in line with increasing requirements. On the other hand, as soon as the owners
actually began to comply with their requirements, the local authorities quickly
abandoned the idea of expanding the system of public baths and introducing
competition and helped to maintain the monopoly. The practice of artificial
monopolism, where the entrepreneurs were in fact confident in the exclusivity of their
position, partly generated the problems in the condition of the baths that the
authorities later fought. The leadership of the Court Department drew attention to that

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circumstance at the beginning of the 20" century, and the involvement of the officials
from the Cabinet of His Imperial Majesty might have contributed to a qualitative shift
in the sphere of consumer services for Gatchina residents, but the outbreak of World
War | soon set different priorities.
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
