Formation of Political Positions of Siberian Engineering and Technical
Professoriate in the Conditions of the 1917 Revolution and Civil War

Abstract. The article examines the problems of the activity of Siberia’s engineering and technical
school during the years of revolutions and the civil war. It assesses the level of development of
Russian engineering and technical education in the first decades of the twentieth century. The main
areas of socio-political activity and the value orientation of the faculty and students of Siberian
engineering and technical school are considered. Based on the materials of the Tomsk educational
complex, it was established that the faculty of technical universities adhered to liberal views tending
to support regionalism. The students were distinguished by more radical Socialist-Revolutionary-
Menshevik views. It is concluded that during the period under review, the staff and students of
Siberia’s higher engineering and technical school were undergoing a wave-like process of
politicization. According to the authors of the article, the rule of anti-Bolshevik regimes in the east
of the country had a contradictory effect on the position of higher technical school. On the one
hand, new centers of higher technical education were created, in particular, the Omsk (Commercial)
Polytechnic Institute, and on the other hand, due to the mobilization of part of the students, classes
in some universities were irregular. Nevertheless, despite the revolutionary events of 1917 and the
vicissitudes of the civil war, the training of engineering personnel continued in Tomsk and Omsk.
In the conditions of constant change of political regimes, the intelligentsia of the engineering and
technical school was inclined to take a conformist position in relation to the authorities while
demanding the preservation of academic freedoms and funding.

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Introduction

A decisive breakthrough in engineering education in Russia occurred in the first
two decades of the 20" century. On the eve of World War I, the Russian Empire saw
a significant increase in the number of technical universities, driven by the needs of
the developing industry and military sector. Between 1894 and 1917 alone, eight new
engineering universities were established, and the number of students in technical
specialties increased from 5,700 in 1898 to 27,300 in 1913.*

The abovementioned period marked a golden age for Russian mathematical,
natural science, and engineering education. It was then that a unique model and
concept for physical and engineering education emerged in Russia. The application of
complex mathematical methods and advances in theoretical physics, mechanics,
chemistry, and biology to the solution of important practical problems, the
development of a professional field of applied science, and the creation of a
corresponding infrastructure in the form of institutes and laboratories — these trends
emerged in a number of leading countries, primarily Germany, the United States, and
Russia.

By 1917, Russia had been in possession of roughly the same engineering potential
as Germany and surpassed France in that regard. Only the United States, where the
system of technical and agricultural education had been actively developing since the
1860s and 1870s, demonstrated greater growth. 1916 is considered the date of the
final formation of the new model of “physical and engineering” education, which
later influenced the emergence of the so-called PhysTech system.? The physical and
engineering approach had a certain impact on European and American science and
education.

The development of engineering education in Russia in the early 20™ century
occurred in a deteriorating socio-political situation. The revolution and subsequent
civil war posed a serious challenge to higher engineering and technical education. It
was particularly noticeable in Siberia. Being a scientific and educational periphery, it
lacked such a strong tradition of higher education as and had a much smaller number
of higher educational institutions than the European part of Russia.

Although the historiography on this topic is not extensive, the development of
higher technical education in the Russian Empire has been explored in the works of

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by N. Khisamutdinova,® V. Tarasova,' V. Ryzhkovskii,> and other researchers.
However, their works underrepresent the specific characteristics of the Siberian
region. The development of higher education in Siberia as well as the formation of
the faculty in the pre-revolutionary period became the main areas of research for
Tomsk historians S. Nekrylov and M. Gribovskii.° However, their attention was
focused primarily on universities rather than on engineering and technical educational
Institutions in Siberia during the specified period.

Main Body

The development of higher engineering and technical education in Siberia was
closely linked to the training of highly qualified specialists for the Trans-Siberian
Railway. At the turn of the 20" century, the great railway line was in dire need of
engineers, geologists, and prospectors. Therefore, the first faculties (departments) of
Siberia’s first technical university, Tomsk Technological Institute (hereinafter TTI),
were the mechanical, mining, chemical, and civil engineering departments.

