State Power, Clergy, and Mass Temperance Movement in Russia in 1858-1860

Abstract. The article is based on the materials from the Russian State Historical Archive (RGIA)
and is devoted to the study of the relationship between central and local authorities and Orthodox
and Catholic clergy with peasants and representatives of the urban lower classes during the mass
temperance movement against the tax-farming system in 1858-60. To make profit, tax farmers
raised prices for “grain wine” (vodka) although its quality deteriorated; this resulted in movement
against the tax-farmers, which originated in Lithuania among the people. The Catholic clergy of
Lithuanian and partly Belarusian governorates, especially the clergy of Kovno Governorate, led by
Telsze Bishop M. Volonchevsky (Valancius), were generally opposed to the authorities. They
joined the national movement, headed it, and through sermons and compulsion helped to turn it into
mass resistance to St Petersburg under a plausible pretext. The actions of the officials of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs had no noticeable results. Until the uprising of 1863-64, the clergy
actively participated in the boycott against the Lithuanian wine tax farming system. Orthodox
priests were legally required to prevent peasant disturbances, but at the same time they had to
preach sermons against drunkenness, particularly during Lent. When the temperance movement
began, parishioners often perceived those sermons as a call to fight against the tax collectors. The
spontaneous temperance societies damaged the treasury, the tax farmers complained about the
active participation of the clergy in the temperance movement. In June 1859, at the suggestion of
the Ministry of Finance, the Synod adopted a resolution according to which the clergy were
supposed to eradicate drunkenness with sermons and personal example but avoid measures that did
not stem from their direct pastoral duties. In fact, priests were forbidden to support the fight against
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the tax-farming system. The investigation into the complaints showed that the clergy followed the
instructions of the Synod. The highest Orthodox hierarchs managed to isolate the Orthodox clergy
from the mass national temperance movement, which put them in an ambiguous position in front of
parishioners and did not contribute to the growth of their authority.

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Introduction

In 1858-60, 32 Russian governorates were involved in the temperance movement,
a mass protest of the tax-paying population against the system of wine tax farming
that existed in Russia from 1765 to 1863. Wine tax farming was a specific form of
taxation in the drinking trade, a characteristic of pre-reform economic relations,
which was used in Russia before the introduction of the excise tax. According to the
results of public auctions, the state, which owned a wine monopoly, handed over the
right to sell “grain wine” (vodka) in a certain area for 4 years. Tax farmers paid a
fixed amount to the treasury as a drinking tax, received the rights of state officials,
and could trade wine for profit at the expense of the consumer.! The rate was
determined by the previous year income, with an extra charge established by the
authorities in agreement with the tax farmer. The share of drinking duties in the
budget revenue reached 43% in 1859 and 46% in 1859-63.% It was due to a
significant increase in the tax amount, which raised after the devastating Crimean
War from 61.6 million rubles in 1856 to 91.6 million rubles in 1858.% In order to
maintain the profitability of the wine trade, the tax farmers, on the one hand, tried to
reduce their costs by purchasing the cheapest and the lowest-quality vodka; on the
other hand, they raised the price of “plain wine.” The poor quality of vodka and the
simultaneous increase in its price caused temperance movement. At its first stage
(from the autumn of 1858 to the spring of 1859; until the spring of 1860 in the south-
west; until 1863-64 in Lithuania), it boycotted the wine tax system by organizing
temperance societies that were active even in 1860 and by collective refusal to drink
wine. In the summer of 1859, a wave of attacks on drinking houses swept through
15 Volga governorates. The temperance movement caused concern of central and
local authorities and posed a difficult problem for them: how should they deal with
the “crime of temperance”?

The conflict between the tax farmers and the lower groups of the population was
eagerly discussed in newspapers and magazines,” and the revolutionary democrats

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paid attention to the temperance movement.® The work of 1. Pryzhov on the history of
taverns was the first historical work that highlighted the causes of the temperance
movement and mentioned the accusations of the authorities against the clergy as its
inspirer.’ The Soviet historians called the temperance movement of 1858-60 “an
essential element of the anti-serf struggle of the peasantry during the revolutionary
situation of 1859-1861.”" V. Fedorov directly and reasonably declared the version
about the leading role of the clergy in the temperance movement to be “false” but
avoided covering the events in Lithuania.® In the preface to the collection of
documents on the history of the peasant movement, S. Okun' emphasized that the
importance of the temperance movement went “far beyond the struggle against the
abuses of tax farmers,” and that the authorities saw the direct threat in its “amazing
unanimity.”® Soviet Lithuanian historian S. Lazutka showed that the movement was
not a purely Lithuanian phenomenon, exclusively “the doing of Catholic clergy.” The
authors of the generalizing Soviet work on the history of Lithuania accepted that

the negative feature of the movement was that its leadership ended up in the
hands of the Catholic clergy, who strengthened their influence on the masses
with the help of the “temperance brotherhoods.”*

