State Power, Clergy, and Mass Temperance Movement in Russia in 1858-1860

Abstract. The article is based on the materials from the Russian State Historical Archive (RGIA)
and is devoted to the study of the relationship between central and local authorities and Orthodox
and Catholic clergy with peasants and representatives of the urban lower classes during the mass
temperance movement against the tax-farming system in 1858-60. To make profit, tax farmers
raised prices for “grain wine” (vodka) although its quality deteriorated; this resulted in movement
against the tax-farmers, which originated in Lithuania among the people. The Catholic clergy of
Lithuanian and partly Belarusian governorates, especially the clergy of Kovno Governorate, led by
Telsze Bishop M. Volonchevsky (Valancius), were generally opposed to the authorities. They
joined the national movement, headed it, and through sermons and compulsion helped to turn it into
mass resistance to St Petersburg under a plausible pretext. The actions of the officials of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs had no noticeable results. Until the uprising of 1863-64, the clergy
actively participated in the boycott against the Lithuanian wine tax farming system. Orthodox
priests were legally required to prevent peasant disturbances, but at the same time they had to
preach sermons against drunkenness, particularly during Lent. When the temperance movement
began, parishioners often perceived those sermons as a call to fight against the tax collectors. The
spontaneous temperance societies damaged the treasury, the tax farmers complained about the
active participation of the clergy in the temperance movement. In June 1859, at the suggestion of
the Ministry of Finance, the Synod adopted a resolution according to which the clergy were
supposed to eradicate drunkenness with sermons and personal example but avoid measures that did
not stem from their direct pastoral duties. In fact, priests were forbidden to support the fight against

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the tax-farming system. The investigation into the complaints showed that the clergy followed the
instructions of the Synod. The highest Orthodox hierarchs managed to isolate the Orthodox clergy
from the mass national temperance movement, which put them in an ambiguous position in front of
parishioners and did not contribute to the growth of their authority.

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Introduction

In 1858-60, 32 Russian governorates were involved in the temperance movement,
a mass protest of the tax-paying population against the system of wine tax farming
that existed in Russia from 1765 to 1863. Wine tax farming was a specific form of
taxation in the drinking trade, a characteristic of pre-reform economic relations,
which was used in Russia before the introduction of the excise tax. According to the
results of public auctions, the state, which owned a wine monopoly, handed over the
right to sell “grain wine” (vodka) in a certain area for 4 years. Tax farmers paid a
fixed amount to the treasury as a drinking tax, received the rights of state officials,
and could trade wine for profit at the expense of the consumer.! The rate was
determined by the previous year income, with an extra charge established by the
authorities in agreement with the tax farmer. The share of drinking duties in the
budget revenue reached 43% in 1859 and 46% in 1859-63.% It was due to a
significant increase in the tax amount, which raised after the devastating Crimean
War from 61.6 million rubles in 1856 to 91.6 million rubles in 1858.% In order to
maintain the profitability of the wine trade, the tax farmers, on the one hand, tried to
reduce their costs by purchasing the cheapest and the lowest-quality vodka; on the
other hand, they raised the price of “plain wine.” The poor quality of vodka and the
simultaneous increase in its price caused temperance movement. At its first stage
(from the autumn of 1858 to the spring of 1859; until the spring of 1860 in the south-
west; until 1863-64 in Lithuania), it boycotted the wine tax system by organizing
temperance societies that were active even in 1860 and by collective refusal to drink
wine. In the summer of 1859, a wave of attacks on drinking houses swept through
15 Volga governorates. The temperance movement caused concern of central and
local authorities and posed a difficult problem for them: how should they deal with
the “crime of temperance”?

The conflict between the tax farmers and the lower groups of the population was
eagerly discussed in newspapers and magazines,” and the revolutionary democrats

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paid attention to the temperance movement.® The work of 1. Pryzhov on the history of
taverns was the first historical work that highlighted the causes of the temperance
movement and mentioned the accusations of the authorities against the clergy as its
inspirer.’ The Soviet historians called the temperance movement of 1858-60 “an
essential element of the anti-serf struggle of the peasantry during the revolutionary
situation of 1859-1861.”" V. Fedorov directly and reasonably declared the version
about the leading role of the clergy in the temperance movement to be “false” but
avoided covering the events in Lithuania.® In the preface to the collection of
documents on the history of the peasant movement, S. Okun' emphasized that the
importance of the temperance movement went “far beyond the struggle against the
abuses of tax farmers,” and that the authorities saw the direct threat in its “amazing
unanimity.”® Soviet Lithuanian historian S. Lazutka showed that the movement was
not a purely Lithuanian phenomenon, exclusively “the doing of Catholic clergy.” The
authors of the generalizing Soviet work on the history of Lithuania accepted that

the negative feature of the movement was that its leadership ended up in the
hands of the Catholic clergy, who strengthened their influence on the masses
with the help of the “temperance brotherhoods.”*

Belarusian historian T. Prot'’ko explained the reasons for the particularly tense
relations with tax farmers and described the development of the temperance

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movement in the Belarusian governorates." In modern Russia, the experts are
actively studying the history of the drinking industry in Russia, including the history
of the tax farming system and the causes of its crisis, as well as “Russian drinking
traditions.” However, the researchers give much less attention to the temperance
movement and the state fight against it.*?

Today, the temperance movement of 1858-60 is seen as a struggle against the tax
farming system and drunkenness. Nevertheless, |. Takala casually notes in her
monograph that the emergency measures against the movement taken by the
authorities could result in a general peasant uprising “for freedom.”*® She does not
mention the involvement of the clergy in the movement. It was only I. Kurukin and
E. Nikulina who drew attention to the fact that the Ministry of Finance turned to the
Orthodox clergy for help in opposing the temperance movement.*

Foreign authors focus on the problem of drunkenness, especially in the early
20" century and in the Soviet period as well as on the history of countering it.*®
Arguing the point with N. Dobrolyubov and Soviet historians, only D. Christian
provides a detailed analysis of the history of the temperance movement of the late
1850s and assesses the involvement of Catholic priests in it.*°

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Main body

The temperance societies appeared in the second half of 1858 in the Kovno, Vilna,
and Grodno governorates. The officials and the priests considered the Catholic clergy
to be the initiator of those societies. N. Dobrolyubov criticized that point of view,
noting that its authors accepted the efforts of the clergy and left “aside the people
influenced by their morality.”*” Soviet historians proved that the first reports about
the “temperance societies” organized by priests appeared in October and November
1858, and the refusal to drink vodka and the beginning of the temperance movement
in Kovno Governorate dated back to August and September of the same year.'® They
also managed to explain why the temperance movement started in the Belarusian and
Lithuanian governorates. The organization of the drinking business there was
different. The cities within a two-verst area from them had to pay state tax, and in
other places the landowners retained the right to produce and sell wine, which
aggravated their relations with the peasants.*®

According to the documents, the temperance movement in Lithuania originated in
the popular circles in the summer of 1858. Catholic priests quickly joined the popular
indignation, headed the movement and managed to use the intentions of active
parishioners to strengthen their own influence on a wide circle of believers. The
author of a note published in no. 7 of the Novgorodskiye Gubernskiye Vedomosti
(Novgorod Governorate Gazette) for 1859 argued that in the fight against expensive
vodka, the peasants of Kovno Governorate were exemplary, as they “agreed for not
drinking vodka and firmly hold the vow.” The priests’ speeches aroused in the
parishioners, sometimes against their will, a unanimous decision to “stop drinking
alcoholic beverages.””® The sluggish representatives of the Catholic clergy had to
promote temperance already under direct pressure from their flock. Telsze Bishop
M. Volonchevsky (Valancius) claimed that the residents of a number of parishes,
“with complaints and often threats, forced spiritual mentors to proclaim
tempelrance.”21

Having started a powerful preaching activity and soon “exhausted the will of the
parishioners,” the priests led by the bishop began to act “using exclusively
governmental methods” and dared to “completely prohibit people from drinking

wine.” To achieve that goal, they used “religious threats” (excommunication,
deprivation of sacraments), punishment with rods and whips, imprisonment “in
transit prisons.” In case of their absence, the people were placed in “specially
designed prisons, in stocks or chains; there were arrests, public shaming” (the guilty
person could be smeared with tar, put a sign around his neck indicating his guilt, led
around the church in a shameful way, often on knees, or laid on the floor of the
church for shame, etc.).??

“The actions of the clergy greatly influenced the minds of commoners,” and in
Kovno Governorate there were 40-50 thousand people in November 1858 who
“voluntarily agreed to fulfill the oath” of temperance.”® At the beginning of 1859, the
movement spread to a significant part of Kovno Governorate, to neighboring
governorates, and at the beginning of 1860, there were 321,195 people in temperance
societies in Vilna Governorate.* In May 1859, there were 22,850 people in Grodno
Governorate (more than 220,140 participants in the middle of 1859%). In July 1860,
there were 820,754 Catholics in Kovno Governorate, and according to Bishop
M. Volonchevsky, 488,464 of them “were abstaining from drinking.”?® According to
S. Lazutka, the authorities had no opportunity to struggle directly against such a mass
movement and therefore delayed taking punitive measures.”” Only in March 1859, the
Ministry of Internal Affairs sent the letters to the governorate heads; they were signed
by Minister S. Lanskoi and prohibited and obliterated the temperance societies. In
Belarusian governorates, where many residents were Orthodox and the scope of the
movement was smaller, the administrators could act more decisively. For example, in
Novogrudok (Minsk Governorate), even those who posted appeals to residents urging
them not to drink vodka were fined.”® In the north-western governorates, the
temperance movement had “a number of specific features related to religious and
national issues.”® According to an inspector, the local civil authorities “headed by a
Catholic” ignored the complaints about priests in Kovno Governorate. As a result,
“the people did not see that there was any other authority than the clergy”; the orders

from ministers to the Metropolitan of Roman Catholic churches in Russia “were

given but not fulfilled.”*

In late 1859 and early 1860, Vilna governor-general V. Nazimov and Kovno
military governor S. Khominsky repeatedly asked the bishop about the number of
temperance societies in the diocese. The next request was dated March 5, 1860. The
Ministry of Finance was also concerned about the decrease in revenues from tax
farmers. On March 1, 1860, Minister A. Knyazhevich sent collegiate assessor
A. Stolyarevsky, Councilor to the Minsk State Chamber, to Kovno Governorate.
There, he had “to collect information about the situation of the excise tax.”** Initially,
the secret instruction ordered him to check the information from St Petersburg about
abuse and corruption of tax farmers and employees of the State Chamber.* In the
report dated March 16, 1860, prepared on the basis of the first observations, the
official cautiously noted that he had

a sad conviction that the actions of the tax farmers were too unscrupulous, and
the orders of the state chamber were absolutely inappropriate.

In fact, the inspector’s preliminary conclusion was that the main reason for the
temperance movement was abuse by tax collectors and officials who condoned them.

On May 27, 1860, A. Stolyarevsky received a “particularly secret” order from the
Minister. Firstly, he had “to personally ascertain the reasons for the spread of the
temperance society there and the number assigned to it”; secondly, to determine “the
role of the Catholic clergy and the measures they take for the enlargement of this
society”; thirdly, to find out whether it was really or not that “since it became known
about a new auction for tax farming, the clergy had increased their efforts to spread
the temperance societies, and, based on the bishop’s circular letter, had again begun
to force the parishioners not to drink wine until death”; finally, fourthly, to identify
the “complaints against the clergy ...and how they were resolved.”® The inspector

was clearly told to focus on the role of the Catholic clergy in the temperance
movement. In a report sent on April 24, 1860, Stolyarevsky again tried to draw his
superiors’ attention to the “actions of the corrupt tax farmers.” He stated that “the
teaching of the Catholic clergy on temperance, which appeared in Kovno
Governorate at the end of 1858, was not known at the auction . ..from 1859 to
1863.” The tax farmers themselves offered an increased amount of 948 thousand
rubles, and during the first year they did not give about 100 thousand rubles to the
treasury, mainly through their own fault: “they were failing.”*

In July 1860, A. Stolyarevsky presented in the capital a set of documents he had
collected about the activities of the Catholic clergy of Kovno Governorate. In his
report to the ministry, a tax farmer wrote that in Kovno Governorate, it was in March
1860 (the time when the inspector arrived at the site) that the servants he sent

noticed the extraordinary movement of the people to the churches and
extraordinary activity of the local Catholic clergy to bring the people to the
oath.*

On March 12, 1860, M. Volonchevsky informed the subordinate clergy about the
military governor’s request to collect information on the number of persons following
the temperance movement. In this regard, the bishop ordered to make the “books”
with the names of temperance followers and their children. Those recorded in the
books had to swear “before the altar or icon” to confirm their vow. The order was
accompanied by a form of oath with the promise “to abstain from all hot drinks with
the help of God.”’

Horwitz, a merchant of the first guild, tax farmer in Kovno Governorate,
considered the bishop’s letter an important booster of expanding and deepening the
temperance movement.*® A. Stolyarevsky shared this point of view and, as already
noted, repeatedly criticized the tax farmers, but in that instance he agreed with the
opinion of one of them. He wrote that

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until March 1860, three-quarters of the Catholic population was subdued by the
demand not to drink wine, and in March the final victory over the entire
population was made.*

Having received the bishop’s March order, the priests were once again convinced that

the superiors... quite approve the societies. In Telsze, the uyezd judge and the
treasurer took part in a solemn procession with all the officials, went to the
church, and took the oath. Such actions of the clergy forced the current tax
farmers to refrain from entering into a contract for tax farming.*

The inspector stated that the punishments imposed by the clergy on violators were
implemented ‘“‘either in the rural departments of the Ministry of State Property or by
zemstvo police commanders (tysyatsky, sotsky, desyatsky), by the clergy,” the
beggars, and by the “people particularly loyal to the society.”**

Even historians of the Soviet period accepted that in Lithuania, the temperance
movement among the people, reached out the majority of the population and very
soon took on a religious nature. However, speaking about the punishments imposed
by the priests, S. Lazutka called them “individual cases.”** We think that it is quite
correct. The complaints and police reports collected by A. Stolyarevsky and
presented in the form of a table include the names of 93 temperance movement
victims from among the residents of Kovno Governorate, mainly peasants; and there
was information about the dispersal of visitors to drinking houses in a number of
villages and about one destroyed house.” Compared to almost half a million
“abstainers from drinking,” these figures look insignificant, but the documents did
not mention any of the numerous facts about illegal temperance activity performed by
the Catholic clergy who greatly influenced the believers.

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According to some Soviet authors, a convincing confirmation of the popular
character of the temperance movement in Lithuania was the complete inability of the
clergy to stop it at the request of the authorities. Indeed, the clergy failed to stop the
movement, but mainly because they did not want to do so. By supporting and
developing the temperance movement, the Catholic clergy felt themselves to be
religious and national leaders and oppositionists. In reality, they were fighting against
the state authorities, using the most plausible pretext. For example, bishop
M. Volonchevsky deftly deceived the local and central administration, acting as a
zealous executor of its orders and at the same time making a temperance oath that
was forbidden in the Orthodox regions of the empire. In July 1860, A. Stolyarevsky
reported that the governor-general demanded an explanation from M. VVolonchevsky,
but did not receive a “valid excuse.” V. Nazimov asked the bishop to revoke the “the
aforesaid order” on making “books” with lists of temperance followers and bringing
parishioners to the oath. The inspector did not dare to predict the end of the situation,
but the decision of the diocese head “was unlikely to help.”** The inspector turned
out to be right: a massive boycott against the wine-taxing system, which significantly
injured the treasury, continued in Lithuania until the uprising of 1863-64.*

Speaking ironically about the accusations against the Catholic priests, Herzen’s
Kolokol wrote that

the administration persecutes the temperance societies not only in Vilna
Governorate, but also in Kaluga Governorate, where there are no Catholic clergy,
and in other completely Orthodox governorates, where the priests drink and do
not keep anyone from drinking.*®

At the beginning of 1859, the temperance movement began to spread rapidly through
the interior of Russia and seriously alarmed the authorities in the capital. The
ministries were flooded with complaints from the local areas.

The problem was discussed in the Council of Ministers, and on March 5, 1859,
Alexander II instructed the ministers to “take the measures that they consider
necessary to be taken in such case.”*’” On March 3, the Minister of Finance ordered
the state chambers to “persuade tax farmers” not to raise the price of “grain wine”

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and sell it “at the specified price and of the proper quality,” and on March 5 he
familiarized his minister colleagues with a draft circular letter addressed to the
governorate heads.”®> On March 19, the circular letter from the Minister of State
Property was sent to the heads of subordinate chambers. They were ordered to remind
their subordinates that the peasant gatherings could not offer the authorities “the
decisions for mandatory execution,” appoint guards to drinking houses and “punish
the use of wine.”*® On March 22, 1859, the Minister of Internal Affairs sent
governorate heads a circular letter “On the prohibition of compulsive measures to
preserve temperance.””

In April 1859, three officials of special assignments of the Ministry of Finance
went on secret missions “to observe the drinking situation.” State councilor
Ya. Weide had to go around 11 governorates of the VVolga region and the Ural region,
collegiate assessor E. Korolenko had to visit 9 governorates of Central Russia, and
state councilor A. Sevastyanov had to visit 9 north-western governorates.”* Observing
“the implementation of the rules by tax farmers,” the inspectors were obliged

to pay special attention to. . . temperance societies and find out. . . whether they
were formed voluntarily, or were attracted to someone and by whom exactly.?

The inspection revealed a picture unpleasant for the capital. As Ya. Weide found
out, almost all the participants in the movement refused wine “completely
voluntarily,” “without outside interference,” and in some places “they were
encouraged by the local clergy.” At the beginning of 1860, the inspector was told
about “imaginary temperance societies” in Saratov Governorate, which were
described as “an incident that quickly passed” as an event created “deliberately by

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newspapers, viciously directed against the tax-paying system.” The societies were
created “at the insistence of landowners;” in state-owned villages they were created
after “the requirements of volost and village heads; the local clergy, with their
religious rites, also made a contribution.”*® In addition, the official noted the “bad
quality” of vodka, especially in Samara Governorate, “muddy, yellow-grayish in
color, with a disgusting smell and taste.” Cautious A. Sevastyanov noted only the
cases of external influence on the peasants. According to him, in Totma Uyezd of
Vologda Governorate, temperance societies were created “through the exhortation. . .
of priests who threatened the disobedient peasants. . . refusing to go to them at Easter
with icons.” As for court peasants, they joined a society “made” by an authoritative
court head Popov; in Yaroslavl Governorate, the peasants “persuaded by their
landowners” refused to drink; in Tver Governorate, the societies “became a
consequence of a policy of maximum openness and newspaper articles,” and again,
the exhortations of priests.>

E. Korolenko was the most outspoken and prone to generalizations. In the report
dated April 14, 1860, he noted that

the temperance societies have emerged as a counteraction to taxes due to the
wine prices recently risen by landowners, . . . the main reason has always been an
increase in prices. The moral impulse to abstain from drinking wine, one might
say, was nowhere to be found, although the societies were sometimes opened by
prayers and religious rites. This is proved, firstly, by the fact that the temperance
societies immediately broke up when the price of wine was lowered by tax
farmers; and, secondly, by the fact that they did not appear at all where wine was
sold and is sold at the lowest prices. Temperance societies were formed. . .
mainly by peasants’ verbal agreement not to drink wine, and they were broken up
by the same peasants’ verbal decision, and sometimes even without the public

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permission. Except the rare cases when the conditions were specified in sermons,
there is no way to know even about the time when the societies began to exist.*®

On April 4, 1859, the Minister of Internal Affairs sent the first letter to the Chief
Procurator of the Synod, Count A. Tolstoy, stating complaints about the involvement
of the clergy in the temperance movement. At first, the Synod investigated individual
claims of officials on behalf of the Chief Procurator. By decree of the emperor, the
Synod adopted a resolution related to “the desire for temperance revealed in some
places” on June 10, 1859. Its content vividly demonstrates the ambiguous situation in
which the clergy fond themselves, from highest hierarchs to acolytes. The law
required of the priests to prevent popular disturbances.”” At the same time, many
clergymen did not match the ironic characterization of the Kolokol at all. Propaganda
of moderation and abstinence from alcohol was part of their duties, especially during
Lent, which caused complaints against priests who allegedly forcibly restrained
parishioners from drinking. The need to respond to denunciations resulted in some
difficulties for the synodal bishops. Church leaders did not want to lead the struggle
against the “crime of temperance.” The embarrassment is seen even in the official
documents. On May 12, 1859, S. Urusov, who served as Chief Procurator of the
Synod, reported to the members of the Synod that the tax farmers complained “about
the clergy keeping their parishioners from drinking.” In the duplicate copy of the
document, the word “drunkenness” was crossed out and replaced with the “drinking
hot wine.”® The Synod hesitated, but eventually had to comply with the official
concept. In the decree dated June 10, 1859, the highest church leaders, as if excusing
to the secular authorities, emphatically stated:

The contribution of the parish clergy to the maintenance and strengthening of the
parishioners’ determination to abstain from drinking wine, which has been
revealed in some cities and villages, is fully befitting their pastoral duty.*

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The priests “have an indispensable duty to care” about the eradication of “sinful
habits,” to preach in churches and to prove the benefits of temperance “by a vivid
example of their own life.”®® At the same time, the Synod forbade the clergy to apply
the measures that “do not make a part of their pastoral duties. . . and are not based on
positive resolutions” in the struggle for temperance. The circular letter did not specify
the essence of those measures. Heads of the three dioceses were ordered to
investigate all complaints received.”

The investigation revealed the inconsistency of most of the denunciations. As
expected, the clergy were not the initiators and leaders of the temperance movement.
According to the bitter expression of Herzen’s Kolokol, the point of the matter was
that “the tavern rose to the rank of a church and a palace” in Russia at that moment,
and insulting the tavern became “an insult to his majesty. The theft of wine is not just
a theft, but a felony.”® In such atmosphere, the sermons on abstinence and the habit
of believers to affirm an important decision with a prayer service in the church turned
out to be almost seditious. Parishioners began to respond to sermons on moderation
with fervor and inspiration, although they used to accept them calmly. Having met
grateful listeners, some priests became too active in preaching in an unsuitable
environment for the authorities. Like the Catholic priests, they tried to take advantage
of the temperance movement to strengthen their own authority among the people. In
such cases, at the request of parishioners, the priest usually held a prayer service to
consecrate their vow not to drink “hot wine.” Quite often, peasants or petit
bourgeoisie, who did not trust their pastors, often agreed on their own not to drink
vodka. Later, they either informed the clergy of their intention and demanded to hold
a service and arrange an oath on this occasion, or they deceived them and found
another reason for public prayer. It was not the clergy who encouraged parishioners
to take the oath confirming their decision not to drink alcohol and to impose penalties
on those who disobeyed. On the contrary, public opinion involved the clergy in
spreading temperance, holding public prayer services, blessing obligations not to
drink wine, and even authorizing decisions on punishments for violators.

Representatives of the secular authorities often saw for themselves that the
Orthodox clergy did not inspire the temperance movement. In April, 1859, the
Minister of Internal Affairs reported to the Chief Procurator of the Synod that in
many villages of Tula Governorate the priests were invited “to hold services to
consecrate the accepted temperance promise,” and in Tarusa Uyezd of Kaluga

Governorate “the peasants of some villages refused to drink wine after the service.”*

At the same time, a police chief from Smolensk Governorate reported that more than
2,000 peasants of Countess Ribopierre were convinced by the priests, “agreed not to
drink wine and subjected violators to corporal punishment and monetary fines.”®
Soon the same police chief added that the peasants had made that decision without
outside interference, with “respect for order and deanery,”® and the clergy had not
given any reason for the temperance vow. Inspector E. Korolenko discovered no
priests’ initiative in organizing temperance societies in Tula, Kaluga and Smolensk
Governorates.®® Lentovsky, an archpriest of Krasnoslobodsk, Penza Governorate,
knew about “the vow of local residents not to drink alcohol,” and on March 16, 1859,
he held a solemn prayer service on that occasion in the market square, “consecrated
the water” and sprinkled it on the audience. It was the prayer service “prescribed by
the church to be held at the beginning of every good deed.” He usually held ut, for
example, at the beginning of work in the field. As the archpriest explained, he was
motivated “not by selfish interests and malicious intent, but actually by zeal for piety
and purity of morals.”®’

According to an explanation given by archpriest 1. Karelin, in March 1859, the
parishioners of the town of Nikopol in Yekaterinoslav Governorate (several thousand
“free sailors” and state peasants) informed him of their decision “never to drink
vodka, wine and other alcoholic drinks.” On Palm Sunday April 5 after the liturgy,
the archpriest declared the public decision “publicly and for. .. the great grace of
God” and held prayer service in the church.®® The Synod had nothing to reproach him
with.

