Introduction

There are different approaches to the historical category of the event. Without
dwelling on a qualitative analysis of these interpretations, since such subjects are re-
flected in works on the methodology of history,' I will focus on two main characteris-

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tics of the event as a category of historical science. Firstly, an event is an important
incident, a case of certain significance, and secondly, it is the moment of transition to
a qualitatively new state. Commemoration, in its turn, is the preservation of memory
of significant events of the past in the public consciousness. Either of the interpreta-
tions being applied to the category of the event, the events of different types are pos-
sible. In order for our reasoning not to have an abstract philosophical character, let us
turn to concrete historical material related to the history of the city of Cherepovets.
The research of Cherepovets was mainly carried out in line with historical local
studies. Researchers described the architectural appearance of the city,” the history of
education,’ the history of the police,” the sacred topography of the city.” The research
of E. Rimmer and M. Borodulin® is devoted to the activities of I. Milyutin, who was
the mayor of Cherepovets for many years. O. Solodyankina studied charitable organi-
zations of Cherepovets’ and commemorative practices of the population in the post-
revolutionary period.® Cherepovets province (which existed in 1918—1927) and its in-

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tellectual cadre are in the center of attention of A. Kotov.” F. Kopylov wrote about
Cherepovets during the Great Patriotic War, comparing it with Vologda.'
E. Istomina provided brief background information on the socio-economic develop-
ment of the city.!'

A kind of gen-
eralizing study devoted to the cities of Northern European Russia and Cherepovets
among them is the joint monograph Elements of Life Patterns of the Russian City,"
published in 2018. However, the consolidation of past events in certain commemora-
tive practices of the population of Cherepovets has not yet been the subject of study.
In this article, I will focus on the role of events in the history of the city and their ef-
fect on the city toponyms, using as a source maps and plans of the historical settle-
ment, the city of Cherepovets, in the first place. It seems that such a view is fully jus-
tified in the framework of the existing approach to the city as a phenomenon of social
evolution,' and the material from another region to be used for comparison is pro-
vided by the studies of V. Ryzhenko,'” a well-known Omsk specialist.

There were events of various kinds in the history of the city of Cherepovets.

Firstly, these are transcendental events associated with the intervention of super-
natural forces: it is described in the legendary story about how the foundation was
laid for the settlement that later turned into the city of Cherepovets:

A Moscow merchant was traveling with goods along the river Sheksna to Belozersk. Close
to the present-day city of Cherepovets, near the mouth of the river Yagorba, and such
darkness suddenly fell during the daytime that the banks of the river, the woods and other
things disappeared from the merchant’s sight. The boat with the goods ran aground. Struck
by such an extraordinary phenomenon, the merchant began to pray fervently, and then,
during the prayer, an even more amazing sight appeared to his eyes: the nearby mountain
covered with forest looked as if it was on fire and rays of light were shining from behind
the mountain along the valley of the river Yagorba, showing the way. The merchant took
off the shallows and sailed to the wonderful fiery mountain — and the apparition disap-
peared. Shocked to the depths of his soul by such extraordinary phenomena, the merchant
went up the mountain. A wonderful view opened to him from that mountain: there were
boundless forests all around; underfoot, in the lowlands overgrown with dense forest, the
river Yagorba curved in bizarre zigzags; farther to the East the Sheksna looked like a sil-
very ribbon. All that happened on Sunday. Having marked this marvelous site with a cross,
the merchant left. The following year, he brought a large icon of the Resurrection of Christ

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(the day of the wonderful apparition), built a chapel on the mountain and decorated it with
the icon he brought.”’

According to the legend, the merchant cut through a forest road from the chapel of
the Resurrection of Christ to another place where he was planning to build a church
in the future. After the family misfortunes that befell the merchant, he went retired to
the Holy Trinity Monastery to Father Superior Sergius and took his monastic vows
under the name of Theodosius. Soon, Theodosius and Sergius’s disciple Athanasius
arrived at the site where the chapel stood on the hilltop above the Yagorba River and
laid the foundation for the Resurrection Monastery, next to which a settlement ap-
peared. The name of the merchant Theodosius who was the first to visit those places
(not his secular name that was lost, but the name by which he became known after
taking his vows), was imprinted in the name of the trading village Fedos'evo, which
grew around the place where the Theodosius’s forest road led and where the Annun-
ciation Church was built at the site where he had erected the cross. Later, when the
city of Cherepovets was founded in 1777 by the decree of Catherine II of Russia,
Voskresenskii Prospekt [Resurrection Avenue] that stretched from the monastic set-
tlement of the closed in 1764 Resurrection Monastery (the site of the first memorial
cross of the merchant Theodosius) became its main axis, or the “prospect,” laid along
the former forest road to the Annunciation Church. Later, at the beginning of the
twentieth century, the name of Theodosius was imprinted on the city map again: the
street Fedos'evskaya Ulitsa [Theodosius Street] united two former lanes, Egor'evskii
Pereulok [Egor'evsky Lane| and Popovskii Pereulok [Priests’ Lane], and its center
was Blagoveshchenskaya Ploshchad' [ Annunciation Square] with the Annunciation
Church in the middle.

