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Dear colleagues and dear friends,

I would like to introduce the new issue of Historia Provinciae — the Journal of
Regional History. The materials of this issue, in all their diversity, can serve as a
basis for further comprehension of historical space, of all those places, where
historical action takes place, or the action which attracts attention of a historian,
which, as you see, is not the same thing at all. Proceeding from the thesis that
historical space as such does not exist but is constructed by a historian depending on
the specific tasks of his/her research,' it is interesting to observe how our authors
coped with the task of defining the spatial framework of their storylines.

In the title of her article “Composition of the Archangelsk Governorate
officialdom in the first half of the 19" century,” Olesya A. Plekh, a researcher at the
Institute of Russian History of the Russian Academy of Sciences, set an inflexible
spatial framework. However, having analysed the composition of the officialdom
according to three main parameters (class origin, age, and level of education),
O. Plekh also provided comparative data for the Vologda and Olonets governorates.
It was necessary in order to represent the peculiarities of the development of the local
bureaucratic apparatus and personnel policy of the state in their entirety. Thus,
O. Plekh actually expanded the historical space of her research to the framework of
the significant region of Northern European Russia.

In their article “Private Initiative as a creative factor in transformation of Siberian
gold industry: the example of Siberian gold mining entrepreneur Yakov Frizer,” Irena
Vladimirsky, an Israeli researcher, a professor at Achva Academic College in Arugot,
and her colleague from St Petersburg Maria V. Krotova, a professor at St Petersburg
State University of Economics, focused on Transbaikalia because Ya. Friser used to
be the owner of most gold mines located in that part of the Russian Empire. Under
the leadership of Friser, exemplary enterprises using the latest technical innovations
were founded in the Barguzin taiga without any assistance from the state, roads were
laid, schools and churches were built, and the foundations for the future scientific
research of the resources of the region were laid. Describing the influence of Friser in
that region, the authors were forced to expand the scope of their research to the
territorial framework of the whole Siberia because only in doing so it was possible to

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assess the scale of the private initiative of the hero of their research. 1. Vladimirsky
and M. Krotova concluded that by the end of the 19" century, a special type of
entrepreneurs had formed in Siberia. Having accumulated considerable practical
experience, they had much better knowledge than the representatives of the state
authorities of what was necessary for the further development of the region. They
designed projects for its exploration, better organization, and economic growth. It
was this group of entrepreneurs that played a crucial role in the development of the
Siberian region, and due the scale of his activities, Yakov Friser stood out even
against their background.

Alexander V. Zhadan, a senior lecturer at Vladivostok branch of the Far Eastern
Law Institute of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia, turned his attention to
completely different aspects of the history of Siberia or, more precisely, to one its
parts, Khabarovsk Krai. In the author’s opinion, in the first post-war months of 1945,
the NKVD organs of Khabarovsk Krai needed not only to strengthen their traditional
activities in order to combat crime and protect law and order, but they also had to
organize work in a number of new areas since it was necessary to ensure the
integration of these new territories into the USSR, to organize work with Japanese
prisoners of war, and to carry out screening and filtration of repatriated citizens.
Thus, as the study proceeded, the historical space originally set by A. Zhadan
(Khabarovsk Krai) became wider, covering new territories which were included in
the area of influence of the USSR in the course of hostilities against the troops of
militaristic Japan.

The historical space looks quite pulsating in the article by Denis Tumakov, a
senior lecturer at Yaroslavl State Medical University. In his work “Radical Islamists
in the publications of the central press during the Dagestan campaign of 1999,” the
author was constantly forced to change the spatial framework due to the specific
nature of the topic. It includes Dagestan, the zone of invasion of Chechen militants,
the captured villages of the Botlikhsky, Tsumadinsky and Novolaksky raions and the
Kadar zone, Chechnya itself, the entire North Caucasus, and even Moscow from
where the correspondents of the central media arrived. From the local space, the
author moves to the level of the region, the North Caucasus, then to the level of the
country as a whole, and then returns to the problems of local communities again.

