Abstract. The paper considers the process of forming political authority during the 1917
Russian Revolution on the example of anarchist Shlioma Asnin. The importance of belonging to a
subculture for building a political figure’s image and an enemy image is demonstrated. Various
options of participation in a revolutionary subculture are considered, and mutual influence between
common-criminal and revolutionary subcultures is described. Hard labor created “counter-mores”
shared by both groups of criminals but social capital accumulated within political-prison subculture
could not necessarily be translated into political authority at liberty. In Asnin’s case, perception of
him as a revolutionary was undermined by a tattoo discovered on his body, the tattoo being linked
to his common-criminal past before his “conversion” into a convinced anarchist. A revolutionary’s
image was “assembled” from the elements some of which made the person unacceptable for society
in general. Pathologization of opponents, in part due to subcultural identity, made political dialogue
more difficult and increased the probability of violence. Methods of sociology of deviance were
employed as the paper’s analytical apparatus.

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Introduction

Personal authority was an important source of political power during the Russian
Revolution of 1917. A “revolutionary” biography, experience of political persecution,
an ability to create an image resonating with the expectations of the revolutionary so-
ciety, elocutionary talent, and charisma allowed influencing the society.! Russian so-
ciety of the early 20" century was not monolithic, splintering into a number of estates
and social groups. Additionally, a number of subcultures existed within Russia-wide
culture. Boris Kolonitskii, a historian, noted the existence of a revolutionary under-
ground subculture in early 20" century Russia. This “peculiar political counter-
system” was linked primarily to the subcultures of the Russian intelligentsia,
including the so-called “workers’ intelligentsia.”” After the February Revolution, the
traditions of the revolutionary underground defined the country’s political culture and
its heroes became Russia’s heroes.

What turned a person into a revolutionary in 1917 and what gave him or her polit-
ical authority? How was the image of a revolutionary formed and what could destroy
it? We shall discuss this using the example of the anarchist Shlioma Asnin. During
the summer of 1917, he briefly turned into a symbol of the anti-government move-
ment, a protagonist of a huge number of negative publications in the press, and simul-
taneously the focus of political mobilization in the working-class districts of the Rus-
sian capital. In mid-1917, Petrograd anarchist movement significantly impacted na-
tional political situation. According to researchers, Petrograd anarchists played a key
role in the events known as the “June” and the “July” political crises.” Nevertheless,
we know relatively little about this movement and its participants, about the process
of creation of its heroes. Consulting the materials of the anarchist movement would
allow better understanding of the nature of authority in the revolutionary period.

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Asnin was the only known fatality of the June events. He died on the night of
June 18 to 19* when government troops were storming a villa in Petrograd’s
Poliustrovskaya Embankment known as the Durnovo dacha. Sources and research
papers give different information regarding the victim’s name (referred to as Sh.,
S. or N. Asnin, Asin or Astin’), the cause of his death (gunshot or bayonet wound)
and its circumstances (suicide, accident, murder), his social status (workman, sailor,
professional criminal, political activist).® Asnin’s death provoked major strikes and
protests in the capital and extensive controversy in the press as well; literary
dignitaries such as Maxim Gorky’ and Leonid Andreyev commented on his posthu-
mous fate. The historian Vladimir Ginev noted that the ‘“carnage at the Durnovo
dacha” was among the factors that provoked a marked aggravation in the capital in
late June which could have provoked a spontaneous armed insurrection.®

The Durnovo dacha, which belonged to Aide-de-camp General P. Durnovo, a
member of the State Council, was turned into an organizational center of the anar-
chist movement in mid-April 1917, when Petrograd anarchist-communists occupied
part of the building.” They held meetings and rallies, painted banners, collected
weapons, organized demonstrations and armed actions.

