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Regional Demographic History of Shaanxi Province from the Founding
of the People’s Republic of China to the Beginning
of the Cultural Revolution (1949-1966)

Abstract. The article is devoted to the consideration of events in the regional demographic history
of the Chinese northwestern province of Shaanxi in the period between 1949 and 1966. The author
uses historical and genetic research methods, which made it possible to identify cause-and-effect
relationships and patterns of regional transformations in Shaanxi Province and demographic
changes in this territory. The statistical method, also used by the author, contributed to the
consideration of quantitative characteristics of the regional and demographic history of Shaanxi.
The article identifies the conditions for the formation of one of the largest textile industrial bases of
China in the Shaanxi Province. It emphasizes the role of machine-building in the evolution of the
regional industrial sector of the province, shows the dynamics of agricultural production in Shaanxi,
and identifies the problems in the agricultural sector. The author considers positive demographic
changes in the province, among which are increased birth rates and decreased mortality rates,
growth of population in general, and an influx of internal migrants from other Chinese regions into
the province. The history of regional and demographic development of Shaanxi from 1949 to 1966
represents a series of events that led to the formation of a large industrial and agricultural base of
Inner China in the conditions of acquiring the first experience of building a planned economy,
innovative leap-like achievement of industrialization growth, and the formation of prerequisites for
the transition to the policy of the Cultural Revolution.

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Introduction

At the moment, Russian researchers demonstrate an increased interest in the
evolution and current state of various spheres of life in the People’s Republic of
China (PRC). This is dictated by today’s Russian-Chinese cooperation, expanding
every year at the interstate and interregional levels. A special place is given to the
study of the history of Chinese civilization in general, as well as the regional history
of China in particular. The scientific community tries to consider various modern
trends, vectors, and problems of the Chinese state from the perspective of searching
for causes, determining the origins, and highlighting the preconditions. The study of
China in the entirety of temporal changes undoubtedly underlies any research
dedicated to this state. However, the cultural, territorial, and ethno-social diversity of
China attributes high importance to the factor of regional specificity. Consideration
of the modern history of China’s regional development allows us to identify the
peculiarities of certain processes in the historical retrospect of the unique conditions
of the main Chinese regions — Northeastern, Eastern, Western, and Central China.

One of the most pressing contemporary problems of the Chinese state is the
demographic problem. It reveals itself in the decline in the growth rate of the Chinese
population, decreased birth rates, and increased number of elderly citizens. The
manifestation of this problem has its specificity in different Chinese regions." Shaanxi
Province is one of the country’s northwestern provinces included in the regional
development plans of Western China. This province has not seen an obvious decline
in population in recent years. Its demographic evolution, however, faces a slowdown
in the growth rate of its population. The study of the demographic evolution of this
province in the context of China’s regional socio-economic transformation in the
early years of the founding of the PRC and the implementation of the five-year plans
from 1949 to 1966 constitutes a separate area of research in Chinese regional history.
The period under consideration was characterized by the implementation of the
Strategy of Regional Equalizing and Balanced Development ([X 323447 % & ik mg).>
Spatial transformations were oriented towards the goals and objectives of building a
highly centralized system of planned economy and towards the formation of regions
with developed heavy industry.® Under the construction of the regional equilibrium

system between 1949 and 1966, Shaanxi Province was focused on developing a
textile and machinery industrial base and establishing a major center of agricultural
production in the PRC.*

