Abstract. The article considers government measures to establish professorial disciplinary court
at higher education institutions of the capital (the court conducted its work from August 27, 1902 to
February 22, 1917), the work of the commission on the development of regulations for this body,
and the main normative legal acts to implement it. The article examines the issues of the activity of
the professorial disciplinary court and the relationship between the participants of this disciplinary
system: students, professors, and the authorities. The students who appeared before the professorial
disciplinary court were accused of violation of the norms of administrative law of their educational
institution, and in accordance with the university charter and the rules of the university, they had to
abide by the decision of the court. Professors were in the same position of dependence: membership
in the Council of the educational institution obliged them to assume the role of judges. The article
explains why the professorial courts did not have the opportunity to become an autonomous body,
why the professors themselves did not want to take on the responsibility of judges, and whether all
students were hostile to their work. Analyzing the cases of violations which were considered at that
time and concerned the rules and order at a university, the author comes to the conclusion that it
was not possible to ensure order and create conditions for the restoration of the proper course of
academic life by introducing the system of university disciplinary proceedings. The compromise
between the authorities and the students, which should have been facilitated by the existence of the
professorial court, was not reached. Resistance from students and professors forced the Ministry of
Public Education to reconsider the need for the existence of professorial courts and exclude them
from the draft of the new university charter.

Introduction

One of the promising areas in the study of the capital students’ life in the early
20" century is the study of relationship between students and professors. An
important part of these relations was connected with the system of disciplinary
measures applied to students by professors which was implemented through the
activities of the professorial disciplinary court (hereinafter referred to as the
professorial court). The scope of its jurisdiction included cases related to student
misconduct.

Professorial courts at the universities of the Russian Empire were in action from
August 27, 1902 to February 22, 1917.

In the event of a misdemeanor or offense, the student was to be brought to the
general court for violations of the Penal Code and to the professorial court for
violations related to the rules and regulations of a university.”

Research the establishment and activities of the professorial court

A lot of domestic’ and foreign® studies are devoted to the problems of higher
education. However, the historiography of the subject is limited to a number of
articles which are of interest mainly to legal scholars. Special historical studies
devoted to professorial legal proceedings at the universities of the imperial capital
have not been conducted so far.

The article by L. Golovko and N. Il'yutchenko® became the first historical and
legal work which highlighted the activities of the professorial disciplinary court on
the example of Moscow University. It presented an institutional view of this type of
legal proceedings, which reflects the theoretical ideas of the founders of professorial
courts about their work as well as annual court reports on it but does not directly refer
to judicial practice. In addition to considering legal aspects, T. Eremina identified
such courts as one of the conditions for the existence of university autonomy.
However, in practice, the professorial courts were considered by the authorities from
the standpoint of general legal proceedings, and this approach led to the fact that the
presence of a judicial body within the walls of a university became inexpedient. As a

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confirmation, the researcher cites the absence of provisions on the university court in
the draft university charters which were developed at the beginning of the
20" century.® V. Suyazov found out that the establishment of professorial courts was
a compromise between the interests of university administration and students. On the
one hand, this helped to reduce the burden on the university board, and on the other
hand, it served the interests of students who were unhappy with the board being
engaged in legal proceedings.’

The source base of the research includes legislative acts: temporary rules for
professorial courts;® official records which are presented by instructions to the
professorial courts,” the draft of the university charter and records of disciplinary
courts;'’ first introduced into scientific circulation cases considered during
38 sessions where 15 cases were examined'', reports of the commissions for the
transformation of higher education institutions, minutes of university councils;
sources of personal origin where belong notes of professors which reflect their
attitude to such courts and personal experience in court proceedings,'> and memoirs
of former students."

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The objective of the research consists not only in presenting the organization of
the professorial court but also in determining the attitude of three interacting parties
(professors, students, and authorities) to this form of disciplining students.

Professorial courts: establishment and activities

On August 24, 1902, Provisional Regulations on the Professorial Court at Higher
Education Institutions (hereinafter referred to as the Regulations) were approved.'
The professorial court was established to consider cases of violation of order by
students in university buildings, and clashes with teachers, officials or other students.

