Abstract. Based on a wide range of sources, including archival documents, published reports of
joint stock companies and official statistical digests, the present article considers the directors of
electrotechnical companies. In the context of economic modernization at the turn of the 19™ and
20™ centuries, electrotechnical enterprises, which were formed mainly from branches of foreign
companies, received priority development in industry and electricity distribution to state and public
institutions and private consumers. The rapid growth of enterprises in this sector exacerbated the
problem of management personnel, primarily search for and appointment of worthy candidates as
executive directors, who were the most important element in the management system, since they
performed main functions related to the direct management of the company. The study of thirty
companies of various levels, which accounted for more than half of all officially approved joint
stock electrotechnical companies in Russia, revealed mechanism for selecting and appointing
specialists as executive directors as well as their personal data. It has been found that most often
this position was held by the shareholders of the companies and in some cases even by the
founders. It is concluded that the level of professional education of this category of managers was
quite high, which allowed them to effectively perform their duties and contributed to the rapid
development of the industry in general.

Introduction

In pre-revolutionary Russia, in the conditions of economic modernization in the
late 19" — early 20™ centuries, the amount of power equipment of industrial
enterprises was growing especially rapidly. That brought to the fore electrotechnical
and energy companies, which were formed mainly from branches of foreign
companies (German, Belgian, Swedish, etc.). Transformation of these branches into
Russian joint stock companies on the turn of the centuries marked the beginning of a
new industry, which included the actual electrical engineering enterprises that
produced dynamos, batteries, electric motors, transformers and other equipment,
cable and electric lamp factories, factories and plants producing telephone and
telegraph equipment and electric trams, as well as enterprises supplying electricity to
state and public institutions and private consumers.

According to the official data from the Ministry of Finance and the Ministry of
Trade and Industry, which took over the right to establish joint stock companies after
1906, the number of electrotechnical and power engineering companies at the
beginning of the 20" century amounted to more than 60 Russian enterprises and
branches of foreign joint stock companies.*

The growth in the Russian electrical engineering industry noticeably increased
after the introduction of high duties on similar German-made products in 1906. This
circumstance stimulated the development of the industry, and by 1913 the Russian
electrical engineering industry had taken a significant step forward, having

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established manufacturing of almost all types of products, with the exception of
measuring instruments. The total amount of activity in Russia in January 1914
(organization of new joint stock companies and increasing the fixed capital of the
existing enterprises) amounted to 85.8 million roubles, while the largest amount of
funds (more than 10 million roubles) was directed precisely to the electrical
engineering industry.”

This fact indicates that electrical engineering belonged to the industries that
developed faster than others. In general, the electrical engineering industry
(excluding the growth of cable production) from 1913 to 1917 grew almost 5 times
(from 8.744 to 43.087 million roubles without the cost of defense orders).’

Active growth in the number of electrical engineering companies exacerbated the
problem of finding and attracting management personnel for this new industry. It
should be noted that the figure of the manager was the most important element in the
management system of almost any company or industrial enterprise, regardless of the
type of activity. A special place in this system was occupied by directors, who were
most often referred to as executive directors. In fact, they were top managers of the
enterprise, whose responsibilities included organizing the daily work of the
company. Only the chairman of the company board was above the executive director
in the scale of ranks. The position and functions of executive director at that time can
be correlated with the position of an executive director in modern conditions.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the mechanism for the formation of the
management corps of electrotechnical companies and its main representatives
involved in the direct management of the company in the first place. This function in
the joint stock company was performed by the executive director, since the range of
issues he had to resolve was extremely extensive, and the results of the company’s
work as a whole largely depended on his activities.

As for the historiography of the problem, it should be noted that researchers have
recently shown some interest in the activities of representatives of the highest levels
of the pre-revolutionary factory administration (chairmen of the boards, managers,
directors of individual factories and industries, etc.), who often played no less
significant role than the owners in organizing stable production and ensuring social
peace at the enterprise. One of the first works in this series is Naemnye
upravlyayushchie v Rossii: opyt biznes-elity XIX-XX vekov [Hired Management in

However, most often this problem is studied on the example of individual
companies, plants, and factories.”> At the same time, the literature notes the fact that
today there is no massive factual material that would provide an adequate picture of
the formation of highly professional management personnel of commercial
companies in the Russian Empire.°

It should be noted that there are practically no scientific works devoted to the
management of electrotechnical enterprises. Most often, in the context of studying
the problems of the formation and development of the pre-revolutionary electric
power industry, the authors limit themselves to fragmentary information about the
leading Russian electrical engineers without a specific analysis of their managerial
functions.”’

