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Organization of the Detention of Prisoners of War of the German Army
and Its Allies in the USSR (A Case Study of Cherepovets Camp no. 158)

Abstract. The subject of this article is the study of the detention of prisoners of war of the German
army and its allies in the Cherepovets NKVD-MVD Camp Tto. 158. The specific feature of this
camp was that it operated from 1942 to 1948, i.e. from the initial period of the Great Patriotic War
until the completion of the repatriation of the majority of prisoners of war. That is why, the
application of historical genetic and historical systemic methods, it is possible to consider the
evolution of the policy of the Soviet state in relation to the enemy soldiers who found themselves at
its mercy and to identify the mechanisms of its implementation in a single detention facility. Based
on the analysis of a wide range of sources, the author considers the principles of the internal
structure of the camp and the characteristics of the material and living situation of the prisoners of
war detained there and the features of medical care for prisoners of war; the connection between the
provision of prisoners of war with food, medical care, and clothing, on the one hand, and their
physical condition, morbidity and mortality rates are determined; the content and dynamics of
political propaganda among prisoners of war are revealed; the features of the repatriation process
are shown.

Introduction

The history of wars and armed conflicts inexorably reminds us of the responsibility
of those vested with state power for the lives of soldiers and officers who found
themselves in enemy captivity. Unfortunately, the violation of the rights of prisoners
of war is still a common and cruel reality these days. That is why the historical
experience of treating prisoners of war deserves the closest attention.

During the Great Patriotic War, Soviet troops captured over 5 million enemy
soldiers. After the surrender of Germany and its allies, most of the enemy’s military
personnel were sent to the camps of the Main Directorate for Prisoners of War and
Internees of the NKVVD-MVD of the USSR. In the territory of the USSR, there was a
kind of “Camp International,” which included representatives of more than
60 nationalities.

A detailed analysis of the historiography of the issue of foreign prisoners of war in
the USSR is given in the publications of the author of this article.? Therefore, we will
focus only on the key points. During the Great Patriotic War, the issue of the
treatment of captured enemy soldiers became an instrument of the ideological
struggle between the Soviet Union and Nazi Germany. The Nazi propaganda organs
launched a myth about the horrors of Soviet captivity, according to which any soldier
and officer of the German army who stopped resisting and surrendered to the
Bolsheviks would face terrible torment and imminent death. In turn, Soviet political
organizations promoted the thesis of humane treatment of disarmed enemies in their
propaganda materials and called on the Wehrmacht soldiers and their allies to
surrender to the Red Army, guaranteeing good treatment and return to their homeland
after the end of the war.?

During the Cold War, the topic of Soviet captivity remained the subject of political
speculation for many years. Taking advantage of the lack of their citizens’ awareness
of the actual state of affairs, individual politicians, writers, and journalists in the

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Federal Republic of Germany continued to whip up the myth of the inhumane
treatment of captured soldiers and officers of the Wehrmacht in the USSR.

In 1957, the problem of German prisoners of war was declared a priority area of
study in Germany and was granted support at the government level. The result of
years-long work was a 15-volume collective publication Zur Geschichte der
deutschen Kriegsgefangenen des Zweiten Weltkrieges [On the History of German
Prisoners of the Second World War]. Seven volumes of this publication described the
captivity of German prisoners of war in the Soviet Union.* Relying mainly on the
materials of oral history obtained in the process of interviewing and questioning
prisoners of war, the authors of this work provided data on the location of camps,
custodial control, mortality, labor use, antifascist work, and prosecution of disarmed
soldiers and officers of the Wehrmacht. One of the conclusions of the study was that
iIf compared with American, British or French captivity, Soviet captivity represented
the worst ordeal for prisoners of war.

In the USSR, the study of the problem of military captivity was mainly limited to
the history of the antifascist resistance movement, primarily to the activities of the
National Committee for a Free Germany.® Other aspects of the stay of German

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prisoners of war in the USSR did not receive proper scholarly attention. Perhaps, the
only attempt at a comprehensive study of the history of the detention of German
soldiers in Soviet captivity was the book by famous German scholar A. Blank Die
deutschen Kriegsgefangenen in der UdSSR [German prisoners of War in the USSR],
published in German in Cologne in 1979.° In general, Soviet historiography has
established the point of view according to which the attitude of the Soviet state
towards the disarmed enemy was humane, in contrast to Nazi Germany, which
pursued a policy of mass extermination of Soviet prisoners of war.

In the late 20™ — early 21% century, the historiographical situation changed
dramatically in the context of democratic changes in the post-Soviet space. Historians
obtained an opportunity to work with declassified archival documents, participate in
international scientific conferences, and publish the results of their research, which
recreated a fairly objective picture of the situation of German prisoners of war in the
Soviet Union.’

Along with this, the best-selling books by Western journalists and historians in
Which the myth of the horrors of the “Russian captivity” continued to be actively
promoted were published in Russia in long run.®

In this regard, the subject of this article is to study the organization of the detention
of prisoners of war of the German army and its allies in the USSR referring to the
example of the Cherepovets NKVD-MVD Camp no. 158 for prisoners of war. The
methodological basis of the article rests upon the principles of consistency and

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historicism of scientific analysis as well as the methods of local history and history of
everyday life. The purpose of the study is to reconstruct the inner life of the camp by
studying the sources and to identify specific features characterizing the detention of
foreign prisoners of war in the USSR.

The focus on the history of Camp no. 158 is explained by the fact that it was the
largest point for transportation and accommodation of prisoners of war in Northern
European Russia. In 1942-48, over 43 thousand disarmed soldiers and officers of
enemy armies passed through it. The process of forming the camp infrastructure, the
number of its population, and its labor use are described in detail in the author’s
previous article.’

