Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the current position in the history and histori-
ography of the Civil War in Russia and the Russian North in connection with the centenary of these
events. The origins, causes and genesis of the Civil War in the country are analysed in the context
of a long-term and a short-term retrospective, the movement from ‘small’ to large-scale war and the
events on the front-line are analysed. The author’s conceptual interpretation of the Civil War in
Russia as a series or the entity of wars and different confrontations is presented, as well as a list of
various wars and armed clashes of different composition and participants in the processes of the
Civil War and the intervention in the Russian North, the role of the Entente intervention in unleash-
ing the Russian Civil War in this region of the country. The reasons for the defeat of the anti-
Bolshevik movement in the Russian Civil War, as well as the factors and advantages of the Soviet
power and the Bolsheviks, are characterized, and the historical lessons of this drama with regards to
the present times are revealed.

Introduction

This article is the result of the author studying the problems of history and histo-
riography of the Civil War and intervention in the country and in the North of Russia
for more than three decades. The result of the research comprised ten books, includ-
ing six monographs (two of them are devoted to the historiography of the Civil War
in Russia) and more than 200 articles.

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The purpose and the subject of this article will be the reflections on the results of
the research and the current stage of studying the key problems of history and histori-
ography of the Civil War in Russia and the Russian North. The foreign historiogra-
phy will not be knowingly considered, as this is a topic for a separate study'. The
content of the article will mainly deal with three blocks of problems: origins, concept
and results of the Civil War in the whole country and in this particular region.

Main body

Immediately, we would like to emphasize the idea, which the author of this article
has repeatedly expressed. The point is about the need to investigate the genesis of the
Civil War in Russia from the standpoint of both ‘short’ and ‘long’ history”. In the
first case, it should be an analysis of the causes, events and processes of 1917—18,
which together led first to the local and the so-called ‘small’, and then to the large-
scale and front-line Civil War in Russia. The analysis of the ‘long’ history implies
understanding of its origins through the prism of the preceding decades and even cen-
turies, the need to comprehend and understand the long-standing confrontation as the
characteristics of the genotype in Russian history, which was manifested in the au-
thoritarianism of power, on the one hand, and numerous peasant wars, uprisings,
armed protests, national liberation movements and other acts of disobedience, on the
other.

As a result, there appeared stable stereotypes to describe the behavioural patterns
of the upper and lowers ‘crusts’ of society, when the latter, brought to the extreme
and with the impossibility of tolerating it further, rose to fight, whilst the former ha-
bitually and with faith in their own right, relied on the methods of violence and re-
pression. In Russia, the culture of dialogue, the search for mutual understanding, con-
sensus and civilized relations in the triad “a person (turned into a citizen) — the soci-
ety (which became a civil one) — the state (which became a state governed by the rule
of law )” began to develop very slowly and mainly only in the early 20" century.
Russia did not follow this path, and the centuries-old tradition of the split which
mounted up for generations, where the social and class hatred once again splashed
out in 1917 and in subsequent years and this time ended with the victory of the ‘lower
classes’ supported and led by the representatives of the new socialist-orientated intel-
ligentsia.

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The Russian Civil War has its roots in the Russian revolutions, which were the at-
tempts to radically break with the old and offered different approaches and ways to
solve urgent problems. The First Russian revolution, stretching for almost 2.5 years,
which was accompanied by mass popular movements and armed protests, uprisings,
in other words, components of a possible civil war, deserves rethinking. The literature
suggested that the First Russian Revolution should be considered a prologue and a
prototype of the Russian Civil War, and the events of 1905 left an indelible mark on
the public consciousness and became the basis for the future fratricidal war’.

One way or another, understanding the lessons learnt from this revolution from
the point of view of what it taught the authorities and what it tried to do to solve the
actual problems put on the agenda, and what it did not want or could not do, seems to
be important for the logical understanding of the origins and prerequisites of the
Civil War in Russia, the outbreak of which was seen a decade later.

An important trend in understanding the background of the revolutionary process
and the Civil War in Russia is to study the modernization processes in the country at
the end of the 19" and early 20™ centuries. The existing historical literature, within
the framework of which there are various trends and approaches to study Russian
modernization, the long-standing discussion of ‘pessimists’ and ‘optimists’ helps un-
derstand the depth of its contradictions and the ambiguity of the results. New prob-
lems created by modernization, were added to the old and unresolved ones. This ob-
jectively led Russia to the new revolutionary upheavals and the civil war.

