It
was devoted to the Black Hundred movement in
Ukraine in the period between 1904 and 1914.
In 2006, he successfully defended his doctoral

monograph in Kiev in 2007.® His third
monograph was devoted to the history of the
conservative wing of the party system in Russia
on the example of Vladimir Governorate.” It is

.‘j worth noting that, firstly, all monographs by

e I. Omel'yanchuk were devoted to the study of
the right-wing movement, and secondly, between the second and third monographs,
there is a long period of time. These two facts already allow us to hope for a rather
fundamental study of the right-wing politicians in Vladimir Governorate in the early
20™ century. Indeed, since 2014, the author has been sharing the results of his
research on the right-wing movement in Vladimir Governorate. In total, he has
published 16 scholarly articles on this subject.’

The monograph by I. Omel'yanchuk devoted to the right-wing politicians of
Vladimir Governorate is based on a wide range of sources. The author used the
documents identified in 13 fonds of 5 archives: State Archive of the Russian
Federation (GARF), Russian State Historical Archive (RGIA), State Archive of
Vladimir Oblast (GAVO), State Archive of Tula Oblast (GATO), and Central State

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Historical Archives of Ukraine in Kiev (TsGIAU). In addition, he also used various
materials from periodicals.

The monograph by Omel'yanchuk consists of an introduction, 18 chapters, and a
conclusion. In the introduction, the author, apparently referring to the reasons for the
emergence of the right-wing political movement, stresses the following:

. at the beginning of the new 20" century, the approaching roar of the
revolution prompted Russian conservatives to abandon their cosy offices in the
manors of the nobility and the editorial offices of conservative newspapers and
plunge recklessly into the political struggle they had never known before.®

Omel'yanchuk notes that the demonization of the right-wing leaders, which the
opposition had started in the pre-revolutionary period, was further continued in
Soviet historiography. Without going deeper into this issue, the author cites the
opinion of V. Kozhinov:

The leaders of the right-wing parties are no worse in their human and political
qualities — though perhaps no better either — than the leaders of other parties of
their time.”

Omel'yanchuk also defends the designation of the right-wing politicians “Black
Hundred.” He writes:

. the monarchists themselves did not reject this name, considering it
honourable, and saw a direct link between the conservative parties of the early
20" century and the people’s militia of 1612, the core of which was comprised of
the Black Hundreds, i.e. urban trade and craft associations liable to the
sovereign’s tax.’

In addition, in the introduction to the monograph, the author lists and gives a brief
description of the organisations that rose “in defence of the monarchy” (p. 5).
Among them, the researcher names the Russian Assembly (RS), the Union of the
Russian People (SRL), the Russian Monarchist Party (RMP) renamed in 1908 the
Russian Monarchist Union (RMS), the “Union of the Russian People” (URP), which

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split into the All-Russian Dubrovinskii Union of Russian People (VDSRN) and the
“renovationist” or “Markovian” URP headed by N.E. Markov II, as well as the All-
Russian National Union (the VNS) (pp. 5-8). Let us point out that the introduction
contains no link of the characteristics of these organizations operating at the all-
Russian level to the monarchist organizations in Vladimir Governorate. In addition,
there is neither historiography nor a review of the sources on the topic of the study in
the introduction.

In Chapter 1 of the monograph, “The Prehistory of the Monarchist Organizations
in Vladimir Governorate” (pp. 10-28), I. Omel'yanchuk writes about the events of
the autumn of 1905 in Vladimir Governorate and proves that

the street clashes in October 1905, which have gone down in history as the
Jewish pogroms, were originally directed not only against Jews, and not even so
much against them, but against any “revolutionaries” in general.’

