Abstract. The article deals with the problems of staffing local institutions of Arkhangelsk
Governorate in the first half of the 19" century. Based on the materials of systematic recording of
officials (group records of service from the collections of the Russian State Historical Archive), the
staff composition was analyzed according to three main parameters: social background, age, and
level of education. The identified characteristics made it possible to see specific features in the
development of the local bureaucracy and the results of the governmental personnel policy. The
obtained statistics reflected the peculiarities of governmental policy in the field of forming the
social basis for Arkhangelsk bureaucracy.

It was found out that in the first half of the 19™ century the composition of Arkhangelsk
Governorate officials could not meet the expectations of the government in full since the internal
resources of this non-nobility-related territory were quite restricted, and the conditions of service
did not attract officials from other governorates. The measures taken (appointing officials from
other regions, filling police vacancies with retired military personnel, and introducing service
privileges) had a certain effect but were not enough to solve all personnel problems and, primarily,
to overcome the shortage of clerical employees, which was most pronounced during the entire
period.

The analysis of social background of the officials revealed a high proportion of representatives
of the nobility, hereditary civil servants, and persons from taxable classes. The indicators of age
structure reflect general Russian tendencies: there were two Arkhangelsk Governorate went through
two alternations of generations among officials: during the first quarter of the 19™ century,
personnel was becoming younger, and in the following decades it was aging, which had stopped by
1850. The available information on education indicates a general low level of professional training.
Despite the fact that the measures taken by the government, which linked the level of education
with promotion in rank, increased the interest of future officials in obtaining certificates from higher
and secondary educational institutions, in the middle of the century most officials were still persons
with primary or home education.

Introduction

A full-fledged description of local bureaucratic apparatus of the Russian Empire
is not possible without the analysis of the composition of the officials, and
considerable attention has been paid to this issue in present-day historical science.’

Research in the first half of the 19t century

One of the most important sources for studying official personnel is the collection of
group records of service (F. 1349), well preserved in the Russian State Historical
Archive (RGIA). Referring to these materials, one faces the problem of their
massiveness. Without statistical analysis, numerous service records of officials do not
allow us to collect general data for all provinces within the framework of a single
study, even an extensive one, which would cover a long chronological period. In the
works of historians who were the first to undertake the processing of these
documents, the information on the composition of officialdom is presented on the
basis of a sample. For instance, W. Pintner characterized provincial officialdom of
the early 19" century according to the materials from eight governorates and the
officialdom of mid-19™ century, based on the data from twelve governorates.” A
number of authors studied the composition of higher bureaucracy (in particular,
S. Mironenko according to the data for 1825;> O. Moryakova, for the second quarter
of the 19" century;* P. Zaionchkovskii, for 1853°). Attempts were made to reveal the

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data on the officials of individual departments.® In recent decades, scientific research
has developed in a different way: personnel of local institutions is considered mainly
on the materials of individual governorates. The regional approach not only allows a
comprehensive analysis but also forms the basis for further study of state apparatus
and preparation of comparative and generalizing works. In relation to the first half of
the 19™ century, the results of studying the officialdom of a number of governorates,’
mainly of Central European Russia, have been presented with varying degrees of
completeness. The outskirts where the regional character of bureaucracy formation
was more pronounced attract the attention of researchers much less frequently.
Meanwhile, these governorates provide valuable information about specific features
of personnel policy of the state, its flexibility and thoughtfulness. In this respect, the
processes which occurred in Northern European Russia are of great interest.

The purpose of this study is to analyze the composition of Archangelsk
Governorate officialdom in the first half of the 19" century according to three main

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parameters: social background, age, and level of education. The materials of
systematic recording of the officials, found in Fonds 1349 of the RGIA make the
documentary basis of the study. Group records of service of Arkhangelsk
Governorate officials for the indicated chronological period have not been introduced
into scientific circulation yet.

Main body

In the course of studying the collection of records of service of RGIA Fonds
1349, the materials for 1807, 1826, 1844, and 1850 were selected for research,®
which makes it possible to see the results of personnel policy both of Alexander I and
of Nicholas I. When choosing chronological framework, it was also taken into
account that the data on the composition of officials in other governorates of
Northern European Russia have already been published. In particular, the information
on Vologda Governorate is available for 1801, 1806, 1810, 1818, 1826, 1834, 1844,
and 1850—52:” on Olonets Governorate, for 1803, 1826, 1844, and 1850."° As one can
see, it 1s not possible to obtain a ‘homogeneous’ chronological profile of all three
provinces of the beginning of the 19™ century due to poor preservation of the
documents.'' In view of the fact that from 1803 to 1807 there were no significant
changes in local government, the indicators for this period can be recognized as
comparable.

