“Breaches” in the VKP(b) Okrug Organization
in the Summer of 1929 — Summer of 1930
(Based on the Materials of VVyatka Okrug of Nizhny Novgorod Krai)

Abstract. The article examines the formation and functioning of the Vyatka Okrug VKP(b)
organization in 1929-30, when radical transformations began in the country, primarily in the socio-
economic sphere. Unpublished archival materials from the collection of the Central State Archive of
Kirov Oblast constitute the main source of the research. Within the framework of the institutional
approach, the above-mentioned party organization is considered by the author of the article as the
leading political institution of the okrug, designed to become the “mover” of radical change in the
country. An analysis of the entire complex of archival materials, which are introduced into scientific
discourse for the first time, shows that the activities of the okrug party organization were
accompanied by a series of “breaches,” that is, violations of the plan of transformation that was
hatched by the country’s leaders. Particular attention is paid to the shortcomings in staff and
staffing, level of education, and the state of the raion level of the party organization. The analysis of
the topic under consideration showed that the staffing of rural raion committees did not correspond
at all to the complexity and novelty of the tasks to be solved, the territorial size of the raions, the
dispersion of party cells, and the level of education of responsible party workers allowed them to be
nothing more than simple executors of higher-level directives. Various aspects of selection and
placement of personnel in party committees, which bore the main burden of responsibility for the
course of reforms, need further research. The article draws conclusions about the contradictory
nature of the okrug level in the party organization and its inability to prevent “breaches” in the
activities of raion party organization in the first place.

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Introduction

In present-day Russia, there is a growing interest in the problems of administrative
territorial structure, which was inherited from the USSR and does not fully meet both
the current tasks and the federal nature of the state. Hence, it is quite natural to be
interested in the historical experience of reforms, in particular, in the transformations
made in the 1920s and 1930s. We consider the topic in the context of the radical
socio-economic and political transformations carried out in the late 1920s and early
1930s and during the period of the first five-year plans. In contemporary Russian
historiography, they are analyzed through the prism of the following concepts:
modernization," revolution from above,®> militarized economy,® and mobilization
economy.® The implementation of the new course was complicated by the internal
political struggle that unfolded between the “general line” of the party personified by
J. Stalin, on the one hand, and N. Bukharin and his supporters, who advocated the
development of the New Economic Policy (NEP) principles, on the other. The party
members who deviated from the general line to the left were called leftists,” and to
the right, rightists.® The process of forming the concept of the general line, which
expressed the formation of like-mindedness in the party, was studied by
A. Yurganov.’

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For Vyatka Governorate, which was peasant in social composition, agrarian
transformations aimed at creating a system of collective and state farms were of
paramount importance in those years. The current state of historiography on
collectivization is considered in the study of I. Goncharova.® In the dissertation,
written on the basis of the materials from the Central Black Earth Oblast,
collectivization is shown as a “complex state action” that was “neither thought out
nor prepared.” The same author also described the “collectivization rush from
below” undertaken by the local party workers in the autumn of 1929 — winter of
1930, when the incredible pace of collectivization was demonstrated.”® Only the
instructions of the Central Committee of the party in connection with Stalin’s letter as
of March 5, 1930, brought some clarity to this issue. Historians M. Beznin and
T. Dimoni regard these agrarian transformations as a revolution, the result of which
was the actual destruction of the peasantry as a social class.** A number of works are
devoted to various aspects of the party’s agrarian policy. For instance, analyzing
elimination of the kulak class, the team authors of from Siberia came to the
conclusion that taxation was used as a means of dekulakization in 1929-30."
According to E. Kir'yanova, the policy of eliminating the kulaks as a class began
early in 1930, even before it was officially announced.’* As Sh. Fitzpatrick
reasonably showed, it was the state power that initiated collectivization, and new
collective farms were organized by the newcomers who were specially sent to the
countryside for that purpose. Often, they knew nothing about the village or
agriculture.

In the context of radical restructuring of the national economy, it became necessary
to change the administrative and territorial structure, since it was (and continues to
be) crucial for creating an effective management system and functioning of

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authorities and management at the local level. Initially, within the framework of the
NEP, it was supposed to create

an optimal management structure based on a system of cities, territorial

production complexes, and economic regions united by energy production

cycles.

