“He Who Works Does Not Pay”: Szarwark in the Economy
of the Western Belarusian Region in the 1920s-1930s

Abstract. Based on legislative acts, archival materials, statistical data, and published documents,
the article examines the little-studied issue of szarwark, a labor service in the Western Belarusian
territories during the 1920s and 1930s, when the region was part of Poland. The author describes the
organizational principles of szarwark specified in the legislation, analyzes the theoretical concepts
of the Polish authorities regarding szarwark, and represents the statistical data illustrating the use of
szarwark in the Western Belarusian region. Labor service was considered as the most accessible
means to meet pressing some local needs and did not require much financial investment from local
authorities, whose task was to organize the joint work of residents for their own benefit. It was
claimed that peasants had a lot of free time and therefore labor duties were not supposed to interfere
with their personal agricultural activities. During the second half of the 1920s and throughout the
1930s, the scale of szarwark steadily increased and its application expanded. Quite often, labor
service was the primary means for the Polish authorities to conduct work on the construction and
repair of dirt roads, land reclamation, construction of public buildings, etc. using unpaid labor of
local residents and mainly local natural materials with minimal financial costs. The share of
szarwark in Western Belarus was significantly higher than in other regions of the interwar Polish
state. It was a striking feature of the in-kind economic relations in the Western Belarusian territories
and reflected their economic backwardness. Labor duties meant an additional burden for the local
population. Residents who paid all their taxes were simultaneously required to fulfill labor service
in order to ensure basic amenities. The imposition of an ever-growing list of duties on the
population to meet local needs indicates low efficiency of the Polish authorities.

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Introduction

In 1935, a thematic road exhibition was held in Warsaw under the slogan “He Who
Works Does Not Pay.” Its aim was to promote szarwark® (the Polish term originated
from the German word Scharwerk), the form of labor service that had been in use
since the Middle Ages. After the 1926 coup led by J. Pilsudski and the establishment
of the “Sanation regime,” the Polish government revived szarwark, and its use only
grew in subsequent years. Of all the regions of the interwar Polish state, this duty was
the most widespread in the Western Belarus.”

The topic of the present article is not sufficiently studied in historiography. During
the interwar period, Polish researchers published a number of works on the szarwark
system in Poland. Those works provided detailed information about the legislation
related to the szarwark system and important statistical data that were not available in
any other publications.® In the Soviet Belarusian historiography, szarwark was not a
separate subject of scientific analysis. It was just mentioned as an illustration of the
discriminatory and exploitative policies of the Polish authorities towards the
Belarusian population. Those works focused on the protests of residents against labor
duties and the coverage of the topic was highly biased. For example, Soviet
Belarusian historians provided clearly inflated figures on the norms of szarwark
labor, claiming that they reached 100-140 days per year per peasant household.*
Another standard idea, which has not been proved by the sources, was about the class
distribution of work within the in-kind duties. However, those works did not provide
much information about the content of szarwark.” In the present-day Belarusian

Additionally, the article
provides a rationale for the significant role of labor service in the economy of the
Western Belarusian region and identifies the key problems of the topic.°

The purpose of our work was to study the key aspects of szarwark that have not
been addressed in historiography or have not been covered sufficiently. These aspects
include the assessing the role and place of szarwark in the economy of the Western
Belarusian region in comparison with other regions of the interwar Polish state;
describing the legislation and organizational aspects of labor service; revealing the
dynamics of its scale throughout the interwar period. The study is based on the
materials from the State Archive of Brest Region, statistical data, legislative acts, and
other documents.

Main body

The law on the construction and maintenance of public roads adopted in December
1920 and the special law on in-kind labor adopted on March 26, 1935 were the main
legal acts that regulated the use of szarwark in Poland during the interwar period.

The individuals and legal entities in villages and towns who paid property, land,
and industrial taxes were required to perform labor service. The amount of szarwark
work planned within a town or rural commune (gmina)® was distributed among
residents in proportion to the amount of the taxes they paid. If the population of a city
exceeded 25,000, it was separated from the powiat (county) into an independent
administrative unit, and the residents were exempt from szarwark, which was usually

The towns and rural gminas that included several villages were the basic administrative
territorial units. They were grouped into powiats, which in turn were part of voivodeships, the
highest administrative territorial units. The Western Belarus included Novogrudok Voivodeship,
most of Polesie Voivodeship, as well as six powiats of Vilna Voivodeship and two powiats of
Bialystok VVoivodeship.
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replaced by the payment of special road fees. In the Western Belarusian region, such
cities were Baranovichi, Brest, Grodno, and Pinsk.

