Abstract. The article is devoted to the currently little-studied topic which is the influence of the
political and socio-economic processes of the final stage of the World War II on the activities of the
Khabarovsk Krai NKVD organs. The study was based on the archival documents related to the
work of the NKVD organs of the Far East in the second half of 1945. The collections of documents
stored in the departmental archive and information center of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of
Khabarovsk Krai constituted the source base of the research. Most of the archival sources used by
the author are being introduced into scientific circulation for the first time. The techniques of
historical criminological analysis were applied in the process of research. The author considered the
peculiarities of the transition of law enforcement agencies of Khabarovsk Krai to work under
martial law connected with the events of the Soviet-Japanese war; structural transformations of the
first post-war period, including the formation of new territorial bodies in South Sakhalin; activities
in combating crime and protecting public order. It is concluded that the geopolitical events in the
region and the internal social processes of the period under study demanded that the NKVD of
Khabarovsk Krai not only strengthen the traditional activities to combat crime and protect law and
order but also organize work in a number of new areas. The study of archival documents showed
that the internal affairs bodies paid considerable attention to the organization of civil defense and
the protection of population from possible attacks by Japanese aircraft during that period. Assessing
the effectiveness of the activities of the territorial bodies of the Khabarovsk Krai NKVD in the
period between June and December of 1945, the author concludes that despite a number of
difficulties which were largely caused by the problems connected with personnel and logistics, the
internal affairs bodies managed to ensure public safety and law and order in the front-line region
and to prevent criminal excesses (outbreaks of banditry, group escapes or prisoner riots, etc.) and
sabotage at strategically important facilities.

Introduction

At present, historical science can offer a wide range of studies devoted to
domestic law enforcement agencies during the Great Patriotic War and the post-war
period, to their structural changes, and to individual areas of their activity.' In recent
decades, the attention of researchers to the regional aspects of the history of law
enforcement agencies in Siberia and the Far East has also been growing.”

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At the same time, as A. Vasil'ev pointed out, the historiography of the NKVD-
MVD organs of the USSR is characterized by unevenness in the study of individual
issues, which can be explained both by the level of historical science development in
our country and by current political and ideological situation.” At present, some
aspects of the work of the Khabarovsk Krai NKVD" in the second half of 1945
remain insufficiently studied and (or) cause conflicting interpretations of historians.
These aspects include preparation and transition to operating under the conditions of
front-line situation; the formation of new territorial bodies in the south of Sakhalin;
organization of camps for Japanese prisoners of war; work with repatriated Soviet
citizens and demobilized front-line soldiers; peculiarities of the crime situation in the
region; measures taken to combat crime, ensure law and order, et al.

The purpose of this publication is to use new archival materials in order to
conduct a comprehensive scientific analysis of historical experience in organization
and activities of the Khabarovsk Krai NKVD organs during the final period of the
Second World War in the Far East and the first post-war period.

To achieve the goal, the following research tasks were set:

— to analyze the process of transition of the Far Eastern law enforcement agencies
to work in the conditions of the Soviet-Japanese war;

— to consider the reasons, trends and content of organizational changes in the
structure of the Khabarovsk Krai NKVD organs;

— to determine the specifics of the criminogenic situation in the region, as well as
the forms and methods of countering the growth of crime by the internal affairs
bodies.

The corpus of documents of the NKVD Directorate of Khabarovsk Krai
(hereinafter the UNKVD of KhK) covering the period from June to December 1945
constituted the source base of the publication. The materials under analysis are of two
types: (1) internal administrative documents of the UNKVD of KhK (orders, plans,
etc.); (2) documents of the primary party organization of the Police Directorate

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(Upravleniye militsii; hereinafter referred to as the UM) of the UNKVD of KhK
(minutes of party meetings, certificates, memoranda, etc.).

