Abstract. The article examines the image of radical Islamists, which was created in the
publications of the largest domestic periodicals during the military operations in Dagestan in
August—September 1999. The author analyses front-line reports and interviews with high-ranking
military leaders published in such central newspapers and magazines as Nezavisimaya gazeta, Trud,
Izvestiya, Kommersant, Echo planety, Novoe vremya and some others. Among the sources, there are
both serious analytical broadsheets and tabloids. The author also pays attention to the regional
press, for example, the Yaroslavl periodicals Karavan-Ros and Yaroslavskie novosti. These
publications delivered valuable information on the ideology of the enemy, their weapons and
equipment, and the war crimes they committed, and also reflected the attitude to the militants of the
Russian soldiers and policemen who opposed them. The detachments of militants who opposed the
federal forces and the Dagestani law enforcement officers appeared in these reports as cruel
religious fanatics, intolerant of the bearers of any other ideology, ready to impose it on other people
by force. At the same time, following military and law enforcement officials, Russian journalists
were forced to recognize high combat qualities of the enemy, their perseverance and steadfastness
in battle. Most of the pieces mentioned the fact that the rebels possessed a large number of modern
weapons, both domestic and foreign-made, and also said that they had developed professionally
competent in-depth defense. The author draws a conclusion about the antipathy of Russian reporters
to the rebel combat units and identifies the reasons for the change in the attitude of the media
towards them in comparison with the First Chechen War of 1994-96. In those years, journalists
condemned military actions of the federal forces in the Caucasus, but in 1999 they supported the
operation in Dagestan and considered Islamic radicals as ordinary bandits.

Introduction

The Dagestan campaign of August—September 1999 was the first military clash
between the federal center and the forces of radical Islam in the territory of Russia.
Fighting on the territory of Tsumadinsky, Botlikhsky, Buinaksky and Novolaksky
raions lasted about one and a half months and according to the official data, claimed
the lives of 279 military men and policemen; another 800 people were injured,' more
than 20 thousand civilians of the republic became refugees; the damage from military
operations amounted to about 57 billion robles.” The exact losses of the rebel armed
formations remain unknown.

It is not surprising that the dramatic events of the late 1990s in Dagestan have
been studied by Russian historians and political writers over the past two decades in
one context or another. It is enough to mention the works of such well-known
domestic and foreign researchers as A. Lyakhovskii,” A. Malashenko and D. Trenin,’
M. Fedorenko,” N. Bugai and A. Gonov,® V. Shnirel'man,” A. Ostrovskii,® and
S. Kotkin.” Most often, they describe the battles in the mountains of Dagestan very
concisely, considering them as the beginning of the Second Chechen War rather than
a separate campaign, and in some cases they talk about the activities of certain
Russian military leaders. Dagestani researchers prefer to focus either on the mass

display of courage and heroism on the part of the people’s militia members or on the
role of local authorities in organizing the resistance to the rebels.'” A whole chapter
in the memoirs of Colonel-General G. Troshev, Hero of Russia, a participant in those
events,'' is devoted to the Dagestan operation. The first President of the Russian
Federation Boris Yeltsin also touched upon the new war in the North Caucasus in his
memoirs in the context of the terrorist attacks that took place in the country at the
same time.'”> However, almost all studies of the Dagestan crisis and the memoir
literature do not thoroughly analyze the perception of this war by Russian society. An
important role in this perception was played by publications in the domestic media,
which created the image of the enemy. The objective of this article is to clarify their
role in shaping the point of view of Russian society on the Dagestan war of 1999 is
the subject of this article.

