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Leading Cadres for Western Ukraine (1945-1949): Ideals and Reality

Abstract. In Soviet political discourse, the accession of Western Ukraine to the USSR was seen as
an event of great historical importance, for it led to the reunification of the “great Ukrainian people
within a single Ukrainian state,” the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic. The official rhetoric
stated that with the accession of Western Ukraine, a new, better period in history began for all
residents of those regions, a period of inevitable development and unavoidable progress. The
prevailing belief was that despite the specific features of the western regions of the country, the
general laws of historical development were unchallengeable: the transition from one socio-
economic formation to another, a much more progressive one, was bound to lead to the same result
for all. The Bolsheviks believed that only the Soviet state could help the workers of Western
Ukraine to overcome their economic and cultural backwardness in a rather short period of time.
The process of Sovietization required a significant increase in the number of administrators and
specialists, which was accomplished by recruiting them from the eastern regions of Ukraine as well
as from other regions of the USSR. This article attempts to answer the following questions: How
can one describe the Soviet cadres invited to lead western Ukrainians forward on their path to
progress? Did the image of the ideal leader correspond to his real appearance and behavior? The
main sources used to answer these questions include transcripts of the speeches of the First
Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Ukraine (CP(b)U) Nikita
Khrushchev at plenums of the Central Committee of the CP(b)U, at meetings of secretaries of
oblast committees, and at the meetings of party activists in West Ukrainian regions in the period
between 1944 and 1949 that is in the period from the expulsion of the Germans from West
Ukrainian lands and the restoration of Soviet control over these territories until Khrushchev’s
transfer back to Moscow. Those administrators who were sent from the eastern regions of the
Ukrainian SSR were usually poorly educated, incompetent and undisciplined; they did not speak
Ukrainian, often abused their positions and broke the law. The recruitment of local activists for
administrative work was not successful either, as there were few loyal and qualified administrators
in Western Ukraine and those that were available were often not trusted. Personnel problems were
a constant subject of discussion in the party organs, but it had not possible to rectify the
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shortcomings before the end of 1949, so the ideal image of a leader often differed greatly from the
real image.

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Introduction

Giving a speech in Lvov four months before the end of the Great Patriotic War,
D. Manuyil's'’kii, Deputy Chairman of the Council of People’s Commissars of the
Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic, declared that the Soviet people had already won
the war, for they had won a moral victory. It was not only because the truth was on
their side, but also because they “defended in this war the most advanced political
system — the Soviet system.”" Compared to the customs and traditions of the
residents of the recently annexed Western Ukraine, the Soviet way of life was seen
by the Bolsheviks as much more progressive,” and the cause of the misfortunes of the
local population was seen in the fact that for many decades Western Ukraine had
been an agrarian appendage, a backward and undeveloped colony.® In the opinion of
the Bolsheviks, the annexation of the region to the USSR was the beginning of a new
and better period in history for its residents, a period of inevitable development and
unavoidable progress, movement towards which was facilitated by “friendship with
the Great Russian people.”* There was a conviction that despite the specific features
of the western regions, the general laws of historical development were
unchallengeable: the transition from one socio-economic formation to another, a
much more progressive one, was bound to lead to the same result for all. Nikita
Khrushchev, First Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of
Ukraine, persuaded his colleagues, “The righteousness of our doctrine has been

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proven.” The establishment of communism was proclaimed to be the peak of
historical development, and the Bolsheviks had only “to recast the psychology of a
man.”®

The Bolsheviks believed that only the Soviet state could help the workers of the
western oblasts of the Ukrainian SSR to overcome their economic and cultural
backwardness in a short period of time.” The process of Sovietization required a
significant increase in the number of administrators and specialists, which was
accomplished by inviting them from the eastern oblasts of Ukraine as well as from
other regions of the USSR.

