Abstract. Based on a wide range of sources of official and personal origin, the article examines the
history of the Cherepovets Prisoner-of-War Camp no. 158 The author reveals the stages of the
camp’s activities, starting with screening of Soviet military men who had been in German captivity
or encirclement and ending with the labor use of prisoners of war of the German army and their
allies. The article provides data on the location and industrial specialization of subcamps as well as
the numbers and composition of prisoners of war and camp personnel. The study reveals the
important role of the camp in the evacuation of prisoners of war from the fronts, the organization of
their labor use, and the contribution to the development of the economy and transport infrastructure
of Vologda Oblast.

Introduction

The world wars of the twentieth century gave rise to a specific phenomenon —
camps for prisoners of war and internees. Millions of servicemen and civilians taken
captive in the battles passed through the camp barracks during the Second World
War. 5.7 million Red Army soldiers and officers were held in Nazi captivity." On the
other hand, over 5 million soldiers of the German army and its allies were captured
by the Soviet Union.? The typology and morphology of POW camps are well
described in the scholarly literature. As an example, we can cite the works of
V. Vsevolodov, V. Galitskii, A. Epifanov, S. Karner, V. Konasov, A. Kuz'minykh,
A. Lehmann, N. Markdorf, V. Motrevich, A.Popov, O. Potyl'chak, S. Sidorov,

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It is obvious that the POW camps (there were more than 500 of them*) played an
important role in the development of certain regions of the Soviet Union, providing
workforce for the national economy in conditions of shortage of demographic and
material resources during the war and post-war periods. Of great scholarly interest is
reconstruction of the formation and functioning of local camp structures in relation to
local climatic and socio-economic conditions.

The Cherepovets NKVD-MVD Camp no. 158 was one of the largest camps for
prisoners of war. Its specific character was that it repeatedly changed its profile
depending on the situation at the front. In the first half of 1942, it served as a special
camp for screening the Red Army servicemen who had been held captive or encircled
by the enemy. In June 1942, it was converted into a distribution camp for enemy
prisoners of war coming from the Karelian, Leningrad and Volkhov fronts. In 1944,
the camp was assigned to production and provided workforce to local enterprises and
organizations on a contractual basis until the spring of 1948. In the autumn of 1944,
the camp became a place of concentration and repatriation of Finnish prisoners of
war. In October 1945, a camp for the maintenance of enemy officers was formed on
the basis of subcamp no. 2 in the village of Bogorodskoe, which received number
437. In July 1945, the number of prisoners of war in Camp no. 158 exceeded

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20 thousand people, which turned it into the largest camp in the Northern European
part of the USSR.

All this dictates the need to study the history of this camp as a unique object in the
Soviet system of military captivity. It is important to note that the history of the
Cherepovets Camp no. 158 has not been a subject of special research so far, with the
exception of an essay by the author of this article on the use of prisoners of war at the
enterprises and construction sites in Cherepovets® and the local history work by
N. Emel'yanov based on the memoirs of Cherepovets residents that was published in
Izvestiya Vologodskogo obshchestva izucheniya Severnogo kraya [News of the
Vologda Society for the Study of the Northern Krai].?

The source base of the article comprises documents from central and regional state
and departmental archives. In the Russian State Military Archive, the author managed
to identify unique historical materials, first of all, the history and the file of pre-print
forms of the NKVD-MVD Camp no. 158. They contain information about the
formation and deployment of subcamps, the number and composition of the prisoners
and personnel, the organization of daily routine and security, production activities,
anti-fascist and cultural work, and the morbidity and mortality of prisoners of war.

Of no less interest to the researcher are the materials of the fonds no. 10 of the
Archive of the Directorate of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian
Federation in Vologda Oblast. It contains a collection of office documentation of
bodies and institutions of military captivity in Vologda Oblast, including materials on
the activities of Camp no. 158. Also, noteworthy is the administrative documentation
of the People’s Commissariat (Ministry) of Internal Affairs of the USSR and the
Vologoda Oblast NKVVD-MVD Administration, deposited in fonds no. 6 and 7. It
includes orders with the announcement of the staff lists, the location and occupancy
limits of the subcamps of Camp no. 158, and various areas of work with prisoners of
war — from reception to repatriation.

The documents of the State Archive of Vologda Oblast, including the collections
of the former Vologda Archive of Modern Political History, allow us to investigate
the process of using the labor of prisoners of war of Camp no. 158 at the industrial
and transport facilities of Cherepovets. In particular, they include interdepartmental
correspondence about the allocation of prisoners of war to various economic entities
and show the role of the camp prisoners in the construction of the industrial and
transport infrastructure of Cherepovets.

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In addition to the sources of official origin, documents of personal origin were
used in the work: memoirs of former prisoners of war and camp personnel. These
documents allow us to see the characteristic features of camp everyday life and
contain valuable information about the relationship between prisoners and camp
personnel. Memoirs of the former prisoner of Camp No. 158 E. Kauzel and the head
of the first subcamp M. Yablochkov can be cited as examples.

Together, these sources allow us to study the history of Cherepovets Camp
no. 158 in all its complexity and inconsistency with a high degree of detail and
objectivity.

Formation of the Cherepovets special camp of the NKVD

After the Nazi Germany attacked the Soviet Union and occupied a part of the
Soviet territory, the enemy’s sabotage and intelligence agencies began mass
recruitment of agents, training of paratrooper saboteurs and their transfer across the
front line to the Soviet rear. The NKVD and Smersh military counterintelligence
agencies found out that the Abwehr was recruiting captive Red Army servicemen.

