Abstract. The article presents the sources of information available today about detached storm
officer battalions, the unique military formations of the Red Army during the Great Patriotic War.

The article reveals the traumatic character of the subject for memaoirists, the difficulty in
choosing the proper context (repression or a feat), and the presence of this topic within the scope of
amateur military history.

Today, the topic of victory in the Great Patriotic War plays an important consoli-
dating role in the life of Russian society. This arouses interest in the history of war-
fare among various agents: government agencies, academic community, writers and
journalists, search groups, and the descendants of the veterans. It is not surprising that
our knowledge of the war is regularly replenished by deepening the old topics and
discovering the new ones. But it seems strange that not a single academic paper about
the existence of a unique type of military formations during the war years has been
published so far.

This refers to the detached storm officer battalions (hereinafter referred to as the
OShSB), which appeared in the Red Army in August 1943 in compliance with the
Order No. ORG/2/1348 dated August 1, 1943, signed by Joseph Stalin, the People’s
Commissar for Defense." These units were manned by Soviet middle-ranking and
senior officers who had been taken prisoner or resided in the occupied territory and
who had gone through the so-called filtering by the SMERSH counterintelligence in
order to be given an opportunity “to prove their loyalty to the Motherland with lethal
force. . . in the most active sectors of the front”” in accordance with the order above.
The positions of battalion commanders, deputy commanders for political affairs, ex-
ecutive officers and company commanders were held by the officers who had not
been in captivity or encirclement. Although in many ways the OShSB looked like pe-
nal units (service in a battalion lasted for two months or until a person was wounded
or recommended for an award), their soldiers had a formally different status and
while performing the duties of private non-commissioned riflemen, they retained
their commissioned ranks. The word storm implied both a better training and the abil-
ity to solve more complex problems.

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As a rule, historians come across the OShSB when dealing with such topics as
losses of the officer corps of the Red Army,® the fate of the prisoners of concentration
camps,” penal units,” fate of captivity returnees and repression against them,® work of
the NKVD filtration camps and repatriation of Soviet citizens from Europe.” Howev-
er, very little reliable information about the OShSB is available. Often they are con-
sidered synonymous with penal units or shock-assault force. Even in those cases
when the specific features of the OShSB are correctly identified, historians limit
themselves to retelling the provisions of the Order of the People’s Commissariat of
Defense on the formation of the OShSB.

This state of affairs seems normal in the context of the multidimensional nature of
the topic and the absence of the topic-oriented works. But as | will try to show fur-
ther, we are poorly aware of the OShSB not only due to technical reasons. My goal in
this article is double-natured. On the one hand, it is to review the sources available
today and to present the prospects for studying the OShSB. But at the same time, my
goal is to understand the reasons for the current level of our (poor) awareness of this
wartime phenomenon.

The policy of hushing up and eyewitness memoirs: 1961-89

During the war years, the Soviet propaganda claimed that a Soviet soldier could
not be taken prisoner by the enemy; he would rather commit suicide than bring such
shame on himself. However, it also told the citizens of the USSR and the whole
world how the Germans mistreated Soviet prisoners and slaughtered them massively.®
Although a great number of obligatory limitations, reservations and omissions were

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required, this ambivalence made it possible to write about military captivity later on,
especially during the years of the Khrushchev Thaw.’

Being closely connected with military captivity, the OShSB topic remained under
the ban until Perestroika. For example, on April 1, 1983, the newspaper Pravda pub-
lished a piece about a military memorial close to khutor Vysoky. The story of its re-
lease by the Red Army did not mention that after intense battles the khutor was liber-
ated by the 5" OShSB.™ Accordingly, it is unproductive to look for hints of the
OShSB in the memoirs of major military leaders. However, the fact of repression
against the officers who had gone through military captivity or encirclement was well
known. In 1956, when Georgy Zhukov was the Minister of Defense, he reported to
the Central Committee that sending them to storm battalions was a “serious abuse.”*!

It was harder for the commanders of lower rank to ignore the participation of the
OShSB in the battles. In 1980, the commander of the 203" Rifle Division published
his memoirs.* Describing the battles for the Dnieper, he mentions the 5th Storm Bat-
talion (without revealing the essence of the unit) and describes (and often criticizes)
its participation in the general offensive together with other units. However, the strat-
egy of hushing up might be used as well. For instance, in his memoirs of 1984, the
chief political officer of the 188" Rifle Division noted that instead of the 5" OShSB
the front received some “low trained reinforcement.”*?

