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Don Great Military Krug of the Fourth Convocation (1918-1920):
Elections, Composition of the Deputy Corps, Main Political Factions

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the elections to the Great Military Krug of the
Fourth Convocation in August 1918. The author describes the composition of the deputy corps of
the Krug and the political factions in it. The author provides a detailed analysis of the electoral
legislation, the course of the campaign, and the electoral struggle between Ataman Pyotr Krasnov
and the opposition. The Great Military Krug on the Don was formed after the expulsion of the
Bolsheviks from the Don territory. In fact, it played the role of the Don Constituent Assembly, even
though it was elected exclusively by the local Cossacks and all the non-Cossack population was
deprived of the right to vote. The elections were held under a plurality system of relative majority in
single-mandate and multi-mandate districts in Cossack stanitsas and in single-mandate districts in
front-line regiments. The author of the article describes the number of the Krug deputies and shows
their social and religious composition. The elections held under a plurality system and the absence
of established parties made it difficult to determine the results of the elections. Therefore, in order
to understand the political composition of the Krug, the author turns to the description of informal
factions that emerged during the work of the Don “parliament.” Although officially there were no
party factions in the Krug and it was divided into ten districts according to the territorial principle,
the “left” and “right” wings and the “center” still emerged among the deputies. Having studied these
factions, the author comes to the conclusion that all of them were characterized by the desire to
preserve the privileged position of the Cossacks on the Don, and the reason for the confrontation
was not so much ideological as different attitudes to certain personalities. For this reason, quite
paradoxical combinations were formed in the Krug: the “leftists” and “centrists” initially jointly
fought against the “right” P. Krasnov, and after his resignation, the “leftists” and “rightists” got
united against the “centrists” and supporting General A. Denikin.

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Introduction

The events of the Civil War in the Don region, as well as in other Cossack regions,
had not only ideological and economic dimensions but also a class dimension. One of
the main conflicts there was between the Cossacks, who considered themselves
masters of the region and enjoyed significant political and economic privileges, and
non-Cossacks (both peasants and townspeople), who had no such advantages.
According to the data collected for the Military Krug, 1,351,812 Cossacks (49%),
939,003 “indigenous peasants” (34.03%), and 468,246 “non-indigenous peasants”
(16.97%) resided in the Don region.! According to the data collected by the Don
Cossacks themselves, Cossacks did not constitute the absolute majority of the
region’s population. In April 1918, the Cossack anti-Bolshevik uprising began in the
Don region, which resulted in the emergence of a new state formation — the Almighty
Don Host (Vsevelikoe Voisko Donskoe, the VD), which existed until the beginning
of 1920. In late April — early May 1918, the Krug of Salvation of the Don gathered in
Novocherkassk and elected Lieutenant General P. Krasnov Ataman of the VVD. As a
result, Krasnov received almost dictatorial powers and preserved them until the Great
Military Krug (Bol'shoi Voiskovoi Krug, the BVK) was convened.

The BVK, which was soon to be convened, was officially regarded as the fourth
convocation (the first convocation being gathered in May and June 1917; the second
one, in September 1917; the third one, in December 1917). If we take into account
the Krug of Salvation of the Don and consider it as the Great Military Krug as well,
the one being planned was not the fourth but the fifth convocation. Moreover, if we
take into account two smaller krugs (those of August 1917 and February 1918), it was
in fact the seventh convocation.? However, all the previous krugs were actually self-
governing bodies of the Cossacks and did not have such broad powers that would
apply not only to Cossack stanitsas but also to the towns of the Almighty Don Host,
and to the entire non-Cossack population in the region. In fact, the Great Don
Military Krug of the fourth convocation became the Don Constituent Assembly.®
However, having adopted the basic laws of the Almighty Don Host, it was not
dissolved, as it should have been expected, but continued its work as an ordinary

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parliament.* Although Krasnov retained a number of extraordinary powers even after
the beginning of the Krug’s work, his power became severely limited. For example,
the deputies had the right to issue, amend, supplement, and repeal laws, elect the
Military Ataman and the Military Controller, consider and approve the budget,
declare war and make peace.’ The Krug was a factor that had to be reckoned with by
both the ataman and the VVolunteer Army.

The Great Military Krug of the Fourth Convocation is mentioned in many works
related to the Civil War in the South of Russia.® In most cases, however, the authors
mention its powers and legislative work rather than anything related to the election
campaign or the Krug deputies. However, several studies pay some attention to the
storylines mentioned in this article.” In addition, it is worth noting that one can often
find inaccurate information about the elections to the Krug. For example, in the
monograph by Yu. Grazhdanov published in 1997, it is stated that the Cossack
“patriarchal customs were reflected. .. in the form of a number of restrictions for
women.” The author claimed that supposedly they “had the opportunity to vote but
not to be elected.” In reality, the electoral law contained no such restrictions.
Furthermore, speaking about the norm of representation from the villages, the author
of the monograph gives irrelevant data taken from the first version of the law that had
been seriously corrected by the day of voting.® All these errors, unfortunately, are

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repeated once more in another relatively new monograph by Yu. Grazhdanov.® Thus,
the purpose of this article is to eliminate the lacunas in the consideration of this little-
studied topic, namely of the process of elections to the Don Great Military Krug of
the Fourth Convocation and the composition of the deputy corps.

