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Camps for Prisoners of the Lithuanian-Soviet and Polish-Soviet Wars
in the Territory of the RSFSR (1918-1922)

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the concentration camps and forced labor camps
that contained prisoners of the Lithuanian-Soviet and Polish-Soviet wars in the territory of the
RSFSR in the period from 1918 to 1922. As the main source base of this study, clerical and
statistical materials were used: reports, returns, interdepartmental correspondence, materials of
camp inspections; documents of the Main Directorate of Forced Labor, the Polish Department
established under the political directorate of the Revolutionary Military Council of the Republic,
and the Polish Bureau of the Central Committee of the RCP(b). In addition, the article used the data
obtained from personal petitions and collective statements of prisoners of war of various kinds. The
article retraces the evolution of the camp system starting from the period of the First World War.
With the establishment of Soviet power and the global change in the vector of domestic policy, a
new camp structure was formed, which was transferred from the People’s Commissariat for
Military Affairs to the People’s Commissariat of Internal Affairs of the RSFSR. The updated camp
system concentrated prisoners of the First World War, prisoners of the Civil War, prisoners of the
new military campaigns in the Baltic states and Poland, and class enemies of the Soviet regime.
Thus, the distinction between the concepts “prisoner of war” and “prisoner” inside concentration
camps was unclear during the first years of the Soviet rule. The representatives of these categories
were often held in the camps together and there were no differences in their custodial control and
labor use. It was only by 1920-21 that the RSFSR had begun the process of concentrating the
category of prisoners of war into separate camps and giving them an independent status. During the
years of existence of the camp system of the NKVD of the RSFSR, about 40,000 prisoners of war
from the Baltic states and Poland passed through it, of whom about 35,000 people were repatriated,
and about 3,000 stayed in the RSFSR for various reasons.

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Introduction

The historiography of the Lithuanian-Soviet War and Polish-Soviet War and, in
particular, of the Soviet captivity of that period is quite extensive. Until the 1970s, the
topic of Soviet captivity had hardly ever been studied either in the Soviet Union or
abroad due to the lack of a representative source base. The only exception was the
work published in 1972 by English historian N. Davis,* dedicated to the topic of
prisoners of war of the Polish-Soviet War. During the same period, several works
were published abroad that touched upon the topic of concentration camps in Soviet
Russia in the context of the Bolsheviks’ policy of the Red Terror.

The first scholarly works on the Soviet captivity of the period of 1918-22 appeared
in Poland in the mid-1990s. Here it is worth noting the work by Polish historians
S. Alexandrowicz and Z. Karpus, which is a collection of previously unpublished
documents under the general title Zwyciezcy za drutami. Jency polscy w niewoli
(1919-1922) [Winners behind bars. Polish prisoners of war in captivity
(1919-1922)]. This collection of documents illustrates the idea of Polish researchers
about the “Polish-Soviet War and Polish-Lithuanian struggle” and contains a number
of unique documents on the history of Soviet captivity. A collection of documents
with scholarly commentary by N. Werth and G. Moullec was published in Paris in
1994. It gave an idea of the formation and activity of the camp system in the early
Soviet period.” In the same years, the first works of Russian historians devoted to the
Polish-Soviet War and the problems of both Soviet and Polish captivity were
published.’

Serious publications on the topic of the Soviet captivity of the period of 1918-22
appeared in Russian historiography only in the mid-2000s. Among them, let us note
the fundamental works by Russian historian I. Kostyushko. In 2005, he published the

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work® on an attempt to Sovietize Poland during the period of hostilities in 1919-21,
which was based on a very wide range of source. In the same 2005, the historian
published a collection of documents’ dedicated to Polish prisoners of war in Soviet
captivity. In addition to unique documents, the collection contains scholarly
commentary and articles that provide statistical data on Soviet captivity. It is worth
saying that in the 2000s, both Russian and Polish historians were actively working to
study Soviet-Polish relations. A serious achievement of joint work in this area was
the fundamental work White Spots — Black Spots: Difficult Matters in Polish-Russian
Relations, 1918-2008, which presented in detail the background and the course of the
conflict of 1919-21 as well as the fate of Polish and Soviet prisoners of war on
different sides of the front.®

A genuine interest in the topic of Soviet captivity has arisen in our days. In 2020,
the Institute of National Memory in Poland published a collection, which includes
articles by Polish historians dedicated to Polish prisoners of war and Red Army
soldiers. In particular, it contains the work by V. Rezmer “Polish Prisoners of War in
Soviet Captivity,” where the problem of repatriation of Polish prisoners of war was
thoroughly analyzed. A series of works by Russian historians was published at the
same time. They considered the problem of Polish prisoners of war on the basis of the
materials from regional archives.™ Let us note separately the joint work of Smolensk

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historians E. Kodin and I. Rodionov. In addition to studying the camps of Central
Russia, they carefully studied the process of repatriation of Polish prisoners of war in
1921-22.

