Abstract. The article is devoted to the little-studied issue of disseminating unreliable socially
significant information in the Russian capital’s periodicals in the early twentieth century. Particular
attention is paid to the publication of fictitious news (“fake news”) about the activities of the capital
police in the newspaper Novoe Vremya in 1899. The study is based on the texts of the articles
published in Novoe Vremya and on the memoranda of the mayor of St Petersburg to the Minister of
Internal Affairs. The author comes to the conclusion that these articles did indeed use information
manipulation techniques which distorted the facts and formed a rather negative image of law
enforcement agencies. Legislatively codified system for controlling the press did not allow the
authorities to form a positive image of government organs. The main mechanism for countering the
emergence of fake news on the part of the state authority in the early twentieth century consisted in
the publication of denials, which, as a rule, became an additional newsworthy occurrence to remind
the readers of the unpleasant situation with the participation of the capital’s law enforcement
agencies. Dissemination of inaccurate publicly significant information in the metropolitan
periodicals and the lack of effective response to fake news from the authorities during the period
under consideration dictated the need for changes in the regulation of state policy regarding the
press and for changes in the approach to the interaction with the private media.

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Introduction

On March 18, 2019, Law No. 31-FZ “On Amendments to Article 15.3 of the Fed-
eral Law ‘On Information, Information Technologies and Information Protection’”
came into force. This law restricts dissemination of unreliable socially significant in-
formation in the form of seemingly reliable messages which creates a threat of harm
to life and (or) health of citizens, property, a threat of massive disruption of public
order and (or) public safety, or a threat of interfering with the functioning or termina-
tion of functioning of life support facilities, transport or social infrastructure, credit
institutions, energy facilities, industry or communications.' Control over the imple-
mentation of the law is entrusted to the Prosecutor General of the Russian Federation,
who, in the event of detection of unreliable information on a resource which is an
online publication, submits an appeal to Roskomnadzor to indicate the necessity to
remove unreliable information. Thus, the state has outlined the main vectors® for
working with unreliable socially significant information.

Currently, unreliable socially significant information is usually referred to as fake
(bogus, false) news.

The problems of creating, disseminating, and countering fake news attract the at-
tention of contemporary researchers’ and are discussed not only at student
conferences’ but also at international scientific and practical conferences.” It also

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seems topical to address the history of the spread of unreliable news and to study the
ways of combatting it in our country.

There is no doubt that publication of articles about the activities of the police in
the Russian Empire in the pre-revolutionary period shaped the image of law enforce-
ment agencies. A number of articles by contemporary researchers® are devoted to the
formation of the image of the police in the periodical press of the early twentieth cen-
tury.

The understanding of the need for purposeful work to create a positive image of
police officers is reflected not only in the growth of the number of scientific articles’
but also monographs® on this issue.

“greater information openness of law enforcement agencies can significantly
contribute to shaping a positive image of police officers.”

Let me also point out a number of works by foreign authors who study the for-
mation of public opinion on socially significant issues at the beginning of the
twentieth century in Russia.'’

The purpose of this study is to consider the mechanisms of counteraction to the
emergence of fake (bogus) news, employed by the state authorities, on the example of
the publication of articles covering police activities in the capital’s press at the begin-
ning of the twentieth century. It should be noted straight away that, following
Ya. Emashov,'' fake or bogus news will be understood as inaccurate or completely
incorrect information purposefully used by a certain party in order to achieve the de-
sired result.

Often, the purpose of such a tool is to inflict reputational damage to the other side, belittle
its achievements, that is, to create an inaccurate, often negative image of the other side. . .,
and also to achieve other pursued goals. '

The chronological framework of the study covers the period from 1898 to 1903.
The material of the research includes archival documents from the collections of the
Main Directorate for Press Affairs and the St Petersburg Censorship Committee of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs stored at the Russian State Historical Archive.

The formation of public opinion about an event or phenomenon occurs through
direct contact of the subject with the surrounding reality. Since often this or that event
is beyond the scope of personal experience of a person, mass media play an important

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role in the formation of stereotypes and opinions, creating a pseudo-environment be-
tween the real event and the audience.

As is known, law enforcement agencies stood guard over the interests of the
dominant political system. Like other civil servants, law enforcement officers were
obliged to “conscientiously abide by the sovereign’s will and fulfill the duties of ser-
vice imposed on them by law.”"

