Abstract. The article focuses on the participation of Perm teachers in the events of the
Revolution and the Civil War. It is shown how the socio-political views and social initiatives of the
pedagogical intelligentsia transformed under the conditions of the alternating political regimes in
the territory of Perm Governorate from February 1917 till July 1919. The activities of the Perm
Teachers’ Union are given as the implementation of ideas of the new professional organization of
teachers. Various aspects of the interaction between the authorities and pedagogical intelligentsia
are considered against the background of the processes of school education reforms during the
difficult period of constant political regime change.

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Introduction

The study of social behaviour of various sectors of society in the context of socio-
political disasters, such as the Great Revolution of 1917 and the Civil War, is of par-
ticular interest, especially in the context of the events related to their recent cen-
tenary.

The historiography of the participation of pedagogical intelligentsia in revolu-
tionary processes was developed mainly in the 1990s. This subject is considered in
the studies of M. Boguslavskii, I. Suchkov, and N. Smirnov." They examined the
socio-pedagogical movement in Russia on the eve and during the Revolution of 1917.

The behaviour and views of pedagogical intelligentsia during the revolutionary
times were also indirectly tackled considered by the Soviet historiography. The re-
search conducted by N. Konstantinov and F. Korolev® were distinguished by their
ideological orientation.

The 1970s saw the formation of the school of thought in the city of Sverdlovsk,
headed by V. Chufarov, which was devoted to the history of pedagogical intelligent-
sia. Currently, Yekaterinburg historians B. Igoshev, M. Suvorov, M. Elisafenko,
M. Popov, and I. Bakhtin® continue researching this field.

At the same time, the problems of the relationship between teachers and authori-
ties during the Revolution of 1917 and the Civil War in the Urals still remain scantily
erexplored.

This subject was indirectly addressed by V. Voinov* who studied political stance
of the Ural intelligentsia. Based on the Southern Urals materials, Orenburg researcher
G. Gubskova® considered the state of school under the conditions of the Civil War. In
her dissertation, A. Kalsina examined the process of formation and development of

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state comprehensive school in the Middle Urals, exploring the problems of school
and teachers during the Revolution of 1917, the Civil War, and the first years of So-
viet rule.’

The history of teachers in terms of the history of everyday life was studied by
Perm local historians E. Speshilova, L. Eltysheva, V. Belenchuk, N. Zakharov, et al.”

Thus, in recent years, Ural researchers have prepared a large selection of materi-
als on the history of teachers. However, a number of questions concerning social be-
haviour of teachers as a social group in the context of social and political changes
during the revolutionary time and the events of the Civil War remain outside the
scope of research.

This article presents an attempt to trace the public moods of Perm teachers under
the conditions of alternating political regimes in the territory of Perm Governorate
from February 1917 till July 1919 and the change in the behaviour and social activity
of this group of intelligentsia under the influence of political and socio-economic fac-
tors.

During the short period between 1917 and 1919 there were four regime changes
Perm Governorate. In February 1917, the imperial rule was replaced by the Provi-
sional Government; in October 1917, with the arrival of the Bolsheviks, formation of
labour school began. Since the summer of 1918, a part of the Perm Governorate terri-
tory was controlled by the Provisional Siberian Government (Omsk) and the Provi-
sional Regional Government of the Urals (Yekaterinburg). In November 1918 Admi-
ral A.V. Kolchak seized power in Omsk. In December 1918 the Siberian Army
ousted the forces of the Red Army from the territory of Perm Governorate.® Until
July 1919, all issues of school policy were controlled by the Ministry of Public Edu-
cation of the Kolchak’s Government. On July 1, 1919, detachments of the Red Army
liberated Perm from the troops of the Siberian Army. Under such conditions, Perm
teachers as well as other social groups of the local population had to constantly adapt
to new realities and new political regimes.