At that time, the Russian Empire ranked among the top five countries in terms of
the quality and development of engineering and technical education. The title of
engineer was one of the most prestigious, and the work was highly paid. The status of
railway and communications engineers, mining engineers, and forestry and land
surveyors was high, and they enjoyed significant privileges. Uniforms, military ranks,
and associations in specialized corps imbued them with a military-corporate spirit,
even though formally they were not military personnel. The top positions of the
engineering and teaching staff were given ranks equivalent to those of generals.
Therefore, progressive young noblemen were drawn to engineering and technical
education, while it was an effective social lift for young men from the lower classes.

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At the beginning of World War I, there were 15 state engineering and industrial
universities operating in Russia (the overwhelming majority of them in St Petersburg,
Moscow, Kyiv, and Kharkov). More than half of the students at those institutions
came from the upper classes (nobility and clergy). In Siberia, the student body and
faculty were more democratic in terms of class status.

Before the revolution, competition for admission to higher engineering and
technical institutions was 4-5 applicants per place, and even higher for Moscow
universities in that field. Tuition at technical universities was fee-based, averaging
approximately 100 rubles per year (approximately $50 US). In the United States and
England, however, the same education cost $1,000 per year, twenty times more. Low-
income students could be exempt from tuition in the Russian Empire. Moreover, they
were awarded substantial stipends, often reaching 300 rubles per year.

The position of the faculty was also prestigious. However, not all of them had
noble roots. By 1917, nobles had made about a third of the faculty at engineering and
technical universities. Nevertheless, all those who received an academic degree
(starting with master’s degree), had at least personal nobility, i.e., belonged to the
upper class. The share of landowners (primarily landlords), who lived off land rent,
among the teaching staff amounted to no more than 6%. Based on this, it can be
concluded that those who chose to teach at universities were not very wealthy
individuals for whom salary was of great importance. The bulk of the teaching staff,
however, came from other social classes. They included members of the intelligentsia
of miscellaneous ranks (raznochintsy), the bourgeoisie, the clergy, and the
merchants.” Since full-time university professors in the Russian Empire were civil
servants and held the ranks of collegiate, privy, and state councilors, their official
status compelled them to obey all government orders. However, their habit of
independent thinking led some professors into conflict with the authorities, which
resulted in the dismissal of the disobeying and sometimes even temporary closure of
their universities.

Professors and lecturers at Siberian universities were entitled to additional benefits
and privileges due to their service in harsh climates and remoteness from the capital’s
cultural centers. For example, in Tomsk, professors earned one and a half times more
than their colleagues in European Russia. Extraordinary professors (entry-level
employees) were entitled to a salary of 3,000 rubles, while full professors (who could
head a department) received 4,500 rubles per year. After 5-10 years of service, a
bonus of 20 to 40% of the salary was provided. Tomsk professors were eligible for

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retirement five years earlier than usual. After 20 years of service, a full professor
could expect a pension of 2,400 rubles; after 25 years of service at the same rank, the
pension increased to 4,500 rubles.’

In the first quarter of the 20™ century, Tomsk was the main intellectual center in
the east of the country. The city was home to a university (which was founded during
the reign of Alexander I11), a technological institute, and higher education courses for
women.

The educational process at Siberian engineering universities was structured around
the specific nature of work at the local enterprises that were relatively small and did
not allow for the maintenance of a significant number of engineering personnel.
Therefore, engineers were required to possess versatile knowledge and skills, the
ability to adapt to harsh environmental conditions, and original designer thinking.
The educational process at Tomsk Technological Institute, for example, fully met
those requirements. The institute’s subject-based system of instruction provided
students with significant autonomy in the distribution of their study time. Thanks to
that, TTI students were free to attend lectures delivered by professors in disciplines
and departments other than their own.