Belarusian historian T. Prot'’ko explained the reasons for the particularly tense
relations with tax farmers and described the development of the temperance

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movement in the Belarusian governorates." In modern Russia, the experts are
actively studying the history of the drinking industry in Russia, including the history
of the tax farming system and the causes of its crisis, as well as “Russian drinking
traditions.” However, the researchers give much less attention to the temperance
movement and the state fight against it.*?

Today, the temperance movement of 1858-60 is seen as a struggle against the tax
farming system and drunkenness. Nevertheless, |. Takala casually notes in her
monograph that the emergency measures against the movement taken by the
authorities could result in a general peasant uprising “for freedom.”*® She does not
mention the involvement of the clergy in the movement. It was only I. Kurukin and
E. Nikulina who drew attention to the fact that the Ministry of Finance turned to the
Orthodox clergy for help in opposing the temperance movement.*

Foreign authors focus on the problem of drunkenness, especially in the early
20" century and in the Soviet period as well as on the history of countering it.*®
Arguing the point with N. Dobrolyubov and Soviet historians, only D. Christian
provides a detailed analysis of the history of the temperance movement of the late
1850s and assesses the involvement of Catholic priests in it.*°

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Main body

The temperance societies appeared in the second half of 1858 in the Kovno, Vilna,
and Grodno governorates. The officials and the priests considered the Catholic clergy
to be the initiator of those societies. N. Dobrolyubov criticized that point of view,
noting that its authors accepted the efforts of the clergy and left “aside the people
influenced by their morality.”*” Soviet historians proved that the first reports about
the “temperance societies” organized by priests appeared in October and November
1858, and the refusal to drink vodka and the beginning of the temperance movement
in Kovno Governorate dated back to August and September of the same year.'® They
also managed to explain why the temperance movement started in the Belarusian and
Lithuanian governorates. The organization of the drinking business there was
different. The cities within a two-verst area from them had to pay state tax, and in
other places the landowners retained the right to produce and sell wine, which
aggravated their relations with the peasants.*®

According to the documents, the temperance movement in Lithuania originated in
the popular circles in the summer of 1858. Catholic priests quickly joined the popular
indignation, headed the movement and managed to use the intentions of active
parishioners to strengthen their own influence on a wide circle of believers. The
author of a note published in no. 7 of the Novgorodskiye Gubernskiye Vedomosti
(Novgorod Governorate Gazette) for 1859 argued that in the fight against expensive
vodka, the peasants of Kovno Governorate were exemplary, as they “agreed for not
drinking vodka and firmly hold the vow.” The priests’ speeches aroused in the
parishioners, sometimes against their will, a unanimous decision to “stop drinking
alcoholic beverages.””® The sluggish representatives of the Catholic clergy had to
promote temperance already under direct pressure from their flock. Telsze Bishop
M. Volonchevsky (Valancius) claimed that the residents of a number of parishes,
“with complaints and often threats, forced spiritual mentors to proclaim
tempelrance.”21

Having started a powerful preaching activity and soon “exhausted the will of the
parishioners,” the priests led by the bishop began to act “using exclusively
governmental methods” and dared to “completely prohibit people from drinking

wine.” To achieve that goal, they used “religious threats” (excommunication,
deprivation of sacraments), punishment with rods and whips, imprisonment “in
transit prisons.” In case of their absence, the people were placed in “specially
designed prisons, in stocks or chains; there were arrests, public shaming” (the guilty
person could be smeared with tar, put a sign around his neck indicating his guilt, led
around the church in a shameful way, often on knees, or laid on the floor of the
church for shame, etc.).??