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Kostroma bishop Platon conducted a thorough investigation on the request of the
Synod and on the complaints of tax collectors. Two clergy inspectors went in each of
the three most oppositional uyezds (Chukhloma, Galich and Soligalich uyezds). They
were ordered

to learn about the parishes’ opinion in relation to drinking beverages under
taxation and if there are so-called temperance societies in any parish,®

to identify them, to study their origin, the contribution of the clergy and its nature.
The inspectors studied the actions of more than a dozen clergymen, including Buy
Uyezd. By the end of 1859, the inspectors had not found any temperance societies,
but they had noted that in the spring of 1859, the peasants “began to refrain from
drinking vodka, and in some places they refused altogether.” As for the motives for
temperance, the inspectors mentioned “information in the newspapers about the
creation of temperance societies in different parts of Russia,” the example of
neighbors, “the high cost of vodka and its very bad quality,” “the harmful
consequences of drunkenness,” “the instructions of landowners,” and “mainly
pastoral exhortations of priests who, without any force, both by their own example
and by the word of religious teaching (in the homes on request and at other times),
encouraged their parishioners to abstain from vodka”; and they performed “a good
deed,” “especially in the church . . . following the custom of the Synod.”"

In the Saratov diocese, the investigation was conducted by one of the deans. It
turned out that on February 8, 1859, a service was held in the square in the town of
Balashov, Saratov Governorate, at the request of the elder of petty bourgeoisie. It was
told to priest V. Smirnov that the election of tax collectors held the day before was
the reason. The priest allowed the believers to take out the icon of the Mother of God
from the church. Without his knowledge, the elder and his assistants added banners to
the icon and organized a bell ringing. The priest did not know anything about the vow
not to drink vodka.™

Both the clerics and secular inspectors emphasized mainly socio-economic nature
of the desire for temperance. The parishioners refused “to drink beverages under
taxation,” urged “not to buy the taxed wine and not to drink anything other than grape

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wine and beer prepared in their homes.”’* They asked to hold a prayer service, so that
they would not drink plain wine until prices were reduced, “until such wine would be
sold for 3 silver rubles.” ”® In April 1859, they vowed not to drink until 1860."

As a result of the investigation, the white clergy received another order from the
Synod to avoid actions that “looked like a solemn promise or oath.” In fact, that
meant prohibiting the use of the church authority to encourage the desire for
temperance. Severe punitive measures against those priests who actively contributed
to the fight against drunkenness seemed indecent, and they got off with mild penalties
for their ill-timed zeal. Krasnoslobodsk archpriest Lentovsky, who was distinguished
by “exemplary zeal and piety,” received “a reprimand for holding a service without
the permission of the diocesan authorities.”” Priest V. Smirnov allowed “the ringing
of bells and the removal of banners” in Balashov. “The serrvice seemed like a
procession that could only be performed after the permission of the authorities.” The
priest was reprimanded for “imprudence” “without entering the reprimand into his
service record.”’® All the clergy of the Kostroma diocese got off with a reprimand
from the bishop. Only N. Sobolev, priest of Mirokhanovo village in Chukhlomsky
Uyezd, was more seriously punished: according to him, he bought alcohol “in a city
alcoholic beverages shop” during Lent at the request of “his sick parishioner” and in
the presence of a tax farmer forbade a peasant from a neighboring parish to buy wine.
Thus, according to the Synod, Sobolev “was suspected of illegal actions.” His
behavior was approved, but he was summoned to the bishop’s house for a time that
“would be considered sufficient for his trial.”"’

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There was no information about the involvement of churchmen in the destruction
of drinking houses in the Volga region. It was an important argument confirming that
the Orthodox clergy did not inspire the temperance movement. Only in the town of
Troitsk, Penza Governorate, deacon S. Rozhdestvensky, sexton M. Timofeev and
sexton A. Ivanov appeared on May 29, 1859, as onlookers “in front of a crowd of
raging peasants and thereby were suspected of participating in the riots they caused.”
As a result, the deacon was sent to penance in a monastery for two months, and the
sextons were sent there for a month.”

The Synod’s orders called on the clergy to spread temperance only through
sermons and personal example, which provoked an unexpected reaction. Not all
priests understood that they were implicitly called to distance from temperance
movement. Some of them, accustomed to discipline, took the circulars of the church
authorities as a signal for the beginning of temperance teachings. The peasants also
knew about the order received from the church authorities. At the beginning of 1860,
complaints against the clergy appeared again, especially from Kiev Governorate and
Kherson Governorate. The Minister of Finance was irritated by the new
denunciations and directly accused the priests of causing damage to the treasury. The
minister suggested that the Synod should instruct all clergy to call their parishioners

to abstain from drunkenness or from excessive addiction to hot drinks but did not
prohibit them from moderate consumption of wine, which is necessary for the
health of the working people.”

The Synod was ashamed to order the clergy to promote drinking houses, but all
complaints were again checked. The church inspectors confirmed that none of the
priests declared the Synod’s decision in the churches. Many of them clearly
understood the essence of the claims of the authorities and assured the inspectors that
they were talking about the dangers of excessive use of vodka, but convinced the
parishioners that “after work, it brings good, but only in small quantities.” Others
explained that they advised parishioners not to get drunk in the tavern but “to use hot

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wine in moderation and in their homes.”® Parishioners were also aware that they
should speak up when they wanted to protect their priests. They sincerely reported
that the priest urged them “not to go from church to tavern but to go home,” that “he
did not forbid to drink” and advised “not to get drunk on vodka, but to drink
moderately.”® The inspectors also drew attention to the peculiarities of the
temperance movement in Malorossia and Novorossiya. For example, the peasants of
the village of Petrushki, Kanev uyezd, after listening to the teachings of the priest E.
Levitsky about the temperance “on the occasion of a decrease in bread because of
crop failure or hail, stopped drinking as much vodka as they used to drink, and some
even stopped drinking it at all.”® The priests also noted that the struggle against the
tax-farming system could acquire some anti-Semitic orientation. For example, the
peasants of the village of Shabelniki, Chigirin Uyezd, after listening to the teachings
of a priest and

being very angry with the Jewish tax farmers for various insults and oppressions,
were happy to answer that they not only wanted to refrain from excessive
drinking of vodka and also agreed not to drink it at all.®

The “insults” consisted in the short measure and dilution of vodka.

Some individual priests acted decisively, much like their Catholic colleagues. On
December 6, 1859, A. Voynarsky, priest of the village of Shenderovka, Berdichev
Uyezd, Kiev Governorate, was alarmed by noise in a tavern located near his house
and church. Two hours after the liturgy, he went there with a sexton and ordered to
seal one of the wine barrels.** On Sunday July 19, 1859, by order of D. Kalnev, priest
of the Kherson village of Arbuzniki (near the Kherson military settlements), two
drinking houses were locked upl0 minutes before the annunciation for the liturgy.
The complaints of tax farmers were investigated by the Ministry of State Property
and church inspectors. The minister noted that the tax collector had no right to oppose
the clergy’s struggle for temperance and reminded that “the law prohibited the sale of
hot drinks before the end of the liturgy” and that it was the police who should

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monitor that. The priest was told that “in such cases, he was obliged to address the
local village authorities” who “monitored the wine trade.”®

The investigation of complaints against the clergy was conducted in 7 uyezds of
Kiev Governorate and in one uyezd of Kherson Governorate. Most of the accusations
of priests in forcible spread of temperance were groundless, and this was confirmed
by landowners and their managers. 14 Kiev priests were released from punishment,
some of them listened to suggestions in the church boards. N. Uspensky, priest of the
town of Chernobyl, which became notorious at the end of the 20" century, was
among those released from penalty. He was accused of shaving a peasant’s head “for
refusing to stop drinking wine.” It turned out that the local blacksmith, “who was
drunken, offended the priest,” for which “the hair on his head was cut off.” The
blacksmith did not complain; moreover he died. The priest’s self-will did not attract
the attention of his superiors.?® The priest who had sealed a barrel of wine “was sent
to the monastery administration for a month” “for the action indecent for his status”
that interfered with the wine trade; a request was sent to the Kiev Governorate
government to move the drinking house to a “legal distance” from the church.®’
Kherson priest D. Kalnev, who closed two drinking houses for the duration of the
liturgy, “was given a proper admonition.” The head of the Kherson settlement filed a
complaint to the vicar about the actions of the priests of Varvarovka and Bokovoe
villages, I. Polyansky and K. Kryzhanovsky, who “urged the villagers not to drink
wine at all, and. . . Polyansky obliged the parishioners with oaths and a fine.” As a
result of the investigation, they were “instructed to act only by persuasion.” The case
was transferred to the zemstvo court, which did not confirm the denunciation against
K. Kryzhanovsky. The priest was released from the trial.®® Apparently, the Synod and
the bishop considered “admonition” to be sufficient punishment for them.

Conclusion

Thus, the investigation conducted by the Ministry of Finance, the Ministry of
Internal Affairs, and the Synod revealed that neither the Orthodox nor Catholic clergy
inspired and organized the temperance movement. A protest against the tax-farming
system and the drunkenness provoked by it arose among the popular circles. The
Catholic clergy of Lithuania and Western Belarus hastened to use the temperance

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movement in their class, religious, and national interests, and they succeeded due to
the support of many local administrators, Catholics by religion. Individual Orthodox
priests also sought to strengthen their influence and popularity. A considerable part of
the Orthodox clergy could not resist the rush of their believers, and they were
involved in the anti-alcohol movement by parishioners. The leaders of the Orthodox
Church, who declared themselves guardians of morality, were forced to take a
shameful ambiguous position. Under the pressure of the secular authorities, they had
to join the struggle against the reduction of treasury revenues and in its interests
approve “moderate use of hot wine.” The Synod felt awkward but found it necessary
to organize an investigation into the temperance activities of the clergy, during which
the priests had to justify their temperance sermons. The church authorities sought to
demonstrate the loyalty of their subordinates to the official Petersburg and to prove
their non-involvement in mass temperance campaign. The Synod managed to isolate
the clergy from the mass popular temperance movement. However, the moral norms
of Christianity and the interests of the state treasury diverged. That situation turned
out to be extremely unpleasant and confusing, both for the ordinary Orthodox clergy
and for the church authorities and did not contribute to the growth of their authority.
It is known that the temperance movement of 1858-60 to have accelerated the
abolition of the wine tax farming system in Russia.

Old Believer Merchant Women: Women’s Social Activism in Kazan
Governorate in the Mid-19" — Early 20" Century

Abstract. Women have always occupied a significant place in Old Belief, especially compared to
the rest of the Orthodox society. At the same time, their activities did not extend beyond their
confessional group, which, in the case of Old Belief, was associated with the private sphere as a
whole. However, under the influence of industrial trends in Russian society in the middle and
second half of the 19™ century and the spread of feminist ideas, the wives of Old Believer
merchants entered the extra-confessional (public) space. This article analyses the forms and
directions of social activity of Old Believer merchants’ wives in the socio-economic life of Kazan
Governorate in the second half of the 19™ — early 20" centuries. Initially, merchants’ wives acted as
their husbands’ assistants in entrepreneurship and charity. Available sources show that over time
they became equal and independent actors. Although participation in private and organized charity
was more common than entrepreneurship, women belonging to the Old Believer merchant
community of Kazan and Kazan Governorate were represented almost equally in each of these
spheres. Old Believer merchant women were engaged not only in the trade of various goods
(haberdashery, flour, groceries, iron, copper, and ironware) but also in the production and
processing of raw materials (confectionery and flour production, oil refining, and petroleum
processing), and they were ship-owners. In the field of charity, Old Believer women initially
worked within already existing or newly established societies in Kazan and Kazan Governorate,
becoming trustees, as well as honorary and ordinary members of various organizations. Such work
allowed them to apply the experience previously gained within their confessional community. The
opportunity for Old Believers to create their own charitable societies appeared in the early
20" century. In Kazan Governorate, it was women who first took advantage of that, establishing
both purely Old Believer organizations for women and non-denominational ones for representatives
of all estates and gender groups. The article concludes that whether willingly or not, like
representatives of other estates in Kazan Governorate, the wives of Old Believer merchants became
widely involved in women’s social activity in the second half of the 19" — early 20" centuries.

Research in Kazan Governorate in the Mid-19t — Early 20t Century

Introduction

As M. Joffe and A. Lindenmeyr note in their study “Daughters, Wives, and
Partners of the Moscow Business Elite,” one of the most discreet social groups in
19"-century Russia was that of women from the merchant estate.* This thesis can also
be considered true with regard to the wives of Old Believer merchants.

In Old Belief, the internal private space of daily life (family household routines)
belonged to women, while men were the masters of the external public space that
consisted of professional labor and social activity.

At the same time, family significantly exceeded the framework of economic and
domestic functions in the life of Old Believers. In terms of its importance for
preserving the Old Believer religious and cultural tradition, I. Kupriyanova compares
it to community. Thus, the concepts of family and religious community were
identified with each other.? As a result, the private sphere for Old Believer women
could be associated with the entire religious community as a whole.

Consequently, in analyzing the activities of Old Believer women, it is necessary to
use the methodology of the private and public spheres described by J. Habermas and
H. Arendt.® This study employs the concept of women’s social activism, which was
first introduced by A. Fedotova.*

The basis of this work includes archival sources, periodicals, and studies on the
history of Old Belief, the merchant estate,” and the women’s movement in Russia,’

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related to the topic of the article. Contemporary authors studying Old Belief focus
their research on such themes as the Old Believer family and the position of women
in the Old Believer community. On the one hand, scholars characterize the Old
Believer family as patriarchal institution, extending its boundaries to the religious
community as a whole. On the other hand, they note that under the influence of
modernization processes in the 19" — early 20" centuries, significant changes
occurred within the family, guided by the Western model of daily life, in which
power and authority in the family began to be distributed equally between husband
and wife.” The question of the high status of women in the Old Believer community
Is debatable in contemporary historiography. At the same time, historians outline a
certain range of religious and social functions that Old Believer women performed,
which made their position different from that of women in the Synodal Orthodox
Church.®

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Researchers of Old Believer movement in Kazan and Kazan Governorate examine
women in the general context of life of that community in the 19" — early
20" century, without specifically analyzing them as separate subjects of the region’s
socio-economic sphere.’

Thus, the independent (emphasis added. — A. F.) activity of the Old Believer
women from merchant estate for the benefit of the state and society, especially from
the perspective of women’s social activism in Russia in the second half of the
19" century, remains an under-researched phenomenon.

The aim of this work is to analyze the social activity of Old Believer merchant
women of Kazan and Kazan Governorate in the mid-19" — early 20" centuries as part
of women'’s social activity in Russia.

Old Believer Merchants of Kazan Governorate: A Brief Overview

The multi-ethnic and multi-confessional nature of Kazan Governorate extended to
all social strata of the region, including the merchant estate. Old Believers constituted
a significant group among the Kazan merchants.

In the 19™ century, two communities formed among the Old Believers of the
region: Pomorian Bespopovtsy (priestless Old Believers) and Popovtsy (priestly Old
Believers). The backbone of that community consisted of peasants, townspeople, and
guild workers.® However, representatives of the merchant estate, who held a high
position on a regional scale, were the leaders of the communities in the cities.

The second half of the 19" century was a successful period for Old Believer
entrepreneurship in Kazan Governorate. Milling and grain trading were the main

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areas of their economic activity. Such families as the Korovins and the Barabanovs
(the Popovtsy) as well as the Okonishnikovs, the Fomins, the Shamovs, the
Chelyshevs, the Shashins, and Romanovs (the Bespopovtsy) were involved in those
industries. Merchants also developed their own large industrial enterprises. In
particular, A. Mesetnikov organized a glass factory in Tsarevokokshaiskii Uyezd as
early as the 1830s."* In 1851, another merchant, A. Sveshnikov, opened an “iron
foundry, machine-building, forge-boiler, and mechanical plant” in Admiralteiskaya
Sloboda of Kazan, which was later inherited by his sons. Steamship transportation
also developed rather actively (by the Barabanovs, the Romanovs, the Fomins, and
the Chetvergovs).'? Merchants also ran grocery, wine, and delicatessen stores, in
which regard one might name F. Vasil'ev, and the Afanas'ev brothers.*®

The Kazan merchant estate conducted extensive charitable campaigns in the fields
of education, healthcare, and social welfare. Moreover, merchant wives provided
great assistance to their husbands in both entrepreneurial and social activities, acting
with increasing independence over time. The beginnings of that trend can be
observed as early as the first half of the 19" century. The “Nominal List of Old
Believers Residing in Kazan Who Accept Priests at the Chapel Located on the Bulak
River” for 1835 and 1838 allow for a statistical analysis of the female part of the Old
Believer community. Women were predominant in both groups: 51% among the
Popovtsy and 59% among the Bespopovtsy. However, the number of women who
were heads of families or ran businesses was small, only 14 women, which
constituted 2.5% of the total number of Old Believer women in Kazan. Among them,
12 merchant wives and widows (3.6%) belonged to the Popovtsy, and 2 widows
(0.8%) belonged to the Bespopovtsy.** That process continued in the middle and
second half of the 19" century.

In 1865, there were 38 women who were heads of families or ran businesses,
including 14 merchant wives, three merchant women (M. Podurueva, P. Fomina, and

U. Fomina), four sisters of male merchants who had reached adulthood, and
17 daughters of merchants. Documents from 1883-84 mention two merchant women
(A. Barabanova and E. Gordeeva). However, in 1899 and 1905-07, only one
merchant woman, E. Gordeeva, was mentioned in that regard,™ which reflects the
all-Russian trend when the quantitative and qualitative indicators of the Russian
merchant estate started to follow a downward trajectory in the late 19" century.™

The Position of Women in the Old Believer Community in the Second Half of
the 19" — Early 20™ Centuries: Between Tradition and Innovation

A number of pre-revolutionary and contemporary scholars point to the fact that
women in official Orthodoxy occupied a less significant place than in Old Belief,
where their status was largely equalized with that of men.*” However, some authors
argue that the high status and independence of Old Believer women is somewhat
exaggerated in the literature. At the same time, scholars agree that Old Believer
women could “perform important functions in both religious and social spheres,
which seemed unusual for traditional Russian consciousness.”"

Nevertheless, the 19" — early 20" centuries became a period of great change for
Old Believers, which affected the Old Believer family in particular. The previously
existing patriarchal type of family structure was replaced by a new, egalitarian, type,
where power and authority began to be distributed equally between husband and
wife.”

Furthermore, in the mid-19" century, feminist ideas began to spread in Russia.
During that period, the type of “new woman” began to take shape. As I. Yukina
notes, this “‘new woman’ was an independent, educated woman of pre-reform and
post-reform Russia, oriented toward activity in the public sphere.”?® Such women
began to participate equally in the matters that were previously considered strictly

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masculine, felt a sense of involvement in a great cause, experienced the demand for
their strengths, knowledge, and skills, and discovered a legitimate outlet “into the
universal,” i.e. the public sphere of life.”!

Many merchant women were well-educated, spoke several languages, and held
views that were progressive in their time,? particularly on the issue of gender
equality not only within the family (the Old Believer community) but also in the
public sphere of life. It is highly likely that Old Believer merchant women who
resided in large cities were no exception. Like other women of the new type, they
worked in charitable institutions and were members of various charitable societies.
That is, they were in the thick of events, meeting and communicating with other
women who were not from the Old Believer community. Consequently, they might
have been well aware of new views on their position in society, which later became
part of the women’s movement in Russia. This allows us to hypothesize that educated
women of the Old Believer community could be familiar with feminist ideas
widespread at that time.

Historical sources indicate that Old Believer women in the second half of the 19" —
early 20" centuries actively proved themselves in both intra-confessional and
extra-confessional spheres, which was expressed not only in charity and social work
but also in entrepreneurship. As a result, many of them became involved in women’s
social activity. E. Smilyanskaya calls them “women-devotees” and/or
“women-leaders,” noting the rise in their status in the Old Believer community in the
19" century.?®

Businesswomen, Philanthropists, Social Activists: Old Believer Women of the
Merchant Estate in Kazan Governorate in the Mid-19" — Early 20" Centuries

Businesswomen. Imperial legislation allowed women to participate in economic
activity: they could own and manage enterprises. The status of widow provided great
opportunities for women from the merchant estate to participate in family business.
That status gave them the right to head firms until their elder sons reached the age
necessary to take over the family business. In that case, such a woman would
re-register the documents in her name and become the head of the household until
that time.*

According to the Commemorative Book of Kazan Governorate for 1863, which
was published in 1862, the following women were listed as merchants of the second
guild: Stepanida A. Korol'kova (haberdashery trade), Mar'ya I. Podurueva (iron and
groceries), and Praskov'ya M. Fomina (flour). The third merchant guild included:

After the death of the second-guild merchant Pavel L. Gordeev (1820-68), the
family business in Kazan was headed by his wife Ekaterina M. Gordeeva (1835 — not
earlier than 1912) because their sons Alexander and Vasilii (b. 1855), and Konstantin
(b. 1857) were still too young to take over the business. The family was engaged in
iron trade (at the Tolkuchii Market) and sold iron and hardware goods (additionally
owning a shop in their own house on Petropavlovskaya Street, now Musa Jalil
Street). It also owned an oil refining and petroleum processing plant (in the village of
Peshchishchi, Sviyazhskii Uyezd). As the sons grew up, they became involved in the
family business as well. Over time, overall management passed to Alexander, while
the mother formally remained at the head of the business. The preservation of
Ekaterina Gordeeva’s significant role is evidenced by the fact that when the heirs
established the trading house in 1897, they put the name of their mother first “the

In the 1880s, the Trading House “M. Korol'kova and A. Barabanova and Sons”
started operating in Kazan and was engaged in confectionery production.?”
A. Barabanova was a Kazan merchant woman, the widow of the Old Believer
merchant of the Belokrinitskaya hierarchy P. Barabanov. In 1892, a water-steam mill
opened by the trading house in Naberezhnye Morkvashi on the bank of the Volga
produced its first batch of granular wheat flour.?

Philanthropic Activities. The philanthropic activities of Old Believers in Kazan and
Kazan Governorate during the period under study are covered in the works of
E. Kartasheva. The author provides a classification of the forms and directions of
charity of that confessional group. She identifies the following directions: personal
(personal family) charity in private life; charity aimed at maintaining the existence of

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churches, prayer houses, and communities; charitable societies and institutions of the
communities themselves; and social-estate charity (participation in the activities of
charitable societies and institutions).”® In analyzing the activities of women of the Old
Believer community in Kazan Governorate, we are also going to use this
classification.

Personal (personal-family) charity in private life. Unfortunately, written evidence
of this type of charity has hardly survived, which is why E. Kartasheva was forced to
turn to oral traditions and memoirs. For example, some residents of Kazan reported
that Agrafena (according to some sources, Agrippina) Khrisanfovna, wife of
merchant Ya. Shamov, used to bake silver coins into bread to be given as gifts to
poor families® and also donated 100 metal mugs to the Alexander Hospital.**

Maintaining the existence of communities, churches, and prayer houses. In the
second half and at the end of the 19" century, the chapel of the Belokrinitskaya
hierarchy was located on Bolshaya Prolomnaya Street in the residential house of
merchant 1. Karpov (now Bauman Street).** After the death of the owner, the chapel
passed into the care of his widow O. Karpova. In the 1880s, I. Karpov managed to
build another brick building at the beginning of Pervaya Gora Street (now
Ulyanov-Lenin Street) with the aim of opening a separate church there. However, his
intention encountered resistance from the authorities, and the church was not opened.
At the turn of the century, the building was bought by E. Novikova to organize
apartments for the Old Believer clergy. They could move in only in 1902 after the
philanthropist’s personal correspondence on that matter with the Minister of Internal
Affairs and the issuance of an order by the Ministry addressed to the Kazan governor.
At the same time, in I. Petrukhin’s article “The Kazan Community of Old Believers
Accepting the Belokrinitskaya Hierarchy” published in 1907, the philanthropist was
mentioned with different initials (O.P. Novikova and K.l. Novikova) while
Kartasheva mentions E.l. Novikova.* (The author of the article accepts the variant
suggested by Kartasheva.)