One more type of events that took place in the city involves natural events, alt-
hough basically they had social causes. These include the flooding of a part of the
city’s territory and the change in the river landscape due to hydro-engineering works
(the construction of the Mariinsky Canal System in 1810 and the construction of the
Volga-Baltic Waterway with the organization of Rybinsk Reservoir in 1940).”' And

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so appeared the vivid name of a city object that attracts attention in the 1915-1916
map of Cherepovets: the bed of the Yagorba River forms bays, and one of them is
called Zaliv Starukha [Old Woman Bay] (Fig. 1). The Explanatory dictionary of the
living great Russian language by V. Dal' defines one of the meanings of the word
starukha as an “old riverbed where the river no longer flows,””” and in contrast to the
more common term staritsa [aged nun; former riverbed], the word starukha was ex-
clusively regional, used in the Novgorod and Vladimir provinces. So in this case the
marker of the original Novgorod affiliation of Cherepovets was preserved.

Natural events include the births of those people who became the pride of the
city, its famous natives. Undoubtedly, among them are Vasilii Vereshchagin (born

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October 26, 1842), the most famous native of Cherepovets, painter of battle scenes,
and his elder brother Nikolai Vereshchagin (born October 25, 1839), the author of the
Vologda butter recipe, cheese-maker and butter-maker, as well as the long-standing
mayor Ivan Milyutin (born April 8, 1829). In present-day Cherepovets the dates of
their birth are marked by large-scale city events: Vereshchagin Days (in October) and
Milyutin Days (in April); streets were named after V. Vereshchagin and 1. Milyutin
and there 1s Ploshchad' Milyutina [Milyutin Square]; the city library bears the name
of V.V. Vereshchagin; the Cherepovets Museum Association includes the memorial
House Museum of the Vereshchagins and the museum “I.A. Milyutin’s House”; the
monuments to V.V. Vereshchagin and [.A. Milyutin were erected in the city.

The third type of events is constituted by social events proper, which can be
grouped in terms of the subject, the object and the degree of reality / fabulousness.

1. The events related to the first persons of the state. They include: signing of the
Decree on the Establishment of the City of Cherepovets by Catherine the Great (No-
vember 4, 1777); the change of the city’s status to posad [an ordinary non-uyezd
town] by Paul I of Russia (1796); the return of uyezd city status to Cherepovets by
Alexander I of Russia (Decree of April 24, 1802).” Cherepovets’s resuming the sta-
tus of a city that was marked by public thanksgiving on June 10, 1802 started the tra-
dition of repeating events: in the pre-revolutionary period it was the annual city-wide
religious procession, and today it is the celebration of the Summer** City Day.

The same group of events includes the visits of royal persons and state leaders.
Alexander I visited Cherepovets on October 18—19, 1824, as reported by a commem-
orative plate placed in the Resurrection Cathedral (in 1938 it was added to the fonds
of the Cherepovets Museum of Local Lore). Cesarevitch Nikolai Alexandrovich of
Russia was in Cherepovets on June 21, 1863, and in honour of his stay in the city, at
the expense of the merchant Malkov, the Nikolai Almshouse was opened, and a
commemorative plaque was placed in the Resurrection Cathedral (in 1938 it was
added to the fonds the Cherepovets Museum of Local Lore). In 1870 Grand Duke
Alexei Alexandrovich of Russia visited Cherepovets, and in 1878 Grand Dukes Ser-
gei and Pavel Alexandrovich visited the city. On the occasion of the opening of traf-

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fic on the updated Mariinsky Canal System, on June 14, 1896, Grand Duke Vladimir
Alexandrovich of Russia arrived in Cherepovets.”

2. The events related to industrial engineering achievements. These events ac-
quire special significance for Cherepovets as a large industrial center and the coun-
try’s main metallurgical base in Northern European Russia. They include the decision
on the construction of a metallurgical plant in Cherepovets (June 20, 1940), the deci-
sion to resume the construction of the Cherepovets metallurgical plant (December 30,
1947), the melting of the first cast iron (August 24, 1955), the commissioning of new
workshops and production lines, the creation of new production facilities, etc.