Ekaterina A. Smirnova, a librarian of the Russian National Library (St
Petersburg), defined the special framework of her work in the most precise way. Her
article is dedicated specifically to the organization and activities of the professorial
court of higher education institutions of St Petersburg at the beginning of the 20"
century. Disciplinary violations committed by students, which extremely worried the
government in the context of growing tensions in society, were supposed to be
considered within the corporation, and according to the idea of the authorities, the
professorial court established in 1902 was supposed to exert moral influence on
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students. Since the court was established to consider violations which occurred inside
the buildings of higher education institutions, the territorial scope of this study was
narrowed to the limits of the education institutions of the capital. Among these
institutions are St Petersburg University, the Women’s Medical Institute, and the
Technological and Polytechnic Institutes. However, the geography of the historical
space constructed by the author turned out to be much wider. E. Smirnova correlated
the behaviour of St Petersburg professors who did not want to participate in the
activities of the court with the position of the professors of the Higher Women’s
Courses in Kiev. Moreover, the consideration of the case related to the protest letter
written by St Petersburg students to King of Spain Alfonso XIII lent a global context
to the study on the internal Russian topic.

The similar narrow framework of historical space is also assumed in the article by
Svetlana I. Vakhmistrova, an associate professor at St Petersburg University of State
Fire Service of EMERCOM of Russia In her work “S. Mamontov and
V. Telyakovsky as two fields of attraction in the fate of F. Chaliapin and the Russian
opera theater”. The author turned her attention to F. Chaliapin and convincingly
showed that, taking into account all his musical, vocal, artistic talent, independence
and scale of creative thinking reflected in the artistic depth of the stage images he
created, Chaliapin was able to successfully begin his opera career because of the
support of two charismatic organizers of theatrical business, S. Mamontov and
V. Telyakovsky. Each in his own way and not without certain costs of this
competition for the opportunity to attract the genius of Chaliapin to their side, both of
them were able to see, evaluate, support, develop, and direct the outstanding talent of
the singer. ‘The struggle for Chaliapin’s talent’ is shown by Svetlana Vakhmistrova
against the background of the opera art of Moscow at the turn of the 19™ and 20"
centuries. Thus, the disparity between the truly universal scale of Chaliapin’s genius
and the narrowness of space both of Mamontov’s Private Opera and of the Imperial
Theaters of that time becomes obvious and makes understandable the future spatial
‘breakthrough’ of Diaghilev’s Parisian seasons.

On the contrary, in the letters of the well-known Tver local history scholar
I. Ivanov, addressed to the head of St Petersburg school of historians S. Platonov in
1923-24, space looks deliberately compressed and reduced to the limits of a walking
distance. Prepared for publication by Viktor V. Mitrofanov, professor at the
University under the Inter-Parliamentary Assembly of EurAsEC (St Petersburg),
these letters allow us to reconstruct in detail the way of life of an intellectual who
became a rural man trying to live an inconspicuous life in the countryside for safety
reasons after 1918. Far from the city, where the best years of his life had passed, far
from the families of relatives and friends, I. Ivanov allowed himself to recall his
previous service, travels and impressions only in letters to a highly respected friend
(and even in this case, these letters were sent not by post but personally, using
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opening opportunities and help of faithful acquaintances). Thus, he mentally pulled
himself out of those spatial restrictions that he had to impose on himself in the
conditions of Soviet reality that were hostile to him. Reflection of I. Ivanov vividly
illustrates the transformation of the space of his memories into a compressed and
prosaic layer of space in his reality of that period.

Therefore, all the articles of the first issue of the journal Historia Provinciae — the
Journal of Regional History in 2021, united under the common topic ‘“Personalities,
groups, communities, institutions and corporations in local and regional dimensions,”
are waiting for their readers. May you all have exceptionally interesting meetings in
the space of history!