After the 18 June political demonstration ended, a group of anarchists and their
supporters, some of whom were armed, demanded that the administration of Petro-
grad’s Single-Cell Prison (Kresty) released the founder of the newspaper Okopnaya
Pravda [Truth of the Trenches] Flavian Khaustov. A total of seven arrestees were re-
leased, and the anarchists brought them to the Durnovo dacha. The Provisional
Government held an emergency meeting and unanimously decided to act “without
balking at the use of force.”'” Around 4 a.m. on the night of June 18 to 19, the
Durnovo dacha was surrounded by the government troops. Anarchists refused to sur-
render the prisoners they had set free and to clear the premises, and soldiers and

101 jberation of Prisoners by Anarchists” [in Russian], Delo naroda, June 20, 1917.
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Cossacks started breaking open the doors. Anarchist-communist Anatolii
Zheleznyakov, a sailor of the Kronstadt Engine School, threw several bombs at them,
none of which exploded. The historian Dmitrii Rublev argued that the anarchists did
not want to risk serious confrontation with the soldiers, and the hand-grenades
without a fuse could hold them off for some time. One of the shots by the attacking
forces fatally wounded Asnin, who stood with his back to the door on the other side
of the room being stormed. After the shot was fired, soldiers and Cossacks entered
the building and arrested about 60 people they found there; no further resistance was
offered.

There were certain political consequences of the incident: on June 19, several
large factories in Vyborgskaya Storona, a neighborhood in Petrograd, went on strike
to protest against government repression. Anarchists were calling for an insurrection
against the Provisional Government. Actions of the authorities, and Asnin’s death in
particular, provoked massive indignation, judging by the speeches of the representa-
tives of Petrograd factories at the All-Russian Soviet Congress.'' The facts about the
events are pretty well-known. But the outline of events is not the only thing creating a
biography, particularly a revolutionary one."?

Main body

It can be said that the most significant political events connected with Shlioma
Aronov Asnin occurred after his death. He was the son of a Kiev teacher, a
commoner (meshchanin) by estate from the shtetl of Ignatovka, Kiev Uyezd, Kiev
Governorate (now the village of Hnativka in Kiev Region), born in 1884 or 1885. He
appears to have used the name Sima or Simkha in everyday life."”> When he was still a
teenager, Asnin attracted the attention of judicial authorities. The Kiev district court
sentenced him to 15 months of imprisonment for his first burglary in 1900. In 1903,
1905 and 1907 three more burglary sentences followed, and in 1909 the Kiev military
district court and the Kiev district court sentenced Asnin to eight and nine years of
hard labor for acts of robbery with violence respectively, with sentences to be served

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cumulatively.'* In 1903 Asnin was listed as a locksmith,"” so Paul Avrich, a historian
of anarchism, had reason to call him a workman — though at a stretch.'® Asnin spent
nearly all of his adult life in prison. We hardly have any sources on his life at liberty.
A pamphlet published in Shlisselburg after Asnin’s death said:

There are many reasons making people either political or common criminals. There were
such reasons in Asnin’s life, too. He was orphaned, his mother died, his father took a step-
mother, and the rest is clear for every simple mind."’

It should be noted that Asnin was sentenced not only for crimes against property
but also for a state crime, lése-majesté. When he was being transferred to a dark dis-
ciplinary cell of the Kiev Correctional Prison Department on April 30, 1903,

arrestee Asnin started to swear, saying among other things, “I f...ck you, I f...ck THE

TSAR, I f...ck GOD, I f...ck the authorities and all of the SOVEREIGN’S FAMILY for

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Under articles 246 and 248 of the Code of Punishments, the recidivist who was
serving his second prison term for burglary was facing up to eight years of hard labor
for this swearing. After lengthy correspondence, the one-month administrative arrest
that the prosecutor’s office proposed for Asnin, inculpated of “pronouncing offensive
words regarding THE PERSON OF HIS MAJESTY THE EMPEROR and HIS Most
August Family,” was replaced with seven days of prison disciplinary cell, as that
could be combined with keeping him under guard." Swearing addressed to crown
wearers in the last years of the Russian Empire was a relatively trivial crime and was
not necessarily evidence of revolutionary sentiments.*’