The regional and demographic history of Shaanxi Province is the history of the
implementation of planned industrial projects, population growth in China’s inner
territories, and the adaptation of highly qualified specialists from the eastern regions
to the conditions in Shaanxi Province. In Chinese historiography, the issues of
regional development of the territories of Inner China within the framework of the
formation of industrial base are a major topic in the study of the history of the
country’s northwestern provinces. The works by Chinese historians Zhu Xiaojuan,
Yue Lung, and Cao Jianan, specialists in the evolution of the old north-western
industrial base, acquaint the reader with the features of regional economic
development of Shaanxi Province in the period between 1949 and 1966.° The history
of agricultural production in the northwestern provinces of China is reflected in the
works by Dan Yu and Nie Feng.® The main events of the modern history of Shaanxi
Province have been analyzed by Chinese scholars Huang Liuzhu, Xu Ye, Hong Wei,
Zhou Zhenliu, Wang Yumei, and Zou Tiantian.” In the domestic historiography, some
aspects of the economic history of Shaanxi Province in the framework of the
development of Soviet-Chinese relations are touched upon in the works by
S. Bulgakov and V. Smirnov.? The purpose of this article is to examine the history of

This article uses the main historical sources to characterize the regional
development of China’s northwestern Shaanxi Province in the period between 1949
and 1966. Among these sources are the annual reports on the work of the Chinese
government; materials of the PRC population census for 1953 and 1964; five-year
plans of national and economic construction (1953-57, 1958-62); archival regional
chronicles of Shaanxi Province. Historical genetic method was used as the main
research method in the preparation of the article, which made it possible to identify
cause-and-effect relations and regularities of regional transformations in Shaanxi
Province and demographic changes in its territory. The use of statistical method
contributed to the consideration of quantitative features of regional demographic
history of Shaanxi.

Formation of a regional industrial and agricultural base in Shaanxi Province.
Shaanxi Province is a northwestern province of Inner China with Xi'an as its capital.
This province occupies a central place in the history of China, for it was in this
territory that the main historical events in the formation and development of Chinese
civilization took place in ancient times. Shaanxi Province’s modern evolution is also
rich in specific manifestations.® In the regional history of Shaanxi Province from the
founding of the PRC to the beginning of the Cultural Revolution, two periods are
clearly distinguished: the first period lasted from 1949 to 1957, and the second
period, from 1958 to 1966.

The period from 1949 to 1957 was the time of comprehensive construction of the
Shaanxi provincial national economic complex with a predominantly agrarian
structure and the gradual growth of industrial facilities throughout the territory of the
province. The demographic development of the province during that period was
characterized by increased birth rates and decreased mortality rates. That was mainly
possible due to the restoration of normal socio-economic conditions in the region. In
early 1949, Shaanxi’s regional infrastructure was very retrograde, with the province’s
industrial output totaling only 286 million yuan.® The civil war (1927-37,
1946-49) severely damaged Shaanxi Province’s industrial and agricultural

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production. The agricultural sector was in decline. The province experienced inflation
and quickly growing market prices.

After the founding of the People’s Republic of China in October 1949, restoration
of the national economy under the leadership of the Communists began everywhere
In Shaanxi Province despite the ongoing struggle against the forces of Kuomintang
political party in the mountainous regions of Bashan, Qinling and Linyu, Huanglong,
and Yulin in northern Shaanxi. The regional development of the province during the
period under research was regulated by the Northwest Military Administrative
Committee, the Provincial Party Committee, and the Shaanxi Provincial People’s

In July 1950, the first congress of representatives of the Communist Party of China
(CPC) of Shaanxi Province was held in Xi'an, the capital of the province. During this
event, important tasks were set: to restore and develop production as soon as
possible; to improve the social and economic situation in the province. After the
congress, the restructuring of factories, mills, and railways under the leadership of
Chinese Communist forces accelerated. From 1949 to 1952, Shaanxi’s industrial
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production rate approached an average annual rate of 15.7 percent, but the province’s
fiscal revenue was still less than 100 million yuan.*!

A significant event in Shaanxi Province’s regional history of the national economic
recovery period was the establishment of the Northwest Textile Construction
Company in 1949, which laid a foundation for the formation of a textile production
center in Shaanxi. Statistics show that in 1949, the total output value of Shaanxi’s
textile industry was 53.43 million yuan. In 1950, the formation of the textile
industrial base continued and the construction of the Northwest Cotton Textile
Factory No. 1 began, followed by the Northwest Cotton Textile Factory no. 2 and the
provincial state-owned Xi'an Textile Factory. By 1952, the total output of the
provincial textile industry had amounted to 121.68 million yuan, which was
1.28 times more than that of 1949.