The professorial court was planned as a provisional measure. According to the
draft by G. Zenger, the Deputy Minister of Public Education in 1901, who planned to
reform higher education and develop a new university charter, the court was to
include professors who would recognize exerting possible moral influence on
students as their duty;' also, being an independent body, the court should become “a
measure which involved radical reorganization based on autonomy and freedom of
teaching.”"¢

The reference to the court as ‘professorial’ was explained by its composition.
Five judges and five candidates were annually elected at a university from among the
professors.'” Other universities allowed a reduced composition of the court which
was to include three judges and three candidates.'®

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The head of the educational institution sent the case to the court. At the request of
the trustee, he had to notify the latter of the decision on the case. The Ministry of
Internal Affairs (hereinafter the MVD) also showed interest in the cases of the
professorial courts:

I have the honor to humbly ask Your Excellency not to refuse to notify me of what
measures have been taken by the university authorities in relation to the students
guilty of arranging the aforementioned gathering (September 12, 1908), and, in
particular, whether they have been brought before the university court."

The jurisdiction of the court included serious violations of the established rules
committed in the buildings or establishments of an educational institution, cases of
clashes between students and teachers (or officials), cases of student reprehensible
misconduct, the penalties for which were not provided for by general laws, as well as
those misdemeanors of students for which sentences or determinations of general
judicial regulations had already been announced.”’ In 1903, cases of political
demonstrations were withdrawn from the jurisdiction of professorial courts and
transferred to the administration of educational institutions, and more serious ones, to
the trustees,”’ which inevitably led to the imposition of a court of administrative
bodies. Professors opposed the restoration of mass expulsions because each such case
excited students, who wanted to express sympathy for the affected comrades, and
created a protracted crisis in university life.**

Regarding judicial decision-making, let us note that the professors had a paternal
attitude towards their students,” which limited the possibility of using harsh
measures. Professors could not but take into account the attitudes within the student
environment with which they were bound by their teaching duty.

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If there was a criminal component in the offence committed by a student, the
student was subject to proceedings both in the professorial and in general court.”* In
practice, the professorial court often considered the threat of criminal punishment
sufficient and refused to prosecute. For example, V. Reznik, a student of the Physics
and Mathematics Faculty of the University, was released from the professorial court
for his disgraceful behavior in a restaurant and charges of theft in 1912 due to the
severity of the charge.”” If a disciplinary penalty was applied along with a criminal
one, the professors took into account the fact of the application of criminal
punishment as a mitigating circumstance and confined their penalty to a reprimand.*

The system of disciplinary measures was established by the rules on penalties and
included penalties ranging from admonition to expulsion from an educational
institution without the right to enroll in other higher education institutions.”’
M. Kovalevskii, professor of law and chairman of the professorial court of the
Imperial St Petersburg University, believed that it would be desirable for the court to
have more freedom in determining the degree of personal guilt of each of the
defendants, which was quite consistent with the main idea of the court — the
examination of each individual situation.*®

The transfer of cases to the professorial court was made by the head of the
university through the inspector, approximately in the same way as it happened at the
Mining Institute in 1913:

The director asks the professorial court to consider the act of the student
P.I. Yakovlev, who 1s charged with assault and battery of the student S.A. Geller in
a public place (in the dining room of the Mining Institute on November 15, 1913).%

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The chairman of the court summoned a meeting through the secretary: “the office
of the institute asks you to come on Monday, May 6, at 11 o’clock in the morning, to
the Geology room,”’ where the decision of the jurisdiction of the case was made.
The defendant and the witnesses received similar summonses.”'

If the defendant failed to appear before the court on summons or if he gave false
testimony at the trial, he was subject to a penalty even when he was acquitted of the
charge.*

The following description allows us to reconstruct the order of interrogation:

The chairman of the court, Professor Foinitskii, asked who the chairman was,
whether such and such spoke. When the interrogated refused to answer, they were
told: “The only way to prove your innocence is to give the name of the culprit.” At
the same time, photographs were shown, face-to-face interrogations were
conducted.”