Partially, this topic was covered in the early publications of the author of this
article.® The study uses a significant amount of new archival sources stored in the
Russian State Historical Archives (RGIA), the Central State Historical Archives of
St Petersburg (TsGIA SPb), and the Central State Archives of Moscow (TsGA
Moskvy).

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The documents collected in Fonds 23 “Ministry of Trade and Industry of the
Russian Empire” (RGIA) were most widely used. It is through the Trade Department
of this Ministry that the charters of all joint stock companies, including
electrotechnical companies, were approved. The article uses the materials of a total
of 20 files of various electrotechnical companies deposited in this fonds. They
contain the draft charters of the companies being founded and information about
their founders, including financial status, social status and religion, as well as
minutes of general and special meetings of the founders at which the boards of these
companies were elected. Based on the documents studied, it can be noted that many
of the founders were members of the boards of the companies they founded, and they
also became their executive directors and often headed the companies themselves.

In the fonds of the archives of St Petersburg and Moscow, main attention was paid
to the analysis of the activities of the boards of a number of electrotechnical joint
stock companies, identification of specific persons who performed the functions of
executive directors, and the level of their education.

The following materials from the Central State Historical Archives of
St Petersburg (TsGIA SPb) were used: Fonds 1243 “Minutes of the Board Meetings
of the 1886 Electric Lighting Company”; Fonds 1369 “Journals of the Board
Meetings of the Rex Electric Accumulators Joint Stock Company”; Fonds 1396
“Minutes of the Board Meetings of the Westinghouse Russian Electric Company.”

In the Central State Archive of Moscow (TsGA Moskvy), the author worked with
the documents form Fonds 722 “Journals of the Board Meetings of the Moscow
Branch of the 1886 Electric Lighting Company” and Fonds 1083 “Charter of the
Russian Universal Electricity Company.”

In addition, the article uses the data from the following official statistical digests:
Aktsionerno-paevye predpriyatiya Rossii: sostavleno po ofitsial'nym dannym
Ministerstva torgovli i promyshlennosti i Ministerstva finansov [Joint stock
companies in Russia: compiled on the basis of the official data of the Ministry of
Trade and Industry and Ministry of Finance] for 1912-17 and Vestnik finansov,
promyshlennosti 1 torgovli. Otchety obyazannykh publichnoyu otchetnost'yu
predpriyatii. Ofitsial'nyi organ Ministerstva finansov i Ministerstva torgovli i
promyshlennosti [Bulletin of finance, industry and trade. Reports of enterprises liable
to public reporting. Official organ of the Ministry of Finance and the Ministry of
Trade and Industry], which published annual reports of joint stock companies,
including gross and net profit, its distribution to dividends, personal composition of
boards, amounts allocated for remuneration to board members of joint stock
companies, employee awards, etc.

The main research method in this article is historical genetic method based on a
wide range of sources, including archival documents, published reports of joint stock
companies and official statistical collections, as well as scientific literature.
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Main body

The directorate of joint stock electrotechnical companies was formed mainly from
among the shareholders and even the founders of those companies. To understand
the functionality of the managerial level, it is necessary to distinguish between the
duties of director and executive director. The position of director in pre-revolutionary
joint stock companies was most often similar to that of a member of the board, which
included both founders and ordinary shareholders. The board of directors was often
referred to as the directorate in the charter of the company. As a rule, the charter
prescribed the number of shares required for occupying a leadership position on the
board of the company. Usually, to be elected to the position of executive director, it
was required to have at least 20 shares, which in a large company was equivalent to
about 5,000 roubles and objectively limited the circle of potential applicants for this
leadership position.

In addition, to occupy the position of executive director, it was not enough to own
the necessary minimum of shares of the enterprise; it was much more important to
have managerial skills, experience, and specialized education. While among the
chairmen and members of the boards of electrotechnical companies one could often
meet people who were far from electrical engineering in their professional activities,
the percentage of specialists with technical education was much higher among the
executive directors, although it was not a prerequisite for appointment to that
position. Most often, executive directors with engineering education could be found
in branches of foreign electrotechnical companies or in Russian companies formed
on the basis of foreign (mainly German and Belgian) companies. However, even in
domestic companies, engineering education for executive directors was not
uncommon.