The history of Camp no. 158 is mentioned in the article by Yu. Rybalkin about the
fate of Spanish prisoners of World War 1l in the USSR. It is indicated that 265
Spanish soldiers and officers of the 250" (Blue) division of the Wehrmacht passed
through Camp no. 158, i.e. more than half of all Spaniards (442 people) who were
captured by the Soviets during the war years.”? Interesting facts related to the
detention of Finnish prisoners of war in Cherepovets are found in V. Galitskii’s
monograph Finnish Prisoners of War in NKVD Camps (1939-1953)."* For example,
the author provides statistics on the movement of the prisoners of Camp no. 158 and
the number of Finnish prisoners who died and were buried near Cherepovets.'* The
history of Cherepovets Camp no. 158 is partially considered in the publications of
V. Konasov, A.Kuz'minykh, S. Starostin, and A. Sychev.”® Oral testimonies of

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Cherepovets residents about the activities of Camp no. 158 and the daily life of
prisoners of war are considered in the article by N. Emel'yanov.™

Organization of custodial control and security

Prisoner of war camps were secured facilities of the NKVD. They had the
necessary infrastructure for accommodation, life support, and protection of prisoners
of war. According to the recollections of a former employee of Camp no. 158
V. Nikerova, in the territory of subcamp no. 1 in Cherepovets, which was located in
the Makarinskaya Grove, there was a commandant’s office, about 20 barracks, a
canteen, a club, two hospital buildings (one for permanent prisoners and another one
for the temporary prisoners). The national principle was used in the placement of
prisoners of war. On average, about a hundred people lived in the barracks. The
living quarters were heated with iron stoves; the prisoners were housed on two-story
wooden bunks. Warehouses and outbuildings were located outside the camp area.”

The headmen who were responsible for maintaining order and discipline in the
camp were chosen from among the prisoners. The daily routine was as follows: rise at
07.00; morning toilet from 07.00 till 07.25; muster and morning roll call from 07.25
till 08.00; breakfast from 08.00 till 09.00; working time from 09.40 till 14.00; lunch
from 14.00 till 15.00; working time from 15.00 till 19.40; dinner from 19.40 till
20.40; rest from 20.40 till 22.30; evening roll call from 22.30 till 23.00; sleep from
23.00 till 07.00.*°

Each subcamp was surrounded by a fence with observation towers installed around
the perimeter. For example, four towers with searchlights were located in the corners
of subcamp no. 1 (Makarinskaya Grove), surveillance and security posts were
equipped with telephone communication. Subcamps no. 3 (Chagoda), no. 8 (Dedovo
Pole), no. 9 (Chaika) were fenced with a two-and-a-half-meter-high wooden fence
with internal and external slopes of four to five strands of barbed wire.

The external protection of the camp and the escort of prisoners of war were carried
out by the servicemen of the 250" regiment of the NKVD troops. The number of the
guards depended on the number of prisoners of war being escorted. In accordance
with the instructions on the procedure for the protection of prisoners of war dated
March 24, 1942, the escort was one guard for 8 prisoners of war; according to the
NKVD circular no. 332 dated June 26, 1943, one guard was assigned for 15 prisoners
of war.'” In addition, auxiliary self-security teams were recruited from among the
prisoners of war; their number was 230 people. Also, watchmen of household
organizations (30 people) where prisoners of war worked were involved in guarding
the contingent.® As of January 1, 1947, 147 prisoners of war were released from
escort in the camp. As a rule, they were commanders of battalions, companies,
platoons, and antifascist activists.

In the territory of the camp zones, prisoners of war were guarded by watch staff.
According to the instructions, two watchmen were assigned a 7.62 mm rifle and four
hand grenades. Officers were armed with TT pistols. In addition, the camp

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administration had gas masks, a submachine gun, and a signal pistol.*® On November

10, 1947, the arsenal of Camp no. 158 included 54 rifles of the 1831/1930 model,
160 revolvers, 5 TT pistols, 5 submachine guns, 3 signal pistols, 330 hand grenades,
96 gas masks, 12 pocket lanterns, 22 small-caliber rifles.?

In settlements within a 20-25 km radius from the subcamps, 65 teams of assistance
(BS) were formed from local residents, whose task was to search for and detain
prisoners of war if the latter escaped. The personnel of the camp’s guard and security
department conducted classes and briefings with the participants of the teams.?!

Judging by the documentation of the camp, 29 escapes took place between 1945
and 1948, including 6 in 1945, 18 in 1946, 4 in 1947, and 1 in 1948. All of them were
committed from production facilities and suppressed by camp staff and members of
the teams of assistance. For instance, on April 19, 1945, A. Zaitseva, an employee of
the post office of the Irdomatka village council of Cherepovets district, detained
prisoner of war Bekker who had fled from his place of work (Ship Repair Plant). For
the capture of the fugitive, she received a bonus of 300 roubles. On September 2,
1945, Spaniard Romidas escaped from the Cherepovets city power plant. He was
detained on the same day by watchman Churakov at Cherepovets station.*

Each case of escape of prisoners of war was investigated. For example, on June 16,
1945, the staff of the operational department of Camp no. 158 informed Colonel of
state Security N. Slyakotkin, head of the Vologda Oblast NKVD, about an attempted
escape of prisoners of war:

At 2 p.m. on June 8, 1945, when prisoners of war were placed for work in the
Erga subsidiary farm under the protection of watchman Fomichev, who alone
guarded 72 prisoners of war, two prisoners of war of the German army escaped:
Johann Max Berg (born in 1922) and Gunther Wilhelm Koch (born in 1927).
Thanks to the search measures taken by the camp’s operational department, the
escape was liquidated at 6 p.m. on June 9. Prisoners of war Berg and Koch were
detained 30 km away from the camp in the village of Laptevo of the Dmitrievskii
village council in Petrinevskii district, hiding in a barn. .. Berg and Koch said
that the escape had been prepared by a group of 4 people. The preparations for
the escape were led by prisoner of war of the German army Joseph Michael
Bobinger (born in 1920), who split the group in two of two people each. The first
group was led by prisoner of war Berg, and the second was to be led by Bobinger
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himself. The escape of the second group was to take place if the first group
managed to escape safely undetained by the camp command. It was planned to
get food for the escape route by stealing it from the population at night. Escapees
Berg and Koch as well as Bobinger and Schetzel who were preparing to escape
and knew about it were immediately removed from the subsidiary farm. An
investigation was conducted. Its materials are attached. All four prisoners of war
were sdisciplined for 10 days of strict arrest each with detention in the
guardhouse of the camp.?

As a rule, most of the escapes were made during the warmer months. The
probability of a successful escape increased if prisoners of war knew the Russian
language. For instance, Private Buzolig who spoke Russian escaped from the camp
and in a week managed to reach the Polish border, where he was captured and sent
back to the camp.*

One can read the information about the escape of Spaniard Juan Jose Irribaren like
a detective story. He escaped from the camp on December 28, 1946 and was detained
three weeks later. He managed to get to Leningrad without any problems. There he
worked as a porter for some time, then visited Tallinn and Keksholm. He lived on the
doles from Soviet citizens and only after confessing to a militia man that he was a
prisoner of war, Irribaren was returned to the camp.”® Let us note that in 1948 The
Main Directorate for Prisoners of War and Internees of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs of the USSR was engaged in identifying the prisoners who were on the loose
and lived in the territory of the USSR, illegally working in various organizations and
enterprises.