The First World War, on the centenary of which there is extensive literature
available®, shaped the special atmosphere and psychology of Russian society, the be-
haviour of its broad strata and their conviction that urgent problems can and must be
solved mainly through violence. Thanks to the Great War, millions of people re-
ceived weapons, and ‘a man with a gun’ became one of the main figures on the Rus-
sian political and social stage. The spirit of war in many respects determined the new
revolution that had begun, and in the future, figuratively speaking, it hovered over it,
strengthened its atmosphere of intransigence, contributed to the division of society
into ‘us’ and ‘them’, which objectively led to the Civil War in Russia, and those peo-
ple who returned from the world war with a war record became, as a rule, its active
participants. Let us note the published monographs devoted to the First World War in

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the North of Russia, in which there would be several plots of its relationship with the
intervention and the Civil War in the region’.

We are going to consider the origins and causes of the Civil War in Russia in the
context of the so-called ‘short’ history, the events and processes of 1917—-18. The
centenary of the Russian Revolution was characterized by hundreds of scientific con-
ferences devoted to it both in this country and abroad. Hundreds of book-length pub-
lications on the subject were published on the topics starting with the origins and end-
ing with the analysis of the revolutionary heritage, its significance and lessons for our
times.

We note here the extreme severity of the debate and the polarity of judgments: the
revolution was good or evil, a triumph or a tragedy, saved Russia from a catastrophe
and opened new prospects for its development, or, on the contrary, destroyed it. To
denote the acuteness of the discussions that took place, the terms ‘war’ or ‘wars’ were
used: ‘war of interpretations’, ‘intellectual wars’, etc. And this is not a coincidence,
because in connection with the revolutionary theme, it was not only about the past,
however also about the present and future of Russia and not only related to this coun-
try. The discussions were related to clarification of the role of revolutions in the past
and the present as a way of transforming and renewing the world, as well as impor-
tance of socialism and the socialist idea in Russian and world history today and in the
future. In this case, history and politics turned out to be closely and inextricably inter-
related.

This topic and the analysis of contemporary literature on the Russian revolution
or the revolutions of 1917 is not the subject of research in this publication. Therefore,
I refer only to my most extensive article on this topic, which sets forth understanding
of its (their) origins, development process, historical role and significance in the do-
mestic and world history®. Unfortunately, it should be noted that among all the exten-
sive body of published literature on 1917 (including the encyclopaedia and the two-
volume edition of the Institute of Russian History of the Russian Academy of Sci-
ences’), we cannot name any fundamental work that would not cause any complaints
and would be really moving forward in understanding this most complicated subjects.
We find only one explanation: the science dominated by the political conjuncture and
the desire to comprehend the truth.

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An important issue is the dialectics of relations between the Russian revolution-
ary process and the Civil War® and its beginning. I would like to note that there is no
consensus. The authors relate the beginning of the Civil War with various events: the
February Revolution or the October Revolution, with the formation of the Volunteer
Army, the Dissolution of the Constituent Assembly, the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk, the
complex events of the late spring and early summer of 1918, etc.

It would seem that it is hardly possible to connect the beginning of the Civil War
in Russia with a specific date or event, as the country’s involvement in it, the matura-
tion of its internal preconditions, was not a single-step action. It seems more correct
to talk about stages of the country’s ‘entry’ into the Civil War, stretching of this
process in time for months or even more than a year. All the dates and events men-
tioned above, and several others (the July Crisis 1914, the mobilization of troops by
General Kornilov to Petrograd (the Kornilov’s affair), the formation and fighting of
the Volunteer Army, the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk, etc.) served its purpose. Gradually,
in the process of military coups and conflicts, the local manifestations of the civil
war, the ‘enemy image’ (or ‘enemies’) was shaped, there was an increase in
irreconcilability in the society and the belief that the urgent set of problems could be
solved only through the use of force and victory over the enemy. The problem of the
genesis of the Civil War in Russia should be considered in the context of not only
specific dates, but mainly processes occurring in the society, considering the interna-
tional relations.