Discussing the versions of the organisation of the pogroms, the author states:

It seems unlikely that even using all its leverage (including the police and the
church), the government of that period would be able to organize such a
widespread popular uprising.*®

Omel'yanchuk believes that “the development of the revolutionary crisis in the
autumn of 1905 contributed to the political polarization of the population, dividing it
into two hostile camps — the conservative camp and the revolutionary one.”™* It is
worth noting that in the revolution of 1905-07, there was no single revolutionary
camp, i.e. the union between the liberal bourgeoisie and the socialists was not
formed. At the same time, the author rightly claims that “not only did the October
Manifesto provoke bloody clashes between hostile political forces, but it also created
the conditions for introducing political confrontation. .. into a legal framework by
legalizing political parties.” This process resulted in “the creation of numerous
monarchist unions and organizations, including those in Vladimir Governorate”
(p. 28).

Chapters 2, 3, 4, and 6 of the monograph under review are devoted to the
characteristics of the right-wing political parties and organizations that were

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established and operated in Vladimir Governorate. In Chapter 2, the author writes
about the Union of Russian Orthodox People in Shuiskii Uyezd and in the uyezds of
Vladimir Governorate (ShSRPL) (pp. 29-53), which was founded in November
1905. Omel'yanchuk writes that in the spring of 1906, the ShSRPL joined the Union
of the Russian People (URP) “as its department, while retaining its own name and
charter” (p. 36). Of interest is the observation of the author that the ShSRPL was one
of the first organisations in the right-wing camp to raise the issue of peasant land
shortages and announced its intention to “promote an increase in the allotments of
land-poor peasants” as its immediate task “in the field of improving peasant life. . .”
(p. 37).

Let us also pay attention to the observation of the author that “The ‘Fundamentals’
of the Shuiskii Union literally repeated a similar document of the URP. Only in one
paragraph, the section condemning the activities of the first Russian emperor was
removed from the text (‘Peter I, rejecting the canonical structure of the holy
Orthodox Church. .. violated conciliarity and moral church teaching and the
communication of the tsar with the Orthodox people’).” Omel'yanchuk assumes that
“for the provincial allies (i.e. members of various monarchical unions in the
province), such words addressed to the autocrat looked like sedition” (p. 39).

Further, the author gives information about the number of the ShSRPL members:
in 1905-13, there were 1,264 members in the ranks of the party, but already in
December 1913, “according to the new list in the charter,” the organization had only
315 people in its ranks (pp. 50-51). The researcher states that

such a significant decrease in the number of the Shuiskii Union members by the
end of 1913 is probably due to the fact that 897 people who “disappeared” from
the party lists, seeing no point in political activity after the end of the
revolutionary “time of troubles” of 1905-1907, simply did not express
willingness to resume their membership in the Union after the renewal of its
charter in 1912."

The facts presented in this chapter prove that the ShSRPL became a very
influential political organization in Shuiskii Uyezd. The fact that “the Union
managed to open five of its departments in the neighbouring uyezds” also adds to the
validity of this statement. At the same time, the author also notes the weaknesses of
the ShSRPL, namely ‘“shortage of funds as well as the absence of charismatic and

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authoritative leaders” (p. 53). However, while the characteristics of the leaders are
present in the chapter, the author hardly writes anything about the financial
constraint of the ShSRPL.

Chapter 3 of the monograph is devoted to the Autocratic-Monarchist Party of
Ivanovo-Voznesensk (IVSMP) (p. 54-77), which was founded in December 1905
and in 1906 “became part of the Union of the Russian People as its department”
(p. 67). The chapter provides a detailed analysis of the party’s program documents.
I. Omel'yanchuk notes that the program of the IVSMP included

both the provisions that could be considered as “classical” for the “Black
Hundred” organizations and the points that would rather suit a moderate liberal
party; in particular, the requirement of the government’s responsibility not only
to the monarch, but also to the people’s representatives, as well as the
permissibility of workers using strikes to protect their own interests.™

The author also writes about the views of the party’s ideologist A. Fel'dman
(pp. 57-64). Omel'yanchuk points out that for Fel'dman,

the October Manifesto and the creation of a legislative representative body have
In no way curtailed the powers of the sovereign and “the autocracy remains in
full force, as before.”**

According to Omel'yanchuk, Fel'dman supported the convocation of the State Duma,
“calling the autocracy the key to its successful functioning” (p. 60).