Before referring directly to the characteristics of Arkhangelsk Governorate
official employees, it should be noted that group records of service mainly contain
information about the officials. Consequently, as a rule, the information about the

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persons who did not have class ranks is not reflected in them. However, there are
exceptions. For instance, the materials on Arkhangelsk Governorate for 1807, 1826,
and 1850 include data only on officials. As far as the records for 1844 are concerned,
the group records also include clerks and judging by the composition of positions,
there is every reason to believe that this was a relatively complete list of the
governorate officials.

The present research is aimed at studying the officials of the institutions
subordinate to the ministries of internal affairs, finance, justice and state property, i.e.
those who belonged to the local ‘general government.” The institutions and positions
which had been removed from the jurisdiction of the governorate authorities and
formed ‘special institutions’ (royal property, religious, postal, educational, and other
departments) will not be considered.

Thus, the group service records of Arkhangelsk Governorate include only 1,384
individual records of service, of which 234 are for the year 1807; 223, for 1826; 495,
for 1844; 432, for 1850. The information they contain was systematized in an
electronic database, which made it possible to obtain statistical indicators necessary
for the study.

Table 1 shows social background of Arkhangelsk Governorate officials.'> As one
can see, the proportion of the representatives of the nobility was small: at the
beginning of the century it was 12.8%, and by the middle of the century it had
reached 22.2%. Those persons mainly served in the governorate city: in 1807, 23 out
of 30 people were nobles; in 1826, 19 out of 33; in 1844, 72 out of 112; in 1850, 74
out of 96. Comparison of the obtained indicators with the ones from neighboring
governorates reveals interesting dynamics. Among Arkhangelsk Governorate
officials, there were noticeably fewer nobles than among those in Olonets
Governorate (24.8% in 1803; 37.3% in 1850)," with a general trend for gradual
increase in their proportion, which was not observed in Vologda Governorate (23.7%
in 1806; 17.3% in 1850)." In the instance of Olonets Governorate, a higher
proportion of nobles can be explained by the significant number of newcomers (both
those who took advantage of service benefits and those appointed by the government
under the conditions of personnel shortage), As for Vologda Governorate, where
some of the positions were filled according to the results of nobility elections, there is
a trend, common to the governorates of Central Russia, which is the reduction in the

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number of noble class representatives in governorate institutions."> This comparison
shows that the indicators of the Arkhangelsk officialdom reflect the peculiarities of
the development of local bureaucratic apparatus. At the beginning of the 19" century,
the nobles occupied mainly key leadership positions (in 1807 only 8 persons
occupied clerical positions; in 1826, 9 persons), and these were persons who arrived
in the governorate in compliance with the appointment by the government. By the
middle of the century, the number of nobles employed in clerical work had increased
significantly (in 1844, 60 persons; in 1850, 50 persons). For the most part, those were
young people who were children of the officials who retired but settled in the
governorate.

In the first half of the 19™ century, the proportion of personal nobles’ children, or
subaltern officers’ children increased (from 13.2 to 35.7%) in the composition of
Arkhangelsk Governorate officials, and the proportion of clerks’ children decreased
(from 18.4 to 4.2%). These changes were a direct consequence of the evolution of the
rules of civil promotion in rank:'® the right to receive a class rank on condition of
years of service only led to the fact that the ranks of clerks became temporary;
recruits, most of them young people, did not have children after the moment they had
entered the service and after they received the rank of collegiate registrar. Similar
dynamics of indicators can be observed in the governorates of Central Russia'’ and in
the neighboring ones. For example, among Olonets Governorate officials in the
period from 1803 to 1850, the proportion of subaltern officers’ children increased
from 19.9% to 33.4%,'® and the proportion of clerks’ children decreased from 14.7%
to 2.5%; among Vologda Governorate officials, from 1806 to 1850, from 7.4% to
23.5% and from 20.6% to 8.4% respectively.”” Moreover, the Arkhangelsk and
Olonets governorates, which suffered personnel shortages (primarily, a great shortage
of clerks), these tendencies were more pronounced than in Vologda Governorate,
which had a larger administrative apparatus where the proportion of clerks’ children
increased during the first quarter of the 19" century (it reached 30.2% in 1818) and
only in 1826 it began to decline.*