However, due to the beginning of the Stalin transformations, it became necessary to
make changes to that system. The research works of T. Solov'eva, O. Shul'gina,®
A. Sysov,’” S. Evdokimov,™ and E. Shiryaev'® are devoted to the analysis of the
establishment of new administrative territorial entities in the 1920s and the 1930s.

Our interest in the history of the creation and functioning of one of the okrugs in
the Nizhny Novgorod Krai is due to the fact that this topic has not been considered in
modern historiography. Meanwhile, there are both rich archival material and works
devoted to the okrugs of other mega-oblasts of Russia available. The works by
. Petrishina®® and A. Saran are devoted to the analysis of party organization in the
okrugs of Central Black Earth Oblast; by A. Vorobei,® to Northern Krai. In
particular, A. Saran came to the conclusion that

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the okrug government was transitional in nature between the raion and the oblast
levels. It was preserved largely due to its rudimentary nature as a remnant of the
governorate structure of the country’s governance system.22

In local historiography on the history of functioning of the okrugs, we can point
out the booklet Thirty Glorious Combat Years published in 1933 and Essays on the
History of the Kirov Organization of the CPSU.?* They considered the right and left
biases in the ranks of the party organization, the struggle against them by the okrug
committee, the leadership of the collectivization process, and overcoming the
“distortions of the party line.”** Let us also mention the review article by T. Lozhkina
about the history of changes in the administrative territorial division of the Vyatka
land.”® To date, the okrug party organizations of the region remain unexplored
although several articles are devoted to certain aspects of their history.”®

Application of institutional approach allows the author to study the activities of the
institute of the okrug organization of the VKP(b) in specific historical conditions
rather than as an ideal model.

Okrug formation

The administrative territorial reform of the 1920s—30s should be considered within
the framework of the general concept of modernization of the country, when “waves
of consolidation and disaggregation were separated by long phases of stabilization”*’
in the development of the administrative territorial division. The general logic of
creating mega-oblasts is clear in principle: it was intended to increase the
manageability of the territory by appointing to leadership positions the loyal
supporters of the reformer with the broadest powers. As for the formation of okrugs,
their appearance was of a compromise nature. As O. Shul'gina noted,

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the principle of rational management of territories, the desire for a fairly uniform
economic development, and at the same time the allocation of support centers for
economic development and public services manifested themselves in the
formation of the okrug division grid.?

From this point of view, the okrugs allowed combining “the tasks of political
management of the territory with the tasks of its economic development and objective
economic and geographical zoning.””® At the same time, A. Saran quite rightly
pointed out that the okrug authorities were “transitional in nature” and were
preserved “largely due to its rudimentary character. . .”*° The preservation of part of
the former governorate level incorporated into the new oblast system was supposed to
attract loyal local personnel to radical transformations, on the one hand, and to place
them under proper control, on the other hand. As the administrative apparatus of the
oblasts strengthened, “their desire to directly go to the management of the raions
grew stronger, without the transitional okrug link.”** Thus, the compromise of the
administrative territorial reform was caused by both the contradictory policies of the
NEP and the political plans of the ruling party.

The decision to form Nizhny Novgorod Oblast was made at the meetings of the
Presidium of the All-Russian Central Executive Committee on January 14 and
February 4, 1929. At the meeting of the Provisional Bureau of the VKP(b) Central
Committee in Nizhny Novgorod Oblast on April 25, 1929, the staff of the provisional
party and Soviet committees of Vyatka Okrug was approved: Eduard Pramnek
headed the party organizational bureau and Ivan Kolpakov, the Soviet Organizing
Committee. In August 1929, three okrugs were formed in the territory of the former
Vyatka Governorate: Vyatka Okrug, Kotelnich Okrug, and Nolinsk Okrug. The first
of them consisted of the following raions: Belokholunitskii (Belaya Kholunitsa),
Verkhoshizhemskii (Verkhoshizhem'e), Vozhgal'skii (Vogzhaly), Vyatskii (Vyatka),
Zuevskii (Zuevka), Zyuzdinskii (Zyuzdino), Kaiskii (Kai), Murashinskii (Murashi),
Omutninskii (Omutninsk), Orichevskii (Orichi), Prosnitskii (Prosnitsa), Sinegorskii
(Sinegor'e), Slobodskoi (Slobodskoe), Falenskii (Falenki), Khalturinskii (Khalturiny),

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the homogeneity of the economy, the availability of economic ties that allow
managing the economic life of the okrug on the basis of gravitation around the
established and emerging economic and cultural centers.*

Vyatka Okrug was an agrarian region. Its industry was poorly developed and
represented only by leather, chemical, and forestry enterprises and railway transport,
which employed about 20 thousand people.