Residents had the right to pay a fixed amount of money or provide the materials
necessary for szarwark instead of fulfilling their in-kind duties. Those who did not
fulfill the necessary amount of labor were also required to pay its monetary
equivalent. According to the legislation, the money received that way could only be
used by local governments for szarwark.'

There were two ways to do szarwark: with or without providing one’s own horse
and cart. The decision was made by the local authorities, who took into account the
available draft animals owned by the residents. A day of work with a horse and cart
was equivalent to several days of work on foot. Residents were required to arrive for
the duty with their own tools, such as shovels, axes, plows, picks, wheelbarrows, etc.

Szarwark was done during the time free from field work, usually in spring and
autumn. That principle was specified in Article 4 of the 1935 Labor Service Law:
“Owners of rural and forestry properties cannot be required to perform obligations
regarding in-kind duties during periods of urgent field and forestry work.”*! Szarwark
was assumed to solve local problems and benefit the residents involved. It was

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specified in the legislation, and the residents were to work only in the gmina where
they lived.*?

The local self-government bodies were responsible for the organization of work
within szarwark. The authorities of rural gminas and towns (gmina and town
departments and councils) assessed the need for public works, developed a plan,
distributed the required amount of working time among the residents, organized and
monitored the working process, and provided reports to the powiat self-government
bodies.

The szarwark work was considered to be technically simple and did not require any
special skills from the residents. However, preparation of engineering design,
organization of work, and supervision over its execution were the responsibility of
technical specialists, who were usually employed by the powiat self-government or
specialized government agencies. When road work was done, the powiat road
authorities ensured the implementation of szarwark.*®

The 1920 Roads Act stipulated that szarwark could only be used for work on the
gmina roads.™ The residents were involved in the construction and repair of roads,
bridges and sidewalks, in the installation of road signs and markers, and in the
planting of roadside trees.” In the early 1930s, the use of labor service significantly
expanded due to the economic crisis and the resulting reduction in local budgets,
which led to a decrease in social and economic spending. That was specified in the
1935 law on labor service, stipulating that szarwark could also be used for land
reclamation, construction of gmina and public buildings, introduction of wastelands
and unsuitable land into agricultural use, and forestry. Reclamation work included the
construction of reclamation canals and earth dikes along rivers to prevent flooding.
The construction of public buildings included schools, housing for teachers, gmina
offices, police stations, post offices, social shelters, etc."® For the introduction of
unsuitable land into agricultural use, the residents removed stumps and bushes,
planted trees, etc.

Szarwark was usually considered as the most accessible way to meet a number of
important local needs. The use of labor as an in-kind duty by the polish authorities

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was based on their belief that peasants had too much free time, especially during the
non-fieldwork periods of the year. This led to the idea that labor duties would not be
burdensome for the peasants, as they would not distract them from their main
agricultural activities and, consequently, would not cause any harm to the peasant
households. Moreover, szarwark was considered beneficial for local residents, as it
expanded economic opportunities due to the development of road network and
Improvement in sanitation and living conditions through landscaping, construction of
schools, etc. According to the Polish authorities, in order to achieve those goals, local
government and self-governing bodies just needed to prepare work plans and
organize effectively the residents’ free time without any financial costs from the
population and with minimal expenses from the state or local budgets.

Such ideas were clearly expressed in the speech delivered by Wladyslaw Baranski,
Director of the Vilna Chamber of Commerce and Industry,'” at the Congress of
Economic and Social Leaders of Novogrudok Voivodeship in 1933:

Today, gminas and powiats cannot afford significant investments in roads due to
a lack of money. However, there is enough stone in our Novogrudok fields, and
there are also enough labor resources in the villages and towns. Working off tax
debts at road construction, and when this opportunity is exhausted, making the
most of szarwark — these are the means by which, without spending a lot of
money, even today, during the crisis, it is possible to obtain, obviously, not an
asphalted highway, but a good road, the maintenance of which will not be a
burden for the self-government; and the invested work will be repaid many times
to the population.’®