The starting point of the period under study is connected with the end of
hostilities in Europe and simultaneous commencement of active preparation of the
USSR for a war with Japan, which directly affected the NKVD bodies of the near-
border Khabarovsk Krai. The ending point is the transition of the Khabarovsk Krai
NKVD to peaceful working conditions, which included gradual cancellation of
blackout® and confinement to barracks, etc. and ended only in December 1945.°

The transition of the Khabarovsk Krai NKVD bodies to work under martial law

During the Great Patriotic War, the Far East of the USSR was in special situation:
being in the deep rear, at the same it was in the state of constant expectation of
military aggression from Japan, an ally of the fascist coalition.” If compared with
1941, the Far Eastern NKVD bodies had a number of advantages in the summer of
1945: during the war years, practical experience of operating in front-line areas and
areas close to the front was accumulated; there was sufficient time for training
personnel to conduct such actions; the Soviet Union initially had the initiative in
hostilities against Japan.

Analysis of the documents of the UNKVD of KhK shows that according to the
Soviet party, strike potential of Japanese aviation and the possibility that the enemy
would use chemical weapons posed a serious threat.® The local air defense
(hereinafter MPVO) had been under the jurisdiction of the NKVD of the USSR since
1940 and the first step was to bring the headquarters and subdivisions of the MPVO

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to combat readiness in order to organize effective civil defense and to protect the
population. A large amount of special equipment and the equipment for air defense
facilities and protection of the population was brought to the territory of the krai.
However, due to mismanagement of some officials, it had not been fully distributed
among the final recipients by the beginning of hostilities.”

At the end of June 1945, the intensity of the drills at the krai MPVO facilities
increased. The main tasks of the drills were to train the personnel of subdivisions and
to train the personnel of headquarters to manage forces and facilities.'’

Just before the start of the armed conflict, the state of the krai’s air defense
system was far from ideal. Testing drills held from June 26 to June 29, 1945 at the
MPVO facilities of the Khabarovsk Krai UNKVD and UNKGB showed the
insufficient preparedness of a number of units:

— there was no well-organized system for monitoring the results of air raids, and
consequently reports of defeats were received at headquarters with delay;

— the units responsible for maintaining order did not possess the technique of
cordoning off impact sites, and decontamination units lacked the skills of fencing off
contaminated sites, determining the boundaries of the spread of toxic substances,
reconnaissance and decontamination of affected areas;

— medical units in the affected areas worked in an unorganized way and scouting
for victims was not carried out.

At one of the facilities, all anti-chemical protection became unusable due to
improper storage. The dugouts for sheltering personnel were not ready for combat use
(they were flooded with water and moldy).

Contrary to the prevailing stereotype about the severity of the Stalinist era and the
harshness of the wartime, the officials who were accountable for the unavailability of
the air defense facilities actually did not bear any responsibility, having got off with a
reprimand."’

Despite all the efforts of the leadership of the NKVD of KhK, individual objects
of the regional air defense system turned out not to be fully prepared for the start of
the war. This conclusion is supported, in particular, by the order of the head of the

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NKVD of KhK dated July 27, 1945, which noted the unfavorable state of combat
readiness of the MPVO urban units in the city of Khabarovsk and ordered a general
inspection of a number of units by a joint commission of officers of the MPVO
department of the NKVD of KhK and the UNKVD counterintelligence SMERSH. It
was ordered that the commission should complete its work by August 2, 1945.'* The
results of the activities of this commission were not possible to find out during our
study. However, on August 3, 1945, one more order of the head of the NKVD of
KhK was issued, demanding again to bring the local air defense facilities of the krai
to combat readiness and to prepare a number of new shelters by August 10, 1945."

In order to strengthen the MPVO headquarters, the formation of the MPVO
operational groups began in the regional directorates and city departments of the
NKVD on July 27, 1945."

In accordance with the decision of the Military Council of the Second Far Eastern
Front, martial law was imposed in Khabarovsk Krai on August 9, 1945. The entire
personnel of the NKVD organs of the krai was declared mobilized, holidays were
prohibited. Employees who were in sanatoriums and recreation centers were called to
the location of the units. The entire rank and file of the militia, prisons and
correctional labor institutions were confined to barracks. The employees were given
additional military weapons. A night watch of 2 trucks and 2 cars was established at
the garage of the krai UNKVD, which made it possible to move personnel and
equipment rapidly if necessary. Special attention was paid to the suppression of
possible incidents in places of detention: the practice of deconvoyed detention of
prisoners was limited; to suppress group escapes and riots, mobile groups of NKVD
officers were formed; mass explanatory work was increased."