Main body

It 1s known that one of the important reasons for the defeat of the federal center in
the First Chechen War was the lost information confrontation with local separatists.
The commander of the Joint Group of Federal Forces, and Minister of Internal
Affairs of Russia later, General of the Army A. Kulikov was forced to admit that in
1994-96 “the Chechen Movladi Udugov single-handedly outplayed the entire
propaganda machine of the Russian Federation.”"® Detailed and in some cases even
sympathetic reports from the positions of Dudayevites were the norm for the front
pages of a number of metropolitan mass media back then. Because of this, not only in
the world'* but in many respects in Russian public opinion, the Chechen militants
appeared to be the defenders of their small homeland or, at least, yesterday’s

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compatriots.”” Modern researchers were forced to admit that in such a situation, “the
victories of the militants looked more significant in the eyes of the public.”'®

Another famous military leader of the Chechen wars, Hero of Russia, Colonel-
General G. Troshev agreed with the thesis about the failure of Russian governmental
structures in the information war, accusing the leading electronic and print media of
“talking about the separatists with undisguised sympathy . .. and humiliating us [the
military — D. T.].”"" The federal authorities and the army commanders tried to learn
their lessons from the failures of the First Chechen War. During the 1999 military
campaign in Dagestan, the enemy of the Federal forces, the illegal armed formations
(IAF) under the command of the Chechen field commander Sh. Basaev and the
Islamic radical from Saudi Arabia E. Khattab, did not escape the attention of the
central press. Unlike the period of the Chechen War of 1994-96, the journalists of the
leading metropolitan periodicals no longer had the opportunity to freely visit the
locations of militants in the Tsumadinsky, Botlikhsky or Novolaksky raions and the
Kadar zone, but one can hardly say that at the height of military operations the
Russian press presented the IAF as a faceless mass of mujahideen.

In August-September 1999, top rebel leaders or officials of the unrecognized
Chechen Republic of Ichkeria (ChRI) rarely had their say on the pages of leading
central periodicals. One of the few exceptions was a very characteristic interview
which M. Udugov gave to the capital newspaper Kommersant.'"® One of the main
ideologists of the religious radicals of the North Caucasus explained the arrival of the
detachments of Sh. Basaev and E. Khattab in neighboring Dagestan with a request for
help to all Muslims from the self-proclaimed Islamic Shura of this republic.
According to Udugov, the North Caucasus was conquered by the Russian Empire in
the 19" century, and now the peoples of Dagestan were engaged in their own
liberation. Because of this, he concluded, Ichkeria did not commit any military
aggression against its immediate neighbors but only provided them with support.
Another well-known Chechen radical, former vice-president and acting president of
the ChRI Z. Yandarbiev, spoke no less sharply and categorically. Shortly after the

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start of the fighting in the Chechen-Dagestan border region, he announced that “the
days of the Russian Empire in the Caucasus were numbered.”"”

At about the same time, M. Vachagaev, general representative of the self-
proclaimed ChRI in Russia, tried to reduce the scale of the war which broke out in
Dagestan. In particular, he called the Saudi E. Khattab “not a problem even for
Russia” and refused to consider him a terrorist on the model of the leader of the
international organization Al-Qaeda Osama bin Laden. Thus, the representative of the
official Grozny claimed, the interference of Chechens in the internal affairs of
Dagestan occurred “exclusively on the personal initiative” of a number of Chechen
commanders. But even M. Vachagaev, a moderate separatist politician and a
professional historian, unequivocally noted in an interview that the ChRI had certain
interests in all interethnic conflicts in the North Caucasus,”’ questioning the very fact
that this region could become a part of the Russian Federation. Thus, the Moscow
press made it clear to Russian public opinion that the rebel leaders were aggressive
towards Moscow, and it was impossible to count on a strong alliance of the federal
authorities with the official Grozny in solving the Dagestan crisis.

Although only one of the front-line reports of the Russian media from Botlikhsky
raion cited the fact of brief communication between the capital journalists and armed
radicals, it was enough for a similar conclusion about the mood among ordinary
Islamists. The /Izvestiya mentioned how the reporters of the newspaper accidentally
met a maneuverable group of 15 militants on a mountain road. The journalist claimed
that those people hid their faces under masks and categorically opposed any attempts
to be photographed. He explained this circumstance by the fact that more than half of
them were the natives of neighboring and faraway foreign countries. This report gives
important information about the ideology of the enemy of the federal center. One of
the militants claimed that Dagestan

is the land of Allah, and we are his warriors. . . we came to create a single Islamic
republic — and we will create it, no matter how many lives were given up.”'