How can one describe these cadres invited to lead the western Ukrainians forward
on their path to progress? Did the image of the ideal leader correspond to his real
appearance and behavior? The main sources used to answer these questions include
transcripts of the speeches of the First Secretary of the Central Committee of the
Communist Party of Ukraine (CP(b)U) Nikita Khrushchev at plenums of the Central
Committee of the CP(b)U, at meetings of secretaries of regional committees, and at
party gatherings in the West Ukrainian regions in the period between 1944 and 1949.
These documents are currently held in the Khrushchev Collection at the Russian
State Archive of Contemporary History (RGANI), and some of them were published
in 2009.° Khrushchev held key positions in the Ukrainian SSR for nearly 12 years.
He was First Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Ukraine
between January 1938 and March 1947 and between December 1947 and December
1949. He was the Chairman of the Council of People’s Commissars of the Ukrainian
SSR between February 1944 and December 1947.°

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A considerable number of works have been devoted to the history of the formation
and activity of the Soviet administrative apparatus.’® Their authors have repeatedly
drawn attention to the fact that the Soviet leading cadres were initially studied
mainly by Western historians and Sovietologists. At the same time, most works on
the party and state power in the USSR in the late Stalinist period, written before the
early 1990s, mostly focused on specific individuals rather than on institutions.*
Personnel policy in Soviet Ukraine after the war was a popular subject of study in the
Soviet Union.* In the West, American historian J. Armstrong was among the first to
address this issue in his works." He argued that Soviet Ukraine could be regarded as

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a microcosm of the entire USSR and despite a number of peculiarities, could well
serve as a perfect example for understanding the nature of the Soviet system in
general and especially of its political elite.'* After the collapse of the USSR,
researchers have retained an interest in the study of the Soviet and party cadres in the
Ukrainian SSR during the period of late Stalinism.”> The works by Ukrainian
historian V. Krupyna®® and a multi-volume fundamental study of the history of civil
service in Ukraine are especially worth mentioning in this regard.'’

Main Body

Rebuilding the war-torn Ukraine required an organized and well-functioning
administrative apparatus, both centrally and locally. N. Khrushchev recruited for that
work a group of leaders, the core of which had been formed in 1938."® Khrushchev’s
contemporaries used to say that “he liked to walk in old slippers, that is, he usually
relied on the available people and was very reluctant to bring in new ones.”™ In the

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case of the local administration, however, the situation was more complex. In the
same way as it was in 1939-41,%° administrative cadres for Western Ukraine during
the period in question were recruited from the so-called easterners (those who came
from Eastern Ukraine or other regions of the USSR) or from the “nominees”™ (i.e.
appropriately educated, selected, and nominated senior personnel from the local
population).” The latter, however, were not fully trusted and, as Armstrong pointed
out, while they were allowed to take leading positions in economic organs, they were
included in the party bureaucracy with great reluctance.?

The problems with personnel in Western Ukraine were a constant subject of
discussion at the highest party instances. On March 15, 1944, the Politburo of the
CP(b)U considered the issue of selection and placement of personnel in the People’s
Commissariats and central organizations of the republic. Among the shortcomings in
that sphere the following were mentioned: the involvement of people with little
education; the involvement of people who collaborated with the Germans during the
occupation; badly organized training of the personnel reserve; thoughtless transfer of
leading cadres from one place to another.”® On September 27, 1944, the Central
Committee of the VKP(b) drew attention to the shortcomings in the political work
among the population in the western regions of Ukraine and suggested that the
Central Committee of the Communist Party of Ukraine should render substantial
assistance to the party organizations in the corresponding oblasts and organize
recruitment of the necessary personnel to the oblast, city, and district committees
(Obkoms, Gorkoms, and Raikoms).?* On October 19, 1944, the Central Committee
of the VRP(b) adopted a resolution “On Strengthening the Western oblasts of the
Ukrainian SSR with the Workers of the Party and Soviet Organizations.” Given the
lack of qualified personnel, it was rather difficult to implement, as it turned out later