In order to screen the Soviet soldiers and commanders who were detained in the
areas liberated from the Nazi invaders, the USSR State Defense Committee issued
Resolution No. 1069ss as of December 27, 1941 on the establishment of special
camps in the system of the People’s Commissariat of Internal Affairs. The next day,
December 28, 1941, the NKVD of the USSR issued Order No. 001735 “On the
Organization of Special Camps for the Former Red Army Soldiers and Officers Who
Had Been Imprisoned or Surrounded by the Enemy.”’ Among them was the
Cherepovets special camp, which was located three kilometers to the south-east of
Cherepovets, near Makar'ina Roshcha on the right bank of the Sheksna River. Senior
lieutenant of state security V. Pavlov was appointed head of the camp, Senior Major
of Militia A. Shcherbakov was appointed commissar, and Captain of State Security
Klimov was appointed head of the special department.®

The campsite consisted of 28 buildings inside the perimeter and 4 buildings outside
the perimeter. The buildings were barracks of a frame-filled type, built in 1937-38 to

accommodate prisoners of the Volgostroi NKVD of the USSR.? Prisoners arrived at
the end of January 1942. 2,130 people were held in the camp as of February 1, 1942
and 2,578 people as of February 15. The former Red Army servicemen were divided
into hundreds, each of which lived in a separate room. The commanders were located
on the bunks of the wagon system, and the privates slept on solid planks. It is
characteristic that all of them retained the right to wear uniforms and insignia.*°

The conditions of detention of servicemen undergoing special check differed little
from those in correctional labor institutions: the territory was surrounded by a barbed
wire fence and guarded by escort troops; it was prohibited to leave the camp.™
Former Red Army soldiers and officers received meager rations. There were not
enough medicines and bandages (some servicemen suffered from wounds). Due to
the lack of regular sanitation, epidemics broke out. In particular, in the first quarter of
1942, 77 cases of typhus were recorded, as a result of which the camp was
quarantined.*?

Operational and investigative actions conducted by the special department of the
camp were the leading area of work with the prisoners. The objective was to identify
the enemy’s agents and persons who had committed military and other crimes among
the Soviet soldiers and commanders. A record file for each serviceman was compiled.
It included a questionnaire, testimony, and other materials. The biographical data of
the person under investigation, the number of the military unit in which he served
until the moment of capture, the circumstances under which he was captured or
surrounded, information on his behavior in captivity, and the facts of anti-Soviet
activity of his colleagues were recorded in detail. Testimonies were carefully
compared with each other in order to identify contradictions and false information.

On March 11, 1942, the oblast NKVD received a directive from the People’s
Commissar of Internal Affairs of the USSR L. Beria on the speedy completion of the
filtration of special contingent. 15 additional operatives were sent to the Cherepovets
special camp (before that, 7 people worked in the operational department). In

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addition, head of the NKVD, State Security Major L.Galkin, personally visited the
camp. As a result, the filtration rate accelerated markedly.

During the first half of 1942, the special department opened 283 investigative cases
for 364 people. As a result of investigation of those cases, 360 people from among
the prisoners and 4 people from the camp personnel were arrested. As a rule, the
arrest was sanctioned by the military prosecutor. The arrestees were transferred either
to the camp prison®® or to the prison of Cherepovets. According to the type of crime
committed, the arrestees were divided into the following categories: traitors of the
Motherland (238 people); agents of German intelligence (41 people); police officers
(34 people); those who served in punitive and other German bodies (31 people);
interpreters (5 people); those who committed other crimes (15 people). Of the
completed investigative cases, 99 (for 122 people) were sent for consideration to the
Special Meeting of the NKVD of the USSR; 38 (for 48 people), to the Military
Tribunal of the Vologda garrison of the Arkhangelsk Military District.™

In total, 5,638 former Red Army servicemen were filtered by the staff of the
Cherepovets special camp. As of July 1, 1942, 4,453 persons had been checked. Of
them, 4,077 people (91.5%) were transferred to the district military enlistment office
and 358 (8%) were arrested. In addition, 4 people fled; 29 died; 33 stayed in the camp
to perform household work; 1,152 were transferred to the Gryazovets special camp.™

Changing the structure and specialization of the camp

After the filtration of the Red Army soldiers was completed, the NKVD
Distribution Camp no. 158 for enemy prisoners of war coming from the Karelian,
Leningrad, and Volkhov fronts was organized on the basis of the Cherepovets special
camp in accordance with the order of the NKVD of the USSR no. 001156 dated
June 5, 1942.%° The order of the NKVD of the USSR no. 001354 dated June 26, 1942
determined the number of employees of the distribution camp, which was 71 people.
Captain of State Security V. Korolev was appointed head of the Cherepovets Camp
no. 158. He occupied the post until February 25, 1944. (I. Timoshenko headed the
camp from February 25, 1944 till September 10, 1947; after that Major N. Egorov
performed the duties of the head of the camp.) According to order no. 13 of the
Cherepovets distribution camp dated June 16, 1942, 5 receiving and forwarding
stations for prisoners of war were organized in its structure: no. 1 (Murmansk)

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consisting of 17 people; no. 2 (Kandalaksha), 13 people; no. 3 (Kem), 14 people; no.
4 (Belomorsk), 15 people; no. 5 (Dregelskii Raion of Leningrad Oblast), 16 people.’

The first group of prisoners of war numbering 100 people (all of them Germans)
arrived at the camp on June 29, 1942 from Murmansk. Here is how the former
employee of the camp A. Klimishina described that event:

The arrival of the first group of prisoners of war in the camp was great news for
all personnel as well as for the population surrounding the camp, since until that
moment we had no idea about the soldiers and officers of Hitler’s army. The day
was sunny and clear. A large crowd of locals gathered at the entrance gate of the
first watch, and when the prisoners of war approached the gate, the locals looked
at them with disgust. Their appearance was disgusting: gray-green uniforms and
overcoats, caps of the same color with disproportionately high tops, boots with
terribly wide and short tops, and the hostile, arrogant boorish expression of the
faces, or rather the masks of those Nazis, ignited hatred. Shouts were heard:
“Here they are, murderers and robbers,” “conquerors of the world,”
“representatives of the higher race,” *
them with a feeling of contempt.'®

A total of 291 prisoners of war were brought to the distribution camp from June 29
to December 31, 1942. During the same period, 160 people were sent to other camps.
In 1943, 2,072 prisoners of war were brought to the camp, 517 of them were sent to
other camps, and the rest were left in the camp. During that period, only a small part
of the prisoners were taken out for external work while most of them were used to
develop the camp area and barracks."