At the moment, we are unaware of the published memoirs of the immediate
commanders of the OShSB. However, the archival fonds of F. Setin contain an article
written by the commander of the 5" OShSB Lieutenant Colonel M. Stepanov.** The
article describes a certain battle episode, the above-mentioned seizure of Khutor
Vysoky. Without knowing the operational record of the 5™ OShSB, it is impossible to
understand that the text refers to this particular military unit. Stepanov does not just
omit the number of the unit. The text does not even mention the fact that it was a bat-
talion but not a regiment or a division. For the seizure of the khutor, Stepanov was

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decorated with the Order of the Red Banner," but he could not tell the story in detail
either. Obviously, other commanders were also restrained by the prohibition to men-
tion the OShSB.

Stepanov’s text follows the pattern of Soviet military narratives, which is a set of
mandatory rules for the structure and style of a public story about the war. Under its
influence, the individual memory changed and all the evidence became similar.'® In
Stepanov’s text, the battalion accomplished a feat and thanks to it the members of the
battalion became “normal” Soviet veterans, which their status directly depended on.
Researchers point out that the war became a new “assemblage point” for the Soviet
society, and, unlike the 1920-30s, what a person was doing between 1941 and 1945
was of more importance than their social background.'’

In this regard, it is easy to understand the desire of the officer who got into in the
2" OShSB as a private to show the soldiers of the battalion as a unit equipped with
armored shields to break through especially difficult sections of the enemy’s defense
rather than describe them as innocent victims of repression. The autobiographical
short novel by Igor Tolstoi Men in Cuirasses was published only in 1990 although it
was written during the thaw period in 1961-64."® The text of the first two parts of the
short novel describes the filtration and is closer to lieutenant prose and memories
about the GULAG than to the typical Soviet war memoirs. In the third part, Tolstoi
describes the operational record of the 2" OShSB itself, from training drills to the
last battle. Although both the author and the characters call themselves shtrafniki or
penalized soldiers, the heroic aspects in the description of the OShSB begins to clear-
ly prevail over the repressive ones. At the same time, the author does not tailor the
description to the norms of the Soviet military narrative. The result of this is the text
that gives an idea of the operational record of the 2" OShSB and the sentiments of its
soldiers and integrates tragedy and heroism.

Glasnost and Verbalization of the Trauma: Personal Evidence in 1989-91

The veterans who began to recall the OShSB with the start of Perestroika faced
the necessity to overcome the effects of psychological trauma. Working with this
concept, the researchers of historical memory believe today that the main thing in the
structure of trauma is not the event itself, but the further taboo on speaking about it."
In other words, no matter how humiliating filtration and sending to the OShSB were,
it was the subsequent public hushing up of these topics that transferred them to the
category of things which are hard if not impossible to be recalled by eyewitnesses.

This is clearly seen from the evidence collected by Fedor Setin, Doctor of Philol-
ogy, Professor, a journalist and a veteran of the 5™ OShSB. In the second half of the
1980s he decided to write a book about storm battalions. Having gained access to the
Central Archives of the Ministry of Defense, Setin did not find the necessary com-
plex of documents. According to him, most documents concerning the OShSB were
destroyed after these units had been disbanded.” But pre-war addresses of those who
had served in the 5" OShSB were discovered. Setin sent out several hundred letters to
those addresses. In his collection, which was handed over to the State Archive of the

Some letters reveal the painfulness of this topic rather than the operational record
of the OShSB. A correspondent from Azerbaijan wrote:

... these wounds healed only to prevent blood from flowing from them, is it worth disturb-
ing them again? Who needs it now??!

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Others began to describe their biography, but interrupted the narrative at the mo-
ment when they had been taken prisoner or got into the OShSB. Some of the re-
spondents described their operational record in the OShSB, but they were not ready
to remember anything other than general cold facts. Instead of marginal topics, they
offered to describe the episodes that fitted into the Soviet military narrative better (“If
you are so seriously interested, | was on Lake Balaton and stood next to Georgy Zhu-
kov, within two paces of him”).**

Other correspondents, not every one of them equally willingly, provided unique
details of the battles, ways of recruitment to the OShSB, relations with the ranking
members of the military, training and armament level of the battalion, etc. For exam-
ple, a significant part of the respondent officers had never been to the NKVD filtra-
tion camps. They got to the OShSB directly from front-line collecting points and al-
ternative units, they were sent there when a considerable time had passed after they
returned from captivity and resumed military service. The OShSBs were reinforced
from those sources during the battles to reach the number of 920 people as authorized
on establishment, and existed for more than two months. Many of the servicemen
were held in OShSBs longer than the required two months.