Main body

The draft version of the “Provisions on Elections” was prepared by a commission
under the leadership of the head of the Department of Internal Affairs G. Yanov, a
military sergeant major or voiskovoi starshina (later colonel). It was presented by the
ataman at the meeting of the Council of Department Heads (Sovet Upravlyayushchikh
Otdelami, the SUO) on May 28, 1918."° As noted by M. Gorchukov, a deputy
chairman of the Don Salvation Krug, it was the monarchists G. Yanov and
I. Rodionov who practically led Krasnov to the position of ataman and actually ruled
the Don.'* The draft version of the Provisions on Elections was discussed soon
afterwards at the sessions of the Krug on May 29 and May 30, where certain
comments and amendments to it were made. On June 4, 1918, the SUO adopted the
provisions, but recommended to change the norms of representation from stanitsas.

According to the adopted Provisions on Elections, the Great Military Krug of the
Almighty Don Host was formed of members elected by the population on the basis of
universal and equal suffrage without distinction of sex by direct election and secret
ballot. Elections were organized and held by stanitsas and mobilized regiments. All
Don Cossacks, male and female, who had reached the age of 21 by the day of voting,
had the right to participate in the elections. Mobilized Cossacks also had an
opportunity to vote. On the contrary, the ranks of the newly formed army did not
have such a right (that was justified by the fact that the army should be out of
politics).”> Among non-Cossacks, only those who had taken part in the struggle
against the Bolsheviks “personally or through members of their family” and had been
admitted to the Cossacks by the verdict of the stanitsa assembly could vote. This was
the case even if the verdict had not yet been approved by the government. The ideas
of “parity,” popular in the Cossack milieu six months earlier, had been abandoned, so
that urban and rural non-residents did not get the right to vote in the elections to the
Military Krug.

Persons recognized as insane in accordance with the established procedure, as well
as deaf people and persons under guardianship, could not participate in the elections.
The right to vote was also deprived of all persons who participated in the battles
against the Cossacks together with the Red Guards with weapons in their hands; those
convicted of various crimes (e.g., theft, usury, pandering, etc.); deserters. In order to
vote, one had to be on the electoral list of the stanitsa where he lived. In fact, one

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could run and be elected in any stanitsa, but vote only in the stanitsa to which they
were assigned.

Elections were held by districts corresponding to the stanitsas. According to the
first edition of the Provisions on Elections, stanitsas with a population not exceeding
5,000 residents were to elect one deputy; those with a population from 5,000 to
10,000, two; from 10,000 to 20,000, three; from 20,000 to 30,000, four; etc. On
June 26, 1918, the Council of Department Heads revised the standards of
representation. From that moment on, stanitsas with a population not exceeding
3,000 residents had to elect one deputy; from 3,000 to 6,000, two; from 6,000 to
10,000, three; and over 10,000, four. Mobilized Cossacks were to send one deputy
per regiment. Originally it was supposed that in order to nominate a candidate it
would be necessary to obtain the support of at least 30 electors. That support should
be articulated either by signing the corresponding notes or by declaring the decision
verbally at a stanitsa meeting, which was to be convened two weeks before the
elections. However, later that article was modified. Any candidate or voters were
allowed to declare candidacy without collecting a fixed number of signatures or
verbal endorsements. The elections themselves took place on a day appointed by the
ataman and lasted for 12 hours from 8 o’clock in the morning.

Electoral notes could be of any form or sample, but they had to be submitted in
folded form. The note contained names, patronymics and surnames of desired
candidates, the total number of which should not exceed the number of deputies to be
elected from a stanitsa (or a regiment). If more candidates were indicated in the note,
the extra ones were excluded. Those candidates who received the largest number of
votes became the members of the Great Military Krug. Thus, a plurality system of
relative majority was applied (in single-mandate or multi-mandate districts). The
protocols and all notes were submitted to the Military Election Commission, which
made them public by issuing special ballots and publishing them in the newspaper
Donskoi Krai.