In preparing this article, archival materials from the fonds of the State Archive of
the Russian Federation were used, in particular, the fonds of the People’s
Commissariat of Internal Affairs of the RSFSR (f. R-393) and the Main Directorate
of Places of Detention of the NKVD of the RSFSR (f. R-4042); the documents from
the fonds of the Polish Bureau of Agitation and Propaganda under the Central
Committee of the RCP(b) (f. 63) and the Polish Provisional Revolutionary
Committee (Polrevkom) (f. 68) of the Russian State Archive of Socio-Political
History. In addition, a number of documents of the Political Administration of the
Workers and Peasants’ Red Army (f.

Main body

The system of camps for prisoners of war began to take shape in Russia with the
outbreak of the First World War, when the first groups of captured Austrian soldiers
arrived in the country in the autumn of 1914. According to various estimates, during
the war years, a total of about 2.5-3 million soldiers of enemy armies were captured
by the Russians. In October 1914, Russia adopted the Regulations on Prisoners of
War, which introduced even more humane principles for the treatment of prisoners of
war in comparison with the Hague Convention.'? For a long time, it was believed that
the first concentration camps for prisoners of war in Russia were formed in the
industrial regions of the empire (Donbas, Baku, Northern European Russia) in 1915,
but modern archival data indicate that such camps already existed in 1914. According
to the information obtained from the 1919 correspondence between the Cheka and the
commandant of the Kozhukhovskii camp in Moscow, it became known that the
camp, which was located next to the Simonovsky Monastery Monastery near the
village of Kozhukhovo (now part of Moscow), was set up at the very beginning of the
war. According to the same correspondence, 1.5 million prisoners of war passed

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through the Kozhukhovskii camp from 1914 to 1919."* Such a large number of
prisoners suggests the transit function of the camp.

In total, about 400 concentration camps were formed in the territory of the Russian
Empire for the detention of prisoners of war during the years of the First World War.
The camps were linked to military districts. Most of the camps were located
in Central Russia, in the Moscow military district (128) and Kazan military
district (113)."* Thus, by the time of the February Revolution, Russia had already
acquired some practical experience in setting up such camps, the network of which
spread throughout the European territory of the empire as well as Siberia, Central
Asia, and the Far East. The labor of prisoners of war was used in various spheres of
the national economy, from coal mining in the Donbas and the construction of the
Murmansk Railway to the cleaning of urban areas.

The period of the two revolutions was characterized by mass flight and partial
repatriation of prisoners of war from Russian camps, which was facilitated by the
decay and then the liquidation of the Russian Imperial Army, which supervised and
guarded the camps. At the same time, a significant part of the prisoners remained in
Russia. In 1917, representatives of the Danish and Swedish Red Cross started work in
the country, providing material and medical assistance to the prisoners of war.
According to foreign historians, in the period between December 1917 and March
1918, about half a million prisoners of war were repatriated from Russia.™ Legally,
the process of returning prisoners of war to their homeland was formalized after the
signing of the Brest-Litovsk Peace Treaty on March 3, 1918, which provided for an
early exchange of prisoners of war. Already in the spring and summer of 1918,
hundreds of thousands of Austro-Hungarian and German soldiers returned home from
the RSFSR. To organize the repatriation process, on April 23, 1918, the Central
Collegium for War Prisoners and Refugees, abbreviated as Tsentroplenbezh,'® (since
February 1920, the Central Administration for the Evacuation of Population,
Tsentrevak for short) was established under the People’s Commissariat for Military
Affairs. The collegium was headed by I. Unshlikht, a close associate of
F. Dzerzhinsky. All the concentration camps that existed in the country at that time
fell under the jurisdiction of the Tsentroplenbezh.

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On August 7, 1918, the Sovnarkom signed a Decree “On the Russian Red Cross
Society,” according to which the RSFSR recognized continuity with the imperial Red
Cross organization. The newly formed Russian Red Cross was obliged to exercise
control over the implementation of all existing international norms, including the
Hague Convention, on the treatment of prisoners of war, which was extremely
important in the context of numerous internal and international conflicts involving
Soviet Russia.

On June 26, 1918, a cultural and educational department was established in the
structure of the Tsentroplenbezh and entrusted with the mission of agitation and
propaganda among both Russian soldiers who returned to their homeland and foreign
prisoners of war. At the beginning of 1918, even before the formation of the
Tsentroplenbezh, the government granted all prisoners of war Russian citizenship and
gave them an opportunity to join the ranks of the Red Army,'” which made the
concentration camps of the Civil War period a tools for replenishing the Red Army in
1918-22. In internal records, the word “prisoner of war” was replaced by “foreign
proletarian.”*® On May 24, 1919, the Tsentroplenbezh was transferred to the NKVD
of the RSFSR, and a year and a half later, in December 1921, all governorate and
uyezd centers for the evacuation of population were liquidated. At the end of 1922,
the Central Administration for the Evacuation of Population was finally
abolished.” According to its data, as of January 1, 1921, 3,572,900 refugees and
1,409,600 prisoners of war officially left Russia, and the number of prisoners of war
who returned to the RSFSR amounted to 3,171,100 people.?® The final repatriation of
the prisoners of World War | from Soviet Russia ended in 1922.