Thus, together with other officials and functionaries, police officers represent the
authority at the local level, and there is no doubt that the image of the authority they
represent is formed through the personal experience of a communicant coming into
contact with them. A vivid positive example of such interaction is the situation de-
scribed by R.Yu. Budberg, a public figure, the chairman of the Valuyki Uyezd
Zemstvo Council. Going to one of the meetings of the Zemstvo Congress, which took
place on November 6-9, 1904, he and 1. Petrunkevich came to the wrong door, and
“the policeman standing at the gate, politely saluted them, showed them the other en-
trance, and said, ‘This way, gentlemen.”” They smiled and decided that the police
were protecting them well.”"”

In addition to direct contact with law enforcement agencies, of great importance
is the information transmitted through informal channels of communication and
through the media (the press).

Facts, rumors, assumptions and denials published in the press had a high degree
of the readers’ trust. It is appropriate to quote here the commander of the Corps of
Gendarmes P. Kurlov, who wrote in his memoirs: “There was always an objection to
every attempt to refute these rumors: “You don’t say so, it was printed in the newspa-
pers.”'®

Novoe Vremya [New Time] was one of the most popular newspapers of the early
twentieth century. The newspaper was founded in 1868."" Since 1876, the publication
was headed by A. Suvorin. In 1897 the circulation of the newspaper Novoe Vremya

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was 50,000 copies.'® Archival materials indicate the circulation of 32,887 copies in
1902" and 45,000 copies in 1907.*° Considering the significant circulation of this
newspaper and the duration of its existence, we can say that Novoe Vremya exerted a
great influence on shaping public opinion: suffice it to mention the case with the play
Smugglers at the Maly Theatre, which resulted in closing down the newspaper
Severnyi kur'er [Northern courier].”'

Main body

In 1898, the Main Directorate for Press Affairs received a memorandum from the
mayor of St Petersburg N. Kleigels addressed to the Minister of Internal Affairs
I. Goremykin regarding the feuilleton “Masterpieces of modern fiction of the latest
type” published in the newspaper Novoe Vremya, in which “in obvious contradiction
to the actual state of affairs, the conditions of service of an officer of metropolitan po-
lice were described in the most unworthy way.”** The memorandum resulted in issu-
ing an order dated November 3, 1898 “numbered 7447 on the prohibition of retail
sale of the issues of the mentioned newspaper, which was then cancelled on Novem-

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ber 12 of the same year.”> This measure allowed suspending the publication of criti-

cal articles about the actions of the police in the newspaper, however, “after that the
desire to undermine the authority of the police at every opportunity began to increase
progressively.”**

In 1899, several memoranda were sent to the Main Directorate for Press Affairs at
once from the mayor of St Petersburg on “tendentiousness” of the newspaper Novoe
Vremya which was trying to discredit the police in its articles and news items.>

On December 2, 1899, the mayor of St Petersburg addressed the Main Directorate
for Press Affairs again. The memorandum to the head of the Ministry of Internal Af-
fairs Administration indicated that the newspaper Novoe Vremya periodically pub-
lished articles and items on various aspects of city life “with the obvious intention of
proving the complete inaction of the police.””

According to the mayor, the articles lacked facts and the emphasis was placed on
the description of the details of the incident which, as a rule, were distorted,

and individual cases of undesirable phenomena are summarized by groundless conclusions
aimed at discrediting the police authority.*’

This phrase from an archival document fully corresponds to the definition of fake
news proposed in the introduction to the article: inaccurate information purposefully
used by a certain party in order to inflict reputational damage to the other party, in
this instance, the police of the capital.

In the memorandum, the mayor of St Petersburg cited 8 such articles®® from
Novoe Vremya published in the period between May 28 and December 1, 1899.

Let us consider the content and description of events in several articles of the
newspaper which were marked by the mayor as unreliable.

On May 28, the newspaper Novoe Vremya published an article under the title
“Without help™’ about the death of a peasant Filippov as a result of injuries sustained

from falling under a steam engine of the Lesnaya horse-car railway. According to an
eyewitness to the incident, at first the victim was brought to the police station as a
drunk but was not taken in there. Further in the article, the newspaper’s correspon-
dent said that after that Filippov was sent to a clinical hospital, where they also re-
fused to receive him.

After that the horse cab with the exhausted patient languishing from suffering went to the
Petersburg Side, to Peter and Paul Hospital. There he was taken in and died two hours lat-
er. . . . Everything that was told was hard to believe, we made inquiries, and, unfortunately,
the information we received confirmed everything stated above.*"

As a result of the investigation into the incident by a medical inspector on the or-
ders of the mayor, a denial was prepared. It stated that being drunk, peasant Filippov
accidentally fell under the engine. Because of the remoteness of the station to provide
assistance in accidents, the police officer sent the victim not to the police station but
to the nearest hospital.