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Main Body

The news about the fall of autocracy came to Perm two weeks later. The events of
February 1917 were welcomed by Perm teachers with great enthusiasm. The teachers
joined a new professional organization, Perm Teachers’ Union. The organization had
the following tasks: to protect legal interests of teachers, to organize a mutual benefit
fund, and to promote pedagogical associations.”

The Perm Teachers’ Union stated that it was a branch of a larger teachers’ corpo-
ration, the All-Russian Teachers’ Union, whose goals were aimed at preparing and
discussing school reform in Russia in line with democratization and decentralization.
The All-Russian Teachers’ Union encouraged active interaction with local authorities
on school issues, introduction of free-for-all primary education and the refusal to
study Scripture at school.'’

The new organization united mainly the teachers of the city of Perm (by the mid-
dle of 1917, the Teachers’ Union counted 350 members); they were the teachers of
gymnasiums and non-classical secondary schools. Teachers of higher elementary
schools established their own professional groups. Rural primary school teachers of
the Perm Governorate uyezds also joined teachers’ unions. In total, the entire mem-
bership of teachers in different unions in Perm Governorate amounted to 645 per-
sons.'' However, a single organization to unite all the teachers of Perm Governorate
had not yet appeared. It can be explained primarily by the class character of the Rus-
sian education system. Different status, financial situation and pension rights distin-
guished, for example, secondary school teachers from primary school teachers, whose
status was much lower.

In the early days of the revolution, the Teachers’ Union organized several meet-
ings where tasks for the nearest future were defined. Perm teachers prioritized the ful-
filment of an important mission, which was to clarify to the population and the stu-
dents the meaning of the events that were connected with the general process of de-
mocratization of Russian life.

One of the important events at the initial stage of transformations was the re-
moval of A. Ramenskii, who was in office for more than 30 years, from the post of
the director of public schools. Despite the fact that A. Ramenskii made a significant
contribution to the development of the educational system in Perm Governorate, in

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February 1917 many teachers associated him with the old monarchical regime, so the
general meeting of Perm teachers demanded that he resigned.'?

At the general meeting A. Ramenskii was
accused of the fact that, with his direct par-
ticipation, the best teachers were fired from
school because of their active participation in
the events of the Revolution of 1905-1907.
Many of them were persecuted for political
reasons and were demanded to leave their of-
ficial positions that were subsequently occu-
pied by the relatives of A. Ramenskii. The
meeting of the Perm Teachers’ Union decided
to re-organize the administration of the school
district, to introduce the new administration
on the basis of collegiality, and for A. Ramen-
skii, to resign."

Soon, A. Ramenskii stepped down as di-
rector of public schools and left for Simbirsk.
The removal from office of such a significant,
even a key figure of Perm education was exclusively the initiative of the local teach-
ers. The All-Russian Teachers’ Union did not give any recommendations regarding
the election of superiors. This became clear later, when the leader of the Perm Teach-
ers’ Union, N. Savinov, visited the All-Russian Teachers’ Congress in Petrograd in
April 1917."* Thus, we can say that at the initial stage of transformation, Perm teach-
ers were distinguished by unprecedented revolutionary activity and took radical ac-
tion in the transformation of the school system and its management. An assessment of
what happened was given by the Yekaterinburg press and published under the head-
line “Pedagogical Revolution in Perm!”"

April 1917 was marked by the fact that the All-Russian Teachers’ Congresses
were convened in Moscow and in Petrograd. The congress in Moscow clearly stated

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the defensive position of Russian teachers in relation to the World War was.'® The
second congress that was held in Petrograd discussed the anticipated school reform.
At the congress, the basic principles of school reform were formulated: democratiza-
tion, decentralization, and freedom. It is these principles that were underlying for the
reform that was going to be conducted by the Ministry of Public Education of the
Provisional Government under the leadership of Minister A. Manuilov. The All-
Russian Teachers’ Congress in Petrograd noted the need to improve the financial
situation of teachers and identified immediate tasks in the cause of school reform: to
introduce continuity of education levels and to organize elections of school leaders.
Both congresses set the task of uniting the split pedagogical groups of Russia into a
single professional corporation. Soon, many other congresses of teachers took place
in many regions of the country.