The political preferences of Tomsk professoriate were expressed through their
affiliation with various political parties. Among the Tomsk teaching staff, there were
43 members of the People’s Freedom Party (Kadets) and 15 members of the Union of
October 17. Elderly professors predominated among both groups. Representatives of
revolutionary and far-right movements were in the minority: 5 Black Hundreds,
2 Socialist Revolutionaries, 2 Mensheviks, and 1 Bolshevik. The faculty who were
not party members held liberal views. A distinctive feature of the Tomsk teaching
staff was that the student mentors at the Technological Institute were significantly
more liberal than those at the university. For example, there were 26 Kadet professors
at the Technological Institute, while there were only 17 of them at the university.
Octobrists, by contrast, predominated at the university (14 professors), while at the
Technological Institute there was only one Octobrist.” Among the humanities faculty,
Kadets and Octobrists were more evenly represented.

Based on these figures, one can conclude that while predominantly democratic, the
technical intelligentsia of the universities was quite critical of the tsarist regime. It
was not without reason that in a letter to the Minister of Public Education in 1910, the

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trustee of the Tomsk educational district proposed closing TTI as a breeding ground
for revolutionary sedition.

The professors’ oppositional views also spread to the student body, which was
increasingly radicalized and leaned toward the left. The Socialist Revolutionaries,
Mensheviks, and Bolsheviks were the most popular parties among students. The
conservative part of the faculty believed that it was unacceptable to draw young
people into politics and demanded that students be shielded from political activity. In
response, students often ridiculed their conservative teachers, particularly the
Octobrists, by not attending their lectures or even disrupting classes, staging political
provocations, while professors with democratic views were treated kindly.

Representatives of the liberal wing of the faculty were sometimes dismissed for
political reasons. For example, in 1906, Professor E. Zubashev, the first director of
the TTI, was dismissed. The world-renowned geologist and explorer V. Obruchev,
Academician of the USSR Academy of Sciences, who, like Zubashev, was an active
member of the Kadet Party, also suffered under the tsarist regime. N. Kizhner, the
future famous chemist and Corresponding Member of the USSR Academy of
Sciences, was also dismissed in 1906 by order of the local authorities. The Kadet
professors actively advocated the liberalization of the educational process not only in
universities but also in gymnasiums. They demanded that gymnasium and higher
school students be given the right to strike.™

World War | shook the system of higher technical education to its foundations. In
Siberia, a patriotic surge was observed among the faculty and students at the
beginning of the war. By June 1916, 693 TTI students were called up for active duty,
including 33 reserve warrant officer, 514 first- and second-year students born
between 1888 and 1896, and 66 volunteers."* Almost two-thirds of the contingent
went to war, although in the early years of the war, students were granted a deferment
from military service until they reached the age of 28. However, some volunteered
for the front, and many found jobs at defense plants. Student volunteers were
considered on leave until the end of the war. The faculty had an exemption from
active duty.

In the same way as in other large cities of the Russian Empire, a Military Industrial
Committee was established in Tomsk. Some TTI professors joined it. The institute’s
workshops and laboratories were involved in fulfilling military orders, including
scientific research. For example, the mechanical laboratory under the guidance of

buttons for cartridge pouches. In 1915, the institute’s mechanical workshops received
an order to manufacture 10 lathes for machining rifle barrels.*?

By 1916, the patriotic spirit of the Siberian university intelligentsia had begun to
wane. The war dragged on, and its hardships and difficulties were felt even deep in
the rear. In the spring of 1916, students from the Tomsk Technological Institute
joined protests organized by the capital’s student community. Rumors began to
circulate that against the background of raging protests, students would be mobilized
into the army amid. Therefore, students were encouraged to use the draft into the
army for revolutionary purposes by conducting constant socialist propaganda and
organizational work in the ranks of the army and by establishing contacts with
existing party groups among the working masses.*?