“The actions of the clergy greatly influenced the minds of commoners,” and in
Kovno Governorate there were 40-50 thousand people in November 1858 who
“voluntarily agreed to fulfill the oath” of temperance.”® At the beginning of 1859, the
movement spread to a significant part of Kovno Governorate, to neighboring
governorates, and at the beginning of 1860, there were 321,195 people in temperance
societies in Vilna Governorate.* In May 1859, there were 22,850 people in Grodno
Governorate (more than 220,140 participants in the middle of 1859%). In July 1860,
there were 820,754 Catholics in Kovno Governorate, and according to Bishop
M. Volonchevsky, 488,464 of them “were abstaining from drinking.”?® According to
S. Lazutka, the authorities had no opportunity to struggle directly against such a mass
movement and therefore delayed taking punitive measures.”” Only in March 1859, the
Ministry of Internal Affairs sent the letters to the governorate heads; they were signed
by Minister S. Lanskoi and prohibited and obliterated the temperance societies. In
Belarusian governorates, where many residents were Orthodox and the scope of the
movement was smaller, the administrators could act more decisively. For example, in
Novogrudok (Minsk Governorate), even those who posted appeals to residents urging
them not to drink vodka were fined.”® In the north-western governorates, the
temperance movement had “a number of specific features related to religious and
national issues.”® According to an inspector, the local civil authorities “headed by a
Catholic” ignored the complaints about priests in Kovno Governorate. As a result,
“the people did not see that there was any other authority than the clergy”; the orders

from ministers to the Metropolitan of Roman Catholic churches in Russia “were

given but not fulfilled.”*

In late 1859 and early 1860, Vilna governor-general V. Nazimov and Kovno
military governor S. Khominsky repeatedly asked the bishop about the number of
temperance societies in the diocese. The next request was dated March 5, 1860. The
Ministry of Finance was also concerned about the decrease in revenues from tax
farmers. On March 1, 1860, Minister A. Knyazhevich sent collegiate assessor
A. Stolyarevsky, Councilor to the Minsk State Chamber, to Kovno Governorate.
There, he had “to collect information about the situation of the excise tax.”** Initially,
the secret instruction ordered him to check the information from St Petersburg about
abuse and corruption of tax farmers and employees of the State Chamber.* In the
report dated March 16, 1860, prepared on the basis of the first observations, the
official cautiously noted that he had

a sad conviction that the actions of the tax farmers were too unscrupulous, and
the orders of the state chamber were absolutely inappropriate.

In fact, the inspector’s preliminary conclusion was that the main reason for the
temperance movement was abuse by tax collectors and officials who condoned them.

On May 27, 1860, A. Stolyarevsky received a “particularly secret” order from the
Minister. Firstly, he had “to personally ascertain the reasons for the spread of the
temperance society there and the number assigned to it”; secondly, to determine “the
role of the Catholic clergy and the measures they take for the enlargement of this
society”; thirdly, to find out whether it was really or not that “since it became known
about a new auction for tax farming, the clergy had increased their efforts to spread
the temperance societies, and, based on the bishop’s circular letter, had again begun
to force the parishioners not to drink wine until death”; finally, fourthly, to identify
the “complaints against the clergy ...and how they were resolved.”® The inspector

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was clearly told to focus on the role of the Catholic clergy in the temperance
movement. In a report sent on April 24, 1860, Stolyarevsky again tried to draw his
superiors’ attention to the “actions of the corrupt tax farmers.” He stated that “the
teaching of the Catholic clergy on temperance, which appeared in Kovno
Governorate at the end of 1858, was not known at the auction . ..from 1859 to
1863.” The tax farmers themselves offered an increased amount of 948 thousand
rubles, and during the first year they did not give about 100 thousand rubles to the
treasury, mainly through their own fault: “they were failing.”*

In July 1860, A. Stolyarevsky presented in the capital a set of documents he had
collected about the activities of the Catholic clergy of Kovno Governorate. In his
report to the ministry, a tax farmer wrote that in Kovno Governorate, it was in March
1860 (the time when the inspector arrived at the site) that the servants he sent

noticed the extraordinary movement of the people to the churches and
extraordinary activity of the local Catholic clergy to bring the people to the
oath.*

On March 12, 1860, M. Volonchevsky informed the subordinate clergy about the
military governor’s request to collect information on the number of persons following
the temperance movement. In this regard, the bishop ordered to make the “books”
with the names of temperance followers and their children. Those recorded in the
books had to swear “before the altar or icon” to confirm their vow. The order was
accompanied by a form of oath with the promise “to abstain from all hot drinks with
the help of God.”’