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Another philanthropist, Elizaveta F. Chetvergova, allocated funds for the
construction of an Old Believer church for the Belokrinitskaya hierarchy on a plot of
her own land bequeathed for that purpose in the Admiralteiskaya Sloboda of Kazan
before her death in 1911.%*

Charitable societies and institutions of the communities themselves. The 1883 law
on the general status of Old Believers in the state and their religious rights restricted
the charitable and educational activities of Old Believer communities, suspecting
them of luring people into schism.* Consequently, Old Believers did not create their
own charitable societies. The situation began to change only at the beginning of the
20™ century.

In 1904, Ekaterina Chelysheva opened an almshouse “for homeless elderly and
disabled women schismatics of the Pomorian Bespopovtsy from two uyezds of Kazan
Governorate — Chistopolskii Uyezd and Laishevskii Uyezd.”*® It was officially
registered with the Minister of Internal Affairs and included in the list of charitable
societies and institutions in the city of Kazan and Kazan Governorate. The very fact
that an Old Believer woman opened a charitable organization — an almshouse for her
co-religionists — was unprecedented for that period.

Mariya K. Sanina (daughter of the Kazan second-guild merchant Kondratii
E. Poduruev, wife of Samara Old Believer merchant Ivan L. Sanin) opened a free
canteen named after Old Believers lvan and Maria Sanin for the Belokrinitskaya
hierarchy of Kazan in 1913. It was located on Georgievskaya Street and was intended
for the poor of all faiths.®” Mariya Sanina received the status of honorary trustee of
the canteen and participated in resolving key issues whenever necessary.

Social-estate charity of Old Believer women. Such social-estate charity was
essentially cross-estate and cross-confessional. It was in that direction that their broad
personal participation was observed, expressed in donations of various kinds to state
and public institutions and initiatives.

E. Novikova donated a building to the Kazan School for Child Labor in 1893.%
M. Korol'kova contributed to the organization of the Kazan City Scientific and

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Industrial Museum (now the National Museum of the Republic of Tatarstan) in
1895.%° E. Chelysheva financially (with a sum of 100,000 roubles) supported the
construction of a water supply system in Chistopol in 1905.* A. Shamova donated
100 roubles to the Kazan Society of Russian Women.* A. Chetvergova helped to
maintain a canteen and a tea house of the Kazan Ladies’ Charitable Society on Ust'e
in 1910.* In 1912, the Kazan Society in the Name of the All-Merciful Savior for the
Care of Mentally Disabled and Crippled Children was operating under the care of
M. Sanina and M. Podurueva (daughter of the Yelabuga third-guild merchant Ivan
G. Stakheev and wife of the second-guild merchant Aleksei A. Poduruev).*®

Participation in the activities of charitable societies and institutions. That form of
charitable activities can be distinguished as a separate direction, as women were not
just philanthropists but also acted as trustees, members or honorary members of
societies and made large donations or rendered outstanding services.

The following women were honorary members of charitable societies:
A. Shamova, of the Kazan Temperance Society; A. Shamova, M. Romanova, and
S. Berdnikova, of the Society for Assisting Students in Need of the Kazan First Real
School; O. Karpova, of the Charitable Society for Assisting Patients in Need.**

The greatest activity among Old Believer women in the second half of the
19" century was shown by Olga A. Mesetnikova (wife of Petr A. Mesetnikov, a
public figure, industrialist, Kazan first-guild merchant, and patron of the arts).
Mesetnikova worked in charitable societies “on special grounds.” In Kazan, those
were organizations of the Imperial Humane Society and the Department of
Institutions of Empress Maria, which was under the direct patronage of Their
Imperial Majesties.

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The Ladies’ Charitable Department under the Kazan Committee for the Poor of the
Department of the Imperial Humane Society began its work in 1873. Olga
Mesetnikova was among its first members. In the early stages, the society studied the
needs of the underprivileged strata of society by establishing 12 district guardianships
for the poor in the parishes of Kazan. In the Vladimir parish, Mesetnikova worked
together with Yu. Kuznetsova and A. Shpilevskaya.* In 1875-81, she became one of
the trustees of the Needlework Workshop subordinate to the Ladies’ Charitable
Department for teaching girls cared for in free apartments. At the same time, Fedos'ya
M. Berdnikova, a merchant’s wife, was an employee of the Economic Needlework
Institution, also under the authority of the Ladies’ Charitable Department under the
Kazan Committee for the Poor of the Department of the Imperial Humane Society.*

Mesetnikova was an active member of the Provincial Guardianship of Children’s
Homes under the Department of Institutions of Empress Maria, first as assistant
trustee of Nicholas I Children’s Home in 1871-75 and as a trustee in 1881-85."
Judging by the documents work in those organizations (both the Provincial
Guardianship of Children’s Home and the Nicholas I Children’s Home) was the
priority in her social activities.

At the beginning of the 20" century, after the death of merchant Yakov F. Shamov,
the power in the public sphere was taken over by his widow Agrafena (Agrippina)
Khrisanfovna Shamova. Her main task was to complete the construction of the
hospital. Its building is still called by the locals the Shamov Hospital. The
philanthropist not only completed all the work, equipping the medical institution with
everything necessary and arranging the grounds and access roads. In addition, she
also served as chairwoman of the construction committee. Both before and after the
transfer of the hospital to the city’s administration, as honorary trustee, A. Shamova
repeatedly participated in resolving current issues in the life of the medical
institution.*®

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Conclusion

Like all women in the middle and second half of the 19" century, Old Believer
women formed part of the patriarchal family and thus, by definition, belonged to the
private sphere of society and were completely excluded from the public life.
Nevertheless, women held a special status among the Old Believers. On the one hand,
some authors argue that the OId Believer family was synonymous with the
community as a whole; therefore, any activity carried out by women was confined to
the private realm. On the other hand, those women were actively involved in
community life, gaining experience that they later easily applied when they entered
the public sphere.

Modernization in the Russian Empire in the middle and second half of the
19" century had a significant impact, among other things, on the way of life of Old
Believer merchants and on the changes in gender relations within family.

Furthermore, that historical period saw the rise of the women’s movement, marked
by the dissolution of traditional societal boundaries and women’s emergence into the
public arena. The participants in that movement, active within the public sphere,
came to be referred to as the new women, or women of the new type.

In the second half of the 19" — early 20" centuries, Old Believer merchant women
of Kazan Governorate belonged simultaneously to the Old Believer, merchant, and
specifically female communities. Accordingly, as a result of the transformational
dynamics within each of those groups, they found themselves positioned at the
crossroads of tradition and innovation.

Of course, it can only be conjectured that the wives of Old Believer merchants in
Kazan were familiar with feminist ideas, and it is even less reasonable to claim that
they regarded themselves “new women.” Nevertheless, the available historical
sources offer numerous examples of Old Believer women stepping beyond the
confines of their intra-confessional (private) space and operating within the
extra-confessional (public) sphere.

According to calculations, out of 19 identified (emphasis added. — A. F.) Old
Believer women, 63% belonged to the Popovtsy (S. Korol'kova, M. Korol'kova,
P. Novikova, A. Barabanova, O. Karpova, P. Novikova, E. Chetvergova,
A. Chetvergova, M. Romanova, S. Berdnikova, F. Berdnikova, and O. Mesetnikova),
and 37% to the Bespopovtsy (M. Podurueva, P. Fomina, U. Fomina, E. Gordeeva,
A. Shamova, E. Chelysheva, and M. Sanina). 42% of the Old Believer women of
Kazan Governorate (representatives of both confessions in equal measure) were
involved in entrepreneurial activities.*® Sometimes, in order to preserve the business,

widows took management into their own hands until their sons came of age. The
significance of women as heads of family enterprises is reflected in the names of
trading houses registered at the end of the 19" century.

The most significant development of Old Believer women’s social activity
occurred in the sphere of charity: personal charity (personal family charity in private
life and the maintenance of communities, churches, and prayer houses) and organized
charity (both the charitable societies of the communities themselves and
cross-confessional social-estate societies). Initially, Old Believer women did not
possess the right to establish charitable organizations independently. However, they
could participate in societies already in existence or in the process of establishment in
Kazan and Kazan Governorate, becoming their honorary members and trustees.
Possessing sufficient time and financial resources, Old Believer women applied their
organizational and administrative abilities in practice without resorting to the
assistance of men from their confessional community.

At the beginning of the 20" century, the opportunity for Old Believers to create
their own charitable societies finally emerged. In Kazan Governorate, it was women
who were among the first to seize that opportunity. They established both purely Old
Believer organizations for women (an almshouse in Chistopol) and
cross-confessional ones intended for representatives of all estates and gender groups
(a canteen and hospital in Kazan).

Thus, it can be confidently asserted that in the second half of the 19" — early
20" centuries, the wives and widows of Old Believer merchants of Kazan
Governorate began to actively engage in women’s social activity.

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In the Fight for Children’s Health: Trade and Sanitary Supervision
and Conditions for Milk Production and Sale in the Capitals
of the Russian Empire in the Second Half of the 19" — Early 20™ Century

Abstract. The article presents the results of research into the activities of the metropolitan self-
government bodies of the Russian Empire in the second half of the 19" — early 20™ century aimed at
controlling the production and sale of milk as the most important nutrition product for maintaining
children’s health.

High infant mortality in the period under review was mostly determined by the quality of the
products consumed. The study of the activities of city structures in organizing trade and sanitary
supervision in the matter of the residents’ supply with high-quality milk for baby food made it
possible to identify the significance of regulatory documents on this issue.

The absence of specific regulatory legal acts as well as the inability to establish continuous and
systematic control in that area led to the widespread sale of substandard milk to the population.
Under those conditions, it was impossible to significantly reduce child mortality in the capitals.

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Introduction

In the second half of the 19" century, the issue of children’s health began to be
perceived by the state and society in the Russian Empire as a key factor in the
nation’s survival, directly related to the shocking infant mortality rate, which
significantly exceeded that in other European nations. Indeed, the highest number of
infant deaths in Russia occurred between birth and five years of age, accounting for
approximately 55% of all children’s deaths." Moreover, that mortality rate was
typical for both rural areas and cities, especially the capitals: in the period between
1867 and 1881, of 1,000 births, 406 infants died before reaching one year of age in
Moscow Governorate and in St Petersburg Governorate that number amounted to
345 deaths.”

Studying the causes of high infant mortality in the Russian Empire, hygienists of
the early 20" century pointed to the significant impact of various feeding methods.
Malnutrition, improper feeding, and poorly organized feeding practices posed the risk
of mental and physical deterioration and could lead to death.® Thus, the issue of infant
nutrition from the moment of birth became the foundation of national well-being.

The method of infant feeding had a significant impact on mortality rates: mortality
was three times lower with breastfeeding than with artificial feeding.” Breastfeeding
was actively promoted as the healthiest and most essential nutrition for children in the
second half of the 19" century, and by the end of the century, the opinion had formed
in society that “mother’s milk is the best food for her child.””

Despite the widespread recognition of that fact, most residents of the capital cities
did not abandon artificial feeding en masse for a variety of reasons. Many mothers
were unable to breastfeed their children for health reasons;® for those who were
employed in manufacturing it was extremely difficult. As a result, the issue of
replacing mother’s milk with artificial baby’s food of high quality was crucial for a
significant part of families, primarily urban ones, of varying income levels. As the

closest in composition to mother’s milk, cow’s milk became the basis for alternative
feeding.

The quality of purchased milk was crucial not only for the parents of bottle-fed
newborns. Traditionally, breastfed infants were given cow’s milk as additional food
at the age of 5-6 months and cereal with milk some time later.” According to
hygienists of the time, milk should remain the foundation of the diet even for the
children beyond infancy. A healthy preschooler was recommended to drink
2—4 bottles (glasses) per day, and in case of illness, it was recommended to switch the
child to a diet of milk only.®

Thus, the health of all urban children at the most “risky age” (from birth to 5 years)
directly depended on the quality of the product their parents could purchase, which,
in turn, was determined by the level of attention paid to the problem by sanitary
services.

In accordance with the Medical Charter, only general sanitary requirements for the
production and sale of food products were adopted at the state level. Baby food
products were not classified as a special group, and milk was included into “vital
provisions” under Article 854 of the Medical Charter (on the prohibition of the sale
of products that were stale or harmful to health).® At the same time, according to
Acrticle 103 of the City Statute of 1870, the responsibility for ensuring the safety of
supplies was assigned to the city dumas.®

Thus, the crucial national issue of reducing infant mortality in the Russian Empire
by ensuring high-quality nutrition for young children was delegated to the city
governments. The organization of such work in Russia’s capital cities in the post-
reform period is of particular scientific interest.

Traditionally, Russian historiography has considered the topics related to the
activities of city governments and the fight against infant mortality separately.
However, studying the role of city structures in improving the sanitary and hygienic

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conditions of their territories has become a priority in recent years.* The first works
on the establishment and functioning of trade and sanitary supervision in the imperial
capitals have also appeared.*?

One of the areas of research into the fight against infant mortality is the study of
the history of childhood hygiene. In particular, these works analyze the principles of
organizing stations of milk distribution among low-income groups of populations in
the capital cities. The authors of these studies also turn to the history of charity,
focusing on the characteristics of private initiative in organizing those stations.*?

In recent years, Russian researchers have actively begun to analyze the
organization of children’s nutrition in post-reform Russia, paying attention both to

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the everyday home care practices characteristic of a particular social group™ and to
the food standards in various children’s public institutions."

This article examines the activities of capital city governments in controlling the
distribution of milk as a vital food product for maintaining children’s health in the
second half of the 19" and early 20" centuries. This complex topic covers a number
of important aspects: the peculiar features of functioning and legislative activities of
city governments in capital cities; the work of various city council commissions; the
practices of producing, storing, and trading cow’s milk in large cities; the research of
scientists, such as chemists, hygienists, pediatricians, and veterinarians, on milk
rationing, including fat content, the characteristics and impact of cow’s milk
composition on children, etc. Finally, of crucial importance is consumer response to
the measures taken by city authorities.

The sources for this article include reports from sanitary authorities and materials
from medical and pedagogical congresses, the works of hygienists and nutritionists,
home economics and culinary manuals, memoirs and diaries of metropolitan
residents, newspaper articles, and essays from the period under study. A significant
portion of the material is being introduced into scientific discourse for the first time.

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This study applies a methodological approach that combines research techniques
characteristic of history of everyday life, theory of sociocultural dynamics, and theory
of “chronotope.” These approaches complement each other and provide an
opportunity to comprehensively examine the situation with milk production and
consumption in Russia’s capital cities in the second half of the 19" — early
20™ century as well as the measures taken by city governments to ensure the safety of
the product that is so vital to children’s health, sold on the market.

Big cities — big industries — big expenses

Before analyzing dairy market regulation, it is important to highlight a number of
factors that shaped life in the capitals during the period under study. Both cities were
characterized by rapid population growth. According to the 1869 census,
St Petersburg had 667,963 residents, and Moscow had 611,974.* In 1897, there were
already 1,264,900 residents in St Petersburg®’” and 1,038,600 residents in Moscow.®
By the end of the 19" century, the populations of Moscow had almost doubled and
the population of St Petersburg had increased 1.5 times. It is important to note that
the increase in the population numbers occurred due to the immigration from other
locations rather than natural population growth. At the beginning of the 20™ century,
only a third of the metropolitan residents were natives of those cities.

The “newcomers” to Moscow and St Petersburg who were engaged in food trade
and production brought into the urban economy the traditions and customs
established in the village, including those related to storing dairy products, using
special utensils, and so on. Most consumers had not abandoned their peasant habits
by them.

The cities’ areas also expanded: the immediate suburbs, once quiet and peaceful,
became industrial centers. For example, in the late 1850s, the Vyborg quarter of
St Petersburg was a quiet rural outskirts,” but just thirty years later, that part of the
capital had been built up with various industrial enterprises, and the majority of its
residents were factory workers.”

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The rapid growth in the urban population significantly expanded the area of the
city government’s responsibility, posing significant organizational challenges. The
capital’s local governments faced new needs, such as:

the deteriorating sanitary conditions of large cities, housing, and food shortages,
which required the most intensive work from the local government.?!

It should be especially emphasized that the local governments were forced to
respond to those new cost-intensive challenges in a context where the city budget
deficits of the capitals were “painfully chronic,” and the financial situation was
sometimes considered critical.?

However, despite all the difficulties mentioned in light of urbanization processes
and the constant debate over the reasonable allocation of budget funds, the authorities
of the capital cities strove to ensure the quality of the basic “supplies of life”
available on the market, which included milk, bread, and meat. Characteristically, in
that endeavor, the city authorities significantly outpaced the populations whose
interests they represented.

First of all, the activities of city governments in regulating the dairy market should
be considered from several perspectives:

1) the establishment of special bodies within the city administration to oversee the
production, storage, and sale of dairy products;

2) legislative work to develop and adopt relevant mandatory regulations;

3) general oversight of compliance with regulations and general rules by sanitary
services and the police, including trade police officers.

Supervision over the quality of milk and dairy products was to be carried out by
“police officers and sanitary inspectors,” i.e., the oversight was of a medical police
nature.”®* The Sanitary Commission was established in Moscow as a permanent body
in 1886.%* That same year, the Sanitary Commission separated from the Public Health
Commission began its work in St Petersburg.” Marketplace doctor-inspectors, who
were subordinate to the Sanitary Commission in Moscow, and trade sanitary doctors,
who were legally subordinate to the Sanitary Commission of St Petersburg, inspected

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commercial establishments and organized the practical activities of trade sanitary
supervision of milk depending on the production method and type of trade.

Of particular significance was the opening of city sanitary stations in 1891. Their
employees were able not only to visually inspect products but also to make
qualitative and quantitative analysis. The first inspections of the dairy market
commissioned by the administration yielded astonishing results. According to the
Moscow sanitary laboratory, adulteration of milk accounted for 24% of all samples
taken at the market; over 50% in specialized dairy shops and farms up to 76% in
green cellars and other shops. Milk purchased at Khitrovka was 100% adulterated.?®
A number of samples contained traces of soda, boric acid, starch, and chalk.”

According to trade sanitary services in the capital cities, the main problem in
combating adulterated milk was the lack of legislation regulating the composition of
this product, i.e. the lack of milk standardization. Yet, V. Okunev, a trade sanitary
doctor in St Petersburg, stated that strict standardization could ensure the normal
chemical composition of milk sold and could rid the capital’s market of substandard
and adulterated products. Furthermore, standardization would serve as a practical
basis for city institutions (laboratories, sanitary stations, etc.) to conduct appropriate
testing of dairy products.?®

To regulate the milk trade, it was crucial to include in legislation key indicators
affecting milk quality, such as specific gravity, minimum fat content, and dry matter.
Those standards in the form of mandatory regulations regarding milk trade were
eventually developed by sanitary commissions in the capital cities, but their adoption
dragged on for years. The discussions and numerous debates that delayed the
adoption of mandatory regulations in the Duma demonstrated that public institutions
charged with overseeing sanitary conditions did not fully understand the importance
of such regulations for preserving the health of young residents of the capital cities.*®

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During the decades spent preparing the legislative framework, sanitary inspectors
had no way of carrying out proper inspections, allowing adulterated foods to be sold
as genuine. Milk lost its nutritional value and was devalued by the unpunished
“selfish desires of producers and traders, who skimmed cream from milk and diluted
it with water.”*°

Trade sanitary inspectors could only hold violators accountable for the poor
sanitary conditions of dairy product retail outlets. A paradoxical situation developed
in which severe penalties for dirty and untidy retail premises were combined with the
impossibility of imposing sanctions for product quality.*

Not only the lack of dairy product rationing but also the widespread practices of
diluting milk with water were detrimental to infant nutrition. Whole milk for infants,
especially those under six months, was typically diluted with two to three parts water.
It was impossible to visually determine the extent to which the milk being sold was
diluted, leaving parents with a choice: whether and in what proportion to dilute
purchased cow’s milk with water. Whole undiluted milk adversely affected infant
intestinal motility, while excessively diluted milk did not provide the necessary
nutrients.® To supply children in hospitals and orphanages, special “village
expeditions” were even organized, during which high-quality fresh milk was
purchased for feeding with a spoon or bottle.*

Thus, in the second half of the 19™ century, the need for control over the
production and sale of dairy products arose in the capital cities. Special agencies
began to operate, periodically inspecting retail outlets. However, due to the fact that
the adoption of mandatory regulations on the establishment and maintenance of dairy
establishments in Moscow dragged on for 14 years,* and the city laboratory in

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As a result, until the early 20" century, the work of trade sanitary services aimed at
monitoring milk quality was significantly limited. At the national level, there was a
lack of clearly defined legislation regulating the nutritional standards of milk as a
vital product. Standards for the qualitative and quantitative composition of milk were
developed at the local level over many years and provoked endless debate.* Finally,
the number of inspectors of food and beverage production and sales in capital cities
was insignificant, which was exploited by dairy counterfeiters.

With the lack of promptness in issuing the necessary regulations by capital public
institutions, the supply of high-quality dairy products to young city residents was
entirely concentrated in the hands of “responsible parents,” who had to decide for
themselves where to purchase milk for baby food.

Where to get milk? — Parents’ choice

The most important question for parents was: where to purchase milk for baby
food? Women’s literature strongly recommended feeding children milk from one and
the same tested and trusted cow kept in good conditions.*” Milk was supposed to be
delivered from farms in sealed glass bottles, or even better, in heat-resistant
packaging. However, both of those requirements made infant milk food extremely
expensive. Besides the high cost, that approach required parents to personally address
the “milk problem” by searching for a suitable farm. It was much easier to delegate
that task to servants either by sending a cook to the market or to a store, or by having
a milkmaid deliver milk daily to their apartment.®® As a result, the vast majority of
low-income and wealthy metropolitan residents relied on retail outlets or door-to-
door sales to purchase milk.

The most common form of milk retail outlets was dairy and vegetable shops,
where farmers from the countryside or farmers who kept cows in the city supplied
their goods. In the early 20" century, the quality of the products sold there was
seriously questioned, and sanitary doctors informed consumers about that through the
most accessible media. For example, in September 1911, the newspaper Kopeyka
reported that according to the St Petersburg City Medical Council, 73% of milk
samples taken from dairy shops were found to be skimmed (meaning the milk was
not whole), and 38% of milk samples were found to be diluted with water.*® Tests
conducted by the Moscow sanitary laboratory revealed that milk containers were
stored in stuffy, fly-infested rooms, and that dirt was found in the milk.*° Readers
were horrified and sighed but continued to use their familiar stores, which attracted
customers with their proximity, accessibility, and low prices.

To a certain extent, the emergence of a wide network of dairy stores owned by the
Blandov trading house and specialized dairy stores owned by A. Chichkin improved
the quality of dairy products in Moscow. Competition between the two entrepreneurs

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prompted them to more carefully monitor the composition and freshness of their
products. However, even those “model dairies” could not avoid the common
violations of backroom maintenance of the time, particularly the storage of
employees’ dirty clothes and shoes in close proximity to dairy products in open
containers.*!

Most residents of the capital cities traditionally preferred to buy milk at bazaars
and market squares, which required more time and effort than a trip to the nearest
store, but, in the buyers’ opinion, offered hope for a better quality. Milk was brought
to Moscow early in the morning by local peasants in specially equipped carts. In
St Petersburg, milk sold by Finns was considered the best at the market. Health
officials tried to explain to buyers that the reputation for “market quality” was in fact
nothing more than “common opinion™: the tubs in which the milk was transported
were poorly washed and therefore constantly contained sour milk, and to seal the
containers, dirty rags were used, often from underwear or old clothes.**

But “experienced” housewives and cooks preferred to trust their own expertise
rather than listen to the opinions of experts. They tried to assess the quality of milk by
its smell and appearance, and by pouring a sample with a spoon, they could visually
determine impurities and the degree of dilution. Markets were known for their custom
of “sampling,” so it was not uncommon for customers to lick the milk off the cap
with their tongues while tasting it.** Of course, purchasing such milk was unsafe, but
confidence in their own (or their cook’s) experience and in the high quality of the
market product attracted quality-seeking buyers to the marketplace.