3. The events associated with the change in the status of the city. In 1780, it be-
came an uyezd city, in 1796 it lost this status, and in 1802 acquired it again. During
all that time, Cherepovets was a part of Novgorod Province. On March 8, 1918, the
All-Russian Central Executive Committee and the Council of People’s Commissars
RSFSR signed the decision on the establishment of a new Cherepovets Province. It
consisted of 5 uyezds that were previously included into Novgorod Province:
Cherepovets Uyezd, Kirillov Uyezd, Belozersk Uyezd, Tikhvin Uyezd, Ustyuzhna
Uyezd. On June 19, 1927 Cherepovets Province became an okrug and was included
into Leningrad Oblast. On September 23, 1937 Cherepovets became a part of Volog-
da Oblast as a raion center.

4. The events related to the emergence of new infrastructure facilities that
changed the practices of everyday life of the city dwellers. These events include the
commissioning of the railway line between St Petersburg and Vologda in 1905,
which went past Cherepovets according to the original plan; the launch of the tram,
which provided passenger traffic in the direction of the metallurgical plant (October
19, 1956); the construction of a bridge over the Sheksna® (opened for traffic in
1979), which preconditioned the construction of a huge residential area,
Zasheksninsky district, etc.

5. Mythologized events. These include a popular, but absolutely unreliable, story
about the visit of Catherine II, who stumbled upon the skull / skulls (cherep) of a
sheep / sheep (ovets) and therefore, allegedly, gave the name Cherepovets to the new
city.

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The event in the second sense, that is the moment of transition, is the appearance
of a settlement in the territory where Cherepovets was subsequently founded. As a
result of archaeological excavations conducted from the 1980s, it became clear that a
group of settlements existed simultaneously in the territory of modern Cherepovets
from the 10™ century for a long time. “The first settlers of Cherepovets villages were
Finno-Ugrians, most likely, that very “ves” that the chronicle mentioned.””’ The dis-
covery of this fact by archaeologists was also an event.

Some events can be attributed to two or even three categories of phenomena (for
example, the decree on the foundation of the city changed its status and was signed
by a monarch; the construction of the Mariinsky Canal System changed the landscape
and ensured navigation, etc.).

Turning to the topic of naming urban objects, let us quote the opinion of a modern
researcher A.M. Burovskii:

No matter what aspect is taken to consider the city and no matter what sciences give their
tools to study it, for an individual the city is by no means an economic, political, cultural,
or any other “center.” For individuals and families, a city is the space that houses them; the
landscape they inhabit.*®

Moreover, the capacity of time is not the same in different landscapes: in some land-
scapes much more processes take place and more events occur during the same unit
of time.” The author is certain that “there are cities where active culture genesis oc-
curs, following the laws of social development that are still unclear.”*® Does
Cherepovets belong to the cities with active culture genesis? Let us consider the ur-
ban landscape in more detail.

Cherepovets received the approved urban area development plan in 1782 (Fig. 2).

In accordance with the plan, Voskresenskii Prospekt [Resurrection Avenue], run-
ning from the river Sheksna in a transverse direction became the main axis of the
city. It was the main sacred axis of the city that connected two squares (through the
junction of Torgovaya Ploshchad' [Market Square] in the middle): Sobornaya
Ploshchad' [Cathedral Square] and Blagoveshchenskaya Ploshchad' [ Annunciation
Square]. Along Voskresenskii Prospekt to the left and to the right there were streets
(Dvoryanskaya, Blagoveshchenskaya, Pokrovskaya, Petrovskaya), and perpendicular
to the avenue and streets there were smaller ulitsas [streets] and pereuloks [lanes]
(Troitskii  Pereulok, Sergievskii Pereulok, Kazennoi Pereulok, Ploshchadnoi
Pereulok, Krestovskii Pereulok, Pustoi Pereulok, Kalashnikovskii Pereulok,
Korzhavinskii Pereulok, Egor'evskii Pereulok, Popovskii Pereulok, Kontorskaya
Ulitsa, Sadovskaya Ulitsa). The urban area development plan of 1849—1850°" shows
a clear correspondence of the names u/itsa [street] and pereulok [lane] to their defini-
tions given in the dictionary by V. Dal'. V. Dal' defines the word ulitsa/ulka [street]

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as a road left between the rows of houses,” and pereulok [lane] is the word for a short
transverse street for the connection of longitudinal streets.” Figures 3—4 show that
urban development around the entire perimeter of the quarter was characteristic only
for the south-eastern sector of the city, so streets were intersected by other streets
there. And in the remaining sectors of the city, either the streets were intersected by
lanes, or lanes were crossed by lanes, that is, spaces without houses, which was di-
rectly reflected in the name Pustoi Pereulok [Empty Lane].