However, this episode showed what gave Asnin the authority in the eyes of many
other inmates, namely his preparedness to stand up to prison administrators, which
was also noted by political prisoners who knew him at the Shlisselburg Hard-Labor
Prison. In 1910 Asnin was transferred to Shlisselburg, where the imprisonment re-
gime was the harshest in the Russian Empire. After the amnesty marking the 300"
anniversary of the Romanov Dynasty in 1913, Shlisselburg Hard-Labor Prison ad-
ministration tightened the regime and started to force the inmates of cell block no. 4
to stand up and listen to prayers in the standing position while the church choir was
singing. Asnin was one of the four prisoners who refused outright to stand up for
prayer and were punished with 30 days in disciplinary cell. Prison governor Wilhelm
Simberg, who, according to Veniamin Simonovich, an anarchist prisoner, bore “a
particular grudge” against Asnin, placed him (unlike other participants of the protest)
in cell block no. 4 again. Asnin did not stand up for prayer once again and once again
did he go to the disciplinary cell; yet despite ill health, “not only did he survive the
disciplinary cell but walked out and even was capable of reaching the ‘contagious’
ward by himself,”*' i.e. a compartment for prisoners who could be a bad influence on
others. A hard-labor prisoner, socialist-revolutionary Vasilii Goncharov noted that
Asnin fell ill with tuberculosis in Shlisselburg yet he had the largest number of days
spent in the disciplinary cell (247 days over six and a half years).”> Menshevik Ivan
Voronitsyn, who served his hard-labor term for participation in the 1905 Sevastopol
uprising in Shlisselburg, acknowledged Asnin’s fighting qualities:

Such intransigence had obviously contributed to the growth of his social capital®*
within the hard-labor prisoner subculture, which was shared both by political and by
common criminals.

Goncharov, who was punctilious about compliance with “revolutionary ethics” in
prison,” wrote that the best example of positive influence exerted by political prison-
ers on common-criminal ones was the “rebirth” of Asnin:

He had completely renounced his past under the influence of anarchist Sandomirskii*® and
started a new life. In all of eight years of Shlisselburg hard labor, Asnin did not display
even a single smallest streak of his common-criminal past. Under the influence of
Sandomirskii he was most of all ashamed of his past, was sore about it. Due to that, he
learned comradely relations, never breached them and pursued them much better than other
political prisoners.”’

Asnin’s close Shlisselburg friend, anarchist Timofei Fomichev, also noted his ad-
herence to the ethical norms of political prison:

the converted Asnin.*®

Voronitsyn was more skeptical and considered Asnin “a colorful figure” of the
type of semi-criminal, semi-political prisoner:

In new political circumstances and in new prison environment the qualities which in the
days of yore would combine to form a peculiar figure of a rover who would cross the
stormy Baikal Lake in an omul-fish barrel and assert his inimitable personality in a series
of daring crimes, were now transformed into an accomplished type of an eternal anarchist
and rebel, brave but criminal.”’

In Shlisselburg, political prisoners knew Asnin as a self-taught poet. In jail he
threw himself into self-education, and tried to conduct a sociological study to predict
the character of the coming Russian revolution using data from the questionnaires
filled out by fellow prisoners.’® Such “conversions” of common-criminal prisoners
under the influence of propaganda prisoners into revolutionaries were not common
but they did occur. In most cases, common-criminal and political inmates in the
prisons of the Russian Empire kept apart and maintained a degree of mutual
hostility.”’ The inmates of the two categories at the Shlisselburg Hard-Labor Prison,
however, often maintained comradely relations and solidarized in their opposition to
the administration. Getting the status of a criminal and corresponding treatment are
not necessarily connected to what a person has committed, as a sociologist Howard S.
Becker noted.*” Likewise, the status of a “political” — as Asnin’s case demonstrates —
could be obtained due to the behavior amongst other inmates in prison but not due to
the actions for which the hard-labor sentence was pronounced.

Photographs made in March 1917 shortly after the liberation show that
Shlisselburg’s political prisoners considered him one of their own. Asnin was photo-
graphed as a member of militia (druzhina) including Shlisselburg Gunpowder Works’
workers and former hard-labor prisoners.””