From October 1950 to May 1952, land reform was carried out in the southern and
northern areas of the province that was liberated from the Kuomintang forces. The
creation of the provincial department of commerce in March 1950 established control
in the commercial field. This department regulated Shaanxi’s wholesale, retail, and
catering enterprises. By the end of 1950, 199 state-owned trading companies and
their branches had been established in the province. By 1952, the number had grown
to 348.%

In 1952, the ratio of primary, secondary, and tertiary economic sectors in the
province was 65.4/14.9/19.7, indicating the predominance of extractive industry and
agriculture in Shaanxi. The foundations of the province’s industrial system, which
was centered on the military, machinery, textile, and coal industries, were laid.
Shaanxi’s regional economic development was gradually restored under the control
of communist forces.

During the implementation of the first five-year plan of social and economic
transformation (1953-57), Shaanxi Province was undergoing a gradual transition to
socialist modernization of industry and agriculture. During that period, 156 key
construction projects were launched across China with the assistance of the Soviet
Union, of which 24 projects were implemented in Shaanxi. At the same time, local
regional projects also began to be implemented following the initiative of provincial
authorities. As a result of the implementation of a set of measures by the Chinese
government and provincial leadership, Shaanxi entered the national industrial system

During the implementation of the first five-year plan, highly qualified personnel from the major
Chinese cities of Shanghai, Tianjin, and Wuhan and from the northeast region of the
People’s Republic of China were attracted to implement the national economic
projects in Shaanxi Province. Beginning in 1953, the People’s Government of
Shaanxi Province developed “Opinions on the Attraction and Training of Technical
Talents” and “Instructions on Certain Issues Regulating the Work of College
Graduates™ as part of the search for and attraction of highly qualified personnel to the
province. In 1953, the first congress of Xi‘an Science and Technology Federation was
held. It brought together 25 mathematical, chemical, geographical, and zoological
communities. In 1956, the Shaanxi Provincial Science and Technology Planning
Committee was established. It formulated the Perspective Plan for the Development
of Science and Technology in 1956-63. By 1957, the number of scientific and
technological personnel in Shaanxi Province had amounted to more than
14,000 specialists.”® Those highly qualified personnel were actively involved in the
implementation of regional transformation in Shaanxi.

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In July 1954, plans for socialist restructuring of all areas of Shaanxi Province were
drawn up and approved in the province’s capital Xi'an. In December 1954, the
provincial People’s Government was renamed the Shaanxi Provincial People’s
Committee in accordance with the requirements of the Chinese government. In the
course of the socialist transformation of agriculture in Shaanxi, agricultural
production cooperatives were being established during the year 1955 in order to unite
the agrarians of the province. On January 13, 1956, Xi‘an was recognized as the third
city in the country after Beijing and Shenyang to implement public-private
partnership in the agricultural sector.

Shaanxi’s regional history during the years of the first five-year plan is
characterized by the continued formation of the provincial textile industry base
known throughout China. By the mid-1950s, the production of spinning machines
had been launched in Shaanxi.'* The Shaanxi Textile Machinery Factory, which had
been established in Xiangyang, played a leading role in the technical equipment of
enterprises in this sector, producing up to 200,000 units annually.

During the years of the first five-year plan, the province focused on developing the
cotton textile industry. New textile factories no. 3, no. 4, no. 5, and no. 6 were built in
Bailuyuan District of the eastern suburbs of Xi‘an. Many textile factories served as
the basis for the formation of the world-famous Textile City of Xi'an. In order to
speed up the development of textile industry, the Northwest Textile Department and a
large production team for textile machinery installation were formed between 1952
and 1955.