Information about the election of judges, the initiation of cases by the court, and
court sentences were published in the press, usually in the section ‘In educational
institutions’ as a kind of illustration that the situation in universities was under
control.*

Student gatherings made a special category of cases considered by the
professorial court. A number of questions arose: how to conduct the proceedings if
more than 300 people were involved in a gathering, what consequences the sentence
could have, how to motivate the refusal to consider such a case, etc. In cases where it
was impossible to determine the perpetrators due to the large number of participants

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in the illegal actions, the court refused to consider the case, the instance of which
took place at St Petersburg Institute of Technology in 1908:

.. . at the meeting of students of the institute which took place from 3 2 to 9 pm on
September 23 [1908] with the participation of 1470 students, the issue of a strike
was raised. ... The professorial court refused to consider the case due to the
impossibility of identifying the culprits.”

In the same year, a similar refusal took place in the professorial court of the
university. It refused to consider the case of a meeting held in February 1908, which
was attended by 5,000 people.*®

In the year of its establishment, the professorial court was actually inactive.
Professors and students needed time to familiarize themselves with the new rules.’’
Students met the news of the emergence of legal proceedings with mixed feelings.
Everyone understood that in a year or two, their teacher would turn out to be the
judge, and either the student himself or any of his fellows could appear among the
defendants.*®

By the attitude to the professors participating in the activities of the court,
students can be divided into several groups.

Representatives of the first group believed that professors did not understand
student motives and were afraid to support their students. The participation of
professors in court was seen as betrayal and considered as a compromise with the
authorities. Students feared that the courts would become a dependent body, and the

government would begin to purge universities of unreliable elements with professors’
hands:

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The government, represented by the professorial court, took into account the new
type of student speech; it knew that the professorial court would be a worthy trial
for such a gathering. Not by the gendarmes but the professors blacklisted the most
discredited students, i.e. expelled them without the right of admission.”

This is what N. Doroshenko, a student, recalled. N. Antsiferov was also annoyed
at this:

Imagine our indignation that the presidium of our gathering was expelled! . .. and
by whom? By our professors! <...> I could not agree that our professors are so
‘petty creatures’. It is necessary to find out what caused such an unfair measure.*’

The competence of the professorial courts was also questioned:

Being brought to life by the desire for a fair treatment of offended students, these
courts showed much less understanding of the meaning and significance of judicial
institutions than the gendarmerie authorities.”’

The representatives of the second group recognized the inevitability of the
existence of the courts and were convinced that professors were trying to protect
students from mistakes made out of inexperience and unreason. This group can be
represented by the students of the Women’s Medical Institute in a situation when on
January 17, 1909, the director of the Institute S. Salazkin was fined 1,000 roubles for
the impossibility to identify the guilty party for keeping illegal appeals. To soothe the
bitterness of their guilt, the students raised money to pay the fine, but S. Salazkin
refused it, saying that moral responsibility was impossible to pay off.*

It would seem that the professorial court was supposed to become an institution
which would prosecute students’ freedom of thought, but its existence was rather a

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call to consciousness. During the trial of the authors of the letter of accusation to
King of Spain Alfonso XIII on October 18, 1909, the court decided to remove its
authors to the category of non-matriculated (auditor) students, which caused
indignation among the student community, especially in its socialist part. Here is how
the member of the professorial court N. Kareev explained this decision to the student
Antsiferov:

I am one of those who passed the sentence that outraged you so much. Do you
understand what you have done? The Ambassador sent a complaint to the Ministry
of Internal Affairs immediately. The only way we could save your presidium was to
take the responsibility for punishing those guilty. We chose the most lenient option
— to transfer them to auditor students. At best, your comrades would have been
arrested and exiled.®

According to this sentence, despite the rules adopted on June 11, 1907 which
prohibited all gatherings and student meetings of non-academic nature, only two
students were transferred to auditors™ for the abovementioned decree and resolution
of the student meeting.*

The professorial court was lenient if the case concerned ideological proceedings
since the members of the court themselves were not shy about “witticisms, caustic
remarks against the party of political obscurantism.”*® In his notes on educational
policy, M. Kovalevskii noted:

The centuries-old experience of peoples enjoying political freedom proves that open
expression of thoughts is incomparably less dangerous for the order and peace of
the state than concealing them. Rallies end with the presentation of collective
petitions which represent the average opinions. Conspiracies and political coups are
prepared in secret silence.”’