The first fully domestic joint stock enterprise in the field of electrical engineering
was the M.M. Podobedov and Co. Partnership, founded in 1895 in St Petersburg by
process engineer Mikhail M. Podobedov, who was officially its executive director at
first.”

® Mikhail M. Podobedov, a process engineer, coming from an old noble family. He was born in
St Petersburg into the family of an actual state councilor. In 1878, together with G. Lebourdais and
V. Ivanovskii, he founded a workshop for electrical wire manufacturing in St Petersburg. In 1888,
he bought out his partners’ shares and established a cable factory. In 1895, he opened a factory in
Moscow. In the same year, he formed a partnership for electrotechnical work production. The
company also owned 5 shops selling electrical appliances. In 1913, he established the joint stock
company “Russian Cable and Metal Rolling Plants.”

This practice was no exception in joint stock companies. Later, when the
shareholders of the Podobedov’s Partnership established another electric company
named Dynamo, its first executive director was railway engineer Pavel F. Ol'gin,
who at the same time was a shareholder of the company.’® He also took the post of
executive director in the newly formed Russian Cable and Metal-Rolling Plants Joint
Stock Company in 1913, which was the legal successor of the M.M. Podobedov and
Co. Partnership, since the board membership of this company had not changed
much.!!

In the Charter of this company, the section “The Board of the Company, its Rights
and Obligations” indicated

§ 23. The management of the company belongs to the board, consisting of not
less than four and not more than five directors, elected by the general meeting of
owners from among their own environment.

§ 25. Persons who have at least 50 shares in their name that are kept in the cash
desk of the partnership are elected directors and candidates. Persons who do not
have a certain number of shares may be elected directors and candidates, but the

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person elected should acquire in his name the number of shares established above
within a month after being elected.

§ 31. For the immediate management of the company’s affairs, with the approval
of the general meeting of shareholders, the board may elect from among
themselves or from third parties a special executive director and determine a
special remuneration for him at the discretion of the general meeting of
shareholders. If he is a member of the managing board, in addition to the fifty
shares specified in § 25, the executive director must submit at least fifty shares,
which are held on the grounds specified in the same paragraph. The board
provides the executive director with an instruction approved and amended by the
general meeting of shareholders. The executive director convenes the board on
all the matters the resolution of which is not presented to him as instructed.

Note. If the executive director is not appointed from the board, the range of his
rights and obligations, as well as the amount of the deposit he makes, is
determined by a special contract. Such an executive director attends the meetings
only in an advisory capacity.*

P. Ol'gin complied with the formal requirements of the charter. He was suitable for
the position of executive director because he had 100 shares, which gave two votes
when voting at the general meeting of shareholders and also had an engineering
education, being a graduate of the Moscow Institute of Railway Engineers. This was
important for the position, since the executive director had to understand the
technology and deal with the current problems of the company.

The executive director, who was not a shareholder and was appointed to this
position under a contract, was more constrained in his actions, since he did not have
the right to vote at shareholders’ meetings, which limited him in making managerial
decisions. Such a situation arose in the 1886 Electric Lighting Company, the largest
electrotechnical company in Russia founded by engineer Carl Siemens, a German
citizen who later took Russian legal nationality.

The first meeting of the board of this company was chaired by the electrical
engineer A. Troitskii, who was acting as executive director from 1888 to 1890,
although he was not a shareholder. He was a talented engineer: in 1883 he designed a
project for a power plant using exhaust steam for heating the Alexandrinsky Theatre
in St Petersburg and he also developed a project of a power plant on a wooden barge
built on the Moika River. The plant consisted of a steam locomotive and a
35 kilowatt DC dynamo. The peculiar design of the power plant had a number of
advantages: it was not necessary to buy land (for its construction), fuel (coal) was
delivered by water, and service water supply was unlimited, which added extra fire

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safety conditions. Aleksandr S. Popov, the future inventor of the radio, assisted
Troitskii with the design of the power plant. At that time Popov had just graduated
from the Faculty of Physics and Mathematics of St Petersburg University with a
Candidate degree in Electrical Machines.*

However, in 1890, Troitskii was forced to leave the post of executive director and
leave the company. According to M. Baryshnikov who studied this problem, it was
the result of a conflict with the main founder C. Siemens.**

Ferdinand L. Crestin,™ also a former electrical engineer, became the new
executive director of the company and remained in this post until 1901. According to
the information for 1896, he had 7 shares worth 3,500 roubles, which gave him the
right to full participation in shareholders’ meetings, but without the right to vote.'® In
addition, by decision of the founders and in accordance with the Minutes of the
Company Board (no. 5 as of June 9, 1892), the executive director received a monthly

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salary of 500 roubles (6,000 roubles per year).” According to the Charter of the
company, if the executive director was a shareholder of the company, he could
receive dividends on shares for the year in addition to the established salary, which
was an additional impetus to work.