Food and clothing provision for prisoners of war
In the war and post-war years, the supply of food to prisoners of war was an
extremely difficult problem that required constant attention from the camp leadership.

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According to Order no. 91 of Cherepovets Distribution Camp no. 158 dated
December 16, 1942, prisoners daily received 600 g of bread, 80 g of cereals, 80 g of
meat or fish, 500 g of potatoes and vegetables, 13 g of butter, 10 g of sugar, and 25 g
of tea and spicery.?® In the future, the nutrition ration was revised and increased
several times, but the caloric content of the daily ration during the war did not exceed
2500 calories, which negatively affected the physical condition of the prisoners.?’

M. Volkoedova, a former nurse of the camp recalls:

The prisoners were not fed enough. It is interesting how the prisoners ate. They
would be given a ration of bread, then the main course (soup). They would first
eat the bread, then drink all the liquid from the plate (iron bowl), and then eat the
soup body with a spoon. The prisoners were dressed in all sorts of clothes. Most
of them wore their greatcoats. In winter, many of them froze and died from the
cold. The prisoners were sent to work (highways were built). Such an army
would be taken out. . . They would barely walk, drag themselves along, stumble,
and then fall. Some of them could not walk, looked like dystrophics. There was
an escort with dogs nearby. Each time we recorded how many of them would
leave the camp and how many would stay. . .%

In order to prevent dystrophy among prisoners of war, Captain of State Security
V. Korolev, who was the head of the camp, issued an order in November 1942. He

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ordered to cook soup with bone broth three times a week and give out 80 g of yeast
per person daily. In addition, sauerkraut was added to the diet twice a week.?

In the summer of 1944, a campaign was carried out in the camp to collect wild
plants: nettles, sorrel, mushrooms, berries, etc. Fresh herbs were included in the daily
diet of prisoners of war, and appropriately processed ones formed part of the winter
food supply.

The data in Table 1 show that the plan for harvesting wild-growing plants in 1947
was exceeded. The bulk of wild-growing plants were used not for the planned supply,
I.e. for replacing the main foods in the diet, but to improve the nutrition of the
prisoners, i.e., to supplement the diet. It should be noted that the vegetable
component in the diet of the local population also increased markedly during the war
years. The shortage of bread and meat was compensated by orach, turnips, clover,
and various surrogate food additives.*

It happened that during the collection of herbs, berries, and mushrooms,
unawareness of the peculiarities of the local flora led to poisoning among prisoners of
war, sometimes with a fatal outcome. The GUPVI even had to issue a special
instruction to clearly regulate the types and procedure for processing wild-growing

prisoners of war.*

To illustrate the provision of Camp no. 158 with food, we present the data as of
November 1, 1947:

Thus, the camp and its subcamps had a sufficient supply of staple foods, which
made it possible to prevent interruptions in the supply for prisoners of war. Let us just
point out that the data reflect the situation when the warehouses and storage spaces of
the subcamps were maximally full, as the inspection was conducted at the time when
preparation of the camp for winter had been completed. The situation was unlikely to
look so promising at the beginning of spring.

One of the ways to solve the food problem was to organize a subsidiary farm. By
the decision of the Cherepovets district executive committee of December 3, 1945,
Camp no. 158 was allotted 100 hectares from the lands of the State Land Reserve and

84 hectares from the collective farm “Svobodnaya zhizn” for temporary use.** It is
characteristic that the lands that collective farms allocated to the camps were far from
the best. So, the camp was given a plot of land along the Sheksna river in the flooding
zone.*

In the post-war years, the subsidiary farm of Camp no. 158 included the plots
“Abakanovo,” “Erga,” and ‘“Shelomovo.” In Abakanovo, prisoners of war grew
vegetables. Only healthy prisoners were taken there to work. About 100 people who
were accommodated in the building of the local school worked there during the
summer. According to the memoirs of old-timers, prisoners of war were used in
agricultural work in the villages of Klimovo (in the stables) and Kharlamovskaya
(sorting cabbages in the vegetable shed) of Cherepovets district. In rural areas,
prisoners of war had the opportunity to move freely and communicate with the local
population.*®

Captured cattle, for which it was not immediately possible to find room, arrived at
the camp in December 1945. In 1947, the camp’s subsidiary farm had three tractors
(two Soviet and one foreign), and prisoners of war worked as tractor drivers.*’
Vegetable sheds with a planned capacity of 150 tons for every thousand people of the
prisoners were built to store the harvest.*® Sometimes they were empty due to the fact
that untimely harvesting led to the loss of almost all harvested agricultural products.
For example, when unloading the barge, which delivered ten tons of carrots in
October 1947, it turned out that the carrots were almost 100% rotten.*

Thanks to the ongoing activities, the caloric content of the daily diet of prisoners of
war slightly increased. While in 1942-44 it averaged 2,150-2,200 calories, in

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1947-48 it averaged 2,600-2,800 calories.”® In most of the subcamps, canteens were
equipped for the prisoners of war to eat.** All this had a beneficial effect on their
physical condition.

The provision of prisoners of war with clothes and footwear was mainly carried out
at the expense of trophy and used domestic property which came from the district
military warehouse no. 32 (Vologda) and needed mending. Decommissioned
overcoats, raincoat tents, duffel bags, canvas, cotton calico were used as repair
material. From all this heterogeneous material, tailors from among the prisoners of
war sewed underpants, shirts, trousers, padded jackets, footcloths, mittens, and work
boots. In 1947 alone, the workshops of Camp no. 158 produced 10,073 pairs of
footcloths, 3,537 pairs of mittens, 452 T-shirts, and 406 pairs of underpants from rags
and old clothes.*

In addition, clothes came from economic agencies. For instance, in 1947, the camp
received from the Chagoda glass factory 50 undershirts, 50 pairs of underpants,
15 cotton padded jackets and 15 pairs of trousers, 1,832 pairs of mittens, 186 pairs of
leather shoes, 979 pairs of surrogate shoes, 10 blankets, 17 mattress pillowcases,
30 sheets. The following bedding was also allocated to the camp for temporary use:
200mattress cases, 150 pillowcases, 150 blankets, and 250 sheets.*?