The overthrown Provisional Government gave place to the Bolsheviks sweeping
to power in Petrograd, and then the spread of their powers through the Soviet system
in the country, gave rise to a series of local centres of armed resistance, however their
opponents did not receive wide support, and this phase was called ‘small’ Civil war
in historiography.

Despite the significance of analysing the process describing confrontation be-
tween the revolutionary and counter-revolutionary forces that was gaining momen-
tum in 1917-18, it is important to understand the origins of the Civil War, to study
the drama of the Russian Revolution, more precisely, the complex of revolutions and
revolutionary flows, the growing conflicts in the revolutionary movement and its dis-
integration. This was especially evident in the peasant revolution, organically con-
nected with the soldiers’ revolution, which led to a variety of conflicts and contradic-
tions in the countryside. As a result, yesterday’s allies in the struggle for peace and
land turned into adversaries, and seeds of fratricidal civil war sprouted on the revolu-
tionary field, chaos, where anarchy gained momentum.

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Instead of democratic peace without annexations and indemnities, the reality was
the humiliating Treaty of Brest-Litovsk, which led to a deep crisis of the Soviet
power and the Bolshevik party, the collapse of hopes for an imminent world revolu-
tion and became a step towards disintegration of Russia. It gave rise to the number of
people whose patriotic feelings were hurt. The accusation of the Bolsheviks in betray-
ing the interests of the country and Germanophilism became a powerful argument of
their opponents in gathering like-minded people in the escalating political struggle in
the country that later acquired a politico-military character.

National, regional and local revolutions brought the separatist tendencies and ‘Pa-
rade of Sovereignties” with them. The actions of the Soviet central power to collect
and consolidate the new statehood were resisted by various forces that were embod-
ied in the conflict, the local clashes, and then various manifestations of the growing
power of the Civil War.

The rise of the national liberation movement led to the disintegration of the state-
hood, emergence of new state formations, acute contradictions and conflicts, and the
Civil War that unfolded in late 1917 in Ukraine, with the famous participation of So-
viet Russia and the intervention of Germany and Austria-Hungary in 1918, became
the prologue and prototype of the all-Russian civil war.

The interventionist realities and threats from the two warring coalitions were a
factor of extreme tension in Soviet Russia and were balancing it on the brink of a
fragile peace.

In late spring and early summer of 1918, the events took place and reversed the
process that turned the course of Russian history in the direction of a large-scale Civil
War. Among them, first, we should mention the acute confrontation between the
town and country under the conditions of famine or semi-starvation in the cities and
the related emergency actions of the Soviet government: introduction of food dicta-
torship, the referral of food groups to the villages, creation of committees of poor
peasants (Kombeds), etc. Those extraordinary measures, as well as the desire of the
Bolsheviks to split the country-side and strengthen its social support in the face of
poor, caused mass resistance of the peasantry, including hundreds of armed peasant
uprisings. Everything that happened at the time deepened the crisis in the relations
between the Bolsheviks and the left Social-Revolutionaries. The attempts to mobilize
peasants into the Red Army in the summer of 1918 in the context of the expanding
Civil War and intervention also led to protests and uprisings.

The major insurgent warfare occurred in the spring and early summer in Don
Cossacks Russia, Kuban, Terek, Orenburg, etc. They were caused by the discontent
with the Soviet politics regarding food, agrarian and Cossack issues. As a result,
when 1in late 1917 — early 1918, most of the Cossacks occupied neutral positions, with
failure of the armed actions in the Cossack districts, then in the spring-summer of
1918 the situation changed; the Cossacks departed from neutrality, which allowed the
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anti-Bolshevik movement gain mass social and economic support. The Cossacks,
who had good military training, formed the backbone of the white armies. In particu-
lar, the creation of the Don Army, proclamation of the army ataman General P.N.
Krasnov, organizing mass mobilization and the alliance with the Germans led to the
occupation of almost the entire Don region in the summer and the attack on Tsaritsyn
and Voronezh.