Analysing the Statute of the IVSMP, the author pays attention to its part that refers
to the financial means of organization. He concludes that

the founders of the party clearly counted on the financial success of their
enterprise, therefore, the charter stated that “the expenditure capital of the Party,
as soon significant amounts are formed, is to be deposited in the State Bank on
the current account, while the treasurer of the party” is to have “only
insignificant amounts of money for the current expenses of the Party.”

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However, the financial situation in the IVSMP left much to be desired. In any case,
during his chairmanship in 1910-14, M. Babanin defrayed the expenses of the Party
(p. 74). It should be noted that the author does not provide any specific data on the
income and expenditure of the IVSMP. This information is also missing in Chapter 9
of the monograph, where, examining the financing of the right-wing organisations,
the author again confines himself to stating that the [IVSMP “was financed by its
chairman M.M. Babanin from his own resources” (p. 213).
According to the author,

the IVSMP became the largest political organisation in Vladimir Governorate,
significantly outnumbering all its competitors.®

This statement is based on the factual material cited in the monograph,

The Autocratic-Monarchist Party of Ivanovo-Voznesensk had reached its
maximum strength by the autumn of 1907, when, according to the local
policeman, it had 16,500 members, and another 150 were listed in the sub-
department of the URP at the station of lvanovo."’

Referring to the report of the Vladimir governor to the Department of Police as of
1909, the author cites the number of the Autocratic-Monarchist Party’s members as
“several thousand people” (p. 68). Of value is the following statement by
Omel'yanchuk, directly related to the quantitative composition of the IVSMP,

.. . after the end of the First Russian Revolution, due to the decline in the level of
politicisation of the population and a certain increase in its prosperity, the ranks
of the Ivanovo-Voznesensk monarchists began to thin noticeably, and during the
new revolutionary boom accompanied by the rise of the Russian proletariat this
process intensified significantly.'®

However, the author does not give any information about the quantitative
composition of the IVSMP in 1910-17.

In Chapter 4 “The Union of the Russian People” (URP) (pp. 78-117), the author
considers the establishment of departments and sub-departments of the URP in

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Vladimir Governorate. Probably, the chapter should have been entitled “Departments
and Sub-departments of the Union of the Russian People in Vladimir Governorate.”
A Drief history of the URP, which took up to nine pages (pp. 78-86) seems
unnecessary. It would be better to devote several pages to the URP in the
introduction to the monograph or to refer readers to the already published works
about this organization. However, the author of the monograph under review
managed to reconstruct the picture of the creation of the departments and sub-
departments of the URP in Vladimir Governorate. Summing up his research he states
that “at various periods of time, a total of ... 22 departments of the URP were
opened in Vladimir Governorate” (p. 114). Referring to Russkoe znamya (of
February 11, 1914), Omel'yanchuk writes:

. The URP included eight more organisations, namely the Autocratic-
Monarchist Party of Ivanovo-Voznesensk with a sub-department at the station of
Ivanovo and the Shuiskii Union of Russian Orthodox People with five
departments operating in the village of Poddyb'e, at the station of Nerl' (both in
the Suzdal Uyezd), in the village of Yuzha (the Vyaznikovskii Uyezd), in the
Kochnevskaya volost (in Shuiskii Uyezd), and in the Stopinskaya volost (in
Vladimirskii Uyezd).*

According to the author’s calculations, “in Vladimir Governorate, at least
21,027 people joined the ranks of the URP and other right-wing organisations that in
their turn joined the URP” (p. 116). He also comes to the conclusion that the URP
had succeeded in actually becoming in Vladimir Governorate

the leading organisation of the monarchist camp, uniting under its banner all
local right-wing organisations, including the vastly outnumbered Autocratic-
Monarchist Party of lvanovo-Voznesensk.?’