Nobles and hereditary officials (children of subaltern officers and clerks) were
considered by the supreme power as the main source of recruiting personnel.
However, if these class groups among the population of the governorate were small
and did not provide the required number of recruits, ‘excessive’ children of higher
and parish clergy were accepted for clerical service. In 1807, the total proportion of
nobles and hereditary officials did not reach even a half (44.4%) and almost a third of
Arkhangelsk Governorate officials came from the clergy. By the middle of the
century, when the first indicator had risen to 62.1%, the proportion of higher and
parish clergy children had markedly decreased (20.8%). The materials on the
neighboring governorates reflect slightly different trends. There were twice less
clergymen by birth among Olonets Governorate officials (15.0% in 1803; 9.6% in
1850*). For Vologda Governorate in the first half of the 19" century they were one
of the most important sources of replenishing the numbers of officials (their

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proportion increased from 36.0% in 1806 to 47.0% in 1850%°), which was primarily
due to the composition of the population (the ‘excessive’ children of higher and
parish clergy who did not have the opportunity to receive regular positions in the
department of religious affairs).

The column ‘Other’ of Table 1 unites representatives of different social groups,
including persons from taxable estates, foreigners who had sworn allegiance,
illegitimate foster children who did not have a certain class status, as well as children
of marine artisans and naval admiralty servants typical for the governorate under
study, et al.. In the officialdom composition, the proportion of this category looks
rather significant (24.4% in 1807; 17.1% in 1850). A similar situation was observed
in Olonets Governorate (25.6% in 1803; 17.2% in 1850%*), but a completely different
picture can be seen in the composition of Vologda Governorate officials (12.3% in
1806; 4.4% in 1850%).

The presented indicators were caused by personnel problems which Arkhangelsk
Governorate was facing during the period under study. As it was noted above, the
central government sought to maintain class restrictions when recruiting personnel
and encouraged nobles and hereditary civil servants to enter civil service. People
from other strata of the population were welcome only if they had a certain level of
education. However, the internal resources of Arkhangelsk Governorate could not
provide the desired staff composition. It was a ‘non-nobility’ governorate where no
elections were held (all noble positions were filled by appointment from the
government). The nobles who were here on duty (civilians and military men) did not
seek to settle in the harsh northern region, and the number of those who stayed for
residence after resignation was small. In addition, significant difficulties arose when
filling clerical positions. This problem became acutely manifested even during the
period of the Governorate reform of 1775, when the government was forced to grant
access to civil service to the ‘excessive’ children of clergymen, seminarians, as well
as to all free people who were not liable to pole tax (including merchants and
emancipated persons).”® In cases when these measures were not enough to fill the

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clerical positions of public offices, representatives of taxable classes were admitted as
an exception.”’

In Arkhangelsk Governorate, the problem of limited internal human resources
was aggravated by the severity of climate and high cost of living, which did not
attract officials from other regions. In January 1805, Ivan Ferster, military governor
of Arkhangelsk, wrote in the file addressed to the Minister of the Interior:

because there are no noble estates in the governorate, and due to lack of nobles,
almost all the officials who serve here were sent from different places of the All-
Russian Empire; having no property, they live only by the salary which they receive
from the treasury and which . . . can hardly be enough for vital supplies only; for
clothing and other similar necessary expenses they run into debt, especially those
who are burdened with families; therefore, in the reasoning of their children, they
do not have the means to educate and teach them in the way appropriate for the
nobility and through this prepare them as it should be for the benefit of the
service.”®

Salaries, which had not changed since the Governorate reform of 1775, were
disproportionate to prices which tripled during the period under consideration. While
in Olonets Governorate which was in a similar situation, the salaries of the official
were increased (by the decree of February 23, 1804),%"), the request of the governor
of Arkhangelsk was not granted by the government.”” Moreover, no decisive
measures were taken to improve the staffing in the governorate in the following
decades.