On July 15, 1929, the First Vyatka Okrug Party Conference opened. It set “a lot of
immediate tasks.” The first of them was “to complete zoning.” The local communists
reported that

they formed the okrug party and Soviet bodies, selected raion leaders: raion
committee secretaries and raion executive committee chairmen; the best
communists were selected.®

However, the leadership of the zoning process by the party and Soviet authorities left
much to be desired. For instance, the okrug organizing committee for Soviet
construction prepared and sent instructions on the organization of the raions of the
okrug. A letter from the head of the Zuevka Soviet Organizing Committee Plosker to
the chairman of the okrug organizing committee Ivan Kolpakov shows how well it
was understood in the raions:

The instructions on the organization of the raion indicate that the organizational
commission is responsible for preparing the budget of the future raion. Of course,
we are not doing anything. There were no instructions. | do not even know where
to start. . . The situation [with the premises] is terrible here. I don’t know where
to put not only myself but also a significant part of institutions and organizations.
[There are] several dilapidated buildings that need money and more money to
rebuild. . . The buildings that were available were rented out either to beer shops
or to the state alcohol store.**

It should be noted that only 3 of 15 raions were created on the basis of former
uyezds, which is why, like Zuevka, they did not even have the necessary material
infrastructure.

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The second joint plenum of the Vyatka Okrug Committee and the Control
Commission of the VKP(b), held on August 19-21, 1929, summed up the preliminary
results of the “organizational period of zoning.” According to Pramnek, zoning took
place “in a healthy and normal environment.”*® It was noted that in some raion party
organizations, the work on zoning was carried out well.*® At the same time, according
to the materials of the raion party conferences, in some places the process of zoning
was going on with great difficulties. Speaking at the first party conference of
Belokholunitskii Raion, Lazar Pugachevskii, a representative of the okrug party
committee, noted, “...they are not able to complete the apparatus at the local
level,”® with which Aleksei Shupletsov,® secretary of the raion committee, agreed.
According to the representative of the okrug party committee A. Melitsev, in the
debate on zoning at the First Falenskii Raion party conference, they “forgot” to
discuss zoning!® The “insufficient explanatory work on zoning among the
population” was discussed in the debates at the First Vozhgalskii Raion party
conference,”® at the general meeting of the city party organization in Slobodskoe on
June 28, 1929,* and at the party conference in Khalturin on June 30, 1929.%?

Staff

On August 24, 1929, the meeting of the Nizhny Novgorod Krai Party Committee
approved the staff tables and salary rates of okrug committee employees and staff
tables of rural and raion committees.*® The structure of the Vyatka Okrug Committee,

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classified in the first group,” included secretary and executive officer, an
organizational department, agitprop, a department for work in the countryside, and a
department for work among workers and peasants. In total, the committee consisted
of 19 responsible employees and 9 technical staff,"> which largely corresponded to
the staff of the former governorate committee of the party.*® Of 15 rural raion
committees, 11 were assigned to the 4™ group, in which, in addition to the secretary,
it was necessary to have a head of the organizational department and a clerk. In the
raion committees of the 5" group, Verkhoshizhemskii and Kaiskii, the staffing tables
provided only for the secretary.”” Obviously, such a small staff, when the committee
consisted of one or two responsible employees, created objective conditions for
disrupting the course of transformations, which was referred to as breaches (proryvy)
in the party literature of those years.*® It must be said that the party organizations
understood that. As early as at the First Vyatka Okrug Party Conference, the secretary
of the Falenskii Raion party committee, A. Lozhenitsyn, stated:

.. .It seems to me that in terms of staff of the raion committees, the oblast and
okrug authorities did not take something into account because with one secretary
of the raion committee it is extremely difficult to cope with the work and, of
course, there will be big problems.*

Characteristics of the personnel

The personnel of the okrug and raion Soviet bodies did not correspond to the tasks
assigned. In particular, the educational level of okrug and raion committee members
was extremely low. Of the 11 members of the okrug committee elected at the first
okrug party conference, 9 had elementary education.”® Of the 38 members of the
plenum of the okrug committee, 33 had acquired the basic literacy skills.”* All

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members of the okrug control commission,* the absolute majority of raion committee
secretaries, even the head of the okrug agitation and propaganda department A.
Melitsev, and his deputy could barely read and write.>® Almost 70% of responsible
party workers at the raion level had elementary education,>® which roughly
corresponded to the level of education of responsible Soviet and judicial prosecutorial
workers. 14 of the 15 chairmen of the raion executive committees and the entire
leadership of the OGPU okrug department headed by losif Tarashkevich had only
elementary education.” Therefore, it is quite understandable that according to lvan
Derishev, a member of the okrug control commission, “at the local level, right and
left deviations are identified accurately enough not everywhere.”*®

The party members had to take an ideologically correct position determined by the
party leadership and put it into practice accordingly. However, situations like the one
described in the okrug committee’s report on the work of raion conferences (April
1930) often arose: “There were no speeches at conferences with right or left
sentiments. In the practical work of individual party members and even cells, there
were manifestations of a right-wing bias.” For example, the Podrel'e cell of the
Khalturinskii Raion “ignored work with farm laborers and the poor and suppressed
self-criticism.” Such facts as the refusal of a communist to join a collective farm and
the refusal to hand over property to the commune could also be attributed to the
“right deviation.”’ It is noteworthy that “leftist excesses were evident in almost all
okrugs...” They were expressed in “administration, intimidation, arrests of
individual poor and middle-income peasants. . .”*® In other words, responsible party
officials had to constantly correlate their actions with the party’s guidelines in their
practical activities, understand them correctly, and apply them in practice. It was
extremely difficult for party members with elementary education to do that. As will

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be shown below, 6 out of 15 secretaries of raion party organizations failed to cope
with this task although they were named the best.>®

The state of the raion and local party organizations

One of the forms of organizational and party work of the okrug committee was the
inspection of the state of raion party organizations and industrial, rural, and other
party cells. It should be said that the staff of the okrug committee regarded the
inspection very thoroughly: it was conducted in all respects, from the socio-economic
characteristics of the raion, the enterprise, and the institution to the political mood of
the population and the activities of the party organization itself. In July 1929, an
inspection of the Murashinskii Raion party organization was carried out. The
conclusions of the commission that examined the organization emphasized that the
shortcomings that had existed in the work of the volost committee of the party before
the creation of the raion had not been eliminated. In fact, the transformation of the
volost committee into the raion committee changed little. The directives of the
governorate and okrug committees “on the growth of the party had not reached the
cells,” work with the activists “was not conducted,” the issue of attracting new
members “was not discussed” at the meeting of the raion committee, party education
in village cells “was extremely weak,” two thirds of communist peasants did not join
collective farms, and the cells in the villages mostly consisted of careerists.®

An inspection of the work of the Kaiskii Raion party organization (autumn 1929)
also revealed obvious “breaches”: it “did not restructure its work in accordance with
the tasks of the reconstruction period.” The work of the raion committee “lacked
clear class attitudes and an analysis of the class struggle.”®* According to the results
of the examination of the activities of the second city raion committee of Vyatka
conducted in late 1929 — early 1930, the activity of production cells at the enterprises
of the raion was considered unsatisfactory.®

Thus, the quality of work of party organizations was at a very low level, which
called into question the implementation of the policy of socialist reconstruction of the

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okrug. The level of party work was approximately the same, for example, in
Sukhinichskii Okrug of Western Oblast.®®