Szarwark started to be actively used after the state coup led by J. Pilsudski.
Widespread discontent with political instability (10 governments changed in Poland
had from 1921 to 1926) resulted in the establishment of a new regime in May 1926. It
adopted the slogan of Sanation (Sanacja) aimed to improve political life. It was
possible through the gradual restriction of political freedom, weakening of political
parties and the parliament, and the strengthening of the executive branch. Other
slogans of Sanation included activation of economic life, reduction of international
tension in the country through concessions to national minorities, improvement of
sanitary conditions, raising the level of welfare, etc. Local self-government bodies

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were considered by the Pilsudski regime to be an important tool for achieving social
and economic goals. According to Pilsudski’s followers, the active involvement of
residents in labor service could be one of the ways to use the potential of territorial
self-government in the conditions of constant deficiency in the state and local
budgets. In the autumn of 1926, the central government ordered to intensify road
construction and ensure its systematic and effective use. These instructions were
immediately implemented at the local level. For example, in November 1926, Jan
Krahelski, Voivode of Polesie, ordered the powiat self-government to inspect
annually the gmina roads and bridges. After that, in collaboration with the gmina
departments, the powiat self-government were to develop annual road construction
projects for each gmina, to monitor the implementation of these projects, and provide
gminas with technical assistance.*

Later on, the use of szarwark constantly expanded. This was largely due to the
critical financial situation in the self-governing bodies, which was caused by the
severe economic crisis in the first half of the 1930s. Sharp decline in revenues led to a
near-complete halt in the financing of investment projects. The local authorities had
to increasingly rely on in-kind duties. In many cases, those duties became the primary
means to carry out various types of work with minimal expenses from the local
budgets, using the residents’ own resources.

The following figures illustrate the sharp increase in labor duties during the second
half of the 1920s and 1930s. According to the report of the VVoivode of Bialystok for
the 1935-36 fiscal year,”® the cost of szarwark on the gmina roads in Bialystok
Voivodship during that period was 2,334,000 zlotys, which was 14.6 times higher
than the average cost of szarwark per year during the period between 1919 and
1928.2' In the late 1920s, the monetary value of szarwark roadwork in Polesie
Voivodeship increased by 2.9 times, from 602,000 zlotys in 1927 to 1,743,000 zlotys
in 1929.% Throughout the 1930s, the monetary value of szarwark roadwork in Polesie
Voivodeship remained approximately at the same level as in the late 1920s. In 1937,

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that figure was 1,600,000 zlotys.” At the same time, the total amount of labor service
increased due to its spread to other activities. For example, in the 1937-38 fiscal year,
the value of szarwark roadwork in Polesie Voivodeship accounted for 72% of the
total value of labor service; 17.8% of szarwark was used for land reclamation, 8.9%
for construction, and 1.3% for forestation and land development.?* It should also be
taken into consideration that the cost of a day of work within szarwark decreased
significantly during the 1930s. For example, in Polesie VVoivodeship, the cost of a day
of szarwark was 3 zlotys in the late 1920s,” but in 1937, the cosy was 2 zlotys in
towns and rural gminas near urban areas, and 1.5 zlotys in other gminas.?® This meant
that more days were needed to complete a fixed amount of work of certain value.

In addition to szarwark, residents were also involved in other types of labor
service. In the 1930s, tax arrears became an acute problem because of the economic
crisis and declining household incomes. In some cases, the Polish authorities allowed
to compensate the tax arrears through labor. In many cases, food aid to the
unemployed, which was funded by the government, was to be paid for through labor
service. During the 1935-36 fiscal year in Vilna VVoivodeship, the szarwark roadwork
accounted for 64.4% of the total value of labor service; labor in payment for food aid
was 20.3%, and 15.3% for tax arrears.”” Duringthe 1934-35 fiscal year in
Novogrudok Voivodeship, the share of szarwark accounted for 79.9% of the total
value of laborservice, while the share of labor for the aid to the unemployed and tax
arrears accounted for 20.1%.%®

The most intensive use of szarwark was in the eastern voivodeships of interwar
Poland.” State taxes (land, industrial, and real estate taxes) served as the basis for
calculating the amount of labor to be served. The ratio of the monetary equivalent of