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Particular importance was given to political and ideological work with the
personnel of the NKVD organs. The main messages in the agitation and propaganda
work were: (1) strengthening of the ideas about the fair nature of the war against
Japan, the aggressiveness and inhumanity of the ‘Japanese militarists,” the
invincibility of the Red Army and its commanders; (2) psychological mobilization of
employees to increase the efficiency of service and operational work and increase
vigilance and discipline.'

Structural transformations in the first post-war period

The end of World War II, the inclusion of new territories into the USSR, the
arrival and deployment of tens of thousands of Japanese prisoners of war in the Far
East, the aggravation of the criminal situation, and a number of other factors became
the reasons for significant organizational changes in the NKVD bodies of
Khabarovsk Krai.

As we know, as a result of Japan’s defeat in World War II, South Sakhalin and
the Kuril Islands became part of the USSR. After the end of hostilities, socio-
economic situation in the region and moral and psychological state of its population
were in crisis. Tens of thousands of refugees eager to leave for Japan arrived in the
port cities of Otomari (Korsakov) and Maoka (Kholmsk), creating a social basis for
possible excesses.'’ Japanese agents were operating on the island, scattered Japanese
military personnel were hiding in the forests, and the region was full of weapons
caches.'® Destruction and arson of industrial buildings, communication lines, and the
facilities of transport, housing and culture took place everywhere. Banditry, theft of
food, valuable equipment and property became widespread and involved both local
residents and soldiers of the Red Army."”

Thus, in South Sakhalin there was an urgent need to organize an effective law
enforcement system. The first measures to ensure law and order began to be
implemented by the internal affairs bodies at the end of August — the beginning of
September 1945: groups of employees of the Sakhalin Oblast NKVD were sent to the
south of the island; some military units were transferred to the subordination of the

NKVD; military personnel arrived from Amur Oblast and Primorsky Krai to
reinforce the ranks of the militia.

The order of the head of the NKVD of KhK no. 00132 dated October 6, 1945
which approved the staff list of the Operational Department of Internal Affairs of
South Sakhalin can be considered as the beginning of the formation of the NKVD
territorial bodies system in South Sakhalin. This structural unit was supposed to carry
out general management of the territorial bodies of the NKVD of South Sakhalin and
had 30 people in its staff.”® At the same time, the order of the head of the NKVD of
KhK no. 00133 dated October 6, 1945 established temporary staff of the city and
regional departments of the NKVD of South Sakhalin® and commenced the
formation of internal affairs bodies in transport (traffic militia department of the
South Sakhalin Railway and transit militia at the stations of Toyohara and Maoko).**

A serious disadvantage of the newly formed bodies was their small number,
especially with regard to the structures associated with operational activities. For
example, the staff of the department in Toyohara (an administrative center with a
population of more than 40 thousand people*’) numbered 333 people. The criminal
investigation department and the department against misappropriation of socialist
property (OBKhSS) had 4 staffing positions each and there was no separate unit to
combat banditry.

That is the reason why in December 1945 the structure of the NKVD organs of
South Sakhalin underwent changes. The operation department was reorganized into
the department of internal affairs of South Sakhalin. The number of personnel in
almost all subdivisions was increased, and the total number of employees increased
almost fivefold, to 148 people.™

The peripheral NKVD organs of South Sakhalin were also reorganized. Separate
subdivisions to combat banditry, the NKVD counterintelligence groups SMERSH
and the First Special Department were formed in the NKVD city departments. The
staff lists of the criminal investigation department and the OBKhSS were expanded,
which should be considered as a continuation of the general trend to strengthening
operational units. City and village police departments were attached to city
departments of large cities and the total number of their employees increased.”

Placement of Japanese prisoners of war in the territory of Khabarovsk Krai led to
the formation of the corresponding structure of the NKVD organs. To organize the
general management of the camps network, a department for prisoners of war and
internees (hereinafter referred to as OPVI) was established under the krai NKVD as
well as a similar department under the NKVD of Amur Oblast.”’