A clear priority of religious values over national ones and an appeal to Islam in
this publication made a noticeable difference from the rhetoric of the Chechen
separatists of previous years.

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In other cases, the militants appeared in the pages of the central periodicals only
as prisoners, that is, defeated enemies. Sometimes Russian intelligence officers gave
journalists an opportunity to interview the detained rebels, but such publications were
clearly propagandist in nature. For example, Z. Khasbulatov, a detained resident of
the village of Karamakhi, a supporter of Salafism, provided a fairly detailed report on
the garrison of the Kadar zone, which was published in a popular capital newspaper.*
The militant claimed that Karamakhi was allegedly defended by 500 natives of
Chechnya, who had “a lot” of weapons on them and created a large number of
ammunition depots in the village. The local rebels did not surrender because the
outsiders threatened to slaughter their families and promised to give “much money
and much land” to those who staunchly fight against federal troops. This statement
looked controversial because the villages of the notorious Separate Islamic Territory
were located in Buinaksky raion but not on the border with rebellious Chechnya and
were inhabited by ethnic Dargins. Because of this, it is impossible to imagine that
such a large number of Chechen fighters could have penetrated through the guarded
administrative border and ended up in the inner regions of Dagestan. The testimony
of the captured militant is of interest because it contained information about the
structure of IAF in the Kadar zone. Z. Khasbulatov’s squad consisted of ten troika
[units of 3 men] (a sniper, an antitank grenadier and a submachine gunner), which
means that it counted approximately 30 militants, but according to the detainee, 10—
15 of them had already died during the defense of settlements.” The last point was
clearly intended to demonstrate the proximity of complete victory of the federal
forces over the Islamists.

The impressions of an eyewitness — another Dagestani rebel, an Avar named
Sultan — underlay the front-line report of the metropolitan newspaper Trud.”* The
reporter of this periodical M. Zubov accidentally met that man on the highway near
Makhachkala, the capital of the republic, as the latter had previously deserted from
the ranks of the Salafists of the Kadar zone. He came from Grozny, but under the
separatist regime of D. Dudaev, his entire family was killed by militants who
expelled Sultan from his native places. The article contained a fairly detailed
description of the catastrophic socio-economic situation in rebellious Ichkeria.
According to Sultan, at the end of the 1990s, modern medicine was allegedly
completely absent from the republic and the locals fought against severe infectious
diseases such as plague by burning the sick together with their houses. The education
system was at the same level. Secondary schools in Chechnya had not worked for

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many years, so many of its residents were illiterate and a person with 6-year school
education was valued very highly.

Meanwhile, the comparison of the information quoted above with other sources
which describe the life in Chechnya in those years allows us somehow correct if not
completely refute the statements presented in the piece of Trud. Indeed, as some
capital publications noted, in the mid-1990s, the civilian population of the republic
could not survive without qualified medical care, the only source of which could be
the Joint Group of the Federal Forces. It can be added that on the eve or at the height
of the First Chechen War, secondary schools and outpatient clinics ceased to exist in
a number of rural settlements of the republic.” In the period between 1991 and 1995,
about 1,000 doctors and 3,000 mid-level medical workers left Chechnya.26 However,
we must not forget that the enormous damage to the social sphere and economy of
Chechnya was caused by the war of 1994-96, initiated by the federal center. The
National Archives, Research Institute of History, Sociology and Philology together
with its library and archive were completely destroyed during the first Chechen
campaign; the buildings of many higher and secondary educational institutions,
museums, theatres as well as the National Library and most of the local book
depositories were damaged.”’ Even the official authorities admitted that 13 hospitals
were destroyed in the first two months of hostilities.”®