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during the follow-up inspection.?® In 1946, N. Gusarov, an inspector from the Central
Committee of the VKP(b), revealed “serious shortcomings and mistakes in the
ideological work in Ukraine.”*® The personnel in the western oblasts of the country
were recruited and controlled not in the best possible way, locals were poorly
promoted to leadership positions, and the party organs did not monitor the extent to
which administrators had studied the ideology of Marxism-Leninism.?” This problem
was discussed in journals and newspapers both in Ukraine and in Moscow, the
criticism was harsh and the conclusions disappointing: party work in Ukraine was at
an extremely low level.® At the 13" Plenum of the Central Committee of the CP(b)U
on August 15, 1946, it was pointed out that, taking into account the difficult situation
in the western regions and the lack of reliable cadres from the local population, it
became necessary to send a great number of specialists from the eastern regions of
Ukraine (86,000 people were sent there in all).”® However, some of them “chose the
easier but harmful path of being engaged in administration instead of being engaged
in hard and diligent daily work with the people.”® Khrushchev urged his colleagues
to correct all the shortcomings within two months and “to staff the party, Soviet and
administration authorities of the western regions of Ukraine with qualified and
politically mature employees.”*

In 1947, L. Kaganovich, who was appointed the First Secretary of the Communist
Party of Ukraine, decided to straighten up the situation with the administrative cadres
in Western Ukraine. In a memorandum to Stalin, he criticized the Ukrainian party
organization for poor recruitment of personnel and poor control over their work.* By

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The portrait of an typical administrative official who was sent to the western
regions of Soviet Ukraine in the second half of the 1940s could be described as
follows: a man in his forties (although women dominated in the Ukrainian SSR after
the war, their numbers were small at the level of oblast leadership), mostly of peasant
or worker origin.*® Most of the leaders sent to the region had a low level of general
education and special training and little experience in any kind of party and Soviet
work.*® The eastern oblasts of the Ukrainian SSR often needed educated and
experienced personnel and did not want to part with them at all, so they often sent
the best of the worst, or simply the worst.®” As historians have noted, after the war,
partisan communists were often recruited as executive personnel, and they were
inexperienced, hot-tempered, with heightened self-esteem that had developed in the
front-line environment, and that only complicated the already tense situation in.*

Thus, up to the end of 1949, the personnel problems in Western Ukraine were
constantly discussed in the Party structures; among the subjects of criticism were
high turnover of personnel, their incompetence and indiscipline, abuse of power and
violation of Soviet legality as well as the practice of transferring administrative
workers from the eastern regions of the Ukrainian SSR. However, the involvement of
local activists in regional management was not successful. Administrative officials
were required to be party members, to be politically steadfast and committed, to be
able to carry out the party’s tasks and to finish what they had started.

According to the Bolsheviks, ideally the people from the western regions of
Ukraine should have been made aware that only the Soviet state could ensure them
“true freedom, material welfare and rapid cultural development” by those who had
devoted themselves wholeheartedly to the party work and in every way embodied the
best of the ideological and moral qualities.”” This is how the Communists were
portrayed in Soviet literature, theatrical productions and films: morally pure,
spiritually rich, of strong character and iron will, with incessant thirst for new
knowledge; but they had already acquired solid experience in the administration of
the socialist state.*!

Fulfilling Lenin’s demand that enormous will to work on one’s own personal
development should be one of the qualities of a Bolshevik, the party took measures
to raise the ideological and theoretical level of all Communists, including those in
leading positions, improved the forms and methods of party education, and

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continuously enriched its content.*? Political education was regarded as the best
means in almost all cases. In practice, however, it was mainly confined to the study
of the works and biographies of Lenin and Stalin.** Khrushchev often dwelt on the
problem of ideological education at various meetings. He admitted that “sometimes
our people do not behave in a worthy manner,” seeing the reason for that in the fact
that “they are not educated and disciplined enough.”** Khrushchev called the work of
an administrative official “the art of Bolshevik management” and added that in order
to master this “art,” it was necessary to study the theory of Marxism-Leninism, the
laws of socialist development, and the laws of socialist construction.*
The appearance of a Soviet leader was also a constant worry for Khrushchev:

It is necessary that there should be order in district committees, oblast
committees, and in all institutions; that there should be culture. The people
themselves need to be pulled up, so that they shave and wash. . .*°

We need to open barbershops so that they do not fleece but shave people, so that
our people walk neat and shaven, but not the way some of them do, those who
grow so much hair that you could hang a flannel over it. (Laughter).”’