The order of the NKVD of the USSR no. 001727 as of November 6, 1943 “On
Assigning Front-Line Reception and Transit Camps of the NKVD to the Fronts” left
the Cherepovets Camp no. 158 to serve the Karelian and Volkhov fronts.?
Maintenance of the Leningrad Front was assigned to the Boksitogorsii Reception and
Transit Camp no. 157 by the order of the NKVD of the USSR no. 001479 as of
September 2, 1943.

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In February 1944, there were two assembly stations for prisoners of war located on
the Karelian Front in the structure of Reception and Transit Camp no. 158: no. 1
(Medvezhyegorsk) and no. 2 (Kandalaksha).”* In addition to the two assembly
stations, there were 7 reception stations for prisoners of war in Camp no. 158, of
which four were located on the Karelian Front, one on the VVolkhov Front, and two on
the Leningrad Front.?? For evacuation of prisoners of war from front-line areas, the
Commander of Support of the Red Army of the Volkhov Front allocated 4 vehicles to
the front-line Reception and Transit Camp no. 158 in January 1944.%

By order of the NKVD of the USSR no. 00227 dated March 4, 1944, the front-line
Reception and Transit Camp no. 158 received the status of a stationary camp for
ordinary prisoners of war with subsequent transfer to the category of an industrial
camp.?* The staff was increased to 148 people. Captain |. Timoshenko was appointed
head of the camp, and State Security Major I. Lenkin was appointed deputy head for
operative work. The camp was assigned the task of providing workforce for the
construction of the Cherepovets river port interrupted by the war and the ship repair
plant of the Sheksna River Shipping Company. By the order of the NKVD of the
USSR no. 001123 dated September 8, 1944, two subcamps were organized as part of
the camp: no. 1 (Makar'ina Roshcha) for 4,000 people and no. 2 (the village of
Bogorodskoye) for 6,000 people.”

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From that time, prisoners of war of non-commissioned and enlisted personnel
began to be brought out to work on the construction of the river port, the ship repair
plant, and the city power plant. In addition, based on the decision of the USSR State
Defense Committee no. 6393 as of August 15, 1944, work was resumed on the
reconstruction of the Mariinskaya water system, for which it became necessary to
transfer the Leningrad—\Vologda railway. In order to implement the decision of the
State Defense Committee, the order of the NKVD of the USSR no. 001167 dated
September 18, 1944 additionally established four subcamps as part of the camp for
the use of prisoners of war in the reconstruction of railway tracks and structures of
the Northern Railway: no. 3 (Suda station) for 1,500 people, headed by Captain
D.E. Efimov; no. 4 (Cherepovets station) for 2,000 people, headed by Captain
Alekseev; no. 5 (Shelomovo station) for 2,000 people, headed by Captain I. Kazunin;
no. 6 (Sheksna station) for 1,500 people, headed by Captain A. Demidov.*’

In subcamp no. 3 (Suda station), prisoners of war were housed in wooden barracks
of the former NKVD corrective labor camp. The rooms were dark, equipped with
plunk beds and no conveniences. Prisoners of war worked on raising the railway
track at the site where the railway crosses the Suda River and on the construction of a
railway bridge over it. In subcamp no. 4 (Cherepovets station), the prisoners initially
lived in different buildings, later in barracks with solid bunks. They worked on the
transfer of the railway track and the buildings of the Shelomovo station to a new
location 3.5 kilometers northeast of the previous one and on the construction of the
bridge. During the period of organization of subcamp no. 6, prisoners of war lived in
a wooden building in Sovetskaya street in the village of Nikolskoe 2.5 km northwest
of Sheksna station. Then the prisoners were transferred to cold-proof wagons located
near the work site. The prisoners were engaged in the construction of a new railway
bridge over the Sheksna River and the Ugla River (a tributary of the Sheksna) and the
transfer of railway tracks.

For logging and supplying timber to the People’s Commissariat of Communication
Routes, in compliance with the order of the NKVD of the USSR No. 001274 of
October 17, 1944, subcamp no. 7 (for 1,500 people) was organized at Shar'ya station
(Kostroma Oblast), 600 km from Cherepovets. It was headed by captain Zaprudin.
The prisoners worked at the forestry station of the People’s Commissariat of
Communication Routes of the USSR and at the Golyshi pier.?

In 1945, Soviet troops were clearing the occupied German territory of active Nazi
collaborators who were subject to internment to the territory of the Soviet Union.
Civilian Germans who had been arrested for belonging to the Nazi Party, working in
administrative positions in Hitler’s Germany, etc. (the so-called B group) began to
arrive at the POW camps. The order of the NKVD of the USSR no. 00338 dated
April 21, 1945 established the following letter subcamps in Camp no. 158 for the
reception of those prisoners: no. 1-b (Ustyuzhna) for 1,500 people for the
construction of a bridge over the Mologa River; no. 2-b (the settlement of Pestovo,
Novgorod Oblast) for 1,000 people to work at the sawmill of Sevzaples trust of the
People’s Commissariat of Forestry of the USSR; no. 3-b (Vologda) for 1,000 people
for the construction of the flax mill of the People’s Commissariat of Textile Industry
of the USSR. Later, by the order of the NKVD of the USSR no. 00560 dated May 23,
1945, subcamp no. 9 was organized at the peat-harvesting enterprise “Dedovo Pole”

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(Chagodoshchenskii  Raion) for 800 people for peat extraction for the
Chagodoshchenskii mechanized glass factory.?

Territorial dispersedness of the subcamps made it difficult to manage them. The
distance between the subdivisions located in Vologda, Kostroma and Novgorod
oblasts was more than 800 km. Depending on the season, communication with some
subcamps was made either by water or by road and horse-drawn transport.