In the course of his work, Setin found another OShSB veteran who tried himself
as a historian. Nikolai Serdyuk had already told a local newspaper about his service
in the OShSB. But, apparently, only after receiving Setin’s letter did he start writing a
more detailed memoir. He could not reveal a lot of details about the 5™ OShSB, since
he fought there for just a couple of days. He volunteered to join a scouting party to
capture a “tongue”. After the success of that mission he was relieved of service in this
“non-guards unit,” as he put it. At the same time, he left a detailed description of the
filtration in the NKVD camp. Memories were not easy for him but, as he wrote to
Setin, “very tough on the nervous system.””® As a result, the text prepared in the late
1980s was published by his relatives many years after his death.?* It seems that but
for Setin’s initiative, Serdyuk would not have started writing about such a marginal
military experience even for personal purposes.

Based on the data collected, Setin wrote a draft version of the essay which re-
vealed the phenomenon of storm battalions through the operational record of the 5th
OShSB, Setin’s personal memories and his general reflections thoughts about the

all).?® The text describes the recruitment and operational record of the 5" OShSB.
The author describes the first battles as an eyewitness, after he was wounded he con-
tinues the story by means of the compiled memories of other people from a number
of archival documents.

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the 5th OShSB was among the first such units to be formed and was kept in the active
army for more than a year, which is several times longer than any other storm battal-
ion.

Noteworthy are Setin’s finds in the field of source study. According to his esti-
mates, in operations record book and other documents of the units, which the OShSB
were subordinated to, their role in operations is often silenced or downplayed, and
their success is attributed to the others. Quite a lot of servicemen of some OShSB
were recommended for a decoration, but Setin draws attention to the fact that among
those decorated there might be a significant number of those who had already died.
After servicemen accomplished their feats, there was no hurry to release them from
the OShSB if they were not wounded. For instance, in the 13" OShSB there were 555
people who were recommended for decorations, but when it was disbanded, only 64
soldiers were still alive.

Setin did not publish any general work on the OShSB. It seems that he was una-
ble to simultaneously adjust this topic to the patterns of the heroic narrative of the
feat and the tragic narrative of repression. The contradictions of his in-between posi-
tion are clearly visible. On the one hand, he writes in the draft of his essay that “logic,
essence, and the time of their (OShSB — A. L.) formation can have no justification.””’
On the other hand, he compares the OShSBs with “pobedit drills for drilling concrete
walls” that were necessary “when the whole division could not break through the en-
emy’s defenses.” It turned out that either the feat was meaningless (waste of officer
staff), or the repression was useful (unique combat characteristics of the OShSB).

Setin made his last public statement about the OShSB in the newspaper article,?®
where he polemicized with the piece about the OShSB published in Moskovsky
Komsomolets on May 9, 1990. Based on a conversation with one of the veterans,
A. Petrochinin, the author of the latter, came to the conclusions, similar to Setin drew,
about the punitive nature the OShSB.? However, it seems that he did it without any
regard to the norms of the Soviet military narrative and completely fitted the topic in-
to the context of penal units and political repression. In his reply, contradicting the
draft version, Setin tried to show the proximity of the OShSB to the ordinary units:
the servicemen were regularly recommended for decorations, and there were high
losses everywhere. It seems that at that moment Setin realized that he could not speak
about the OShSB servicemen only as victims.

Archival Revolution of the 1990s

It seems that Setin was not the only person who had such thoughts. We are una-
ware of new memoirs about the OShSB written in the 1990s. The topic did not gain
any popularity: the society was surfeited both with the Great Patriotic War (since the
Soviet era) and the information about political repression. On the other hand, the very
fact of the existence of penal units was shocking, since it contradicted the image of
the war that had been cultivated for many years. The society was not psychologically
ready to comprehend even more shocking information about the use of officers, for-
mer prisoners of war, as “kamikaze,” as Setin called them. The official recognition of
those who served in the “storm battalions,” among others who suffered from filtra-
tion, as victims of political repression did not help either.*

During the archival revolution in the 1990-2000s, the Order of the People’s
Commissariat of Defense of August 1, 1943 was the only publication on the OShSB
topic.** This is an important document, but not all of its points are unambiguously
understandable. For example, which families are entitled to “all the rights and privi-
leges defined by law for families of commanding officers,” all the OShSB service-
men from among the former prisoners of war or the battalion commanders only?
General instruction letters of General Staff authorizing the formation of each new
OShSB might clarify a number of issues, but they have been neither identified nor
published. The origin of the Order of the People’s Commissariat of Defense of Au-
gust 1 is not clear either. The report of the UPVI (the Administration for Affairs of
Prisoner of War and Internees of the USSR NKVD), which was in charge of the fil-
tration camps at that time, says that the Order was issued on its proposal® but there is
no other evidence for that.