The government newspaper Don noted that in the decision, according to which the
right to vote was granted not only to male and female Don Cossacks but also to those
non-Cossacks who took part in the struggle against the Bolsheviks and were admitted
to the Cossacks, one might see something archaic, something from the Don past.™

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V. Pashchinskii, the author of a brochure devoted to the composition of the Great
Military Krug, pretentiously claimed that such a wide practical application of the
system based on four principles — universal, equal, direct, and secret election — took
place “in the Don region almost for the first time in the World,”16 which, of course,
did not correspond to reality. The supporters of the electoral law from the newspaper
responded to the quite natural accusations from non-Cossacks that the composition of
the Krug would be limited by the criterion of social class as follows:

Equality of rights must be accompanied by equality of duties, but where is this
latter equality for the Cossack and non-Cossack population? The Cossack
population alone bore the whole burden of the war with the Bolshevik gangs, and
only a small part of the non-Cossacks joined the Cossack detachments to fight
against the Red Army and the Red Guards. The part of the non-Cossack
population that proved in practice its sincere desire to bear equal duties with the
Cossacks has already been accepted into the Cossacks and therefore received
equal rights with the Cossacks.*’

The rest of non-Cossacks either did not take part in the struggle against the
Bolsheviks or “sided with the enemies of the silent Don.” Therefore, if they were
allowed to join the Krug, they would hamper its work. The government newspaper
concluded that

These “guests” can introduce their own rules in their own governorates. This iS
their full right. But the Cossacks, the owners of the Don land, cannot allow them
to come to the Don with these rules.*®

The Taganrog newspaper Yuzhnoye Slovo responded by noting that if townspeople
and peasants, 1.e. 53% of the total population, were “guests” of the Don, there were
“too many guests” with whom the Cossacks “could not manage.”"

Following the order of the military ataman no. 173 as of June 4, 1918, the elections
were scheduled for August 5-6, and the convening of the Krug was planned for
August 15, 1918.%° The preparation for the elections was difficult. For example, the

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Bolsheviks destroyed the lists of families in some stanitsas of the Donets district,
which made it difficult to compile voter lists.”* Other stanitsas were still under the
control of the Red Guards (by mid-July, there were four such stanitsas in the Khoper
district and six — in the Ust'-Medveditskii district).”” However, by August, the Reds
had been driven out of almost all the territory of the Don. As a result, all the stanitsas,
except for five Kalmyk stanitsas in the Salskii district, were able to send their
representatives to the Military Krug.?® The stanitsa residents who were not members
of the detachments but had left their stanitsas due to the presence of the Bolsheviks
were also allowed to send their representatives to the Krug in accordance with the
common proportion agreed for all. In such a case, the voting could be conducted in
any way due to technical difficulties, but the question of recognizing the authority of
such representatives was left to the discretion of the Military Krug.**

The election campaign took place in a very tense atmosphere. According to
Cossack F. Mel'nikov, who controlled the voting in several farms, unlike the elections
to the Constituent Assembly, the elections to the Krug were rather tense. He recalled
that

the names of the candidates did not sound empty and were familiar. They were
known. . .. Some less, others more. ... The candidates were talked about. They
were judged by their past lives, their activities.”

A. Denikin recalled that

The opposition to the ataman was intellectually strong and often worked using
the techniques that undermined the very idea of the Don power. .. The ataman
dealt with the opposition vigorously. Its most prominent representatives were
neutralized in one way or another.?

Colonel L. Novosil'tsev (a Kadet and ex-deputy of the State Duma of the first and
fourth convocations), who wrote reports on the situation in the Don region for the

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command of the VVolunteer Army, noted the shortcomings of the law that undermined
political stability in the region:

Yanov’s Commission faced a difficult question. The majority of the male
population was at the front and any participation of the front-line units in the
political life was unacceptable. But how to avoid it when the majority were in the
ranks of the army? The young army was deprived of representation, there was no
difficulty in that, but the army of former front-line soldiers had to be given some
compromise solutions. | believe that Yanov’s Commission unsuccessfully
resolved that issue by granting full political rights to the front-line units. Rallies
started immediately, agitation began, and that led to failures at the
front. . . Passions grew stronger and stronger, which reflected even more on the
front-line units that had already faced enough of the political venom back in
1917.%

In Novosil'tsev’s opinion, the newspaper Donskoi Krai also played a negative role in
the election campaign. The newspaper was close to Krasnov, “propagandized
monarchism in an extremely crude manner,” made passions grow even stronger, and
added fuel to the flames of the left-wing sentiments, the left wing “seeing in it an
attempt to return to the past.”®® The opposition accused Krasnov’s followers of
drinking and almost bribing deputies. In return, supporters of the ataman accused the
opposition of agitation among the troops.”® Attempts of oppositionists from the
military environment, such as General V. Sidorin, General E. Semiletov, and Colonel
A. Gushchin, to influence the front-line units did take place. Colonel A. Golubintsev
recalled how declarations and proclamations signed by General Sidorin and directed
against Ataman Krasnov were sent to his detachment during the election. “Outraged
by such demagogic and dangerous agitation,” Golubintsev

ordered to destroy this filthy waste paper and sent a report to the troops
headquarters with a request not to send such dangerous rubbish to the troops
anymore.*