The Tsentroplenbezh camps began to be vacated during the first wave of mass
repatriation of foreign prisoners of war in the winter and summer of 1918, and it was
then that the institution of camps in Russia moved to a new stage of development. It
should be noted that after the October Revolution of 1917, three parallel systems of
places of detention existed in the territory of the RSFSR in the early years of Soviet
power. The People’s Commissariat of Justice (NKJu) operated prisons, houses of
detention (domzaki), etc. for criminal offenders; the People’s Commissariat for
Military Affairs was in charge of concentration camps for prisoners of war; the Cheka
began to form its own network of camps for active opponents of the Soviet rule in the
summer of 1918. Initially, the Cheka camps were located in the vacant camps for
prisoners of war of the Tsentroplenbezh. Such institutions were officially legalized by
the decree of the Sovnarkom of the RSFSR as of September 5, 1918, better known as
the Decree on the Red Terror. Thus, the practice of confining foreign prisoners of war
to camps began to be gradually replaced by a new format, which was the detention of
prisoners of the Civil War, i.e. the domestic contingent.

However, despite that change, foreign prisoners of war still constituted a
significant part of prisoners during the Civil War. Researcher of the Sevastopol camp
I. Ostrovskaya believes that the idea of creating Soviet concentration camps for
foreigners belonged to L. Trotsky and first occurred to him “at the end of May 1918,
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when the disarmament of the Czechoslovak Legion was planned.””* In reality, the
order of the People’s Commissar for Military Affairs obliged the military commissars
to “disarm the Czechoslovaks, and if they put up resistance, send them to prisoner-of-
war camps”.?” That is, the order referred to the use of the already existing camps for
the prisoners of World War 1. Probably, those events were the first experience of the
Soviet authorities to create their own camps during the Civil War. In any case, it
should be assumed that such a form of detaining their opponents as concentration
camp was already used by the Bolsheviks in the spring of 1918.

Initially, the concentration camps of the Cheka were arranged in the existing
buildings: former tsarist barracks, gymnasiums, mansion houses, and ravaged
Orthodox monasteries, which had high fences, towers, and many different rooms and
were well-suited for those purposes. The next evolutionary turn in the development of
the Soviet camp system began on April 3, 1919, when the NKVD of the RSFSR
adopted a draft resolution of the Central Executive Committee “On Concentration
Camps” at the suggestion of F. Dzerzhinsky. That resolution of the Central Executive
Committee was revised and was issued in its final form on April 15 under the title
“On Forced Labor Camps.” The material support and management of the camps was
assigned to the NKVD of the RSFSR,?® within which the Main Directorate of Forced
Labor (GUPR) was established specifically for those purposes. Despite the direct
instruction of the Central Executive Committee on detention in the camp on the basis
of social class, the majority of camp population in 1918-20 still consisted of
prisoners of the Civil War, including foreign citizens.

The camps of the Civil War period were a borderline between forced labor camps
for class enemies and concentration camps for prisoners of war. Foreign prisoners of
war began to enter the camps of the Cheka and NKVD of the RSFSR en masse at the
end of 1918. To this day, historians of different countries have maintained different
approaches to the study of the Lithuanian—Soviet War (1918-19) and the subsequent
Polish Soviet War (1919-21). While the Polish side considered these armed conflicts
as wars of two independent powers, the RSFSR and then the present-day Russian
tradition usually consider them as part of the Civil War (the Entente’s third campaign
in Soviet historiography). Based on these views, the captured Red Army soldiers in
Poland were subordinated to the Polish Ministry of War, and the NKVD dealt with

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Polish prisoners of war in Soviet Russia. It should be reminded here that as newly
formed States, neither the RSFSR nor Poland accepted the 1907 Convention on
prisoners of war and therefore the prisoners of both sides were outside the framework
of the international legislation. Moreover, the Red Army soldiers in Polish camps
were treated incomparably worse than the Poles in the Soviet camps. Russian
historian G. Matveev, who studied the data on the number of prisoners of war in
detail, wrote that there were 157,000 captured Red Army soldiers in the territory of
Poland during the war; of them, 75,699 were returned to their homeland and about
28,000 people died in captivity.**

According to modern research, about 38—40 thousand Polish prisoners of war
passed through Soviet captivity in 1919-21.2 Among Polish prisoners of war, there

Prisoners
of war and defectors were initially taken to the division headquarters, where they
were registered and interrogated, and from there they were sent to the army or front
headquarters for subsequent allocation to a concentration camp. Those procedures
were carried out by a commission under the Revolutionary Military Council of the
Army (RVS), which included the commissioners of the GUPR and the
Tsentroplenbezh of the NKVD. In connection with the offensive of the Red Army
and the unsuccessful attempt to Sovietize Poland, the Polish Bureau under the
leadership of F. Dzerzhinsky was formed under the Central Committee of the RCP(b)
on July 19, 1920. Political work regarding prisoners of war was entrusted to the
Polish Section of the Political Directorate of the Revolutionary Military Council of
the Republic (RVSR PUR), established on August 15, 1920.%

In September 1920, the Council of Labor and Defense (STO) issued a decree,
according to which the captured Poles were transferred to the Main Directorate of
Public Works and Duties.”” At that time, Polish prisoners of war began to be placed
in the camps of the NKVD of the RSFSR. In the report of the Main Directorate of
Public Works and Duties dated November 1, 1920, the camps for prisoners of war
were included into a separate category.