The forensic autopsy of Filippov’s body established that the injuries he sustained could not
be classified as fatal; death occurred as a result of heart paralysis, as the wretch suffered
from fatty degeneration and hypertrophy of the heart muscle.’’

However, the editorial board published “a loose adaptation” of the denial and
published the denial in full only after the Main Directorate for Press Affairs issued a
corresponding order.”

On September 20, no. 8464 of Novoe Vremya made “an indication of the ex-
tremely unsatisfactory medical and sanitary supervision over the trade in dairy
products on Pokrovskaya Square and in the Andreevsky marketplace.”*® The item
said:

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The very storage of milk causes . . . a feeling of disgust: the jugs are dirty both outside and
inside, the milk is filthy, it tastes disgusting, . .. jug lids are wrapped in rags of all sorts,
even rags of worn-out underwear. Mouth-watering indeed!**

When considering the case, it turned out that the item reproduced a 1895 report of
the St Petersburg Sanitary Commission “word for word” and “trade and sanitary doc-
tors did not exist any longer at the moment.””> A denial was sent to the editorial of-
fice, “upon receipt of which the secretary of the editorial board Slesarev and the em-
ployee of the newspaper Lyalin who wrote under the pseudonym ‘“Peterburzhets”
came to the medical department and earnestly asked to allow them to publish the de-
nial regarding that incident in the form of an editorial item rather than in the official
manner.”® The mayor agreed, but on one condition:

In the future, such news items and short commentaries should be strictly objective and in
no way at odds with the truth.*’

It should be noted that in the two cited above pieces published in Novoe Vremya
the following manipulation techniques can be distinguished: (a) dosing of infor-
mation, when only a part of the information is reported and the rest is concealed
(publication of the official denial concerning medical and sanitary supervision in the
form of an editorial item); (b) mixing true facts with all sorts of assumptions, suppo-
sitions and rumors (the words of an eyewitness that the victim was taken to the police
station), as a result of which it becomes impossible to distinguish truth from fiction;
(c) purposefully delaying publication of important information until the moment
when it is too late to change anything (in this instance, the initial publication of the
denial about peasant Filippov in arbitrary form and the refusal to publish the denial in
full); and (d) a reference to some authority, in particular, the phrase “everything that
was told was hard to believe, we made inquiries. . .”

The mayor noted in a memorandum that in the period between May 28 and De-
cember 1, 1899 the newspaper published information about the police inaction, thus
shaping a negative attitude of the readers towards law enforcement agencies. At the

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same time the newspaper hushed up the measures aimed at maintaining order and left
them outside the information field. Indeed, in shaping the agenda of a newspaper, it is
often not the material that has come to the attention of the media that plays a role but
the material that is not talked about. Thus, the media impose topics for reflection on
the audience, and the list of these topics for discussion, the so-called agenda is more
important than forming a specific opinion on the topic. In this instance, the publica-
tion of articles about the police inaction and the lack of information about the
measures taken in order to improve the quality of life of the metropolitan residents
leads the reader to the idea of insecurity of his life and can form dissatisfaction with
the need for security. Here it is appropriate to quote the words of A. Maslow:

Secrecy, censorship, dishonesty, blocking of communication threaten all the basic needs.*®

Pointing out that “impunity for such unscrupulous insinuations is extremely
harmful to the interests” of the police, the mayor provided the Minister of Internal
Affairs with the news items and articles published in Novoe Vremya, the correspon-
dence and the orders he gave® in each individual instance. It is interesting that when
reporting the unfair actions of Novoe Vremya, the mayor did not ask to take action.
The memorandum was forwarded to the Main Directorate for Press Affairs, a case
was started but, judging by the extant archival materials, no measures were taken.

On December 30, the mayor sent a memorandum again saying that during the
week the newspaper published three articles to the detriment of the interests of the in-
stitution under his jurisdiction and he considered the information in two of them ficti-
tious. The third article contained a letter from an injured person; the letter “empha-
sized dangerous for the public consequences of not covering sidewalks with sand,
which is a daily and commonplace phenomenon.”*

A month later, on January 24, 1900, in addition to the memoranda of December 2
and December 30, 1899, a copy of the denial about “extremely sensational piece of
news about a horse cab driver assault on one of the residents of the capital”*' pub-

On March 14, 1900, the mayor of St Petersburg submitted another memorandum,
in which he listed the denials published in Novoe Vremya. The list included 6 denials
for the period from June 15, 1899 to March 10, 1900 and a note concerning the article
from no. 8631 of March 8, 1900, which had “extremely inappropriate and offensive
slant.”** In total, for the period between December 1899 and March 1900, 4 memo-
randa on the articles in the newspaper Novoe Vremya were submitted to the Minister
of Internal Affairs.