In May 1917 three Perm Teachers’ Unions at once (at the levels of uyezd, city
and the whole governorate) declared the need to call together a congress on the cur-
rent school problems. Each union was going to discuss its problems autonomously.
However, the processes of democratization of society, which began with the fall of
autocracy, resulted in the convocation of the general Provincial Congress on May 5,
1917, which united all the teachers of Perm Governorate.

Instead of the Directorate of public schools, Perm Provincial Teachers’ Congress
established a new structure, the Provincial Commissariat for National Education, en-
dowing it with executive functions in solving school problems, and declared the need
to unite all Perm teachers into one single professional organization. The congress also
put on the agenda the question of improving the financial situation of teachers.'’

Additionally, the congress established a special commission for school reform,
the commission including the representatives of all school organizations of Perm
Governorate. The commission developed new principles of school management,
which coincided with the directions of school reform formulated by the Minister of
Public Education A. Manuilov: 1) the principle of the school unity implying that
schools of different types and levels should receive equal rights; 2) the principle of
decentralization and autonomy of schools, according to which all issues of school life
should be addressed at the level of the governorate. The commission also demanded
to reduce the role of the state and the level of its interference in the life of schools.
Local schools, zemstvos, parents’ organizations, intelligentsia and students them-
selves were supposed to provide assistance to schools in those new conditions."®

Thus, for a short time, the Provincial Congress in Perm united local teachers with
the community of interests, but there was no merger into one joint organization. The
financial situation of different groups of teachers was not the same, and this factor in
the differentiation of teachers remained critical.

The revolutionary activities of teachers in the first months of the revolution were
replaced by the activities to organize a professional corporation, and as a new school
year began, students, especially high school students, became more active.

Under the influence of revolutionary events, school students began to join public
life, also established their own student organizations, demanded the resignation of
teachers who were objectionable to them and exclusion of a number of subjects from
the school curriculum."

There were discussions in the pages of the Perm press regarding whether schools
should respond to political events and whether teachers and students should partici-
pate in them. The Perm newspaper of the Kadet party Narodnaya Svoboda [People’s
Freedom] expressed the following position: young people should know the state
structure of the country and Russian legislation, but they should not be engaged in the
propaganda of the interests of any party.”” The general position of Russian teachers,
which was also supported by the All-Russian Teachers’ Union, was expressed in the

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thesis that school should be out of politics. Besides, such political indifference was to
the teachers’ advantage. It did not make any sense to support any party, since the po-
litical situation changed very quickly, and any party affiliation discredited the posi-
tive image of a teacher.

By the fall of 1917, the school reform, which was being developed by the Minis-
try of Public Education of the Provisional Government and the State Committee for
Public Education, was reflected in the document “Temporary provision on a unified
public comprehensive school.”®' The document combined the progressive ideas of
pedagogical thought in Russia. It was proposed to introduce into secondary schools
the unity and continuity of all levels of education, the real participation of local gov-
ernment and parents in school life, and the elective principle for all pedagogical posi-
tions.

However, the October events of 1917 postponed the opportunity of implementing
this document and changed the situation in the political life of the country.

The armed uprising in Petrograd caused a sharply negative reaction of Perm
teachers. An emergency meeting of the City Teachers’ Union was urgently arranged.
On the eve of the meeting, a group of activists of the Teachers’ Union prepared a
resolution condemning the illegitimate seizure of power by the Bolsheviks. It was de-
cided not to obey to the new government, and to go on strike if the school autonomy
was violated. This was done, however, with a proviso: if other public organizations of
Perm Governorate also vote for a strike.” It should be noted that Perm teachers did
not dare to take extreme measures despite the fact that teachers’ strikes against the
new government were not uncommon. Later, the teachers of Yekaterinburg, Ufa,
Cherdyn’ and other cities went on strike.