The February Revolution of 1917 was greeted enthusiastically by Siberian liberal
professors. By that time, the Tomsk branch of the Kadet Party had become the largest
in Siberia, with approximately 600 members.'* The young leader of the Kadet Party,
TTI professor Nikolai V. Nekrasov (1879-1940) was enjoying growing popularity.
He was Born in St Petersburg and came from a family of clergy. After the Revolution
of 1905-07, he became a member of the Central Committee of the party and a deputy
of the Third and Fourth State Dumas. He was quite ambitious and repeatedly
criticized leader of the Kadet Party P. Milyukov. Nekrasov served as Minister of
Railways in the first and second Provisional Governments. In the third Provisional
Government, he became A. Kerensky’s right-hand man, assuming the post of Deputy
Prime Minister. However, due to disagreements with Kerensky, Nekrasov was soon
sent to Finland as Governor-General. In the summer of 1917, he left the party.*

After February, a new career arc began for the former director of the Tomsk
Institute of Technology, Kadet professor E. Zubashev. He was appointed provincial
commissar of the Tomsk province. The February Revolution caused not only the
collapse of the army and industry but also the disorganization of higher education and
science. In the Russian Empire, a significant portion of scientific and technical
projects were coordinated and financed by the government and sometimes directly by
members of the royal family. Everything came to a halt almost immediately after the
overthrow of Nicholas Il. The unity of power disintegrated, and it passed to

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committees, councils, and commissions. Endless discussions about reforms and the
search for those responsible unfolded, while practical work came to a standstill.

In Siberia, the engineering and technical teaching staff sought a force to which
they could “lean.” A number of workers joined the Siberian regionalists, who became
active in May and June 1917. From April 30 to May 2, 1917, the First All-Siberian
Congress of the Kadet Party and the First Congress of the Yenisei Cossacks were
held in Tomsk. Delegates demanded the immediate convention of the Siberian
Regional Duma. The regionalists formed their own organizing committee.

Shortly before the Bolsheviks seized power in the capital, the First Siberian
Regional Congress opened in Tomsk. Those who gathered there demanded the
formation of Siberian governing bodies. The congress opened on October 8, 1917, in
the university library in Tomsk. G. Potanin, head of the Central Siberian Organizing
Committee, sat on the congress presidium. A green and white banner “Long live
autonomous Siberia!” and the red banner of the Socialist Revolutionaries “Land and
Freedom” hung in the background. The rostrum was decorated in white and green.*™
By a majority vote, the congress resolved the following: as an autonomous entity,
Siberia must possess full legislative, executive, and judicial authority.’

The October Revolution was not accepted by the faculty and the majority of the
student body at Siberian universities. When a new government was established in
Tomsk, the university intelligentsia attempted to sabotage all major decisions of the
local council. Financial and economic issues were the exception. Thus, TTI
professors were forced to contact the new government to halt the transfer of
educational workshops to state ownership.™

The relationship between higher education and the new government was very
difficult. The dissolution of the Constituent Assembly by the Bolsheviks did not
cause any serious discontent among the professors because pro-Kadet sentiments
were strong among that group. The Kadets, however, found themselves in a complete
minority in the Constituent Assembly and had little to lose from its dissolution. It
became clear to the liberal-minded professors that forming an anti-Bolshevik
government would be impossible.

Protest activity was not particularly strong among Siberian universities. However,
news of the dissolution of the Constituent Assembly in January 1918 was greeted
with great excitement by the public in Tomsk. Members of the Tomsk City Duma,

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including representatives of the Tomsk Institute of Technology, gathered for an
emergency meeting late in the evening of January 8. Even before the meeting began,
the Duma hall was overcrowded. Most of the attendees were students, female
students, gymnasium students, and workers. Representatives of the faculty and
employees of various institutions were also present. The meeting began with a
moment of silence in memory of those killed in Petrograd during the dissolution of
the Constituent Assembly. People wanted an explanation for why the assembly had
been dissolved.*