Horwitz, a merchant of the first guild, tax farmer in Kovno Governorate,
considered the bishop’s letter an important booster of expanding and deepening the
temperance movement.*® A. Stolyarevsky shared this point of view and, as already
noted, repeatedly criticized the tax farmers, but in that instance he agreed with the
opinion of one of them. He wrote that

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until March 1860, three-quarters of the Catholic population was subdued by the
demand not to drink wine, and in March the final victory over the entire
population was made.*

Having received the bishop’s March order, the priests were once again convinced that

the superiors... quite approve the societies. In Telsze, the uyezd judge and the
treasurer took part in a solemn procession with all the officials, went to the
church, and took the oath. Such actions of the clergy forced the current tax
farmers to refrain from entering into a contract for tax farming.*

The inspector stated that the punishments imposed by the clergy on violators were
implemented ‘“‘either in the rural departments of the Ministry of State Property or by
zemstvo police commanders (tysyatsky, sotsky, desyatsky), by the clergy,” the
beggars, and by the “people particularly loyal to the society.”**

Even historians of the Soviet period accepted that in Lithuania, the temperance
movement among the people, reached out the majority of the population and very
soon took on a religious nature. However, speaking about the punishments imposed
by the priests, S. Lazutka called them “individual cases.”** We think that it is quite
correct. The complaints and police reports collected by A. Stolyarevsky and
presented in the form of a table include the names of 93 temperance movement
victims from among the residents of Kovno Governorate, mainly peasants; and there
was information about the dispersal of visitors to drinking houses in a number of
villages and about one destroyed house.” Compared to almost half a million
“abstainers from drinking,” these figures look insignificant, but the documents did
not mention any of the numerous facts about illegal temperance activity performed by
the Catholic clergy who greatly influenced the believers.

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According to some Soviet authors, a convincing confirmation of the popular
character of the temperance movement in Lithuania was the complete inability of the
clergy to stop it at the request of the authorities. Indeed, the clergy failed to stop the
movement, but mainly because they did not want to do so. By supporting and
developing the temperance movement, the Catholic clergy felt themselves to be
religious and national leaders and oppositionists. In reality, they were fighting against
the state authorities, using the most plausible pretext. For example, bishop
M. Volonchevsky deftly deceived the local and central administration, acting as a
zealous executor of its orders and at the same time making a temperance oath that
was forbidden in the Orthodox regions of the empire. In July 1860, A. Stolyarevsky
reported that the governor-general demanded an explanation from M. VVolonchevsky,
but did not receive a “valid excuse.” V. Nazimov asked the bishop to revoke the “the
aforesaid order” on making “books” with lists of temperance followers and bringing
parishioners to the oath. The inspector did not dare to predict the end of the situation,
but the decision of the diocese head “was unlikely to help.”** The inspector turned
out to be right: a massive boycott against the wine-taxing system, which significantly
injured the treasury, continued in Lithuania until the uprising of 1863-64.*

Speaking ironically about the accusations against the Catholic priests, Herzen’s
Kolokol wrote that

the administration persecutes the temperance societies not only in Vilna
Governorate, but also in Kaluga Governorate, where there are no Catholic clergy,
and in other completely Orthodox governorates, where the priests drink and do
not keep anyone from drinking.*®

At the beginning of 1859, the temperance movement began to spread rapidly through
the interior of Russia and seriously alarmed the authorities in the capital. The
ministries were flooded with complaints from the local areas.

The problem was discussed in the Council of Ministers, and on March 5, 1859,
Alexander II instructed the ministers to “take the measures that they consider
necessary to be taken in such case.”*’” On March 3, the Minister of Finance ordered
the state chambers to “persuade tax farmers” not to raise the price of “grain wine”

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and sell it “at the specified price and of the proper quality,” and on March 5 he
familiarized his minister colleagues with a draft circular letter addressed to the
governorate heads.”®> On March 19, the circular letter from the Minister of State
Property was sent to the heads of subordinate chambers. They were ordered to remind
their subordinates that the peasant gatherings could not offer the authorities “the
decisions for mandatory execution,” appoint guards to drinking houses and “punish
the use of wine.”*® On March 22, 1859, the Minister of Internal Affairs sent
governorate heads a circular letter “On the prohibition of compulsive measures to
preserve temperance.””

In April 1859, three officials of special assignments of the Ministry of Finance
went on secret missions “to observe the drinking situation.” State councilor
Ya. Weide had to go around 11 governorates of the VVolga region and the Ural region,
collegiate assessor E. Korolenko had to visit 9 governorates of Central Russia, and
state councilor A. Sevastyanov had to visit 9 north-western governorates.”* Observing
“the implementation of the rules by tax farmers,” the inspectors were obliged

to pay special attention to. . . temperance societies and find out. . . whether they
were formed voluntarily, or were attracted to someone and by whom exactly.?