It was especially evident in St Petersburg, where milk was sold by “okhtenki,” a
milk-producing company celebrated by A. Pushkin. However, in the last quarter of
the 19" century, the merchandise of those okhtenki milkmaids changed. Initially
residents of the Okhta River estuary ran their own dairy farms, but by the end of the
century they had begun reselling milk purchased at the markets. According to
inspection results, such milk was largely adulterated due to the addition of water and

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skimming of cream.* The city administration attempted to monitor the quality of the
milk that was sold by delivery, but the nature of the trade made it difficult.*

The price of milk varied significantly depending on where it was purchased. For
example, the average price of milk in the capital of the Russian Empire was
6 kopecks per bottle. In dacha areas, peasants offered good milk for 5-6 kopecks per
bottle, while similar quality milk in the city cost 1-2 kopecks more.*® Brand-name
milk was significantly more expensive; for example, a bottle from the Sapernoe farm
started at 10 kopecks.*’

Thus, the quality of milk did not depend on where it was purchased; parents’
awareness and responsible approach to product selection played a greater role in
purchasing a quality product. City sanitary organizations recorded violations, and
guestionable products were sent for testing to city sanitary laboratories, but
legislative loopholes and limited staff hampered their work. As a result, by the
beginning of the 20™ century, Sanitary authorities in the capitals used informing the
public about existing problems with the quality of dairy products as their main means
of fighting for children’s health, shifting all responsibility to parents.

Conclusion

Cow’s milk was a staple food for young children in the second half of the 19" —
early 20™ century. Its quality was supposed to be monitored by trade sanitary
services, but the lack of clear production and sales requirements, as well as the small
number of sanitary doctors in the capital cities of the Russian Empire, meant that
milk truly suitable for feeding infants was in short supply.

In the early 20" century, city governments started to control milk quality through
mandatory regulations. The sanitary and hygienic requirements for milk quality,
which were developed after decades of discussion, were quite stringent, as infant
mortality rates in the country depended largely on its composition and freshness.
However, even after the introduction of regulatory documents, trade sanitary
supervision of milk production and sales remained insufficient and irregular. Unable
to conduct full-scale inspections of all milk production and sales outlets, inspectors
preferred to focus on informing citizens, intimidating them with terrifying figures,
and forcing “responsible parents” to choose suitable sources of milk and monitor its

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quality themselves. However, finding a “trusted cow” and organizing the proper
delivery of fresh milk required too much money, time, and effort. While special
children’s institutions, such as the famous Kaplya Moloka [Drop of Milk] or the
orphanage, could provide it, such an approach was hardly applicable even got the
most “sophisticated” parents. They were left to rely on the long-standing purchasing
experience of housekeepers and the robustness of children’s bodies.

As a result, infant mortality in capital cities remained high at the beginning of the
20™ century, one of the reasons being the shortage of high-quality cow’s milk for
bottle-feeding infants and feeding small children.

Artificial Monopoly: History of Public Baths in Gatchina
from the 1840s to 1914

Abstract. The article examines an important aspect of the history of Gatchina, a palace town of the
Russian Empire. The author analyzes the interaction between the officials of the Ministry of the
Imperial Court and the owners of the only public baths in the town. The text briefly outlines the
background to the creation and operation of this establishment between the 1840s and the 1880s. It
is noted that the local administration was interested in opening the baths. However, due to the
emperor’s decision to introduce a monetary duty for baths owners, the initial agreement for
construction was violated and it became necessary to look for a new interested entrepreneur. After
opening, Gatchina Public Baths were granted support of the authorities in the form of restrictions on
the construction of similar establishments in the town by other entrepreneurs. The author points out
that the transfer of the baths to the ownership of town architect A. Kokorev in 1859 caused a wave
of accusations regarding the unjustified nature of the competition restrictions. An attempt to obtain
permission to build a similar establishment in 1873 failed, largely, due to objective reasons. By the
mid-1880s, the condition of the baths had significantly deteriorated. The town authorities organized
a special inspection, which confirmed the need for their repair and modernization. The article notes
that the baths owner’s attempt to reduce the imposed requirements forced local officials to
announce a competition for the construction of new baths in 1888. As a result of that competition,
V. Kokorev agreed to comply with the authorities” conditions in 1889 in exchange for a 25-year
monopoly on the baths business in the town. At the same time, it is noted that the special status did
not relieve the owner of the obligation to maintain the sanitary and technical condition of the baths,
which subsequently led to their sale at the turn of the 20™ century due to the lack of material
resources. The article indicates that, another change of ownership of the baths in Gatchina occurred
before the outbreak of World War | for the same reason. It is emphasized that the refusal of the
authorities to extend the monopoly in 1914 created difficulties for the owners who were forced to
invest funds without full certainty of their return if alternative establishments emerged or water
supply in the town developed.

Research History of Public Baths in Gatchina from the 1840s to 1914

Introduction

The so-called palace towns, which included Tsarskoye Selo, Gatchina, and
Peterhof, had a special status in the Russian Empire in the 19" — early 20" centuries.
They served as the main summer residences of the Russian emperors, which largely
determined the nature of their territorial and socio-economic development. These
settlements were not included in the general system of state and local governance.
The overwhelming majority of issues concerning their administration were resolved
by the officials of the Ministry of the Imperial Court. The palace towns were
managed directly by the local palace administrations, which were in charge of the
country residences with their greenhouses, gardens, and parks, charitable institutions,
the police, and the whole municipal economy. It is the isolation and the extraordinary
status of these settlements (due to which many decisions on administrative matters
were made directly by the sovereign) that makes the study of their history particularly
interesting. However, the main focus of researchers on the history of the Court
Department is on the organization of central bodies'or the work of the institutions of
the Ministry of the Imperial Court in the everyday service for the imperial family.’
The issues of the development of the palace towns that were not directly related to the
imperial residences remain unstudied. The study of the history of Russian cities in
general plays an important role for specialists and covers various areas, including
socio-legal, economic, and administrative ones. The basis of existing concepts is
rooted in both pre-revolutionary and Soviet experience. Among contemporary
researchers studying the history of cities in European Russia related to issues of urban
improvement in the 19" — early 20" centuries, we can first of all name A. Il'in,
I. Krasnov, A. Biryukova, M. Sergienko, N. Konovalova, et al.?

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One of the tasks of the Ministry of the Imperial Court related to the management of
palace towns was to ensure normal functioning of institutions rendering consumer
services to the population. Of undoubted interest to professional historians is the issue
of the interaction between the local authorities and private enterprising. Continuing
and developing research on the history of palace towns,’ this article presents the
history of relations between the owners of the only commercial public baths in
Gatchina and the town administration from the mid-1840s to 1914.

Main body

According to a report available among the documents by the Gatchina Palace
Administration, prepared in 1888, public baths appeared in the town in the early
1840s. In 1841, Emperor Nicholas | approved the petition of Major General
E.A. Roop, the head of the Gatchina Palace Administration, which allowed merchant
Tochenov from Tsarskoye Selo to build commercial baths from stone. The building,
the design of which was approved by the emperor on December 17, 1841, was to be
located on the land plot near Black Lake by the Prioratskii Park that was owned by
the Court Department.® Soon after that, the emperor decided that the owner of the
baths should pay 25 roubles per year to the treasury of Gatchina, which was already
an existing practice in Tsarskoye Selo and Peterhof. However, Tochenov was not
prepared to comply with that requirement and abandoned the project.® On May 19,
1842, the Gatchina administration in agreement with the emperor issued a permit for
the construction of baths to merchant Frolov from St Petersburg. The permit was
issued under the same conditions that had been previously offered to Tochenov. The
public baths he built opened on September 9, 1843. In order to support the
entrepreneur, restrictions were imposed by the police on residents regarding the

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construction of similar baths after that. A. Kokorev,' who held the position of town
architect, acquired the establishment in 1859.

In 1873, Gatchina merchant Yakov Glebov submitted a petition requesting
permission to build another public baths on his own plot of land in the town center.
However, his request was rejected by the local palace administration. As an
alternative, it was suggested that he should build his establishment in the Marienburg
quarter (on Pil'naya). The merchant filed a complaint against that decision with the
Minister of the Imperial Court. In his complaint, he pointed out the deficiencies of the
Kokorev’s baths, lamented the groundlessness of the local administration’s claims
that the number of baths in Gatchina was sufficient, and practically openly alleged a
corrupt nature to the refusal that had left the baths owned by the local architect in
monopoly. During the inquiry, opinions were obtained from both the head of the
Gatchina Palace Administration, Lieutenant General K. Baggovut (Karl Gustav von
Baggehufwudt) and the Construction Office of the Ministry of the Imperial Court.
Stating the groundlessness of Glebov’s claims and assertions, the former
recommended that the permission to build baths on the chosen site should be refused
and directed him to build such an establishment in Marienburg, which would be truly
beneficial for the town. Without delving into administrative and economic issues and
conducting a technical expert review of the new baths project, the officials of the
Construction Office, for their part, concluded that construction on the chosen site was
impossible due to non-compliance with several norms of the Construction Code.
Following the review of merchant Ya. Glebov’s repeated appeal, he was again denied
permission to build. The petitioner refused to erect a building at the location
suggested by the palace administration.* Consequently, the baths owned by
A. Kokorev remained the only publicly accessible establishment of this type in
Gatchina.

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On the instruction of Gatchina Palace manager Lieutenant Colonel M. Anichkov,
town architect N. Dmitriev, sanitary inspector Ad. Gausman, assistant manager
V. Ginglyatt, and police chief G. Podgainyi inspected the Stone Commercial Baths of
A. Kokorev’s heir, his nephew V. Kokorev, in Gatchina (Lyutsevskaya St., 62) in
January 1886. The inspection revealed a number of deficiencies. Among them were
contamination of the premises and problems with water supply and drainage: water
intake from an open lake without treatment, improper condition of the boiler, lack of
proper sewerage and cesspits, unequipped entrance vestibules, and permitting laundry
washing without a special room for that. The operation of the establishment was also
deemed faulty because living quarters were located above the baths. The commission
suggested that Kokorev should evict the tenants, conduct a boiler inspection, repair
the sewerage system, replace damaged structures, and submit plans for the
redevelopment of the baths within a month.

On February 11, 1886, the owner of the commercial baths received a letter
containing the inspection report and the commission’s recommendations. In his
response, he explained that the identified deficiencies largely stemmed from the
complexity of managing the baths as a joint property with other individuals as well as
from low profitability and outdated standards that were in place when the baths were
built several decades earlier."” Kokorev requested permission to keep the tenants
living above the baths and promised to replace the stairs leading to their rooms with
non-combustible ones. After that correspondence, the issue of reconstructing the
baths was not raised until August 1888.%

On August 25, 1888, V. Kokorev was asked to redirect the wastewater from the
baths into the new municipal collector by October 15. In a reply letter, he stated that
several craftsmen had refused to work, and the estimate proposed by craftsman
Chernev (4,655 roubles) would allow work to be completed only by 1889. The local
authorities, for their part, emphasized Kokorev’s obligation to solve the problem at
his own expense.™*

In November 1888, M. Anichkov sent a report to Minister of the Imperial Court
Count I. Vorontsov-Dashkov on the need to build new public baths in Gatchina. He
argued that the only existing baths, which served eight thousand residents, were in a
rather deplorable state. A commission comprising town architect N. Dmitriev and
sanitary inspector Ad. Gausman had identified serious deficiencies back in 1886,
which collectively meant that the existing baths no longer met sanitary requirements.

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The report also stated that V. Kokorev, the owner of the establishment, had ignored
instructions for improvements and connection to the new water collector and
continued to discharge wastewater into Black Lake. Anichkov proposed building
modern baths wusing funds from private entrepreneurs attracted through
announcements.*

On November 30, 1888, the Economic Department of the Cabinet of His Imperial
Majesty, instructed the architect through the mayor of Gatchina to develop a baths
project along with contract terms for submission to the Cabinet. On April 12, 1889,
N. Dmitriev submitted documents to M. Anichkov, including drawings, an
explanatory note, and an estimated budget of 58,000 roubles. The proposal involved
construction of a brick building on a stone foundation with interior finishing of
wooden paneling and asphalt flooring, connecting it to the municipal water supply
and sewerage networks, and building a separate boiler room. By the end of April
1889, the documentation and rules for maintaining the baths had been ready, and the
Gatchina administration announced a competition for entrepreneurs through
advertisements in the local press.*®

On hearing of the intention to build an alternative establishment, V. Kokorev
appealed to the town administration on May 1, 1889. He noted that the baths he
owned had operated without harm to residents for over 45 years. Also, the
entrepreneur declared his readiness to modernize the baths appropriately in light of
the improvements being made in the town. The entrepreneur asked the palace
administration to inform him what changes were needed “so that the baths would
meet the requirements and allowing the construction of baths to other persons could
be avoided.”’

After reviewing that petition, M. Anichkov ordered a response to be drafted. It was
partly based on the provisions of the construction project of new public baths. The
document had been prepared by May 4, 1889. V. Kokorev received the project for the
construction of new public baths. He was informed that in addition to connecting to
the town’s water supply and sewerage networks, he was required to reconstruct his
establishment according to the specific recommendations of the technicians of the
Court Department. Subsequently, on May 16, the bath owner was asked to inform
whether he was prepared to supply water from the town’s water main and connect to
the town’s wastewater collector. Receiving a positive response from the entrepreneur
the following day, M. Anichkov on 21 May, 1889, appointed a commission
consisting of the police chief, architect N. Dmitriev, and the sanitary inspector. They

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were to “inspect the construction in every detail and draw up a report showing the
necessary reconstructions to meet modern needs.”*?

The commission convened on 5 June, 1889. Upon inspecting Kokorev’s bath
establishment, it discovered not only previous but also new deficiencies. Among
them were dampness due to poor drainage, rotting structures, poorly designed
vestibules, cold, and latrines without cesspits. To address them, it was proposed to
reconstruct the entrance areas, remove wooden extensions, replace the water supply,
drainage, and heating systems, update the decoration, and improve the surrounding
area. The inspection report was submitted to M. Anichkov and then to V. Kokorev,
with a requirement to submit a plan for the bathhouse reconstruction by 15 June. If
the entrepreneur refused to comply with the instructions, it was planned to announce
a competition for the construction of new public baths and close the old ones for
good.

Responding on the last day of the specified deadline, entrepreneur V. Kokorev did
not accept the instructions, objecting to almost every point. He considered the town’s
water supply and sewerage systems unreliable and suggested retaining the previous
schemes as backups. He expressed doubts about the expediency of the new
decoration (painted wood paneling and asphalt), considering them unsuitable for hot
and humid environments, and also requested to keep the caretaker’s apartment and
the wooden extension until they fell into disrepair. He considered the requirements
for fire hydrants and access to the building excessive, citing the example of
St Petersburg baths. In addition, he put forward counter-conditions: extending the
monopoly on running the baths and increasing the existing fees for visitors.*

Officials of the Gatchina administration sent a commission to verify the validity of
the objections. However, a re-inspection of the building did not lead to any change in
the requirements set forth. On 28 June, 1889, M. Anichkov sent a letter to the bath
owner stating that the authorities had alternative proposals for establishing such a
facility. V. Kokorev was strongly advised to immediately begin the reconstruction of
the baths in order to complete the reconfiguration of the utilities by 15 August and the
overall major repairs by October 1, 1889. The letter to the owner indicated that
fulfilling the commission’s requirements was a mandatory condition for issuing a
certificate for the monopoly operation of public baths in Gatchina.

However, disagreeing with some requirements set in the instructions, the
entrepreneur appealed to State Secretary N. Petrov in early July 1889 to appoint a
commission of technicians from the Control Department of the Ministry of Imperial
Court, which was responsible for supervising construction work at that time. He

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considered the specialists appointed by the local administration insufficiently
qualified and requested that more competent ones be sent to the site.”> That request,
however, remained unanswered as it was passed down to the local Gatchina
authorities with a note “for your information.”

Having no other choice but to undertake the reconstruction, V. Kokorev submitted
plans for both general construction works and the water supply and sewerage systems
in mid-July 1889 and soon commences the works. He did not wait for any official
notification of project approval, which arrived only at the end of August. The haste
was partly due to continued pressure from the Gatchina Palace Administration,
reminding him of the need to quickly reconfigure the utilities. Despite some technical
and organizational issues, the work progressed. However, the requirement to
complete reconstruction by October 1 was not met. Work continued until the summer
of 1890. During the reconstruction of Kokorev’s baths, the baths operating at the
town hospital were opened for the residents according to a special schedule. In
January 1890, part of the baths under reconstruction was opened following approval
by the Gatchina Administration.*

The entrepreneur twice failed to obtain a certificate for a 25-year monopoly on the
bath business in Gatchina from M. Anichkov to secure borrowed funds. However,
after the completion of the reconstruction, the formal reasons for refusal disappeared.
In mid-August 1890, the head of the Gatchina Palace sent a report to the manager of
the Cabinet of His Imperial Majesty requesting permission to issue V. Kokorev a
certificate for the bath monopoly. It was subject to the following conditions:
maintaining the building and equipment in good working order, operating the baths
regularly at least three times a week with agreed-upon admission fees, and complying
with the instructions of the local administrative supervision. Violations were subject
to fines ranging from 10 to 100 roubles. Following that, on September 7, 1890, the
Economic Department of the Cabinet of His Imperial Majesty finally agreed to issue
the certificate provided the conditions were successfully met.?

Over the next 10 years, correspondence regarding the baths was mainly concerned
with resolving issues of the cost of admission, which was initially kept under control
by making concessions to the entrepreneur regarding the cost of using the water
supply and sewerage systems. However, by 1899, those measures had become
insufficient due to both general increase in prices and the appearance of bathtubs in

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the houses connected to the water supply. Those two facts led to a decline in demand
for bath services, and V. Kokorev was allowed to raise prices.?

Two years later, in November 1901, the baths were sold to A. Kuznetsov, a
merchant from St Petersburg. With the agreement of the legal adviser of the Cabinet
of His Imperial Majesty, the certificate for a 25-year monopoly issued to V. Kokorev
in 1890 was transferred together with the establishment on condition that the new
owner assumed all previously established obligations. That transfer was largely
driven by the requirements for another reconstruction of the baths set by the Court
Department. A. Kuznetsov agreed to those works, which involved modernizing
engineering systems in the building, expanding service rooms, and adding additional
wings for visitors. However, the reconstruction work was not completed due to the
owner’s death in 1908. His heirs subsequently found themselves in a difficult
financial situation as it was difficult for them to obtain a loan given the imminent
expiration of the exclusive right to operate public baths in Gatchina. The new owners
requested an extension of the document’s validity, pledging not only to fulfill the
previous conditions but also to pay double the annual bath business duty (50 roubles
instead of 25 roubles), to accept people from charitable institutions at half price, and
some even for free. They also noted that after the appearance of baths at state and
military institutions, as well as the appearance of bathtubs in private homes, the bath
business had largely lost its profitability. At the local administration level, there
seemed to be no obvious obstacles to extending the privilege, as the baths were
maintained by the owners, and any identified deficiencies were improved “without
coercion.” However, police chief N. Kavtaradze still proposed introducing a number
of additional conditions: responsibility of the owners for visitors’ belongings;
obligations regarding hiring and firing staff; allocating a separate area for hairdressers
and barbers; preventing people with signs of infectious diseases from entering the
baths; displaying the price list for bath services in a place accessible to all visitors.
Taking this into consideration, the head of the Gatchina Palace Administration
acknowledged the general validity of the request for monopoly extension and
submitted a corresponding inquiry to the Cabinet of His Imperial Majesty on March
3, 1909. For his part, he proposed not only to include the suggestions of the local
police chief in the owners’ obligations but also to increase the annual bath duty to
75 roubles. Sending a reply only on August 1, 1909, the officials of the Cabinet of
His Imperial Majesty noted that the owners of the Gatchina baths had already
received sufficient benefits (i.e. baths built on palace land, bath duty of only
25 roubles per year, reduced water charges). It was further noted that since the
publication of the last announcement inviting entrepreneurs to build public baths in

199
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1888, the town’s population had almost doubled, and accordingly, new persons
interested in obtaining the construction contract might have appeared. In the
Cabinet’s opinion, competition could improve the quality of service, which would
automatically lead to an increase in the fee for operating the baths. Therefore,
agreeing to the owners’ request and extending the monopoly was deemed
unprofitable both for the residents and for the Court Department. It was additionally
noted that as the fee of 25 roubles had been set in 1841 and had not changed since,
the head of the Gatchina Palace Administration was instructed to inform the bath
owners that upon expiration of the monopoly in 1915, its amount would be increased.
If the owners expressed dissatisfaction with those requirements or if the existing
baths were still deemed insufficient in size or not meeting hygienic standards, it was
proposed to invite interested parties through local press and street announcements to
build new baths before the privilege expired.**

The refusal to extend the exclusive right to operate the bath business led to the
rapid appearance of a new owner. In November 1911, V. Arsen'ev, a hereditary
honorary citizen, bought the establishment from the heirs of merchant A. Kuznetsov.
The new owner planned to conduct major modernization work: expand one of the
sections, install additional bathtubs, install showers using the Charcot system in
several departments (except the cheapest ones), construct swimming pools, install
electric lighting, and convert the open courtyards between bath sections into a
common foyer. Additionally, it was planned to build a sanatorium attached to the
baths, with specialist doctors. In an appeal sent to the Gatchina Palace
Administration, “in order to avoid competition” and ensure the profitability of the
innovations, V. Arsen'ev’s side requested to maintain the current privilege and also to
extend the monopoly on the baths for 25 years after the expiration of the current one,
l.e., from 1915 to 1940, while retaining the previously established conditions.
However, that request was not supported. Moreover, following the refusal to extend
the validity of the certificate issued in 1890, the local authorities imposed
requirements for a number of repairs after an inspection of the baths in early 1912. In
particular, they required repainting walls, remodeling toilets and sewerage; improving
the heating and ventilation systems (repairing and installing new furnaces, improving
air flow; installing opening windows in each section); replacing wooden tanks with
metal ones and improving lighting. Furthermore, it was noted that it was necessary to
comply with requirements for the storage and use of linen and bath supplies, visitors’
belongings, and the arrangement of changing rooms. In the autumn of the same year,
a re-inspection was conducted. Based on it, it was established that not all of the
required works had been done. V. Arsen‘ev requested a delay until mid-December of

199
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1912, but it was granted him only on condition that he complied with the instructions
resulting from the inspections. However, not everything had been completed by
December, but the inspecting police chief N. Kavtaradze acknowledged the
entrepreneur’s efforts and no sanctions followed.”

The approaching expiration of the monopoly prompted V. Arsen'ev to re-appeal for
an extension of the privilege for 25 years in February 1914. It was noted that since
the previous refusal was linked to the condition of preparing and submitting a new
bath reconstruction project, a new reconstruction plan had been prepared to
substantiate the current request. That plan was approved by the manager of the
Cabinet of His Imperial Majesty on February 7, 1914. In response to that appeal in a
letter dated March 6, 1914, the officials of the Court Department promised to petition
for an extension of the monopoly, but for only five years. The conditions included
completing the current bath repairs, implementing the reconstruction approved by the
ministry, complying with sanitary requirements, and having no complaints regarding
visitor service.?

The aforementioned current repairs, which involved painting the facade, localized
painting of walls and ceilings in the premises, repairing and painting bath benches
and furniture, and repairing and replacing furnaces, were carried out in late spring —
early summer of 1914.%" The absence of later documents suggests that those works
were the last before the outbreak of World War I, which soon set different conditions
and changed priorities.

Conclusion

The conducted study of the history of relations between the authorities of the town
of Gatchina and the owners of the local public baths, based on documents from the
Gatchina Palace Administration, revealed a rather contradictory picture of the local
administration’s actions. On the one hand, the officials sought to oblige the owners of
the public baths to maintain their establishments in proper condition and modernize
them in line with increasing requirements. On the other hand, as soon as the owners
actually began to comply with their requirements, the local authorities quickly
abandoned the idea of expanding the system of public baths and introducing
competition and helped to maintain the monopoly. The practice of artificial
monopolism, where the entrepreneurs were in fact confident in the exclusivity of their
position, partly generated the problems in the condition of the baths that the
authorities later fought. The leadership of the Court Department drew attention to that

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circumstance at the beginning of the 20" century, and the involvement of the officials
from the Cabinet of His Imperial Majesty might have contributed to a qualitative shift
in the sphere of consumer services for Gatchina residents, but the outbreak of World
War | soon set different priorities.

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Introduction

A decisive breakthrough in engineering education in Russia occurred in the first
two decades of the 20" century. On the eve of World War I, the Russian Empire saw
a significant increase in the number of technical universities, driven by the needs of
the developing industry and military sector. Between 1894 and 1917 alone, eight new
engineering universities were established, and the number of students in technical
specialties increased from 5,700 in 1898 to 27,300 in 1913.*

The abovementioned period marked a golden age for Russian mathematical,
natural science, and engineering education. It was then that a unique model and
concept for physical and engineering education emerged in Russia. The application of
complex mathematical methods and advances in theoretical physics, mechanics,
chemistry, and biology to the solution of important practical problems, the
development of a professional field of applied science, and the creation of a
corresponding infrastructure in the form of institutes and laboratories — these trends
emerged in a number of leading countries, primarily Germany, the United States, and
Russia.