As the city developed, lanes turned into streets, and while earlier to the left and to
the right from Voskresensii Prospekt, the main axis of the city, there were different
lanes, on the maps of the 1910s—1920s we can see that individual lanes merged into
continuous transverse streets.”*

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On the map of pre-revolutionary Cherepovets, street names were associated either
with sacred objects (Sobornaya  Ploshchad' [Cathedral Square] and
Blagoveshchenskaya Ploshchad' [Annunciation Square]|, Voskresenskii Prospekt
[Resurrection Avenue], Pokrovskaya Ulitsa [Intercession Street], Petrovskaya Ulitsa
[Peter’s Street], Blagoveshchenskaya Ulitsa [Annunciation Street], Krestovskaya
Ulitsa [Street of the Cross], Sergievskaya Ulitsa [St Sergius’s Street],
Istochnicheskaya Ulitsa [Spring Street], Troitskii Pereulok [Trinity Lane]), or with
the occupations and status of a certain population group who probably lived there
(Dvoryanskaya Ulitsa [Nobility Street], Kaznacheiskaya Ulitsa [Treasury Street],
Kontorskaya Ulitsa [Office Street], Kalashnikovskaya Ulitsa [Bakers’ Street],
Popovskii Pererulok [Priests’ Lane], Kazennoi Pereulok [Clerks’ Lane], Torgovaya
Ploshchad' [Market Square]; with the names of prominent figures of the All-Russian
and local scale (Aleksandrovskii Prospekt [ Alexander Avenue], Milyutinskaya Ulitsa
[Milyutin Street], Pushkinskaya Ulitsa [Pushkin Street]); with significant events
(Borodinskaya Ulitsa [Borodino Street]); with the geographical / topographical posi-
tion (Severnyi Bul'var [Northern Boulevard], Zavodskaya Ulitsa [Factory Street],
Kanavnaya Ulitsa [Ditch Street], Zagorodnaya Ulitsa [Out-of-Town Street],
Tyuremnyi Pereulok [Prison Lane], Lesnoi Pereulok [Forest Lane], Kichinskoe
Shosse [Kichino Highway]).

After the 1917 Revolution, new commemorative practices were to be created to
help legitimize the new regime. The names of city streets and squares should also
contribute to the formation of the cult of new heroes. To mark the two-year anniver-
sary of the overthrow of the tsarist government, the Cherepovets Provincial Executive
Committee decided to rename the streets of the city starting from March 12, 1919.
City objects changed their names as follows:

Voskresenskii Prospekt [Resurrection Avenue]| was renamed Sovetskii Prospekt
[Soviet Avenue]; Aleksandrovskii Prospekt [Alexander Avenue], was turned into
Lunacharskii Prospekt [Lunacharsky Avenue]; Pokrovskaya Ulitsa [Intercession
Street], into Ulitsa Zinov'eva [Zinov'ev Street|; Petrovskaya Ulitsa [Peter’s Street],
into Ulitsa Truda [Labour Street]; Milyutinskaya Ulitsa [Milyutin Street], into Ulitsa
Derevenskoi Bednoty [Poor Peasants’ Street]; Vioraya Pokrovskaya Ulitsa [Second
Intercession  Street], into Ulitsa R. Lyuksemburg [R.Luxemburg Street];
Blagoveshchenskaya Ulitsa [Annunciation Street], into Sotsialisticheskaya Ulitsa
[Socialist Street]; Dvoryanskaya Ulitsa [Nobility Street], into Proletarskaya Ulitsa
[Proletarian Street]; Istochnicheskaya Ulitsa [Spring Street], to Detskaya Ulitsa
[Children’s Street], Zavodskaya Ulitsa [Factory Street], into Ulitsa Volodarskogo
[Volodarsky  Street];  Fedos'evskaya  Ulitsa  [Theodosius  Street], into
Krasnoarmeiskaya Ulitsa [Red Army Street]; Korzhavskaya Ulitsa [Korzhavka
Street], into Ulitsa K. Marksa [K. Marx Street]; Sadovskaya Ulitsa [Garden Street],
into Uitsa Engel'sa [Engels Street]; Krestovskaya Ulitsa [Street of the Cross], into
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Ulitsa Lenina [Lenin Street]; Kaznacheiskaya Ulitsa [Treasury Street], into Ulitsa
Kommunistov [Communist Street]; Sergievskaya Ulitsa [Sergius Street], into Ulitsa
K. Libknekhta [K. Liebknecht Street]; Blagoveshchenskaya Ploshchad' [ Annunciation
Square], into Ploshchad' Internatsionala [The International Square]; Sobornaya
Ploshchad' [Cathedral Square], into Ploshchad' Revolyutsii [Revolution Square] (and
the cemetery of the Victims of the Revolution began to take shape in it); Severnyi
Bul'var [Northern Boulevard], into Ulitsa Zari Svobody [Dawn of Freedom Street];
Sobornyi Pereulok [Cathedral Lane], into Krasnyi Pereulok [Red Lane]; Tyuremnyi
Pereulok [Prison Lane], into Pereulok Diktatury [Dictatorship Lane].”> A characteris-
tic part of the renaming mechanism is the search for names with the opposite mean-
ing, when Nobility Street that was originally built up with the mansions of a few local
nobles turned into Proletarian Street, and Cathedral Lane that led to the cathedral and
Cathedral Square became Red Lane that led to Revolution Square with the cemetery
of the Victims of the Revolution in it. Another interesting feature is the desire to im-
print the names of the new heroes in the toponyms. In such a way, the streets named
after Lenin, K. Marx, Engels, R. Luxemburg and K. Liebknecht appeared. Notewor-
thy is the difference in spelling: the names of Lenin and Engels were used without
any initials while in three other cases the reference to the name was invariable.