Likhtenshtadt was one of the informal leaders of
Shlisselburg’s political prisoners and his membership in the revolutionary subculture
was not challenged by anyone.’® Shavishvili’s revolutionary record was also
considered sufficient to grant him membership in the All-Union Society of Former
Political Prisoners and Exiles, which he kept until the organization was disbanded in
1935.% On the society’s request, the family of Malashkin, who died in 1920 after an
arrest by the counter-intelligence of the Whites, was also receiving a pension.*’ After
his release from prison, for about three months Asnin worked as an aide to the
Shlisselburg Gunpowder Works’ factory militia chief.*' In the post-February period
such a post required revolutionary loyalty rather than special policing skills, thus a
hard-labor prisoner who had been liberated from the Shlisselburg fortress “by the will
of the people in uprising” was quite suitable.

By June, Asnin had moved to Petrograd where he contributed to propaganda of
anarchism amongst the Vyborgskaya Storona workers. He was making speeches in
the Durnovo dacha garden, but, according to militiaman Semen Tret'yakov, not as
frequently as another ex-Shlisselburg inmate, anarchist Pavel Kolobushkin.** Asnin
also addressed a rally in Kronstadt on June 8 or 9, where he tried to mobilize support
of the crowd for an anti-government demonstration scheduled for June 10. Ivan
Flerovskii, one of the Kronstadt Bolshevik leaders, gave Asnin the following descrip-
tion:

Asnin was extremely picturesque on the rostrum. A long black coat, a soft, wide-brimmed
hat, his black blouse hanging loose, high hunting boots, a brace of revolvers in his belt,
and, in his hand, a swinging rifle on which he leaned. I don’t remember the face, only a

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black spade beard stuck in my memory. A carbonari, a conspirator... Even the mass
. 4
calmed down on seeing such a spectacular and uncommon figure.*’

According to Flerovskii,

the splendid specimen of the Durnovo dacha dwellers turned up to be a tongue-tied, worth-
less speaker.**

So the Kronstadt sailors, soldiers and workers did not support his call to join the
demonstration in Petrograd. Asnin appears even more swashbuckling but charismatic
in fictionalized memoirs by the ex-member of the Bolshevik military organization
Aleksandr Tarasov-Rodionov:

“Co-o0-omrades!” some shaggy citizen in a wide-brimmed felt hat was already booming
from it [the rostrum in Kronstadt’s Anchor Square]. Brown-skinned chest with black curly
hair, shining in the sun, was showing through the wide-open collar of his bright-red shirt.

“Co-o-omrades!” he shouted, anxiously holding on to the flaps of his picturesque black
coat with thin hands. “We anarchists are calling on you: rise up before it’s too late! To hell
with the Provisional Government! To hell with the Soviets! To hell with any kind of
authorities! . . .”

“So what do you propose?”” a worker who stood at some distance called him hesitatingly.

“An uprising!” Asnin flapped his coat. “An immediate toppling of all bourgeoisie!”

And the crowd broke into a rapturous applause.45

The discrepancy in the descriptions of the same episode may be explained by the
fact that Tarasov-Rodionov toed the party line in 1917 not as well as Flerovskii did,
thus possibly he did not adhere to it in his memoirs either.*® Soviet historians of anar-
chism, however, always cited Flerovskii because his text was quite orthodox and pre-
sented the anarchists as confused and despicable, just accidental fellow travellers of
the Bolsheviks.*’

Several days later Asnin, now deceased, had neither a black coat nor a red shirt
on.

Prosecutor’s office claimed that after Asnin was liberated from prison, he started
wearing sailor’s uniform without any legitimate cause and spoke at a rally in such a
costume, “agitating with much passion against the Provisional Government.”*’ But in
Kronstadt, where that could have been most advantageous, Asnin did not try to pass
himself for a sailor. Both known descriptions of his speech in Yakornaya ploshchad'
[Anchor Square] seem to have more in common with the cartoons depicting anar-
chists in the Petrograd press. A black coat, a hat, curly hair in an open red shirt,
something in the style of Italian brigands as depicted in cheap detective books, — that
was the most common 1image of anarchists in Russian popular culture.