The growth of the Shaanxi Province’s industrial potential was accompanied by the
strengthening of agricultural production, hydroeconomic and transportation
construction, the expansion of trade relations, and the improvement of education,
health care, and culture. In 1956, 148,500 people were employed in urban and rural
private trade in the province. The number of state-owned trade and professional
companies and their branches reached 10,088, with 70,078 employees.

In June 1956, the second congress of the Chinese Communist Party of Shaanxi was
held. It announced the first results of socialist transformation in the province. By the
time the first five-year plan was completed in 1957, 28 large and medium-sized
industrial enterprises had been built in the province, including 10 key nationwide
projects out of the 156 supported by the USSR. This development marked the
formation of Shaanxi’s new industrial base of mechanical engineering and the
establishment of textile industry centers in Xi'an and Xiangyang. In addition to the
construction of a dozen textile factories, the Northwest Optical Instrument Factory

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and Kunlun Machinery Factory were established.” By 1957, Shaanxi had entered
China’s nationwide industrial system as an industrial textile and machinery base.
Achievements in Shaanxi’s agricultural sector were overshadowed by natural
disasters. The completion of the first five-year plan coincided with the drought of
1957, which affected the results of socialist transformation in Shaanxi’s agricultural
sector. Agrarian production declined, and under these circumstances, the provincial
leadership decided to pay more attention to the water sector in order to eliminate the
effects of the drought in a timely manner.

In 1958, the second period of regional history of Shaanxi Province in the PRC era
began. This period is described as the time of adaptation of the national economic
complex to the new national industrial transformation, which continued to strengthen
the machine-building and textile industrial base of the province and expand Shaanxi’s
agricultural production.

During the second five-year plan of social and economic transformation
(1958-62), the “Great Leap Forward” policy was implemented, which also affected
Shaanxi’s regional history. The population of the province was actively involved in
steel production to the detriment of other sectors of the national economy, which
resulted in regional economic imbalance. In 1958, small agricultural cooperatives in
Shaanxi province began to merge into larger ones. Moreover, people’s communes
were established on their basis to be involved in steelmaking. As a result, grain and
cotton harvesting work in the countryside was not completed, which led to socio-
economic problems. The situation in the agricultural sector worsened with a series of
natural disasters that hit Shaanxi in the period between 1959 and 1961: severe
drought, frost, and heavy rains. The result was a food crisis and acute food shortages.

Despite the negative impact of the Great Leap Forward on Shaanxi’s regional
development, during the period of the second five-year plan, the textile industry of
the province shifted from cotton to wool, knitwear, silk, and textile production, which
was mostly due to the new textile equipment that began to be produced in those
years. In 1958, Shaanxi Wool Spinning Mill was put into operation in the province. It
was the first modern spinning, weaving, and dyeing enterprise built in Shaanxi
Province after the founding of the PRC. In the same year, the Hongwei Tool Factory
(2. 1) [Red Defense]) appeared. It was known in Shaanxi’s regional history as the
State-owned Factory 9929. Personnel from the 105" Military Products Workshop of
Xi'an Dongjiao Metal Construction Plant were recruited to operate the factory. Under
the influence of the policy of Great Leap Forward, the number of textile enterprises in

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the province decreased from 82 to 41 as a result of merger and transformation
between 1960 and 1962."°

In 196263, the meetings of the Shaanxi Provincial Committee of the Chinese
Communist Party (5 [E =5 Bk 7G4 2% 1 2) focused their main attention on food
and clothing supply. In 1964, Hu Yaobang (1915-89) became the first secretary of
the Provincial Party Committee, under whose leadership many problems of Shaanxi’s
national economy were promptly solved. Further reconstruction and the following
rise of the textile industry at the provincial level contributed to the provision of
clothing for the people. With the improved economic situation in the country, this
industry was characterized by the resumption of production. The Provincial People’s
Government addressed the food problem through the ongoing socialist modernization
of agriculture. As a result of improved machinery and tools and the improved
fertilizer production, the agricultural sector had been strengthened by 1966. To
support the agrarian transformation, construction of water conservancy facilities
began.