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When it came to the consideration of the case of a meeting, V. Steklov, professor
of mathematics and a member of the professorial disciplinary court of St. Petersburg
University, literally flew into a rage:

Freedom for the student voice. Any voice from the student milieu is suppressed; an
attempt to discuss their university affairs in a circle of their university fellows is
timed to coincide with a state crime. Young people are forbidden to speak and think
about their vital interests on pain of penalty, even at their universities. This is a
mockery of the powerless.*

Finally, the representatives of the third group believed that the existence of the
professorial court was not necessary when it came to the issues of student honor; the
student court, attempts to establish which were made at the Technological Institute
and Forestry Institute,” should be an alternative (or co-operator) to the professorial
cour.

In many respects, the attitude of the representatives of all groups towards the
court was determined by political sentiments. Nevertheless, both students and
professors tried to maintain respectful internal corporate relations.>

By the nature of the cases, we can conclude that despite the contemptuous attitude
towards the court as a form of disciplinary action, students supported the decisions of
the court when it came to cases that discredited the concept of student honor (insult,
theft).

St Petersburg University was the first to experience the introduction of
professorial courts. The news of the restoration of the institute of professorial courts,
closed in 1884 under the new university charter, was received by the Council with
hostility. Discussing the circular proposals of the Ministry of Public Education
(hereinafter referred to as MNP) on September 16, 1902, Professor A. Markov said
that professors had other responsibilities. He refused to elect the judges because he
believed that this would prevent the professors from fulfilling their direct duties.”'

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The professors were in no hurry to fulfill their judicial duties. On March 16,
1904, on account of the accusation of delaying the case, the members of the court
informed the trustee of their collective refusal to continue working in the professorial
court. For this reason, they were accused by the trustee of the fact that “by filing the
refusal, they violated the law that defines the duties of both a professor and a member
of the disciplinary court.”* Professors were reminded that they should show respect
for their judicial duties.

Five years later, on December 17, 1907, with the beginning of the period of
reaction which pinned on the courts certain hopes in the matter of pacifying the
students, V. Steklov spoke out against the professorial court in principle. From his
point of view, the duties of a member of the court were incompatible with the title of
professor, and the institution of a disciplinary court could bring nothing but harm.”
In his opinion, the main goal of the teaching staff was to achieve mutual
understanding and agreement with students:

We are systematically disconnected with our closest and most precious thing, our
children. For us, the government poses a dilemma: “Either give up all influence on
your sons and daughters and leave them at our disposal or they will be expelled
from the University for petty contradictions to our orders.””*

It was assumed that only those professors who gave their consent would
participate in the elections. However, at the very first elections, three of the five
elected professors refused to take on the assigned judicial duties.”> Exclusively
voluntary participation turned out to be impossible. The University consisted of about
30 tenured professors,’® and each year 5 judges and 5 candidates were elected. There

was a situation when sooner or later each professor would have to take this
responsibility.

During the short period of autonomy (which began with the introduction of the
provisional rules on August 27, 1905 and ended with the provisional rules as of June
11, 1907°7) when the activities of the courts were paralyzed, the University professors
refused to take measures to prevent gatherings and then to bring the presidium of the
gatherings to court.’®

Dean of the Faculty of Law D. Grimm had expressed the ideda about the
liquidation of the professorial court earlier, which is why it was no coincidence that
he supported this proposal made by V. Steklov. Expressing the opinion of the Council
in 1907, he proposed to terminate the activity of the professorial court since in some
higher educational institutions it actually did not exist, in others it was inactive, and
most importantly, it was necessary to save the professors from that fate.>

The court at the Institute of Technology was an example of this inaction.
Formally in existance, it did not function until 1904. From 1904 to 1907, three cases
were considered, and five cases were refused. According to the director of the
Institute of Technology A. Voronov, the disciplinary court was necessary in solving
administrative but not socio-political issues.®

The professorial court of the Polytechnic Institute was different from the court at
the university. From the very beginning of its existence, the institute enjoyed freedom
of its inner life. The news of the introduction of professorial courts was received by
its Council with hostility, but a compromise was found. The rules of the institute
stated that only in especially important cases which could entail dismissal for a period
or expulsion, the Council of the institute appointed a special commission of
3 professors to investigate the case and report to the Board. All other student cases
were assigned to one of the professors for consideration.®’ There were no such rules
at any other university.