According to the information as of 1896, another executive director in this
company was O. Galla, who was not a shareholder.”® Most likely, the position of the
second executive director was eliminated as redundant, since there is no further
information about Galla in the documents of the board.

After the outbreak of the First World War and in connection with the need to
purge the management of joint stock companies of founders and shareholders who
were German citizens, by decision of the government, the management of the
companies that had been established by representatives of hostile states or with their
participation began to appoint special boards whose members were not shareholders
of companies. Such a board was formed in the 1886 Electric Lighting Company, but
this innovation did not affect the post of executive director.

Process engineers Robert E. Klasson (Moscow branch)'® and Eduard R. Ul'man
(Petrograd branch),”® authoritative shareholders, were appointed to this position.

The third executive director was A. Arnd,** a shareholder of the company. Besides,
an additional position of deputy executive director was introduced, which was taken
by another well-known shareholder, engineer O. Tiirstig.**

Thus, in this company seven executive directors changed during its existence, of
which six persons (86%) had a higher technical education (electrical engineer,
process engineer, and railway engineer).

In the Universal Electricity Company, one of the leading electrotechnical
companies founded in 1901, the position of executive director was not formally
defined in the charter, but the members of the company board, which consisted of
eight directors, elected an executive director from among themselves on their own
initiative. According to the charter, the persons who had at least twenty shares in
their name could apply for this position. Three directors and one candidate were re-
elected annually from the board.?® It should be noted that the main founder of the
company Emil Rothenau (German national) and Russian and German electrical
engineer Mikhail O. Dolivo-Dobrovolskii were directors of the company, but they
were forced to leave those posts after the outbreak of the First World War.?*

In the future, the directors did not change, and their number still remained
8 persons.”® The post of executive director was taken by process engineer
Leon I. Holshtaub,?® who was also a shareholder and member of the board.?” In
addition, the company introduced the position of assistant executive director.
Mechanical engineer V. Morzhitskii, who was a member of the board of the
company at the same time, became assistant executive director.?®

It should be noted that six of the eight board members of this company
(L. Holshtaub, A. von Dreier, N. Koksharov, V. Morzhitskii, Ya. Samoylovich, and
N. Dmitriev) were mechanical or process engineers (75% of the total number of
board members).”® At the same time, practically all members of the directorate
formally had the right and a potential opportunity to take the position of executive
director.

By 1917, Efim G. Shaikevich® became the chairman of the board, and
L. Holstaub, A. wvon Dreirer, N. Koksharov, G. Bloch, V. Morzhitskii,
Ya. Samoylovich, and N. Dmitriev® were re-appointed as directors. With the
exception of G. Bloch, they all had an engineering education.

In the Russian Joint Stock Company of Electric Regional Stations, established in
St Petersburg in 1912 by actual state councilor A. Davidov and process engineer
Eduard Ul'man, not only did one of the founders [Eduard Ul'man. — A. B.] join the
board, but he was also appointed executive director, thus combining three positions
at once.* It should be noted that E. UI'man was one of the leading shareholders
and, according to the data as of December 1913, owned 729 shares worth

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364,500 roubles, which was the highest figure among private shareholders.®
However, such cases of combining leadership positions in electrotechnical
companies were rare.

According to its charter, the board of the relatively small provincial Armavir
Electric Company consisted of three directors elected by the general meeting of
shareholders. At the same time, § 22 of the Charter emphasized:

Persons who have at least 100 shares in their name are elected as directors and
candidates. The shares are kept in the cash desk of the Company or in the
institutions of the State Bank during the entire time the elected persons are in the
aforementioned ranks and cannot be transferred to anyone until the report and
balance sheet for the last year of shareholders’ stay are approved by directors and
candidates. The general meeting is allowed to elect persons who do not have the
required number of shares to the above-mentioned positions at its own discretion,
but upon election to the position, the elected person should acquire in his name
the number of shares established above within one month.**

According to the minutes of the first general meeting (as of January 31, 1914),
engineer G. Avakyants, a founder of the company, was appointed executive director
and process engineer K. Sefedov, also a founder,* was appointed his assistant.