In audit report concerning the economic activities of the camp dated November 25,
1947, it was noted that the quality of the uniforms and bedding used by prisoners of
war as well as those stored in the camp warehouse was satisfactory. Washing of
prisoners of war in the bathhouse was carried out at least three times a month
according to the schedule developed by the sanitary department of the camp; dirty
linen was obligatorily changed and the outerwear was disinfected. The capacity of the
bathhouse was 800 people per day. Haircuts and shaving of prisoners of war were
done by specially designated hairdressers (4 people) from among the prisoners of
war. Shaving appliances were available in sufficient quantity, but there were not
enough hair clippers. The washing of linen and bedding was done by prisoners of war
in a special room with the necessary equipment. The camp and its subcamps were
provided with soap and washing soda in sufficient amount.*

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Medical and sanitary care for prisoners of war

The policy of the Soviet state aimed at preserving life and health of prisoners of
war predetermined special attention to the issue of their medical care. In July 1942, a
medical service consisting of three medical workers with incomplete secondary
medical education was formed in the Cherepovets distribution camp.* The main
tasks of the medical service were sanitation of the incoming prisoners of war and
their diagnostic examination and treatment.

Those arriving at the camp were to be isolated in quarantine barracks for three
weeks. During the quarantine period, a medical and sanitary history sheet was issued
for each prisoner of war. It contained information about the results of medical
examinations, marks on vaccinations, information about hospitalization or outpatient
treatment.*® The document was certified by the signature of the doctor of the camp’s
sanitary department.

Prisoners of war entered the camp in extremely poor physical condition. In the first
group of prisoners of war (131 people), who arrived at the Distribution Camp no. 158
in July 1942, 75 people were suffering from dystrophy. Former soldiers of Hitler’s
army looked like tramps rather than soldiers: unwashed, ragged, lice-infested — they
immediately got into hospital beds.*’

On November 11, 1942, the head of the Cherepovets Distribution Camp
Administration signed Order no. 57, which ordered to start construction of reserve
quarantine barracks and infirmaries, to strengthen medical and sanitary control over
the labor use and nutrition of the prisoners, and to organize convalescing teams for
weakened and sick.*®

In the final period of the Great Patriotic War, the admission of prisoners of war to
the camp increased dramatically, while their health remained extremely
unsatisfactory. On October 1, 1944, a group of 100 people arrived in Cherepovets
from Camp no. 150 (Gryazovets, Vologda Jblast). Of them, 14 people were assigned
to the first group of working capacity; 31 to the second; 46 to the third; 8 to the
fourth; one person died en route. The documents revealed that 18 people from the
infirmary were included in the group, although the transportation of sick prisoners of
war was prohibited by the NKVD directives. After the inspection by the staff of the
camp’s sanitary service, S0 people were enrolled in the convalescing team.

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On October 8, 1944, a group of 2,505 prisoners of war arrived at the camp from the
assembly and transfer station no. 2 (Roman, Romania). Among the new arrivals there
were 1,221 Romanians, 652 Moldovans, 616 Germans, 9 Czechs, 3 Austrians,
3 Poles, and 1 Italian. During the medical examination, it was revealed that 100% of
prisoners were infested with lice. 54 people who were on the verge of death due to
severe exhaustion were hospitalized in critical condition. Many of the prisoners
lacked outerwear and shoes: 70% did not have overcoats, 40% were barefoot, 10%
arrived in underpants and blankets draped over their shoulders.

On December 14, 1944, 2,541 prisoners of war were brought from Camp no. 176
(Focsany, Romania), including 1,965 Hungarians and 576 Germans. A significant
part of the prisoners did not have shoes, trousers and underpants, their legs were
wrapped in footcloths. During disembarkation 60 corpses were found in the wagons,
and 121 people were taken outside in a life-threatening or unconscious state. During
the audit of the documents, it turned out that 3,000 prisoners of war were taken to
Camp no. 176 by Lieutenant Kovalev, head of the escort of the 228" escort regiment,
but in fact 2,541 people entered the camp.

On May 9, 1945, a group of 1,499 prisoners of war from Camp no. 45 (Deutsch-
Eylau, Germany) arrived at the camp. Physical condition of the prisoners was as
follows: 1% group, 749 people; 2™ group, 393 people; 3™ group, 216 people;
4" group, 141 people. Two people were in a hopeless condition, one died in the first
day. One prisoner of war died en route and his body was given to the camp for burial.

On June 9, 1945, the group of 2,500 persons arrived from the same departure point.
Among them were 2,057 Germans, 175 Poles, 126 Austrians, 46 French,
41 Czechs, 24 Hungarians, 17 Yugoslavs, 5 Dutch, 5 Romanians, 2 Lithuanians,
1 Luxembourger, 1 Swiss. One prisoner of war died en route, 494 people were
assigned to the 2" group; 915, to the 3"; 1,079, to the 4™; 11 more people were listed
as seriously ill. Half of the prisoners were lice-infested. According to the medical
examination records, the prisoners were weakened and unsuitable for physical work.

Almost all groups of the prisoners of war who entered the camp were in a similar
condition, but thanks to the ongoing medical and sanitary measures, their condition
markedly improved.

In general, Physical condition of the prisoners of war of Camp no. 158 looked as
follows (see Table 3):

Judging by the data given in Table 3, throughout the entire period of the camp’s
existence, a significant part of the prisoners were weakened and required long-term
treatment and recovery.

Physical condition of the prisoners of war directly depended on the sanitary
conditions in the camp. In the post-war period, solid bunks made of poles in the camp
barracks were replaced by wagon-type bunks. Sanitation began to be carried out at
least once every ten days with a mandatory change of linen. By the end of 1947,
bedbugs were completely destroyed in most camp departments, and closed-type
latrines were built. Lawns were laid out in the territory of subcamp no. 1, landscaping
was made, during which 4,300 trees and shrubs were planted. Thanks to these events,
the camp acquired a more “cultural” image, which had a favorable effect on the
morale of prisoners of war.