The armed protest of the Czechoslovak Legion as a striking force of the Entente
intervention, was like an explosion of the gunpowder in the cellar, became a catalyst
and a unifying force of the anti-Soviet struggle in the vast territory of the country
from the Volga to the Far East, led to the formation of a number of anti-Soviet gov-
ernments and armies, the creation of the first, Czechoslovak (then Eastern), front of
the Civil War in Russia.

The party-political struggle became extremely acute when the opponents resorted
to a wide use of force, armed and terrorist methods. The confrontation on the left (so-
cialist) flank of the Russian political spectrum led to the fact that under the condi-
tions of withdrawal of the so-called ‘moderate’ socialists from the Soviets (the deci-
sion of the The All-Russian Central Executive Committee of 14™ June 1918), the clo-
sure of their printing media and deprivation of other means of legal opposition strug-
gle, they resorted to heavy-handed methods, to the creation of armed groups and anti-
Bolshevik governments and often dominated in them.

The scale of the intervention of the countries of the Quadruple Alliance and the
Entente was expanding. Germany and its allies, rewriting the terms of the Treaty of
Brest-Litovsk ‘with a bayonet’, were carrying out a large-scale creeping annexation
to the Don areas, threatening the centre, the Northwest and the North of Russia, re-
sorting to the help of Finland in the above-mentioned areas. The Entente member
countries were moving from the local interventionist actions in the outlying areas,
and attempts were made to intervene in Russia ‘upon invitation’ or ‘with the consent’
of the Soviet government or the local Soviets to a large-scale invasion and undeclared
war, realizing military strategic goals (related to World War I and Russia’s return into
the said war on the side of the Entente), and also pursuing ideological (anticommun-
ist), political (aimed at eliminating power of the Bolsheviks and overthrowing the
Soviet government), geopolitical (anti-Russian and related to re-division of the world
following the results of the Great War) and economic interests. The armed interven-
tion was accompanied by an economic blockade of Soviet Russia, military, financial
and economic support for anti-Soviet regimes and armies.

All this in combination led to a large-scale and ‘front-line’ Civil War in the coun-
try. Thus, the genesis of the Russian Civil War is a complex and prolonged historical
process, involving a variety of events of different length and severity, requiring an
objective and detailed analysis.
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Equally complex is the conceptual understanding of the Civil War in Russia, for it
was in many ways a peculiar and unique phenomenon. A characteristic feature of
modern historical literature are the attempts to consider the genesis and development
of the Civil War in Russia as a complex historical phenomenon, in all diversity of
military, political, economic, social, socio-psychological, socio-cultural, cultural, re-
ligious, spiritual, moral and national processes, conflicts and splits, various internal
and international clashes that predetermined the course of confrontation both on the
frontlines and beyond them.

This war was global and total. It covered the entire country, touched all segments
of the population, divided the classes, strata and groups of the population (and this
split line was ‘drawn’ not only between, but also within them), put friends,
neighbours and family members on ‘different sides of the trench’.

In 1917-18, in Russia and on the territory of the former Russian Empire, a series
of wars and confrontations matured and developed, which subsequently expanded,
creating in many ways a unique phenomenon of the Russian Civil War.

First, it was the war that the Bolsheviks and the Soviet government waged against
the armed forces of the anti-Bolshevik regimes in various regions of the country. In
the context of the evolution of the anti-Bolshevik camp in 1918 and ‘crystallization’
of the White movement, this struggle resulted in a dispute between the Reds and the
Whites and their front-line confrontation using forces of the regular armies. It was
this armed confrontation that was largely decisive, and the victory of one of these two
opposing forces predetermined the future of the country.

The Reds and Whites waged an irreconcilable struggle on the internal front
against the political and social forces that were considered hostile. The most brutal
manifestations of this struggle were the so-called ‘Red Terror’ and ‘White Terror’.

Another type of power and armed confrontation and struggle in the country was
the war of the state and the society. The revolutionary process of 1917, which gained
strength and radicalism in the first months of 1918, led to the destruction of the old,
rigidly centralized statehood and the liberation of society, contributed to the creation
of numerous ‘cells’ and institutions of public and amateur activities, developing the
initiative of the broad masses. Later, in the context of the deepening crisis of power,
covering all spheres of life and activity, the Soviet state and its leaders gradually got
rid of the illusions of the ‘state-commune’ — ‘semi-state’ and sought to subjugate so-
ciety. This caused resistance, including armed resistance, of its various strata and
groups. The emerging ‘white’ authoritarian statehood behaved similarly, which also
brought resistance, including with deadly force, on part of the society, and especially
amongst the working class and the peasantry.