Chapter 5 examines the split in the right-wing camp (pp. 118-45). The splits in the
URP and the foundation of new monarchist organisations, notably the All-National
Dubrovinskii Union of the Russian People (the VDPRN), could not pass the attention
of right-wing organisations at the governorate level. Omel'yanchuk notes that

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in Vladimir Governorate, the right-wing politicians. . . for some time tried not to
notice the existence of a certain split in the URP and hoped for a speedy
reconciliation of the opposing parties.?!
But in the end, they had to decide whose side to take, the Union of the Russian
People headed by N. Markov or the VDPRN. In this regard, the following remark by
the author of the monograph is valuable:

Since representatives of the lower classes dominated in the social composition of
the monarchist organizations of Vladimir Governorate, most of their members
supported A.l. Dubrovin.?

At the same time, the author does not provide any exact information on how many
organizations supported Dubrovin and how many of them supported the
“Markovites” (the allies of Markov). Let us also note that almost ten pages of this
chapter are devoted to illustrating the split in the right wing at the central level
(pp. 118-27). Undoubtedly, here, too, the author could refer readers to the special
works on this topic and devote the entire chapter specifically to the split in the right
wing in Vladimir Governorate.

Chapter 6 of the monograph deals with other monarchist organizations in Vladimir
Governorate (pp. 146-56). Without referring directly to these organizations, let us
agree with the author who emphasizes in this chapter that

. founded in Vladimir Governorate in 1905-1906 organisations of the
ShSRPL, the IVSMP, and the URP (including the VDPRN, which had separated
from it) took practically the entire conservative niche in the nomenclature of the
governorate political parties, and the attempts to open any new right-wing
organisations were unsuccessful.?®

Chapter 7 deals with the relations of the right-wing politicians with the
governorate authorities (pp. 157-68); Chapter 8, with their relations with the
Orthodox Church (pp. 169-91). The relationship between the right-wing
organisations and the authorities could not be described as normal. According to the
author,

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since the moment of their foundation the right-wing parties in the governorate
have faced a cold attitude towards them from the officials who did not share their
monarchist ideas.**

The situation was no better with the Orthodox Church. I. Omel'yanchuk believes that

it is impossible to talk about any close cooperation between monarchists and
clergy in Vladimir Governorate.?

Chapter 9 deals with the social composition and funding of monarchist
organisations in Vladimir Governorate (pp. 192-214). Relying on various sources,
the author comes to the conclusion that

monarchist organizations in Vladimir Governorate included all social estates,
with a clear predominance of the urban lower class and, to a much lesser extent,
the peasantry. The counter-revolutionary sentiments of the workers, petty urban
bourgeoisie, and peasantry who were closely connected economically with the
city were primarily due to the decline in their standard of living during the First
Russian Revolution.?®

The observations of 1. Omel'yanchuk on the funding of the monarchist organisations
in Vladimir Governorate are also of undisputable interest. According to him,
“practically all the right-wing organisations in Vladimir Governorate were
experiencing serious financial difficulties.” Describing this situation, the author
writes that

Membership fees, which were supposed to be formed the basis of the party
budget, were paid irregularly, and given the quantitative predominance of
representatives of the lower classes of the society in the ranks of the right-wing
parties, private donations were too insignificant.?’

It is known that the “major part of the financial resources of the URP was constituted
by the government subsidies given personally to A. Dubrovin, N.Markov IlI,
V. Purishkevich, and some other right-wing leaders” (p. 209), but the author was

unable to find “any information concerning the receipt of such subsidies by the
monarchist organisations of Vladimir Governorate” (p. 210).