Key positions in the local apparatus as well as the vacancies of doctors,
architects, and land surveyors were filled by the officials who were sent by order of
the government from central institutions and from other governorates. In 1814, the
Alexander’s Committee on the Wounded was established (Committee on August 18,
1814),>" which made appointments for a number of positions beginning with 1816. In

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Arkhangelsk Governorate, these positions included assessors of the criminal and civil
chambers, judges and assessors of the forum of conscience, chiefs of police, mayors,
district police officers, judges and assessors of district courts.** But practice showed
that ‘crippled officers’ were not always capable of civil service, especially in judicial
institutions, and from the beginning of the 1830s they were appointed mainly to the
positions of chiefs of police, mayors, and district police officers.”® In terms of their
class background, among the persons appointed by the Committee there were both
hereditary nobles and representatives of different social groups (children of soldiers,
peasants, petty bourgeois) who managed to go from rank and file soldiers to officers
in military service. In addition, there was a practice of appointing military men who
retired due to the length of service to certain positions (quarter overseers, prison
wardens, caretakers of spare grain shops, and also salt, wine, and grain bailiffs).

At the same time, the supreme was still concerned about the preservation of the
class principle of staffing the state apparatus. In particular, in 1808, the ban was
confirmed to take on persons from merchant, bourgeois and other taxable estates to
the office clerks without the approval of the Senate; in 1813, the admission of those
dismissed from the clergy was limited only to the persons who had completed a full
course of seminary,”* and from 1827 an exhaustive list of those who were allowed to
be taken into service was legislatively validated: nobles, children of personal nobles,
merchants of the first guild, priests, deacons, pastors, clerks, scientists and artists who
did not class rank.” In relation to Arkhangelsk Governorate, these restrictions only
exacerbated the problem of clerical personnel.

During the audit of 1831, senators A. Kornilov and V. Mertens pointed out
“slowness of official procedure,” which was largely due to “the acute shortage of
officials, not only of clerical personnel, but also of public officials.”*® It turned out
that

in addition to the insufficient number of officials and clerks filling the positions of
the staff list, which equals to 140 persons, there is a lack of experienced and capable

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officials and clerks to fill many positions in the governorate because of the
insufficient salary,’’

and especially in uyezd institutions. Those who “were capable and had got
experience” of conducting official procedure transferred to the financial, royal
property or customs departments, where ‘“salaries were better,” and in order to
receive the 8" class rank, many of them left for the neighboring Olonets Governorate,
Siberia, the Caucasus, and Georgia. Even in the governorate administration, almost
half of the clerks were under age and, according to the already established tradition,
“left it for other most profitable positions as soon as they acquired education and
experience,”® and then their places were taken by similar minors. Arkhangelsk
military governor R. Gall did not see any other way of solving this problem than,
firstly, to increase the salary in all public offices, and secondly, to extend the benefits
“following the example of Olonets Governorate” which “is in the equal position in
terms of climate and disadvantages of food supply.”*” However, this petition, filed on
April 29, 1832, and supported by very weighty arguments was not granted at once,
and not in full.

The increase in official salaries occurred gradually in the 1830s in connection
with the renewal of the staffing lists of all governorates, and service privileges for
Arkhangelsk Governorate were introduced only in 1839,% but in 1842 they were
revised and applied only to three uyezds (Kolsky, Kemsky and Mezensky).*' “As a
special exception,” persons from “free urban classes and clergy” could be taken on to
fill clerical positions on condition that “they provided evidence of the acquisition of
knowledge necessary for the service” (gymnasium or seminary certificates),* and for
the persons who expressed a desire to come from others governorates, a number of
benefits were provided. In the latter case, Arkhangelsk Governorate turned out to be

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less attractive than, for example, Olonets Governorate.” According to the group
records of service for 1844, service benefits attracted only 37 persons (or 7.5% of the
total number of officials), of whom there were 14 hereditary nobles, 7 subaltern
officers’ children, 10 clergymen, 4 clerks’ children, 5 from other social groups. In
1850, there were 22 such persons (or 5.1%): 8 hereditary nobles, 6 subaltern officers’
children, 5 representatives of the clergy, 1 from clerks’ children, and 2 from the
category ‘Other.” Arkhangelsk Governorate was also inferior to Olonets
Governorate™ in the number of wards of public charity institutions (in 1844 there
were 6 such persons, and in 1850, 2). It refers to the persons who were trained at the
institutions which were established at the Yaroslavl and Poltava public charity
departments in order to train clerks. On completing the course, the latter were sent to
different governorates to fill clerical vacancies (this practice was started in the
1830s).* In general, although the proportion of newcomers looks rather significant in
the composition of the officials in Arkhangelsk Governorate (29.9%, in 1807, 17.9%
in 1826, 36.6% in 1844, 32.4% in 1850), it does not exceed the indicators for the
neighboring Olonets Governorate.*