Areas of work of the okrug party organization

The work plans of the okrug committee reflected the tasks of the course for the
reconstruction of the national economy, the solution of which depended primarily on
the activities of the party “engine.” However, the okrug committee paid clearly
insufficient attention to the issues of internal party life.** In the work plan for August
1929 — January 1930, of 65 items, only 20 related to internal party work; in the plan
for January—May 1930, only 9 of 45. The rest were devoted to the management of
various branches of the national economy, the activities of the Soviets, the
Komsomol, and trade unions.®

Collectivization of agriculture was among the main activities of both the party and
Soviet organs of the okrug. In pursuance of the resolution of the November 1929
Plenum of the Central Committee of the Party and the decisions of the Nizhny
Novgorod Krai Committee as of December 13, “On the Pace of Collectivization of
the Region,” the Vyatka Okrug Committee decided to complete collectivization in
three raions (Falenskii, Vozhgal'skii, and Zuevskii) in the spring of 1930. It has not
been established what this decision was based on. In early March 1930, when Stalin’s
article “Dizzy with Success”® was published, the okrug party committee tried to
justify themselves by shifting the blame on the raion committees. The resolution of
the okrug committee noted that at the end of 1929, in the work of the Falenskii Raion
party organization

the issues of socialist reconstruction and rise of agriculture were not put in the
spotlight. . . The party and Soviet organizations had absolutely no well-thought-
out and firm plan for the development of agriculture. . . Therefore, the increase of
collective farms was spontaneous. . .%’

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Meanwhile, in December 1929, the Third Plenum of the Vyatka Okrug Party
Committee rightly stated that “party members look askance at collectivization. . .
Party members associated with the countryside are reluctant to join collective
farms.”® But there was no proper response from the okrug committee.

In some areas, the campaign to collect arrears in February 1930 was accompanied
by clearly criminal actions on the part of a number of responsible party and Soviet
workers.®® After checking the situation in Omutninskii Raion on February 17, OGPU
representative  Gasnikov reported to his supervisor that in the party’s raion
committee, the campaign was understood as dekulakization.” In Zyuzdinskii Raion,
when it became clear that there were no arrears, a list of 1,000 farms was compiled
“completely arbitrarily”” under the leadership of Pavel Chadaev, secretary of the raion
party committee. From this list, 360 farms were subjected to dekulakization.” Such
“excesses” were also recorded in Vyatka Raion and Zuevskii Raion.”” When
instructing the teams to collect arrears, Petr Semakov, secretary of the Medyanskii
party cell in Vyatka Raion ordered “complete dekulakization of all kulaks. .. The
teams did unacceptable ugly things.”"

The bureau of the okrug committee suggested that the raion committees
“immediately organize work to review the entire operation and correct all the
distortions,” warning that otherwise the raion committee secretaries “would be
removed from their jobs and subjected to party and judicial responsibility.””* The
okrug committee sent responsible employees to the raion committees to check the
actual situation. As a result, 22 people were put on trial, including 13 Communists

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and 2 Komsomol members.”™ Having familiarized themselves with the situation in the
raions, the okrug committee was forced to “warn the raion committees against
excessive enthusiasm for communes”’® on February 24, 1930. An editorial in
Vyatskaya pravda was devoted to the “excesses” in the collective farm movement.”’
In connection with the mass departure of peasants from collective farms that followed
Stalin’s aforementioned article, the plenum of the okrug committee urgently
demanded on March 8 that the communes be transferred under the charter of
agricultural artels.

On March 14, 1930, the bureau of the okrug committee heard a report on the
situation in Zuevskii Raion and Falenskii Raion. The OGPU commissioner in
Zuevskii Raion, Krivoshein, reported to his superiors on March 12, 1930: “The
political condition of Zuevskii Raion. .. is getting extremely tense”.”® The okrug
committee was forced to take organizational measures. By a decree of the okrug party
committee dated March 22, 1930, the Zuevskii Raion committee was dissolved. The
commission, which arrived at the scene of the investigation, revealed “a number of
distortions and excesses, and numerous facts of administrative mismanagement.”
Moreover, the typical methods of of the raion party committee’s work were threats,
blackmail, and deception.”