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szarwark to the amount of state taxes makes it possible to compare the scale of the
use of the duty. In the 193738 fiscal year, that figure was 62.8% for Poland as a
whole, 95.9% for Bialystok VVoivodeship, 109.9% for Vilna Voivodeship, 123.7% for
Novogrudok Voivodeship, and 104.3% for Polesie Voivodeship. For comparison, the
corresponding figures were 46.3% for Warsaw Voivodeship, 42.1%* for Poznan
Voivodeship, etc. These figures indicate the maximum rates of service in the Western
Belarus. Labor service played a more significant role in the economic life of the
eastern voivodeships compared to other parts of the country. In 1936-37, the
monetary value of szarwark in relation to the total expenses of rural gminas and
towns was 29.5% in Poland, 49.7% in Bialystok Voivodeship, 54.3% in Vilna
Voivodeship, 40.4% in Novogrudok Voivodeship, and 41% in Polesie Voivodeship.**
It is also worth noting the significant role of szarwark in the implementation of the
regional investment projects. In the 193738 fiscal year, the monetary equivalent of
szarwark was 12.1 million zlotys in the four eastern voivodeships.* The state, local
self-government bodies, and private organizations spent around 37 million zlotys for
investment.® Thus, szarwark accounted for almost a quarter of the total investment in
the Western Belarusian region.

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Starting from the late 1920s, the construction and repair of gmina roads was made
largely at the expense of szarwark. In his annual reports during the 1930s, the
Voivode of Polesie indicated the monetary equivalent of the duty as the cost of the
work performed on the gmina roads. At the same time, the gmina authorities did not
actually incur any expenses for road construction: the residents’ work done as
szarwark was not paid, and they had to transport stone (which was the main building
material) themselves and to work using their own tools. As for the powiat self-
government bodies, their expenses for gmina roads were also insignificant and
mainly consisted of paying a few technical specialists who prepared road work
projects and supervised the residents’ work.

Szarwark played a significant role a wide range of work, and the maximum rates
used indicate the economic backwardness of Western Belarus, which was a poor
agricultural region with poorly developed manufacturing industry. The intense
fighting during the First World War and later the Polish—Soviet War led to extensive
military destruction, which aggravated the existing economic backwardness of the
region. During the war years, many industries disappeared, and they were only
partially restored during the interwar period. In particular, liquor production, which
was the largest industry of the region before the First World War, was only 13.9% of
its pre-war level in the late 1930s.*

There are few industries that managed to maintain half or more of their pre-war
production; growth in production is only observed in non-major industries,
excluding logging and the plywood industry,

stated the report of the Vilna Chamber of Commerce and Industry on the economic
situation in 1929.%

Industrialization of Western Belarus actually halted during the entire interwar
period. It was not until the late 1930s that the pre-war level of industrial production
was restored.*® When the Western Belarus became part of Poland, the economic life
of the region was restructured to meet the needs of the Polish domestic market,
leading to the decline of the textile, tobacco, and liquor industries, which had been
the most significant sectors before the war. The forestry sector became dominant,
followed by mining and the food industry. In terms of industrial development, the

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region lagged significantly behind the ethnically Polish voivodeships. For example,
in 1937, the four eastern voivodeships, which accounted for 17.5% of the country’s
population, contributed only 4.9% of the industrial workers in Poland®” and 1.1% of
the generated electricity.® Large factory enterprises were extremely few; in Polesie
Voivodeship, the factory industry was limited to five woodworking factories.*® Small
handicraft enterprises dominated, and overall, manufacture was technologically
backward. The dominant timber industry focused on exporting products outside the
region; timber was only partially processed on site or was shipped unprocessed.

Poverty of the population who showed low demand for industrial products was a
significant constraint on the economic development of Western Belarus. Most
peasants were engaged in semi-self-sustained farming and their purchases were
limited to tools and some basic necessities (such as salt, matches, and kerosene).
According to interwar Polish researcher J. Orynzhina, home-based crafts covered
80% of the demand for non-food products in Polesie Voivodeship.*

In the second half of the 19" century and the early 20" century, due to its
advantageous geographical position and intensive railway construction, the
Belarusian territory became the center of transit trade between the Russian
governorates, Polish regions, and Western European countries, which was an
important boost for their development. However, during the interwar period, the
benefits that the Western Belarusian region could have derived from its geographical
position were undermined by the tense economic relations ma Poland with the USSR
and Lithuania. The transit trade stopped. The region was on the periphery of Poland’s
main ports and production and consumer centers, which, given the high rates on rail
transport, led to higher prices for imported industrial goods and lower prices for
exported agricultural products.** This also led to a decline in trade volumes.