At the beginning of September 1945, the formation of the staff for Khabarovskii
(camp No. 16), Amurskii (No. 20), Raichikhinskii (No. 19), Oborskii (No. 17),
Komsomol'skii (No. 18), Nizhne-Amurskii (No. 21), Sakhalinskii (No. 22) and
Bushuiskii administrations of the NKVD camps for prisoners of war and internees
began in the region.” Since the number of Japanese prisoners of war arriving in the
region turned out to be much higher than originally expected, throughout the autumn
of 1945, the camps network intended for their maintenance was expanded.”

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were introduced.” Special structural units known as operational Cheka departments
(OChO) were also formed for this purpose.’’

A serious problem of staffing the units was the lack of qualified specialists:
translators, doctors, typists, instructors, and projectionists of anti-fascist work
departments, experienced operational workers, managers, logisticians, etc. At the
beginning of December 1945, 20.4 % of positions remained vacant even in the krai
OPVL™

One of the most important tasks of the NKVD organs in the period under study
was to carry out filtration measures in relation to persons who were taken prisoner or
stayed in the territory occupied by enemy troops, in order to identify those who
collaborated with foreign intelligence agencies, were involved in committing war
crimes against Soviet citizens, were traitors of Homeland, etc. Due to its remoteness
from the European theatre of military operations, this kind of activity was less intense
in the Far East. However, in 1945 special contingents of former Red Army soldiers
and persons of conscription age who had been in captivity or in the occupied territory
began to arrive to work in the industry of Khabarovsk Krai.

Initially, the verification of those persons in the territory of the krai was carried
out by task forces formed by the UNKGB of KhK. However, on October 4, 1945 a
joint order no. 0087/00131/00398/k was issued by the heads of the UNKGB of KhK,
the UNKVD of KhK, and the NKO counterintelligence directorate SMERSH of the
Second Far Eastern Front. It ordered to organize an inspection of repatriated citizens
in accordance with the order of the NKVD and the NKGB of the USSR and the
GUKR NKO SMERSH no. 001027/00381/00169-SSh dated September 8, 1945. To

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execute those orders, special inspection commissions were organized in Khabarovsk,
Blagoveshchensk, Nikolaevsk-on-Amur and Aleksandrovsk. Operation groups for the
inspection of repatriates were subordinate to the commissions. The commissions
consisted of three people, the representatives of the krai UNKVD, UNKGB, and
SMERSH counterintelligence department of the Second Far Eastern Front.

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Anti-crime and public order maintenance activities

The Far Eastern society met the summer of 1945 in a state of socio-economic
crisis. Level of crime in the region remained high throughout the war years.>* High
concentration of correctional labor institutions and military contingents in the region
complicated the operational situation. A characteristic trend in the development of the
criminal situation was the crisis of 194143, accompanied by an increase in crime
including banditry and a simultaneous decrease in the preventability and detection of
crimes. Vigorous actions of the NKVD organs, in particular the increase in the
effectiveness of agent-operational measures, made it possible to significantly succeed
in crime control by 1944: the detection rate greatly increased and the number of
banditry cases reduced.”

However, criminal situation in the region deteriorated sharply in the second half
of 1945. The number of serious crimes and banditry cases went up. Fatal traffic
accident rate increased significantly. Analysis of archival materials shows that the
increase in crime was associated with the illegal activities of the military personnel of
the local garrisons and moving troops, former prisoners released by directive no. 185
and assigned to the camps but working at various organizations in the city of
Khabarovsk, prisoners released from escort, and other asocial elements who settled in
the region.>

The NKVD responded to the growing number of crimes and gross violations of
public order with the development and implementation of a set of measures aimed at
stabilizing the operational situation in the region:

1. Increasing the intensity and frequency of mass inspection operations. Such
measures became a widespread practice during the war years and were caused both
by objective circumstances (an increase in the number of desertions, forced
displacement of large masses of people, etc.) and by shortcomings in the work of the
NKVD bodies themselves (weakening of intelligence work in the first war years).