According to the memoirs of a direct eyewitness, in the spring of 1995,
residential areas in Grozny “resembled a pile of construction debris, and the streets
with fallen trees looked like a felling site.”” But after the end of the war, the federal
center made considerable efforts to restore the destroyed infrastructure of Chechnya
and its capital. By the end of 1997, numerous municipal facilities of Grozny were put
into operation, as well as more than 219 thousand residential buildings, 124 schools,
and 11 health facilities. A new neurosurgical department with 45 beds was opened in
the Ninth City Hospital of Grozny.”’ In the diary entries for 1996-1999, made by
P. Zherebtsova, the future writer, a young resident of Grozny back then, there are
numerous references to the work of secondary schools, hospitals, public transport and

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even public catering establishments in the capital of the republic during the interwar
period.’’ Although the quality of their work caused frequent and fair complaints
among the population, it would be incorrect to compare the state of the social sphere
of Chechnya in the 1990s with the Middle Ages.

The above-mentioned militant Sultan was directly involved in the armed
confrontation with the law enforcement forces and the army in the Kadar zone of
Dagestan in August—September 1999. As it follows from the newspaper publication,
the local jamaat was “completely dependent” on the opinion of some “brigadier
generals from Chechnya.” The local population had no desire to fight against the
federal and local authorities, but significant financial support from self-proclaimed
Ichkeria forced the residents of the villages of Buinaksky raion to build fortifications
in the mountains and get trained in warfare. Salafists applied corporal punishment to
all those who refused to fight and also demanded a ransom of 1 thousand dollars from
women and elderly people who wanted to leave Karamakhi and Chabanmakhi on the
eve of the assault by the federal forces. They released only women with infants and
some civilians managed to leave the villages on their own. The tactics of Islamic
radicals looked absolutely primitive in the presentation of the author of the article:
inexperienced recruits such as the hero of the publication Sultan went to attack the
positions of the special forces of the Russian Ministry of Internal Affairs with the
shouts Allah Akbar! and the second echelon consisted of professionally trained
fighters.”> It is no coincidence that the appearance of the militant deserter was
described as “very exhausted, ragged and dirty.”*> The journalist sought to prove that
the complete and final victory of the federal forces in Buinaksky raion of Dagestan is
a matter of the very near future.

The story cited by M. Zubov also raises doubts. In particular, the recollections of
the commanders and rank-and-file soldiers of the Yaroslavl OMON contradict it.
They recalled that in the battles for the Kadar zone they were opposed “not just by
bandits” but by the adversary who had competently organized the defense. However,
according to them, the Wahhabi rebels knew the area very well, which clearly refuted
the version of the 7rud that the Karamakhi and Chabanmakhi were defended by
Chechen militants. The Islamists built strong and well-prepared fortifications that
could withstand the hits of air bombs, artillery shells, self-propelled guns and tanks,
and the approaches to the villages were prepared for shooting. The militants who
fought in the Kadar triangle had high-quality equipment, footwear and uniforms,

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convenient for the war in the mountains.”* Deputy commander of the Yaroslavl
OMON Lieutenant Colonel 1. Korotaev claimed that the enemy did not have any
heavy equipment at all, and some of the weapons they had (mortars and machine gun
mounts) were homemade, but in general the militants were armed no worse than the
riot police.” Another militsiya officer, A. Kononov, expressed the opinion that there
were not only grenade launchers and mortars but also howitzers at the disposal of the
radicals.”® The statements of the militsiya about the tactics of those maintaining
defense also contained completely different information if compared to what was
cited by the journalist of the 77ud. The rebels preferred to wait out artillery, tank, and
air attacks in pre-prepared shelters, after which they allowed the attackers to close
range and opened fire at them, trying to cut off their escape routes.”’ From the
statements of the militsiya, it becomes clear that the Wahhabis in the Kadar zone did
not seek to be the attacking side at all.