Lack of knowledge of the Ukrainian language was one of the crucial problems in
relation to the cadres arriving in Western Ukraine. Khrushchev persuaded his party
comrades that teaching and lecturing in Russian could not be done because it was

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simply incomprehensible to the local population. He considered as a serious
shortcoming the fact that the instructors and agitators who were transferred from the
eastern regions did not speak Ukrainian and had no knowledge and no understanding
of Ukrainian culture. He pointed out: “This is a gift to our enemies. They use it and
say that Ukrainian culture is being disregarded. . .”*® Moreover, in 1944, when the
western oblasts of Ukraine still had a large percentage of Polish population,
Khrushchev urged instructors to deliver their lectures not only in Ukrainian but also
in Polish, focusing on establishing friendly relations with the Polish people.”® It
should be noted, however, that he forbade teaching in Polish at educational
institutions, saying, “Professors who do not teach in Ukrainian will be fired.”*

Despite Khrushchev’s exhortation that a Soviet leader should be a role model,
reality proved otherwise. According to E. Zubkova, in the period between 1945 and
1953, Communists were most frequently expelled from the party for abuse of power,
bribery, illegal seizure of property, drunkenness, gross violations of public order and
“moral degradation in everyday life” in general.”

Reputational problems among the Communists in the western regions of the
Ukrainian SSR arose before the war. In November 1940, the oblast and district
committees of the Communist Party in the western oblasts of Ukraine had to “bring
to strict party responsibility and if necessary, to judicial responsibility” those
Communists who had broken the laws, treated the local population rudely, behaved
indecently and abused alcohol.®* In some instances, the abusive behavior of the
administrative cadres, besmirching Soviet authorities, continued after the war. For
example, at the meeting of the activists of Ternopol Oblast, the local administrative
officials were accused of slovenliness, vulgar and impudent language, and systematic
drunkenness. Despite the fact that the Soviet and Komsomol officials were supposed
to set an example of how to behave in society, some secretaries of district

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committees were often seen at work “dead drunk.” Khrushchev called for the “most
merciless” punishment for those “presumptuous officials who thought that as they
had been promoted to leading positions, the laws were not written for them.”>*
Ukrainian historian Yu. Shapoval made an assumption that Khrushchev, seeking to
eliminate the lawlessness that had been reported to him, was using the means of the
system that had generated it.>> In many respects, that was why resolutions,
formidable warnings, and show trials served to little avail as a means of struggle
against the violators of Soviet law in the western oblasts of Ukraine.*®

Khrushchev was convinced that following the most progressive teachings of
Marx—Engels—Lenin-Stalin, the party had created enormous opportunities for the
development of the Soviet people and socialist economy. He believed that everything
could be achieved (“our possibilities are unlimited”), and what was needed was “just
to provide the right guidance.”’ For Khrushchev, that meant being aware of the
affairs in the region, in the district, and at the collective farms as well as
understanding all economic issues. At the meetings, he ridiculed those
representatives of the authorities who did not travel to the field and did not
communicate with the masses because “party work was first and foremost the work
with the people.”®

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educated person or a slob. On the stairs, | saw that there were not people, but
savages working there, who were dishonoring the Soviet authority.

I ask him how things in the district are. And he asks, “What are you interested
in?” I am interested in everything. Tell me everything, as | am interested in
everything, even in the state of your toilet.>

Khrushchev was a very active person. He could arrive unexpectedly, gather
everyone together, criticize them, give them an ultimatum, and leave. That revealed
certain ambivalence in his intentions and actions. For example, he urged to convince
peasants to join collective farms willingly but not to pull them there by force, on the
one hand; on the other hand, if bandits® appeared in a particular village, the peasants
had to organize a collective farm as quickly as possible just in order to oppose them.
He threatened to use repression if that was not done, even to exile the entire
population of the village to Siberia:

We came to Zabolotskii district [of Stanislav Oblast. — A. L.]; half of the villages
there were united into collective farms, and half were not. The village of
Dzhurov, where in five years after the expulsion of the Germans, the nationalists
killed 60 supporters of the Soviet State — the activists of our people and of the
local villagers. The village has 700 households. ... we came to that village. The
chairman brought together 25 local men.