By the order of the NKVD of the USSR no. 00639 of June 8, 1945, subcamps
no. 1-b, 2-b, no. 8 and no. 9 were transferred to the newly organized Pestovskii Camp
no. 341 (Novgorod Oblast). Subcamp no. 7 became part of Camp no. 335 (Kostroma
Oblast) in compliance with the order of the NKVD of the USSR no. 00761 as of June
29, 1945.%° Finally, in accordance with the order of the NKVD of the USSR
no. 00796 as of July 7, 1945, subcamp no. 8 (the village of Alekseevo, Vologda
Raion) where prisoners of war worked at brick factory no. 2 was included into Camp
no. 158.%

In the second half of 1945, the inflow of prisoners of war to the USSR, including
Vologda Oblast, gradually decreased. At the same time, measures were taken to
differentiate the incoming prisoners, primarily by separating the officers from the
privates. For this purpose, Camp no. 437 for officers of the former German army was
organized on the basis of subcamp no. 2 of Camp no. 158 (the village of
Bogorodskoye, Cherepovets Raion) by the order of the Vologda Oblsast NKVD
Administration no. 0087 dated September 29, 1945. At the same time, in order to
Improve the organizational structure of the camps for prisoners of war in VVologda
Oblast, subcamps no. 1 (the town of Ustyuzhna) as well as no. 3 and no. 4 (the village
of Chagoda), which previously were part of Pestovskii Camp no. 341 (Novgorod
Oblast) were transferred to Camp no. 158. In addition, subcamps no. 3 (Suda station),
no. 4 (Cherepovets station), no. 6 (Sheksna station), and no. 8 (the village of
Alekseevo in Vologda Oblast) were liquidated.

In connection with the completion of work on the reconstruction of the Leningrad-—
Vologda railway and the release of prisoners of war employed at those facilities, the
orders of the Vologda Oblast MVD Administration no. 00103 dated November 19,
1945 and no. 001516 sated December 30, 1945 established new subcamps in the
structure of Camp no. 158: no. 7 (Sheksna station) for 700 people to work on the
construction site no. 61 of the People’s Commissariat of Communication Routes;
no. 8 (Cherepovets Raion) for 500 people at the Paper Mill Named after the
7" Anniversary of October, where the prisoners were used for the preparation of peat
and firewood as well as in the workshops; no. 9 (Chaika, Kirillov Raion) for

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600 people at the Kirillov forestry enterprise.®® The latter was located five kilometers
from the village of Pidma. There, the prisoners of war were engaged in logging,
hauling, and rafting wood along the Yumpash and Pidma rivers and further along the
Sheksna River to Cherepovets.

By the order of the head of the VVologda Oblast MVD Administration no. 006 dated
January 8, 1947, the following structure of Camp no. 158 was established: subcamp
no. 1 (the city of Cherepovets) at the construction of the ship repair plant of the
Ministry of River Fleet of the USSR for 1,800 people; no. 2 (the town of Ustyuzhna)
at the construction of the bridge over the Mologa River for 700 people; no. 3 (the
village of Chagoda) at the Chagoda glass factory for 600 people; no. 4 (the village of
Chagoda) at the peat enterprise “Dedovo Pole” for 400 people; no. 5 (Shelomovo
station) at the Department of Military Restoration Works of the Ministry of
Communication Routes of the USSR for 600 people; no. 6 (the city of Vologda) at
the Vologda Flax Mill of the Ministry of Textile Industry of the USSR for
1,800 people; no. 7 (Sheksna station) at the Department of Military Reconstruction
Works of the Ministry of Communication Routes of the USSR for 400 people; no. 8
(Suda station) at the Paper Mill Named after the 7" Anniversary of October for
500 people; no. 9 (Chaika) at the Kirillov forestry enterprise for 600 people.*

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By decision of the Soviet government the Ministry of Internal Affairs began to
repatriate prisoners of war to their homeland in 1947, Hungarians and Romanians
first and then Germans. Due to the decrease in the number of prisoners of war and the
completion of construction of several facilities for which subcamps were organized,
changes were made in the structure of Camp no. 158. The order of the Vologda
Oblast MVVD Administration no. 0028 dated March 14, 1947 liquidated the subcamp
at Sheksna station. Then, the subcamps in Ustyuzhna and at Shelomovo station were
disbanded in compliance with the order of the oblast MVD no. 0063 as of June 15
1947, and the subcamps at Suda station and in the settlement of Chaika were
liquidated in compliance with the MVD Administration order no. 0094 dated
November 12, 1947. The same order included subcamp no. 1 (Sokol) of the
disbanded camp no. 193 for prisoners of war into Camp no. 158. Thus, as of January
1, 1948, the structure of Camp no. 158 included the following subcamps: no. 1 (the
city of Cherepovets) for 1,800 people; no. 2 (the village of Chagoda) for 500 people;
no. 3 (the city of VVologda) for 1,000 people; no. 4 (Sokol) for 2,000 people.*

By the order of the Vologda Oblast MVVD Administration no. 0015 dated February
28, 1948, Camp no. 158 was disbanded® and its prisoners (3,331 people) were
transferred to Bogorodskii Camp no. 437, including 1,031 people from subcamp no. 1
(Cherepovets), 339 people from subcamp no. 2 (Chagoda), 403 people from subcamp
no. 3 (Vologda), and 1,558 people from subcamp no. 4 (Sokol).*” On March 1, 1948,
the head of Camp no. 158 signed Order no. 48 “On the Establishment of the
Liquidation Commission for the Disbandment of the Camp.”*®

Composition of prisoners of war and camp personnel

During the existence of Camp no. 158, 43,697 foreign prisoners of war passed
through its barracks, including 34,341 Germans; 2,064 Austrians; 1,806 Finns;
1,219 Romanians; 1,020 Hungarians; 830 Ukrainians; 776 Poles; 439 Latvians;

Judging by the table, the largest arrival of prisoners to the camp took place in
1945, which was accounted for by the defeat and surrender of the German army and

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its allies. In total, prisoners of 36 nationalities were held in the camp. In addition to
those listed in the table above, they included Norwegians, Dutchmen, Italians, Danes,
Lithuanians, Karelians, Swedes, Russians, Serbs, Jews, Belgians, Bukovinians,
Bessarabians, Armenians, Estonians, Swiss, Luxembourgers, Americans, Flemish,
natives of Lorraine.