Other documents on the OShSB that became available after the archival revolu-
tion can be divided into two groups. The first one includes the data on their recruit-
ment in the NKVD filtration camps: reports of political departments on the senti-
ments of officers during filtration,® statistics on sending people to the OShSBs, and
places of recruitment. This is the information from the fonds of organizations which

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filtration camps were subordinated to at different times: UPVI NKVD (fonds 1p and
3p in the Russian State Military Archive), the Department of the NKVD and GULAG
screening and filtration camps (Fonds R-9408 and P-9414 in GARF).

The limitations of this data should be taken into account. For example, according
to the NKVD statistics, by October 1, 1944, the camps received 50 441 officers, of
whom only 18 382 were sent to the OShSB and 27 042 were sent to ordinary military
units.** But based on this, we can hardly claim that not all officers got into the
OShSB. Apparently, 27 042 of them had been filtered in the camps before the Order
of the People’s Commissariat of Defense of August 1, but could be sent to the
OShSB later from regular military units. It is also obvious that a part of the OShSB
servicemen were recruited without filtration in the NKVD camps and are not reflect-
ed in their statistics.

Another group of documents, the documents about the direct participation of the
OShSB in the battles, is stored in the Central Archives of the Ministry of Defense
(TSAMO) in Podolsk. Their potential can be partially assessed with the help of a new
electronic database, Pamyat' naroda [Memory of the People]. In the “Documents of
Units” section, when searching by the entry “military unit,” the query OShSB returns
80 documents which mention such formations. But the major results are displayed for
the query of OShTSB (Detached Storm Riffle Battalion, 204 documents) and OShTB
(Detached Storm Battalion, 144 documents). Not all OShSBs are represented; most of
them are mentioned in the documents of other formations. The documents of the
OShSB include combat messages, operation record books and summarizing reports.
It is necessary to mention combat operations reports of the storm group of
28 OShSBs, combat message of 1 OShTSB, operations record books of 1 OShTSB,
5 OShTB, 26 OShTSB, 28 OShTSB. These documents are included into the fonds of
larger formations. There are no fonds of the OShSB in the database. The information-
al value of this evidence should be recognized as high: we can see the operational
record of the formations, their armament, the interaction with neighbors, numerical
force, losses, and the number of persons recommended for decorations.

Military History in the Internet Age

The 2000s were marked with bringing back public and state interest in the topic
of war.* This process coincided with the spread of easily accessible Internet. In sum,
they had a huge impact on the study of the OShSB topic.

After the lull of the 1990s, new personal evidence began to appear. Within the
scope of the Internet project “I Remember,” the enthusiasts interviewed many former
prisoners of war. It must be taken into account that this is not an account of an eye-
witness, but the result of literary adaptation at least. However, the amateurs did what

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the professionals did not want to do: they found a veteran of the 10th OShSB, who
described the structure of the battalion and its participation in the Jassy—Kishinev Of-
fensive.®® Thanks to the Internet, fragmentary evidence about the OShSB scattered
across small-circulation literature have become available. For example, a brief de-
scription of the participation of one of the OShSB in the battles of Budapest found its
place in the book by a veteran Mikhail Ashik.*” The amateurs made available another
rare source, the so called List No. 33 compiled by the General Staff in the 1960s with
information about 29 OShSBs with the indication of time when they were included
into the Acting Army.*®

It became possible to gather new information about the OShSB from the data-
bases of the Ministry of Defense “Memorial” (about the dead) and “Feat of the Peo-
ple” (about the decorated). Despite the advanced interface for entering a search que-
ry, they cannot give an unambiguous answer about the number of the dead and the
decorated in the OShSB. The problem is connected with the complex designation of
the OShSB, which is similar to engineering units, to penal units, and to storm groups.
In a number of documents OShSB is registered as a destruction battalion. On the con-
trary, the abbreviation OShOSB (Detached Storm Officer Riffle Battalion) mentioned
by veterans does not appear in the databases. As a result, the Memorial database finds
the OShSB servicemen, when entering in the column “Last Place of Service” such
data as “OShSB”, “OShTSB”, “OShTB”, “otd. shturm. str. bat.”, “osob. shturm. istr.
b-n”, “osob. shturm. b-n”. In order to get the full picture, identification of other pos-
sible options is needed. It is also obvious that some records about the OShSB were
hidden in the records of penal battalions and similar formations.