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The State Archive of the Russian Federation has preserved the protocols of all
stanitsa election commissions (and some voter lists), the materials of which can be
useful for genealogical research. However, because of a plurality system of relative
majority, they provide relatively little information for political analysis. Therefore,
the complete results of voting will not be cited in this work. However, the results will
be considered with reference to the example of the “metropolitan” district. At the
stanitsa Krug in Novocherkasskaya stanitsa, 27 candidates for the Great Krug were
nominated, but four of them apparently refused to run. All others were included in the
candidate list in the order corresponding to the number of votes received at the
preliminary voting, with the first four places going to P. Popov, E. Semiletov,
A. Bondarev, and V. Dubovskii. The election of the Krug members took place on the
appointed days and ran practically without incident. A total of 1,936 people came to
the ballot boxes out of 14,663 on the lists (12.95%). The number of votes recognized
as valid was 1,898. Since four members of the Krug were to be elected from that
stantisa, any voter could indicate the names of four candidates. The results of the
main voting seriously differed from the preliminary voting. The list of the deputies
elected as a result of the campaign looked as follows: teacher A. Bondarev
(977 votes, 51,48%), State Counselor N. Duvakin (825 votes, 43,47%), Lieutenant-
General P. Popov, a former campaign ataman, Krasnov’s opponent (753 votes,
39,67%), and State Counselor A. Leonov, a former regional marshal of the nobility
(696 votes, 36,67%). On the fifth place (which meant he was not elected) was
V. Dubovskii, an attorney at law with 687 votes (36,2%). E. Semiletov, a prominent
opponent of Krasnov, took only the eighth place with 406 votes (21.39%).*
However, he still became a member of the Krug, being elected from stanitsa
Bogoyavlenskaya of the First Don district.*

In other districts, the voters’ turnout was much better. For example, in stanitsa
Veshenskaya, 10,301 out of 11,433 people on the lists (90.09%) attended the
elections.®® While in stanitsa Novocherkasskaya there was a serious and persistent
competition between the participants and there were many well-known people among
the candidates, in a number of stantisas, the Krug was joined by random people.
Colonel I. Kalinin recalled how during the retreat of the Whites in early 1920, he saw
“a hefty fellow lounging on the railway sleepers.” It was in fact a “democratically”
minded member of the Krug from stanitsa Berezovskaya (apparently, he meant
Cornet F. Biryukov, a citizen of Berezovskii farm from stanitsa Anninskaya of the
Khoper district). The deputy drank pure undiluted alcohol and told how he had
worked as an acrobat for the Chinizelli circus in Petrograd and then returned to his
native village and was elected a deputy of the Military Krug as a former resident of
the capital.** F. Mel'nikov shared his colorful memories of managing elections in the
vicinity of stanitsa Elanskaya of the Upper-Don district. For example, the ataman of
Antonovskii farm proposed to call only old men for voting in order to speed up the
process. He believed that men would “vote for the women who had to cook dinner
and milk the cows,” but it was possible to persuade him that in that case the elections

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would be incorrect and invalid. The Cossacks discussed for a long time who to vote
for, cast glances at Mel'nikov, then continued discussion again, occasionally
commenting on what was happening, “We are all dark people! Who knows what’s
best!” On the Mokhovskii farm, women did not want to participate in the elections,
and the local ataman had to threaten them with a fine in the amount of a bottle of
moonshine and two chickens.*

K. Kaklyugin, a Kadet and former deputy of the State Duma, claimed that the Krug
was to include 339 members, 265 deputies from stanitsas and 74 deputies from
military regiments.*® Probably, it was the originally planned number of deputies,
which was subsequently increased. Already in August it turned out that the chairman
of the election commission Yanov had arbitrarily allowed larger farms to hold
elections directly from the farm communities.*” In addition, at the end of July, the
Council of Department Heads granted the right to send their deputies to the Krug to
individual batteries, which for tactical combat efforts could not be assigned to any
military regiments.® E. Kiskevich wrote about 354 deputies in the Krug of the Fourth
Convocation (275 from stanitsas and 79 from front-line regiments), which
distinguished it from the previous krugs that included 700-800 deputies.* The same
data can be found in the reports prepared for the command of the Volunteer Army.*
By August 15, the opening day for the Fourth Convocation of the Krug, 302 deputies
had gathered in Novocherkassk.* According to the list compiled in September 1918
and then cited in the brochure by V. Paschinskii, 359 deputies arrived there for the
first session.”? The list of deputies, which apparently dates back to 1919, contains
350 persons.*® Sometimes members of the Krug were replaced when an elected
deputy died or behaved inappropriately. For example, Sergeant Skachkov, elected
from the 19" Cavalry Cossack Regiment, was deprived of power at the very first

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session for participation in the Bolshevik movement. His place was taken by another
candidate, the one who came second in the elections despite the fact that there were
proposals to deprive that regiment of representation altogether “as a dispersed
regiment.”** After the beginning of the Krug’s work, elections were held in those
stanitsas where had been no opportunity to hold elections on time. For example, four
Kalmyk stanitsas of the Sal'skii district elected their representatives in November—
December 1918.* New deputies to replace those who had died or were deprived of
power for one reason or another appeared until October 1919.°