In fact, the Council of Labor and Defense only legitimized the already existing
practice of sending prisoners of war to the camps of the Cheka and the NKVD, which
had been in place since 1918. But while from the winter of 1918 to the autumn of
1920 prisoners of war were kept on equal terms with other inmates as common
criminals, separate camps for prisoners of war appeared inside the NKVD of the
RSFSR at the end of 1920. In the eyes of the Soviet authorities, prisoners of the
Lithuanian—-Soviet War of 1918-19 were not prisoners of war but they were equal to
the soldiers and officers of the White Army and were kept in camps on the basis of
the resolution of the Council of Workers and Peasants’ Defense as of July 19, 1919:

All foreign citizens from among the bourgeoisie of those states that are
conducting hostile and military actions against us who reside in the territory of
the RSFSR and are between 17 and 55 years of age should be imprisoned in a

thousand prisoners who were held in Soviet captivity in 1919-21. Also, in the joint Russian-Polish

It should be noted here that according to Article 15 of the Moscow Peace Treaty,
which was signed a year after the end of hostilities in 1920, all Baltic prisoners were
to be released. That process was delayed by the Soviet side until the signing of the
Riga Peace Treaty of 1921. At the beginning of September 1920, all captive “natives
of the White Guard Lithuania” were taken from the camps of Central Russia, where
they were held in 1918-19, to the camps of the Urals.?’ In violation of the peace
treaty, the Soviet authorities decided to leave the Baltic prisoners as hostages:

Almost all of these criminal elements can be used at the moment as hostages to
be exchanged from the Lithuanian government for our party comrades who are
placed in White Guard prisons.®

In addition to the military men captured in the western territories of the RSFSR,
Polish military men from the Polish 5" Rifle Division were taken captive by the
Soviets. The division was formed in May 1919 as part of Kolchak’s army from the
Polish prisoners of the First World War who fought on the side of Germany
and Austria-Hungary. Most of the 5" Division surrendered to the Red Army on
January 10, 1920 at the Klyukvennaya station (now Uyar) 100 km from Krasnoyarsk.
That is why it was decided to locate a camp for Polish prisoners of war near
Krasnoyarsk.®

Krasnoyarsk concentration camp no. 1 was opened on May 25, 1920. It was
located 5 km from Krasnoyarsk and was called Military Town. In terms of the
number of people staying there at the same time, it was the largest camp during the
Civil War, accommodating 8,000 prisoners of war as of October 15, 1920. At the

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beginning of 1921, the captured Poles were sent to other camps of Yenisei
Governorate in Achinsk, Kansk, etc., and some of its prisoners were sent to European
Russia. In the summer of 1921, the total of 5,621 Polish prisoners of war stayed in
Yenisei Governorate.*” It is worth noting that it was supposed to send soldiers and
officers of the Czechoslovak Legion, which moved east for further evacuation after
the uprising in the spring of 1918, to the same camps. Acting Chief of Staff of the
Second Czechoslovak Division, Lieutenant Colonel B. Ushakov recalled:

All those violations of the treaties forced the Czechoslovaks to neutralize the
local Soviet government and ensure their unhindered movement to
Vladivostok. . . Later, having taken power into our own hands, we unexpectedly
found documentary evidence that Andreev, deputy chairman of the Kansk United
Council, detained our special train in order to allow the arrival from Krasnoyarsk
of the Soviet train that was supposed to disarm us and put us in a prisoner-of-war
camp.®

Yet, most of the Polish contingent was stationed in Central Russia and Ukraine. As
of October 15, 1920, the largest concentration centers of Polish prisoners of war were
Yaroslavl (3,355 people), the camp in Ryazan Governorate at the Pobedinskaya coal
mine (1,701 people), the capital of the Ukrainian SSR Kharkov and neighboring
Chuguev (6,800 people).** The report of the Polish Department of PUR dated
October 15, 1920 mentioned a total of 29,362 Polish prisoners of war in 40 camps.®
At the same time, according to the reports of the Polish Bureau of Agitation and
Propaganda, 32,000 Polish prisoners of war were held in 37 camps of the RSFSR at
the beginning of 1921.%° Camps for prisoners of war were organized not only in
Central Russia, Karelia, the Urals, and Siberia but also in the territories that had just
been occupied by the Red Army. For instance, after the offensive of the Red Army in

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the spring—summer of 1920, during which the territories of Western Ukraine were
occupied, two concentration camps were formed for the detention of prisoners of war
in the cities of Rivne and Volodymyr-Volynsky. A number of camps were also
opened in the territory of the Ukrainian SSR to detain the Poles.