Based on the documents available in the archives, we can say that the regulation
of inaccurate information in Russia at the beginning of the twentieth century was car-
ried out by means of publishing denials in compliance with Article 138 of the Cen-
sorship and Press Statute, which stated:

Any periodical is obliged to publish immediately and free of charge without any changes
or notes in the text. . . an official denial reported by the government.*

In the event of “extreme sensationalism of an item of information” circulars were
issued.

However, articles of such nature continued to be published, which was, in par-
ticular, reflected in the circular of March 12, 1901 addressed to uncensored publica-
tions:

recently, news items and articles have appeared in the press quite often, which condemn
actions of the police and arouse mistrust and disrespect towards it on the part of the read-
ers. Recognizing publication of such articles and news at the present time as inconvenient,
the Minister of Internal Affairs deemed it necessary to temporarily prohibit periodicals to
publish reports on legal proceedings against police officials and discussion thereof until
further notice.**

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And the circulars to the governors mentioned the necessity

of prohibiting publication of articles and news items which bias the readers against the po-
lice or generalize isolated facts and also publication of unverified or knowingly false in-
formation and news concerning police officials.*’

Despite complaints from the mayor, in February 1901 two admonitions were re-
moved from the newspaper Novoe Vremya.

These administrative penalties were caused not by the harmful direction of the newspaper,
which is well-intentioned in general, but by the individual mistakes it made.*

This is what was said in the report of the Minister of Internal Affairs D. Sipyagin.
He recognized it as possible to remove from the newspaper

the force of two admonitions imposed on it, having timed the announcement of this order
for general information on February 28 of this year, on the day the editorial office cele-
brates the 25™ anniversary of publishing the newspaper Novoe Vremya by A.S. Suvorin.*’

The situation with unreliable materials published in Novoe Vremya was a phe-
nomenon, typical for the Russian press at the beginning of the 20™ century, which
was also indicated in the circular of the St Petersburg Censorship Committee dated
February 20, 1903. The Main Directorate for Press Affairs was forced to state that

recently, the capital’s periodicals have often published sensational news about incidents in
the capital and its environs which upon investigation turn out to be fictional!**

Since false “fictitious news”" (present-day term “fake news”") caused not only

unnecessary excitement among readers but also the need for complex unproductive

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work on the part of police officers to verify this news, the Main Directorate for Press
Affairs

drew the attention of editors of uncensored periodicals to the need for a more careful and
strict attitude on their part to the dissemination of incident reports.”'

Conclusion

So, periodicals circulated unreliable information about the activities of law en-
forcement agencies. Most often, the topics were related to everyday life of the
readers: inadequate supervision over the trade in the market and the work of horse
cab drivers; poor-quality cleaning of streets from snow; inaction of the police during
the investigation of thefts. The police authorities, in their turn, sent the Minister of
Internal Affairs complaints about the incorrect presentation of facts connected with
the activities of the police.

According to the mayor, who was in charge of St Petersburg police, all such ma-
terials pointed to

the biased and tendentious orientation of the newspaper Novoe Vremya, which is expressed
in the deliberate distortion of facts [hereinafter emphasis in original — £.K.] when reporting
information on various spheres of life in the city as well as generalizing the descriptions
given with completely groundless conclusions in order to discredit the institutions of the
mayor and the police of St Petersburg.’>

Publication of discrediting materials did contribute to the decline of authority and
deterioration of the image of law enforcement agencies in the capital. The main
mechanism for countering the emergence of fake news on the part of the state
authorities in the early twentieth century consisted in publishing denials. The denials
which were printed in a newspaper a few days later reminded the readers of the
previously published material and the negative image of the police.

The existing system of control over the press did not allow creating a positive
image of law enforcement agencies effectively, and the system of prohibitions and
circulars restricting dissemination of information produced information vacuum and
thus contributed to the spread of rumors and provoked social tension.

Dissemination of unreliable socially significant information in the metropolitan
periodicals and the lack of effective response of the authorities to series of fibs clear-

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ly show the need for changes in the regulation of state policy in the field of the press
and the need for changes in the approach to the interaction with private media.

In this case, it would have been more efficient to establish relationships with pri-
vate uncensored periodicals which had high enough circulation in order to publish
positive articles about police actions in them. We can say that the attempts to change
public opinion about state organs in general were made during the First Russian
Revolution, when on the orders of the Minister of Internal Affairs P. Stolypin the In-
formation Bureau was established in 1906.”> Among other things, its tasks included
preparing denials for newspapers and providing reliable information about the activi-
ties of state institutions.
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