In January 1918 Perm professors also expressed their desire to join the Perm City
Teachers’ Union. In 1916 Perm became a university city. Under the conditions of the
unfolding revolution, university professors deemed it necessary to join a professional
corporation. Later, school clerks also applied for membership in the Union, but were
refused by the leaders of the Perm Teachers’ Union.”> A similar position regarding
membership in the Union was typical for the most privileged part of the pedagogical
intelligentsia: teachers of secondary schools, gymnasiums, and city teachers. At the
next stage, with the development of the revolution and the events of the Civil War,
the problem of financial situation of teachers began to come to the foreground more
and more.

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In January 1918, such a distressful situation of teachers was documented by the
newly assembled Provincial Congress. Its agenda also included issues related to as-
sessing the political situation in the country and the attitude of teachers to the Bol-
shevik power, and organizational issues as well.

At the congress, it was pointed out that some zemstvos of the uyezd did not pay
salaries to primary school teachers. The salary of a teacher was 50 roubles per month.
For many, the teaching load was from 35 to 50 hours per week, which, of course, re-
flected on the quality of work. The Provincial Congress decreed that the minimum
salary of a teacher should be at least 250 roubles per month.*

In early 1918 the Soviet government approved a new state structure, the Provin-
cial Department of Public Education, whose functions included solving school issues.
The Bolsheviks planned to carry out a number of important transformations: to begin
eliminating illiteracy, fundamentally change the old school, and train new “red”
teachers. The Soviet government also tried to solve economic problems: to find new
premises for schools, to provide students with clothes and shoes, and to deal with
problems of homeless children.*

In February 1918, the Executive Committee of the Council of Workers’ and
Peasants’ Deputies of Perm introduced a ban on teaching Scripture at schools.

The first months after the October events were a time of confrontation between
the pedagogical intelligentsia and the new government. On many issues, teachers’ or-
ganizations, as a rule, shared the positions of either the Kadet party or the Social
Revolutionary party. They were not happy that the Bolshevik authorities acted from
the position of strength. Basically, among the dissenting ones were secondary schools
teachers whose education qualifications were higher than those of primary public
school teachers and most of the latter had a positive attitude towards the new go-
vernment.

In their turn, the Bolsheviks considered the school as an important link in attract-
ing the population to the side of the Soviet government. And since any teacher is

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closely connected to the population, the Soviet government also relied on teachers as
conductors of its policy.

The decree of the Soviet government “On the Electiveness of all Pedagogical and
Administrative-Pedagogical Positions” urged local governments to organize re-
election of teachers. Teachers were to submit to the local Soviets a statement of
readiness to participate in the elections with the enclosed recommendation from the
party. Anyone could apply, even without a diploma and work experience at school.”’

Many teachers considered submitting a petition to stay in service to be humiliat-
ing and sabotaged the elections. In Perm Governorate, teachers of Cherdyn’, Perm
and Yekaterinburg expressed their protests.

The Perm Council of Workers’, Soldiers’ and Peasants’ Deputies announced that
schools of the city would not be financed until school councils were finally estab-
lished. School councils were needed to control the spending of the funds allocated to
schools. It was recommended that the majority of votes in school councils should be
left to the parents’ committees.”® The position of teachers was as follows: parents
could not be entrusted with the control over school councils. This decision of the So-
viet government was perceived by teachers as a fact of interference into the autonomy
of schools. The Perm Teachers’ Union proposed to postpone the re-election of tea-
chers until the upcoming autumn, motivating this proposal with the point that such a
reform should not be carried out at the local level, and it is necessary to wait for the
all-Russian legislative regulation.”

However, the People’s Commissariat of Education of the RSFSR insisted on the
immediate elections at the local level. The situation was clarified in the journal
Narodnoe Prosveshchenie [Public Education]: the elections promoted direct control
of the population over teaching and was necessary to arouse the interest of the popu-
lation in school problems.*

In fact, it was a way to filter out those who were not loyal to the new system and
opposed to the Soviet regime. All comers were allowed to vote. The authorities paid
more attention to the political views of the candidates rather than to their competence.