The Tomsk university community was electrified, and on January 21, 1918, they
attempted to organize a protest. Excited students gathered in the large hall of the
university library. Right-wing Socialist Revolutionary Prokopii Belyakov headed the
spontaneous protest. The meeting began with a moment of silence in honor of the
victims of the events of January 9, 1905, and January 5, 1918. Then P. Derber,
chairman of the provisional Siberian Regional Council, addressed the meeting. He
urged the students to support the policies of the Siberian Regional Duma. Belyakov
and other organizers of the protest wanted to obtain official permission to hold a
citywide student strike. A heated debate ensued. However, after a break until 7 p.m.,
the required number of students could not be gathered, and therefore it was
impossible to make the decision to call a general strike.® There was a temporary
political lull following those events, and Siberian higher education institutions
resumed their normal work.

In the spring of 1918, Siberian universities were shaken by news from the capital.
It became known that the Bolsheviks were preparing a new reform of higher
education, and a commission for the reform of higher education had already been
established within the People’s Commissariat of Education. It included professors
P. Shteinberg, M. Pokrovskii, V. Artem'ev, and M. Reisner.?!

Bolshevik M. Reisner, a former TTI professor, was one of the main developers of
the Draft Regulations for Russian Universities, which envisioned broad autonomy,
decentralization, and democratization of universities. According to Reisner’s plan,
each university was to represent a combination of three areas of activity: academic,
educational, and fundamental. According to the authors of the project, such division
would best facilitate the production and dissemination of theoretical and applied
sciences. According to Reisner, universities were to receive complete autonomy.
Departmental subordination to the People’s Commissariat of Education was limited

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to the submission of annual reports. The commissariat was obligated to fully finance
universities. Internal distribution of funds was to be carried out by the universities
themselves. According to Reisner’s plan, the distribution of funds within educational
institutions was to be determined independently, based on collegial management. It
meant that the position of rector was not provided for; instead, the following was
proposed: “the general management and direction of the university’s activities shall
be carried out by the University Council (or the Council of University
Associations).”?* Clearly, Reisner’s plan for expanding university autonomy was an
expression of ideas that were discussed already at the turn of the 20" century and
were partially implemented by the Provisional Government.

Initially, the Soviet leadership did not restrict the autonomy of higher education.
The People’s Commissariat of Education, established in November 1917, did not
have a clear plan of action regarding higher education. Fundamentally different
proposals for reforming higher education were submitted to the commissariat. Some
of them proposed to preserve the autonomy, while others proposed to significantly
limit it. People’s Commissar for Education A. Lunacharsky demanded the closure of
autonomy. Rector of Moscow University M. Menzbir categorically opposed that.

The Bolshevik leaders also disagreed on how to deal with the students and faculty
who did not recognize Soviet power. Eliminating the autonomy of universities would
turn that segment of the intelligentsia into the enemies of the Soviet regime and
completely destroy the higher education system. Maintaining autonomy would allow
for future dialogue between the authorities and the representatives of higher
education.

Ultimately, the Bolsheviks temporarily abandoned the idea of closing universities
but did not abandon the idea of reforming higher education. It was decided to make
temporary concessions in order to develop a new reform plan in collaboration with
the professoriate. The reformers planned to make universities more open and
accessible to all citizens of the country. Those proposals were interpreted in various
ways, but in fact, they implied a radical overthrow of the previous system. First, they
proposed introducing public supervision of universities through special People’s
Councils. Second, they proposed abolishing entrance exams, eliminating the
privileged position of faculty members at universities, and involving students in
teaching. In that form, M. Reisner’s project was approved and sent to universities
across the country for discussion. However, all those ideas reached Siberia

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significantly late and had not been accepted by the local academic and pedagogical
community before the anti-Bolshevik coup of May 1918.