The inspection revealed a picture unpleasant for the capital. As Ya. Weide found
out, almost all the participants in the movement refused wine “completely
voluntarily,” “without outside interference,” and in some places “they were
encouraged by the local clergy.” At the beginning of 1860, the inspector was told
about “imaginary temperance societies” in Saratov Governorate, which were
described as “an incident that quickly passed” as an event created “deliberately by

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newspapers, viciously directed against the tax-paying system.” The societies were
created “at the insistence of landowners;” in state-owned villages they were created
after “the requirements of volost and village heads; the local clergy, with their
religious rites, also made a contribution.”*® In addition, the official noted the “bad
quality” of vodka, especially in Samara Governorate, “muddy, yellow-grayish in
color, with a disgusting smell and taste.” Cautious A. Sevastyanov noted only the
cases of external influence on the peasants. According to him, in Totma Uyezd of
Vologda Governorate, temperance societies were created “through the exhortation. . .
of priests who threatened the disobedient peasants. . . refusing to go to them at Easter
with icons.” As for court peasants, they joined a society “made” by an authoritative
court head Popov; in Yaroslavl Governorate, the peasants “persuaded by their
landowners” refused to drink; in Tver Governorate, the societies “became a
consequence of a policy of maximum openness and newspaper articles,” and again,
the exhortations of priests.>

E. Korolenko was the most outspoken and prone to generalizations. In the report
dated April 14, 1860, he noted that

the temperance societies have emerged as a counteraction to taxes due to the
wine prices recently risen by landowners, . . . the main reason has always been an
increase in prices. The moral impulse to abstain from drinking wine, one might
say, was nowhere to be found, although the societies were sometimes opened by
prayers and religious rites. This is proved, firstly, by the fact that the temperance
societies immediately broke up when the price of wine was lowered by tax
farmers; and, secondly, by the fact that they did not appear at all where wine was
sold and is sold at the lowest prices. Temperance societies were formed. . .
mainly by peasants’ verbal agreement not to drink wine, and they were broken up
by the same peasants’ verbal decision, and sometimes even without the public

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permission. Except the rare cases when the conditions were specified in sermons,
there is no way to know even about the time when the societies began to exist.*®

On April 4, 1859, the Minister of Internal Affairs sent the first letter to the Chief
Procurator of the Synod, Count A. Tolstoy, stating complaints about the involvement
of the clergy in the temperance movement. At first, the Synod investigated individual
claims of officials on behalf of the Chief Procurator. By decree of the emperor, the
Synod adopted a resolution related to “the desire for temperance revealed in some
places” on June 10, 1859. Its content vividly demonstrates the ambiguous situation in
which the clergy fond themselves, from highest hierarchs to acolytes. The law
required of the priests to prevent popular disturbances.”” At the same time, many
clergymen did not match the ironic characterization of the Kolokol at all. Propaganda
of moderation and abstinence from alcohol was part of their duties, especially during
Lent, which caused complaints against priests who allegedly forcibly restrained
parishioners from drinking. The need to respond to denunciations resulted in some
difficulties for the synodal bishops. Church leaders did not want to lead the struggle
against the “crime of temperance.” The embarrassment is seen even in the official
documents. On May 12, 1859, S. Urusov, who served as Chief Procurator of the
Synod, reported to the members of the Synod that the tax farmers complained “about
the clergy keeping their parishioners from drinking.” In the duplicate copy of the
document, the word “drunkenness” was crossed out and replaced with the “drinking
hot wine.”® The Synod hesitated, but eventually had to comply with the official
concept. In the decree dated June 10, 1859, the highest church leaders, as if excusing
to the secular authorities, emphatically stated:

The contribution of the parish clergy to the maintenance and strengthening of the
parishioners’ determination to abstain from drinking wine, which has been
revealed in some cities and villages, is fully befitting their pastoral duty.*

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The priests “have an indispensable duty to care” about the eradication of “sinful
habits,” to preach in churches and to prove the benefits of temperance “by a vivid
example of their own life.”®® At the same time, the Synod forbade the clergy to apply
the measures that “do not make a part of their pastoral duties. . . and are not based on
positive resolutions” in the struggle for temperance. The circular letter did not specify
the essence of those measures. Heads of the three dioceses were ordered to
investigate all complaints received.”