By 1917, Russia had been in possession of roughly the same engineering potential
as Germany and surpassed France in that regard. Only the United States, where the
system of technical and agricultural education had been actively developing since the
1860s and 1870s, demonstrated greater growth. 1916 is considered the date of the
final formation of the new model of “physical and engineering” education, which
later influenced the emergence of the so-called PhysTech system.? The physical and
engineering approach had a certain impact on European and American science and
education.

The development of engineering education in Russia in the early 20™ century
occurred in a deteriorating socio-political situation. The revolution and subsequent
civil war posed a serious challenge to higher engineering and technical education. It
was particularly noticeable in Siberia. Being a scientific and educational periphery, it
lacked such a strong tradition of higher education as and had a much smaller number
of higher educational institutions than the European part of Russia.

Although the historiography on this topic is not extensive, the development of
higher technical education in the Russian Empire has been explored in the works of

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by N. Khisamutdinova,® V. Tarasova,' V. Ryzhkovskii,> and other researchers.
However, their works underrepresent the specific characteristics of the Siberian
region. The development of higher education in Siberia as well as the formation of
the faculty in the pre-revolutionary period became the main areas of research for
Tomsk historians S. Nekrylov and M. Gribovskii.° However, their attention was
focused primarily on universities rather than on engineering and technical educational
Institutions in Siberia during the specified period.

Main Body

The development of higher engineering and technical education in Siberia was
closely linked to the training of highly qualified specialists for the Trans-Siberian
Railway. At the turn of the 20" century, the great railway line was in dire need of
engineers, geologists, and prospectors. Therefore, the first faculties (departments) of
Siberia’s first technical university, Tomsk Technological Institute (hereinafter TTI),
were the mechanical, mining, chemical, and civil engineering departments.

At that time, the Russian Empire ranked among the top five countries in terms of
the quality and development of engineering and technical education. The title of
engineer was one of the most prestigious, and the work was highly paid. The status of
railway and communications engineers, mining engineers, and forestry and land
surveyors was high, and they enjoyed significant privileges. Uniforms, military ranks,
and associations in specialized corps imbued them with a military-corporate spirit,
even though formally they were not military personnel. The top positions of the
engineering and teaching staff were given ranks equivalent to those of generals.
Therefore, progressive young noblemen were drawn to engineering and technical
education, while it was an effective social lift for young men from the lower classes.

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At the beginning of World War I, there were 15 state engineering and industrial
universities operating in Russia (the overwhelming majority of them in St Petersburg,
Moscow, Kyiv, and Kharkov). More than half of the students at those institutions
came from the upper classes (nobility and clergy). In Siberia, the student body and
faculty were more democratic in terms of class status.

Before the revolution, competition for admission to higher engineering and
technical institutions was 4-5 applicants per place, and even higher for Moscow
universities in that field. Tuition at technical universities was fee-based, averaging
approximately 100 rubles per year (approximately $50 US). In the United States and
England, however, the same education cost $1,000 per year, twenty times more. Low-
income students could be exempt from tuition in the Russian Empire. Moreover, they
were awarded substantial stipends, often reaching 300 rubles per year.

The position of the faculty was also prestigious. However, not all of them had
noble roots. By 1917, nobles had made about a third of the faculty at engineering and
technical universities. Nevertheless, all those who received an academic degree
(starting with master’s degree), had at least personal nobility, i.e., belonged to the
upper class. The share of landowners (primarily landlords), who lived off land rent,
among the teaching staff amounted to no more than 6%. Based on this, it can be
concluded that those who chose to teach at universities were not very wealthy
individuals for whom salary was of great importance. The bulk of the teaching staff,
however, came from other social classes. They included members of the intelligentsia
of miscellaneous ranks (raznochintsy), the bourgeoisie, the clergy, and the
merchants.” Since full-time university professors in the Russian Empire were civil
servants and held the ranks of collegiate, privy, and state councilors, their official
status compelled them to obey all government orders. However, their habit of
independent thinking led some professors into conflict with the authorities, which
resulted in the dismissal of the disobeying and sometimes even temporary closure of
their universities.

Professors and lecturers at Siberian universities were entitled to additional benefits
and privileges due to their service in harsh climates and remoteness from the capital’s
cultural centers. For example, in Tomsk, professors earned one and a half times more
than their colleagues in European Russia. Extraordinary professors (entry-level
employees) were entitled to a salary of 3,000 rubles, while full professors (who could
head a department) received 4,500 rubles per year. After 5-10 years of service, a
bonus of 20 to 40% of the salary was provided. Tomsk professors were eligible for

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retirement five years earlier than usual. After 20 years of service, a full professor
could expect a pension of 2,400 rubles; after 25 years of service at the same rank, the
pension increased to 4,500 rubles.’

In the first quarter of the 20™ century, Tomsk was the main intellectual center in
the east of the country. The city was home to a university (which was founded during
the reign of Alexander I11), a technological institute, and higher education courses for
women.

The educational process at Siberian engineering universities was structured around
the specific nature of work at the local enterprises that were relatively small and did
not allow for the maintenance of a significant number of engineering personnel.
Therefore, engineers were required to possess versatile knowledge and skills, the
ability to adapt to harsh environmental conditions, and original designer thinking.
The educational process at Tomsk Technological Institute, for example, fully met
those requirements. The institute’s subject-based system of instruction provided
students with significant autonomy in the distribution of their study time. Thanks to
that, TTI students were free to attend lectures delivered by professors in disciplines
and departments other than their own.

The political preferences of Tomsk professoriate were expressed through their
affiliation with various political parties. Among the Tomsk teaching staff, there were
43 members of the People’s Freedom Party (Kadets) and 15 members of the Union of
October 17. Elderly professors predominated among both groups. Representatives of
revolutionary and far-right movements were in the minority: 5 Black Hundreds,
2 Socialist Revolutionaries, 2 Mensheviks, and 1 Bolshevik. The faculty who were
not party members held liberal views. A distinctive feature of the Tomsk teaching
staff was that the student mentors at the Technological Institute were significantly
more liberal than those at the university. For example, there were 26 Kadet professors
at the Technological Institute, while there were only 17 of them at the university.
Octobrists, by contrast, predominated at the university (14 professors), while at the
Technological Institute there was only one Octobrist.” Among the humanities faculty,
Kadets and Octobrists were more evenly represented.

Based on these figures, one can conclude that while predominantly democratic, the
technical intelligentsia of the universities was quite critical of the tsarist regime. It
was not without reason that in a letter to the Minister of Public Education in 1910, the

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trustee of the Tomsk educational district proposed closing TTI as a breeding ground
for revolutionary sedition.

The professors’ oppositional views also spread to the student body, which was
increasingly radicalized and leaned toward the left. The Socialist Revolutionaries,
Mensheviks, and Bolsheviks were the most popular parties among students. The
conservative part of the faculty believed that it was unacceptable to draw young
people into politics and demanded that students be shielded from political activity. In
response, students often ridiculed their conservative teachers, particularly the
Octobrists, by not attending their lectures or even disrupting classes, staging political
provocations, while professors with democratic views were treated kindly.

Representatives of the liberal wing of the faculty were sometimes dismissed for
political reasons. For example, in 1906, Professor E. Zubashev, the first director of
the TTI, was dismissed. The world-renowned geologist and explorer V. Obruchev,
Academician of the USSR Academy of Sciences, who, like Zubashev, was an active
member of the Kadet Party, also suffered under the tsarist regime. N. Kizhner, the
future famous chemist and Corresponding Member of the USSR Academy of
Sciences, was also dismissed in 1906 by order of the local authorities. The Kadet
professors actively advocated the liberalization of the educational process not only in
universities but also in gymnasiums. They demanded that gymnasium and higher
school students be given the right to strike.™

World War | shook the system of higher technical education to its foundations. In
Siberia, a patriotic surge was observed among the faculty and students at the
beginning of the war. By June 1916, 693 TTI students were called up for active duty,
including 33 reserve warrant officer, 514 first- and second-year students born
between 1888 and 1896, and 66 volunteers."* Almost two-thirds of the contingent
went to war, although in the early years of the war, students were granted a deferment
from military service until they reached the age of 28. However, some volunteered
for the front, and many found jobs at defense plants. Student volunteers were
considered on leave until the end of the war. The faculty had an exemption from
active duty.

In the same way as in other large cities of the Russian Empire, a Military Industrial
Committee was established in Tomsk. Some TTI professors joined it. The institute’s
workshops and laboratories were involved in fulfilling military orders, including
scientific research. For example, the mechanical laboratory under the guidance of

buttons for cartridge pouches. In 1915, the institute’s mechanical workshops received
an order to manufacture 10 lathes for machining rifle barrels.*?

By 1916, the patriotic spirit of the Siberian university intelligentsia had begun to
wane. The war dragged on, and its hardships and difficulties were felt even deep in
the rear. In the spring of 1916, students from the Tomsk Technological Institute
joined protests organized by the capital’s student community. Rumors began to
circulate that against the background of raging protests, students would be mobilized
into the army amid. Therefore, students were encouraged to use the draft into the
army for revolutionary purposes by conducting constant socialist propaganda and
organizational work in the ranks of the army and by establishing contacts with
existing party groups among the working masses.*?

The February Revolution of 1917 was greeted enthusiastically by Siberian liberal
professors. By that time, the Tomsk branch of the Kadet Party had become the largest
in Siberia, with approximately 600 members.'* The young leader of the Kadet Party,
TTI professor Nikolai V. Nekrasov (1879-1940) was enjoying growing popularity.
He was Born in St Petersburg and came from a family of clergy. After the Revolution
of 1905-07, he became a member of the Central Committee of the party and a deputy
of the Third and Fourth State Dumas. He was quite ambitious and repeatedly
criticized leader of the Kadet Party P. Milyukov. Nekrasov served as Minister of
Railways in the first and second Provisional Governments. In the third Provisional
Government, he became A. Kerensky’s right-hand man, assuming the post of Deputy
Prime Minister. However, due to disagreements with Kerensky, Nekrasov was soon
sent to Finland as Governor-General. In the summer of 1917, he left the party.*

After February, a new career arc began for the former director of the Tomsk
Institute of Technology, Kadet professor E. Zubashev. He was appointed provincial
commissar of the Tomsk province. The February Revolution caused not only the
collapse of the army and industry but also the disorganization of higher education and
science. In the Russian Empire, a significant portion of scientific and technical
projects were coordinated and financed by the government and sometimes directly by
members of the royal family. Everything came to a halt almost immediately after the
overthrow of Nicholas Il. The unity of power disintegrated, and it passed to

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committees, councils, and commissions. Endless discussions about reforms and the
search for those responsible unfolded, while practical work came to a standstill.

In Siberia, the engineering and technical teaching staff sought a force to which
they could “lean.” A number of workers joined the Siberian regionalists, who became
active in May and June 1917. From April 30 to May 2, 1917, the First All-Siberian
Congress of the Kadet Party and the First Congress of the Yenisei Cossacks were
held in Tomsk. Delegates demanded the immediate convention of the Siberian
Regional Duma. The regionalists formed their own organizing committee.

Shortly before the Bolsheviks seized power in the capital, the First Siberian
Regional Congress opened in Tomsk. Those who gathered there demanded the
formation of Siberian governing bodies. The congress opened on October 8, 1917, in
the university library in Tomsk. G. Potanin, head of the Central Siberian Organizing
Committee, sat on the congress presidium. A green and white banner “Long live
autonomous Siberia!” and the red banner of the Socialist Revolutionaries “Land and
Freedom” hung in the background. The rostrum was decorated in white and green.*™
By a majority vote, the congress resolved the following: as an autonomous entity,
Siberia must possess full legislative, executive, and judicial authority.’

The October Revolution was not accepted by the faculty and the majority of the
student body at Siberian universities. When a new government was established in
Tomsk, the university intelligentsia attempted to sabotage all major decisions of the
local council. Financial and economic issues were the exception. Thus, TTI
professors were forced to contact the new government to halt the transfer of
educational workshops to state ownership.™

The relationship between higher education and the new government was very
difficult. The dissolution of the Constituent Assembly by the Bolsheviks did not
cause any serious discontent among the professors because pro-Kadet sentiments
were strong among that group. The Kadets, however, found themselves in a complete
minority in the Constituent Assembly and had little to lose from its dissolution. It
became clear to the liberal-minded professors that forming an anti-Bolshevik
government would be impossible.

Protest activity was not particularly strong among Siberian universities. However,
news of the dissolution of the Constituent Assembly in January 1918 was greeted
with great excitement by the public in Tomsk. Members of the Tomsk City Duma,

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including representatives of the Tomsk Institute of Technology, gathered for an
emergency meeting late in the evening of January 8. Even before the meeting began,
the Duma hall was overcrowded. Most of the attendees were students, female
students, gymnasium students, and workers. Representatives of the faculty and
employees of various institutions were also present. The meeting began with a
moment of silence in memory of those killed in Petrograd during the dissolution of
the Constituent Assembly. People wanted an explanation for why the assembly had
been dissolved.*

The Tomsk university community was electrified, and on January 21, 1918, they
attempted to organize a protest. Excited students gathered in the large hall of the
university library. Right-wing Socialist Revolutionary Prokopii Belyakov headed the
spontaneous protest. The meeting began with a moment of silence in honor of the
victims of the events of January 9, 1905, and January 5, 1918. Then P. Derber,
chairman of the provisional Siberian Regional Council, addressed the meeting. He
urged the students to support the policies of the Siberian Regional Duma. Belyakov
and other organizers of the protest wanted to obtain official permission to hold a
citywide student strike. A heated debate ensued. However, after a break until 7 p.m.,
the required number of students could not be gathered, and therefore it was
impossible to make the decision to call a general strike.® There was a temporary
political lull following those events, and Siberian higher education institutions
resumed their normal work.

In the spring of 1918, Siberian universities were shaken by news from the capital.
It became known that the Bolsheviks were preparing a new reform of higher
education, and a commission for the reform of higher education had already been
established within the People’s Commissariat of Education. It included professors
P. Shteinberg, M. Pokrovskii, V. Artem'ev, and M. Reisner.?!

Bolshevik M. Reisner, a former TTI professor, was one of the main developers of
the Draft Regulations for Russian Universities, which envisioned broad autonomy,
decentralization, and democratization of universities. According to Reisner’s plan,
each university was to represent a combination of three areas of activity: academic,
educational, and fundamental. According to the authors of the project, such division
would best facilitate the production and dissemination of theoretical and applied
sciences. According to Reisner, universities were to receive complete autonomy.
Departmental subordination to the People’s Commissariat of Education was limited

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to the submission of annual reports. The commissariat was obligated to fully finance
universities. Internal distribution of funds was to be carried out by the universities
themselves. According to Reisner’s plan, the distribution of funds within educational
institutions was to be determined independently, based on collegial management. It
meant that the position of rector was not provided for; instead, the following was
proposed: “the general management and direction of the university’s activities shall
be carried out by the University Council (or the Council of University
Associations).”?* Clearly, Reisner’s plan for expanding university autonomy was an
expression of ideas that were discussed already at the turn of the 20" century and
were partially implemented by the Provisional Government.

Initially, the Soviet leadership did not restrict the autonomy of higher education.
The People’s Commissariat of Education, established in November 1917, did not
have a clear plan of action regarding higher education. Fundamentally different
proposals for reforming higher education were submitted to the commissariat. Some
of them proposed to preserve the autonomy, while others proposed to significantly
limit it. People’s Commissar for Education A. Lunacharsky demanded the closure of
autonomy. Rector of Moscow University M. Menzbir categorically opposed that.

The Bolshevik leaders also disagreed on how to deal with the students and faculty
who did not recognize Soviet power. Eliminating the autonomy of universities would
turn that segment of the intelligentsia into the enemies of the Soviet regime and
completely destroy the higher education system. Maintaining autonomy would allow
for future dialogue between the authorities and the representatives of higher
education.

Ultimately, the Bolsheviks temporarily abandoned the idea of closing universities
but did not abandon the idea of reforming higher education. It was decided to make
temporary concessions in order to develop a new reform plan in collaboration with
the professoriate. The reformers planned to make universities more open and
accessible to all citizens of the country. Those proposals were interpreted in various
ways, but in fact, they implied a radical overthrow of the previous system. First, they
proposed introducing public supervision of universities through special People’s
Councils. Second, they proposed abolishing entrance exams, eliminating the
privileged position of faculty members at universities, and involving students in
teaching. In that form, M. Reisner’s project was approved and sent to universities
across the country for discussion. However, all those ideas reached Siberia

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significantly late and had not been accepted by the local academic and pedagogical
community before the anti-Bolshevik coup of May 1918.

After the overthrow of the Soviets in the summer of 1918, when power fell into the
hands of the so-called democratic Provisional Siberian Government until Kolchak’s
November coup, the Siberian Regional Duma became a stronghold of the regionalist
autonomists. Its members included Tomsk University professors N. Novombergskii,
B. Veinberg, V. Sapozhnikov, and S. Nikonov, while TTI was represented by
Professor P. Gudkov.

Tomsk professors took important positions in the Provisional Siberian
Government. Kadet V. Sapozhnikov became a candidate for membership in the ruling
Directory and Minister of Public Education. It was thanks to him that Irkutsk
University was opened in October 1918. A TTI professor, regionalist P. Gudkov,
took the post of Minister of Trade and Industry. Kadet N. Novombergskii, a Tomsk
University professor, became Deputy Minister of Indigenous Affairs.

In the second half of 1918, the professoriate of Siberian universities actively
advocated for the preservation of the broad academic freedom and university
autonomy achieved under the Provisional Government. The statutes of Siberian
universities, adopted under the new conditions, reflected those aspirations. Overall,
during the active phase of the Civil War, issues related to the democratization of the
internal public life of universities became less frequently raised by the teaching and
research community. Occasionally, proposals were made to allow lower-level faculty
members to participate in the election of rector. Liberal-minded professors proposed
greater student involvement in decisions concerning the internal affairs of
departments.

The Civil War raged, and the university intelligentsia sought to escape its hotbeds.
By the end of the summer of 1918, Siberia had become a refuge for some faculty
members from a number of universities in European Russia. For example, on August
7, 1918, V. Kappel captured Kazan, seizing Russia’s gold reserves. Kazan University
came under the control of the Whites, at which most of its faculty members were
overjoyed. But the joy was short-lived. Just a month later, the Red Army recaptured
Kazan. Ninety-six faculty members left Kazan with the Whites, and many of them
found work at Tomsk universities later. The Red Army’s Ural Offensive also led to
the departure of some Perm university faculty and students to the east. Following
their Kazan colleagues, a significant number of them relocated to Tomsk in June
19109.

During the revolutionary events, new universities also appeared in Siberia. The
Commercial Institute and the Private Agricultural Institute were established in Omsk.
In the fall of 1918, Irkutsk University opened its doors to students and became the
first institution of higher education in Eastern Siberia. That same year, the
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Polytechnic Institute was established in Vladivostok. The Omsk Commercial
Institute, for example, trained students in two areas: economics and commerce. In the
spring of 1918, it was transformed into the Polytechnic Institute. After some time,
new departments were established at the institute. In addition to economists, it began
training specialists in chemistry, mechanics, and civil engineering. The Polytechnic
Institute’s faculty consisted of 7 professors. The Private Agricultural Institute had
five departments. It trained agronomists, veterinarians, forestry specialists, and
economics. The university employed approximately 20 professors.?®

The top Siberian professors, especially those in engineering and technical fields,
welcomed Supreme Ruler Admiral A. Kolchak, who came to power in November
1918. The most prominent among them was Kadet G. Tel'berg, a young, ambitious,
and active professor of law at Tomsk University. Initially, he managed the affairs
Kolchak’s cabinet of ministersio Then he became Minister of Justice and Deputy
Prime Minister and actually became one of Kolchak’s closest confidantes. Thanks to
his patronage, many TTI faculty members were able to advance in their careers. For
example, Professor S. Vvedenskii became Minister of Trade and Industry, Professor
S. Lebedev became Director of the Department of Industry in the same ministry, and
G. Potanin's nephew, Professor A. Lavrskii, a Kadet, became Chairman of the Tomsk
City Duma.

Overall, the faculty and student body of Siberian higher engineering and technical
school responded positively to the establishment of Kolchak’s regime. Many hoped
for the return of pre-revolutionary benefits and privileges. However, the situation was
not conducive to normal academic and research activities. Despite increases in
faculty salaries and financial support from Kolchak’s Ministry of Education, the
universities constantly experienced financial difficulties.

Some faculty members at technical universities participated not only in the
economic but also in the socio-political life of the region. For example, in March
1919, the TTI Council appointed Professor P. Mikulin to the Governorate Committee
for Aid to Kolchak’s Army.* However, it did not improve the situation in the

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Institute: many of its premises were occupied by outside organizations, and the
classrooms were not heated. Admission deadlines were pushed back to October.
Disillusionment and despair set in among students and faculty. The loyalty of the
engineering and technical faculty to Kolchak’s regime was shaken when the Kadets
proposed conscripting the intelligentsia, including students, high school students, and
teachers, into Kolchak’s army.?

The rule of anti-Bolshevik regimes in the east of the country had a contradictory
impact on the state of higher technical education. On the one hand, new centers of
higher engineering education were created, in particular, the Omsk (Commercial)
Polytechnic Institute. On the other, classes at universities virtually came to a
standstill, Almost all students were mobilized. More or less available university
premises were occupied by military needs, hospitals, and government agencies.?

However, the revolutionary events and the civil war did not halt the training of
engineering and technical personnel. Moreover, the region’s universities became a
haven for professors and students from the center of the country. For example,
Nikolai N. Semenov,?” who later received the Nobel Prize in Chemistry in 1956, lived
and worked in Tomsk from September 1918 to March 1920. Many newcomers were
hired by the Technological Institute and the university. Specifically, Semenov was
elected a junior assistant by the Physics and Mathematics Faculty Council at the
recommendation of the Tomsk University rector, Professor A. Pospelov, on February
15, 1919.

In 1918, Nikolai I. Kamov, one of the future chief designers of Russian helicopters,
began his studies at TTI. He was enrolled at the institute at the age of 15. From 1918
to 1923, Kamov studied at the mechanical engineering department. Interestingly, the
future helicopter designer shared a desk with Khariton N. Slavorossov, a famous
Russian pilot of the time who was awarded the French Military Medal and the
Military Cross. Under his influence, Kamov became inspired with love for aviation
and aircraft construction.

Formation of Political Positions
Research of Siberian Engineering and Technical Professoriate in the Conditions
of the 1917 Revolution and Civil War

In the summer of 1919, Kolchak’s government began preparing Siberian
educational institutions (including the Omsk Polytechnic and Agricultural Institutes,
the Omsk Cadet Corps, and Tomsk University) for evacuation to the Far East.
However, only a relatively small number of students and faculty decided to leave
their cities. The universities continued to operate in Tomsk, but the engineering and
technical departments of the Omsk Agricultural Institute ceased operations in Omsk
in December 1919.%% The polytechnics (some of the faculty and students) departed for
Vladivostok along with their classroom equipment and library. There, the Omsk
residents participated in the creation of a specialized university, the Higher
Polytechnic School. The faculty was given the opportunity to remain in Vladivostok
permanently.”

Things turned out differently with the Tomsk Technological Institute. In the fall of
1919, when Kolchak’s troops were suffering defeats and retreating, Supreme Ruler
Kolchak ordered the military commandant of Tomsk to evacuate the Technological
Institute with its equipment and library to Chita. The rector, Professor lvan
I. Bobarykov, managed to persuade the commandant not to do so, referring to the
impossibility of evacuation due to the lack of sufficient number of railcars. The
military commander agreed with those arguments, and the institute remained in place
and preserved its existence. Although there were some difficulties and interruptions,
TTI continued to operate. Having assumed control of Siberia’s higher education, the
new government did not impede the training of engineering and technical personnel.

Conclusion

Thus, Siberia’s higher engineering and technical school underwent a wave-like
process of politicization of faculty and students during the period of revolution and
civil war. Representatives of that field of knowledge in the region not only had a
sense of belonging to many nationwide events, but they often participated in them
directly. Despite their peripheral location, the faculty and students of Siberian
engineering universities were a part of unified academic space within the country,
generally adhered to liberal positions, and leaned toward regionalism. Overall, this
segment of the intelligentsia exhibited a so-called split consciousness. However,
recognizing the need to continue education, teaching, and research, the engineering
and technical educational community tended to adopt a conformist attitude toward the
authorities.