The plan of Cherepovets of pre-industrial times (before the start of the metallur-
gical plant construction) shows a certain expansion of the urban space and the emer-
gence of new objects that captured the memory of different events: Pereulok
Khalturina [Khalturin Lane], Ulitsa Frunze [Frunze Street], Ulitsa Gor'kogo [Gorky
Street], Kooperativnyi Pereulok [Cooperative Lane], Ulitsa Dekabristov [Decem-
brists Street]. At the same time, the name given in honour of the hero, who did not
justify his reputation, disappeared: Ulitsa Zinov'eva [Zinov'ev Street] was renamed
Ulitsa Dzerzhinskogo [Dzerzhinsky Street] (Fig. 5).

In present-day, significantly expanded Cherepovets, most of the names in the old,
historical part of the city are preserved in their previous Soviet form. The hailstorm of
renaming in the 1990s did not affect the city, and at best there appeared street signs
with two names, the current and the former, for example, “Sovetskii Prospekt [Soviet
Avenue], the former Voskresenskii [Resurrection Avenue].” During the reconstruc-
tion of the city, connected with the construction of the first metallurgical plant and
the chemical enterprises later, the streets and lanes in the north-western and western
segments of the city disappeared (and so the names of Ulitsa Frunze [Frunze Street],
Borodinskaya Ulitsa [Borodino Street]|, Ulitsa Dekabristov [Decembrists Street], etc.
were gone), but the new names appeared to reflected the events of the recent past:
Ulitsa Yu. Gagarina [Yu. Gagarin Street], Ulitsa Komarova [Komarov Street], Ulitsa
Krasnodontsev [Krasnodontsy Street]|, Olimpiiskaya [Olympics Street], Prospekt
Pobedy [Victory Avenue], Bul'var Domenshchikov [Blast-Furnace Men Boulevard],
and the like. The name of Lyubetskaya Ulitsa [Lyubets Street] retains the memory of
the village of Lyubets (which once belonged to the landowners Vereshchagins) that
was flooded during the construction of Rybinsk Reservoir. A memorial plaque ap-
peared to commemorate Anna Demidova (1878—-1918), a chamber maid to the last
Empress Alexandra Feodorovna. This girl, a native of Cherepovets, was with the roy-
al family at the time of the execution and shared the tragic fate of her crowned mas-
ters. Obviously, A. Demidova hasn’t been thought of until recently. At the same time,
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the memorial plaques dedicated to the visits of the Bolshevik leaders
(A. Lunacharsky, N. Podvoisky) to Cherepovets are still be preserved. The city
demonstrates certain conservatism, preserving the old signs of memory and slowly
adding new evidence of spatial commemoration.

Let us draw some conclusions. The living matter of the city accepts the memory
of certain events of the past, filtering it. The names of streets, lanes and squares often
serve as forms of commemoration. Monuments, obelisks, stelae, commemorative
signs, tablets, and plaques are also a form of commemoration. The history of
Cherepovets shows how these forms changed in the city where it is not customary to
fight with memory, judging by the fact that almost all the names of the Soviet era
survived and the monument to Lenin still stands in the central Square of Metallur-
gists. However, even in this “sparing” Cherepovets version, commemoration under-
goes “corrosion”: there is no plaque on the monument to Lenin. The present-day resi-
dents of the city know who this monument is dedicated to, anyway. But will the city
dwellers of the future recognize him by sight?
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