During the examination of Asnin’s body in the autopsy room of the Military
Medical Academy his tattoos also became known:

On the central surface of the right forearm there is a tattooed figure of dark-blue color de-
picting a naked woman, and by her legs there are two letters, M and B, and on the right
side, the name Marfusha. On the central surface of the left forearm there is also a sign of
tattoo depicting an anchor and a heart pierced by an arrow. On the back, on its right half,
there is a figure of a tattoo depicting a penis with a part of scrotum, 11 centimeters long
and 5 centimeters wide; below this figure, right under the right shoulder-blade, there is a
large tattoo of the word k#... in cursive.”

Colonel Boris Nikitin, the head of the Petrograd Military District’s counterintelli-
gence service, wrote that the discovery of Asnin’s tattoos was a great help to the
government forces in justifying the raid on the Durnovo dacha. Minister of Justice
Pavel Pereverzev ordered to take photographs of the corpse and presented them to the
Soviet as evidence of anarchists’ connections with common criminals.”’ The extant
protocols of the Petrograd Soviet do not contain any direct mentions of these photo-
graphs but the postmortem examination results appear to have been discussed during

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the general assembly on June 20.”* Flerovskii credited Asnin’s posthumous notoriety
to the tattoo discovered on his body, on the occasion of which “the yellow concilia-
tor’ press made a savage dance.”” For instance, according to a columnist of the
Petrogradskaya Gazeta [Petrograd Newspaper], tattooing was so widespread
amongst seasoned criminals that “that fact alone could serve as Asnin’s testimo-
nial.”>* The historian Tsuyoshi Hasegawa even claimed that Asnin’s tattooed body
was displayed to the public’ although his tattoos became known to the public only
after the postmortem examination results had been disclosed. The violence was now
justified because there was something its victim could be blamed for. It also helped
discredit the anarchist movement in general because their opponents had obtained ev-
idence of the anarchists’ links to the common-criminal subculture even before
Asnin’s conviction sheet was produced.

The newspaper Rech [Speech], the central publication of the liberal Party of Peo-
ple’s Freedom (Kadets), could seldom use such dashing material in its political com-
mentary:

The professors who conducted the autopsy were very interested in the tattoo. According to
them, pictures of this sort on the body are very widespread amongst jail dwellers, and are
an evidence of obscene sexual perversions.”®

Columnist Vladimir Bogoraz-Tan, who held moderate socialist views, also used
postmortem results which indicated that “an organ of human body with a correspon-
ding inscription was found tattooed” on Asnin’s back in order to question the justifi-
cation of the protests provoked by his death:

Around this body, a guard of honor was on duty all night, inflammatory speeches were be-
ing made, excited people were preparing to “rip out the guts” of the burzhui.”’

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When describing his elation at the arrival of the Finnish White Guard troops to
his mansion in May 1918, the writer Leonid Andreyev mentioned Asnin’s posthu-
mous photograph as a contrasting example of disorder and horror brought by the rev-
olution:

On the Nevsky Prospekt I once saw. . . anarchists marching with a banner saying “Death to
the burzhui,” they were preparing for the stupidest and absolutely reckless funeral of Asin
[sic], that very brigand and ignoble dullard on whose back it was brusquely tattooed k#...
Later I saw his photograph and experienced human horror from the sight of this godless,
dull and ignoble back of the head.’®

Even the Bolshevik daily Pravda, which studiedly ignored most of the events re-
lated to Asnin’s death, ran a front-page notice with strong recommendation for party
members and sympathizers to refrain from participation in his funeral on June 24.”
By that time, as the Rech remarked with some satisfaction, the interest in the arrest of
the anarchists and in Asnin’s death had largely subsided, in part due to the publica-
tion of the results of postmortem examination of the body in the papers.®® David
Aizman, a writer, noted sarcastically:

No one wants to believe in Asnin’s idealism! . .. The legend has faded away. The dream
has died. The illusion has perished. And only one naked fact has remained: the tattoo.

So it always goes: the make-up gets wiped off the face entirely and without a trace. But the
tattoo is preserved on the back forever.'