Characterizing Shaanxi’s regional development from 1958 to 1966, we should note
that 2.95 billion yuan was invested in industrial infrastructure. More than 30 large
and medium-sized projects were implemented. As a result, the consolidation of

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Shaanxi’s industrial base continued, focusing now not only on machinery and textile
production but also on coal mining. The Electrical Engineering Town in the western
suburbs of Xi‘an, the Textile City in the eastern suburbs of Xi'an, an aviation industry
base with the center in Xi'an, and a coal mining base in Weibei were built. New
industrial settlements were founded along the Longhai railway (Gansu-Jiangsu). The
Baocheng-Chengdu railway was completed and began its operation. Shaanxi’s
regional transformation within the framework of the formation of a large industrial
base and socialist modernization of agriculture actively stimulated positive
demographic changes in the province. The changes manifested themselves in
increased birth rates, decreased mortality rates, and attraction of highly qualified
personnel to Shaanxi urban and rural areas for industrial and agrarian construction.

Demographic development of Shaanxi Province between 1949 and 1966.
Characterizing the demographic development of Shaanxi Province from 1949 to
1966, we should note that the population of Shaanxi increased by 8 million
761 thousand people during those years. It was due to the restoration of national
economy, systematic strengthening of industrial potential of the province, and
improvement of social conditions of life in the province. While in 1949 the total
number of its residents equaled to 13 million 173 thousand people, by 1966 it had
increased to 21 million 934 thousand people. The progressive growth of Shaanxi’s
population was observed throughout that whole period. In 1952, there were
15 million 280 thousand people in the province; in 1957, already 18 million
530 thousand people; in 1962, 20 million 8 thousand people; in 1965, 21 million
440 thousand people. The resettlement of highly qualified personnel from other
Chinese provinces and cities to the industrial construction areas of Shaanxi was an
Important factor in the growth of the number of residents in the province.

From 1949 to 1966, Shaanxi had high birth rates and low mortality rates. In
general, birth rates in those years ranged from 30% to 34%, reaching a peak in 1964
(40.1%). Such high birth rates were possible following the province’s need for
“laborers” from other territories to expand agrarian and industrial production.

Mortality rates in Shaanxi Province decreased year by year, falling from 11.0% in
1954 to 6.8% in 1966."" This was a result of the recovery of socio-economic
conditions after the end of the civil war. In addition, the increase in the quality of
medical services and the continuous supply of food to Shaanxi people through the
development of agricultural sector in the province also had a positive impact on the
reduction of mortality.

In the period under consideration, demographic changes on average were close to
the following figures: in 1953, the total number of births was 534,000; deaths,
179,000; the birth rate in the province reached 34% and mortality rate, 11.46%. The
natural population growth rate was around 22.54% annually, reaching a peak of
28.2% in 1963. In 1949, the average life expectancy in Shaanxi was only 35 years.
The social and economic transformation of the province in the first decade of the

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PRC’s existence led to an increase in life expectancy to 54 years for men and
52 years for women already in 1959.

Analyzing the dynamics of such demographic indicator as population density, we
note that it was 64 people per km?in Shaanxi Province in 1949. It was 8 people more
than the average population density in the country at that time. Due to the differences
in the natural environment, economic development, and historical characteristics of
the areas, population density varied greatly from province to province. The central
part of Guanzhong Province had the smallest area and the largest population, hence
the highest population density of 135 people per km?. The southern part of Shaanxi
was characterized by average population density, and the northern part of the
province had the largest area but the lowest population density. In 1949, the
Qinbashan Mountains in the south of the province had population density of
65 people per km? In 1957, the average population density in the province was
87.6 people per km? The population density in the Guanzhong area was 179 people
per km% in southern Shaanxi, 81 people per km? in the north of the province,
30 people per km?. By the beginning of the Cultural Revolution, population density in
the province as a whole had risen to 138 people per km®.