Such self-will could not be ignored by the MNP. This is evidenced by the
constant explanations of the director of the Polytechnic Institute about the reasons for
his failure to take measures in relation to misconduct which violated the rules. No

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matter how much A. Gagarin tried to convince the MNP that there was no sufficient
ground for revolutionary propaganda at the institute, in April 1907 the director,
deans, and head of students were brought to justice for inaction in eliminating the
riots which, among other things, led to the storage of weapons in the student
dormitory. The Board never blamed the students for their political beliefs but
considered the institute a place for science where only academic activities could be
conducted. After attending the search of the institute, A. Gagarin had a long
conversation with the students explaining to them that they could let off steam at
student parties (in the dormitory, for example), but not at the institute desks.*

The existence of the court was also a challenge for the director of the Women’s
Medical Institute S. Salazkin, who called a meeting without waiting for an appeal
from the trustee (demanding a report on the incidents and bringing the culprits to
court). There were other reasons for the immediate consideration of cases, for
example, when it came to the 317 accused” who participated in the meeting on
October 3, 1907.

In May 1908, the director of the Women’s Medical Institute made a proposal to
the Council that it was impossible to refuse to be elected. The status of a member of
the court inflamed the relationship not only between the professors and the students
but also between the professors themselves. Professors V. Bekhterev and P. Albitsky
appealed to the Council with a request to withdraw their candidacies since they had
already performed this duty before, but they were refused. Re-election led to a
scandal in the Council.**

At a ministerial meeting in April 1907, professor of Kiev Higher Education
Women’s Courses N. Bubnov, who was associated with the capital university by the

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education received within its walls and years of teaching, spoke out categorically
against further existence of the professorial court, referring to his own two-year
experience in it. N. Bubnov argued that when it came to a gathering or a violation of
order such as singing songs in the corridor, the impossibility of identifying the
culprits was an insurmountable obstacle. The professor believed that dealing mainly
with cases of mass riots, such a court could not be of great significance. He also
proposed an alternative — a general court of jurors or class representatives. The most
important thing was that, according to N. Bubnov, professors should have been
spared from this duty.®

The opinion of the professors did not affect the minister of Public Education. The
court continued to exist, but its activities were improved. On January 24, 1908, the
Instruction to the Professorial Court was adopted, which was supposed to unify the
disciplinary system. The last university to introduce the new instruction in November
1909 was the Mining Institute.®

The introduction of the instruction did not change the situation. The professors
could not clearly define their position in relation to the government and the students.
I. Grevs, Professor of History at Higher Education Women’s Courses (Bestuzhev
Courses), also believed that. He considered that the main task was to determine the
stance on the students: “What are we going to do next, what are we going to create
and what to destroy?”®’

The cases chosen for analysis in the article can be divided into 2 groups: (1) cases
of socio-political nature (of gatherings, distribution of political appeals, storage of
prohibited literature (9 cases)) and (2) cases of moral nature (of behavior unworthy of
an honest student: insulting words and deeds; theft, cheating (6 cases)), with a
predominance of socio-political cases. The attitude of professors to cases of student
honor indicates that the professorial court was not only a body of disciplinary
influence on students, but it also fulfilled the educational task of developing ideas
about morality and student honor in relation to students.