The Electroprovod Joint Stock Company (operations started in June 1913) was
founded by Ludwig F. Bonen, a German national, who was elected to the board of
the company and at the same time became its executive director. However, after the
outbreak of the First World War, German nationals among members of the board,
including the executive director, were removed from their duties (Minutes of the
board of July 24, 1914). Three new directors were elected instead of them: Russian
nationals P. Gerkhen, L. Holstaub, and L. Bishlyager.*

Separately, it is necessary to dwell on the personality of Lyutsian A. Bishlyager.*’
Being executive director of the Elektroprovod Company, he was also executive

Its board included 9 persons. In addition to the abovementioned executive
directors L. Bonen and L. Holstaub, another person who took this position was
O. Herwagen.* However, according to the information for 1916, L. Bischlyager was
appointed executive director of this company again.*’

In the Siemens and Halske Joint Stock Company, established in 1898 by Carl
Siemens with a board in St Petersburg, engineer German O. Hertz,* a board
member, became executive director. At the same time he remained a board member
of another joint stock company, United Cable Plants,* which was fairly rare for an
executive director. As a rule, a person worked in one company in this position.

According to the Minutes of the first general meeting of shareholders as of June 1,
1898, Executive Director German O. Hertz had 40 shares worth 2,000 roubles, which
gave him two votes at sharcholders’ meetings. For comparison: the Siemens clan
(only three persons) controlled a total of 5,200 shares worth 2,250,000 roubles,
which gave 160 votes out of 229 (67% of their total number).** The Board’s report
for 1912 mentions two executive directors: B. Efron and A. Schwartz.** However,
the situation changed with the outbreak of the First World War, when German
nationals were removed from the board. In the information about the company as of
1916, only Russian national A. Schwartz* is listed as the executive director of the
company. He had 50 shares worth 20,000 roubles, which gave the maximum of 5
votes and was comparable to the number of votes of other board members.* At the

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same time, A. Schwartz remained in the board of a number of other companies. In
particular, G. Hertz and A. Schwartz were members of the board of the Siemens-
Schuckert Joint Stock Company founded in 1913. As a member of the board,
G. Hertz was also the director of this company.*’

It should be noted that the position of the company director was not officially
approved in the charters of joint stock companies, therefore it was not introduced
everywhere. Unlike the executive director, who was directly involved in the
management of the company, the director of the company, in fact, performed one
function: he chaired general and emergency meetings of shareholders, without taking
a direct part in management.

The requirements for the election and activities of the executive director were
formulated in the Charter of the Siemens-Schuckert Company, which emphasized the
following (§ 29):

For the immediate management of the Company’s affairs, with the approval of
the general meeting, the board may elect one or more executive directors from
among its own environment or from third parties, with determination of
remuneration for them at the discretion of the general meeting of shareholders.

In addition to the eighty shares specified in § 24, each of the directors, if he is a
member of the managing board, must submit the same number of shares that are
kept on the grounds specified in the same paragraph (in the cash desk of the
Company). The board provides the executive directors with instructions
approved by the general meeting. They convene the board on all the matters the
resolution of which is not presented to them according to the instructions. If the
directors are not appointed from among the board, the range of their rights and
obligations, as well as the amount of the deposit they make, is determined by a
special contract. Such directors attend meetings of the board with only an
advisory vote.*

E. Gosh and process engineer L. Krasin® were elected executive directors at
Siemens-Schuckert and remained in this position almost until 1917.

Also, the company introduced the position of a fellow [deputy. — A. B.] executive
director. P. Matskevich, who also had an engineering education, was appointed to
that position.* Thus, two out of three executive directors had specialized higher
education.

The charter of the Beta Electric Accumulators Joint Stock Company that was
opened in Petrograd in 1915 emphasized that its board should include from three to
seven directors elected by the general meeting. At the same time, it was especially
noted that “directors must be Russian nationals of non-Jewish religion and have at
least fifty shares.”® G. Antonov, F. Bard and K. Lerche® were elected directors of
the company. However, it was not possible to establish which of them actually took
the position of executive director.