A 200-bed infirmary was deployed at the camp Administration, and medical units
with isolation wards were opened in the subcamps. Due to the lack of medical staff,
the main medical work was carried out by paramedics and nurses. Doctors and
pharmacists from among the prisoners of war were involved as auxiliary medical
personnel. Due to the absence of a number of specialist doctors, the camp
systematically sought medical care from local health facilities. Invited specialist
doctors conducted 247 consultations; among them there were 11 professors of
medicine, 140 tuberculosis specialist; 25 oculists; 71 otolaryngologists. In addition,
1,020 X-rays, 240 radiographs, 760 laboratory tests, and 39 operations were
performed on the basis of other medical institutions.>®

Medical work in outpatient clinics of the subcamps took place daily in the morning
and evening except for weekends. In each subcamp, therapeutic, surgical and dental
(if there were dentists) offices received patients. In general, 497,659 people received

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outpatient care in the camp from 1942 to 1948 (many prisoners of war were treated
repeatedly), of which 178,313 people received primary care. The seriously ill were
sent to the camp Administration infirmary, infectious patients were isolated from
therapeutic and surgical patients.

Medical workers who were negligent in the treatment of prisoners of war were
subject to dismissal. The official description of the doctor of Camp no. 158, Senior
Lieutenant of Medical Service G., said:

He does not pay attention to sanitary and preventive work and medical measures.
As a result of negligent attitude to work in the 6" subcamp, he allowed high
morbidity and mortality of prisoners of war; due to the same negligence, he
allowed the death of prisoners of war in the infirmary of the camp
Administration, without timely examining the patients to provide qualified
medical care.”

As a result, the mentioned doctor was dismissed from the Ministry of Internal Affairs
following the results of the inspection.

In the fall of 1944, hospitals no. 1825 and 5091 located in Cherepovets were
assigned to Camp no. 158 for medical care of prisoners of war. They received the
status of special medical institutions and were under dual subordination, to the
People’s Commissariat of Health of the USSR and to the People’s Commissariat of
Internal Affairs of the USSR.> Patients with treatment periods of more than a month,
infectious patients, and persons requiring special treatment were transferred to special
hospitals. In total, during the existence of the camp, 72,158 patients were sent to
special hospitals, including 1,109 people in 1942; 8,944 in 1943; 14,817 in 1944;
19,257 in 1945; 13,768 in 1946; 11,696 in 1947; 2,567 in 1948.>

According to the observations of the camp doctors, the greatest threat to the health
of prisoners of war was posed by such diseases as typhus and typhoid fever,
dystrophy, and dysentery. The peak incidence of typhus occurred in 1945, when
304 cases were identified.>® Thanks to the measures taken, the epidemic was quickly
dealt with. Dystrophy was much more difficult to treat. 93 prisoners of war were

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diagnosed with it in 1942; 259in 1943; 1,294 in 1944; 6,972 in 1945; 1,711 in 1946;
1,566 in 1947; 24 in 1948.

A particularly severe clinical picture of dystrophy was observed inthe prisoners of
war who were transferred to the camp in 1942 from the Leningrad NKVD prison
no. 11. For a long time, they had received reduced rations (the so-called Leningrad
norm). On examining the patients, Professor Belin'kii, military doctor of the 1% rank
who was invited for consultation, confirmed the typical picture of nutritional
dystrophy® combined with pellagra,®® noting that the camp nutrition norm was
insufficient in terms of calories for people engaged in physical work, especially in
winter, and gave a number of recommendations for the diagnosis and therapy of the
disease.”’

The health status of prisoners of war directly affected the profitability of the camp.
Due to the illness of prisoners of war, the camp lost a total of 590,386 man-days in
1942-48, which resulted in a shortfall of at least 4.8 million roubles for the state.>®
The Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR demanded that medical workers
conduct systematic work to improve the physical condition of prisoners of war,
emphasizing that that measure had “great state and political significance.”®

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In accordance with the instructions of the People’s Commissar of Internal Affairs
of the USSR S. Kruglov, subcamp no. 1 of Camp no. 158 was reorganized into a
health center in February 1946. In this regard, construction and repair work was
carried out on reequipping residential and office premises, landscaping of the camp
territory, and construction of communal buildings in order to bring the subcamp to an
exemplary condition.®

In 1947, a recreation room was opened in the camp. It received 2,650 prisoners of
war from among the best production workers. Systematic implementation of
preventive and health measures made it possible to achieve a significant reduction in
morbidity. In 1947, no cases of infectious disease were recorded in the camp, colds
decreased by 40-45%, frostbite was completely eliminated, and occupational injuries
were minimized.**

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Therapeutic measures were combined with sanitary and educational work aimed at
preventing occupational injuries, frostbite, and infectious diseases. Doctors from
among the prisoners of war got acquainted with the organization of medical work in
hospitals and clinics of Cherepovets. Conferences on the treatment of diseases such
as pneumonia, dystrophy, and tuberculosis were held for them.

Medical supply of the camp was carried out from the warehouses of the
Arkhangelsk Military District. Trophy medicines prevailed among the medicines,
which facilitated the organization of the treatment process for German doctors who
knew their medicines well. In 1947, the camp received a large shipment (50 million
units) of Canadian penicillin. The dressing material (gauze and bandages) was of
domestic production. In addition to the planned supply, the camp was provided with
funds (from 25 to 30 thousand roubles for a quarter of a year) for the purchase of
necessary medicines from the local pharmacy chain.®

During the existence of Camp no. 158, 2,145 people (4.9% of the total contingent)
died, of whom 15 died in 1942; 32 in 1943; 600 in 1944; 1,341 in 1945; 135 in 1946;
20 in 1947; 2 in 1948.%% These figures refute the opinion of some German historians
about the general mortality of prisoners of war in Soviet camps. On the contrary, the
statistics show that despite the unfavorable conditions of wartime and post-war
devastation, the camp employees managed to save the lives of the vast majority of
disarmed enemy soldiers and officers.

Political work with prisoners of war

The need for antifascist re-education of enemy soldiers raised the question of
organizing systematic political work among them. Initially, antifascist work with
prisoners of war was carried out exclusively by the political bodies of the camp. A
German language study group was organized for the camp personnel under the
guidance of interpreter Dobrovol'skaya. At the end of 1942, the Directorate for
Prisoners of War and Internees of the NKVD of the USSR sent prisoners of war
Kleiner and Virgallo who graduated from the Central Anti-Fascist School (TsASh) in
Krasnogorsk to the Cherepovets distribution camp. After their arrival, the recruitment
of antifascist activists from the former members of the Communist Party of Germany
(KPD) and the Social Democratic Party of Germany (SED) began in the camp.