Another kind of war was the confrontation of ‘centrifugal and centripetal’ forces.
The civil war in Russia from the end of 1917 to the beginning of 1918 (events on the
Don, Kuban, the Urals, etc.) was shaped from the struggle of the central Soviet power
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with the regional anti-Bolshevik forces, and then by the governments and the armies.
The approach to understand what was happening as a series of regional wars gives a
good impetus to a deeper understanding of the Civil War in Russia.

The Soviet government (from the end of 1917 onwards) waged an armed struggle
against the national state formations and independent nation-states that emerged on
the territory of the former Russian Empire. These armed clashes took place in
Ukraine, the Caucasus, Central Asia and the Baltic States. In the autumn of 1918, af-
ter the defeat of Germany and its allies and the evacuation of their troops from the
occupied national territories, a qualitatively new round and a complete rethink of the
struggle and armed confrontation unfolded there.

As the anti-Bolshevik Russian government-owned formations, and later the White
governments, grew and strengthened, they also made a common front against the na-
tion-states, and where armed clashes erupted between them, defending their interests
and guided by the principle of restoring the “united and indivisible Russia”.

Portraying the events in Russia as a series of national wars acquires even more
impressive grounds if one bears in mind the military and political conflicts and the
armed struggle, often as early as 1918 and especially in the subsequent years of
newly formed states and state formations in Transcaucasia (Armenia and Azerbaijan,
Georgia and Armenia, etc.), as well as in the western national territories of the former
Russian Empire (Poland with Ukraine, then with Belarus and Lithuania). There was
also confrontation, including the armed one, between the indigenous (titular) nations
and certain ethnic groups, for example, in Transcaucasia. In addition, a complex
socio-political and often armed struggle was unfolding within the national state for-
mations, where the national socialist forces received support in various forms from
Soviet Russia (RSFSR).

The desire to stop the national-state disintegration of Russia was expressed in the
fact that in the main opposing camps of the Civil War, the desire to recreate the great
and United Russia gradually increased, and the final confrontation was the victory of
the Soviet project and ultimately, the creation of the USSR.

Another type of war was the armed intervention of individual states and military-
political blocs — the Entente and the Quadruple Alliance against Soviet Russia and the
post-imperial Russian space (the Baltic States, Finland, the Caucasus, Ukraine, etc.)
that unfolded in 1918. More precisely, we are talking about a series of interventions
in various regions of Russia, where the role of the interventionists was different: in
some places they played a major role in unleashing and conducting of the Civil War
(in the European North or the Far East), whereas in other places it spurred people into
action and provoked the anti-Soviet speeches by sending their military formations
and providing comprehensive material assistance. At the same time, the armed inter-
ventionist actions were carried out not only by the countries that were part of military
and political coalitions and acted on their behalf, but also by small neighbouring
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countries that tried to profit from the collapse of the empire (for example, Romania),
or the ‘new-born’ states (Poland, Finland) that wanted to become significant and gain
the territory ‘from sea to sea’ at the expense of Russian lands. The close interweaving
of international intervention with the civil war constitutes an important characteristic
of this cataclysm.

In general, the role of foreigners in the Civil War in Russia is a complex and mul-
tifaceted topic, far from being limited to interventions by these coalitions and indi-
vidual states. Let us remind you of the anti-Soviet speech of the Polish Corps in
January 1918, and especially the role of the uprising of the Czechoslovak Corps in
the Russian Civil War. The core of these formations were former prisoners of war of
the First World War, who fought not only in the ranks of the Bolsheviks’ opponents,
however also in the Soviet camp. In addition to prisoners of war, there were several
other categories of foreign citizens (for example, the Chinese) who actively partici-
pated in the Civil War.