Chapter 10 is devoted to the right-wing terror in Vladimir Governorate
(pp. 215-28). The author writes that

after the emergence of the monarchist organisations, political violence gradually
disappeared in the governorate, and both sides were equally responsible for the
few (and fortunately bloodless) clashes between the monarchists and the
opposition forces that took place in 1906-1908.%

At the same time, the data cited by the author shows that in 1906-08 there were
five instances of violence connected to the right-wing organisations (pp. 224-26),
while the opposition committed four unlawful acts against monarchists during the
same period (pp. 226-27). In other words, there were still more cases of violence on
the part of the right wing than on the part of the opposition forces.

Chapter 11 describes the beginning of the political activities of the monarchists in
Vladimir Governorate (pp. 229-41). It should be noted that the title of the chapter
does not indicate whose activities are considered in it, nor does it provide a
chronological framework for this period. It is only upon examination of the chapter
that we can assume that the author writes about the activities of the monarchists in
Vladimir Governorate in the period between 1906 and 1908 (pp. 229, 230, 232, 233,
234, 235, 237, 238, 239), although there is also some material from the later period
as well, namely related to the years 1909 (pp. 236, 237), 1911 (p. 237), and 1913
(pp. 230, 231). It seems that I. Omel'yanchuk needed to explain the chronological
framework of the period in question, or rather its upper limit. The most important
line of activity of the right-wing politicians of Vladimir Governorate, as the author
rightly claims, was their demonstration of “loyalty,” which manifested itself in
sending delegations to the autocrat, writing numerous loyalty telegrams to His
Highness, etc. (pp. 240-41).

Chapter 12 examines the organisational work of the monarchist parties
(pp. 242—-63). The author notes that “the main form of organisational work of the
provincial right-wing politicians were meetings,” which were held “in a wide variety
of rooms, as a rule belonging to various different institutions” (p. 242). Another
observation of I. Omel'yanchuk is also interesting. He states that ... during the

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Duma election campaigns, when popular politicians etc. arrived, attendance at
monarchist party meetings increased considerably” (p. 263).

The longest chapter of the monograph is devoted to the participation of the
governorate right-wing politicians in the Duma election campaigns (Chapter 13,
pp. 264-39). The author concludes that

Being the largest political force in the governorate and the only political force
with supporters in all the electoral districts, the monarchists were unable to “take
any benefit from their numerical advantage” while playing on an electoral field
that seemed to be alien to them.”

In the author’s opinion, that was because, firstly, there were no “intellectual” forces
available within the right wing, secondly, because the electoral platform was weak,
and thirdly, because the right-wing politicians lost to their political opponents in the
information sphere (p. 339).

The attempts of the governorate right-wing politicians to resolve the workers’
issue are analysed in Chapter 14 (pp. 340-54). The author rightly observes that

the ways to resolve it were considerably restricted by the narrow framework of
conservative ideology, which did not allow the use of “proletarian” methods of
struggle (strikes) for workers’ benefit.*

All other measures (namely the creation of a “loyalist” trade union, a mutual aid fund
in Ivanovo, “activities to protect workers’ interests within the departments of the
URP,” etc.) failed to find any support in the Ministry of the Interior, remained a
project, or failed to achieve the “necessary result” (p. 354).

Chapter 15 of the monograph is devoted to the publishing activities of the right-
wing organisations in Vladimir Governorate (pp. 355-71). Having analysed this
question, I. Omel'yanchuk writes that “the monarchists in Vladimir Governorate did
not achieve any significant success in propagating their ideas with the help of the
printed word” (p. 371). The local right-wing organisations published only two
newspapers, lvanovskii Listok in lvanovo-Voznesensk and Vladimirskii Krai in
Vladimir. Ivanovskii Listok, the first issue of which appeared on February 15, 1906,
“did not always follow the canons of a conservative monarchist paper” (p. 355).
Therefore, according to the author, it “existed safely until the spring of 19177

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(p. 356). The second newspaper was published “for only a few months and due to
lack of funds, soon ceased to exist” (p. 371).