Tables 2 and 3 show the age structure of Arkhangelsk Governorate officials.*’ In
order to avoid distortion of indicators and provide comparable data, Table 2 does not
take into account clerks who did not have class ranks (they were included in the
group records of service for 1844 and in the materials of the governorate construction
and road commission for 1850). As already mentioned, for 1844 we have information
on the complete array of officials, which made it possible to compare the age
structure of officials and clerks (see Table 3).

It follows from Table 2 that in 1807 28.6% of officials were 21 to 30 years of age;
25.2% were from 31 to 40; 23.5%, from 41 to 50; in 1826, 40.7%, 24.0%, and 11.8%
respectively; in 1844, 28.0%, 30.8%, 19.9%; in 1850, 27.6%, 31.9%, and 22.7%.
These indicators fully correlate with the dynamics observed in other governorates. As
a result of the Governorate Reform of 1775, a large number of new local institutions
were established, which required filling numerous vacancies. By 1807, the recruits
who entered the service had made up the core of the staff in public offices. The
average age of the officials of Arkhangelsk Governorate reached 38 years. In the

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following decades, the officials were gradually becoming younger and younger, and
at the beginning of the reign of Nicholas I, the average age of officials was 36 years
old. The influx of young people marked a “alternation of generations,” with the vast
majority of officials being under 40. In the subsequent two decades, the composition
of institutions significantly ‘aged’ (in 1844, the average age reached 40 years), which,
most likely, should be associated with the lack of effective government measures
aimed at resolving the personnel issue although by the middle of the 19™ century the
influx of “fresh” forces was still pronounced (the average age was 39 years). By that
time, the second wave of ‘alternation of generations’ had become visible in other
governorates as well.

Similar trends can be derived from the analysis of materials on Vologda
Governorate, where from 1806 to 1826 the average age of the officials decreased
from 37 to 35; by 1844 it had increased to 37 years; in 1850, it was 36 years.*
Different data on the average age were obtained for Olonets Governorate (38 in 1803;
42 in 1826; 39 in 1844; 35 in 1850*), which can explained by the shortage of
officials, a significant number of vacancies and the lack of those wishing to fill them
in the first quarter of the 19™ century as well as by the introduction of service benefits
which ensured an influx of officials from other regions in the second quarter of the
19" century.

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The data presented in Table 3 allow us to compare the age of the officials and
clerks of Arkhangelsk Governorate in 1844. As is known, recruits who entered the
service — most of them were young people — were given the rank of clerical servant.
Changes in the system of promotion in rank which took place during the first half of
the 19™ century actually secured the right to obtain a first class rank due to the length
of service; respectively, the transition of clerks to the category of officials was
limited to a certain and a rather short period of time. Table 3 shows that in 1844,
96.7% of clerks were less than 30 years of age. In 1827 age restrictions on entering
the service were introduced: it was forbidden to take on those under 14, and active
service was calculated from the age of 16.>' In 1834, the timing of promotion in rank
began to depend on the level of education,”® which encouraged young people to
complete a full course of study and obtain certificates from secondary and higher
educational institutions (and this, as a rule, could be done only by the age of 20).
These legal provisions directly influenced the age structure of clerks: in Arkhangelsk
Governorate in 1844, the youngest of them was 14 years old, and the majority was

represented by the persons aged between 21 and 30.