Numerous cases of distortion of the party line in collective farm construction
became known in the krai party committee. Therefore, on March 18, 1930 the Vyatka
Okrug Committee was forced to send a highly secret memo to Nizhny Novgorod
addressed to A.A. Zhdanov with a report on the identified violations. It stated:

In carrying out collectivization in most raions of the okrug, local organizations
and visiting brigades committed gross distortions and violations of the party’s
policy. There are many cases of forced involvement of peasants in collective
farms by intimidating them with dekulakization, deprivation of voting rights, and

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eviction to swamps. The socialization of the property of newly joined peasants
was carried out without any preparation, in a forced manner, especially in
Zuevskii and Falenskii raions. . .2

In the summary of the okrug committee on the results of raion conferences, it was
emphasized that

leftist excesses were evident in almost all raions in terms of administration,
intimidation and arrests of individual poor and middle-income peasants, and
there were a significant number of cases of dekulakization of middle-income
peasants.®!

A similar pattern was observed in the raions of Nolinsk Okrug of Nizhny Novgorod
Krai® and other regions of the country.®

Despite the measures taken in March, the situation in Zuevskii Raion in the
summer of 1930 was “completely unsatisfactory. . . There was a decline in discipline
and drunkenness among certain groups of party members.”® Nazarov, secretary of
the raion committee, and Nikolai Nebogatikov, chairman of the raion executive
committee, “failed to establish proper relations with the activists and tolerated. . .
rudeness and lack of tact.”® The participants of the joint meeting of the bureau of the
okrug committee and the presidium of the okrug control commission on July 9
reviewed the “recurrence of leftist mistakes” in Zuevka and took a number of drastic

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measures, including organizational ones. At the same time, the presence of similar
relapses was noted “in a number of other raions.” The Zyuzdino, Belaya Kholunitsa
and Murashi organizations “particularly distinguished themselves” in this regard;
“there were excesses in Vyatka Raion.”®

Due to the “distortion of the party line” in the Zyuzdino, Vozhgaly, Falenki,
Belaya Kholunitsa and Murashi party organizations, the okrug committee was forced
to take organizational measures.®” The removal of the party and Soviet leadership in 6
out of 15 raions indicates major “breaches” in party work. All 6 raion committees
arose on the basis of the former volost party organizations, which, despite the fact
that they were headed by responsible party officials, were unable to restructure their
work in accordance with the new requirements and correctly perform their duties.

We have analyzed numerous violations in the work of the okrug party
organization. In the party literature of the 1930s, they were called “breaches”
(proryvy), and those who failed to fulfill the plan were called breachers
(proryvochniki).®® The word “proryv” was defined as follows: . . .disruption of the
progress of work, leading to the disruption of the task, an evacuation plan.”® This
concept assumes that both the population and responsible employees had a certain
project, a plan for transformation. However, a study of the image of communism
formed among the government officials and among the population indicates that in
the late 1920s there was a very vague idea of how communism could be implemented
in practice. In the traditional consciousness of both the population and party
workers, the concept of proryv was associated with the idea of attempts by enemies to
destroy the communist “bastion” under construction.

The okrugs were liquidated in July 1930. In the resolution of the Nizhny Novgorod
Krai Committee of the VKP(b) on July 18, 1930, it was noted that the raion
committees of the krai were directly subordinated to the krai party committee. The
krai committee demanded that raions should not be enlarged or their borders changed.

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Over 90% of the okrug party workers were assigned to managing positions in raion
committees.*

Conclusion

The analysis of the emergence and development of the okrug party organization
allows us to draw a number of conclusions. The policy of creating raions and okrugs
was largely a compromise, reflecting the contradictions of the NEP. The Vyatka
Okrug Committee of the party tried to solve the tasks assigned to them, directing both
internal party work and Soviet work. However, they were unable to ensure the
effective functioning of okrug organizations. The staffing, organizational and
technical conditions, and educational level of employees of okrug party
organizations, and, to a large extent, their political and ideological appearance did not
correspond to the tasks assigned to them, as evidenced by numerous “breaches” in
party and Soviet work. In our opinion, the decision to liquidate the okrugs was quite
logical: the okrug authorities and administrations turned out to be an extra link in the
conditions of accelerated industrialization and collectivization, and party
organizations were far from being able to lead radical transformations everywhere.
The party and Soviet cadres released during the liquidation of the okrugs were used
to strengthen the raion level.
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