Small market capacity, backward infrastructure, the risks associated with the
region’s border location, and tense Polish—Soviet relations did not encourage private
investment. The Polish government also invested minimal resources in the
development of Western Belarus, which resulted in a disproportionately low level of
government investment in the region relative to its population. During the mid- and
the second half of the 1930s, most of the state funds were distributed through the
Labor Fund, which was responsible for organizing public work to employ the
unemployed. In the 1933-34 fiscal year, only 4.8% of the funds invested by the

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Labor Fund were allocated to the four eastern voivodeships.* In the mid-1930s, the
volume of capital investments in the eastern voivodeships financed through the Fund
increased: the investments amounted to 6.9 million zlotys in the 1935-36 financial
year; in 1936-37, the figure was 7.7 million zlotys compared with 2.4 million in
1933-34. In relation to the total investment in the country, those figures were 7.9% in
1935-36 and 8.1% in 1936-37, which was strongly disproportionate to the region’s
share of the Polish population. In the late 1930s, state investments in the eastern
voivodeships decreased again: 5.1 million zlotys, or 7.1% of the national total, were
allocated to Western Belarus through the Labor Fund in 1937—38.%

Investments from local self-government were also small. Taxes were the main
source of revenue for local budget. However, the tax revenues from the local
residents, who lived in poverty, as well as from the underdeveloped manufacturing
and trade sectors, were low. The few local enterprises were not a significant source of
income, and financial support from the Polish government was limited. Almost all
capital expenses required the loans, but even small credit debts often became an
unaffordable burden for the modest local budgets. The unfavorable policies of the
government towards the local self-governments also played a role, as more and more
responsibilities were shifted on them without adequate funding, making it impossible
to meet the challenges.

Because of the critical financial situation, the local self-governments were often
unable to fulfill their responsibilities or did so at a basic level. For example, in 1937,
five cities in Polesie Voivodeship paid their loans by neglecting their core
responsibilities; three other cities were unable to fulfill their financial obligations or
carry out their primary activities. Only the four largest cities (Brest, Kobrin, Pinsk,
Pruzhany) continued to perform their functions.** By the end of the 1930s, local
authorities had become non-functional in four out of ten cities in Novogrudok
Voivodeship.* Critical financial situation throughout the 1930s pushed the self-
governing bodies to use the maximum szarwark rates, as natural duties allowed to
partially compensate for the lack of funds.

Undoubtedly, szarwark helped to solve a number of local problems. In the early
1930s, Grazian Lapchinski, a retired captain, was appointed mayor of Vysoko-

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Litovsk. According to the official Brest newspaper Express Poleski, due to his energy
and organizational skills, Lapchinski managed to significantly improve the city’s
infrastructure. For the first time in the interwar period, almost all streets were paved,
sidewalks were laid, parks were established, a sports field and a beach were opened,
private homes were renovated, etc. All this became possible due to szarwark without
any large expenses from the city budget.”® The information from the newspaper is
confirmed by a report from the Brest head to Polesie Voivode in 1934, which stated
that Lapchinsky’s efforts significantly improved the sanitary condition and
appearance of VVysoko-Litovsk.*’

At the congress of the heads of Polesie Voivodeship in January 1931,
A. Sokolowski, the voivode inspector of self-government bodies, mentioned that it
was szarwark that made it possible to fix almost all significant gmina roads.* In July
1937, engineer N. Walentowski presented an extensive report on the state of the roads
in Polesie VVoivodeship to journalists from Silesian Voivodeship who visited Polesie.
He also noted the importance of szarwark, which made the dirt roads “satisfactory
(mozliwem in the original — A. D.) despite some flaws.” However, Walentowski
provided a vivid and informative description of the roads, which demonstrated that
those flaws were quite significant. According to Walentowski, the repaired dirt roads
became unfit for use because of sandy and marshy soils, which prevailed in the
voivodeship. In the swampy regions, there were often impassable sections of roads,
which required looking for bypass and doubled the total length of the route. In the
eastern part of the voivodeship, the roads became completely impassable in spring
and autumn: “You often have to go back home and wait for the road to freeze (the
patient often does not make it to the doctor).” In such conditions, according to
Valentovsky, there was no question of the economic and cultural development of the
voivodeship or its effective management: “This situation may please only those who
love the primitive, and tourists are not likely to enjoy it.””*°

The extremely poor condition of the roads in the eastern voivodeships of interwar
Poland was a well-known fact. With the unskilled and unpaid labor of local residents
on road construction, the condition of the roads could be improved only slightly.
Without questioning the ideas of Polish authorities and the Polish public about the

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Importance of szarwark in road construction and repair, it can be stated that that
unfavorable situation could have been even worse without the use of labor service.