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The entire population, including passengers of railway and water transport, had to
undergo identity checks.®’

2. Formation of mobile units in order to ensure patrolling of settlements,
suppression of crimes and violations of public order. In accordance with the order of
the NKVD of the USSR no. 40/7/50691, on November 29, 1945, a mounted
department of 16 horsemen was formed in Komsomolsk-on-Amur.*® On December
11, 1945, a separate cavalry platoon (41 people) was formed in Khabarovsk.*

In October 1945, patrol groups consisting of 3 militia men were formed in the
city departments of Khabarovsk in order to strengthen patrolling. In order to combat
the “criminal and hooligan element,” a temporary mobile task force of 50 people
armed with automatic weapons was established.”” On November 14, 1945, a group of
this kind (30 people) began to operate on a permanent basis. In fact, it became an
analogue of present-day special forces of law enforcement agencies. The task force
was to be used strictly according to the developed plan and not to be distracted by
tasks not related to crime control. Similar groups were to be formed in all NKVD
departments of the krai as well as in city and district centers subordinated to the
krai.*!

3. Establishment of special groups of leadership and operational personnel of the
NKVD and militia to provide methodological assistance to territorial bodies. Groups
of this kind, counting from 10 to 12 people, were assigned to the police stations for a

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period of 14 days. The tasks of the groups involved assistance in organizing
operational work, interacting with the public, and organizing the protection of public
order.*

4. Strengthening operational work aimed at detection and confiscation of illegal
weapons. Private locksmiths, small handicraft workshops, and enterprises related to
metalworking were investigated. Particular attention was paid to the military
personnel, who trafficked captured (and other illegal) weapons.*

5. Measures to ensure security and the protection of law and order in connection
with certain socio-political events, such as the arrival in Khabarovsk of the
headquarters of the Commander-in-Chief of Soviet Forces in the Far East Marshal
A. Vasilevskii, as well as representatives of the allied armies in September 1945.

Assessing the effectiveness of these measures, it can be summarized that by the
end of 1945 the Khabarovsk Krai NKVD had managed to reverse the explosive
growth of violent and street crime. However, the success was partial. The level of
criminal activity (especially encroachment on property) in the region continued to
remain high for several more years, being a natural consequence of the tragedy
experienced by Soviet society during the war.

Conclusion

Summing up the results of the study, we can conclude that the second half of
1945 turned out to be an extremely difficult and tense period in the history of the
NKVD organs of Khabarovsk Krai.

The events of the Soviet-Japanese War required intensive actions to bring the
headquarters and subunits of the air defense forces into combat readiness, the
consistent transition of the entire personnel of the internal affairs bodies to work in
under the conditions of war threat and martial law. Considerable attention was paid to
the organization of civil defense and protection of the population. Assessing the
effectiveness of these measures, we can say that the NKVD authorities managed to
ensure public safety and law and order in the front-line region, prevent criminal
excesses (outbreaks of banditry, group breakouts or prisoner riots, etc.) and sabotage
at strategically important facilities. Except for individual violators of official
discipline, personnel performed their duty honestly and conscientiously.**

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The post-war period was characterized by a sharp surge in crime in the region,
which was caused not only by the general socio-economic crisis but also by mistakes
in the penitentiary policy and low discipline in certain military units. The NKVD
authorities responded with a set of measures which included the intensification of
operational and intelligence work; the formation of special mobile groups;
strengthening control and methodological assistance to territorial bodies; mass
checkout operations; increased patrolling, et al.

In the first post-war months of 1945, the NKVD authorities of Khabarovsk Krai
needed not only to strengthen their traditional activities to combat crime and protect
law and order but also to organize work in a number of new areas. It was necessary to
ensure the integration of new territories into the USSR; to organize work with
Japanese prisoners of war; to carry out operational checks of repatriated citizens, etc.
The formation of new bodies and divisions of the krai NKVD, both permanent and
temporary, occurred under these circumstances.

The main tendencies of structural changes in this period included the following:
the formation of new units carrying out operational search activities and the
expansion of the staff number of the units formed earlier; specialization of newly
formed operational units in particular areas of activity; organization of permanent
mobile groups providing support in the fight against crime; strengthening external
service by cavalry units.
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