In the autumn of 1999, on the advice of the Minister of Internal Affairs of the
Russian Federation Colonel-General V. Rushailo, the NTV channel showed a feature
of hostage execution in Chechnya. As the director general of the mentioned TV
company I. Malashenko recalled, “the only desire that arose after watching that piece
was to kill a Chechen.””® The rebels who opposed the official authorities of Dagestan
appeared in the pages of the vast majority of federal publications in the unenviable
role of religious fanatics or bloodthirsty sadists who aroused neither sympathy nor
respect in the general public. Special correspondents reported from the Kadar zone
and Novolaksky raion that Islamists mocked the bodies of dead soldiers and the
militsiya, behead the captured Russian law enforcers and members of the local
militia, and exposed the disfigured bodies on public display for intimidation. In some
cases, the mutilated corpses were even displayed in rebel firing positions to hinder
artillery or mortar attacks by federal troops. According to Russian correspondents, the
militants showed the same brutality to their own wounded, whom they often just
finished off. In the report of the Komsomol'skaya pravda from the filtration point in
Buinaksk, the local district prosecutor Z. Isaev assured the readers that the Salafists
of the Kadar zone were fanatics who “literally put themselves into a trance similar to
hypnosis with prayers.” According to the prosecutor’s information, even an eye
knocked out in battle could not stop them, which gave reason to Z. Isaev to consider

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the rebels as “good fighters.””” This characteristic forced the public to perceive the
opponent combatants in Dagestan as enemies, the people who were absolutely
strange and alien for ordinary Russians, the Soviet citizens and atheists (at least
officially) in the recent past. This was a noticeable difference from the coverage of
the first Chechen campaign.

But at the same time, the military and the journalists sought to refute the image of
the militants as Muslim believers and “fighters against evil” that is why some
publications of the mass media in those days reported that the militsiya found sacks
of cannabis, empty bottles of strong alcohol, syringes with drugs, pornographic
magazines or pictures, and used contraceptives in the ruins of residential buildings in
Shodroda and Karamakhi. It is noteworthy that the latter facts caused an extreme
degree of condemnation on the part of the fighters of the Dagestan SOBR who
considered venereal diseases and fertility issues exclusively a manifestation of the
“will of Allah” but and not the human factor. Some media spread information about
the rape of Dagestani peasant women by radicals who were infected with AIDS. The
Lipetsk OMON who defended themselves in the district center of Novolakskoe
considered their opponents to be drug addicts and therefore claimed that “it was
doubly disgusting to fight against such people.”* One of the publications contained
an allegation about the seizure of painkillers by Chechens in the Novolaksky district
hospital. Forensic experts from the Khasavyurt hospital where the bodies of the
militants were taken for examination also found out that many of the dead were drug
addicts. Other front-line reports told the readers how Chechen militants used a rural
mosque as a toilet in Botlikhsky raion, and in Novolaksky raion, they allegedly
cleaned weapons with sheets torn from the Quran. Finally, the fact that 80 women
and children were removed from the gorges of the Kadar zone by federal forces was
intended to highlight the cowardice of local Islamists, their willingness to hide behind
civilians as a human shield in the same way as in Budyonnovsk or Kizlyar. Earlier,
during the military operations in Botlikhsky raion, citing anonymous Russian officers
or refugees, the official sources accused the enemy of widespread looting or
massacres of the local population.”’

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At the same time, also referring to the words of the military, the media wrote
about the detachments of Islamic radicals as a very skillful, persistent and well-
prepared enemy (“they behave like suicide bombers”*). After the liberation of certain
territories from the militants, the federals invited numerous correspondents of print
and electronic media there or showed them video recordings made by the TV studio
of the North Caucasus Military District which reported about defense-in-depth
fortifications built in advance by the illegal armed formations. These sources
consistently noted the high level of engineering and sniper training, knowledge of
fortification rules, excellent tactical skills, well-established supply, high-quality
uniforms and even footwear of the militants. The Islamists knew the mountainous
terrain well. They dug complete-type trenches in rocky soil near the village of
Gamiyah quickly. Concrete underground shelters, basements, dugouts, bunkers, and
mazes at the foot of Mount Chaban in the Kadar zone could not be destroyed either
by the fire of tanks and barrel and rocket artillery or by aerial bombs (“there is even
no dust on the floor”*). Rebel strongholds were located in residential buildings in the
center of villages and the thickness of the walls reached almost a meter. To destroy
them, a direct hit by a gun or a tank was required. Other command posts and firing
points were located under steep cliffs in caves and were camouflaged with hay, rocks,
and branches. An extensive network of narrow labyrinths connected residential
buildings with numerous underground shelters, which were made of logs, reinforced
concrete, and sand.