“Have you ever heard that there is a certain Khrushchev, secretary of the Central
Committee of the CP(b)U?”

“Yes, we’ve heard.”

“So, I am Khrushchev. . .”

I said, “I scolded the employees, the Chekists, for coddling you. . . now we will
send people to you, and we will take measures. Just so you know.” I saw that
they were thinking it over. I tell them, “There is a way out, which is to organize a
collective farm, to help identify the bandits. ...there is no place for your
Dzhurovka Republic. We give you a seven-day deadline.”

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This example vividly demonstrates that in the actions of the First Secretary of the
Central Committee of the Communist Party of Ukraine, the power of persuasion was
often transformed into state-sanctioned violence. In Khrushchev’s view, natural
conditions and peculiarities of historical development served only as excuses for
losers trying to cover up their inactivity and poor work. For example, he sharply
criticized the First Secretary of the Stanislav Oblast Committee for emphasizing the
historical specificity of the region, which had long been part of the Austro-Hungarian
Empire, thus justifying the difference in the behavior and mentality of its population
compared to the traditions and attitudes of the VVolhynia residents, who were former
subjects of the Russian tsar:

You will get so far as to say that Nicholas Il was better at preparing the ground
for collectivization than Franz Joseph (Excitement in the audience). You can get
to a very ridiculous point of view that way. | would advise you not to hide
yourself behind Franz Joseph’s sideburns but to improve your own work, and
people will turn to collective farms.®?

Khrushchev urged the leading cadres to show their strength in the countryside
and not to be afraid of brutality. In his opinion, it was necessary so that the
people would respect the Communists rather than say that the Bolsheviks were
“not lions but chickens.” At the same time he suggested that dissenting peasants
should be expelled “right in the daytime, without any hesitation; since they are
afraid of Siberia, they should be told outright that we exile them to Siberia.”®

Conclusion

The leading cadres whom Western Ukraine needed so badly were mostly
transferred from the eastern regions of the Ukrainian SSR. As a rule, they were
poorly educated, incompetent, and undisciplined. Recruiting local activists for
administrative work was not successful, as there were very few loyal and qualified
managers in Western Ukraine, and those who were available were simply not trusted
by the party. The personnel problems were constantly discussed in the party
structures, but it was impossible to properly rectify the shortcomings.

The Soviet cadres invited to lead western Ukrainians forward on their path to
progress were imagined to be morally pure, spiritually rich, with a strong character
and iron will. They had to put their best effort into their work, be in the thick of
things, and constantly strive to improve. The education of the locals was limited to
explaining to them that only the Soviet power and Soviet state could give the

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population true freedom and to studying the biographies of the ideology leaders and
their works. Although many ethnic Ukrainians were involved in administrative work
in Western Ukraine, many of them did not speak Ukrainian. Khrushchev urged that
that situation, which provoked misunderstanding and complicated the work with the
local population, should be changed. According to the First Secretary of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Ukraine, administrative work was work with
the people in the first place, which implied constant communication with the masses
and solving the arising problems on the spot. If persuasion did not work, the leaders
were welcomed to act by force. Permission, and sometimes even calls for the use of
force often resulted in crimes in office. Natural conditions and the peculiarities of
historical development of a particular area were not taken into consideration. If
something went wrong, it was just necessary to increase control or pressure.

What draws attention is the significant difference between the ideal image of a
Soviet leader and his actual appearance as well as the futility of all attempts to
somehow correct the existing situation. Was it due to the lack of discipline, as
Khrushchev believed? V. Shlapentokh pointed out the complex mentality of the
Soviet leaders in the late Stalinist period. That mentality included several levels: the
official ideology transmitted in public speeches; the unofficial ideology circulating
among the elite; and individual values.®* That mentality created its own unique
language, which sounded differently in each particular case. How sincere were
Khrushchev and other leaders at each of the levels? And could they really make a
difference? To answer these questions, it is necessary to studying additional sources
and to write a separate work on this issue.
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