As for the military ranks of the prisoners of war, privates prevailed in quantitative
terms. For instance, on July 1, 1945, 19,155 prisoners of war were held in the camp,
among them there were 2 colonels, 11 lieutenant colonels, 24 majors, 71 captains,
101 senior lieutenants, 117 lieutenants, 1,819 representatives of junior command
staff, 1,830 non-commissioned officers, 15,175 privates, and 5 women.*

The issue of the number and composition of the camp personnel also deserves
attention. Information about the staffing of the camp is given in Table 2.*

The data in Table 2 show that the number of personnel directly correlated with
the number of subcamps in the structure of the camp and the number of prisoners
there.

Labor use of prisoners of war

The contingent of prisoners of war that appeared in Cherepovets immediately
attracted the attention of local industrial enterprises and organizations in dire need
of workforce. Here, it is necessary to take into account the fact that 19,300 residents
of Cherepovets and Cherepovets district went to the front during the Great Patriotic

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War, of whom 7,801 people never returned home.* In addition, a significant part of
the townspeople were mobilized to labor service for defense work. In accordance
with the order of the State Defense Committee dated August 10, 1941, more than
3 thousand people from Cherepovets and Cherepovets Raion were sent to the
construction of defensive structures under labor mobilization.*?

By the level of industrial development in 1945, Cherepovets Raion lagged behind
other raions of the oblast.** Meanwhile, the fourth five-year plan for the restoration
and development of the national economy, adopted in March 1946 by the Supreme
Soviet of the USSR, obliged the leadership of Vologda Oblast to complete the
construction of the Cherepovets ship repair plant and river port as soon as possible
and to reconstruct the Volga—Baltic Waterway.

In the light of the facts mentioned above, it becomes clear why the leading
people’s commissariats and departments fought for the workforce that prisoners of
war could provide. Local party bodies also actively intervened in the distribution of
workforce. In January 1945, the Vologda Oblast Committee of the VKP(b)
addressed the GUPVI of the NKVD of the USSR with a request to allocate one
thousand prisoners of war to the construction of the Cherepovets river port and ship
repair plant. The request was granted.” In November 1945, at the request of the
Secretary of the Vologda Oblast Committee of the VKP(b) V. Derbinov,
500 prisoners were “assigned” to the Paper Mill Named after the 7" Anniversary of
October.*

The order of labor use of disarmed enemy soldiers was determined by the
“Regulations on Prisoners of War” approved by the Council of People’s
Commissars of the USSR on July 1, 1941. According to that document, rank and
file prisoners of war and non-commissioned officers could be used at work. Senior
officers were brought to work only on a voluntary basis.

Control over the labor use of the prisoners was assigned to the medical service of
the camp. It conducted a medical examination of prisoners of war and assigned
them to groups of working capacity. Physically healthy prisoners of war fit for hard
work constituted the first group; the second group included prisoners fit for labor of
medium severity; prisoners capable of easy work made up the third group; the
fourth group consisted of persons with disabilities, unfit for work. For example, as
of November 1, 1946, the physical condition of the prisoners of Camp no. 158
looked as follows: the first group, 2,749 people (41%); the second group,
2,246 people (34%); the third group, 1,121 people (16%); disabled people,
24 persons (0.3%); convalescence group, 187 people (2.7%); infirmary patients,
270 people (4%): others. 143 people (2%).*

Camp no. 158 started its planned production activities in the third quarter of
1944. The withdrawal of prisoners of war to the enterprises and construction sites of
Cherepovets increased from year to year. Subcamp no. 1 served the largest

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enterprises and organizations of regional and republican significance, including the
Department of Military Restoration Works No. 2 of the People’s Commissariat of
Communication Routes, the ship repair plant of the People’s Commissariat of the
River Fleet, the Krasnaya Zvezda plant of the People’s Commissariat of the
Automotive Industry, the timber processing plant of the People’s Commissariat of
the Forest Industry, allocating up to 2 thousand prisoners of war to these facilities
daily. It was noted in the camp documentation that subcamp no. 1 accounted for the
largest share in the fulfilment of the camp’s production and financial plan. It yielded
25.6% of the general plan in January 1946, 26.6% in February, and 29.5 % in
March.*®

Let us quote a fragment from the memoirs of M. Yablochkov the former deputy
head of subcamp no. 1 of Camp no. 158:

Prisoners of war worked on the construction of a dam across the Yagorba River,
railway, dock, ship repair plant, power plant, sawmill and carpentry workshop.
Only qualified workers with special passes went to the city. The prisoners
worked under guard. At the factory they were additionally fed and were given
another 100 grams of bread for good work (residents of the city received from
200 to 500 grams of bread, 400 grams of sugar, 500 grams of salt at that time,
and soap was not given). There were generals among the prisoners of war.*
They did not work, although they could help on the camp grounds, in the
laundry or canteen if they wanted. For poor work, for an attempt to escape and
escapes, they were punished with solitary confinement. The daily routine
[looked as follows]: getting up at 6 o’clock, work from 8 to 17 o’clock, free
time until 23 o’clock.>®

In subcamp no. 2 (Ustyuzhna) prisoners of war worked at the Zhelyabov shipyard
and the construction of a highway bridge across the Mologa River. At those
facilities, the earnings of prisoners of war ranged from 6 to 12 roubles per day. Logs
for construction were collected piece by piece, as there was no organized delivery
of timber. In order to avoid downtime due to a shortage of building materials and

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tools, prisoners of war had to manufacture the unavailable tools (axes, chisels, etc.)
themselves. Not only the subcamp but also the smithy of the camp administration
had to take part in the manufacture of bolts and timber dogs.