The Feat of the People database is also interesting in terms of analysis of com-
mendation lists which contain the descriptions of feats. Most of the information is
given by the commendation lists of the regular battalion commanders not for a specif-
ic battle, but for the totality of merit: they briefly describe the entire operational rec-
ord of the OShSB led by them. The description of individual battle episodes in the
commendation lists should be treated with caution. It can be said that their subjectivi-
ty balances the frugality of information about the OShSB’s contribution to the victory
from the summary messages of the larger formations that they were led by.

It should be recognized that in the study of the OShSB through the above-
mentioned databases professional historians were upstaged by search groups united

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by online forums, local history experts and military history enthusiasts. Some of them
write under their real names, for example, Yurii Rzhevtsev (author of articles on the
history of the police officer military units), Igor Tkachuk, and Anatolii Fedorov. The
latter posted on the forum a brainchild of meticulous collective work, “List of De-
tached Storm Riffle Battalions of the Red Army.”*® The searchers not only checked
the information of the List No. 33 for all OShSB, but also supplemented it with the
names of the OShSB commanders and the names of the formations which they were
subordinated to. The main achievement though is the identification of the real
OShSB’s military unit numbers and field post office numbers. Only thanks to them it
Is possible to find a number of records in the databases and identify a unit as an
OShSB, or a dead/decorated person as its serviceman. It seems impossible to ignore
the work done, although, of course, the data presented should be checked up and sup-
plemented in the future.

Conclusion

A. Petrushin wrote in his essay: “They are still silent about storm battalions. Be-
cause it’s a shame.”*® As this article shows, the reasons for that are more complex.
Formation of the source base is closely related to the peculiarities of transformation
of collective memory.

Prior to Perestroika, the OShSB topic was under a ban. In the Soviet military nar-
rative there was no place for repression and penal units. Few memoirists had to resort
to hushing up, which deprived the stories of specific details and, ultimately, of mean-
ing, because the commanders of some abstract “units” and nameless privates cannot
be heroes of full value. The creation of an autobiographical story by Igor Tolstoi un-
der those conditions should be recognized as a great success.

During the years of Perestroika, Fedor Setin’s attempt to write down the history
of the OShSB and the search for veterans of these units showed not only the painful-
ness of the topic, but also the difficulty in choosing a narrative strategy. It turned out
that under the conditions of Glasnost the OShSB could not be included in the Soviet
military narrative: they have too much from the penal units and their servicemen are
too similar to the victims of repression. As a result, in the context of rapid changes in
the spiritual life of the country, the veterans chose to return to the strategy of hushing
up and to not publish their memoirs. Shocked by a considerable amount of new in-
formation about its past, the society, in its turn, was not ready to accept the OShSB
phenomenon back then and is not ready today. As a result, the OShSB servicemen
turned out to be abandoned for the memory both as heroes and as victims of repres-
sion.

In the 1990-2000s, professional historians obtained an opportunity to study the
history of the OShSB. The archival revolution resulted in disclosure of the fonds of
the NKVD filtration camps and departments that dealt with the formation of storm
battalions. Combat documents from the Central Archive of the Ministry of Defense
also became available. At the same time the archives of the state security apparat and
the messages of political departments in military units still remain inaccessible to re-
searchers.

In the Internet era, instead of professional historians, amateurs (again) put their
hand to the matter. Not only did they search and distribute data, but also obtained
new personal evidence and even seriously studied the available mass sources. In the
course of meticulous work, amateurs collected large amounts of data, but did not
manage to generalize and present it in the form of new humanitarian knowledge. It
will be possible to judge about the proportion of repressive and penal aspect in the
OShSB, on the one hand, and the heroic aspects, on the other, only after the detailed
analysis of their organization and use in combat. As this article shows, there is a suf-
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ficient source base for this. But professional historians will have to enter the territory
of military history, which is evidently not very popular with them.
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