The most comprehensive data on the composition of the Krug were cited in the
brochure by V. Pashchinskii. According to these data, all deputies were literate. 56%
of the deputies had elementary education, 18.1% had secondary education, 15% had
acquired home education (or were self-taught), about 11.4% had higher education
(including 3.7% who had law degrees). As for their previous experience, 48% of the
Krug’s deputies had not been engaged in any public work earlier; 14.3% had been
district, village and farm atamans; 14% had been atamans before (including one
member of the Krug who used to be a marching ataman); 7.4% had been members of
the previous convocations of the Military Krug; 7% had been members of co-
operative, consumer, and agricultural societies; 6,4% held minor district and stanitsa
posts in the present or in the past (assistants of district and stanitsa atamans, stanitsa
judges, treasurers, trustees); 1.7% were officers of the Military Government and
managers of the Military Krug departments; 1.1% were former deputies of the State
Duma, 1.1% were zemstvo activists; and 0.3% , city activists.”” Among the deputies
of the State Duma elected to the Krug were I. Kadatskii (the third convocation, a non-
partisan member of the Russian national group, the Cherkasskii district), F. Kryukov
(the first convocation, a member of the Labor Group, a People’s Socialist until the
spring of 1917, the Ust'-Medveditskii district), E. Kurkin (the first convocation, an
Octobrists’ sympathizer, non-partisan, non-factional or a member of the Party of

65% of the deputies were farmers; 35% were representatives of intellectual
professions, including military men on duty (about 12.6%), public figures (5.4%),
public teachers (4%), court officials (3.6%), directors and teachers of secondary
schools (2.3%), clergy (1.4%), engineers (about 0.9%), students (about 0.6%),
merchants (about 0.6%), veterinarians (0.3%), writers (0.3%), and those with no
particular occupation (about 0.8%). In terms of ranks and positions, 28.3% of the
deputies were uryadniks (or Cossak sergeants); 18%, company officers; 12%,
wachtmeisters; 8%, officer cadets (podkhorundzhii); 3.4%, staff officers; 3%,
generals. In addition, 21% of the deputies had no ranks at all, 5% of them had civil
ranks; 0.3% were non-combatants, paramedics, and clerks. In terms of religion,
Orthodox Christians made up to 90% of all deputies; Old Believers, up to 7%;
Buddhists, 3%. The majority of Old Believers were elected from the 2™ Don district,
and the majority of Buddhists, from the Kalmyk stanitsas of the Salskii district. The
youngest deputy was 21 years old; the oldest, 64 years old. 23.3% of the Krug
members were between 21 and 30 years of age; 37% were between 31 and 40 years
of age; 25% were between 41 and 50 years of age; 13.3% were between 51 and

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60 years of age; 1.4% were between 61 and 64 years old.*® All deputies were men,
although women were not prohibited by law from being elected to the Krug.

While commenting on the composition of the deputies, K. Kaklyugin noted that the
Krug,

consisting of strong and able-bodied members of age, having a fairly high
educational qualification, . .. correctly reflected and represented the Cossacks
based on their main trade (agriculture) and their main occupation (military
service).”

A. Denikin, on the contrary, considered that

the composition of the Krug was rather random and intellectually unsuitable for
resolving the state issues that arose from the Don’s sovereign existence.”

L. Novosil'tsev believed that the Krug was not able to perform any state work, but its
composition was still “much better” than the composition of a similar assembly in
any governorate of Russia.”

There was no division into party factions inside the Krug; they were replaced by
deputy groups formed on a territorial basis in accordance with the division of the
Almighty Don Host into districts (see the table below).

The difference in the level of education and years of public activity between the
representatives of different districts was very noticeable. Of 41 deputies of the
Cherkasskii district, 28 were farmers, 16 had never been engaged in public activities,
and only 4 had higher education. At the same time, in the 1% Don district, 30 of
58 deputies were farmers, only 8 had never been engaged in public activities, and 15
had higher education.*®

Despite the absence of full-fledged party factions, certain political groupings still
existed in the Krug. At the first session, two opposite wings emerged. The first was
the one of the supporters of Ataman Krasnov, whose views were a mixture of
monarchism, certain Cossack nationalism, and pro-German orientation. The core of
this group was made up of the “Cherkasy,” i.e. the deputies from the Cherkasskii
district. Their leader was monarchist G. Yanov (stanitsa Starocherkasskaya). Being
an editor of the periodical Donskie Vedomosti in the early 1910s, he took part in the
development of the ideology of the Don nationalism.>* On the other hand, the right-
wing supporters of the ataman were confronted by the opposition, which consisted of
liberals and leftists oriented towards the Entente countries. Kadet V. Kharlamov
(stanitsa Ust'-Bystryanskaya of the 1* Don district) was the leader of the liberal wing
(political center) while the left wing was headed by P. Ageev (stanitsa Kletskaya of
the Ust'-Medveditskii district), who was close to the Menshevik Social Democrats,
and lieutenant colonel M. Gnilorybov (stanitsa Velikoknyazheskaya of the Salskii
district). The majority of the KRug deputies did not belong to the first or the second
camp and constantly fluctuated when voting.