Soviet propaganda tried to implant in the minds of the captive Poles the idea that
the war was not waged against the Polish people, but it was waged against the Polish
gentry led by Jozef Pitsudski. In this regard, on May 10, 1920, L. Trotsky issued an
order for the troops of the Western and Southwestern fronts “On the Generous
Attitude towards Prisoners,” which directly indicated the need for political agitation
among them:

... we will explain the criminality of their ruling classes, we will enlighten their
consciousness and make them our best friends and supporters. . .*’

Since the war was considered by the Soviet leadership as part of the class struggle,
Polish soldiers and officers were separated in concentration camps, the latter being
considered a counter-revolutionary element. In addition, the authorities intended not
to place Poles together with the other categories of the camp population, which is

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why many forced labor camps were reorganized specifically for the reception of
prisoners of war. With the exception of the camps mentioned above,
200-300 prisoners of war were usually placed at one camp for a more effective
system of accounting them and organizing their work and life.

The special Department of the Cheka and the NKVD recognized that due to
uncoordinated actions on the ground, all prisoners of war could not be accounted for.
For example, Z.Zangvil', head of the GUPR of the NKVD, noted that only
5,000 prisoners of war had been registered by the Main Directorate of Forced Labor
out of all captive Poles by July 23, 1920.%® The Poles were to be put under special
supervision; they were supposed to be provided with more acceptable living
conditions and better nutrition on a par with the nutrition of the Red Army soldiers in
the rear. Despite that, Poles’ food was very meager and the products were of very
poor quality. According to the prisoners,

the situation with nutrition in the prisoner-of-war camps was very bad; however,
that did not stem from some hostile trend but from the general poor economic
condition of Soviet Russia.*

The mortality rate among Polish prisoners of war was lower than in other groups of
prisoners and constituted about 6% (about 2,000 people).*® On September 24, 1920,
with the assistance of the People’s Commissariat for Foreign Affairs, care for the
captive Poles was entrusted personally to E. Peshkova, one of the leaders of the
Political Red Cross.

The Polish Bureau determined that according to their social status, Polish prisoners
of war were predominantly peasants, and “there was a very significant percentage of
semi-laborers, farmhands, and workers” among them.** Political instructors of the
Polish Department of the PUR from among communist Poles were assigned to each
camp. The instructors established communist cells, schools, and clubs in the camps,
organized rallies, etc. The introduction of compatriot communists into the prisoner-
of-war environment was considered by the Politburo as a continuation of the
Comintern policy aimed at spreading revolutionary international socialism. Active
members of the Polish Bureau formed the Provisional Revolutionary Committee of
Poland (Polrevkom) headed by J. Marchlewski in the territory of Bolshevik-

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controlled Poland on July 30, 1920. The purpose of the committee was to create a
base for the future Polish Soviet Republic.

The Polrevkom existed for less than a month and was abolished due to the retreat
of the Red Army from Poland. However, during the time of its existence, the
committee managed to deploy large-scale repression in the territory of Poland,
absolutely identical to the Red Terror in Russia. On August 4, 1920, the Polrevkom
decided that

all those threatening to the socialist revolution in Poland, all representatives of
the Polish big bourgeoisie and landowners, all known for their sympathy for the
White Poles should be arrested and sent to concentration camps. *?

The Soviet leadership had two points of view on the possible development of
relations with Poland: to draw the eastern border along the Curzon line established by
the Entente on December 8, 1919 or to continue military operations until the

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Sovietization of the country was completed.”® It was believed that if the second
option was chosen, it was the Polish prisoners of war who would “play the role of a
Bolshevik bacillus”* in their homeland. And in order to achieve that, it was
necessary to organize political work in the camps properly.

Lenin realized the importance of agitation work among the prisoners of war even
before the October Revolution. In his letter to Inessa Armand from Zurich dated
January 30, 1917, he wrote about the extraordinary role of propaganda in the camps,
citing the example of prisoners of the First World War:

We were recently visited by two escaped prisoners of war. . . It was extremely
interesting to watch him and listen. He spent a year in a German prison camp (a
mass of horrors) with 27,000 Ukrainians. The Germans build up camps according
to nations, and do their utmost to break them away from Russia; for the
Ukrainians they sent in skillful lecturers from Galicia. The results? Only 2,000,
according to him, were for “self-rule” (independence in the sense more of
autonomy than of separation) after months of effort by the agitators!! A notable
fact! One cannot but believe him. 27,000 is a big number. A year is ample time.
The conditions for the Galician propaganda were exceptionally favorable. .. As
regards the tsar and God, all the 27,000, he says, have finished with them
completely, as regards the big landowners too. They will return to Russia
embittered and enlightened.*

On October 11, 1920, as part of the implementation of the propaganda policy, the
Polish Bureau decided to release some of the captive Poles who were members of the
Bund and the Jewish Socialist Workers Party. By February 1921, 29 schools for the
illiterate, 9 clubs, 37 libraries, 15 reading clubs, and 12 theatres had been opened in the
territory of the RSFSR in NKVD camps for Polish prisoners of war; 42 party circles and 9
party schools were established.*® The cultural, educational, and propaganda activities of
the Polish Bureau significantly intensified on the eve of the signing of the peace
agreement and the upcoming exchange of prisoners. As it was noted in the reports of the
Polish Bureau in the spring of 1921,

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the task of communist work among prisoners is not to create party communists
from prisoners at any cost, but to prepare their minds for revolutionary
assessment of relations.*’

As was the case with other categories of prisoners, foreign prisoners of war
usually passed through the Moscow camps, which were a kind of transit point,
before being sent to the regions. The first Lithuanian and Polish prisoners of war
began to appear in Moscow in 1919, but their mass arrival in the capital occurred in
the spring and summer of 1920, which was associated with the offensive operations
on the Western Front of the Red Army. After the transfer of all prisoners of war to
the subordination of the GUPR of the NKVD on September 15, 1920, two Moscow
camps (the Vladykinskii camp and the Rozhdestvenskii camp) were freed from all
other prisoners in order to accommodate captured Poles only. In addition, subcamps
were organized for prisoners of war near Moscow at the stations of Kryukovo,
Pererva, Faustovo, and Tomilino.