In the spring of 1918, re-elections were held in many educational institutions of
Perm, and a part of the teaching staff was not re-elected. As a rule, most authoritative
and competent teachers were balloted out and not elected.’’ Teachers were indignant
about the fact that the right to teach was determined by the loyalty to the authorities.*>

The outbreak of the Civil War was accompanied by the tightening of Soviet po-
licy. In December 1918, a new decree of the All-Russian Central Executive Commit-
tee disbanded the All-Russian Teachers’ Union. Its print media were closed and its
property was confiscated. The Perm Teachers’ Union also terminated its activities.

A little earlier, in October 1918, historic decrees were published and legislatively
approved by the All-Russian Central Executive Committee. Those decrees deter-
mined the school policy of the Bolsheviks in the framework of the concept of labour
school.>® School turned into labour school, and what was declared was its accessibi-

of all levels of education, and the secular nature of education.*

However, the real life made some adjustments. The country entered the Civil War
and school life became disorganized and devastated. School buildings were requisi-
tioned by troops and destroyed, school year terms were constantly postponed, there
was no stationery, epidemics and hunger claimed the lives of teachers and students.

The idea of labour school was not clear to the majority of population. Teachers
reacted to the new school reform with caution, vaguely understanding the tasks of
new schools. The idea of labour education was popular long before the revolutionary
events. Russian pedagogical thought elaborated this idea in different directions be-
cause the idea was quite universal and generally had a framework character. Among
the 1deologists of labour school were foreign teachers K. Kerschensteiner, G. Gans-
berg, and J. Dewey. In Russia, the ideas of labour school were voiced by P. Blonskii,
N. Krupskaya, and others. Indeed, the developers of the new Soviet school reform
used much of the experience of pre-revolutionary pedagogical thought.

The idea of introducing labour school was supported by Professor N. Rumyant-
sev. In October 1918, with a group of other Perm teachers and with the participation
of the Perm Uyezd Department of Public Education, he established the Pedagogical
Bureau in Perm and became the publisher of the journal Trudovaya Shkola [Labour
School].” The Bolsheviks turned to him for help in popularizing labour schools
among the population, since the professor was known as a specialist in experimental
pedagogy. Thus, together with other teachers, N. Rumyantsev travelled through Perm
Governorate with lectures and taught retraining courses for teachers.

However, the hostilities during the Civil War interrupted the process of labour
school development in Perm Governorate.

From August till November 1918, a part of Perm Governorate became controlled
by the Provisional Siberian Government and the Provisional Regional Government of
the Urals. During a rather short period of their existence, these authorities tried to im-
plement school policies, relying on democratic principles declared in February 1917
by the Ministry of Public Education of the Provisional Government.

Archival sources indicate that the Provisional Regional Government of the Urals
prepared bills on the reprinting of school textbooks and on a new payment system for
teachers. An important role in school life was assigned to local self-government; the

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autonomy of schools was proclaimed. However, the Provisional Regional Govern-
ment of the Urals did not have sufficient funds to implement its school policies.>

In its turn, the Ministry of Public Education of the Provisional Siberian Govern-
ment pursued school policies relying on the pedagogical community represented by
pedagogical councils and advocated the re-election of teachers and heads of educa-
tional institutions. The Siberian government resolved issues of financial support for
teachers more consistently, and many educational institutions wanted to move into its
jurisdiction.

At the end of December 1918, the Siberian Army occupied the territory of Perm
Governorate, displacing the Red Army units. The issues of school life in this period
began to be controlled by the Ministry of Public Education of the Government of
A. Kolchak.

School life under the new government recommenced two months later. Educa-
tional institutions, gymnasiums and private schools restarted their work. Tuition fees
were introduced at schools once again. The Perm Zemstvo also resumed its activities
and among its decisions was the restoration of Scripture in school curriculum.”’