After the overthrow of the Soviets in the summer of 1918, when power fell into the
hands of the so-called democratic Provisional Siberian Government until Kolchak’s
November coup, the Siberian Regional Duma became a stronghold of the regionalist
autonomists. Its members included Tomsk University professors N. Novombergskii,
B. Veinberg, V. Sapozhnikov, and S. Nikonov, while TTI was represented by
Professor P. Gudkov.

Tomsk professors took important positions in the Provisional Siberian
Government. Kadet V. Sapozhnikov became a candidate for membership in the ruling
Directory and Minister of Public Education. It was thanks to him that Irkutsk
University was opened in October 1918. A TTI professor, regionalist P. Gudkov,
took the post of Minister of Trade and Industry. Kadet N. Novombergskii, a Tomsk
University professor, became Deputy Minister of Indigenous Affairs.

In the second half of 1918, the professoriate of Siberian universities actively
advocated for the preservation of the broad academic freedom and university
autonomy achieved under the Provisional Government. The statutes of Siberian
universities, adopted under the new conditions, reflected those aspirations. Overall,
during the active phase of the Civil War, issues related to the democratization of the
internal public life of universities became less frequently raised by the teaching and
research community. Occasionally, proposals were made to allow lower-level faculty
members to participate in the election of rector. Liberal-minded professors proposed
greater student involvement in decisions concerning the internal affairs of
departments.

The Civil War raged, and the university intelligentsia sought to escape its hotbeds.
By the end of the summer of 1918, Siberia had become a refuge for some faculty
members from a number of universities in European Russia. For example, on August
7, 1918, V. Kappel captured Kazan, seizing Russia’s gold reserves. Kazan University
came under the control of the Whites, at which most of its faculty members were
overjoyed. But the joy was short-lived. Just a month later, the Red Army recaptured
Kazan. Ninety-six faculty members left Kazan with the Whites, and many of them
found work at Tomsk universities later. The Red Army’s Ural Offensive also led to
the departure of some Perm university faculty and students to the east. Following
their Kazan colleagues, a significant number of them relocated to Tomsk in June
19109.

During the revolutionary events, new universities also appeared in Siberia. The
Commercial Institute and the Private Agricultural Institute were established in Omsk.
In the fall of 1918, Irkutsk University opened its doors to students and became the
first institution of higher education in Eastern Siberia. That same year, the
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Polytechnic Institute was established in Vladivostok. The Omsk Commercial
Institute, for example, trained students in two areas: economics and commerce. In the
spring of 1918, it was transformed into the Polytechnic Institute. After some time,
new departments were established at the institute. In addition to economists, it began
training specialists in chemistry, mechanics, and civil engineering. The Polytechnic
Institute’s faculty consisted of 7 professors. The Private Agricultural Institute had
five departments. It trained agronomists, veterinarians, forestry specialists, and
economics. The university employed approximately 20 professors.?®

The top Siberian professors, especially those in engineering and technical fields,
welcomed Supreme Ruler Admiral A. Kolchak, who came to power in November
1918. The most prominent among them was Kadet G. Tel'berg, a young, ambitious,
and active professor of law at Tomsk University. Initially, he managed the affairs
Kolchak’s cabinet of ministersio Then he became Minister of Justice and Deputy
Prime Minister and actually became one of Kolchak’s closest confidantes. Thanks to
his patronage, many TTI faculty members were able to advance in their careers. For
example, Professor S. Vvedenskii became Minister of Trade and Industry, Professor
S. Lebedev became Director of the Department of Industry in the same ministry, and
G. Potanin's nephew, Professor A. Lavrskii, a Kadet, became Chairman of the Tomsk
City Duma.

Overall, the faculty and student body of Siberian higher engineering and technical
school responded positively to the establishment of Kolchak’s regime. Many hoped
for the return of pre-revolutionary benefits and privileges. However, the situation was
not conducive to normal academic and research activities. Despite increases in
faculty salaries and financial support from Kolchak’s Ministry of Education, the
universities constantly experienced financial difficulties.