The investigation revealed the inconsistency of most of the denunciations. As
expected, the clergy were not the initiators and leaders of the temperance movement.
According to the bitter expression of Herzen’s Kolokol, the point of the matter was
that “the tavern rose to the rank of a church and a palace” in Russia at that moment,
and insulting the tavern became “an insult to his majesty. The theft of wine is not just
a theft, but a felony.”® In such atmosphere, the sermons on abstinence and the habit
of believers to affirm an important decision with a prayer service in the church turned
out to be almost seditious. Parishioners began to respond to sermons on moderation
with fervor and inspiration, although they used to accept them calmly. Having met
grateful listeners, some priests became too active in preaching in an unsuitable
environment for the authorities. Like the Catholic priests, they tried to take advantage
of the temperance movement to strengthen their own authority among the people. In
such cases, at the request of parishioners, the priest usually held a prayer service to
consecrate their vow not to drink “hot wine.” Quite often, peasants or petit
bourgeoisie, who did not trust their pastors, often agreed on their own not to drink
vodka. Later, they either informed the clergy of their intention and demanded to hold
a service and arrange an oath on this occasion, or they deceived them and found
another reason for public prayer. It was not the clergy who encouraged parishioners
to take the oath confirming their decision not to drink alcohol and to impose penalties
on those who disobeyed. On the contrary, public opinion involved the clergy in
spreading temperance, holding public prayer services, blessing obligations not to
drink wine, and even authorizing decisions on punishments for violators.

Representatives of the secular authorities often saw for themselves that the
Orthodox clergy did not inspire the temperance movement. In April, 1859, the
Minister of Internal Affairs reported to the Chief Procurator of the Synod that in
many villages of Tula Governorate the priests were invited “to hold services to
consecrate the accepted temperance promise,” and in Tarusa Uyezd of Kaluga

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Governorate “the peasants of some villages refused to drink wine after the service.”*

At the same time, a police chief from Smolensk Governorate reported that more than
2,000 peasants of Countess Ribopierre were convinced by the priests, “agreed not to
drink wine and subjected violators to corporal punishment and monetary fines.”®
Soon the same police chief added that the peasants had made that decision without
outside interference, with “respect for order and deanery,”® and the clergy had not
given any reason for the temperance vow. Inspector E. Korolenko discovered no
priests’ initiative in organizing temperance societies in Tula, Kaluga and Smolensk
Governorates.®® Lentovsky, an archpriest of Krasnoslobodsk, Penza Governorate,
knew about “the vow of local residents not to drink alcohol,” and on March 16, 1859,
he held a solemn prayer service on that occasion in the market square, “consecrated
the water” and sprinkled it on the audience. It was the prayer service “prescribed by
the church to be held at the beginning of every good deed.” He usually held ut, for
example, at the beginning of work in the field. As the archpriest explained, he was
motivated “not by selfish interests and malicious intent, but actually by zeal for piety
and purity of morals.”®’

According to an explanation given by archpriest 1. Karelin, in March 1859, the
parishioners of the town of Nikopol in Yekaterinoslav Governorate (several thousand
“free sailors” and state peasants) informed him of their decision “never to drink
vodka, wine and other alcoholic drinks.” On Palm Sunday April 5 after the liturgy,
the archpriest declared the public decision “publicly and for. .. the great grace of
God” and held prayer service in the church.®® The Synod had nothing to reproach him
with.

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Kostroma bishop Platon conducted a thorough investigation on the request of the
Synod and on the complaints of tax collectors. Two clergy inspectors went in each of
the three most oppositional uyezds (Chukhloma, Galich and Soligalich uyezds). They
were ordered

to learn about the parishes’ opinion in relation to drinking beverages under
taxation and if there are so-called temperance societies in any parish,®

to identify them, to study their origin, the contribution of the clergy and its nature.
The inspectors studied the actions of more than a dozen clergymen, including Buy
Uyezd. By the end of 1859, the inspectors had not found any temperance societies,
but they had noted that in the spring of 1859, the peasants “began to refrain from
drinking vodka, and in some places they refused altogether.” As for the motives for
temperance, the inspectors mentioned “information in the newspapers about the
creation of temperance societies in different parts of Russia,” the example of
neighbors, “the high cost of vodka and its very bad quality,” “the harmful
consequences of drunkenness,” “the instructions of landowners,” and “mainly
pastoral exhortations of priests who, without any force, both by their own example
and by the word of religious teaching (in the homes on request and at other times),
encouraged their parishioners to abstain from vodka”; and they performed “a good
deed,” “especially in the church . . . following the custom of the Synod.”"