Sophia Jex-Blake: The British Woman’s Difficult Choice between Studying a
Corpse in the Dissecting Room and Reading a Novel by the Fireplace

Abstract. The article studies the Victorian period of the English history and the women’s struggle
for the expansion of professional rights in society. In the 19™ century, educated and wealthy ladies
did not accept their homemaker status and their exclusion from the socially significant activities.
The article focuses on Sophia Jex-Blake, whose struggle for women medicine in the United
Kingdom illustrates the combination of personal aspirations and social needs and also reflects the
intense confrontation between traditional Victorian norms and the growing liberal movement. The
author analyzes the arguments expressed by the opponents and the supporters of women medicine.
The idea of giving women medical qualifications and the right to practice medicine was a direct
response to the existing limitations of their opportunities in the context of the spread of beliefs in
equality and progress. The emphasis is placed on the need for women to be treated by a doctor of
the same sex. It is noted that the imperial context and missionary projects accelerated the movement
for women medicine. The author studies the key episodes of Jex-Blake’s life, the reasons for and
circumstances of her choosing the profession of a doctor, and her participation and role in the
women’s medical movement. In conclusion, her achievements are listed: opening the London
School of Medicine for Women (1874); adoption of a new medical law (1876), which allowed
women to obtain a medical license; successful medical practice in Edinburgh and the foundation of
a clinic and a medical school there. The author concludes that women medicine resulted from the
interaction of humanistic motives, striving for equality and self-realization in socially significant
activities. The struggle for women education had a strong impact on the development of
professional medicine in Great Britain and beyond, and contributed to the humanization of society.

Introduction

A characteristic feature of contemporary history is the active role of women not
only in the private and leisure spheres but also in the system of social production.
Women work in all sectors of economy; it is difficult to imagine science, art, or
education without their participation. However, the right to work was the result of a
long struggle, which became radical at the end of the modern history period. The
desire of women to abandon the idle lifestyle and engage in socially significant
activities was especially pronounced in Great Britain in the 19" century.

Today, the medical profession has no gender restrictions. Gynecology, obstetrics,
therapy, and pediatrics are predominantly “female” medical branches, but before the
20" century, only a few women were doctors. In the British history, the second half
of the 19" century was a period of heated debate and controversy over whether
women could practice medicine. For ones, the very idea of a female doctor seemed
strange and dangerous, while others considered it unfair to have no access to a
socially significant and well-paid profession because of gender and to deny patients
the right to choose the gender of their doctor.

This article studies the struggle of English women for the right to practice highly
qualified medicine. That process took place in the second half of the 19" century and
was part of an extensive movement aimed at expanding the economic, social,
political, and personal positions of the British women. Obviously, among the women
who fought for the doctor’s degree there were no representatives of the lower
working class, but there were women who had enough income and time to receive a
higher education and master a complex profession. As T. Veblen explained, they
sought to satisfy the instinct of workmanship by participating in social production
and get the opportunity to live their own lives rather than perform the functions of the
“vicarious leisure class” enjoying themselves with a book by the fireplace in the
status of the queen of the house. The present article focuses on the activities of
Sophia Jex-Blake (1840-1912), a leading campaigner for women’s medicine.

The following tasks were set to profoundly analyze the topic: to describe the
situation of the women who represented the middle and upper classes of British
society in the 19" century; to study the areas of their activity, opportunities for their
self-realization, and professional prospects; to analyze the reasons that prevented
women from obtaining medical qualification and practicing medicine; to consider the
needs of British society for women doctors, to determine the position of women in
medicine; to find out the circumstances that made Sophia Jex-Blake participate in the
women medical movement and to study her role and the results of her activities.

Given the high-scaled injustice and the strong opposition, it seems surprising that
within the few years after 1869, a small group of enthusiasts led by Sophia Jex-Blake
was able to defeat the system and open up access to higher medical education and
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medical practice for women. That victory highlights the importance of research on
this topic.

Jex-Blake’s involvement in the women medical movement is broadly considered in
the context of cultural and social relations, without focusing on specific ideologies
such as bourgeois capitalism, liberalism, evangelical Protestantism, or feminism, with
which the movement is certainly related, but only to a certain extent. In addition to
ideologies, the history of the women medicine movement is intertwined with political
struggle, history of families and women, functioning of medicine as a professional
field, missionary work and imperial politics.

The research uses a methodological approach based on the principles of traditional
historicism; it aims to objectively recreate the ideas about medicine and the role of
women in it. The analysis of available historical sources makes it possible to
reconstruct the evolutional context of such ideas and practices in the second half of
the 19" century.

The research methods used are divided into two groups. The first group comprises
general historical methods traditionally included in the research arsenal of the
historian. The chronological (genetic) method allows retracing the evolution of ideas
about medicine as a “male profession” starting from antiquity and up to the period
under consideration. The comparative method was used to analyze the works of
supporters and opponents of women’s involvement in the medical profession, which
contributed to a deeper understanding of the differences in the arguments of the
opposing sides. The hermeneutical method contributed to a deep understanding of
texts by focusing on their rhetorical and stylistic features. The hermeneutical method
Is closely related to the discursive method, which has become widespread in recent
decades. It helped to identify not only explicit but also implicit meanings (‘“what is on
the tip of the tongue”), and to find omissions and distortions in the sources under
analysis.

The methods of the second group are widely used in modern historiography. The
biographical method is used to study complex social phenomena, to reconstruct the
worldview of historical characters, to understand the motives of their activities, and
to analyze the individual destinies in a broad socio-cultural context. The use of
historical feminology methods is conditioned by the existing professional
discrimination of women based on the natural difference between the sexes. At the
same time, the gender concept of social construction shifts the focus of research:
women and the idea of femininity are considered in the context of the nature of power
through the concepts of the feminine and the masculine rather than from
physiological point of view. This approach makes it possible to analyze the system of
rights and obligations in society, socio-economic and political factors that detracted
the status of women, and the influence of Victorian values and the cult of true
femininity as the basis of the patriarchal system of the nineteenth-century Western
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society. With its cultural and historical features, gender is seen as an element of
social relations; for this reason, to understand the mechanisms of gender
discrimination, it was necessary to study the early stages of the European history,
starting from antiquity, which made it possible to retrace the historical dynamics of
female segregation and identify the continuity of gender practices. Job analysis
methods are aimed at understanding various aspects of medical activity. They are
closely interrelated with biographical methods and provide an opportunity to explore
personal motivation for obtaining medical qualification and mastering the profession.

Among the main sources of the study were the works of participants in and
opponents of the movement for women’s medicine. First of all, it is the book by
S. Jex-Blake Medical Women: A Thesis and a History published in 1886. A quote by
J.S. Mill describing the author and her work was used as epigraph:

We deny the right of any portion of the species to decide for another portion, or
any individual for another individual, what is and what is not their “proper
sphere.” The proper sphere for all human beings is the largest and highest which
they are able to attain to. What this is cannot be ascertained without complete
liberty of choice.

The main body of the book is a historical essay about women in the medical
profession. Jex-Blake included important documents as well as magazine and
newspaper publications on the women’s medical movement in the commentary and
appendices. Based on historical facts, the events in which she was a participant, as
well as on documents, statistics and personal histories, S. Jex-Blake described the
socio-cultural environment of Great Britain and medicine of the 19" century; she
showed how women’s rights for education and professional self-realization were
violated, and proved the need for female medicine for women. We pay particular
attention to the work by M. Todd, a faithful companion of S. Jex-Blake, to whom she
bequeathed her letters and documents.> We have also analyzed the leading British
medical journals and newspapers that covered the controversy about women
medicine as well as the laws of the British Empire adopted as a result of that
controversy.

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This topic is not sufficiently covered in the latest foreign literature and is not
practically studied in Russian historiography. The works on this topic can be divided
into two groups: those devoted to the activities of S. Jex-Blake* and those generally
considering the women’s medical movement.” T. Veblen’s work The Theory of the
Leisure Class was of great importance for the research from the methodological point
of view.®

“Queen of the house” and “guardian of the hearth”

Since the times of Ancient Greece, European society has developed an attitude
towards women, including the noble ones, as inferior beings. Although some of them
were exempt from heavy physical labor, they were believed to be incapable of
spiritual activities aimed at developing virtues. Even Aristotle wrote that women
should be subordinate to men.” Their role was limited to giving birth and upbringing
of children, running the household and maintaining the status of a homemaker.
Throughout the Middle Ages and the Early Modern Period, the leisure was seen as a
socially significant activity filled with high humanism; at the same time, it was
opposed to physical labor and therefore it was socially limited and intended only for
the top of male society. Significant changes in the industrial and leisure sectors were
brought about by the industrial revolution. Labor ceased to be considered a tedious
occupation, and the social elite lost its monopoly on productive leisure.

The boundaries between the industrial and leisure sectors started to blur during the
Modern Period and the process continued in subsequent years. In 1899, T. Veblen’s
work The Theory of the Leisure Class: An Economic Study in the Evolution of
Institutions was published. The author pointed to a large amount of free time among
the elite and revealed leisure activities that were characteristic of that “parasitic social
class.” The very fact of the book’s appearance, its popularity, the author’s arguments
and conclusions indicate that the idea of “ennobling” abstinence from labor looked
like an atavism by the end of the Modern Period. In the 19" century, there were
significant changes in the status and activities of women, which reflected a profound
transformation in public views of the fair sex.

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In the first half of the 19" century, family was the only sphere where the noble
English women could apply their knowledge and efforts, and they were still assigned
the role of guardians of the hearth. Surely, they were not victims who suffered
passively from patriarchal system, they were not locked in gloomy zenanas like the
Indian “sisters,” and the Victorian masculinity was far from being repressive and
aggressive.? The household duties were not burdensome: the ladies shared them with
the servants, and upbringing children was shared with the governesses. The mistress
status was quite high. After all, according to the war laws, the Victorian house was
conceived as a sanctuary separated from society. The relationship between its
members and everything that happened in the house was considered as most
important and largely depended on the moral influence of the woman.® Therefore, the
mistress of the house was both the “angel” who protected it and the “queen” who
managed it.

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Uneducated and weak-willed people were unable to perform such functions.
Women were not expected to get a university degree or to be as well-educated as
men, but the daughters of rich people were taught no only the typical “ladies’
activities” such as needlework but also music, art, and literature. In homes with a
good library, women had many opportunities for self-education, and they took
advantage of it."® However, it was often just trappings. The talents of educated ladies
were almost always kept within the limits of a drawing room, as their main purpose
was to attract potential grooms or show off before other families. Therefore, the
English women who were not burdened with tough household chores but limited by
them had a lot of free time, which they filled with reading by the fireplace. Surely, it
was better than gossiping and studying the jewelry of illiterate Indian “sisters,” but
not every lady could fill life with sense in this way.

At the same time, they read not only novels but also newspapers and scientific
journals; they were interested in politics and social problems. As a result, many of
them were filled with the ideas of progress and humanism, liberal values of freedom
and equality, and the feminist attitudes. These smart and ambitious ladies began to
feel disgust towards the status of “vicarious leisure class” representatives. T. Veblen
wrote:

These two elements or motives are expressed by the double watchword,
“Emancipation” and “Work.” Each of these words is recognized to stand for
something in the way of a wide-spread sense of grievance. . . There is a demand,
more or less serious, for emancipation from all relation of status, tutelage, or
vicarious life. .. But the woman is endowed with her share — which there is
reason to believe is more than an even share — of the instinct of workmanship, to
which futility of life or of expenditure is obnoxious.™

Legalized injustice and conservative social attitudes prevented energetic and
educated ladies from social activity. British “queens of the house” were heavily
dependent on marriage and on men. Until the mid-19" century, they were not even
entitled to get custody of their own children. The law allowed a man to confiscate a
woman’s property, including her earnings. Only in 1870 women got the right to
manage their income.'® Many ladies who failed to get married fell into poverty. The

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most qualified profession they could apply for was that of a governess. However, the
competition was intense, and the salary was small. J. Butler wrote:

When we see advertisements in the newspapers, offering “a comfortable home,”
with no salary, as a sufficient reward for accomplishments of the most varied
character, we sometimes wonder at the audacity of employers; but when we learn
that such an advertisement, offering the situation of nursery governess, unpaid,
was answered by three hundred women, our surprise has in it something of
despair.™

Even the most noble and wealthy British women understood that they could find
themselves in the place of such unfortunate governesses.

Various charitable and religious organizations also contributed significantly to
application of the unspent effort and abilities of wealthy women and saving the poor
from poverty. According to T. Veblen, in the conditions of ritual exclusion from
ordinary productive effort, women’s energy was directed to serve the interests other
than the individual ones."

Many women enthusiastically devoted themselves to social work, seeing it as their
Christian duty and the realization of their God-given abilities. In Great Britain, there
were plenty of opportunities for women to use their efforts and talents for helping
their fellows. Florence Nightingale, who saw her mission in saving people from
iliness and death, went to the Crimea to help soldiers and then created a professional
nursing service. To save the poor from British urban ghettos, E. Ranyard founded the
Bible and Domestic Female Mission in London, which soon spread throughout the
empire and beyond.™ To ensure a better life for poor unmarried women, orphans and
children from troubled families, M.S. Rye organized their emigration to the country’s
overseas regions.'® Thousands of metropolitan women went overseas on imperial

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missions, helping missionaries spread Christianity. Together with the government,
they organized schools and hospitals in various parts of the British territories."’

Working in medical sphere filled life with the deepest meaning, and its importance
is difficult to overestimate. That is why many middle- and upper-class English
women aspired to it, seeing the depravity in their inaction outside home. Given the
large area of the British Empire, a huge number of compassionate doctors were
needed to help everyone. However, despite the acute shortage of medical personnel,
women were not allowed to become doctors.

The Medical Act of 1858 introduced serious restrictions: only those who were
included in the national register and received a license from one of the nineteen
national medical schools were allowed to practice medicine.'® The problem was that
women were not accepted to the medical schools of universities. Within a year after
the adoption of the Act, those who had a foreign diploma but practiced in England,
could enroll in the register. American E. Blackwell was the first woman to be
included in the register in such a way.'® In 1865, the pharmaceutical society did not
prescribe gender restrictions in their regulations, so E. Garrett Anderson took
advantage of that, studied privately and having successfully passed the exam, became
the second female representative in the medical register.” Since then, pharmacists
amended their regulations to restrict access to women.

Thus, in order to devote their lives to putting people out of misery, English women
had to get the right to education, pass a qualifying exam, and be included in the
medical register. S. Jex-Blake played a key role in overcoming all those complex
problems.

S. Jex-Blake: Life prospects

Sophia Jex-Blake was born in Hastings into a rich noble family; her father was a
proctor of the local evangelical community. Carefree future was her destiny. She was
blessed with intelligence, strong character, indomitable will, and rare obstinacy.

Mature parents showed great care for their youngest daughter with fragile health and
self-willed character; not only did they pamper her, but they also instilled in her faith
in God and high spiritual principles. Dancing, going to the theater, and reading novels
were considered inappropriate depraved hobbies in their home, and Punch (a British
weekly magazine of satire and humor) was found vulgar.”* Her parents hoped that
when she grew up, Sophie would become a model wife and mother and that she
would be happy in her quiet family. However, they soon realized that their Sophia did
not look like a typical Victorian daughter. Jex-Blake loved her parents, she did not do
anything without their knowledge, but if they did not approve of any of her wishes,
she got through family’s resistance with perseverance and emotional manipulation. It
was in that way that she obtained permission from her parents to study at the Royal
College in the capital (1858-61) and then to go to Germany, where she worked as a
teacher at the Grand Ducal Institute at Mannheim in 1862—-63.”* Then, in 1865, she
went to the United States to study education.?®

While studying in London, Sophia became friends with Octavia Hill, who made
serving the poor a way of life. From her, Jex-Blake learned that a lady was not

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always a “useless woman.”** Seeing the living conditions of the poor, Hill was the
first to develop and implement a social housing program and involved Jex-Blake in
this work. Together, they rented houses and took in lodgers in need. After her
dramatic breakup with Hill and graduation from college, Jex-Blake spent some time
with her family. However, she was dissatisfied with the scanty family existence in
Hastings, and in January 1862, she left for Scotland. From early childhood, the nature
of S. Jex-Blake required extensive activity. Her friend M. Todd wrote:

Of the fairies who came to her christening, some brought great gifts, and some
great opportunities, and, when the cradle was full, one can almost hear them
say, — “What now, little girl, will you make of that?”?

Jex-Blake sought to use all those “fairy gifts” to develop her talents, given to her,
as she believed, by God. She associated the opportunity to fulfill her potential with
some significant work for the benefit of society. Broad prospects opened up in front
of her in that direction.

Having adopted a religious upbringing in the family, the daughter of an evangelical
proctor thought a lot about Christianity. At a young age, she distributed religious
booklets, believing that in doing so she brought good to the world. She wrote three
booklets and printed them at her own expense. Growing up, she wanted to be a
preacher and even wrote several sermons.?® Nevertheless, she did not choose the
religious path, perhaps, seeing that her attitudes were too flexible, compared to the
faith of her father and mother. However, in her life and struggle, she always saw
God’s providence and never doubted that she was fighting in the “holy battle.” If she
was defeated, she perceived it simply as the “will of God” and soon found new divine
signs to continue the struggle.

Jex-Blake could become a writer. Since childhood, she tried to put her thoughts
and dreams on paper. Her dream was not of toys but of an ideal state in some
wonderful islands lying in an unknown sea, and Sackermena was the largest island.”’
Her first serious work was published in 1865 in the publishing house of
A. Macmillan. It was devoted to the description of the American education system.”®
In 1869, Macmillan suggested that she wrote an essay on women medicine for the
Women Work and Women Culture collection, edited by J.E. Butler. In 1872, the essay

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was published as a separate book,? and a second edition with additions appeared in
1886.*° Moreover, she regularly published articles in leading newspapers and
magazines, calling for the fight against women inequality and for expanding their
opportunities for education and professional self-realization.

It was said of Jex-Blake that she would make an excellent lawyer: she was very
well versed in the strengths of her own position and the weaknesses of her
opponents.®’ Because of her strong character, she was often involved in lawsuits.
Lawyers helped her resolve conflicts, but Jex-Blake did most of the work herself. She
knew many details of the British legal system and took advantage of them in the
course of the debate about women medicine on the parliamentary level.

Jex-Blake was one of the few women of her time who knew and loved
mathematics so much that after a few months of studying at King’s College, she was
offered a paid job of algebra and geometry teacher. In addition to mathematics, she
taught her female students seven other humanities subjects, and she also taught
accounting at the Society for Promoting the Employment of Women and taught
classes at the Great Ormond Street Hospital for Children (the first children in-patient
hospital in England, which was founded by Charles West in 1852 and created all
conditions for a comfortable stay of young patients from 2 to 10 years of age; not
only toys but also books were provided there). Parents were happy about her success,
but her father insisted that she should refuse her salary. He held to the prevailing
view of the time that by receiving payment for her work a woman compromised the
men of her family. However, realizing the futility of such arguments in a dispute with
his daughter, who often disregarded social norms, the father tried to convince her to
give up money with moral arguments, claiming that her salary would bring more
benefit to the poor.** As a result, Sophia refused the salary for her teaching work.

Jex-Blake enjoyed teaching. Not only did she want to work as a teacher, but she
also dreamt to change the English education system: to introduce co-education of
male and female students and to make universities accessible to women. With those
goals, she went to Germany and then to the USA. However, the trip to America
changed her initial plans completely.*®

After meeting Dr. Lucy Ellen Sewall at the Boston hospital, Jex-Blake decided to
become a doctor, although she had previously felt disgust for that profession. Sewall
opened up before her not only the world of medicine but also the ideas of feminism,

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thus expanding Jex-Blake’s understanding of women work and spheres of their
activity. Sophia attempted to enter Harvard Medical School but failed. However, by
that time E. Blackwell had already founded New Medical College in New York,
which accepted women. Jex-Blake entered it and started studying and working in
hospitals.

She found not only a profession, but her own way and the sense of life.
Unfortunately, in the autumn of 1868 her father died, and Sophia had to return home
to support her mother. But after a month of life with her family, she understood that
she could not stand the monotonous domestic existence and “doing nothing.”
Incredibly, it was the American job at a hospital and intense study at a medical
college that gave health to the girl who needed a wheelchair as a child.** Separation
was painful, but her mother did not want her to return to England, as she saw how
beneficial America was for her daughter’s health. However, understanding the pain of
her mother, Sophia refused the American dream and remained in her homeland.
Staying in Hastings, she resumed her medical studies at the local hospital and began
looking for an opportunity to study at a British university. Following J.E. Butler’s
and G. Sidgwick’s advice, she went to enter the University of Edinburgh in March
1869.%

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When Jex-Blake went to Edinburgh to study for her medical degree, she
encroached upon the sacred foundations of a male-dominated British world. Millions
of people in the Empire variously criticized her more or less pronounced aspiration.
There were many women among them, tough-minded ladies, instinctive
conservatives who were strongly influenced by male antipathy to feminists; and there
were those who were afraid to provoke aggression in men by demanding their
rights.* Fierce discussions about women’s medical degrees were held everywhere: in
the Parliament, in hospitals, in the press, and at homes, where daughters had to
persuade their parents to support their striving for studying and treating people. As
for the arguments given by the opponents of women’s medicine, they were different.

Arguments of the opponents of women’s medicine

Many people believed that the “weaker sex” is unable to cope with the stress and
challenges related to medicine and higher education.*” In 1873, E. Clarke, a Harvard
researcher and doctor, published his work Sex in Education, where he listed the
arguments given by the opponents of women’s scientific degrees:

The results are monstrous brains and puny bodies; abnormally active cerebration,
and abnormally weak digestion; flowing thought and constipated bowels; lofty
aspirations and neuralgic sensations.®

The book immediately became a bestseller. Such views were widespread in England.
In 1874, H. Maudsley, a psychiatrist from the University of London, published the
article “Sex in Mind and in Education.” Sharing the idea that each sex must develop
after its kind, Maudsley argued that women’s strive for higher education inevitably
led to deterioration of their reproductive functions and mental disorders.*® E. Garrett
Anderson wittily objected that boredom and excessive sitting by the fire with a novel
posed a much greater threat to woman’s health.*® On June 18, 1870, when Jex-Blake
and her “Seven” (the first female students of the University of Edinburgh) had
already been storming the Edinburgh scientific citadel for a year, an article by famous
doctor H. Bennett was published in the Lancet. In it, he addressed the issue of
“female infirmity” again, defending the exclusive right of men to practice medicine:

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There is a branch of our profession — midwifery — to which they might and ought
to be admitted in a subordinate position as the rule. . . This division of labor in
midwifery is fully carried out, and with great advantage to both parties — to the
regular practitioner, who is relieved of his most arduous, most wearing, and most
unremunerative duties, and to the women who have a vocation for medicine. . . |
know of no great discovery changing the surface of science that owes its
existence to a woman of our or of any race. What right then have women to claim
mental equality with men?*!

This process of “socializing” females based on outdated scientific knowledge and
on the imposition of norms prescribing them the duties of a minor group already
caused a protest in the second half of the 19" century. Three weeks after H. Bennet’s
publication, the same Lancet published a response to his article written by Jex-Blake.
According to her, the point was not that women were constitutionally and mentally
unfitted for hard toil; the point was that men did not want to give up the privileges of
doing what was well paid, leaving the “weaker sex” the right to the most arduous,
most wearing, and most unremunerative duties. In conclusion, she expressed the
general demand of women applying for a doctor’s degree:

Fix your standard where you please, but define it plainly; ... if we reach your
standard, and fulfill all your requirements, the question of “mental equality” is
practically settled so far as it concerns our case: give us then the ordinary medical
license or diploma, and leave the question of our ultimate success or failure in
practice to be decided by ourselves and the public. This is our position, and |
appeal, not to the chivalry, but to the justice of the medical profession to show us
that it is untenable, or else to concede it at once.*?