Thus Asnin’s positive revolutionary reputation which had been formed inside the
revolutionary prison subculture was not persuasive enough for the society as a whole.
Fear of crime made any other way of “assembling” the image impossible, and an al-
ternative descriptive language, unreadable. The contrasting evaluation was registered
by a former Shlisselburg inmate Fomichev in the poem “The Dying Criminal” dedi-
cated to Asnin:

And so the end has come... death is over the shoulder already...
Farewell, you vicious world!.. By you I’'m scorned: a thief!

But you must know as well: the centuries will judge

How just is your severe verdict...*”

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In Shlisselburg, as the fellow prisoner Voronitsyn noted, Asnin was embarrassed
to show his “shameless” tattoo. He always chastely covered this sign of his common-
criminal past “with a towel when going to the washing house, only allowing a few
close friends to have a look at the ‘picture’ in a quiet corner.”®® Fomichev did not
deem these “childhood sins” deserving particular attention at all:

A person that did time and tried to get to know all prison inmates better, without making a
distinction between common and political criminals, would not fear tattoos or personal
background: what matters is not what a person used to be, but what he is like now.**

Such optimistic beliefs regarding people’s ability to change under the influence of
changing social conditions were widespread in 1917.%

Asnin’s acquaintances linked the origins of his infamous tattoo to the “common-
criminal” period of his life but did not offer any semiotic explanations. Mikhail
Gernet, a criminologist, noted that before the 1917 Revolution, scientific data
regarding tattoo among Russian prisoners were not collected®® so the literature can
provide, at best, approximate explanations of this practice. Among the motives for
getting tattooed which Odessa inmates named during a 1920s study, psychiatrist
Yakov Kogan highlighted idleness and boredom, thoughtlessness, and imitation as
most common. Occasions when people were tattooed “against the will of the person
being tattooed” were relatively rare, but in this case the person usually could select
the picture.®’ Tattoos on the back were extremely rare, which was explained, among
other things, by the fact that sometimes the tattooists could tattoo “a picture (most
frequently pornographic) undesirable for the subject.”®® Kogan noted that “porno-
graphic inscriptions” occurred infrequently but pictures of erotic character, on the
contrary, were quite common.”” Apparently, the tattoo of a naked woman with the
name Marfusha on Asnin’s forearm can be placed in this category. “Cynical” tattoos

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were very rarely found on the inmates who were examined by Moscow criminolo-
gists in 1924.”° In most cases, the owners of the tattoos who were examined in the
1920s told criminologists about feeling regret, often caused by perception of the tat-
too as a sign of belonging to the criminal world, and only rarely about being proud of
their tattoos (usually when those were evidence of marine service).”' Tattoos were as-
sociated with crime not only in the USSR: Albrecht “Ali” Hohler, a member of the
Red Front Fighters Association and SA Sturmfiihrer Horst Wessel’s assassin, was
perceived by his contemporaries as a common criminal largely thanks to his
numerous tattoos.”> Since the owners rarely attached any importance to the contents
of their tattoos, Mikhail Gernet concluded that “the contents of pictures or inscrip-
tions in tattoos do not provide any valuable material for the description of the persons
who have these tattoos.”” But an assumption can be made regarding the intentions.

Soviet prisoners’ tattoos “displayed a dark (and vulgar) humor alien to official
culture,” Miriam Dobson, a historian, observed.” Tattoos could well have been used
to declare alienation from the state in the pre-revolutionary period as well. The ac-
tions of an inmate in the so-called total institutions (such as prisons, psychiatric asy-
lums or army barracks), can amount to “attempting to stand apart from the place ac-
corded him,” which sometimes leads, according to the sociologist Erving Goffman, to
pretty bizarre forms of alienation. Offensive tattoos obviously could be one of such
methods for demonstrating personal autonomy and selthood, construction of an es-
cape world to replace prison. Disobedience, including covert disobedience, can
demonstrate alienation from the institution or give meaning to being inside one.”
Apparently, the tattoo on Asnin’s back was quite an idiosyncratic work. It is even
possible that he was not the one responsible for the choice of the picture. But his
criminal past was unlikely to remain hidden even if his tattoos could have been kept a
secret.