With the development of industrial infrastructure, the population of the province
began to concentrate in the cities, which undoubtedly affected the change in the
composition of urban and rural population of Shaanxi. In 1957, the urban population
of the province amounted to 1 million 746 thousand people. In 1966, there were
already 3 million 244 thousand people. However, the rate of urbanization of Shaanxi
was generally rather low despite the formation of the industrial textile and machine-
building base of the province and the location of factories and plants closer to urban
settlements. Shaanxi’s labor market was characterized by the predominance of
agricultural workers (91.94% in 1949; 87.15% in 1957; 82.43% in 1966). It was
accounted for by the fact that remaining the most important sector of the provincial
economy, agriculture was characterized by a low level of mechanization of
production.

Considering the inter-provincial migration, we should emphasize that the number
of people who came to the province exceeded the number of people who left the
province between 1949 and 1966. A total of 1,459,000 people moved to Shaanxi,
while 357,000 people left for permanent residence in other provinces. People moved
to Shaanxi mainly from Gansu, Henan, Sichuan, Shandong, northern Jiangsu, and
northern Anhui provinces. They settled in large and medium-sized cities and large

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industrial and mining areas along the Longhai railway. From 1955 to 1960, Shaanxi
received the largest number of internal migrants due to the organization of more than
20 key projects of China’s large-scale economic construction in the province. The
largest number of residents left Shaanxi and resettled to other provinces in search of a
better life between 1962 and 1965. This was mainly due to the effects of three years
of natural disasters that struck the region. In the early 1950s, with the rise and
recovery of the national economy, the rate of migration from the country to the city
increased in the context of intra-provincial migration. In the mid-1950s, the
provincial government had to move about 280,000 people from the flooded areas to
Guanzhong and Weihai because of the construction of the Sanmenxia Reservoir.'® In
the early 1960s, some factories and enterprises were restructured, bringing many
workers back to rural areas.

Conclusion

The history of regional and demographic development of Shaanxi, a China’s
northwestern province, between 1949 and 1966 represents a series of events that led
to the formation of a large industrial and agricultural base of Inner China under the
conditions of acquiring the first experience of building a planned economy,
innovative leap-like achievement of industrialization growth, and the formation of
prerequisites for the transition to the policy of the Cultural Revolution. Throughout
Shaanxi, the number of industrial enterprises in the machine-building and textile
sectors gradually increased, and new jobs were created not only for the residents of
the province but also for migrants from other Chinese regions. Shaanxi’s traditional
agricultural production capacity was used during the period of planned construction
to form collectivist types of agrarian modernization, which required accelerated
mechanization of agriculture and launch of water-management facilities. Shaanxi’s
industrial and agricultural development, which gained momentum from 1949 to 1966,
determined positive changes in the demographic dynamics of the province. The
progressive growth of Shaanxi’s population was caused by increased birth rates and
decreased mortality rates as well as by the resettlement of highly qualified personnel
from Eastern and Northeastern China to the province’s socialist construction sites.
The regional and demographic history of Shaanxi during this period demonstrates not
only the formation of experience in building an industrial and agricultural base in the
territory of modern Western China. It is also characterized by making correct
managerial decisions in the years of natural disasters, at the time of excesses of the
Great Leap Forward, and in the conditions of low rates of urbanization and

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mechanization of agricultural production. The unique path of Shaanxi’s regional
history allowed the province to preserve its industrial, agrarian and demographic
potential before the difficult period of the Cultural Revolution.

Unlike major monuments of chronicle writing, local works less often became the
object of the scholars’ attention. These sources aroused the interest of historians due
to their unofficial status, which is why they were considered as the main alternative to
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