By establishing professorial courts, the MNP expressed its firm belief that the
professors would make it their duty to justify the trust placed in them by handing over
the internal judiciary power. But the MNP’s and the professors’ views on public
service differed. The latter believed that their priority was academic and moral
education of future citizens. The ministry also added to this task the protection of

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students from social and political activities and did not admit the idea that “friendly
and diligent enlightenment of students, in this case by professors, would not have any
effect on the general state of minds.”®®

During its existence, the professorial court secured an important function, that of
moral education. On January 15, 1908, in a letter to A. Schwartz (shortly after his
appointment as Minister of Public Education), P. Stolypin pointed out that professors
should have as much moral influence on students as possible, which would be more
effective than measures to tighten and preserve order within the walls of higher
education institutions.®

Certain practice of court hearings led to the disapproval of the court decisions
made by the professors on the part of the Ministry of Internal Affairs. The
correspondence between the MVD and the MNP in January 1908 reflected distrust
not only of the professors who were members of the professorial courts but also of
the university board. This was the case, for example, with university professors
I. Pokrovsky and M. Pergament, whom the MVD suspected of biased decision-
making and attempts to counter the MNP.”® The rector was also watched:

... 1in the absence of supervision, the rector is currently neither the master of the
educational institution entrusted to him, nor he is even aware of what is happening
during the unrest within its walls in most cases. This entails the impossibility of
bringing to justice (disciplinary court) violators of the correct course of educational
life.”!

It was not left without a response; a corporation stood up to defend its general
opinion, which was expressed by Professor S. Salazkin director of the Women’s
Medical Institute:

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While striving to establish a normal course of educational life, Councils of higher
schools can take only those measures which do not contradict the very spirit of
higher education, do not contradict the dignity of the council members and do not
undermine its moral authority both in its own eyes and in the eyes of the students.
The court again forms an impassable chasm between students and professors.’>

The World War shifted the focus of attention from the disciplinary system of
universities. In 1916, while drafting a new charter, the MNP decided to terminate the
activities of the professorial courts. The charter was not adopted, and the last case
considered by the professorial court at the Higher Education Women’s Courses, dated
February 22, 1917, was “an illegal gathering and discussion of political issues” which
took place on February 10. The students were reprimanded.” After that professorial
courts were convened any more.

Conclusion

The emergence of the professorial court was primarily a government response to
unrest in the student community. However, reviving professorial courts, the
government was striving not only to promote peace in university life. On the one
hand, it was guided by the desire to use the authority of professors in matters of
restoring order and civil moral education, and on the other, to create another
boundary between students and professors in order to avoid their rapprochement.

The establishment of professorial courts was caused by the need to solve a
number of problems. Firstly, it was necessary to get an opportunity to control
students at a university and to establish order. The government hoped that it would be
easier for students to accept punishment from their teachers, which would be a
compromise between the authorities and the university. Secondly, the activity of the
professorial courts was supposed to become a concession in terms of university
autonomy, in the sphere of making independent decisions on internal issues of
discipline (the fact that the professorial courts considered cases directed from above
actually impeded the implementation of this autonomy), and at the same time to

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restore the boundaries between professors and students. Thirdly, it was necessary to
demonstrate to the society a high degree of trust shown to professors and students, the
former of which would become fairer in their decisions, and the latter, more
conscious under the influence of their teachers’ authority.

Another question is what the professorial court should have been like, in the
opinion of the students and professors. Most of the students reacted to the professors’
participation in trials with hostility, and the trust between them was undermined. In
students’ opinion, having come under control of the government, the professors
ceased to be an independent corporation. This opinion was held mainly by the
representatives of the student opposition who equated the desire of the professors not
to enter into confrontation with the government to cowardice. In the minority were
those who put their relations with teachers above the judicial department and
understood the need for the introduction of professorial courts, especially when it
came to meetings on socio-political issues for which one could get a much more
severe penalty outside the walls of the university.

For most professors, to accept the position of judge was not an easy decision. It
was clear to everyone that no one could avoid the fate of being a judge. Professors
urged students to be conscious in order to avoid disciplinary proceedings and did not
appreciate participation in such autonomous university proceedings, as the Ministry
of Education presented them.

Independence of universities and the attempts to stay away from the system of
disciplinary action aroused suspicion and tension in relations with the MNP which
placed great hopes and responsibility on the professorial court in the period following
the First Russian Revolution. The activities of the courts were constantly monitored
by the government because of the suspicion of bias in their decisions. It was not
possible to turn the professorial courts into a pacification body, and the professors
who were to judge students could not ignore the views of their pupils.
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