There were positions of director and candidate for directors in the Asea Russian
Electrical Company, operations of which started in 1914 in Petrograd. V. Dmitriev
became the director (15 shares with the right to 15 votes), and engineer E. Lindgen, a

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Swedish national, became the candidate, who was also the head of department of
electric stations of the same company.>* Finally, P. Deurel, who had 30 shares with
the right to 30 votes, was appointed executive director of the company.™

Founders of the Electric Energy Joint Stock Company established in 1916 in
Petrograd S. Vishnyak, V. Vishnyak, and A. Estrin were elected its directors. It
should be noted that in addition to the title of hereditary honorary citizen, the main
founder of the company Samuel I. Vishnyak had a Belgian diploma in electrical
engineering. Therefore, it is no coincidence that he was elected director and
appointed executive director. In addition to S. Vishnyak, several more shareholders
who entered the board of the company had an engineering education: process
engineer M. Rubashev, mechanical engineer I. Vilk, and another founder A. Estrin
graduated from the Imperial Petrograd University.> In addition, S. Vishnyak became
the founder of another joint stock company, United Electromechanical Plants,
established in Petrograd in 1917, where he joined the directorate along with
B. Vanshtein (electrical engineer) and Ya. Kogan-Bernstein (graduated from the
Imperial Novorossiysk University).*’

K. Alekseev, one of the main founders and shareholders of the company, was
appointed executive director of the Combined Factories of Moscow Partnership of
Gold Thread Production “Alekseev Vladimir, P. Vishnyakov, and A. Shamshin.”®

Although Konstantin S. Alekseev (Stanislavskii) (better known as an actor and
director who founded the Moscow Art Theater) did not have a special technical
education, in 1878-81 he studied at the gymnasium at the Lazarev Institute
of Oriental Languages and then began to work for his family’s firm. In the
1880s — early 90s, he studied how European factories functioned in Germany and
France. Upon his arrival home, K. Alekseev announced that the most profitable
business would be related to electricity. That is why the gold thread factory was
transformed into cable productionand later merged with a company of relatives to
form the Alekseev, Vishnyakov, and Shamshin Partnership. In the early 1900s they
set up a copper-rolling production there and also created a department where they
made insulated conductors for low currents. A little later, copper-rolling and cable
plants appeared, and later, on the initiative of Konstantin Alekseev, a new cable
building was constructed. It is quite natural that it was K. Alekseev who became the
executive director of the company.

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In 1886, A. Kohler who was a member of the board and had 270 shares became
executive director of another oldest manufacture, the Moscow Cable Plant (which
began functioning in Moscow as the Partnership of Kolchugin’s Brass and Copper
Rolling Plants in 1876). Like the other founder G. Wogau, he was German by
nationality. A. Kohler held his position for almost 25 years and was replaced in 1910
by N. Kalmykov,” who was also a board member of a number of joint stock
electrotechnical companies.®

Louis-Edouard-Anton Duflon, a Swiss national, was elected executive director of
the Duflon, Konstantinovich and Co. Joint Stock Company in St Petersburg, of
which he was the founder. An agreement was concluded with him for a period of
7 years (Minutes No. 1 of the meeting of the founders of September 6, 1901).%* By
1913, this company had been transformed into the Electromechanical Structures
Joint Stock Company, former Duflon, Konstantinovich and Co. Partnership. In the
report for 1913, Louis Duflon still appears as executive director.”® Although the
board membership changed after the outbreak of the war, according to the official
data of the Ministry of Trade and Industry for 1916, Duflon remained in the position
of executive director.®®

G. Schaub, a hereditary nobleman, a board member of the largest regional joint
stock company “Vol'ta” established in 1889 in the city of Reval in Estland Province,
was elected its executive director and remained in this position until 1916 inclusive.**

Engineer Eric O. Sandberg, also a Swedish national, was executive director of the
L.M. Ericsson and Co. Russian Joint Stock Company founded in 1904 by Swedish
national Lars Magnus Ericsson almost permanently.®® In 1912, another executive

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director of the company was Russian electrical engineer, teacher at the St Petersburg
Electrotechnical Institute Leon 1. Sporhase, who at first oversaw the technical side of
production, and later was elected to the post of the fellow (deputy) chairman of the
board.®

After the outbreak of the First World War, the board membership changed due to
an increase in the number of Russian nationals; however, E. Sandberg continued to
work as executive director until 1917.