In order to improve the quality of antifascist work, 436 prisoners of war were sent
to the camp, including 75 people in 1943; 130 in 1944; 178 in 1945; 42 in 1946; 11 in

1947. After finishing the TsASh, 22 people returned to the camp; of them only
7 people worked in the camp in January 1948.%

On March 1, 1943, 20% of the prisoners of war in the camp declared their
solidarity with the antifascist movement. The resolution they signed stated:

We will do everything in our power to ensure that our people find the path to
peace and freedom sooner. We raise our voice so that the German people will
know the truth. We will prepare for the future of Germany and its peaceful
construction. Only when the front and rear, and we, the prisoners of war, are
united in the pursuit of peace and freedom will our struggle be crowned with
success.”

K. Biirger, a member of the Central Committee of the KPD, a senior instructor in
antifascist work, who was sent to the camp from Moscow, played a major role in
organizing political work among Germans. In 1948, he was withdrawn and sent to
work in Germany. The work with the Finnish prisoners was supervised by instructor
A. Lesonen, and the work with the Spanish prisoners was supervised by instructor
S. Jose.®

In June 1943, 67 group talks, 10 political information sessions, 6 meetings and
rallies, 6 meetings of antifascist activists, 4 classes in the political circle, 2 evenings
of amateur performances were held among German prisoners of war; 2 photo
newspapers and 2 wall newspapers were prepared. At the initiative of K. Biirger, the
prisoners wrote 10 appeals to soldiers and officers of the German army and
24 articles in the newspaper Das freie Wort. For comparison, 4 talks and lectures,
3 production meetings, and 2 evenings of amateur performances were held during the
same period among the captured Spaniards.®’

In June 1943, two delegates, prisoners of war Ross and Hoffman, were sent to
Krasnogorsk to participate in the establishment of the National Committee for a Free
Germany (Nationalkomitee Freies Deutschland) (NKFD). After returning to the
camp, they launched propaganda for the NKFD platform. The popularity of the goals

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of the NKFD was evidenced by the massive growth of its supporters. For example,
107 prisoners attributed themselves to the adherents of the NKFD in July 1943;
293 in September; 623 in November; 1,126 in December. In the fourth quarter of
1943, the prisoners collected money in the amount of 10,4 thousand roubles. In total,
878 prisoners of war participated in this action, and contributed money at the expense
of the monetary allowance they received.®

To be fair, we should note that not all prisoners of war supported the antifascists.
Describing the moods of the residents of the camp barracks, L. Steidle, a former
Wehrmacht Colonel noted:

No one wanted to openly express their thoughts at rallies, firstly, because they
were afraid of displeasing their comrades, and secondly, because the rule here
was to be careful.®® Most of the prisoners took a wait-and-see attitude and said,
“We are out of politics. Let’s leave politics for the people who deal with it.”"

Nevertheless, more and more prisoners began to be interested in political issues
over time. This transformation of consciousness can be partially explained by the
words of Obergefreiter Werning:

| have never been involved in politics before. Thanks to conversations with
comrades and explanatory talks here, in captivity, | came to the conclusion that it
IS necessary to engage in politics. Issues such as peace and fate of our homeland
are all political issues, and how they will be resolved depends on us.”

The democratization of the views of Hungarians, Romanians, Poles, and Austrians
was faster than of the Germans. In July 1943, Austrian prisoners of war wrote a
statement requesting to establish a committee in the USSR to fight for a free and
independent Austria. In October 1943, 64 resolutions and appeals were prepared by
prisoners of war, 29 of them by Finns, 18 by Germans, 17 by Austrians, while
German prisoners of war made up 70% of the camp population.”

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At the end of 1943, many prisoners of war expressed a desire to fight against
fascism with weapons in their hands. Half of the Poles signed a collective statement
to send them to the T. Kosciuszko division to fight for the liberation of Poland. In
addition, 216 Austrians submitted a collective statement to the camp’s leadership
asking them to send them to the front. Some Germans expressed a similar desire.
Thus, Obergefreiter of the German army Belsemon (born in 1923) said:

It would be nice to drop antifascist prisoners of war from airplanes to the rear of
the Germans. They would start something like a partisan movement and would
have the opportunity to support the Red Army."®

By 1944, the number of anti-fascists in the camp had reached 1,500 people,
including 130 activists, which facilitated antifascist work. The circle of participants in
the antifascist movement had significantly expanded. The opponents of Hitlerism
from among the priests were actively involved in popularizing the NKFD platform.
For instance, in July 1944, Obergetreiter Herbert Genersdorfer and Private Karl
Becker, the NKFD commissioners, arrived at Camp no. 158 from Krasnogorsk to
hold religious service. The latter was left as the permanent priest of the camp and
settled in the officers’ barracks. The political department of the camp was instructed
to do everything possible to assist in organizing religious services for prisoners of
war.”

With great interest, the prisoners of war received a delegation of the Union of
German Officers led by Lieutenant General Daniels, Colonel Cimatis, and Captain
Domasko, who arrived at the camp on April 2, 1944.

The dynamics of the growth of the number of antifascists in Camp no. 158 in 1944
is shown in Table 4:”

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The growing number of antifascists, whose number had reached almost 3 thousand
people in Camp no. 158 by the end of 1944, made it possible to use ideological levers
to increase labor productivity. On March 16, 1943, the first employment contract was
signed at a meeting of prisoners of war. It was signed by all eight brigades organized
at that time in the camp. The labor competition was held under the slogan “For Peace
and Friendship with the Great Soviet People.” The prisoners of war set a goal to
comply with standards of at least 100% and to maintain production discipline.’

In 1944, a club was built in subcamp no. 1, in honor of which a grand meeting was
held. In the presidium, there were representatives from each nation, who received the
right to make a speech. Later, the club became the center of cultural work in the
camp.”’

Due to the appearance of the club, the forms of political work with the prisoners

significantly expanded, as shown in Table 5:"

In addition to meetings, rallies, and conferences, the preparation of collective
appeals, proclamations, and leaflets addressed to the soldiers of the Wehrmacht who
fought on the Soviet-German front constituted another form of political work with
prisoners of war. In 1944, prisoners of war of Camp no. 158 prepared 113 appeals
with 13,100 signatures; 90 appeals with 9,386 signatures; 323 leaflets with
5,494 signatures. In addition, 7 collective addresses were submitted to join volunteer
antifascist formations. They were signed by 743 Germans and 446 prisoners of other
nationalities. There were also 1,070 individual appeals with a similar request from
699 Germans, 118 Finns, 92 Spaniards, and 89 Austrians.”