The idea of the ‘world revolution’, which the Bolsheviks initially expected as a
kind of ‘first aid’ to Soviet Russia, with the strengthening of Soviet power in 1918
(and especially in 1919 and in the subsequent years) was transformed into the prac-
tice of active support of the revolutionary explosion abroad and transformation of the
world war into a civil war on an international scale. This concerns the failed attempts
of military break-through to join revolutionary Hungary in 1919 or the ‘red march’
through Poland to Germany the following year, the Soviet intervention in Persia and
the creation of a short-lived Persian Socialist Soviet Republic (widely known as the
Soviet Republic of Gilan) in 1920-21, and the Soviet build-up of forces in the border
districts of China and Mongolia in the early 1920s.

The rebellious, mainly peasant movement, is another type of armed struggle, a
special war that took place within the framework of the general civil war in Russia
and which was waged by the peasant military formations and armies with two main
opposing sides — red and white.

Insurrections, plots and activities of the anti-government groups in the enemy
rear, guerrilla, clandestine and terrorist activities — this was another special kind of
confrontation inherent in the Russian Civil War and widely spread behind the front
line of the belligerent Red and White armies.

In general, I would like to emphasize that all the listed varieties of wars existed
and developed not only on their own but were closely intertwined in time and space.
They were a complex and contradictory picture of events and processes that together
formed the Civil War in Russia.

If we look at the Civil War in the North Russia from the standpoint of this con-
cept, we can also distinguish a series or a complex of wars, military and political con-
frontations and armed clashes: 1) between the allied troops of the Entente and the
Red Army in 1918-19; 2) between Red and White armed forces with the support of
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the latter from abroad in 1918-20; 3) between the Finnish detachments of so-called
‘volunteers’ who invaded the Russian territories of Murman and Karelia, on the one
hand, and the Soviet detachments and ‘The Red Finns’, with the known support of
the Entente units, on the other, in March — June 1918; 4) between the units of the Red
Army, on the one hand, and the White Finns and Karelian separatists, on the other, in
1918-20; 5) between the Entente troops (together with the Finnish Legion and Kare-
lian regiment) and Finnish ‘volunteers’ and Karelian separatists in 1918 September
1919; 6) between Karelian separatists with the support of Finland and Russian white
guards in 1919 — February 1920; 7) guerrilla, rebel movements, conspiratorial and
underground activities.

At the same time, it should be emphasized that the Entente interventionists, acting
under the British leadership, played a major role in unleashing and waging the Civil
War in the North of Russia. Without the armed intervention by the Entente member
countries, the internal confrontation would have been limited to local and short-term
armed clashes that would not have had a serious chance of success in the struggle
against Soviet power without external support and adequate sharpening of political
and socio-economic contradictions, as well as the necessary military, financial, hu-
man and other resources, given the lack of deep social-class differentiation in the
northern society.

The civil war in the North was brought from the outside, mainly by the actions of
the interventionists, as well as all-Russian organizations and groups that sought to
create a front of anti-Bolshevist struggle there, relying on the comprehensive assis-
tance of the Entente. The real power in the key spheres of life of the Northern region
was in the hands of representatives of the Entente.

Leaving the North, the invaders were convinced of the doom of the armed strug-
gle without them and offered to evacuate anyone who felt like it and the White troops
abroad. The refusal stemmed from the hope of success on other fronts. After their de-
feat, the final collapse of the Northern region and the front was only a matter of time.
The Northern front collapsed in February 1920 under the pressure of soldiers’ upris-
ings.

From the studies of a generalizing nature conducted in the recent years with re-
gards to the Civil War in Russia, one can name only the monograph of the English
historian J. Smele’, which became the subject of analysis in the review of the writer
of these words'’. Our only hope is that the solid pieces of generalizing work will still
appear in connection with the centenary. The author has little opportunity to pitch
upon monographs on specific problems of the Civil War in Russia in this article.

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After publication of the generalizing monographs on the Civil War and interven-
tion in the North in Arkhangelsk in 2005-07, later there were no other published
studies of the same level''.

From monographic studies covering a broader time frame, where a cer-
tain coverage of the Civil War is also found, let us note the monograph of Syktyvkar
historian M.V. Taskaev about the socio-political processes in the Komi region in the
1901-1930s, and the book of T.I. Troshina from Arkhangelsk on social processes in
the European North in the first quarter of the 20" century”.