Chapter 16 is devoted to the activities of the right-wing organisations in the
economic sphere (pp. 372-82). I. Omel'yanchuk writes:

The monarchists are perhaps the only political movement that continued their
systematic economic activity under political slogans.*

The right-wing politicians concentrated their efforts on the creation of cooperatives,
hoping to gather “their followers” with their help and to support their activity “under
the conditions of the recession of revolution,” to give the right-wing politicians the
image of “defenders of the public good,” and to wage economic struggle “against
foreigners, especially the Jews, whom the supporters of the Black Hundred
movement considered their irreconcilable political opponents” (p. 372). However,
“only two departments — the Vorshinskii and the Kovrovskii departments —
responded to the call of the URP leadership to develop the cooperative movement in
Russia in Vladimir Governorate.” The author uses different sources to prove that
only the Consumer Society of the URP at the Koloksha railway station (p. 382),
which was founded by the Vorshinskii department in 1908, was operating
successfully for over eight years (p. 374). Speaking of this society, Omel'yanchuk
rightly observes:

However, this was an isolated case in the governorate; the other departments
were never able to make any contribution to the development of the cooperative
movement and thus ensure self-financing of the local monarchist organisations
and the welfare of their members.*

In Chapter 17 of the monograph, devoted to the cultural, educational, and charitable
activities of the right-wing organisations of Vladimir Governorate (pp. 383-410),
Omel'yanchuk states that “the monarchists failed to achieve any particular results” in
these areas (p. 410). However, the author does note that “the active work of the right-
wing politicians in this field (albeit with relatively modest results) nevertheless
contributed to a certain improvement in the image of the right-wing parties” (p. 440).

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Valuable material and important conclusions can be found in Chapter 18 of the
monograph, which deals with the provincial right-wing parties during the First World
War (pp. 411-33). The researcher points out that

The main focus of the monarchist organisations, in line with the principle of
“holy unity,” was to help the front, the sick, the wounded and injured soldiers,
and the families of those who had been mobilized. **

Omel'yanchuk gives the following reasons for the curtailment of the right-wing
activities in Vladimir Governorate during the First World War: firstly, “the failures
at the front and the socio-economic difficulties of wartime associated in the public
consciousness with the autocracy, which was not conducive to the popularity of
monarchist ideology”; secondly, “the destructive work of the opposition, which
launched a massive propaganda campaign against the right-wing parties”; thirdly,
“the actions of the government, which increasingly distanced itself from defenders of
the monarchy”; fourthly, “the departure of many right-wing activists to the active
army” (p. 431).

The voluminous conclusion to the monograph (pp. 433—-42) sums up the results of
the study of the right-wing politicians in Vladimir Governorate by I. Omel'yanchuk.
Without going into detail, let us draw the readers’ attention to the fact that, according
to the author,

the Autocratic-Monarchist Party of Ivanovo-Voznesensk and the Shuiskii Union
of Russian Orthodox People, established in Shuiskii Uyezd at the end of 1905,
were active until mid-1916.%*

However, in Chapter 18 of the monograph, the researcher states that “by the autumn
of 1916, all political activity of the provincial right-wing parties was terminated”
(p. 432). Thus, we can confidently assume that the right-wing activities in Vladimir
Governorate ended in the summer—autumn of 1916.

Like any other scientific study, the monograph by I. Omel'yanchuk has some
weaknesses. In particular, the absence of a name index as well as a list of sources and
literature cited in the monograph complicates the study of the material.

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Nevertheless, it can be stated that this work has undoubtedly become a milestone
in the Russian historiography of the right-wing parties in Russia. It gives an objective
and the most complete picture of the emergence in 1906, further development, and
termination in the summer—autumn of 1916 of all right-wing activities in Vladimir
Governorate. The significance of this monograph lies not only in the fact that it was
the first in historiography fundamental and in-depth research of the right wing in the
party system, but also in the fact that it set the vector for the future study of the right-
wing parties in other governorates of the Russian Empire in the early 20" century.
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