Group records of service records of service of the first half of the 19™ century are
not very informative for determining the level of education of the officials since the
inclusion of this was not required. Only after the adoption of the decree of July 16,
1849 which introduced a new form of service record, it became necessary to include
the information on where the official “received his education and whether he
completed a full course of sciences at an institution.”* In the group record of service
for 1807, the information on education was included only for 61 officials (or 26.1%
of the total number), of which educational institutions were mentioned for 6 of them

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(Academy of Arts, 1; Mining School, 1; Naval Cadet Corps, 2; cadet corps (Artillery
and Engineering), 2); one record had a note that the person was taught “to read and
write Russian and German dialects,””” and 54 other records have an indication of
attending the seminary due to the column ‘Rank of Origin’ (‘seminarian’ or
‘student”®). In 1826, information about educational institutions is reflected in the
service records of 33 officials (or 14.7%); for 16 of them it is indicated in the column
‘Service Done’ (Mining School, 1; Moscow University, 1; cadet corps, 4;
gymnasiums, 4; seminaries, 3; uyezd and parish theological schools, 3); and for
17 persons, in the column ‘Rank of Origin’ (pupil of the Academy of Arts, 1;
Candidate of theology, 1; seminarians, 13; public charity institutions wards, 2). As it
can be seen, the information about education is rather scant. Basically, there are
records of higher and secondary educational institutions, which, unfortunately, make
it impossible to establish whether an official was able to complete a full course of
study or not.

After the publication of the decree of June 25, 18347 which linked the speed of
promotion in rank with the possession of certificates of educational institutions, more
attention was paid to the records of education in service records. However, this
mainly concerned higher and secondary education. Primary and incomplete
secondary education did not give advantage in promotion in rank, which is why it
was still rarely mentioned. In 1844, 22.6% of all Arkhangelsk Governorate officials
gave information about their education. Of them, 20 persons attended higher
educational institutions: 17 obtained civilian professions, including 14 medics;
2 studied at theological academies; 1, at the Naval Cadet Corps. Secondary education,
including incomplete education, is mentioned in the records of 60 officials. Of them,
19 studied at the institutions of the Ministry of National Education; 26, at seminaries;
11, at cadet corps; 4, at secondary vocational schools (St Petersburg Commercial
School, School of Civil Engineers, School of State Surveyors at Volhynia Lyceum).

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Attendance of lower educational institutions was reflected in the service records of
32 persons, and this mark was made mainly in the records of those who were trained
for clerical work “at the expense of the state.” In particular, 17 officials were
graduates of the Arkhangelsk school for children of clerical servants.”® This
educational institution, opened on August 22, 1833 and designed for 25 students,”
was intended for training children of poor clerks “for service in the public offices of
the civilian department.”® It was subordinate to the Ministry of Internal Affairs and
was in direct subordination of the Arkhangelsk public charity department, at the
expense of which it was maintained. Graduates who were appointed by the
government had to serve in the civilian department for at least 8 years (they entered
the vacancies of scribes of the lower rank), and those who showed ‘successes in
sciences’ were given an opportunity to continue their studies at gymnasiums at the
expense of the state, from which they entered the vacancies of scribes of the highest
rank (they had to serve for at least 6 years).”' It should be noted also that the school
was not allowed to accept children of the officials with ranks (even if they held
clerical positions).”” And in this regard, class origin of the graduates of the
Arkhangelsk school attracts attention: out of 17 persons included in the group records
of service for 1844, 15 were children of hereditary and personal nobles and only two
were children of clerks. Another type of lower educational institutions, which, as a
rule, was mentioned in the service records, includes the departments for training
scribes which were established under Yaroslavl and Poltava public charity
departments. It has already been mentioned that in 1844 there were 6 graduates of
these departments among the Arkhangelsk officials. Like the students of the schools
for the children of clerical servants, they were obliged to enter the service in the civil
department (persons who graduated with the rank of junior scribes served at least
10 years; senior scribes, 8 years).”

If we follow the tradition, which is already established in the scientific
literature,’* and assume that all persons who did not provide information about their

Arkhangelsk Governorate in 1844, the proportion of persons with higher education
was 4.0%; with secondary education, 12.1%; with lower education, 6.5%. This
generalization is very arbitrary, which is clearly shown in Table 4. Just in 6 years, the
proportion of the officials with home education decreased almost 3 times (from
77.4 to 27.3%). Of course, such dynamics of indicators reflects not the growth of
educational level but the results of the introduction of the new form of service record
in accordance with the decree of July 16, 1849%° because when compiling group
records of service for 1850, all officials were required to provide information about
educational institutions they had attended. Because of this it was possible to provide
the most complete data in Table 4.° In the middle of the 19™ century, 23 officials of
Arkhangelsk Governorate received higher education, of whom 16 graduated from
universities and medical surgical academies; 4, from theological academies; 1 from
the Naval Cadet Corps; 1, from the Institute of the Corps of Railways; 1, Pedagogical
Institute. Completed secondary education was recorded for 59 persons (gymnasiums,
25; seminaries, 21; cadet corps and military schools, 8; secondary vocational schools,
5); incomplete secondary education, for 91 persons (59, 29, 2 and 1 respectively).
The service records of 138 officials mention lower educational institutions including
the school for the children of clerical servants (24 persons).