Local officials universally claimed that the residents accepted szarwark and were
eager to fulfill their duties, seeing the positive results of their efforts to improve their
living conditions. In October 1927, Zygmunt Bechkovich, Voivode of Novogrudok,
reported that during his inspection of the Baranovichy, Volozhin, and Stolpets
districts, none of the residents complained about the increased szarwark
requirements. On the contrary, the population was aware of the importance of the
duty, and they often approached local authorities with proposals to establish
additional norms for labor service. According to the voivode, the villagers shared the
idea that the “work and expenses . . . were insignificant compared to the benefits they
brought.”*

However, as the number of workdays increased, szarwark became a greater
burden, which led to discontent and complaints. There is no accurate systematic data
on the dynamics of labor service rates. The available information shows that the
szarwark duties increased significantly during the 1930s. For example, in his speech

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at the congress of the voivodeship heads in January 1930, Teishersky, head of the
self-government department of Polesie Voivodeship, estimated that 1-2 workdays
were the average norm per year per peasant household.”® In 1937, in his above-
mentioned speech, engineer N. Walentowski said that each household in Polesie
Voivodeship had about 3—4 szarwark days per year. However, that figure referred to
road construction only and did not take into account other types of work required by
the duty.>

In the mid-1930s, L. Stasek, the author of a number of publications on szarwark,
wrote that the amount of work “is often so large that the residents begin to suffer
from it. There are many complaints, they appear in the press,” where the natural
duties were called a “new corvee.”® As an example of public discontent, we can
point to an open letter prepared by the Union of Polish Landowners in 1930, who
complained about the large volume and unfair distribution of szarwark.>* Moreover,
that letter refuted the thesis of Soviet Belarusian historiography about the class-based
distribution of szarwark, according to which large landowners were either exempted
from labor service or had their norms set on favorable terms, while the main duties
were assigned to the peasant and town poor population. In-kind duties were usually
distributed in proportion to the amount of state taxes paid, and the owners of large
landholdings often perceived them as a great burden.

Small landowners were also dissatisfied with the amount of labor service required.
It should be noted that the amount of szarwark could vary in different regions
depending on the decisions made by the local self-governments regarding the rates,
which in turn depended on the needs for labor and the available financial resources of
the gminas or powiats. The opinion of local authorities towards the acceptable
measure of exploitation of residents also played a role. In March 1936, the residents
of Bereza-Kartuzskaya, who were engaged in agricultural work, wrote an appeal to
the Voivode of Polesie, complaining about the excessive burden of labor service. The
letter, signed by 360 residents, highlighted the discrepancy between “the number of
duties and their financial situation, which threatened their existence.” Approximately
half of the town residents were peasants by occupation, and, consequently, they were
to pay double taxation: their properties were subject to both the urban property tax
and the land tax, as they were located within the city limits and were used in
agriculture. That led to high rates of labor service, which was considered a key
problem: szarwark and road fees paid to the powiat government “were a greater
burden compared to the taxes themselves.” It was noted that a small plot of land with
an area of 2.5 hectares was subject to a in-kind duty of up to 20 days. It took one to
one and a half months to complete szarwark, taking into account the days of bad
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weather and holidays. The letter stated that that caused significant damage to the
household and made it impossible to do side jobs.>

Conclusion

After the 1926 Pilsudski state coup, the Polish authorities used szarwark much
more often. Labor service was considered the most accessible means to meet a
number of local needs, as it did not require a lot of financial investments from the
local authorities, whose primary goal was to organize the work of the residents for
their own benefit. It was believed that peasants had much free time, so labor service
would not interfere with their personal activities.

During the second half of the 1920s and 1930s, the use of szarwark was constantly
expanding. In-kind duties often became the main means by which, using the unpaid
labor of local residents and local natural materials, the Polish authorities could carry
out work on the construction and repair of dirt roads, land reclamation, construction
of public buildings, etc.

The share of szarwark in the cost of investment works in Western Belarus was
significantly higher than in other regions of the Polish state. It was a striking feature
of the self-sustained economic relations that persisted in the region’s economy,
reflecting its economic backwardness. Labor service meant an additional burden for
the population. In order to provide basic amenities for local life, the residents of the
region had to work to complete their labor service and at the same time to pay their
state and local taxes in full. The increasing duties that were placed on the population
indicate low efficiency of the Polish authorities.
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