The radicals turned out to be well-armed and equipped for guerrilla warfare. In
their abandoned positions, soldiers of the Russian Ministry of Internal Affairs and the
militsiya found warehouses with a large number of the newest weapons, ammunition,
equipment, detailed maps of the combat area, walkie-talkies, compasses, torches,
medicines, food.* Since official sources regularly searched for the foreign roots of

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the militant invasion in Dagestan and linked its leaders to international terrorist
organizations, it 1s not surprising that many Russian print media of those days wrote
about fabulously huge earnings of Islamists. During the hostilities in Botlikhsky
Raion, the military command claimed that Chechen militants could allegedly receive
from 100 to 1,000 dollars a day, and the locals, from 300 to 700 dollars. The same
sources said that certain monetary payments were also intended for those Dagestanis
who built rebel fortifications in the mountains or collected intelligence, and the
families of the wounded and the dead were paid from 1,000 to 1,500 dollars by the
radicals. According to the reports of the federal law enforcers and the media quoting
them, cash payments from Sh. Basaev and E. Khattab to the rank-and-file participants
in the attack on Dagestan increased many times. For example, Chechen fighters
received 2,000 dollars for each killed employee of the Lipetsk OMON who defended
the district center of Novolakskoe; for the life of a certain artillery officer, the
commander of a battery of 122-mm howitzers, Khattab promised to pay 10,000
dollars, and 1,000 for his subordinates.” This battery was located at a strategically
important high point in Novolaksky raion and was able to fire at the settlements
captured by the militants in Dagestan and at the roads necessary for them to transport
ammunition from Chechnya.”® We have no confirmation or refutation of this
information from independent sources, but we can assume that it was supposed to
serve as proof that federal security forces and local members of the people’s militia
were fighting for their land, and their opponents were ordinary mercenaries rather
than ideological fighters.

With such coverage of the events in Dagestan, the attitude of the federal law
enforcement representatives towards the enemy was not surprising. The Deputy
Minister of Internal Affairs of the Russian Federation, Lieutenant General 1. Zubov
claimed that the Russian military consider the militants “beasts and bandits”*’ and
therefore reject the idea of negotiations with them. The army generals who

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commanded in Dagestan felt the same way; for them, the war that had begun was a
direct continuation of the first Chechen campaign. For example, Lieutenant General
V. Bulgakov asked Dagestani officials to tell the field commander Sh. Basaev the
following: “I beat him in 1995 and I will beat him now.”® According to the general
recognition of eyewitnesses and war correspondents, the morale of the entire Russian
group was very high indeed,” which was a beneficial difference of the Dagestan
operation from the initial stage of the war in Chechnya. During clashes in
Tsumadinsky raion, an officer of the Russian MIA believed that if the actions of
Islamic radicals became more active, they “could chop off the whole Dagestan,” and
he promised to intervene in the further developments.” In Botlikhsky raion, the
federal military who participated in a number of wars in the post-Soviet space openly
expressed the desire to “bury all these bandits in the Chechen land” so that the
multinational Caucasian republic would not become “the second Lebanon.”' As an
example of the dedication and uncompromising attitude of the federal fighters, the
following journalistic information can be cited: a lieutenant of the Airborne Forces
who was wounded in Botlikhsky raion did not go to the doctors but self-medicated
and got to the Buinaksk hospital only after his wound began to fester. However, even
there the above-mentioned officer, a veteran of the wars in Abkhazia and Chechnya,
was eager to go to the front but not on holiday. Even in his dreams, he saw the war.
The soldiers of the reconnaissance company of the 22™ Brigade of the MVD Internal
Troops did the same after the battle for Mount Chaban.