The work on lifting the railway track of the Suda—Sheksna section of the Northern
Railway was an extremely difficult task in the camp’s production activities. The
economic agency represented by the Department of Military Reconstruction Works
No. 2 had no living quarters to accommodate prisoners of war, who were forced to
huddle in old freight cars hastily equipped with stoves made of iron barrels. There
were not enough qualified engineering and technical personnel and construction
tools. As a result, the paving of the slopes of the railway bed had to be redone three
times.> Due to the unsatisfactory organization of production, the daily earnings of a
prisoner of war at the facilities of the Department of Military Reconstruction Works
No. 2 amounted to about 3 roubles, which made the subcamps that provided
construction with labor force unprofitable.

The labor intensity of work, especially earthwork, sharply increased in winter,*
which was explained by the difficult natural and climatic conditions of the region.
For example, in the second and third quarters of 1946 the fulfillment of the
production plan of Camp no. 158 was 101%, but in the fourth quarter it was only
83%. A similar situation was observed in 1947: 63% in the first quarter, 87.5% in the
second quarter, and 107 % in the third quarter.>®

In the questionnaires that German prisoners of war filled out after returning home,
the Sheksna camps were characterized by strict custodial control and severe climatic
conditions (along with the winter cold, swamp dampness and humidity were often
mentioned).>* In fairness, it should be noted that a number of restrictions were
introduced into the practice of using the labor of prisoners of war in winter. For
example, during outdoor work at temperatures below —15°C, heating of prisoners was

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provided either by making bonfires or in special rooms (heaters) for 15-20 minutes
every two hours of work. The prisoners of war who were not dressed for the weather
were not allowed to be taken outside the camp perimeter. In addition, the prisoners
were supposed to be given talks about the prevention of frostbite.>

Nevertheless, the users of the workforce often violated the terms of labor contracts,
saving on the health of the dependent contingent. For example, at the construction of
the ship repair plant in Cherepovets there were no heaters or rooms for hot meals in
winter, there were instances of downtime due to the fault of the economic agency,
there were cases of understating the rates (the agency paid for the work at the rates of
1939), which significantly reduced the earnings of prisoners of war. Those who
worked at the Cherepovets river port in November 1943 were not given work gloves,
warm clothes and shoes, so they had to work in cold weather in caps and summer
uniforms, which led to a high level of morbidity and mortality.*®

A lot of time and effort was spent by the camp staff on the organization of logging
in the subcamp no. 9 “Chaika,” which was located 180 km north of the camp
administration, in large forests of the Pidemskii forestry in Kirillov Raion of VVologda
Oblast. Logging plots along the Pidma, Yumpash, and Unzba rivers were allocated to
the camp. The first group of prisoners of war including 150 people arrived at the
place of work in July 1944 and settled down in the empty barn of the village of
Ust'ye, where there were 6 houses. In the autumn of 1944, a camp town was built on
the bank of the Yumpash. In 1947, the subcamp consisted of 29 buildings, including a
bakery, a vegetable shed, and a sawmill and was provided with electric lighting. The
housing capacity reached 1,500 people. The logging operations carried out by the
subcamp spread over 15 km.”’

The memoirs of Ernst Kausel, the former prisoner of war of Camp no. 158, the
process of logging is vividly described:

At six o’clock in the morning we lined up at the camp gates for roll call. After
that, we were immediately sent to logging. We had to walk through the snow-
covered forest for about an hour and a half. The rate of logging per person was 2
cubic meters. We had to cut down trees, cut off branches, saw the trunks into
logs two meters long, stack logs, and pick and burn the branches. The prisoners
of war who fulfilled the norm faster than the others gathered around the campfire
and warmed themselves. We had to wait until everyone fulfilled the norm. We
usually finished work only in the afternoon. Then, hungry, we returned back to
the camp.”®

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During the period of the camp’s existence, the need for workforce on the part of
economic bodies changed several times. To arrange the employment of prisoners,
especially in winter, the intra-camp production of consumer goods was organized.
Prisoners of war made tubs, wooden buckets, barrels, cigarette cases, smoking pipes,
etc. Their hands assembled a wood lathe, a machine for making Finnish shingles, a
circular saw, and a milling machine for making wooden soles. As a result, the range
of consumer goods expanded significantly. In 1946, the workshops of the camp
produced tables, chairs, cabinets, bookcases. The production of wicker products
(from willow twigs) was widely deployed: baskets, stools, armchairs, flower stands,
etc. were made. Tailoring and shoemaking, watchmaking and art workshops were
working, and the production of blacksmithing and locksmith products and
construction materials was organized. As a result, the needs of the camp for furniture,
implements, and building materials were fully met on their own.

In 1947, the number of workers in the camp decreased from 6,980 people to
4,016 people (by 43%), but the sale of consumer goods decreased by only 26% and
amounted to 1,315,845 roubles. The organization of consumer goods production
made it possible to occupy up to 10% of the workforce, i.e. up to 400 prisoners of
war. The manufacture of consumer goods made an important contribution to the
fulfilment of the camp’s production and financial plan. In the first quarter of 1946,
308,538 roubles were received due to the sale of consumer goods, 474,344 roubles in
the second quarter, 438,847 roubles in the third quarter, and 566,149 roubles in the
fourth quarter. In total, it was 1,787,878 roubles that year.®

Generalized data on the camp’s production activities for the period of its existence
are given in Table 3.

Thus, thanks to the production activities, the camp brought the state an income of
over 46 million roubles. The most profitable subcamps were those at the Chagoda
glass factory and the Soivolovskaya Paper Mill Named after the 7" Anniversary of
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October, where technological processes and workplaces were properly organized and
there were stocks of raw materials and necessary tools. Prisoners of war of those
subcamps systematically fulfilled and exceeded production norms, earning up to
22 roubles per person per day.