In one of his reports, Colonel Novosiltsev described the balance of forces in the
Krug as follows:

There was an attempt to organize a special group of front-line soldiers, but,
fortunately, that attempt failed mostly due to the efforts of the opposition, which
took into account the danger and prevented it. The group of front-line soldiers

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would certainly have joined the opposition, but what it would have done then is
difficult to say. The districts can be characterized as follows. The districts that
were most enthusiastic and at the same time believed in the cause of Ataman
Krasnov were the Cherkasskii, Taganrog, Rostov, Donetsk, and the 2™ Don
districts.

The opposition districts were the 1% Don district, the Khoper, Ust'-Medveditskii,
and Salskii districts. The Upper-Don district had no definite physiognomy and
was possibly divided in half. Similarly, one cannot help pointing out that the
Ust'-Medveditskii district as well as the Salskii district did not always tend to any
agreements and depended very much on whether Gnilorybov and Ageev were
present.

At the beginning of the Krug sessions, the group supporting Ataman Krasnov
was much better organized, and despite the large number of the opposition
members, that group directed the work of the Krug.>

The leftist newspaper Narodnaya mysl', in its turn, wrote about the composition of
the “Don parliament” as follows:

Both the right and left wings are represented. The right wing is a small group, the
so-called Cherkasy, which is increasing its numbers little by little from
everywhere, without any restriction in its methods; the left wing is represented by
the front-line soldiers. The center includes the elements who represented the
Kaledin Government and the groups which adjoined it and during the Bolshevik
period were called counter-revolutionaries. Now they are referred to as the
opposition. And the rest of the deputies, the ruck, do not distinguish right from
left, applaud to both, and welcome both the Volunteer Army and the Ukrainian
ambassador. But it is the ruck that will eventually decide the case. Although its
participation in the work is unintelligible, it is decisive.*®

I. Kalinin spoke in more or less similar vein:

There was almost no partisanship in the Krug. There were groupings around this
or that person from the intelligentsia who was most trusted. For instance, the
deputies from the Khoper district were more inclined to [P.R.] Dudakov; those
from the Ust'-Medveditskii district, to the left-wing Ageev or [P.A.] Skachkov of
uncertain color (not to be confused with the deputy deprived of power for
Bolshevism. — A. Ch.); the deputies from the Cherkasskii district were more

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inclined to Yanov, the leader of the local “bisons” and an ardent supporter of
Krasnov. But almost such decisions were made that were pleasing to Kharlamov,
whose personality subjugated all the petty public.’

If we talk about some regularities or general trends, we can note that among
Krasnov’s supporters were the Cossacks from those districts that were be breeding
grounds of Bolshevism and where the majority of the non-Cossack population was
concentrated (namely the Taganrog, Rostov, and Donetsk districts).”®

The first session of the Great Military Krug was held from August 15 till
September 20, 1918. Representative of the opposition V. Kharlamov®® (“not the
extreme right, not the left the golden mean”®’) was elected Chairman of the Krug on a
non-alternative basis with 294 votes of 303 of the deputies present at the session.®
On the other hand, having secured the support of 234 deputies out of 338, Krasnov
retained the post of ataman,® although he was forced to make certain concessions (in
particular, he had to close down the newspaper Donskoi Krai, whose editorial staff
consisted of his supporters and was engaged in propaganda of monarchism and anti-
Semitism). The 2™ Don, Donetsk, and Cherkasskii districts, as well as Salskii district,
usually considered to be part of the opposition, nominated Krasnov for the position of
ataman, while the Khoper, Ust'-Medveditskii, 1* Don, and Upper-Don districts
nominated both Krasnov and Lieutenant-General A. Bogaevskii, Chairman of the
Council of Department Heads at the time. Bogaevskii, a supporter of the orientation
towards the Entente countries and subordination to Denikin, withdrew his candidacy
but still received 70 votes.®® The ataman disliked both the Krug and various “party”
groupings that, in his opinion, were undermining the unity of the Cossacks:

Intelligentsia and, what is worse, semi-intelligentsia, public teachers, petty
lawyers joined the Krug, managed to seize the minds of the Cossacks, and from
that moment on the Krug was divided not only geographically by districts and

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stanitsas but also by political parties. The chairman of the Krug was not
passionate patriot Yanov, whose whole faith consisted in the ardent love for the
Don Host and the Cossacks, but the leader of the Constitutional Democratic Party
V. Kharlamov, a former member of the Russian State Duma, an experienced
parliamentarian well-versed in political struggle.®*

In the autumn of 1918 and early winter of 1919, the sentiments in the Krug became
more oppositional towards the ataman. By the beginning of 1919, against the
background of defeats at the front, the sentiments in the Krug had finally shifted
towards the opposition, and on February 2 (15) the ataman was forced to resign
during the second session. Krasnov’s resignation was supported by most of the
districts, while the Cherkasskii, Donetsk, and the 2™ Don districts were against it, and
most of the deputies from the Cherkasskii district, headed by Yanov, left the session
and did not take part in the voting.®®