All other prisoners of war were placed in Moscow camps together with other
categories of prisoners. Like the rest of the prisoners, the Polish prisoners of war
were placed under two-week quarantine in the Novo-Peskovskii camp upon arrival
in Moscow, after which they were sent to the camps of permanent containment. Due
to the transit nature of the Novo-Peskovskii camp, the living conditions there were
the worst. There was a regular shortage of linen, no places on the bunks, and
prisoners of war had to sleep side by side on the floor. Moreover, the Poles shared
space with thieves, recidivists, and other criminals who simply took away
provisions and personal belongings from the Poles. Due to the lack of a permanent
escort that was supposed to accompany groups of prisoners of war to other camps,
some Poles spent several months in the Novo-Peskovskii camp. To vacate the
premises of that transit camp, some Poles were sent to the guardhouse of the
Moscow Department of Forced Labor (13, Vorontsovskaya str.) where the
conditions of detention were even worse than in the transit camp.

In the winter of 1921, 2,403 Polish prisoners of war were held in Moscow
camps.”® Unlike other prisoners, it was decided to organize the entire Polish
contingent similarly to a military unit by dividing it into labor units. In total, 4 labor
units of 418 people each were formed, which were located in the Rozhdestvenskii
camp and Vladykinskii camp, and at the Pererva station.*”® The units, in their turn,
were divided into companies, platoons, and squads. With such an organization, the

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Soviet government wanted to equate prisoners of war with the Labor Army
members of the Red Army both in terms of working conditions and in terms of
payment. However, the officers of the units who were promoted to leadership
positions in the newly-established structure of Polish prisoners of war were resistant
to Sovietization and did not engage in political agitation in the camps. The
leadership of the Polish Department reported:

Completely incomprehensible is the appointment of the “commanding
officers,” whose overwhelming majority is much lower, in terms of both
political consciousness and moral development. To a strong extent, nationalist
feelings are revealed in them as well as a complete lack of political
consciousness. By their behavior they set no example that should be followed.*

If compared to their compatriots in other regions, Poles were incomparably better
maintained in the central governorates of the RSFSR.® As a rule, there was
electricity, water supply, bath houses, and canteens in the camps. Workshops were
equipped there, outside work was organized, and work in Soviet institutions was
also allowed.” Knowing the situation with the supply of camps, F. Dzerzhinsky
gave the following instructions to the Special Department of the Cheka on July 26,
1920:

Pay attention to the upkeep of the captive Poles. Take measures to prevent
illegal actions that embitter them, prevent petty theft, etc.>

In pursuance of this instruction, the inspections of the Polish Bureau regularly
visited the camps, where they devoted considerable time to resolving minor
conflicts (fights, thefts, etc.).

But most of the orders of the high leadership related to improving the supply and
maintenance of camps were impossible to fulfill under the conditions of war
communism for objective reasons. The most difficult situation was in the camps of
the town of Chuguev near Kharkov:

307 people died in the Chuguev military hospital from September 1, 1920 to
March 25, 1921. The unbearably difficult conditions in the 2" Working

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Regiment led to desertion. From January 1 to March 15, 54 people deserted
from the 3 company and 4™ company.>

Epidemics often broke out among prisoners of war like they did among the rest of
the camp population. For example, in the territory of the Kolomna Machine-
Building Plant, where the camp for Poles was located, of 182 prisoners brought
there on September 25, 1920, 168 people were ill with typhoid fever, and 20 of
them died.” Because of the desperate situation, prisoners of war often decided to
escape, and prisoners often made escape attempts when working outside the camp
and the escapes were often massive. The Zvenigorod camp became the record
holder for the number of prisoner escapes, as 109 Poles had escaped from there by
the summer of 1920, after which the remaining prisoners were relocated to other
camps.

Nevertheless, according to the documents of the Polish Bureau, the Soviet
government tried to prove itself as positively as possible in the eyes of prisoners of
war. The 1921 instructions for the governorate party committees contained
recommendations for improving the life of Poles and assisting them in their requests
and wishes. Inspections of camps repeatedly noted that labor productivity of
prisoners of war assembled into units was much higher than that of other categories
of prisoners. Prisoners of war received Polish newspapers and participated in
amateur drama clubs. In the summer of 1920, the Polish Bureau suggested issuing a
centralized newspaper about the life of Poles in Soviet camps for Moscow prisoners
of war. The newspaper was supposed to compare life in Soviet Russia and in
Poland, getting interested the peasant part of the prisoners. The Polish Bureau noted
that in the conditions of devastation and famine, oral agitation had little effect on
the Poles who unconsciously and senselessly agreed with the agitators but in reality
remained completely indifferent to the Soviet government. Lectures and rallies were
to be replaced with the printed word that would not just spread dry propaganda but
would give the prisoners an opportunity to speak about the shortcomings of the
camp regime in the newspaper. Due to the lack of funds for an independent
publication, the Polish Bureau decided to let the prisoners speak through the Polish
newspaper Mfot, which was regularly delivered to the Moscow camps.