Local newspapers published the chronicle of the Supreme Ruler’s stay in Perm. It
was noted that he visited Perm gymnasiums: Mariinskaya Women’s Gymnasium and
First Men’s Gymnasium, where according to Russian tradition, he was greeted with
bread and salt. With regard to teaching, the Supreme Authority gave the order to
leave at school only those teachers who would provide certificates of political secu-
rity confirmed by the local authorities.”® The population, sympathizing with the So-
viet rule, including primary school teachers, was subjected to persecution and terror.

The Perm Teachers’ Union, dissolved by the Soviet rule, resumed its activities.
The first meeting took place on January 17, 1919. The agenda included questions of
the financial situation of teachers and discussion of the new law “On Improving Fi-
nancial Situation of the Employees of Secondary Schools” adopted in December
1918.%

Teacher rates announced by the Ministry of Education were lower than those un-
der the Soviets. While under the Bolshevik government teacher’s salary was ap-
proximately from 664 to 864 roubles per month, the Ministry of Public Education es-
tablished the salary of a primary school teacher at the level of 400 roubles.*

On January 5, 1919, a decree of the Council of Ministers of the Russian Govern-
ment of A. Kolchak “On Salaries and Overtime Payments in Primary and Secondary
Education Institutions” quoted the annual salary of 4 200 roubles for a primary school
teacher, and 5 400 roubles for a secondary school teacher,”’ which corresponded to
the subsistence level that in 1919 amounted to about 300 roubles per month.*> And
yet, the financial situation of teachers continued to remain rather difficult. In the con-
text of the unfolding Civil War, it remained a crucial issue for Perm teachers.

With the arrival in Perm of the authorized representative of the Ministry of Public
Education M. Khitrin, the position of the Ministry on school policy implemented in
the territory of Perm Governorate was clarified. The Ministry’s official held a meet-
ing with secondary schools teachers, met parents’ committees and summing up the
results of the trip, he pointed out lack of organization among Perm teachers in gen-
eral.

The meeting of teachers from all Perm educational institutions in February 1919
put the following questions on the agenda: about the curricula, about the return of the
position of supervising teachers and about the activities of student organizations. The

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new ministry recommended that special attention should be paid to the physical train-
ing of high school students who were to be conscripted into the army soon.* How-
ever, in general, the mood of the teachers was depressed and financial problems came
to the forefront more and more often.

In January 1919, the Ministry of Public Education of the Kolchak’s Government
formed a commission on school reform. Professional educators, former officials of
the Ministry of Public Education of the tsarist government worked at the project.
Perm professor N. Rumyantsev was also involved in this work. With the support of
the Ministry of Public Education of the Kolchak’s Government, which allocated them
a subsidy of 30 thousand roubles, N. Rumyantsev and one of the of the Perm Teach-
ers’ Union activists N. Bochkarev began to publish the journal Svobodnaya Tru-
dovaya Shkola [Free Labour School].** The concept of labour school with its flexibil-
ity attracted the Ministry’s reformers as well.

The Ministry of Public Education planned to provide financial support for the
opening of Pedagogical Institute in Perm, with N. Rumyantsev elected its director in
May 1919. The Perm Zemstvo was ready to support poor students with the Zemstvo
scholarships. However, all those plans were never implemented.*’

With the offensive of the Red Army in Perm in July 1919, eighty per cent of
Perm teachers left with the troops of the Siberian Army of A. Kolchak. Ninety per
cent of teachers left Kungursk Uyezd. In Yekaterinburg, there were only 50 secon-
dary school teachers left.** Professors of Perm University also left for Siberia.*’” Once
in Tomsk, the publishers of the journal Svobodnaya Trudovaya Shkola
N. Rumyantsev and N. Bochkarev began to actively promote the idea of labour
school again. They headed the Central Pedagogical Museum and continued publish-

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ing their journal.*® The Russian government of A. Kolchak paid a special “evacuation
allowance” to all teachers who came to Siberia.