Some faculty members at technical universities participated not only in the
economic but also in the socio-political life of the region. For example, in March
1919, the TTI Council appointed Professor P. Mikulin to the Governorate Committee
for Aid to Kolchak’s Army.* However, it did not improve the situation in the

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Institute: many of its premises were occupied by outside organizations, and the
classrooms were not heated. Admission deadlines were pushed back to October.
Disillusionment and despair set in among students and faculty. The loyalty of the
engineering and technical faculty to Kolchak’s regime was shaken when the Kadets
proposed conscripting the intelligentsia, including students, high school students, and
teachers, into Kolchak’s army.?

The rule of anti-Bolshevik regimes in the east of the country had a contradictory
impact on the state of higher technical education. On the one hand, new centers of
higher engineering education were created, in particular, the Omsk (Commercial)
Polytechnic Institute. On the other, classes at universities virtually came to a
standstill, Almost all students were mobilized. More or less available university
premises were occupied by military needs, hospitals, and government agencies.?

However, the revolutionary events and the civil war did not halt the training of
engineering and technical personnel. Moreover, the region’s universities became a
haven for professors and students from the center of the country. For example,
Nikolai N. Semenov,?” who later received the Nobel Prize in Chemistry in 1956, lived
and worked in Tomsk from September 1918 to March 1920. Many newcomers were
hired by the Technological Institute and the university. Specifically, Semenov was
elected a junior assistant by the Physics and Mathematics Faculty Council at the
recommendation of the Tomsk University rector, Professor A. Pospelov, on February
15, 1919.

In 1918, Nikolai I. Kamov, one of the future chief designers of Russian helicopters,
began his studies at TTI. He was enrolled at the institute at the age of 15. From 1918
to 1923, Kamov studied at the mechanical engineering department. Interestingly, the
future helicopter designer shared a desk with Khariton N. Slavorossov, a famous
Russian pilot of the time who was awarded the French Military Medal and the
Military Cross. Under his influence, Kamov became inspired with love for aviation
and aircraft construction.

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In the summer of 1919, Kolchak’s government began preparing Siberian
educational institutions (including the Omsk Polytechnic and Agricultural Institutes,
the Omsk Cadet Corps, and Tomsk University) for evacuation to the Far East.
However, only a relatively small number of students and faculty decided to leave
their cities. The universities continued to operate in Tomsk, but the engineering and
technical departments of the Omsk Agricultural Institute ceased operations in Omsk
in December 1919.%% The polytechnics (some of the faculty and students) departed for
Vladivostok along with their classroom equipment and library. There, the Omsk
residents participated in the creation of a specialized university, the Higher
Polytechnic School. The faculty was given the opportunity to remain in Vladivostok
permanently.”

Things turned out differently with the Tomsk Technological Institute. In the fall of
1919, when Kolchak’s troops were suffering defeats and retreating, Supreme Ruler
Kolchak ordered the military commandant of Tomsk to evacuate the Technological
Institute with its equipment and library to Chita. The rector, Professor lvan
I. Bobarykov, managed to persuade the commandant not to do so, referring to the
impossibility of evacuation due to the lack of sufficient number of railcars. The
military commander agreed with those arguments, and the institute remained in place
and preserved its existence. Although there were some difficulties and interruptions,
TTI continued to operate. Having assumed control of Siberia’s higher education, the
new government did not impede the training of engineering and technical personnel.

Conclusion

Thus, Siberia’s higher engineering and technical school underwent a wave-like
process of politicization of faculty and students during the period of revolution and
civil war. Representatives of that field of knowledge in the region not only had a
sense of belonging to many nationwide events, but they often participated in them
directly. Despite their peripheral location, the faculty and students of Siberian
engineering universities were a part of unified academic space within the country,
generally adhered to liberal positions, and leaned toward regionalism. Overall, this
segment of the intelligentsia exhibited a so-called split consciousness. However,
recognizing the need to continue education, teaching, and research, the engineering
and technical educational community tended to adopt a conformist attitude toward the
authorities.