In the Saratov diocese, the investigation was conducted by one of the deans. It
turned out that on February 8, 1859, a service was held in the square in the town of
Balashov, Saratov Governorate, at the request of the elder of petty bourgeoisie. It was
told to priest V. Smirnov that the election of tax collectors held the day before was
the reason. The priest allowed the believers to take out the icon of the Mother of God
from the church. Without his knowledge, the elder and his assistants added banners to
the icon and organized a bell ringing. The priest did not know anything about the vow
not to drink vodka.™

Both the clerics and secular inspectors emphasized mainly socio-economic nature
of the desire for temperance. The parishioners refused “to drink beverages under
taxation,” urged “not to buy the taxed wine and not to drink anything other than grape

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wine and beer prepared in their homes.”’* They asked to hold a prayer service, so that
they would not drink plain wine until prices were reduced, “until such wine would be
sold for 3 silver rubles.” ”® In April 1859, they vowed not to drink until 1860."

As a result of the investigation, the white clergy received another order from the
Synod to avoid actions that “looked like a solemn promise or oath.” In fact, that
meant prohibiting the use of the church authority to encourage the desire for
temperance. Severe punitive measures against those priests who actively contributed
to the fight against drunkenness seemed indecent, and they got off with mild penalties
for their ill-timed zeal. Krasnoslobodsk archpriest Lentovsky, who was distinguished
by “exemplary zeal and piety,” received “a reprimand for holding a service without
the permission of the diocesan authorities.”” Priest V. Smirnov allowed “the ringing
of bells and the removal of banners” in Balashov. “The serrvice seemed like a
procession that could only be performed after the permission of the authorities.” The
priest was reprimanded for “imprudence” “without entering the reprimand into his
service record.”’® All the clergy of the Kostroma diocese got off with a reprimand
from the bishop. Only N. Sobolev, priest of Mirokhanovo village in Chukhlomsky
Uyezd, was more seriously punished: according to him, he bought alcohol “in a city
alcoholic beverages shop” during Lent at the request of “his sick parishioner” and in
the presence of a tax farmer forbade a peasant from a neighboring parish to buy wine.
Thus, according to the Synod, Sobolev “was suspected of illegal actions.” His
behavior was approved, but he was summoned to the bishop’s house for a time that
“would be considered sufficient for his trial.”"’

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There was no information about the involvement of churchmen in the destruction
of drinking houses in the Volga region. It was an important argument confirming that
the Orthodox clergy did not inspire the temperance movement. Only in the town of
Troitsk, Penza Governorate, deacon S. Rozhdestvensky, sexton M. Timofeev and
sexton A. Ivanov appeared on May 29, 1859, as onlookers “in front of a crowd of
raging peasants and thereby were suspected of participating in the riots they caused.”
As a result, the deacon was sent to penance in a monastery for two months, and the
sextons were sent there for a month.”

The Synod’s orders called on the clergy to spread temperance only through
sermons and personal example, which provoked an unexpected reaction. Not all
priests understood that they were implicitly called to distance from temperance
movement. Some of them, accustomed to discipline, took the circulars of the church
authorities as a signal for the beginning of temperance teachings. The peasants also
knew about the order received from the church authorities. At the beginning of 1860,
complaints against the clergy appeared again, especially from Kiev Governorate and
Kherson Governorate. The Minister of Finance was irritated by the new
denunciations and directly accused the priests of causing damage to the treasury. The
minister suggested that the Synod should instruct all clergy to call their parishioners

to abstain from drunkenness or from excessive addiction to hot drinks but did not
prohibit them from moderate consumption of wine, which is necessary for the
health of the working people.”

The Synod was ashamed to order the clergy to promote drinking houses, but all
complaints were again checked. The church inspectors confirmed that none of the
priests declared the Synod’s decision in the churches. Many of them clearly
understood the essence of the claims of the authorities and assured the inspectors that
they were talking about the dangers of excessive use of vodka, but convinced the
parishioners that “after work, it brings good, but only in small quantities.” Others
explained that they advised parishioners not to get drunk in the tavern but “to use hot

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wine in moderation and in their homes.”® Parishioners were also aware that they
should speak up when they wanted to protect their priests. They sincerely reported
that the priest urged them “not to go from church to tavern but to go home,” that “he
did not forbid to drink” and advised “not to get drunk on vodka, but to drink
moderately.”® The inspectors also drew attention to the peculiarities of the
temperance movement in Malorossia and Novorossiya. For example, the peasants of
the village of Petrushki, Kanev uyezd, after listening to the teachings of the priest E.
Levitsky about the temperance “on the occasion of a decrease in bread because of
crop failure or hail, stopped drinking as much vodka as they used to drink, and some
even stopped drinking it at all.”® The priests also noted that the struggle against the
tax-farming system could acquire some anti-Semitic orientation. For example, the
peasants of the village of Shabelniki, Chigirin Uyezd, after listening to the teachings
of a priest and

being very angry with the Jewish tax farmers for various insults and oppressions,
were happy to answer that they not only wanted to refrain from excessive
drinking of vodka and also agreed not to drink it at all.®

The “insults” consisted in the short measure and dilution of vodka.