In her book, Jex-Blake quotes Dr. Guthrie who noted the paradox of British society:
it seemed to him monstrous that when the country committed the fortune of the State
to a woman’s hand — the Queen, — women should not be trusted with administering a
dose of physic or preparing a blister.**

Jex-Blake studied the academic performance of students at the University of
London from 1878 to 1883. The analysis revealed that female students’ grades were
higher in percentage than those of male students. She specified that the most capable
and motivated students certainly entered the university, but that did not negate the
fact that women were intellectually complete.*

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The medical movement went with the struggle for university education. However,
not all supporters of the latter accepted the idea of female doctors,* claiming that the
women who worked in that field were immoral. T. Laycock, a well-known
neuroscientist and doctor, strongly criticized Jex-Blake and other female students of
the University of Edinburgh, arguing that a woman’s wish to study medicine could
only be indecent.”® The story of aristocrat Florence Nightingale is an example of
social prejudice. When she went to study nursing abroad (Saint-Germain,
Kaiserwaert), her father William Nightingale tried to avoid shame and told everyone
that she was taking the water cure. At the same time, he was a very progressive man.
He personally taught his daughter languages, philosophy, history, and even
mathematics. When Nightingale showed an interest in nursing, her parents took her
choice seriously and consulted with doctors about the feasibility of such a career.
However, they did not support their daughter in the end. The main obstacle, as her
father saw it, was not the difficult working conditions in hospitals but the “dissolute
habits” of nurses. In those days, nurses lacked training; they were almost always
coarse and ignorant. Nightingale herself later told her father that she had been
informed by the head nurse of a London hospital that she had never known a nurse
who was not drunken and that most of the nurses engaged in “immoral conduct” with
the patients.”” R.L. Stevenson’s thoughts were almost the same. In his letter to his
cousin he wrote: “But at the same time, Miss Jex-Blake is playing for the esteem of
posterity. I give her posterity, but I won’t marry either her, or her fellows. Let
posterity marry them.”*® He was a student at the University of Edinburgh in
186775, the period when the girls he wrote about were successfully studying at the
medical faculty, but they were not given the right to take the professional exam.
Realizing the backwardness of his judgment, Stevenson added, “If posterity gets hold
of this letter | shall probably be burnt in effigy by some Royal Female College of
Surgeons of the future.”*® However, not all men shared Stevenson’s opinion, and
three out of seven female students got engaged during their studies.

One of the arguments cited by the opponents of women’s medical education was
the psychological discomfort of male teachers and students in co-classes. In response,
they were asked an ironic rhetorical question: how does their “modesty” allow them
to be present at the gynecological examination and childbirth?*® Dr. A. Nicholson,
who was the first to teach a mixed class, argued that there was nothing in the art of

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healing which might not fitly be spoken of before an audience of both sexes, provided
that “the lecturer is of a pure and manly spirit.”>* Jex-Blake also used the biblical
phrase “to the pure all things are pure.”

The indecency lies in the mind that is impure, and it is a slur upon the fame of
our time-honored Alma Mater to assert that Edinburgh men are morally incapable
of studying medicine with women.

This idea was repeatedly expressed in the Edinburgh University Magazine in March
1871, during the most heated period of debate about co-education.” In the Oxford
Journal, the issue of the indelicacy of female students in the classroom was associated
with the pedagogical incompetence of teachers and their unwillingness to refuse
“improper stories” with which they amused students.

The Victorian attitude did not allow for the possibility of combining medical
activity with the duties of a wife and mother. Many female doctors shared this
opinion. For example, F. Nightingale did not marry, fearing that marriage would
interfere with her work; Jex-Blake also considered it undesirable to “serve two
masters” and remained faithful to her profession at a sacrifice to starting a family.
The statistics she cited showed that in 1886, only 10 out of 50 female doctors were
married.>® But there were many examples of successful combination of home and
work: the already mentioned E. Garrett Anderson, or M. Sharlib, doctor of medicine,
the first English woman surgeon-gynecologist as well as mother of three children and
a devoted wife. However, M. Sharlib warned her female students that their days and
nights would be the patrimony of patients,”® and Garrett Anderson married only after
she completed “the arduous preparation for her degree.””’

As it was mentioned above, the opposition of male doctors was partly due to
concerns that women would compete with them in the lucrative aspect. One doctor
openly wrote in the Lancet that the advocates of female physicians needed to be
aware that there were hundreds of medical men not able to make “a comfortable

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living.”® To support the women, the article in the abovementioned Edinburgh
University Magazine stated:

The shrieks of despair which the public has recently heard from certain
reactionary practitioners betoken only a desire to protect family interests at the
expense of half mankind. . .>

Criticizing the male monopoly, Jex-Blake, on the one hand, claimed the benefits of
competition, and on the other hand, she noted the injustice of the rules when
universities were subsidized from the public funds to which taxpayers of both sexes
contributed, but only men got the exclusive monopoly to a profession.®

Politicians were afraid that education and qualification would result in expanding
women’s electoral and other rights. The concern was reasonable. Victorian feminists
supported women doctors, who in turn became suffragettes. Dr. E. Garrett Anderson
joined them, together with her sister, Millicent Garrett Fawcett. However, most of the
first generation of female doctors aimed to achieve exclusively professional success,
and they did not care about women’s emancipation. According to some researchers,
this provided them with the support of influential politicians, but prevented them
from seeing greater opportunities for freeing medicine from gender prejudice.®

Arguments in defense of women’s medicine

The key argument for admitting women to the medical profession was the idea
about the “female nature.” Jex-Blake wrote that since primitive times, mothers have
instinctively taken care of sick family members. The “Edinburgh warrior” proved that
gentleness towards the weak, forbearance towards those whom sickness and trouble
have made forgetful of the little courtesies of life, self-sacrifice, infinite patience and
hard work, — all these virtues, which are so important in treatment, are inherent
primarily in women.®® As B. Levin fairly remarked, women would not tend to think
of a patient as “that appendicitis in Room 213.”° And many male doctors, seeing
women working with patients, refused to confront them.

The striving of Englishwomen for medical practice was supported by the
requirement of female patients to be treated by female doctors. Since the period that
went down in history as the “Battle of Edinburgh” (the term used by contemporaries
and participants in the events to refer to the struggle of female students with the
university for the right to receive education and medical qualifications), British

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women regularly sent petitions asking for this right. Newspapers and magazines
published touching stories of sick women who refused to be treated by men.®
E. Blackwell decided to become a doctor at the request of her friend who was dying
in terrible agony and could not get the necessary help from men because of the
“delicacy” of her disease.”® Many scientists and doctors supported women’s
medicine, realizing how important the patient’s trust was for collecting anamnesis,
correct diagnosis, choosing a treatment method, studying diseases.

A powerful weapon of the British women in the struggle for the medical profession
was the successful fulfillment of their imperial mission. In India, medicine for the
poor was an unaffordable luxury, and noble ladies lived in zenanas, which all men
including doctors were forbidden to enter. Thousands of Indian women were doomed
to die.®® Even R. Christison, the main opponent of the Edinburgh female students,
recognized the need for female doctors in India, but added that in order to treat Indian
women, one should not “upset the regulations and risk the prosperity of existing
institutions” in the metropolis.®” “The ghost of zenana” was one of the main motives
for the English women to master the medical profession and also contributed to the
fact that Queen Victoria supported women doctors, ensuring their victory in the
difficult struggle for the profession.®® Jex-Blake, however, called the Church of
England Zenana Society an inveterate criminal because in India it used female
missionaries without the necessary medical expertise.®

Jex-Blake analyzed the reasons for the development of women medicine and
identified the main areas of work: gynecology, pediatrics, care for elderly patients
and patients with mental illnesses, professional medical services in India.”® This
opinion was shared by other women doctors of the first generation. In addition, due to
their nature, they paid great attention to hygiene, disease prevention, sex education,
and also greatly influenced the study of harmonious relationship between the sexes.
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Asceticism was a characteristic feature of the first female doctors. After becoming
famous and having a lot of patients, they often continued to help the poor in their
country or went overseas to perform the Christian duty of healers. They did not
divide patients into “ours” and “strangers.” During the American Civil War,
Blackwell said that suffering did not take sides and helped all those who suffered.

Now all the arguments of those who support women medicine seem reasonable,
and the areas of its application are necessary. But in the 19" century, the “weaker
sex” of Great Britain had to defend the right to refuse “doing nothing.” A significant
part of Victorian society participated in the opposition, which was led by prominent
doctors and scientists and supported by influential politicians; the Medical Act of
1858 was also on their side.”* In other European countries and the United States, this
discrimination was less pronounced. Speaking about N. Suslova and V. Kashevarova,
women pioneers in medical profession in Russia, S. Jex-Blake emphasized that
Russia was ahead of Britain in terms of the development of women medicine.”

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But in advanced England, they had to act like the Jews of old who were building a
temple “with the sword in one hand and the trowel in the other”:

We have had now to study a science, and now to defend a lawsuit; one moment
to write an examination paper, and the next to plead our cause before the public;
to spend a night perhaps at the bedside of a dispensary patient, and to be busied
all the next day to defeat the last dodge of the Medical Faculty to deprive us
altogether of opportunities of instruction; and all the time to find that the gossips
of the town are enlivening their tea-tables and dinner parties with stories at our
expense.”

Given the importance of the task she was undertaking, Jex-Blake never spared
herself, always keeping her “trowel” and her “sword” in her hands. In the heat of
battle for women’s medicine, she was so passionate that her comrades feared that
defeat would Kill her. But nothing could shake her faith and philosophy of life.
Studying this topic, we just stick to the main stages and results of the struggle she led.

Stages and results of Jex-Blake’s fight for women’s medicine

In 1869, Jex-Blake headed the “Seven” and started to master medicine at the
University of Edinburgh, one of the best medical colleges in the world, which it
remains to this day. The conditions were hard. Female students paid significantly
higher tuition than men, as the groups were small. Many medical teachers shirked
classes with them. As mentioned above, R. Christison, the famous scientist and royal
physician, was their main opponent. It was not without his influence that professors
refused to work with female students, and male members of the class created
unbearable conditions for studying, humiliated and intimidated them.” In November
1870, when the girls were going to anatomy classes, they were met by an angry
crowd of 200 people. They barely escaped reprisals. After two years of such
studying, despite their success, they were denied the right to arrange classes in
subjects sabotaged by medical professors; they were also refused to pass a
qualification exam. The litigation culminated in 1874, when a Court of Appeal
recognized the right of the University of Edinburgh to refuse them an examination on
the grounds that it did not have the right to admit them.”

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Despite this failure, the “Battle of Edinburgh” was not in vain. This “battle” drew
attention to the problem of women medicine, and there was broad public support.” In
1871, the Committee for Medical Education for Women was formed and hundreds of
prominent politicians and scientists joined it, including Ch. Darwin. With their high
results, the female students proved their personal abilities and confirmed the
intellectual usefulness of women. The refusal to give diplomas in Edinburgh became
the reason for applying to Parliament.”’

In 1874, due to Jex-Blake’s efforts, the London School of Medicine for Women
was established. It became the basis of women professional medicine in Great
Britain.

The best scientists and doctors worked there, they helped female students to master
medicine for the subsequent examination and obtaining a license.” In 1876, a new
medical law allowed women to take exams.” The University of Dublin was the first
to open its doors to female students. In 1877, Jex-Blake successfully passed the exam
there and was included in the General Medical Register.*’ In 1877, she returned to
Edinburgh and started to work as a doctor, paying particular attention to poor female
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patients. She founded a clinic for women and the Edinburgh School of Medicine for
Women. Each of these achievements was still a struggle.®* Only in 1899 she retired
and returned to her native Sussex.

Conclusion

In the 19" century, a great number of English women from respectable
backgrounds were filled with emancipation ideas. The role of the mistress of the
house was not sufficient for them, they refused the idle lifestyle and sought
professional equality as well as the right to self-realization and socially significant
activity.

Ideas of progress, liberalism, and feminism as well as religious and philanthropic
beliefs played an important role in motivating women to work. It was these ideas that
guided S. Jex-Blake, who created women’s medicine, sought the right of women to
become a doctor and the right of female patients to be treated by the doctors of their
Sex.

She argued that women are “natural healers” and possess the qualities necessary in
medicine. She proved that there was a great need for women doctors both in the
metropolis and in the overseas territories of the empire. But according to the medical
law of 1858, only men were allowed to enter the medical profession.

Jex-Blake and her “Seven” failed to receive medical qualification at the medical
faculty of the Edinburgh University, but they managed to arouse broad public support
and create a legal and institutional foundation for women medicine.

Through Jex-Blake’s efforts, the London Medical School for Women was founded
in 1874. The medical law adopted in 1876 allowed women to obtain medical license
and enroll in the national register. Jex-Blake exercised her right to treat people in
Edinburgh, where she lived and worked as a doctor from 1877 to 1899. She
established hospitals and a medical school for women here.

The Jex-Blake’s destiny shows that it is unwise to restrict women’s activities and
condemn them to idleness. This woman, who easily mastered the “male sciences,”
wrote sermons and scientific articles, understood politics and laws, could be locked in
a golden cage, which would mean losing not only time on the path to progress, but
also the lives and health of millions of people.

The struggle led by S. Jex-Blake had a significant impact on the development of
women professional medicine not only in Great Britain, but also abroad. The victory
over the system came at a high price but saved many women from the pain because
of the years lived aimlessly.

“The Golden Grove Has Finished Speaking...”:
The Discovery of the Symbolic Russian Landscape by Russian Culture of the
19" and Early 20™ Century

Abstract. The abundance of artists and writers whose works depict the images of birch figuratively
or verbally is one of the main arguments put forward by some philologists and art historians in
favor of the supposedly uninterrupted centuries-long tradition of love and veneration of the birch
seen as a “Russian tree” and a symbol of Russia. However, how natural is it to place the birch at the
top of the list of plants revered in Russian culture? Can we really speak of a continuous tradition of
glorifying the birch in Russian literature and fine arts? Was classical art a strong link in this
process? To answer these questions, the authors took a number of steps. First, after providing
approximate statistics on the representation of the birch in Russian classical poetry, they outlined
the dynamics of the representation of the birch in Russian poetry and painting of the 19" — early
20" century. Then, they analyzed the process of forming ideas about the national landscape and the
place of the birch within it and suggested the connotations and symbolism associated with it. The
authors studied in detail the place of the birch in the works of Sergei Esenin and Isaac Levitan, who
were often considered in Soviet culture as recognized “singers of the birch.” In conclusion, the
question of the adaptation of the pre-revolutionary classical “birch” heritage in the USSR was
raised. The authors of the article concluded that the birch occupies a rather modest position among
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the trees that were depicted in Russian literature and painting of the 19™ century. There is much to
suggest that the unbroken tradition of love for the birch as a national symbol of Russia was rather a
Soviet myth. In any case, the classical Russian culture of the 19™ century could not become a
permanent link of a controversial, invented transition.

On the continuity of tradition: posing the questions

The abundance of artists and writers in whose works the images of birch are
depicted figuratively or verbally is impressive. This fact is one of the main arguments
put forward by some philologists and art historians in favor of the supposedly
uninterrupted centuries-long tradition of love and veneration of the birch trees seen as
a “Russian tree” and a symbol of Russia.’

However, how natural is the promotion of the birch to the forefront of plants
poetized in Russian culture? Can we truly speak of the existence of a continuous
cultural tradition in the glorification of the birch both by Russian literature and fine
arts? And was Russian classics a strong link in this process?

In order to answer these questions, the following steps were taken. Our starting
point was the approximate statistical account of presence of the birch in Russian
poetry from the 18" to the 20™ centuries, compiled by literary scholar M. Epstein in
his study of the landscape in Russian poetry. Statistical information is important for
orienting ourselves with respect to the place of the birch in the canonical culture of
the late Russian Empire. Then we outlined the dynamics of representation of the
birch in Russian poetry and painting, after which the situations in poetic and pictorial
works were examined separately. Next, we attempted to trace the process by which
ideas about the national landscape and the place of the birch in it took shape together
with the associated connotations and symbolism. We examined in greater detail the
place of the birch in the works of Esenin and Levitan, who were often regarded in
Soviet culture as the recognized ‘singer of the birch.” In conclusion, we raised the
question of how the pre-revolutionary classical ‘birch’ heritage was adapted in the
USSR.

Some statistics

The statistics compiled by M. Epstein relativize the notion of the birch’s
dominance among poetic tree imagery. In the 3,700 poetic texts about nature by
130 Russian poets examined in this study, the birch as a stable topos appears only
once in every fifty poems (84 times in total). Among tree-related images, the birch is
present in only every fifth or sixth poem. Compared to other natural motifs, the birch

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occurs in verse less frequently than, for example, the horse (94), the rose (92), or the
nightingale (86).2

The frequency thematic index “The System of Landscape Images in Russian
Poetry” appended to Epstein’s study renders the picture of tree imagery distribution
even more nuanced.® In it, the birch leads among specific tree species but yields to
the topos of forest and surpasses the image of “tree” by three units only. Moreover,
many poets virtually ignored the birch as an object of poetic treatment altogether. It is
also evident that even the same poets, including the universally recognized “singer of
the birch” Sergei Esenin, turned in his poetry to images of various trees. Finally,
poets regarded as the founders of certain birch imagery, such as M. Lermontov and
P. Vyazemsky, do not appear at all in the index in connection with the motif of the
birch, since their reference to it was a one-time occurrence. In the end, even the most
approximate statistics regarding the participation of 19"-century Russian poets in the
glorification of the birch are capable of shaking the stereotypical belief in a centuries-
old tradition of its poetic celebration or at least in the massive involvement of poetic
classics in this process.

We are not aware of any statistics, comparable in terms of systematicity and scale,
regarding images of plants in pre-revolutionary prose and painting. Nevertheless,
certain disparate data allow us to doubt the existence, in these art forms, of a stable
conception of the birch as a “Russian tree.” Thus, in the works about the forest by
I. Turgenev, P. Melnikov-Pecherskii, and V. Korolenko as well as in the letters of
M.V. Nesterov researched by J. Costlow birch trees are mentioned in enumeration
alongside other trees without any hierarchies or national priorities.”

Let us now move from statistics to the context of the awakened interest of writers
and artists in the Russian landscape, and analyze the dynamics of representation and
the content of birch imagery in Russian art of the 19" — early 20" centuries.

The context of the awakening of interest in the native landscape

At the end of the 18" century, Russian “high” culture became acquainted with the
peasant Semik and Trinity song “In the Field Stood a Birch Tree.” In 1790, its text
was printed in the Collection of Russian Folk Songs with Their Melodies compiled by

from St Petersburg to Moscow.® In 1825, the St Petersburg journal Blagonamerennyi
[The Well-Intentioned] published a poem written ten years earlier by N. Ibragimov,
Adjunct Professor at Kazan University, entitled “The Russian Song,” a variation on
the theme of the Semik song.” Thus, we can state unequivocally that Russian poetry
inherited the image of the birch from Russian folklore.

However, after the first publications of the peasant ritual song about the birch,
several more decades passed before the image of this tree firmly entered Russian
classical poetry. In the first half of the 19" century, “we find brief and not particularly
expressive mentions of this tree.”

The growth in popularity of the birch in Russian culture was associated with
several historical factors. One of the most important was the development of national
self-awareness. In the mid-19" century, owing to Russia’s defeat in the Crimean War
and the realization of the need for serious reforms, the national movement of the
Great Russians moved, according to M. Hroch’s ABC model, from Phase A (the
search for a national idea) to Phase B (national agitation). A second important factor
contributing to the turn toward the birch as an object of poetic celebration was the
forest question, which concerned not only professional foresters:

The forest question was widely discussed in the thick Russian journals from the
mid-century onward, and by the end of the century, various works of art and
literature registered a growing concern over this problem, with the threat of
'national catastrophe’ assuming proportions verging on the apocalyptic.’

The national idea and the threat to native nature posed by predatory logging
converged in the construction of a symbolic native landscape. This phenomenon was
widespread in 19"™-century Europe, which is rightly regarded as the century of
nationalism. The invention of quintessentially German, Russian, English, or French
landscapes, rivers, mountains, forests, specific plants, and animals became a
widespread practice of national political mobilization at the time. According to
S. Shtyrkov, outside Russia, “landscape painting became almost the main supplier of
meanings for the national text and a source of dramatic patriotic emotions” in

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countries such as Switzerland, Sweden, Finland, and Canada.'® The dynamics of the
development of landscape nationalism, as presented in the book by American
historian C. Ely on the formation of national landscape codes in the Russian Empire,
which is cited by Shtyrkov cites, appear somewhat different. According to Ely, the
pictorial landscape, that of the fine arts, followed the verbal one."* The decisive
influence of literature on the construction of the Russian national landscape is also
noted by German historian G. Pickhan, who sought to define Levitan’s place in that
process:

Levitan’s works, within the context of the development of Russian landscape
aesthetics, are initially rooted in literature — a process that began during Russian
state-building after the Napoleonic Wars.*2

Art critic K. Dolinina speaks even more definitively about the dictate of verbal
clichés in the construction of the visual image of national nature:

The literature-centric nature of Russian culture predetermined the features of its
fine art.'®

Summarizing the foregoing discussion on the development of the symbolic
national landscape, we may propose the following hypothesis: the formation of the
verbal image of native nature in the Russian Empire unfolded over the course of the
Long 19" Century (1789-1914 according to E. Hobsbawm) and reached its
culmination in the poetry of Sergei Esenin. The Russian visual national landscape
began to take shape half a century later, yet its development proceeded more rapidly
and attained one of its peaks in the works of Levitan. Having outlined the contours of
the dynamics in the development of images of the native Russian landscape, we shall
now turn to the content of these dynamic processes.

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Typology of represented landscapes
As M. Epstein emphasizes in his study of the Russian experience of poetizing
nature,

The poetic landscape has its own laws of construction and coordination of
images, which do not merely replicate pictures of real nature but rather make a
certain aesthetic selection from them.*

Based on the methods of constructing landscape, Epstein conditionally classifies its
representations into the ideal, the tempestuous, the dreary (or dismal), and the
national.™> We are particularly interested in the latter, which played a “central and
organizing role in Russian poetry.”® It is especially pertinent because the formation
of the symbolic national landscape passed through several stages, each of which
produced specific images of Russia.

Initially, in the era of classicism, M. Lomonosov and G. Derzhavin contrasted the
Russian landscape with its northern nature against the ideal southern landscape:

Russia itself remained something alien, aesthetically unexplored for Russian
poets. It presented itself to them much as it would to a southerner journeying
through a northern land, — a realm of wild winds and icy hills."’

Researchers attribute the honor of discovering the birch as an element of the Russian
landscape to D. Khvostov, notorious grapho-maniac and target of literary critics in
the first third of the 19" century. Glorifying the 40-kilometer Kubra River in the
lower reaches of the Volga, which flowed through his ancestral estates, Count
Khvostov, among the obligatory signs of the native landscape, named birches, calling
them “my little birches” and “the most beautiful trees.”*®

Another way of poetizing the national landscape was the glorification of the
country’s territorial expanse. The tool for its representation became

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a peculiar poetics of geographical enumeration — the sequential naming of
Russia’s borders to create an impression of colossal volume (precisely volume,
since expanse understood from within, through expansion rather than through
external boundaries, would enter poetic perception much later).*®

After Lomonosov and Derzhavin, this model was later tested by many Russian and
Soviet poets.

Another direction in interpreting national nature was the nostalgic-patriotic
glorification of one’s native land, which appears to a poet finding himself abroad as
the most beautiful in the world. In the 1820s, the foundation for this direction, which
also runs through all of Russian poetry, was laid by N. Yazykov.

Despite the abundance of early experiments in constructing the Russian national
landscape, A. Pushkin and P. Vyazemsky are considered its pioneers: realistically
accurate details of the “lifeless” Central Russian landscape first appear in their
works.? Russian poetry and painting of the 19" century followed this path, glorifying
the expanse, the sensation of which is achieved by placing the reader (and viewer)
inside the verbal or visual picture.” We will turn to the strategy of ‘entering’ the
landscape a little later.

Mikhail Lermontov acted as the direct heir of Pushkin in constructing the “native
landscape.” His poem “Motherland’ (1841) entered the Soviet school canon in the
20" century. It became an experiment in altering the scale and perspective of the
eyewitness, alternating boundless expanses with insignificant everyday details, and
combining “the sublimity of a lyrical hymn with the realism of ‘poor’ details.”*
Lermontov’s line about “a pair of gleaming white birches,”®® according to
S. Shtyrkov, became

the beginning of a genuine cult of this tree, a cult that involves not so much the
practice of contemplating it, but rather the habit of perplexity regarding one’s
irrational attachment to the national landscape, or more precisely, to its
conventionally established and publicly presented representations.**

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The interpretation of Lermontov’s “Motherland” as the cornerstone in the
genealogy of the cult of irrational attachment to the birch as a national, Russian tree
seems insufficiently convincing. In poetizing the birch as an essential attribute of the
national landscape, Lermontov was far ahead of his time. His view of the birch as a
“Russian tree” did not quickly become a generally accepted poetic topos. Along this
path, poets of the 19" — early 20™ centuries long experimented with contexts,
subtexts, and symbols, through which the poetic images of the birch were ultimately
constructed. Let us examine them in more detail.