Conclusion

Increased interest in Asnin’s tattoo was caused not only by its sensational charac-
ter but also by the fact that it made the discussion of anarchists’ political positions
superfluous. As the psychiatrist Thomas S. Szasz noted, deviancy, criminality or un-
desired political views are often treated as evidence of mental illness although the
causes of unacceptable behavior can be quite rational. If a person is treated as an
equal, disagreements or fights are possible, but relations of inferiority make a person
crazy to the opponent.’® That, of course, also applies to the revolutionary subculture.
For instance, the historian Nadezda Petrusenko showed that for many Russian con-
servatives the simplest explanation of women’s participation in terrorist activities of
the Socialist Revolutionary Party was to declare them to be mad.”” But pathologizing
the opponents not only made understanding their actions harder but also precluded
any way of settling disagreements other than violence.

Revolutionism can be considered a type of deviant behavior, as the historian
Konstantin Morozov observed.”® All social groups have an understanding of right and
wrong actions and enforcement of certain rules. Yet a person can break the rules of
one group just by adhering to the rules of the other, and the behavior which flouts
conventional social norms can be admired within a subculture. Thus, as a sociologist
Howard S. Becker demonstrated, social groups create deviation by developing their
own rules.” Adhering to the rules of the Russian revolutionary subculture, as well as
to the norms of common-criminal community, usually led to a conflict with the laws
of the Russian Empire and thus created experiences shared by the two groups of in-
mates. Goffman noted that in the process he termed fraternalization, “socially distant
persons find themselves developing mutual support and common counter-mores in
opposition to a system that has forced them into intimacy and into a single,
equalitarian community of fate.”®® Shared hostility to the outside world was clearly
observed in prison.

But such bonding occurred outside of prisons as well. Boris Kolonitskii points out
fuzzy boundaries between groups of revolutionaries and “common” criminals who
under certain circumstances — for instance, during the February Uprising — could act
“in a similar manner and in solidarity” within the framework of shared cultural code

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of behavior, being familiar with the tradition of political and social protest.”’ In the
early 20" century revolutionary subculture, anarchist subculture in particular, had
significant similarities with the subculture of urban lower classes, proletariat and
lumpen-proletariat, in which law-breaking was not always seen as something objec-
tionable.” Revolutionary subculture itself was not monolithic either, and the under-
standing of the right revolutionary behavior by Minister of Justice Pereverzev, a
popular socialist, was rather different from what the Durnovo dacha anarchists
deemed necessary.

Radical political movements may delineate standards for their members not only
as members but also as human beings: certain (e.g. Spartan) standards of welfare,
pervasive common values. What Goffman termed organizational conceptions of man
includes “all that he may be” from the point of view of the organization.® Petrusenko
notes that the behavior of revolutionary heroes and heroines prior to their “conver-
sion” had to conform to the ethical norms of the Russian revolutionary under-
ground.* Such mechanisms made it difficult, though not impossible, for people with
problematic past to join the revolutionary subculture.

Asnin derived the political authority sufficient for participation in the anarchist
activities and for turning into a martyr and a hero after his death not from his elocu-
tionary or literary talents, most likely not from his organizational or combat skills
either, but from the political hard-labor subculture. Revolutionary subculture dictated
to its participants “lifestyle, and forms of leisure, and range of books to read, and be-
havioral norms, . . . and even personal appearance.”® Russian revolutionary subcul-
ture was formed by the intelligentsia, but the boundaries of intelligentsia as a group
were often rather blurred, and relations of radicalized intelligenty [members of intel-
ligentsia] with the law were frequently rather tense.*® Would it be too much of a

gent? The rapid growth of the revolutionary movement in the early 20" century
brought representatives of very different layers of Russian society into contact with
the revolutionary underground subculture. Penitentiary system was the main point of
contact between revolutionary and common-criminal subcultures.®” It changed both
the revolutionaries and the inmates sentenced for common crimes.
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