A. Bosse, a hereditary honorary citizen, Lutheran by faith, a founder of the
Electric Coals — Kudinovo Moscow Joint Stock Company® was elected its executive
director. Process engineer P. Avtsyn, a founder in the Moscow Telephone Joint
Stock Company, also became its executive director.”

In the Moscow Joint Stock Company of Electric Power Plants founded in 1913,
the position of executive director was held by mechanical engineer T. Shamshin, a
founder and board member, a hereditary honorary citizen, who was only 27 years old
at that time.”

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Process engineer Naum S. Kolmanok’ became executive director of the Russian
Electric Lamp, Commercial and Industrial Joint Stock Company established in
Moscow in 1913. In addition, he remained a board member and deputy chairman in
the absence or illness of the latter.”

Instead of the position of executive director, the positions of technical director
(L. Josef), commercial director (E. Otto) and director (L. Josef) were introduced to
the board in the Geisler N.K. and Co. Electromechanical and Telephone Plant Joint
Stock Company.” A. Margulis, a board member, was executive director of the
Odessa Telephone Company.” In the Rex Electric Accumulators Joint Stock
Company, established in St Petersburg in 1912, the charter stipulated a board
consisting of three directors elected by the general meeting of shareholders, who had
to be Russian nationals of non-Jewish religoin.”” Process engineer D. Filitz, a
member of the board, was appointed director of the plant.”

William Edward (Vasilii S.) Smith, who lived in St Petersburg, a national of the
North American United States, was initially appointed agent and at the same time
executive director of the Russian branch of the French Westinghouse Company
founded in 1898 (Minutes of the Board of April 17, 1901).”” However, after Russian
process engineer V. Lomov was appointed director of the Company’s plant in
December 1901, the position of head of the technical department was introduced at
the plant the following year (in March 1902). M. Orlov, also a process engineer, was

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appointed to this position.” After the transformation into the Westinghouse Russian
Electric Company in 1906, court counselor I. Meyer, a Russian national, was
appointed executive director and remained in this position until 1913.” During the
First World War, the position of executive director was held by engineer S. Nering.
In 1916 he handed over the management of the plant to the new director A. Zalesskii
and continued to work as a consulting engineer until October 1917.%°

In a number of companies, the positions of executive directors were held by
foreign nationals. For instance, Adrian V. Simson, a British national, was executive
director of the Wireless Telegraphs and Telephones Russian Company in Petrograd
established in St Petersburg in 1908 and he remained in this position until 1915.%
Mariyus P. Arno, a French national, was executive director of the Electric Power
Joint Stock Company that was established in 1899 in Baku and relocated to
Petrograd after the outbreak of the First World War,* etc.

Conclusion

By comparing the data of 30 joint stock electrotechnical companies, which by
1917 had accounted for more than half of all electrotechnical companies operating in
Russia and registered in official statistics, it was possible to identify a total of
43 specialists who held the positions of executive director at different time. Almost
all of them, with rare exceptions (A. Troitskii and O. Galla), were shareholders of
these companies. 25 persons (58%) of them had a specialized, mainly higher
technical education, i.e. were process engineers, electrical engineers, mechanical
engineers, and even railway engineers, which in general provided evidence of high
professional level of training of the directorate of electrotechnical and energy
companies.

What contributed to the effective development of the power engineering sector of
the pre-revolutionary Russia was the fact that among executive directors there were
shareholders mainly with higher technical education, who were experts in technical

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issues and at the same time were directly interested in the results of the company’s
work, since in addition to the established salary, they could also count on annual
dividends,.

As a rule, executive directors were not only shareholders but also board members
of the companies, and in some cases (for example, C. Siemens, M. Podobedov,
N. Kolmanok, P. Avtsyn, et al.), their founders. In addition, some executive directors
held these positions in two companies (E. UlI'man, L. Bishlyager, and G. Hertz). The
most qualified executive directors were at the 1886 Electric Lighting Company, the
largest and oldest in the industry. Of the seven managers who held this position in
different years, six persons (A. Troitskii, F. Crestin, R. Klasson, E. Ul'man,
O. Tirstig), including the founder Carl Siemens himself (86%) had an engineering
educational background. It is no coincidence that this company dominated the energy
market of St Petersburg and Moscow for a long time and included other smaller
energy companies in its sphere of influence.
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