On August 10, 1944, a meeting was held in the camp. It was attended by 28 captive
officers of the German army for the first time. It began with an introductory speech
by head of the camp Captain I. Timoshenko about the barbarism and inhumanity of

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the Nazi invaders in Soviet land. Further, public testimonies of German soldiers and
officers were heard concerning the facts of violence, brutalities, and atrocities against
peaceful Soviet citizens, accompanied by the display of the photographs that had
been found on the prisoners of war.?

From that time, the Germans became more actively involved in exposing the
participants in the brutalities and atrocities committed by the German army. At a
meeting of prisoners of war on September 17, 1944, when discussing the atrocities of
the Nazis in Lublin, 12 people spoke. They named the participants in the atrocities
who were in the camp, and prisoners of war Schabe, Schott, Nock, and Merlens
confessed in crimes committed in the territory of the USSR. After that, the camp
administration received 113 more statements reporting specific facts of the atrocities
and indicating their organizers and participants. In total, 1,119 such statements were
sent by prisoners of war in 1944-45.%

In November 1944, the antifascist officers adopted an appeal to the camp
administration to remove the insignia, distinctions, and honors established in the Nazi
army. The antifascists were the first to do it, followed by many German officers.

The main tasks of political work in early 1945 were as follows: to study the
sentiments of the arriving prisoners of war and their attitude to the war; to
demonstrate the criminal nature of the war on the part of Germany and the liberating
nature of the war on the part of the USSR; to expose Nazi ideology and promote the
Leninist-Stalinist policy of equality of races and nations; to explain to prisoners of
war their responsibility for the damage inflicted on the Soviet Union; the formation of
a conscientious attitude to work; instilling democratic beliefs; organization of
antifascist movement in the camp.

Due to the successful offensive of the Soviet troops and their approach to the
borders of Germany, the work of writing appeals to the German population increased
among prisoners of war. In January 1945, prisoners of war of Camp no. 158 prepared
20 appeals addressed to the residents of Saxony, Bavaria, Berlin, Cologne,
Mecklenburg and a statement condemning the murder of Soviet parliamentarians in
Budapest.®* One of the appeals said:

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The workers of Berlin and Brandenburg! You have nothing to fear from the Red
Army. .. It enters the country not to destroy you but to overthrow the Hitler
clique.®®

In the spring and summer of 1945, many prisoners of war who had been taken
captive in Germany arrived at the camp. Instead of being sent home after the
surrender as was expected, they were sent to the Soviet Union. On the other hand, the
soldiers and officers of the German army who had been in captivity for a long time
realized that their hopes for an early return home were also in vain. In an interview
with a journalist from the Cherepovets newspaper Rech, former prisoner of war
Bernhard Plusvik recalled:

During my captivity, the feeling of hopelessness never left me. It seemed like |
was going to spend my whole life in these damn camps. Depression did not go
away for months.*

Taking into account the moral and psychological state of the prisoners, the camp
administration decided to strengthen antifascist work. 9 rallies and meetings,
147 group talks, 30 political information sessions, 34 classes in political circles,
7 evenings of questions and answers, and 15 lectures were held among prisoners of
war in May 1945. | addition to that, amateur talent activities were actively developing
in the camp. There were music, quire, and drama clubs in the camp, which included
180 prisoners of war. They wrote several plays, poems, and musical works.®

The departure of the first groups of weakened and sick prisoners of war to their
homeland in the summer of 1945 also had a negative impact on the sentiments of
prisoners of war, including some of the antifascist activists. A tendency began to
form among the prisoners to deliberately worsen their physical condition, even to
inflict self-harm, in order to return to their homeland faster. For example, prisoner of
war Boitelsbacher, who had previously twice attempted to escape from the camp,
deliberately took off his boots and exposed his feet and hands while in the penal
company of the Dedovo Pole subcamp.®® To combat such facts, conversations were

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held about the dangers of self-harm and the need for careful attitude to health. The
political bodies established control over the prisoners’ food intake and exposed
malingerers and saboteurs.

In 1945, the department for antifascist work was subordinated to the operational
Chekist department of the camp, which made it possible to coordinate political and
operative work, and also increased the efficiency of measures taken to identify war
criminals. In 1945, 23 participants in the atrocities were exposed in the camp. The
study of prisoners of war in close contact with intelligence officers made it possible
to clear the antifascist activists of the “ballast” and the “pro-fascist element.” For
instance, Helmut Schendling, political instructor of one of the companies, who was a
Nazi propagandist in the past, was dismissed from office.®’

The materials of the meetings of prisoners and the resolutions adopted by them
indicate that the political activity of prisoners of war increased significantly in 1946.
In the fourth quarter of 1946, prisoners of war of Camp no. 158 wrote 21 collective
appeals, 1,952 individual letters, and 32 articles to antifascist newspapers. At the
same time, the prisoners sent 1,894 postcards to their relatives and friends with an
appeal to support the KPD and SED in the elections in the “fight against reaction.”®

In February 1946, a meeting of prisoners of war was held in the camp in order to
support the International Military Tribunal in Nuremberg and condemn the war
crimes committed by Nazi Germany. The Germans G. Mertens and W. Klein, who
previously served as guards of the Auschwitz and Sachsenhausen concentration
camps, spoke at the meeting. They described life in the death camps in horrific detail.
In particular, they stated:

Compared to life there, we live here like in a holiday home. The fourth group
(those suffering from dystrophy. — A. K.) here is fat if compared with the “fattest”

prisoners of war there.®

The resolution of the meeting, sealed with 53 signatures, read:

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We demand the strictest punishment and accountability of all those who have
committed crimes against peace and humanity because only by destroying this
plague the world as well as the new democratic Germany will be able to achieve
real peace and quiet.*

In October 1946, the antifascist prisoners of war of Camp no. 158 sent an appeal to
the Control Council in Germany,®" in which they demanded that J. Schacht, F. Papen
and G. Fritsche who had been acquitted by the International Military Tribunal were
put on trial.*

The main emphasis in antifascist work in 1946 was placed on developing labor
competition and increasing labor productivity in order to achieve the profitability of
the camp and the fulfillment of the production plan. The main task was to mobilize
prisoners of war to combat violations of the camp routine and labor discipline.
Special importance was attached to the organization of wall press, which reflected
labor indicators and was aimed at popularizing the best workers, combating those
who refused to work and malingerers.