Let us now turn to the results of the Civil War in Russia and the reasons for its
outcome. In recent years, the authors are more likely to write about the mistakes and
contradictions of both the anti-Bolshevik movement and Soviet power rather than the
reasons for the victory of the latter, and often summarizing that there were no winners
in the Civil War. It seems that this, to put it mildly, is not entirely correct.

We will begin with the main reasons for the defeat of the opponents of the Bol-
sheviks, and then turn to the advantages that the Bolsheviks had, as well as to the
analysis of the factors that determined the victory of supporters of the Soviet regime.

The opponents of the Bolsheviks were characterized by territorial disunity, ab-
sence of a concerted military strategy, a united front or a clear military engagement of
the White armies. The rivalry of military and political leaders, army command and
civil administrations, the deficit of authoritative leaders in the White movement was
particularly negative in comparison with the circumstances in the Soviet camp. Indi-
vidual social groups that provided mass support to the White movement in the war
(for example, the Cossacks) were making it weak, realizing their local and social
group interests (Cossack autonomy, atamanschina).

A negative role was played by a steady tendency of the anti-Bolshevik movement
in the Civil War to swing to the right, which led to reduction in its social and political
base. The White movement, even during the period of its formation, ‘was tied by ill-
ness’ due incompatibility with the left wing of the anti-Bolshevik movement and its

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leaders — moderate socialists. The latter, by the end of 1918, had withdrawn or begun
to withdraw from the support of White military dictatorship regimes.

The ideological and political weaknesses of the White movement were evident.
The absence of a unified and thoughtful program of struggle was not compensated by
the presence of some of its general objectives. The slogan of “Russia, one and indi-
visible” was not supported by a serious conceptual elaboration, and in combination
with ‘unpredeterminedness’, designed to become a kind of compromise-consolidating
tool, did not create a clear vision of the ultimate prospects and the future of new Rus-
sia; nor did it help to unite and form a broad social base movement.

The Whites failed to develop an attractive program on key issues of the workers’,
peasants’ and national policies and did not attempt to implement them consistently.
The leaders of the White movement failed to establish a constructive dialogue and
cooperation with the national regimes, groups and their leaders. The lack of an attrac-
tive program for most of the population and broad social support predetermined the
fate of the White movement. The problems of the front and the unreliability of the
rear were combined with the low management efficiency, which was struck by cor-
ruption. The attempts to combat the latter did not bring a proper result, because it re-
quired a change in the system of state administration, exercising democratization of
power and expansion of its social support. Moral degradation of the White movement
under the conditions of war was another reason for its defeat.

The economic policy of the White regimes was not very effective, and the mate-
rial aid from abroad and the hopes for its more impressive proportions often did not
bring so much help but relaxed them. The interrelations between the White move-
ment and its leaders with the external allies, the countries participating in the inter-
vention in Russia, both from among the Central Powers, and especially from the En-
tente member countries, were contradictory.

In recent years, in the literature sympathetic to the anti-Bolsheviks, the theme of
‘betrayal’ of the White movement by the allies, the Entente countries, ‘born’ in emi-
gration, has become popular. It is difficult to agree with this, especially knowing the
origins and purposes of intervention in Russia. After all, the invaders went to Russia
not to help the anti-Bolshevik movement, or not so much for the sake of it, however
rather to accomplish their own purposes: military-strategic, political, geopolitical and
economic. When, however, the leaders of the Entente Powers became aware of the
impossibility to carry out the plans, they first went to evacuate their troops from Rus-
sia and then to curtail their material support to the White regimes.

The age-old distrust of the lower classes towards the top notch of society was one
of the basic reasons for the defeat of the White movement. When found themselves
facing a choice of who to follow in the Civil War, the majority from the ‘lower
classes’ gave preference to the Bolsheviks, as they represented their interests.
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Unlike their opponents, who were unable to develop and implement a national
political and socio-economic program, the Bolsheviks, despite all their mistakes,
managed to do so, ensured the restructuring and subordination of the entire life of the
society pitched to the interests of the armed struggle and pursued a tough and focused
policy in various areas.