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government rarely appointed persons without appropriate certificates at these
positions, which required qualified staff. But exceptions were allowed for remote
governorates. In Arkhangelsk Governorate, out of 23 specialists included in the group
records of service, 16 had higher education (15 doctors and 1 architect); 5, secondary
education (3 architects and 2 land surveyors); 1, incomplete secondary education
(land surveyor); 1, lower education (architect).

As for the rest of the officials, including those who made up the provincial
administration, apparently, the level of education here was not the main criterion for
determining a position to be held. In the same way as in the preceding decades,
previous service experience and personal connections played a primary role in the
selection of candidates for leadership positions. For instance, the Arkhangelsk
governor V. Fribes was ‘brought up’ in a boarding school at St Petersburg
Gymnasium, and then ‘in his free hours’ he attended lectures at the Pedagogical
Institute;*® the manager of the state property chamber F.I. Antonov was a graduate of
the Second Cadet Corps;*’ the manager of the office of the state commercial bank
P. Fan-der-Flit, Pavlovsky Cadet Corps;”° the chairman of the treasury V. Mironov
graduated from the public school;”' vice-governor G. Nikiforov, the chairman of the
chamber of criminal and civil court P. Maltsov, the chairman of the commercial court
S. Karataev and the governorate prosecutor P. Pilipenko received home education.”

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In general, if we do not take into account specialists, the level of education of
officials in the governorate institutions was higher than in the uyezd and city ones.
One official of five had a certificate of higher or secondary educational institution;
the proportion of persons with incomplete secondary education was 22.7%; with
lower education, 35.5%; with home education, 20.7%. At the same time, members of
the institutional public offices were more educated: here the proportion of persons
with higher and secondary education reached 40% while in the clerical offices it was
only 15%. Among the officials of uyezd and city bodies of authority, there were no
persons who had attended higher educational institutions; the proportion of those who
had secondary education was only 8.9%; incomplete secondary education, 21.8%;
lower education, 32.2%; home education, 37.1%. However, even here the level of
educational of the officials was somewhat higher than that of the clerks.

Attention should also be paid to the class origin. Despite the fact that the supreme
power encouraged the admission of nobles’ and officials’ children to educational
institutions, in 1850 only one in four nobles in service had a gymnasium or university
certificate (5.4%, higher education; 21.3%, secondary education; 28.7%, incomplete
secondary education; 19.1%, lower education), and among the subaltern officers’
children, very few (1.9%, 5.9%, 15.7%, and 41.2% respectively). It can be assumed
that individual families managed to provide “decent upbringing” for their children at
home, but that was hardly possible among the local officials who complained about
poverty, low salaries and high cost of living. It is no coincidence that out of
24 graduates of the school for the clerks’ children in 1850, three were children of
hereditary nobles, and 21, of personal nobles. Apparently, such a composition did not
comply with the rules for accepting students but was allowed taking into account the
governorate officials’ financial difficulties. It is not quite clear why the clerks’
children did not use the opportunity to study at the expense of the state at the school
established for them, especially taking into account the fact that the level of education
was rather low among this category of officials (there were no persons who attended
higher educational institutions; 16.7% received secondary education; 5.5%,
incomplete secondary education; 38.9%, , lower education, 38.9%, home education).
High indicators in the level of education were shown by those who came from clergy,
for whom literacy was compulsory: the proportion of persons with higher education
was 6.7%; secondary education, 22.5%; incomplete secondary education, 32.6%;
lower education, 31.5%; home education — 6.7%. The data on the representatives of
other social groups in the composition of officialdom looks interesting (12.2%, 9.5%,
13.5%, 29.7%, and 35.1% respectively). Among them three categories stand out:
firstly, persons who entered the service thanks to the receipt of certificates of higher

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and secondary educational institutions; and secondly, those who served in the
military and retired “because of wounds” or for length of service and did not attend
educational institutions at all or were brought up in military orphanages; and finally,
those who were recruited due to the shortage of clerks and the lack of volunteers to
fill these vacancies.