Even in the Kadar zone, where the offensive was initiated by the federal party, the
attitude of the soldiers of the 22™ Brigade of the MVD Internal Troops who stormed
the rebellious villages was absolutely intransigent to the Salafists acting there.
Describing the situation on the eve of the military action in Buinaksky raion, the
representative of the Russian MIA press center in Makhachkala used in his report
such vivid phrases as ‘“everyone is eager to fight,” “ready to rip the throats of
thosejackals,” or “we want to do away with them [the militants. — D. T.] as with

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plague, as quickly as possible.”” It is obvious that in this case the official point of

view completely coincided with reality. According to the journalists of the newspaper
Zavtra, a significant part of the junior and middle officers of the brigade had received
combat experience in Chechnya a few years before these events and therefore
perceived the military actions in Dagestan as a continuation of the war and as a
chance for revenge. Usually, rank-and-file soldiers did not have such memories, but
they were driven by all-Russian patriotism and the desire to avenge the comrades
who died in battles with the Salafists. All this predetermined the sad fate of
Karamakhi and Chabanmakhi. In particular, some of the surviving fighters of the 22™
Brigade of the MVD Internal Troops or Russian special forces publicly expressed a
desire to burn down the rebellious villages of Buinaksky raion or to destroy them
with “thermobaric bombs” because “the bandits must be stopped, otherwise they will
come to our homes in Russia.”>* In an interview to the journalists, an unnamed officer
who commanded a battery of 152-mm self-propelled guns “Akatsia” said, “In
Karamakhi I ‘leveled’ these two streets, two shells per house, that’s all the job.” For
the accuracy of shooting, he called himself an architect.”® Believing that they were
protecting the peaceful life of their loved ones, the military promised to avenge their
fallen fellow fighters.’® In the context of the ongoing terrorist attacks in Russian
cities, such attitude of the federal fighters predetermined the fate of the militants. The
correspondents of the metropolitan periodicals openly wrote about the beatings of
prisoners or the execution of two Salafists who defended the village of Karamakhi
and wanted to surrender to the mercy of the military and militia.>’

Finally, during the battles for the liberation of Novolaksky raion, officers and
soldiers of the federal troops sometimes used harsh vocabulary to refer to their
enemy. Some of the leading national mass media published such phrases of the law
enforcement personnel who stayed in the North Caucasus or were going there: “we
will crush the rebels, there is no doubt,” “we’ll get them!”, “we will take revenge and
kill the mujahidin everywhere,” “destroy this hornet’s nest, otherwise Russia will not

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have a quiet life.”® According to their own post-war memories, the fighters of the
15™ Special Forces Detachment of the Russian Ministry of Internal Affairs “Vyatich”
went from Armavir to Dagestan “with the idea of destroying this scum.”*’ Identical
statements could be found in soldiers’ letters published in the press shortly after the
complete liberation of Dagestan from Islamists: “We will crush the Wahhabis,” “we
chase the mujahidin like rats in a barn” or “if these bearded robbers are not given a
kick in the ass, they will get to Astrakhan too.”® During the assault on Eki-Tyube
(Bald Mountain) and the village of Gamiyah, the soldiers of the 106™ Tula Airborne
Division refused to take Chechen militants prisoner.®’

This attitude of the federal security forces towards Chechen militants and
Dagestani radicals was quite understandable, given the enemy’s propensity for
terrorist actions during the war of 1994-96, their cruelty to captured military and the
militsiya officers, and an extremely negative attitude towards the Russian-speaking
population of the North Caucasus republics. It is no coincidence that Private
D. Perminov, Hero of Russia, a sniper of the 22 Brigade of the MVD Internal
Troops, who lost his hand in the battle on Mount Chaban, later recalled that after
receiving a serious wound, he even thought about suicide as a possible way out of the
difficult situation. Before the mission to Dagestan, the officers of the Russian MIA
instructed the soldiers that such an outcome is better than a likely capture by the
militants.®* In turn, the determination of the garrison of soldiers of the 100™ Division
of the Russian MIA on the Gerzel Bridge, which was located 12 km from
Khasavyurt, increased to a maximum after they saw the decapitated corpses of
soldiers of the 22™ Brigade of the same department.®’