At the same time, the overall results of the financial activities of the camp were not
so rosy. The actual costs of maintaining the camp amounted to 68.7 million roubles,
including 8.3 million roubles in 1944, 22.4 million roubles in 1945, 19.2 million
roubles in 1946, 17.1 million roubles in 1947, and 1.7 million roubles in 1948.% At
the same time, the real sum of expenses for the upkeep of prisoners of war was even
greater, since data on expenditures for 1942-1943 are not provided in the pre-print
forms of the camp. Thus, the amount of gross output (46 million roubles) covered the
costs of maintaining the camp only by 67%. This means that the camp was
unprofitable for the state.

Nevertheless, during the period of its existence, Camp no. 158 fulfilled a number
of important tasks set by the state in the development of the economy and transport
infrastructure of the region. The river port in Cherepovets was built by the forces of
prisoners of war, the construction of the ship repair plant was mainly completed (at
planned prices of 1,922,000 roubles), and the transfer of the Krasnaya Zvezda plant
and the city power plant from the flooded zone was made. The railway track was
raised and three railway bridges were built on the Suda—Sheksna section of the
Northern Railway 67 kilometers long. A highway bridge 274 meters long and was
erected at the cost of 2 million roubles in the town of Ustyuzhna over the Mologa
River. In the Pidemskii forestry of Kirillov Raion, several cutting areas were
developed with an output of 85 thousand festmeters of commercial timber and
firewood.®® From 1945 to 1948, the enterprises of Vologda Oblast — the Chagoda
glass factory, the Vologda Flax Mill, the Paper Mill named after the 7" Anniversary
of October, brick factory No. 2 and others — actively used the labor of prisoners of
war, which allowed them to maintain and develop production in conditions of
workforce shortage.

Finally, it is important to mention that the camp itself was equipped with necessary
facilities by the hands of prisoners of war. In particular, they built a club for
300 people with an auditorium, a recreation room, a locker room, and other utility
rooms, 7 vegetable storages with a capacity of 1,250 tons, warehouses, stables, a
mechanical mill, and water supply system. At the same time, all building materials
(boards, timber dogs, nails, bricks) were manufactured by the prisoners of war
themselves. Only in 1945, the camp’s subsidiary enterprises produced 126 thousand
bricks, 804 kg of nails, and 1,940 cubic meters of timber.** The total cost of capital
construction works amounted to 3,174,100 roubles.®

Much work was done on the industrial training of prisoners of war. For the purpose
of rational labor use, they were divided into platoons by professions and by physical
condition. During the formation of platoons, it turned out that there were many
confectioners, milkmen, and sellers among the prisoners, but there were not enough
workers of such sought-after professions as carpenters, stove-setters, electricians.
That situation forced the camp management to organize practical training for

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prisoners of war. During the existence of the camp, 985 specialists were trained,
including 300 masons, 260 carpenters, 180 basket makers, 100 carpenters,
75 coopers, 30 mechanics, 16 shoemakers, 14 stove-setters, 10 blacksmiths.®

To increase labor productivity, labor competition was held in the camp. The
leaders were awarded with certificates of honor and their names were entered on the
Honors Board. Prisoners who had special merits were given the opportunity to relax
in a specially equipped room with increased comfort. The results of those
competitions were summed up at the end of each month, and the best results were
covered in the camp wall press or in the newspapers for prisoners of war. For
instance, the Germans of Camp no. 158 prepared an article about the results of the
labor competition held in January 1946 for the anti-fascist newspaper Nachrichten.®’

Prisoners often tried to prove that the production standards required of them were
overstated and therefore impossible. For example, a norm of three logs per day was
set for trimming logs at the ship repair plant, and prisoners of war fulfilled it only by
60-70%. To confirm that such workload was quite feasible, two local carpenters were
invited. Using the same axes as the Germans did, they trimmed four and a half logs in
four hours. The Germans stood and watched. The following day they were given the
norm of five logs, and they fulfilled it by 100%. After that, there were no attempts to
revise the norms.®

In order to rationalize the use of labor, work orders were drawn up indicating the
placement of workers from among prisoners of war. Over time, the mechanization of
manufacture increased. Stone crushers, a concrete mixer, and a mortar lifter were
installed during the construction of the ship repair plant, a transporter was installed
during the construction of the river port, and a cleaving machine and a winch to move
the loaded trolleys were installed at the city power plant.

In the post-war years, increased attention was paid to improving the working
conditions of prisoners of war. According to the reports from the sites, one of the
most typical violations in the labor use of prisoners of war was an unsatisfactory state
of safety at the work sites. The order of the Vologda Oblast MVD Administration
no. 0010 dated January 31, 1948 stated:

In the past 1947, a significant number of prisoners of war suffered in the MVD
camps of the oblast due to non-compliance with safety regulations at work,
violation of the rules of street traffic of columns and weak setting of security and

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custodial control, and some incidents were fatal. 2 people died from work
injuries in Camp no. 158.%

In February 1948, five cases of severe work injuries were recorded in Camp no. 158,
one of which ended in the death of a prisoner of war.”

The Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR demanded to establish strict order in
the labor use of former soldiers and officers of the Wehrmacht and to treat every
instance of work injury as an emergency. The situation was complicated by the fact
that some prisoners of war deliberately engaged in self-mutilation in order to avoid
forced labor and be returned to their homeland. The prisoners were well aware that
the camp administration regarded the disabled prisoners as a burden and sought to
repatriate them in the first place.

In each instance of work-related injury, a special report was compiled by the
employer and the camp, in which the causes of the accident were explained. For
example, in one of the reports of the Vodosvet trust, it was indicated that prisoner of
war Max Heinz who worked on a wood-splitting machine had his fingers chopped off
at two o’clock in the afternoon on February 25, 1947. That happened due to the
prisoner’s own carelessness: to speed up the work, he “used a knife and did not have
time to take his hand off the chock.””* In order to prevent cases of self-mutilation,
appropriate operational and investigative measures were taken in the camps and
explanatory work was done.