After Bogaevskii was elected ataman, the balance of forces in the Krug changed
considerably. The right wing of the Krug went into the shadows, and the main
struggle developed between the liberal-centrist wing headed by Kharlamov (the main
supporter of the new ataman) and the left wing headed by Ageev and Gnilorybov,
who remained part of the opposition. A. Denikin recalled that in 1919 the Krug was
ruled by the Kadets headed by Kharlamov. The right wing (Krasnov’s supporters)
headed by Yanov and the left wing headed by Ageev belonged to the opposition. At
the same time, “special Cossack interests had a significant impact on the political
ideology of all groups.”® As noted in one of the reports to the White command, the
extreme political wings (those of Yanov and Ageev) had converged by the summer.
And

the latter is getting more and more influence, and this is explained by the fact that
the Kadets are now gaining strength on the Don, . . . and with the inability of the
Kadets to govern with authority, the groups directed farther to the left headed by
Ageev are taking the lead.”’

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At the same time, the new ataman Bogaevskii was also looking for rapprochement
with the group of Krasnov’s supporters, which can be seen in Yanov’s promotion to
major-general in June 1919.%

The situational unification of Yanov’s and Ageev’s supporters is not surprising,
given their common dislike of Denikin and the centralizing tendencies of the
“volunteers.” The commander-in-chief of the Armed Forces of South Russia recalled
that

irreconcilable in all other respects, both flanks of the Don public converged in
their hostile attitude towards the main command and the government of the
South, resorting to purely demagogic methods towards us.

In addition, pro-Cossack attitudes were characteristic not only of the right-wing
deputies but also of a significant part of the left-wing. Despite the presence in the
Krug of the deputies with different views (from monarchists to socialists), a
significant majority of them was persistently advocating the preservation of the
Cossack rule on the Don. For example, the leader of the Don left wing P. Ageev
believed that the non-Cossack part of the population should “wait” with claiming
their rights, for which he received a reproach from political writer A. Yablonovskii
for “defending democratism for Moscow alone and defending aristocratism in
Novocherkassk by objecting to the equality of non-Cossacks on the Don with the
Cossacks.”” The Krug did not dare to discuss the rights of the Jewish population on
the Don. Even Kharlamov, a representative of the Constitutional Democratic Party
who was characterized by philo-semitism before the revolution, tried to avoid raising
the Jewish question. Novosil ‘tsev noted:

There is not even the slightest doubt about the negative attitude of the Cossacks
towards the Jews, but the Krug apparently did not want to articulate it directly,
perhaps fearing reproaches of showing retrograde views.

The non-Cossack leftist press believed that, “it would be natural and
understandable if the Krug decided to extend not only the duties but also the rights to

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all citizens of the Don territories without distinction of their origin,” the most
important right being universal suffrage.” City activists demanded the inclusion in
the Krug of representatives from the city dumas, as the activities of the Krug “often
concerned issues that were subject to the jurisdiction of city authorities.””® On June 1,
1919, the Krug in principle recognized the right of the indigenous peasant population
to take part in legislation,” but the maximum it was prepared to do in that respect
was to grant a fixed number of seats to the “indigenous” non-Cossacks in the next
elections, which were to take place in 1921. In Kharlamov’s papers there is an extant
document, the draft of Provisional Rules of Elections to the Military Krug of the
Almighty Don Host from the non-Cossack population. According to these rules,
representatives from rural communities (90 deputies) and cities of the Almighty Don
Host (17 deputies) were to take part in the next convocation of the Krug. Thus,
indigenous peasants and townspeople could get about 25% of the deputy seats in the
future convocation of the Krug at the very best, while non-indigenous people were to
remain without representation at all.”

The third session of the Krug (between October 1 and December 1, 1919) began at
the moment when the White armies were still advancing, but their offensive potential
was almost exhausted. By the end of December 1919, Novocherkassk had been
abandoned by the Don units, and the Krug was evacuated to Ekaterinodar. In the
early days of 1920, the Great Military Krug elected delegates to the Supreme Krug of
the Don, Kuban, and Terek, a kind of all-Cossack parliament. According to Major-
General Z. Alferov, the sessions were “dominated by the front-line fighters (about
100 people), who had lost all contact with the front and did not want to return there.”
The composition of other members of the Krug, “busy with the evacuation of their
families and various village institutions, was constantly changing.” As a result,
“numerous ambitious people began to flirt with the representatives of the front units,”
flattering them immensely and trying to get their votes in the future elections of the

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Supreme Krug members. That is why even Kharlamov’s candidacy was accepted
with great difficulty.”® Professor K. Sokolov recalled:

Due to an unfortunate coincidence, the leading moderate center headed by
V. Kharlamov failed in the elections, and representatives of the flanks (the left
one, Ageyev’s, and the right one, Krasnov’s one) were elected to the Krug.”’