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The Poles who were members of the Polish Socialist Party and sympathized with
the Soviet government took an active part in the political work in the camps. Well-
disciplined prisoners of war enjoyed the confidence of the camp authorities. In their
free time, Poles were allowed to leave the camp territory for walks around the city
and villages, for shopping, etc. In the middle of the 19" century, a large Roman
Catholic church of St Peter and St Paul was built in Milyutinskii pereulok in
Moscow. It was the oldest Moscow Catholic parish. Polish Communists organized
Polish Workers’ Club with a theatre and a library in the building of the church.
After the revolution, in 1920-21, the work on the reconstruction of the building and
organization of the club were done by the Moscow Polish labor units. The Workers’
Club also repeatedly staged performances and held rallies for prisoners of war.
Rallies for Poles were special events at which the Soviet authorities tried to soften
the regime as much as possible and show their sympathy for the prisoners. On the
days of rallies, prisoners of war left the camp unescorted and walked in orderly
rows under red banners, singing revolutionary songs.” As a rule, prisoners of the
Rozhdestvenskii camp, which was located three blocks from the Workers’ Club,
were sent to such events.

After a significant increase in the number of Polish prisoners of war in Moscow
camps in 1920, it was decided to withdraw the entire counter-revolutionary element
to the province in order to avoid mixing different groups of prisoners. For that, it
was supposed to open several camps at once: in the Kazan monastery of the village
of Golovino (currently the territory of Moscow, Golovinskii district), the
Zosimovskii monastery of Vereiskii Uyezd, the Khot'kovskii monastery of
Sergievskii Uyezd, and the Vlakhernovskii monastery of Dmitrovskii Uyezd. As a
result of numerous examinations of those places, it was revealed that none of them
was suitable to accommodate a camp. The only place where prisoners could be held
was the Gethsemane—Chernigov Skete of the Trinity Lavra of St Sergius in Sergiev
Posad. In December 1920, 146 prisoners convicted of counter-revolutionary crimes
were transferred there from Moscow, and the rest of the counter-revolutionaries
were taken to the northern camps of Arkhangelsk Governorate. Thus, the
peculiarities of the detention of Polish prisoners of war had an indirect impact on
the development of the country’s camp system, in particular, on manning all other
GUPR camps.

After the signing of the Riga Peace Treaty on March 18, 1921, which established
territorial borders, an active process of repatriation of Polish prisoners of war from

Soviet camps to their homeland began. By the summer of 1921, almost all prisoners
of war (34,839 people) had been repatriated.”” Part of the Poles (about 3,000 people)
who sympathized with Bolshevism wished to join the ranks of the Red Army or
simply stay in Soviet Russia under Polish citizenship. In particular, the report on the
activities of the Polish Bureau at the Bryansk Regional Party Committee dated April
17, 1921 stated the following:

On March 30, all prisoners were sent, except for 23 Communist comrades who
stayed in Bryansk, not wanting to return to white Poland, as well as 10 patients
who still remain in hospital. We are conducting explanatory work among
them.*®

It should be said that most of the Poles who stayed in the RSFSR were not
convinced communists but made this decision solely for personal reasons, most
often because they had relatives in Soviet Russia. For example, in a letter to the
commandant, a prisoner of the Sormovskii camp® described his situation as
follows:

| ask for your petition to exclude me from the list of prisoners of war to be sent
to Poland, since | do not find it necessary to go there. Due to the fact that | have
no family at all (they died), and almost all of my relatives live within the
borders of Soviet Russia.*

Upon release from the camps, those prisoners of war who were granted
permission to stay in Soviet Russia received employment books from the Labor
Department and acquired all rights on an equal basis with the citizens of the
RSFSR. But still, the overwhelming majority of Poles were waiting for a prompt
departure to their homeland, and in the summer of 1921, instances of group hunger
strikes were recorded in the camps due to delays in sending prisoners of war to
Poland. Many of the collective statements, demands, and letters of Polish prisoners
of war with requests to speed up their departure give a broader idea of the capacity
of the GUPR camps. For example, prisoners of the Andronikovskii camp in
Moscow wrote:

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As civilian prisoners, we were taken to the Smolensk camp, from there to
Yekaterinburg, N. Tagil and finally back to Moscow. . . We ask you to send us
to Poland with the first train.®!