The Ministry completed its work on the school reform project in the summer of
1919, and thus, the reformers developed their own model of state public school that
was supposed to be implemented in the territories controlled by the Kolchak’s go-
vernment. But this project was not carried out. In 1920, with the defeat of the Kol-
chak’s army, the Ministry of Public Education ceased to exist. The project of unified
labour school was implemented later under the conditions of Soviet Russia.

Conclusion

The events of February 1917 made Perm teachers more active and led to the es-
tablishment of a professional teacher organization. The democratic processes that be-
gan in the country were in line with the interests of all teachers, who were waiting for
the renewal of education system and school reform. The socio-pedagogical ac-tivity
of Perm teachers was expressed in the desire to introduce the best practices of Rus-
sian pedagogical thought into schools. Perm teachers warmly supported the idea of
unity and autonomy of school. The social and public activity of teachers was deter-
mined by a complex of unresolved problems: their legal and financial position, pen-
sion provisions, and social status.*’

The initial stage of the revolution was accompanied by radical actions of the
Perm city teachers, the “pedagogical revolution,” which was expressed in the removal
of the director of public schools from his post.

Despite the fact that teachers supported the slogan of the All-Russian Teachers’
Union’s saying that school should be out of politics, politicization of teachers did oc-
cur, and as a rule, teachers sympathized with the Kadet and Socialist-Revolutionary
parties. But they did not emphasize their political position manifestly.

During the period under consideration, three teachers’ unions were formed in
Perm Governorate (at the city, uyezd, and governorate levels), each union positioned
itself as a separate corporation, and, unfortunately, it was not possible to overcome
this isolation.

The events of October 1917 finally consolidated this confrontation between
teachers, now according to the class principle. The privileged part of the teacher
community (teachers of secondary schools) met the Soviet government with hostility,
considering it illegitimate. Rural primary school teachers took the actions of the So-
viet government mostly positively. Because of the lack of firm position and disunity,
teachers failed to act as a united front working together with other public organiza-

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tions against the Bolsheviks. As revolutionary events unfolded, the activity of Perm
teachers gave way to wait-and-see attitude.

At the initial stage, establishment of Soviet labour school was accompanied by re-
election of teachers. Teachers viewed this re-election as interference of the authorities
into school autonomy and refused to cooperate.

During the Civil War, the non-Bolshevik governments that controlled the territory
of Perm Governorate tried to implement the ideas concerning school policy that were
proposed by the Provisional Government, relying on the restored local governments
presented by zemstvos. School control was carried out through persons authorized by
the Ministry.

The Perm Teachers’ Union revived its activities, but acted with caution. Its inter-
ests were mainly focused on solving financial problems of teachers.

Since January 1919, the Ministry of Public Education of the Kolchak’s govern-
ment began its work on the school reform project, taking the achievements of the
Perm professor N.E. Rumyantsev as a basis. Despite the class confrontation, the idea
of labour school was relevant for all strata of Russian society, but the Ministry failed
to bring the project to life for various political reasons.

The mass flight of Perm teachers to Siberia was a remarkable event. In August
1919, the report of the Yekaterinburg Provincial Department of Education to the first
Congress of Soviets mentioned that

...professors from the Mining Institute and Perm University as well as the teachers of sec-
ondary and professional schools left with the Whites one and all; in some gymnasiums, for
example, in Verkhoturye, of all the teachers, only one, the teacher of drawing, stayed.™

When the hostilities of the Civil War on the territory of Perm Governorate came
to an end, there was no one to carry out the reform of labour school. The personnel
problem was critical.

For the Soviet government, the re-training of teachers became a priority. Later on,
the Soviet government treated teachers with caution. At the same time, the Bolshe-
viks understood that it was impossible to solve many social problems and to ensure
the rise of the cultural level of the population without teachers.
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