Some individual priests acted decisively, much like their Catholic colleagues. On
December 6, 1859, A. Voynarsky, priest of the village of Shenderovka, Berdichev
Uyezd, Kiev Governorate, was alarmed by noise in a tavern located near his house
and church. Two hours after the liturgy, he went there with a sexton and ordered to
seal one of the wine barrels.** On Sunday July 19, 1859, by order of D. Kalnev, priest
of the Kherson village of Arbuzniki (near the Kherson military settlements), two
drinking houses were locked upl0 minutes before the annunciation for the liturgy.
The complaints of tax farmers were investigated by the Ministry of State Property
and church inspectors. The minister noted that the tax collector had no right to oppose
the clergy’s struggle for temperance and reminded that “the law prohibited the sale of
hot drinks before the end of the liturgy” and that it was the police who should

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monitor that. The priest was told that “in such cases, he was obliged to address the
local village authorities” who “monitored the wine trade.”®

The investigation of complaints against the clergy was conducted in 7 uyezds of
Kiev Governorate and in one uyezd of Kherson Governorate. Most of the accusations
of priests in forcible spread of temperance were groundless, and this was confirmed
by landowners and their managers. 14 Kiev priests were released from punishment,
some of them listened to suggestions in the church boards. N. Uspensky, priest of the
town of Chernobyl, which became notorious at the end of the 20" century, was
among those released from penalty. He was accused of shaving a peasant’s head “for
refusing to stop drinking wine.” It turned out that the local blacksmith, “who was
drunken, offended the priest,” for which “the hair on his head was cut off.” The
blacksmith did not complain; moreover he died. The priest’s self-will did not attract
the attention of his superiors.?® The priest who had sealed a barrel of wine “was sent
to the monastery administration for a month” “for the action indecent for his status”
that interfered with the wine trade; a request was sent to the Kiev Governorate
government to move the drinking house to a “legal distance” from the church.®’
Kherson priest D. Kalnev, who closed two drinking houses for the duration of the
liturgy, “was given a proper admonition.” The head of the Kherson settlement filed a
complaint to the vicar about the actions of the priests of Varvarovka and Bokovoe
villages, I. Polyansky and K. Kryzhanovsky, who “urged the villagers not to drink
wine at all, and. . . Polyansky obliged the parishioners with oaths and a fine.” As a
result of the investigation, they were “instructed to act only by persuasion.” The case
was transferred to the zemstvo court, which did not confirm the denunciation against
K. Kryzhanovsky. The priest was released from the trial.®® Apparently, the Synod and
the bishop considered “admonition” to be sufficient punishment for them.

Conclusion

Thus, the investigation conducted by the Ministry of Finance, the Ministry of
Internal Affairs, and the Synod revealed that neither the Orthodox nor Catholic clergy
inspired and organized the temperance movement. A protest against the tax-farming
system and the drunkenness provoked by it arose among the popular circles. The
Catholic clergy of Lithuania and Western Belarus hastened to use the temperance

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movement in their class, religious, and national interests, and they succeeded due to
the support of many local administrators, Catholics by religion. Individual Orthodox
priests also sought to strengthen their influence and popularity. A considerable part of
the Orthodox clergy could not resist the rush of their believers, and they were
involved in the anti-alcohol movement by parishioners. The leaders of the Orthodox
Church, who declared themselves guardians of morality, were forced to take a
shameful ambiguous position. Under the pressure of the secular authorities, they had
to join the struggle against the reduction of treasury revenues and in its interests
approve “moderate use of hot wine.” The Synod felt awkward but found it necessary
to organize an investigation into the temperance activities of the clergy, during which
the priests had to justify their temperance sermons. The church authorities sought to
demonstrate the loyalty of their subordinates to the official Petersburg and to prove
their non-involvement in mass temperance campaign. The Synod managed to isolate
the clergy from the mass popular temperance movement. However, the moral norms
of Christianity and the interests of the state treasury diverged. That situation turned
out to be extremely unpleasant and confusing, both for the ordinary Orthodox clergy
and for the church authorities and did not contribute to the growth of their authority.
It is known that the temperance movement of 1858-60 to have accelerated the
abolition of the wine tax farming system in Russia.
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