The “star system” of birch images in 19™-centu ry poetry

Outlining the concept of his study of landscape images in Russian poetry,
M. Epstein used the example of the birch on the first pages of his book to
demonstrate how stable poetic images form a kind of star system:

Several of the most enduring images, repeated by many poets, have coalesced
around the motif of the birch: “the birch-weep,” “the birch-woman,” “the birch-
Russia.”®

One of the most important and earliest connotations in poetic representations of the
birch is its transformation into a symbol of the Motherland, for which the poet yearns
while away from his native land. This motif first appeared in Russian poetry in the
mid-19" century. It was first captured in Viyazemsky's poem “The Birch” (1855):

Pochtovyi faktor — na chuzhbine

Nam vsem priyatel' dorogoi;

V lesu on prosek, klyuch — v pustyne,

Nam provodnik v strane chuzhoi.

Iz nas kto mog by khladnokrovno

Zavidet' russkoe kleimo?

Nam zdes' i ty, bereza, slovno

Ot miloi materi pis'mo.?
[In a strange land, a postman is a welcome friend to all. He is a glade in the
forest; he is a well in the desert; he is our guide in a foreign realm. Which of us
can behold a Russian stamp on a letter without emotion? So, you too, birch, are
like a letter from our own dear mother.]

In N. Shcherbina’s poem “Crossing the Border,” written in Berlin in 1861, the
birch is associated with the native land being left behind.?” The embodiment of the

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motif of nostalgia for an inaccessible space or an irreversible past in the image of the
birch is also found in poems by N. Ogarev (“The Birch in My Old Garden,” 1863)
and K. Balmont (“The Birch,” 1905).”® The image of the birch as a foreigner in the
mountains of Spain in 1901 was captured by M.A. Voloshin:

Rodnaya berezka! Ona zdes' v gorakh

Kazalas' takoi inostrankoi,

Izgnannitsei bednoi v dalekikh krayakh,

Zastenchivoi russkoi krest'yankoi.?®
[Our native little birch! Here among the mountains, it seemed so out of place — a
poor exile in distant realms, a timid Russian peasant maiden.]

Symptomatically, however, for Voloshin the birch embodies not all of Russian
culture or Russia as a whole, but only the peasant subculture.

Alongside the symbol of longing for the homeland, the birch in the 19" century
became a sign of the ‘dreary landscape’ that evokes pity for one’s native side. One of
the founders of this tradition was N. Ogarev, author of the poem “The Road” (1841):

Tusklo mesyats dal'noi
Svetit skvoz' tumana,

I lezhit pechal’no
Snezhnaya polyana.
Belye s morozu

Vdol' puti ryadami
Tyanutsya berezy

S golymi suchkami.
Troika mchitsya likho,
Kolokol'chik zvonok;
Napevaet tikho

Moi yamshchik sprosonok.
Ya v kibitke valkoi

Edu da toskuyu:
Skuchno mne da zhalko
Storonu rodnuyu.*

White with hoarfrost, along the roadside, birches in rows stretch their
naked boughs. The troika races boldly, the bell resounds; My coachman softly
hums, half lost in sleep. In the jolting cart | ride and yearn: 1 am weary and
sorrowful for my native land.]

The birch as a symbol of an unhappy homeland was captured in the poem
“Willows and Birches” (1856) by Afanasii Fet. It is true that the sadness of the
willows seems to him deeper and more sorrowful.** Fet turned to the birch motif
repeatedly, and the image and symbolism of the birch changed over time. Thus, in the
poem “Learn from Them — from the Oak, from the Birch...” (1883), the birch, like the
oak and any other tree, serves as an example of love of life and long-suffering — a
natural wisdom that man should absorb.*> And forty years earlier, the younger Fet
wrote the poem “The Sorrowful Birch” (1842), which in mood echoes Esenin’s first
publication “The Birch” (1913), first printed in a children’s magazine, and possibly
even born under the impression of Fet’s text:

Pechal'naya bereza

U moego okna.

| prikhot'yu moroza

Razubrana ona.

Kak grozd'ya vinograda,

Vetvei kontsy visyat, —

| radosten dlya vzglyada

Ves' traurnyi naryad.

Lyublyu igru dennitsy

Ya zamechat' na nel,

I zhal' mne, esli ptitsy

Stryakhnut krasu vetvei.*
[The sorrowful birch stands by my window. She is decked by the frost’s playful
whim. Like clusters of grapes, the branch tips hang down, — and all her mourning
raiment is a joy to behold. | love to watch the play of morning light upon her.
And | feel pity when the birds shake off the beauty from her boughs.]

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This poem captures the richness of connotations in the image of the birch, which,
unlike, for example, the aspen and willow, combines sadness and mourning with joy
and merriment.

It seems that the symbolic resources for poetizing the birch are inexhaustible. But
where in the works of Russian poets of the 19" century is the association of the birch
with a young woman’s beauty and a woman’s fate characteristic of peasant culture?
Where is the glorification of the birch as a “Russian tree,” so constant in the late
Soviet song repertoire? To answer these questions, let us turn our attention to the
work of Sergei Esenin, who is commonly considered the main “singer of the birch.”

Sergei Esenin — A peasant singer of the Russian birch?

After N. Nekrasov and A. Blok, the poetry of S. Esenin marks the most
significant stage in the formation of the national landscape. This landscape,
together with traditional motifs of sadness, desolation, and poverty, includes
strikingly bright, contrasting colors, as though taken from folk prints (lubki).**

This generally accepted statement, as formulated by M. Epstein, served as our
starting point for solving a narrow task: to clarify Esenin’s role in the formation and
dissemination of the modern image of the birch as a “Russian tree.” Thanks to the
abundance of scholarship on Esenin’s work, the influence of folk culture on his
poetry, and the system of nature imagery in his poems, it seems sufficient to dwell
briefly on two questions: the place of the birch in Esenin’s poetry and the symbolism
he employed in connection with the birch motif.

Before turning our attention to these topics, let us consider two points reflected in
Epstein’s above-quoted phrase about Esenin’s outstanding role in the formation of the
Russian national landscape. The first is Esenin’s continuation and transformation of
the classical tradition of the dreary, inconspicuous, poor landscape developed by
Russian culture in the 19" century. The second is the peasant roots of Esenin’s poetic
world. Despite the banality of both points, they are important for understanding the

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place and content of birch imagery in Esenin’s poetry, insofar as they allow us to put
forward a number of theses based on the observations of literary scholars.

First, the birch was neither the only nor the main arboreal image in Esenin’s
poetry, just as it occupied no central place either in the symbolic landscape of
Russian classical literature or in the folk system of ideas about forest plants. The
motifs of folk lyrics that Esenin employed in his poems are numerous.®

Second, the image of the birch in Esenin’s poetry echoes its connotations in
Russian folklore, which interpreted the birch less unambiguously than some Soviet
scholars claimed. For example, the renowned literary scholar and folklorist
V. Bazanov wrote:

The birch in Esenin’s poetry, as in folk lyrics, always personifies the joy of
existence, the unity of man and nature, and spiritual balance.®

Third, despite seemingly obvious analogies, the image of the birch in Esenin’s
poetry differed from that in folklore as, by the way, did all of Esenin’s poetry. It was
neither a copy of folk lyrics nor the work of a peasant poet. Here is how German
philologist K. Auras characterizes his work:

Neither a naive natural talent nor a poeta doctus, like many symbolists, Esenin as
a poet with an almost feminine talent for the fashioned word, is an eclectic in the
best sense of the word (not an epigone!). In its culminating moments, his work
represents a happy synthesis of literary and folkloric tradition.®

Fourth, it was Esenin who had the honor of turning the birch into a “Russian tree,”
for example, in his poem “A Dream: Black Road...”:

Ehkh, bereza russkaya!

Put'-doroga uzkaya.

Ehtu miluyu, kak son,

Lish' dlya toi, v kogo vlyublen,

Uderzhi ty vetkami,

Kak rukami metkimi.*
[Oh, Russian birch! The narrow road-path. With your branches, as with skilful
hands, hold back this beloved one — only for the one you love, like in a dream.]

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Moreover, the very phrase “Russian birch” appears in Esenin’s poetry only in the
post-revolutionary period. A possible explanation for this can be found in the works
of the historian of Russian poetry 1. Rozanov, who, shortly after the poet’s death,
stated that Esenin only dreamed that the revolution in Russia would lead to the
revival of a distinctive (peasant) Old Russian culture.* Rozanov’s assertion seems
symptomatic to K. Auras who stated that Rozanov, who made this statement, shifts
the emphasis from “peasant” to the more general “Old Russian” (culture).*

A rare testimony is illustrative, according to which the peasants — those who were
Esenin’s contemporaries — did not consider him one of their own. When in the 1920s
A. Toporov, who served as a teacher in the Siberian commune “May Morning,”
began organizing literary evenings for peasants with reading and discussion of artistic
works, he encountered an unexpected phenomenon, about which he later wrote:

Whenever the peasants caught sight in my hands of that small, stout white book
with a birch tree on the cover, they would pull faces and mutter darkly:

“ Here we go again about that Ryazan mare?”

“Or about the time he pissed on the moon! . .”

“Will we never see the end of this Esenin?”*

Thus, Esenin tried to combine literary tradition with folklore, and transform
peasant culture into (Old) Russian culture. The peasants, Esenin’s contemporaries,
however, did not appreciate these efforts, unlike their children and grandchildren,
who, some thirty or forty years later, recognized him as a great poet.

From these preliminary general remarks, we move on to the question of the place
of the birch in Esenin’s poetry.

The place of the birch in Esenin’s poetry

M. Epstein interprets Esenin’s role in the poetization of the birch rather
equivocally.”® He believes that the poet’s work was important for turning the birch
into a symbol of Russia, yet Esenin’s arboreal motifs were not limited to the
glorification of the birch. The scholar identifies only seventeen vivid birch topoi in
Esenin’s poetry.** Other researchers of poetic landscape symbols in Esenin’s work

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also rarely mention the image of the birch among them, even in publications from the
late Soviet period, when its cult had reached its zenith and the poet’s own image had
degenerated into the status of a mere “singer of the birch.”

Specialists see the main feature of Esenin’s landscape imagery in the inseparability
of man and nature.”® It is likely precisely this fusion of the natural and the social in
the poet’s worldview that explains why the preference for certain images in his work
did not come at the expense of others and why, consequently, even the most
frequently occurring topoi occasionally appear almost marginal.

The sparseness of individual images, including the birch, in Esenin’s work is
evident not only in general statistics and statics in a synchronic cross-section but also
in a diachronic perspective, in dynamics. Thus, C. Auras notes that “in revolutionary
poetry, the descriptive depiction of landscape plays almost no role at all” and “only in
the last period of his poetry are trees often equated with female or maiden figures,
particularly the birch and alder.”*® The observations of researchers cited here touch
not only upon the place of the birch in Esenin’s works but also upon the symbolism
prevalent in his poetry associated with the white-trunked tree.

Researchers agree that the main feature of Esenin’s poetization of the birch was its
so-called anthropologization endowing it with physical characteristics, attributes, and
personality traits of a young girl or a married woman, thereby transforming it into a
symbol of peasant maidenhood and the rural woman’s lot. Unlike in folk lyrics, this
process was carried out by the poet so consistently that a “parallel description” or
“double vision” of nature arises, in which the little birch turns into a girl, and the girl
Is associated with the little birch, as, for example, in the poem “The Green
Hairstyle...” (1918).* Some literary scholars admire this capacity for detailed
comparison as a tool of “deep psychologism and exceptional expressiveness.”*®
Others consider such detailing rather excessive.*

In the last period of Esenin’s work, birches were associated not only with maidenly
or feminine beauty, the joy of spring rebirth into life, and the bright autumn sadness
of the golden grove, whose “cheerful birch language” falls silent until the next

[in Russian], in Complete Works, vol. 1, 123; see also
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spring.”® In the poetry of the late Esenin, a mourning image of birches as weepers
appears, for example, in the quatrain “Snow-Covered Plain, Pale Moon...” (1925):

Snezhnaya ravnina, belaya luna,

Savanom pokryta nasha storona.

| berezy v belom plachut po lesam.

Kto pogib zdes'? Umer? Uzh ne ya li sam
[Snow-covered plain, pale moon. Our native land is wrapped in a shroud. And
birches in white lament through the forests. Who perished here? Who is dead?
Was it not 1?]

Concluding the chapter “The Language of Trees” of his study on landscape
Imagery in Russian poetry, M. Epstein delineates an entire arboreal literary universe
of Russian culture one of the most significant co-creators of which was none other
than Sergei Esenin.”® Within this intricate system, the birch holds by no means a
privileged place.

The “trap” of the Russian landscape

The sharp transformations in the concept of Russian landscape painting in the
second half of the 19" century bear a striking resemblance to the shifts in poetic
representations of the Russian landscape as interpreted by M. Epstein.>® The “ideal,”
cozy, well-ordered, alluring southern (predominantly Italian) landscape is replaced by
the ‘national’ landscape in its various guises. The ‘cheerful’ depictions of nature by
I. Shishkin and a number of other Peredvizhniki are typologically close to the
patriotic poetization of native landscapes by N. Yazykov and A. Khomyakov. They
coexist with the “dreary,” dim, yet emotionally rich landscape that “makes your heart
ache,” better known as the landscape of mood.

What can explain the changes in the depiction of native nature by Russian artists in
the second half of the 19" century? What is the national landscape in the late Russian
Empire? And what role did the birch play in pictorial landscape complexes at that
time?

Alongside the aforementioned growth of national self-awareness, the preparation
and implementation of the reforms of the 1860s—70s, and the debate over the problem
of ruthlessly destroyed forests, we must note factors specific to Russian artists that
led to the transformation in the representation of the native landscape. First, in the

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second half of the 19™ century, their social composition became considerably more
democratized, the authority and dictates of the Academy of Arts regarding fine arts
weakened, and trips abroad (mainly to Italy), rather common in the first half of the
century as a reward from the Academy for further study, ceased or became rarer.
Second, the development of the symbolic national landscape proceeded through a
struggle between the ‘landscape of mood’ and the literariness-centric nature of
Russian landscape painting.>* For example, the famous critic V. Stasov was a
proponent of ideological, eloquent, critical painting. Landscapes without plots, on the
contrary, he considered useless and reproached P. Tretyakov for collecting them.>® A
directly opposing position was defended by many artists participating in the artistic
movements and associations of the Peredvizhniki, the World of Art (Mir iskusstva),
and others.

A third factor influencing the transformation in artists’ representation of native
nature in Russia during the second half of the 19" century was a technical discovery
mastered by Russian painters. This invention was aimed at achieving the same effect
that domestic poetry had learned to produce by that time: to offer the viewer the
possibility of emotional inclusion by placing them at the center of the landscape. To
this end, the foreground of the image was brought closer, detailed, and opened up —
freed from the “repoussoirs” characteristic of the academic manner (bushes or other
barriers separating the landscape from the viewer) — and the perspective was lowered
to human height.*®

Let us note that the construction of the effect of being drawn into the landscape
space is in no way connected with the content of the landscape complex, the set of its
elements, or the canonization of the depicted motifs. What matters is achieving the
illusion of entering the landscape, emotional involvement, depriving the viewer of the
status of an external, indifferent observer, and depriving the landscape of the status of
a mere view.

But what of the birch? If in the poetic landscape it is but one of many participants
in forest romances and arboreal universes, then in the coding of the pictorial
landscape of the second half of the 19™ century, the need for it as a mandatory
component seems to have disappeared altogether. Was this indeed the case?

The birch in the Russian landscape

The painting by the renowned Russian and Soviet artist I. Grabar, entitled
February Azure (1904), one of his finest landscapes, depicts a birch tree against a

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backdrop of sparkling snow and sunny pre-spring light.>” This work was created near
the estate of the brothers N. and M. Meshcherins in Dugino, Podolsk district,
Moscow Governorate, where the artist was staying. In Grabar’s memoirs regarding
the painting’s creation, several points deserve special attention. Grabar insisted on the
novelty and originality of his work, though this does not entirely correspond to the
actual state of affairs. Let us begin with the fact that he organized his process so as to
maximize the approach, enlarge, provide every detail, and colorfully saturate the
foreground of the future painting. To this end, he dug a trench in the snow, ensured a
low horizon, and positioned the canvas so that sun glints would not fall upon it. In
short, he acted so that the viewer could “enter” the depicted landscape, precisely what
distinguished the landscapes of Russian artists at the turn of the century, making them
“Russian.” Furthermore, February Azure is not entirely independent, either formally
or substantively. The artist employed the technique of pointillism, or divisionism
(small strokes of pure, unmixed paints). Like the European Impressionists, Grabar
experimented with light while painting: he was fascinated by the “chimes and echoes
of all the colors of the rainbow, united by the blue enamel of the sky,” and
consciously used techniques that allowed him to “triple the power of color to convey
the fullness of the impression.

As an object of depiction, the birch played a dual role for Grabar. On the one hand,
the white-trunked tree provided a unique opportunity for experiments with the effects
of color and light. Besides the French painters, the founding fathers of
Impressionism, artists of Austrian and German Art Nouveau, such as G. Klimt,
H. Vogeler, and a number of others, were actively mastering such techniques
simultaneously with Russian landscape painters.”® On the other hand, in Russian
forests, which had turned white due to the change of species as a result of predatory
logging of the coniferous “red forest,” the birch became more conspicuous and began
to be perceived as a tree untypical of Europe. In the (Italian) south, it was found only
in artificial plantings; in the (German) north, it was treated virtually as a weed —
eradicated during logging intended for the care of young valuable species. In this
regard, the path was opened toward perceiving the birch as an integral attribute of the

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native landscape, at the sight of which the pulse quickens with joy. Symptomatically,
in his memoirs about the backstory of the creation of February Azure, Grabar notes
the “Russianness” of the birch. Thus, the abundance of birches in the vicinity of
Dugino greatly pleased the artist. He wrote:

This strange tree, the only white one among all, rarely found in the West and so
typical of Russia, completely mesmerized me.®°

Many Russian artists at the end of the 19" and beginning of the 20" centuries
captured birch groves and small forests, as well as solitary birches, in their works.
Some painters, for example, P. Sukhodolskii and M. Boskin, depicted Semik-Trinity
round dances of Russian peasants beneath the cover of birches. A mystical aura
emanates from the appearance of birches in the canvases of other masters:
M. Nesterov, K. Somov, and I. Bilibin. Some of them experimented with the image
of the birch as an element of ornament (a practice similar to Klimt), like Bilibin did.
Others, such as Nesterov, preferred images painted from nature of fragile, bare
birches in spring and autumn landscapes, yet in the eyes of contemporaries, these
landscape paintings lost their realistic status due to the combination of landscape with
religious subjects.®

Among Russian landscape painters, the reputation of the artist who created the
finest examples of a truly Russian (birch) landscape was acquired by I. Levitan, who
was, in fact, of Jewish origin.

Levitan, the pinnacle of representation of the Russian landscape?

In an essay first published in 1937 about the artist’s desire to master light.
Konstantin Paustovskii wrote that, “In the south, Levitan felt with absolute clarity
that only the sun rules over colors.”® In these words, as in the very fact of the
publication of this work, several lines converged that are important for understanding
Levitan’s position in Russian landscape painting, the role of the birch in his legacy,
and the incorporation of this legacy into the Soviet cultural canon. First, as an
unsurpassed master of the landscape of mood as “the predominant expression of
feelings and experiences in images of nature,”® Levitan was perceived by
contemporaries as the creator of a convincing national Russian landscape (despite his

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Jewish origin).** Second, in his creative experiments, fresh and bold, he moved
independently in the same direction as the most talented European artists. Third,
while remaining an original artist, he came close to Impressionism. Fourth, he broke
with the literature-centric nature of Russian landscape painting, marking with his
work the culmination of the process of forming the Russian landscape in the
19" century.®®

The birch attracted Levitan’s attention as an object for experiments with color and
chiaroscuro. It appears frequently in his works, yet in some cases, even when
describing famous paintings, it does not attract the attention of critics, apparently due
to the conventionality of its depiction.®® But when the Russian birch landscape that
“invites” one to enter it accomplishes its task, it becomes a subject of detailed
reflection.®’

Birch groves entered Levitan’s landscapes during his summer trips to the town of
Plyos on the Volga River (1888-90). For example, Levitan’s classic depiction of
birches in his work Golden Autumn (1896) represented, according to the authoritative
opinion of A. Fedorov-Davydov, “not only a poetic affirmation and revelation but
also a glorification of native nature.”®®

But why precisely did Levitan enter the Soviet cultural canon as the artist who
glorified Russian nature with its “kingdom of birches”? After all, in the paintings of
artists such as A. Kuindzhi and S. Zhukovskii, the birch motif appears perhaps even
more frequently than in Levitan’s works. Apparently, ideological circumstances
proved to be no less important factors for inclusion in the Soviet cultural heritage of
landscape painting than talent and originality. Levitan came from a disenfranchised
ethnic group and fell victim to persecution by the tsarist regime on several occasions.
His teachers and friends were cultural figures whom Soviet literary and art criticism
classified as belonging to the democratic camp, for example, A. Savrasov and
A. Chekhov. Levitan belonged to the Association of Traveling Art Exhibitions (the
Peredvizhniki), whose members were declared in the USSR to be direct predecessors
of Socialist Realism. Levitan had many students and imitators; many considered his
landscapes unsurpassed. The melancholic mood of many of Levitan’s landscapes
could be interpreted as a product of tsarist oppression and criticism of the order in the

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Russian Empire. It is no coincidence that Paustovskii concludes his biography of
Levitan with an appeal to the happy Soviet future, which the artist did not live to see:

He was too honest to remain blind to the people’s suffering. He became the
chronicler of a vast, destitute land, the chronicler of its nature. He beheld that
nature through the eyes of an afflicted people; this is the source of his artistic
power, and this, in part, explains his enduring appeal.®®

Thus, in the USSR, Levitan was interpreted as a dual figure. He “became the
‘objective’ opposite of the new, officially decreed positive spirit of the time and,
consequently, is simultaneously legitimised and instrumentalised.””® In 1938, an
exhibition of Levitan’s paintings was organized at the Tretyakov Gallery.
Reproductions of his works were regularly published in illustrated magazines with
multimillion circulations, books about his life and work were issued (particularly on
anniversaries of his birth and death), and postage stamps were printed in his honor.
Two months before the outbreak of the Great Patriotic War, the artist’s remains were
moved from the Jewish cemetery to the most prestigious Novodevichii Cemetery and
buried next to the grave of A. Chekhov.

Conclusion

As S. Shtyrkov rightly emphasizes, with Levitan’s paintings, “several generations
of Soviet people learned to love their homeland.” Not only Levitan’s work but also a
broad stratum of Russian national landscape lyric poetry and painting of the 19" —
early 20™ century was mobilized for the education of Soviet patriots:

The description of how, at the sight of a certain type of landscape (in which the
birch looks particularly convincing), a person experiences the joy of recognizing
their native land, while being surprised at their own readiness for such an
emotional upsurge, travelled a long way through Russian classical and new
literature and became a commonplace in mass song culture.”

Summing up, we can state the following. The birch occupied a rather modest
position among the trees poetized by Russian literature and painting of the
19" century. In this regard, it would be rather far-fetched to regard the Russian
classics as intermediaries who transmitted the veneration of the birch from peasant
life and folklore to Soviet Russian society. Much evidence suggests that the

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continuous tradition of love for the birch as a national symbol of Russia is a modern —
or rather, a Soviet — myth.”® In any case, classical Russian culture of the 19" century
was not a connecting link in this contested chain of invented tradition.

Abstract. The studies under review are united by the presence of Vermeer’s name in the title but
demonstrate different research approaches. Using the depictions of objects in Vermeer’s paintings
as a starting point, T. Brook analyzes the emergence of globalization in the 17" century and the role
of European trade with China; he also explores the difficulties of intercultural communication in the
realities of that era. A. Graham-Dixon provides a detailed account of the historical and religious
background against which Vermeer’s paintings were created. The author emphasizes the profound
religious contents of a significant number of Vermeer’s paintings and offers an original
interpretation, which links the emergence of these contents to the affiliation of Vermeer’s
immediate circle and even the artist himself with the Remonstrants and the Collegiants.