A K-101 talking motion picture projector played an important role in the
organization of cultural and mass work in the camp. It was obtained with the help of
the Political Department of the GUPVI MVD of the USSR. In 1947, 105 film shows
were held for prisoners of war. In addition, the Cherepovets City Drama Theatre

At late September — early October of 1946, the International Military Tribunal announced
the verdict regarding the criminal activities of the Nazi regime. The Tribunal sentenced G. Goering,

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organized 13 performances for the contingent and camp staff. In turn, Leningrad
Philharmonic held 8 concerts.*®

In 1947, the formation of the camp’s political bodies was completed. On the basis
of the directive of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR no. 112cc, regular
positions of antifascist work functionaries were introduced (5 people for camp
administration, 3 people for each subcamp). Political work was supervised by the
deputy head of the camp’s political department and the head of the antifascist work
department. The head of the antifascist activists from among the prisoners of war was
directly responsible for conducting political work. Three functionaries reported to
him: the deputy head of the activist group for youth work, the instructor of political
education circles, and the organizer of mass cultural work.** Antifascist functionaries
had the right to unescorted movement, meals at an increased rate, and a monthly
allowance of 100 roubles.”

On the basis of the GUPVI directive of February 28, 1947, all previously enlisted
prisoners of war were checked. Those who were denied confidence were removed
from the lists of antifascists. From now on, only those prisoners of war who were
active in political work, headed production teams, and participated in organizing
labor competitions were included in the list of activists. The inclusion in the list of
antifascist activists was carried out after the approval of the candidate by the head of
the camp political department.

In order to prepare antifascist functionaries, a selection was held among prisoners
of war to be sent to regional and all-Union antifascist courses. The regional
antifascist courses under the administration of Camp no. 158 made 20 enrollments
and prepared 746 antifascists.” Senior instructor in antifascist work M. Schumacher
was the head of the courses. The results of the students at the final exams were as
follows: 65% excellent; 32% good; 2% satisfactory. For the successful completion of
the program by the studenst, senior instructor M. Schumacher was awarded a trip to
the resort.”’

During the period of mass repatriation, political work with prisoners of war entered
its final stage. The main task was to form a positive attitude towards the USSR
among the prisoners of war and to convince them of the need to carry out
transformations according to the Soviet model in their countries. In the second half of
1947, at the camp there were 869 group talks, 436 lectures and reports, 254 meetings,
153 gatherings of antifascist activists, 57 seminars for leaders of political circles,
29 rallies, 251 concerts, 18 performances, 65 films shows. As noted by the personnel
of the political bodies of the camp, as of November 1, 1947, 98% of prisoners of war
had associated themselves with the antifascist movement.*® Thus, we can conclude
that denazification and demilitarization of the consciousness of prisoners of war was
successful.

Repatriation

As the end of World War 1l approached, the issue of returning prisoners of war to
their homeland became increasingly urgent. The Hague (1907) and Geneva (1929)
conventions provided for the repatriation of prisoners of war as soon as possible after
the conclusion of peace. On September 19, 1944, the Armistice Agreement was
signed in Moscow between the USSR and Great Britain, on the one hand, and
Finland, on the other. It provided for a mutual exchange of prisoners of war. The
document stated that Finland would immediately release all Soviet, British, and

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American servicemen from captivity. At the same time, the USSR and the allied
powers would transfer to Finland its former soldiers and officers.*

The Armistice Agreement marked the beginning of the repatriation of Finnish
prisoners of war from the USSR. On the eve of repatriation, almost all Finnish
prisoners of war were concentrated in Camp no. 158. 1,805 Finnish soldiers and
officers were sent from the camp to their homeland in 1944, and 124 more in 1945.

In the summer of 1945, the repatriation of prisoners of war of other nationalities
began. First of all, prisoners of war who were physically unfit for work were to be
sent home. A medical commission was formed in the camp to select these categories
of prisoners of war. The lists of repatriates included people with disabilities, patients
with tuberculosis and dystrophy, and those prisoners of war who had been held in
convalescence teams for a long time.

In 1945, 19,097 people were sent from Camp no. 158 to their homeland and other
regions of the USSR, including 1,314 people to Frankfurt-on-Oder (Germany);
452 people to Sighet (Romania); 2,393 people to Pirno (Romania); 1,328 people to
Focsani (Romania); 936 people to Ungheni (Romania); 124 people to Finland;
1,055 people to Camp no. 65; 11,495 people to other camps and special hospitals.'*

Before the departure, prisoners of war underwent sanitary treatment and were
provided with clean underwear, repaired clothes and footwear. The wagons for
transportation were equipped with bunks, kitchens, and water tanks. In addition, the
camp supplied them with buckets, cauldrons, bowls, mugs, firewood, and food supply
for 25 days of travel.'*

In June 1946, the Council of Ministers of the USSR adopted Resolution
no. 1263-519ss, according to which it was planned to transport 2,870 disabled
prisoners of war from Vologda Oblast; of them 1,550 were to be transported from
camps and 1,320 from special hospitals.'® In September 1947, 1,500 prisoners of war
were sent from the camps of Vologda Oblast to work at coal mining enterprises in
Donbass, including 530 people from Camp no. 158, for which 20 wagons were
allocated.'®

Thus, repatriation was a long and complicated process. The return of prisoners to
their homeland was slowed down by the use of the able-bodied contingent in the
restoration of the national economy after the end of the war. In March 1948, the last
prisoners of war left the camp, after which it was disbanded.

Conclusion

The study of the detention of prisoners of war of the German army and its allies in
Cherepovets Camp no. 158 clearly demonstrates that the USSR had no intention of
physical extermination of prisoners of war during the Great Patriotic War, as was the
case in the camps of Nazi Germany. Despite the lack of material resources in the
country, prisoners of war were provided with food, clothing, and medical care. Much
attention was paid to the organization of camp life and leisure activities for the
prisoners of war. Along with this, active political work was conducted with former
enemy servicemen on denouncing Nazi ideology, antifascist re-education, and
preparation for peaceful life after returning to their homeland. Thanks to the activities
conducted, most of the prisoners of war managed to survive captivity and return
home.
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