The Bolsheviks were able to identify and take advantage of the enemy’s errors
and contradictions. A strong argument that they successfully used was the centuries-
old hatred of the ‘lower classes’ on part of the ‘upper classes’ and the association of
the Whites with the former rulers in people’s consciousness. Unlike their opponents,
the Bolsheviks were able to share a common language with the main population strata
— workers and peasants, using arguments of persuasion and referring to what had al-
ready been done in their favour after the revolution. The leaders of the Soviet gov-
ernment were perceived by the masses as people who made mistakes and pursued an
extremely violent and often brutal policy under the conditions of the war, but as ‘their
own’ people from the ‘people’s strata’. A significant part of the population believed
that with the end of the war, the policy of the Bolsheviks would change for the better.
More skilfully than their opponents, the Bolsheviks interacted with representatives of
different nationalities.

A big role in the victory was played by the Bolshevik Party, which became the
main ‘cementing’ force in the war, the main organizing factor of the state, the armed
forces and representatives of different nationalities. The leadership of the RCP (b)
(All-Russian Communist Party (bolsheviks)) composed and controlled the agenda of
the country and all matters of life and, through the rigid and disciplined structure of
its organization, conducted their planned activities.

The ideological, political and organizational cohesion of the Soviet camp led by
the Communist Party, with determination and revolutionary fanaticism inherent to
most of its members, was also a significant factor in the victory.

An important and largely determining factor was the Red Army, which was or-
ganized and rallied based on new principles and, despite the difficulties, learned to
win. The system of the Cheka and the Extraordinary Commissions made a significant
contribution to the struggle against the political opponents and counter-revolutionary
organizations on the home front.

The Bolsheviks effectively used their ideological and propaganda weapons. In
terms of intervention, they were perceived by the broad sections of the population as
statists, saving their fatherland from foreign ‘enslavement’. They were able to rally
the international communist movement by creating the Communist International
(Comintern), skilfully taking advantage of the growing discontent with the interven-
tion abroad, promoting expansion of the movement under the slogan “Hands off Rus-
sia!”. An important role in the victory was played by several hundred thousand inter-
nationalists, mostly former prisoners of war, who fought in the Red Army, as well as
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working in the party structures and government institutions, in the Cheka, who were
members of the underground and fought in partisan detachments.

The extraordinary social and economic policy of wartime, despite all its costs, al-
lowed the Soviet government to survive, to provide the forefront and the rear with the
required quantity of weapons, equipment, manufactured goods, food, etc.

The Bolsheviks constantly controlled the central part of the country with its large
industrial potential, transport hubs and communications, which gave them geopoliti-
cal, military-strategic and economic advantages over their opponents that acted sepa-
rately (although they controlled most of the country’s territory and basic natural re-
sources) force to repulse the enemy.

The foregoing is not meant to ‘glamorize’ one of the parties to the Civil War in
Russia, the ‘wounds’ of which have not healed yet. The consequences of the war
were multifaceted and versatile and largely determined the fate of Russia and the
world in the 20™ century. They affect present day and are clearly felt in the split that
exists in Russian society in relation to the century-old events.

Conclusion

The main task of historians investigating the complex and dramatic pages of the
history of the Civil War in Russia is an objective and comprehensive understanding
of the lessons of history and pitching their ideas to the citizens of this country. This
goal is pursued by the Association of Civil War Researchers in Russia established in
Arkhangelsk in 2012, conducting scientific conferences and publishing its Almanac'®.

Unfortunately, the dramas of civil wars and interventions are repeated now in dif-
ferent countries of the world. The most painful for us is the modern Ukrainian drama
of the split and the Civil War, when the forces provoked from outside destroy the
centuries-old friendly relationship between the Slavic peoples comprising their great-
est ethnicity.

The interventionist actions of Western countries in the middle East not only led to
the tragedy of the peoples of Iraq, Syria, Libya and others, but also put the modern
world in a situation of a new dangerous confrontation. For Russia, this is a sad sober-
ing moment from the bright-eyed schemes during Yeltsin’s time related to the slogan
that “the West will help us”, and a reminder that in development, we must rely pri-
marily on our own strength, sensibility, high intelligence, which, of course, does not
mean that we have to go to Autarky, which is impossible in today’s global world. We
are talking about the need for a competent positioning in the world and the develop-
ment of a knowledge-based economy in Russia, an innovative society based on
knowledge and increasing the nation’s human capital assets.