Thus, in the middle of the 19" century, the overwhelming majority of
Arkhangelsk Governorate officials limited their education to the program of uyezd
schools, or to a few classes of a gymnasium / seminary, or even to the knowledge
acquired at home. Such indicators can be associated both with high tuition fees,
which low-income families of local officials could not afford, and with poor
academic performance and low motivation (expulsion from educational institutions
was often accompanied by an indication of the lack of desire or ability to “continue
studying further sciences”). Similar trends can be seen in the materials of neighboring
governorates. For example, in Olonets Governorate in 1850, the proportion of
officials who had higher education was 10.8%; secondary education, 10.6%;
incomplete secondary education, 23.3%; lower education, 29.2%; home education,
26.1%; in Vologda Governorate, 5.7%, 19.5%, 26.4%, 39.9%, and 8.5%
respectively.”

Conclusion

The priority of the state personnel policy was to form such a local bureaucratic
apparatus in which the leadership positions were taken by the nobles and the main
‘working’ mass consisted of hereditary civil servants, i.e., subaltern officers’ and
clerks’ children. In this respect, the composition of Arkhangelsk Governorate
officials could not fully meet the government’s expectations. The internal resources
of this non-nobility territory appeared to be limited, and the conditions of service did
not attract officials from other governorates. Officials, most of them nobles, were sent
to the key positions in the local apparatus (governor, vice-governor, chairmen of
governorate chambers, governorate prosecutor) by order of the central government.
With the development of vocational education, the shortage of specialists was
gradually overcome, and by the middle of the 19™ century it had already become
possible to fill the vacancies of doctors and land surveyors even in the remote
northern uyezds. In 1816, vacancies in police institutions began to be filled by retired
military men who came from different social classes, including taxable estates. In
1839, the supreme power was forced to extend service privileges to Arkhangelsk
Governorate, but in 1842 they revised and limited to only three uyezds. The above

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measures had a certain effect, of course, but turned out to be insufficient to solve all
personnel problems, especially the shortage of clerks which was quite pronounced
throughout the entire period under study but not as much as in the neighboring
Olonets Governorate.

All this directly affected the composition of Arkhangelsk Governorate
officialdom. With regard to the social class background, the indicators significantly
differed both from the all-Russian data and from the other northern territories. The
proportion of nobles and hereditary civil servants, which at the beginning of the
century was 44%, gradually increased and by the middle of the century it had reached
62%; the proportion of the children of priests and clergy decreased from 31% to 18—
20%, while a significant proportion of other social groups remained the same (24% in
1807 and 17% in 1850). On the one hand, the replenishment of local institutions from
the outside contributed to the growth of the classes preferred for the supreme power,
but on the other hand, the lack of clerical servants forced the government to open
access to the civil service for other categories of the population including people from
taxable estates. The indicators for the age structure generally coincide with the
nationwide trends: in the first quarter of the 19" century personnel became younger
(in 1807 the average age was 38 years; in 1826, 36), and in the next two decades,
older (in 1844 the average age was 40), which had been stopped only by 1850 (the
average age of 39 years). Consequently, like other governorates, Arkhangelsk
Governorate experienced two “alternations of generations” of the officialdom, with
the only difference that the “aging” in the 1830s was expressed more clearly, which
was due to the conditions of service during that period, which did not attract younger
personnel. The data on education testifies to the general low level of professional
training, which fully corresponded to the all-Russian indicators. The interest of
persons who planned to enter the civil service in attending educational institutions
began to reveal itself only after the adoption of the decree of June 25, 1834 which
linked promotion in rank with education. Materials on Arkhangelsk Governorate
show that in the first quarter of the 19" century very few persons held certificates of
secondary and higher educational institutions. By the middle of the century, the
number of such persons had reached 19%, but the proportion of officials who
received home education or attended lower educational institutions was still very high
(almost 60%). Specialists were the best trained for their professional activities part of
the local officialdom. As for lower clerical positions, in order to fill them, it was
enough to be able to read and write and to know the four rules of arithmetic.
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