Conclusion

Assessments of the 1999 Dagestan campaign in Russian public opinion
noticeably differed from the way the vast majority of Russians viewed the war in
Chechnya just a few years earlier. The conclusion of the Khasavyurt Accord on

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August 31, 1996 was supported by over 75 % of respondents,” and the Secretary of
the Security Council of the Russian Federation, A. Lebed' who signed this document
received rave reviews in the central and local press and also praising open letters
from the committees of soldiers’ mothers.” However, the invasion of Dagestan by
the armed groups from Chechnya, which almost coincided with the explosions of
residential buildings in Moscow, Buinaksk and Volgodonsk, led to the fact that in
1999, according to a survey by the Independent Research Center ROMIR, 44 % of
the citizens supported physical destruction of the militants in Dagestan, and 10 %,
even on the territory of Chechnya itself. At the same time, only 13 % of respondents
supported negotiations between the Kremlin and the official leadership of the ChRI.*

An important role in such a radical change in public preferences was played by
the publications in the periodical press of those days. They presented an extremely
odious and at the same time grotesque image of the Caucasian rebels. Although a
well-known American historian S. Kotkin accused the leading Russian mass media of
corruption and, as a result, very biased coverage of all most significant political
events in the country,’’ one can also name other reasons that led to a change in the
tone of the publications devoted to the wars in the North Caucasus.

First, the government was consistently speaking harshly about the radical groups
which invaded Dagestan, putting them at the same level as the organizers and
perpetrators of the abovementioned terrorist attacks. At a meeting of the Security
Council on September 7, 1999, President of Russia Boris Yeltsin called the North
Caucasian militants “degenerates and murderers” who “have neither nationality nor
faith.”®® The head of the Cabinet of Ministers Vladimir Putin publicly compared
terrorists with “rabid beasts”® and called on Russian society to “drop the guilt
syndrome” for the past mistakes.”’ In a later newspaper interview, he expressed
contempt for the enemy and called the Islamists of the North Caucasus not “soldiers”
but “bandits.””' In this respect, the Dagestan crisis contrasted sharply with the
situation in Chechnya, where in 1994-96 the federal center constantly fluctuated
between military actions and attempts to resolve the conflict peacefully.

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Secondly, the official authorities of Dagestan regularly declared loyalty to the
federal center and publicly advocated the preservation of the unity and territorial
integrity of the country. In particular, at the very beginning of the crisis, the chairman
of the State Council of the Republic M. Magomedov said, “We have been and remain
together with Russia.”’* This position was shared by the majority of Dagestanis
throughout the war: opinion polls showed that more than half of the population of the
republic supported the position of local authorities in resolving the conflict and put
their hope in the Russian security forces in restoring order and law in the republic.”
At the same time, radical Islamists were the initiators of the bloody armed
confrontation in August—September 1999 except for the operation in the Kadar zone,
which clearly did not give them any sympathy of the press and the general public.

Thirdly, by the end of the 1990s, the leaders of the largest electronic and print
media had changed their attitude to self-proclaimed Ichkeria and other armed
opposition groups in the North Caucasus. This change was inspired by the numerous
facts of abductions of Russian journalists and officials in de facto independent
Chechnya, their detention in difficult conditions and their release for a large monetary
ransom’" rather than obvious sympathies of some of its leaders for foreign Islamic
radicals.” In the summer of 1997 at a formal dinner with Russian President Boris
Yeltsin and then at a press conference on the release of his colleagues, the general
director of the NTV channel I. Malashenko raised the question whether the new
Russia had “the power and will of the state,” suggesting that several military units
capable of destroying terrorist detachments in the Caucasus should be formed
immediately.76 Around the same time, the NTV journalist E. Masiuk, who had been
released from Chechen captivity, confessed to hating some of her captors and the
desire to physically destroy them.”’

All these factors together led to the fact that in August—September 1999
numerous front-line correspondents expressed antipathy to the Islamist militants in
Dagestan in unison and experienced joy from the victories of the Russian military.
Groups of radical Islamists were invariably presented by the mass media as “gangs of