Deliberate malingerers were threatened with up to five years in prison under
Article 193-12a of the Criminal Code of the RSFSR, which provided for penal
liability for “a serviceman evading from performing military duties by causing
himself any damage or by simulating illness.”’* In 1947, 8 saboteurs and self-harmers
were identified and convicted in the camp. Among them were Spaniard J. Fernandes
and Germans V. Ernst, K. Grabs, R. Traube, F. Gestreman, V. Teplaf,
V. Schmuderer, and V. Brummerhof.”

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There were instances of illegal use of prisoner-of-war labor of Dby the
representatives of camp administration. In addition to working on contracts, former
enemy soldiers sometimes picked mushrooms and berries, redecorated flats, sawed
firewood for camp personnel, or worked in their vegetable gardens or in the
household. The camp authorities were not willing to take the money earned by the
prisoners. For example, in April 1947, an employee of one of the camp subdivisions
received from the Cherepovets city power plant a bonus of 1 thousand roubles for
prisoners of war who worked there. Of that amount, he gave the prisoners only
350 rubles and appropriated the rest of the money.”

In order to prevent such kind of abuse, head of Camp no. 158 Major I. Timoshenko
issued the order “On the Prohibition of Free Allocation of Workforce from among
Prisoners of War for Camp Employees and Free Services of Camp Workshops” in
February 1947. From then on, the withdrawal of workforce into the disposal of camp
personnel had to be carried out only for a fee, according to work-orders issued by the
camp’s production department. For the misappropriation of funds, the perpetrators
were supposed to be brought to administrative and criminal responsibility in
accordance with the current legislation.”

The leadership of the oblast MVD administration also strictly monitored the
correct organization of labor use of prisoners of war. In May 1947, head of the MVD
administration Colonel K. Borovkov ordered to disband the group of prisoners of war
at the Zhelyabov shipyard no. 2 in Ustyuzhensky Raion, where more than
100 prisoners of war worked.” An inspection revealed that the custodial conditions
of the group did not meet the requirements of labor safety and labor use of prisoners
of war. The prisoners were settled in cramped rooms with a living space of
1.75 square meters per person instead of the required 2 square meters, there was no
catering, and the kitchen was located in a barn. Due to the carelessness of Captain
Demidov, the head of the group, weakened prisoners of war worked on a par with

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healthy ones for 10 hours a day. In this regard, the mood of the prisoners of war was
desperate. They stated, “Let us be shot rather than forced to die slowly.”"”

For shortcomings and failures in the camp’s production activities, employees were
brought to administrative responsibility. For instance, in October 1946, the deputy
head of the Camp no. 158 administration was arrested for five days, the head of the
production department was arrested for ten days with the performance of his official
duties, and the head of the subcamp no. 6 was dismissed from the MVD for poor
organization of labor use of prisoners of war.”

Along with that, the leadership of the oblast NKVD-MVD systematically
encouraged and rewarded employees who distinguished themselves with
organizational skills. An example of that is the following fact. In 1946, the
construction of the Chaika camp town (timber logging) in Kirillov Raion was
completed. The plan for the shipment of timber was fulfilled by 111%. Head of the
Department for Prisoners of War and Internees of the Vologda Oblast MVD
Administration Lieutenant Colonel S. Borisov and head of Camp no. 158 Major
N. Egorov were awarded for conscientious performance of their duties.”

Most of the economic bodies assessed the work of the camp apparatus and
prisoners of war as satisfactorily. The director of the Cherepovets city power plant
said that “without the work of prisoners of war, it would be difficult to exceed the
plan.” The director of the Chagoda glass factory repeatedly noted that the factory
fulfilled the plan thanks to the subcamp attached to it. In July 1946, he wrote the
following in the letter to the head of Camp no. 158:

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Head of subcamp no. 3 Comrade Prudovskii deserves a bonus for the assistance
and correct placement of prisoners of war, which contributed to the
implementation of the plant’s proglram.80

In 1944-46, nine camp employees were awarded orders and medals for the
successful fulfillment of special tasks set by the Soviet government. By the decree of
the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR dated June 21, 1945, head of the
camp . Timoshenko was awarded the Order of the Patriotic War of the 2" degree,
Captain V. Zinin, Captain A.N. Afanas'ev, Senior Lieutenant V. Shakhov, Lieutenant
I. Kazunin were awarded the Order of the Badge of Honor, nurses R. Kuznetsova and
T. Lapina were awarded the medal “For Labor Distinction.” In the second half of
1945, 87 camp employees were rewarded with cash bonuses, and 90 employees were
officially thanked.®

Conclusion

Due to its unique location in the frontline zone, which made it possible to
optimally combine the tasks of evacuation and labor use of prisoners of war,
Cherepovets Camp no. 158 became one of the largest camps of the GUPVI system in
the European North of the USSR during the Great Patriotic War. In the conditions of
the changing situation at the fronts, the camp repeatedly changed its specialization
and tasks. Initially, it was used for special check of Red Army servicemen who had
come out of enemy captivity and encirclement. Then it served as a distribution camp,
to which end a network of reception and assembly stations for prisoners of war was
formed in its structure. In the final period of the war, the camp specialized in
production, providing workforce for the enterprises and construction sites in
Cherepovets and neighboring areas.

In the harsh conditions of military reality, the camp staff managed to organize
reception and accommodation of thousands of prisoners of war and their labor use.
The labor of the prisoners of war made it possible to solve the acute problem of
workforce shortages caused by the mass mobilization of the population to the front
and defensive work. The workforce represented by prisoners of war was in high
demand at the largest enterprises and construction sites of Vologda Oblast. Prisoners
of war were engaged both in external contractual work and in internal camp
manufacture, as a rule, the production of consumer goods and construction materials.

Like any forced labor, the labor of prisoners of war was unprofitable. To increase
labor productivity, a set of measures was used, the most significant of which were the

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system of work quotas and labor competition. On the other hand, the labor of
prisoners of war allowed reimbursing (partially or completely) the costs of their
maintenance and was also a way of their anti-fascist re-education. Conscientious
attitude to work was considered as an indicator of loyalty to the Soviet government
and a possible subsequent repatriation of a prisoner of war.