According to Colonel V. Bek from the Intelligence Department of the Staff of the
Commander-in-Chief of the Armed Forces of South Russia, the Don faction of the
Supreme Krug consisted of 45 separatists and 3 federalists at the beginning of 1920."
In this instance, Bek obviously painted the reality too black, as there were no open
separatists on the Don, as distinct from the Kuban. Most likely, the left and right
opponents of Denikin were meant. Bek explained what had happened as follows:

The initial sharp inclination of the Don faction [of the Supreme KRug] to the left
was largely caused by the hysterical behavior of deputy Ageyev, their own home-
bred Kerenskii, and by the inconstancy of General Yanov, who is dying to
become a Don ataman, on the one hand, but on the other hand, his former
Germanophile monarchist reputation dating back to the Krasnov’s days plays the
role of a weight tied to his feet, of which he would like to get rid in every
possible way, jumping in different directions wanting to show what a “truly Red”
deputy he is.”

As a result, Yanov, who had spoilt relations with the command of the Volunteer
Army, and Gnilorybov, one of the leftists’ leaders, led “fierce agitation” against
Ataman Bogaevskii among the Don population and pulled it towards the Kuban
separatists.?* However, at the end of January 1920, the Great Military Krug met in a

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more representative composition, re-elected the Don faction of the Supreme Krug,®
and it subsequently took a more loyal position towards Denikin. At about the same
time Kharlamov asked the deputies for resignation, but that proposal was supported
by 31 deputies only, while 125 voted against. That vote was seen as a victory of the
Krug’s “center” over its “left” wing, which voted for the resignation.** Thus,
Kharlamov’s group regained its temporarily lost control over the Krug.

The last session of the Krug opened in October 1920 in Yevpatoriya.* The press
noted that at the session it was planned to consider a bill to revise the election
regulations and extend voting rights to the non-Cossack population,®* but even if such
a decision was to be taken, it had no meaning at all without control over the territory
(moreover, it is not very clear whether it was the question of admitting indigenous
non-Cossacks to participation in elections or whether it was intended to give voting
rights to all non-Cossacks in the region in general). Having lost all contact with its
electorate, the Krug itself had no authority in the eyes of the Don population in the
Crimea, which showed no interest in the sessions that lasted until the evacuation. It
was at the last session that the first party grouping was formed. It united left-wing
deputies and what was at first somewhat ironically called the Party of the Big Kulak,
and later, the People’s Democratic or Don Democratic Party. That group favored a
break with Wrangel and allowed the possibility of compromise with the Bolsheviks.®
Subsequently, in emigration, the People’s Democratic Party, headed by M. Svatikov
and G. Kremenskov as of February 1921, considered the possibility of re-orientation
towards S. Petlyura.®

According to the calculations of the deputy chairman of the Krug P. Skachkov and
Don cooperative activist S. Marakuev, 237 deputies of the Krug left for the Crimea in
the spring of 1920, while 102 remained in the territory occupied by the Red Army.
Marakuev recalled that

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Some died in the typhus epidemic that was raging at the time, others decided to
submit to the Bolsheviks out of cowardice, some betrayed the Don deliberately.
The traitors were headed by the leader of the left-wing deputies P. Ageev.

During the Wrangel evacuation, another 60 deputies decided to stay in the Crimea. In
1921, 42 members of the krug returned to Soviet Russia from Constantinople and
Bulgaria. In 1922, the Don public in exile had to recognize that the Krug had ceased
to exist. At the end of the 1930s, about 70 former deputies lived abroad.?’

Conclusion

It can be stated that of all the regional parliaments that existed during the Civil
War, the Great Military Krug of the Almighty Don Host was the most class-based
one and limited the representation of the non-titular population. In fact, it represented
only the Cossacks, who made up less than half of the Don’s population but adopted
the laws that applied to all residents of the region. The elections to the Krug took
place in a rather fierce struggle between supporters and opponents of Ataman
Krasnov. The composition of the Krug was quite consistent with the social and
religious structure of the Don Cossacks, although the electorate’s awareness of the
voting procedure and the course of the electoral process left much to be desired.
Despite the fact that a significant role in the activity of the Cossack “parliament” was
played by deputies supporting the liberal (centrist) and leftist ideologies, those
ideologies seriously differed from their all-Russian counterparts and never formed
into full-fledged political parties (with the exception of the left-wing deputies who
formed their own party at the end of the Krug’s activity). In fact, the confrontation
took place not along the lines of ideological division but along the lines of attitudes
towards certain personalities (first towards Ataman Krasnov, then towards the Krug’s
chairman Kharlamov and the commander-in-chief of the Armed Forces of South
Russia General Denikin). Krasnov was supported by the “rightists,” opposed by the
“centrists” and “leftists.” After Krasnov’s resignation, the “rightists” and “leftists”
united against the “centrists” who supported Denikin.
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