Among other things, such delays in the return of Polish prisoners of war to their
homeland were connected with constant arguments of Russia and Poland on the
number of repatriates and with the failure of both sides to fulfill a number of
agreements. In particular, Poland refused to expel the White Guards from the
country. Each side assumed to exchange a smaller number of prisoners for a larger
number of compatriots. The main junction station where the captive Poles were sent
was Minsk. A special commission of the Tsentrevak assigned them to barracks and
checkpoints. As a result of lengthy negotiations with the Polish side, the leadership
of the RSFSR decided to exchange prisoners of war according to the all-for-all
principle.®? As a regulatory framework for repatriation process, the Revolutionary
Military Council of the Republic issued the order dated February 26, 1921
containing “Rules of the Procedure for Servicing the Exchange of Prisoners and
Refugees with Poland.”®® According to the rules, the GUPR was to escort special
trains with prisoners to the exchange stations. According to those directives, on
March 3, 1921, the GUPR ordered heads of the camp to begin forming groups of
prisoners of war in governorate centers for departure. The sick and disabled were
the first to be sent.

Simultaneously with the repatriation of prisoners of war in the spring of 1921, the
process of closing and disbanding a number of camps that contained only Polish and
Lithuanian contingent began in Russia and Ukraine. In the first half of 1921, camps
were closed in Orel, Roslavl, Kharkov, Chuguev, Murmansk, Western Ukraine, and
Karelia. A total of 39 camps were closed in 1921. In most regions of Russia and
Ukraine, the repatriation of prisoners of war had ended by the autumn of 1921.
Later on, repatriation was much smaller in scale and concerned certain individuals.
The process of returning Polish and Lithuanian prisoners of war home was finally
completed a year later, in the autumn of 1922.

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Conclusion

The detention of prisoners of war of the Lithuanian and Polish armies in
concentration camps and forced labor camps was a direct continuation of the policy
of concentration of prisoners of World War I. The institute of concentration camps
that had been formed in the Russian Empire became an organic part of the early
Soviet system, which lent it new ideas and meanings. The active foreign policy in
the territory of the western outskirts of the former empire coincided with the period
of the Civil War. In the eyes of the Bolshevik leadership, all those military actions
had a pronounced class character, which made it possible to equate Lithuanian and
Polish prisoners of war with prisoners of the Civil War. Proceeding from those
considerations, the Soviet government did not see any sense in splitting up the camp
administration for the maintenance of all categories of prisoners between the
People’s Commissariat for Military Affairs and the People’s Commissariat of
Internal Affairs. The Central Commission for Prisoners and Refugees, initially
established in 1918 as part of the military department, to which the camps for
prisoners of war were subordinate, was transferred to the NKVD of the RSFSR in
the spring of 19109.

The camps of the VChEKA-NKVD of the RSFSR, which existed from 1918 to
1922, were generally characterized by a mixed type of detention, combining the
penitentiary function in relation to convicts and the concentration function in
relation to prisoners of war and refugees of World War | and subsequent external
conflicts involving the RSFSR. The Polish-Soviet War gave an unprecedented
impetus to the development of the camp system in Soviet Russia, Belarus, and
Ukraine. Realizing the undesirability of prisoners of war staying in the same space
with common criminals and counter-revolutionaries, the NKVD sought to organize
separate camps or subcamp for the foreign contingent, which was fully implemented
in Moscow. However, due to the large inflow of prisoners (about 40,000 people)
and numerous problems in the country’s economy during the first years of Soviet
power, it was not possible to ensure isolated detention, and prisoners of war were
often held in camps together with convicts.

The number of captive Poles and Lithuanians differed significantly by region and
depended on a number of circumstances. The largest camp for Polish prisoners of
war was located in Krasnoyarsk and contained up to 8 thousand prisoners. The
arrangement of such a large camp by the standards of that time was due to the place
of capture of the Polish division. Large camps for prisoners of war were located in
Kharkov and Chuguev in the territory of the Ukrainian SSR. In addition, camps
were formed in the territories occupied during the offensive operations of the Red
Army, in particular in Volhynia. In general, prisoners of war were held in about 40
camps of the GUPR of the NKVD.

Research in the Territory of the RSFSR (1918-1922)

In 1920 prisoners of war were subordinated to the Main Directorate of Forced
Labor and physical labor became a prerequisite for their existence in the camp. The
Soviet government wanted to equate prisoners of war with the Red Army labor
soldiers both in terms of their working conditions and in terms of supplies, food,
and wages. For the most part, all those conditions were not met, mainly due to the
low material security of the camps associated with the difficult economic situation
in the country. Nevertheless, numerous returns and statements of heads of the camps
indicate that the productivity of labor squads of prisoners of war was much higher
than that of other categories of prisoners.

Despite desperate attempts to Sovietize prisoners of war inside the camps, foreign
prisoners preferred to remain apolitical and did not succumb to agitation. For the
most part, as well as the prisoners of the Civil War, captive Lithuanians and Poles
came from peasant strata and did not have a political position. Out of
35,000 prisoners of war repatriated in 1921, only about 3,000 people wished to stay
in Soviet Russia or join the ranks of the Red Army. Simultaneously with the
repatriation process, which was launched after the signing of the Riga Peace Treaty
on March 18, 1921, the prisoner-of-war camps were closed and reformed. A total of
39 camps were closed in 1921. The camp system of the NKVD of the RSFSR
ceased to exist for good at the end of 1922.
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
