Abastract. Based on a wide-ranging set of sources of official and personal origin, the article
explores the history of the Solombala Camp No. 211 of the NKVD-MVD for prisoners of war and
internees. Most attention is paid to the analysis of the foundation of the camp, the organization of
the regime and protection of prisoners of war, their live support and labour use, as well as political
and cultural work. The author concludes that the most important reason for the foundation of
prisoner-of-war camps in the Arkhangelsk North was the need for labour in the local economy. The
labour of prisoners of war was used in the kraft pulp and timber processing industries, shipbuilding,
and agriculture. Despite the adverse climatic conditions of the Arkhangelsk North, the camp staff
managed to preserve the life and health of most prisoners of war and to ensure their return to the
homeland.

The history of the stay of foreign prisoners of the Second World War in the
Arkhangelsk North can rightfully be named among little studied ones, which is not
the case for other regions of the former USSR. Certain aspects of the history of
captivity and internment in Arkhangelsk Oblast were reflected in the publications of
V. Korotaev, T. Miller and the author of this article.® This article aims to provide a

The prisoner-of-war Camp No. 211 was founded by orders No. 00869 of the
Main Directorate of State Security of People’s Commissariat for Internal Affairs
(NKVD) of the USSR as of July 21, 1944 and No. 0067 of the Arkhangelsk Oblast
NKVD Directorate as of August 7, 1944, on the use of prisoners of war at the
enterprises of the People’s Commissariat of Pulp and Paper Industry. Lieutenant
Colonel of State Security A. Cherepanov was appointed Head of the Camp which
was initially intended for the accommodation of 5,000 people, with Senior Lieutenant
F. Gnevashev as Deputy Head.” Cherepanov had previously held the position of
Deputy Head of the Directorate of Forced Labour Camps and Colonies of Kemerovo
Oblast (later Lieutenant Colonel N. Dubovoi became head of the camp).

The camp administration was located in the settlement named after V. Molotov in
Solombala district of Arkhangelsk, at the address Industrialnaya Ulitsa, 7.° The camp
structure also included two subcamps. Subcamp No. 1 for 3,000 people was located
on the basis of the 6th section of the Directorate of Forced Labour Camps and
Colonies of the oblast NKVD Administration at the Solombala Kraft Pulp Mill
(Solombala District of the city of Arkhangelsk). Subcamp No. 2 for 2,000 people was
located on the basis of the special camp of the NKVD at the Arkhangelsk Paper Mill
(Isakogorsky District of the city of Arkhangelsk). The personnel of the
Administration of Camp No. 211 amounted to 53 persons; of subcamp No. 1, to

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53 persons; of subcamp No. 2, to 58 persons.’ The housing stock of the subcamps
consisted of one-storey wood-framed barracks with two-tier bunks. Both subcamps
also had the following infrastructure: headquarters, canteens, infirmaries, baths,
kitchens, disinfection chambers, storerooms, as well as automobile and horse-drawn
vehicles.’

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The first group of prisoners of war of 1,750 persons (mainly Germans,
Romanians, Poles and Hungarians) arrived in Subcamp No. 1 on October 4, 1944,
The camp employee, Major Kirillov, who participated in the reception of the special
train, described this event as follows:

The group of prisoners arrived late in the evening on October 4, 1944, Despite the late
hour, word quickly got around among the population about the arrival of prisoners of war.
As they approached the camp guard, large groups of the population gathered on the sides,
as it was the first time that they saw the soldiers of the “vaunted Hitler’s army” . .. There
were exclamations: “Done with the war!”, “Murderers, rapists!”, “Here they are, the
representatives of the higher race!”®

The prisoners looked terribly. Exhausted, dirty, lice-ridden, they barely reached to
the camp. While passing through the camp entrance checkpoint, five people died. In
the following days, 14-15 people died every day. 1,580 persons (90 %) of those who
had arrived to the camp needed urgent hospitalization.

The second group of prisoners which included 1,497 people (mainly Hungarians)
arrived on October 16, 1944 from the city of Roman (Romania) in much worse
physical condition. While they were disembarking the train, three corpses were found
in the wagons. All prisoners were lice-infested, many suffered from dysentery,
typhoid fever and typhus, and some of them were unconscious. During transportation
to the camp, 7 people died and the following day another 12 people died. 267 people
from this second group were sent to Subcamp No. 1 and 1,230 people were sent to
Subcamp No. 2.°

The third group of prisoners which consisted of 1,500 people (of different
nationalities) arrived from Camp No. 176 of the Gorky Oblast (Oranky Village) on
May 8, 1945 in “satisfactory condition.” Subsequently, prisoners arrived in small
groups of 7 to 50 people. In total, 7,654 prisoners of war and internees of
20 nationalities passed through the camp. Among them, Germans (45 %), Hungarians
(36 %), Romanians (6 %), Austrians (4 %), and Poles (3 %) predominated.

After the prisoners had arrived, it turned out that both subcamps were not fully
prepared for their accommodation. According to the NKVD standards, the norm of
living space per prisoner of war was to be 2 square meters. However, an inspection
revealed that 1,224 prisoners of war were placed in the premises of 1,200 square
meters, which means that every prisoner of war received less than 1 square meter of
living space.’®

No. 3 was founded in the structure of Camp No. 211 in Kuliga Village of the
Telegovsky Selsovet (Rural Council) in Krasnoborsk Raion of Arkhangelsk Oblast,
550 kilometers from the camp along the Northern Dvina River. It was tasked with
providing prisoners of war and camp personnel with vegetables and animal products.
The camp began setting up a subsidiary farm in the spring of 1945, with living and
utility rooms, agricultural equipment, draft animals, and seed stock to be purchased
from the collective farms of the Telegovsky Selsoviet. By decisions of the Executive
Committee of Arkhangelsk Oblast and the Executive Committee of the Krasnoborsk
Raion, 250 hectares of low-fertile land overgrown with forest and shrubs were
allocated for temporary use by the subsidiary farm. No grasslands were allocated to
the camp, as a result of which the subsidiary farm did not have a forage base for the
development of livestock farming.

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Major Mikhalenkov, an agronomist by education, was appointed as head of the
subsidiary farm. Livestock technicians, veterinarians, machine operators, vegetable
growers were selected from among the prisoners. In 1945, the population of Subcamp
No. 3 amounted to 200 people, and in 1946, to 300 people.! In the spring and
summer periods, when labour was needed, the barracks were overcrowded. After
harvesting and sending the harvest to Arkhangelsk, several dozens of prisoners stayed
to maintain the farm in wintertime.' In the village, the prisoners walked unescorted,
communicated with local residents, exchanged their own handicrafts for eggs, milk
and bread. The camp had its own medical unit with a Hungarian doctor, who also
treated the local population.™

In 1945-47, the prisoners, mainly Hungarians and Romanians, built two barns, a
grain dryer, a pigsty, a stable, an icehouse, a forge, a garage, a gas storage, a
workshop for repairing and sewing clothes, two Kitchens, a laundry room, a bunk
house, and a barbed wire fence with observation towers in Kuliga Village. In
addition, agricultural equipment, draft animals, a car, tractors, as well as petrol, oil
and lubricants were purchased. The prisoners cleared, pulled out and ploughed
200 hectares of fallow and virgin land, and a significant amount of organic and
mineral fertilizers were transported to the fields. In 1945 area under crops amounted
to 100 hectares; in 1946, to 213 hectares; in 1947, to 125 hectares."

Despite the high costs, the subsidiary farm did not justify itself: transportation
was carried out with great difficulties, there was no forage supply, and crop yield was
low. The subsidiary farm was in a particularly critical condition after the winter of
1945-46. Seed stock was partially spent on planned supply. Lack of animal feed
caused cattle mortality.*

Following the situation, Camp No. 211 petitioned the Arkhangelsk Oblast MVD
Administration to liquidate the subsidiary farm. By order No. 001118 of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs of the USSR, Subcamp No. 3 was disbanded in March 1948. The
land and buildings were transferred to collective farms, property and material values

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were transferred to the Regional Directorate of Correctional Labour Camps and
Colonies, the contingent was transferred to other subcamps.*®

In July 1945, the NKVD of Arkhangelsk Oblast approved a plan of additional
measures for the accommodation of prisoners of war. In particular, it was planned to
deploy five new subcamps as part of Camp No. 211, namely Subcamp No. 5 at the
Barrel Factory (the settlement of Timber Mill No. 14 of the Maimaksansky District of
Arkhangelsk) for 500 people; Subcamp No. 6 at the timber exchange of the Timber
Mill named after V. Molotov (the Solombala District of Arkhangelsk) for 750 people;
Subcamp No. 7 at the Timber Exchange No. 2 (Brevenchaty Ostrov of the
Maimaksansky District of Arkhangelsk) for 750 people; Subcamp No. 8 at the
Sawmill No. 5-7 (Tsiglomen Settlement of the Proletarsky District of Arkhangelsk)
for 750 people; and Subcamp No. 9 at the Office for Military Construction No. 242 of
the Military Construction Administration of Arkhangelsk (the Maimaksansky District
of Arkhangelsk, the settlement of the 6th construction) for 500 people. As a result,
the number of subcamps in Camp No. 211 was to be increased to 9, and their capacity
to reach 10,350 people.’

However, those ambitious plans were not fulfilled. In September 1945, only two
subcamps were prepared for opening and staffed in Camp No. 211, namely Subcamp
No. 4 under the Glavmorstroi Construction Office (Arkhangelsk, Solombala, Moseev
Ostrov, maximum capacity of 1,000 people) and Subcamp No. 6 at the timber
exchange of the Timber Mill named after V. Molotov (Arkhangelsk, Solombala,
maximum capacity of 750 people).’® Due to the fact that the contingent was not
brought in, both subcamps were disbanded.

By order No. 0034 of the Arkhangelsk Oblast MVD Administration as of June 5,
1946, a decision was made to unite all prisoner-of-war camps in Arkhangelsk Oblast
into one camp. As a result of the merger of the Molotovsk Camp No. 220
(Molotovsk, now Severodvinsk) and the Solombala Camp No. 211, the latter also

Being secure facilities, prisoner-of-war camps were subject to enhanced
protection. The protection of Camp No. 211 was provided by the personnel of the
garrison of the 2nd battalion of the 250th regiment of the NKVD-MVD Escort
Troops. Subcamp No. 1 was guarded by three outposts in the daytime and by four at

night. Subcamps No. 2 and No. 3 were guarded by two and three outposts
respectively.”

The subcamps’ territory was fenced a checkpoint at the entrance gates where a
day squad was on duty. The subcamps territory was fenced with boards and barbed
wire two and a half meters high. On the outer and inner sides of the fence there were
prohibited zones separated with a small barbed wire fence. The military outposts
were located along the perimeter of the zones and were equipped with observation
towers which ensured visual and sound communication of the sentries. Telephone
communication between the sentries and the garrison of escort troops was carried out
with the help of switchboards. Sound alarms and electric lighting were installed in
the camp territory.

After the end of the war, the practice of prisoners moving and working unescorted
became widespread. In 1947, 720 persons were released from escort in Camp
No. 211. Persons who occupied leading production positions, as well as company and
platoon commanders and anti-fascist activists were subject to release from escort in
the first place. It is typical that no escapes were recorded among those who were
released from escort.”*

In 1945, additional teams of prisoners of war with a total number of 135 people
were formed in the camp. They guarded the contingent at work sites under the
leadership of escort troops, and in the camp under the supervision of a duty officer.
The personnel of the teams wore a distinctive sign; it was a white bandage with black
letters KS which designated Self-Guard Team (Komanda samookhrany). The
selection of persons for these units was carried out by a special commission
consisting of the head of a subcamp and his deputies for political and operational
work.

Since 1946, the department for the regime and protection of the camp invited
guards from administrative bodies (for example, from the Arkhangelsk Pulp and
Paper Mill, the Arkhangelsk Shipyard, et al.), 20 people, to guard prisoners at their
sites of work. There was a system of guarding and surveillance at the enterprises that
used prisoner-of-war labour. For example, in order to prevent the prisoners from
moving freely across the territory of the mill, the director of the Arkhangelsk Kraft
Pulp Mill ordered workers and employees the following:

To monitor the behaviour of prisoners of war in the workplace, and to capture and send to
the camp those who were noticed committing thefts and other misconduct.?

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In addition, a system of permits was introduced, on the basis of which former
enemy soldiers received the right to enter the territory of the production zone.?

Assistance brigades (BS, Brigady Sodeistviya) were formed from the locals to
search for escaped prisoners in settlements adjacent to the camp, at the docks, river
crossings and railway stations. In total, 39 such brigades were organized in Camp
No. 211 with a total number of 228 members. They were periodically trained and
instructed. As practice showed, the organization of assistance brigades paid off. With
their help, several escapes of prisoners of war were suppressed. For example, in the
fall of 1946, a prisoner who had been on the run for four days was detained by
Polyakov, an assistance brigade member, at the 1059th junction of the Northern
Railway. For that, Polyakov received remuneration in the amount of 200 roubles. In
another instance, a prisoner who had been on the run for three days was detained by a
woman by the name of Kirillova in Arkhangelsk. In general, during the period of the
existence of Camp No. 211, nine escapes were made: five in 1946, three in 1947, and
one in 1948. All escaped fugitives were caught by the camp personnel and members
of assistance brigades.?

All prisoners of war were provided with food according to differentiated nutrition
standards established by orders and directives of the NKVD-MVD. The size and
composition of nutrition depended on labour productivity, the state of health of a
prisoner of war, his military rank, and membership in an anti-fascist activist group.
The facts of non-compliance with the established norms of communal feeding were
quite common. So, the daily calorie intake in camp No. 211 in January
1945 amounted to 1,910 Kkilocalories instead of 2,079 kcal; the sick received
2,301 kcal instead of 2,599 kcal; and people with dystrophy received 3,138 kcal
instead of 3,465 kcal.® The selection range of food products was monotonous. The
problem was also aggravated by the late delivery of food supplied during the periods
of snow drifts and autumn slush, and also by food theft common among the camp
staff.

According to the memories of local residents, in order to improve their nutrition,
prisoners of war collected goosefoot and nettle.?® Considerable help to the camp in
providing prisoners of war with food was also given by the enterprises that used their
labour. For example, in the canteen of the Solombala Kraft Pulp Mill, using special
coupons, prisoners of war received 500 servings of two dishes per day, namely soup
and cooked cereal.’” At the same time, the employees of the enterprise received
insufficient nutrition that included rotten turnips, potatoes and sunflower oil diluted
with water.?®

The camp leadership made great efforts to organize the provision of clothing for
prisoners of war. However, it was no less difficult than organizing the provision of
food. Enemy soldiers arriving at the camp were literally wearing rags and some of
them had no shoes. The camp was supplied with clothing and property by the District
Military Supply Department of the North Pechora MVD District; some clothing was
provided to the camp by administrative bodies. Due to lack of property, austerity

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regime was introduced. Clothes were worn into holes and were thrown away only if it
was completely impossible to repair them. A significant part of clothing allowance
was restored from rags, for which a special workshop was organized.”

The NKVD Directive No. 183c as of June 12, 1944 ordered to provide every
prisoner of war with a warm hat, overcoat, boots, warm footcloths and gloves for the
winter.*® The state made considerable efforts to allocate even the smallest funds of
clothing allowances for the needs of local prisoners, because the population itself
often did not have warm clothes and shoes, which were highly scarce goods.*

Unfortunately, among the decent employees of the camp there were also
individuals who did not disdain robbing prisoners of war, misappropriating their
belongings, products, and valuables. So, by order No. 494 of the NKVD of the USSR

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as of December 22, 1945, for the theft of material assets, food and abuse of authority,
Captain Kamkin, Deputy Head of the camp for supply, was removed from his
position in the NKVD.* Order No. 45 of the Arkhangelsk Oblast MVD
Administration as of August 9, 1946 “On the results of the documentary audit of the
POW Camp No. 211 noted:

Shortages and embezzlement are already part of the system and are widespread in almost
all subcamps; there is not enough effort being made by the leadership of the camp to
struggle against them.®

A consequence of the lack of control over the expenditure of material assets in the
food supply department was a shortage of 55,598 roubles and in the clothing supply
department, a shortage of 48,364 roubles.*® As a result of the investigation, the
perpetrators were brought to administrative and judicial responsibility.

One of the most important areas of work with prisoners of war was their health
care. At first, due to the massive influx of patients, it was not possible to properly
organize the work of dispensaries and infirmaries. Among the contingent of the
camp, there was an increase in the number of patients with scurvy and different
infections. In January 1945 alone, 86 typhoid patients were identified in the camp,
which amounted to 3.2% of the total contingent.®® In this difficult period, thanks to
their selfless work, the team of medical workers victoriously managed to change the
most difficult situation with morbidity and mortality and to save the lives of many
prisoners of war. The heroism of the camp physicians can be well illustrated by the
fact that while fighting the typhus epidemic, the head of the sanitary department
Timkina and doctor Botvin fell ill and died.

On December 9, 1944 and March 24, 1945, the NKVD of Arkhangelsk Oblast
issued orders No. 00121 and No. 014 “On measures taken to reduce morbidity and
mortality of prisoners of war in the POW Camp No. 2117, according to which the
camp leadership was to stop sending weakened prisoners of war to work, to
strengthen the staffing of health-improving teams, to maximize the number of beds in
hospitals, to secure for them the necessary number of nurses from among the
prisoners of war. The head of the camp, Lieutenant Colonel of State Security
N. Dubovoi was fired, and Senior Lieutenant of State Security Lugovoi, who

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previously held the position of Deputy Head of the Directorate of Forced Labour
Camps and Colonies of Arkhangelsk Oblast, was appointed instead of him.*

At the same time, efforts were made to prevent the spread among prisoners of war
of epidemic diseases circulating among the local population. On August 9, 1946, the
head of the sanitary department of the camp administration, Major of the Medical
Service Vertyagin, wrote to the head of the anti-epidemic department of the
Arkhangelsk Oblast Health Department:

Over the last ten days of July, the number of cases of dysentery and typhoid fever has
increased at the Arkhangelsk Paper Mill, and these infections are already beginning to be
transmitted to prisoners of war of Subcamp No. 2 of Camp No. 211. We are taking all
measures to prevent and stop an epidemic of acute gastrointestinal infections, but the on-
going work should be coordinated with the local health department, since prisoners of war
have contacts with the civilian population at the sites of their work.*’

To reduce the incidence of typhoid fever and dysentery, a bacteriologist was sent
to Subcamp No. 2 of Camp No. 211.%

In the post-war years, tuberculosis became a usual companion of camp life. Thus,
in the Circular No. 349 of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR as of June 19,
1948, it was noted that a large number of patients with tuberculosis was found in
Camp No. 211. The situation was even worse due to the fact that those who caught
this dangerous disease were detected late and did not received treatment belatedly.
The Ministry of Internal Affairs required that camp physicians keep a thorough
record of tuberculosis patients, use tuberculosis specialists from civilian hospitals for
their treatment, and provide care and nutrition at an increased rate.*

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The overall decrease in the incidence of the camp contingent in 1945-48 made it
possible to reduce the number of beds from 1,600 to 80, i.e. 20 times.”° In general,
doctors and nurses of the camp achieved high rates in the treatment of prisoners of
war. Of the total number of patients in the camp hospital, 46 % were cured, 49 %
were discharged due to improvement, 0.8 % were registered as disabled persons, and
4.2 % died.* Thus, the camp doctors managed to preserve the life and health of 95 %
of the prisoners of war they treated. Many medical workers of the camp were
awarded and rewarded for positive results in improving the health of the camp
contingent. Thus, by order No. 289 of the head of the Arkhangelsk Oblast NKVD
Administration as of April 23, 1945, commendations were awarded to the Camp
No. 211 doctors Anokhina, Kublanova and Antonov.*

To a large extent, the effectiveness of the camp’s medical service can also be
evaluated by the death rate of prisoners of war. According to estimates, out of
7,654 prisoners of war in the camp, 1,045 people died, i.e. 13.6 %.* For comparison,
according to official statistics of the civil registry offices of Arkhangelsk for 1941
44, 38 thousand people died of starvation and disease, which amounted to 13.6 % of
its pre-war population (280 thousand people).* Therefore, during the war, prisoners
of war were in almost the same situation as the citizens of Arkhangelsk. Both the

former and the latter had to endure hardships because of hunger, disease and
exhausting labour. This fact clearly shows that prisoners of war did not face the
policies of genocide and massive destruction, as it usually happened in Nazi
Germany.

Prisoners of war that arrived in Arkhangelsk immediately attracted the attention
of local industrial enterprises and organizations that needed “labour force”. Due to
the fact that all groups of prisoners that arrived at the camp were extremely
weakened, the employment to production sites in 1944 was extremely low. In
October 1944, out of 4,187 prisoners, only 865 people were sent work, i.e. 20 %.
Former enemy soldiers did not have the necessary labour skills and worked with low
dedication. The camp records documented a number of instances when prisoners tried
to sabotage the work. Thus, on December 17, 1944, paramedic Russo, a Pole by
nationality, addressed other prisoners of war in the camp canteen, saying the
following:

Hungarian commanders want to curry favor with the Russian commanders and send
everyone to work in cold weather, so people die there. Your clothes are bad, do not go to
work, and if the commanders send you, beat them.*

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In turn, representatives of administrative bodies neglected prisoners of war, did
not observe the norms while organizing their work and executed work orders
negligently. For example, in the regeneration workshop of the Solombala Kraft Pulp
Mill, where 40 prisoners of war worked, the calculations of payment for the work of
prisoners of war were made with an understatement of 35 %. As a result, the
prisoners fulfilled production norms by 60-65 %.%" It is quite natural that at the
beginning of 1945 the camp was listed as unprofitable. Gross output relative to actual
consumption as a percentage was 19.2 % in March 1945, and 21.4 % in April.*® In
fact, the camp existed due to the funding from the state budget.

As a result of measures taken for physical rehabilitation of the contingent,
organization of technical training and redistribution of prisoners of war to the sites of
their work in 1945, a turning point in the production activities of the camp was
determined, which is clearly reflected in Table. 1.

The data in Table 1 show that in 1945 manpower reserves increased 2.1 times,
and employment in production increased 5.3 times in percentage terms.

In 1945, prisoners of war at the Solombala Kraft Pulp Mill accounted for half of
the production personnel (49.9 %).” The gross output of the camp in 1945 reached

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7,014,988 roubles (104 % of the plan), and average labour productivity rose to
107.4 % and approached the performance rate of skilled workers. Thanks to prisoners
of war, in February 1945, the Solombala Kraft Pulp Mill fulfilled the plan for the
production of pulp by 195%; for paper, by 151 %; for total production, by 193 %.
Due to the fact that all the wood that was on the timber exchange was processed, the
prisoners had to be partially transferred to Sawmill No. 16-17.>

The knowledge and experience of prisoners of war turned out to be very useful
for the administration of the Arkhangelsk Pulp and Paper Mill. In August 1946,
several wagons arrived there with imported equipment received by the USSR in the
course of reparation payments. Prisoners of war with the appropriate qualifications
were used for installation, assembly and launch of the equipment and instruments,
and for the translation of technical documentation. Among the Russian names of
paper-making machines, names in foreign-language appeared: crushers ‘Black’, tapes
‘Ferrado’, drums ‘Velena’ and ‘Hillbohm.”>* Unfortunately, the bulk of the
equipment was soon discarded as a result of neglect, storage in the open air and the
ensuing corrosion.”

Despite the adverse factors of the post-war years, the camp managed to maintain
high production indicators. As of November 1, 1947, manpower in the camp
amounted to 89 % of its composition, paid employment of prisoners of war made
75 %; camp staff, 5 %; average labour productivity, 143 %; actual self-sufficiency of
the camp, 111 %. For the 3rd quarter of 1947 alone, the camp’s income amounted to
623 thousand roubles. Head of the financial department of the camp T. Lisitsyn,

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labour inspector K. VVydro and rate-setter P. Sidorov were awarded for the successful
implementation of the production and financial plan.>* In 1945-47, the
Administration of Camp No. 211 received 26,210 roubles as a bonus from the
Arkhangelsk Pulp and Paper Mill and the Solombala Kraft Pulp Mill.*®

To increase labour productivity among prisoners of war, a labour competition was
held. The first attempts to organize it in early 1945 ended in failure. However, over
time, it was possible to conclude contracts with labour obligations not only between
working teams, but also between subcamps. As a result, by the end of 1947, there
were almost no working teams that did not comply with production standards, while
in 1945 it was the case only for half of them. The teams of Top, Fisher, Mihai,
Gebelein, Marchin, Dotman completed their labour tasks with indicators from 242 %
to 364 % of the norm. The total number of prisoners of war fulfilling the norms by
more than 150 % reached 380 people.®

In July 1945, the Solombala Kraft Pulp Mill instructed three prisoner-of-war
engineers to independently manage individual production sites. Thus, Hecher was in
charge of the construction of a drying shop; Griffenstein, of the construction of a
bath-and-laundry plant; Schinder, of the work of prisoners of war in the electrical
department. Former head of the personnel department of the Solombala Kraft Pulp
Mill A. Gorina recalled the use of prisoners of war in wartime:

There were the smartest people among them. The director immediately took one of them,
by the name of Alexander, to the design bureau. Before that, our heat and power system
worked only on wood fuel, and Alexander adapted it to using coal.”’

The order issued by the Kraft Pulp Mill on March 27, 1947 notes that engineer
A. Horvath constructed mechanical scales for weighing coal, which prevented “the
squandering of socialist property”. Under the leadership of the plant’s chief engineer,

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he commissioned a pulp packing machine, which allowed him to reduce five jobs.
For that A. Horvath was paid a one-time remuneration in the amount of 400 rubles.*®

With its significant labour resources, Camp No. 211 provided substantial
assistance to local enterprises in fulfilling production plans. Thus, in 1945-47, the
contingent of the camp fully serviced the work of the timber exchange, fuel and
transport departments of the Solombala Kraft Pulp Mill and the Arkhangelsk Pulp
and Paper Mill. Former enemy soldiers performed all types of work, from receiving
and sawing wood to loading finished products. Up to 550 thousand festmeters (equals
1 cubic meter of solid wood pulp. — Ed.) of wood were received and processed
annually by them, and the average annual volume of loading and unloading
operations exceeded 500 thousand tons. Prisoners of war serviced two lime Kkilns,
which burned 9,050 tons of limestone annually, manufactured tools and spare parts in
mechanical workshops, and rewound electric motors. In 1945-47, it was with the
help of Camp No. 211 contingent that the Solombala Kraft Pulp Mill successfully
coped with the implementation of its production plan and was among the leading
enterprises of the country, holding the banner of the Central Committee of the Paper
Manufactures Union from year to year.

Some of the prisoners of war were engaged in construction and assembly works.
Thus, they built 7 warehouses, 2 wharfs, several pavements for automobile traffic
with a total length of 7 km, 2 factory clubs, a sports ground, a department store, and

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an apartment building; 50 residential buildings were repaired, etc.>® According to the
recollections of A.l. Butakov, prisoners of war landscaped the territory along
Kirovskaya Ulitsa with lawns, flower beds and plaster sculptures.®

The former soldiers of the enemy armies also contributed to the construction of
the Northern Fleet. By order No. 13/1310 of the Arkhangelsk Oblast NKVD
Administration as of July 5, 1945, Camp No. 211 organized a secondment of
80 prisoners of war to the Arkhangelsk Shipyard of the Chief Directorate of the
Northern Sea Route. They launched 6 motor boats, a barge with a displacement of
50 tons, and about a dozen small river vessels. In addition to the main work done by
prisoners of war, various secondary works were performed to the amount of
230 thousand roubles.®

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In general, for the entire period of its existence, the estimated gross output of the
camp amounted to 40,294,304 roubles, and the cost of maintaining the camp was
34,587,868 roubles, i.e. total income from camp activities exceeded 5.7 million
roubles.®

In all fairness, it should be noted that the labour achievements of Camp
No. 211 had a downside. Excessive intensification of labour led to the loss of health,
and sometimes death of prisoners of war. Thus, in a special message as of
September 7, 1945, Lieutenant Colonel Bykov, Deputy Head of the oblast NKVD
administration, and Major Varfolomeyev, Head of the of the oblast NKVD
Department for Affairs of Prisoners of War and Internees, reported an accident to
Major General Ratushnyi, Deputy Head of the GUPVI of the NKVD of the USSR.
On August 16, 1945, five prisoners of war were hit by a cart loaded with timber at the
timber exchange of the Arkhangelsk Paper Mill. Franz Progar, a citizen of
Yugoslavia born in 1921, died from craniocerebral injury. Marko Snidarli¢, also a
citizen of Yugoslavia born in 1924, got a severe concussion. It was noted that such
accidents at the mill had also taken place earlier. The materials on this case were sent
to the prosecutor of the Isakogorsky District of Arkhangelsk to investigate and bring
the perpetrators to justice.®® However, even after this incident, serious violations of
work safety continued. In 1947 alone, there were 123 cases of work-related injuries at
the Arkhangelsk Kraft Pulp Mill, 4 of which were fatal.**

Labour of prisoners of war was considered not only as a means of restoring the
USSR national economy destroyed by the war, but also as a means of re-education
and ideological “re-forging” of former enemy soldiers and officers. At the meeting of
the employees of the Solombala Kraft Pulp Mill, referring to the question of attitude
towards prisoners of war, Head of Camp No. 211 Dubovoi noted:

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Comrades! We are dealing with our enemy, so be vigilant and study people. We have a
difficult task. We are to educate these masses so that, upon returning to their homeland,
they would be agitators for the Soviet Union.®

Judging by archival documents, the denazification and demilitarization of the
views of Poles, Czechs, Romanians, Hungarians and Yugoslavs was faster than those
of Germans. Prisoners of war of these nationalities were massive supporters of the
anti-fascist movement. Many of them understood the Russian language, actively
assisted the command in restoring order in the camp and at work sites, fulfilled and
exceeded labour norms, and participated in the organization of labour competition. It
IS characteristic that immediately after their arrival, 200 Poles, 175 Romanians and
109 Yugoslavs submitted a request to send them to the army in order to fight against
fascism.®

For obvious reasons, Germans turned out to be most hostile towards Soviet
propaganda. They were afraid to openly make Nazi statements, but tried not to give
out those who expressed them. Thus, in October 1944, the German physician
Steinberg entered the wards of the sick with a Nazi salute and was exposed only
when Hungarians reported him. It was possible to organize political work among the
German prisoners only after the arrival of 74 German anti-fascists from Camp
No. 165, where they had completed anti-fascist courses.®’

Those who worked well, were disciplined and conducted political work among
other prisoners of war were considered anti-fascists. However, despite the massive
“enrolment” to anti-fascists, it was still a long way from the real restructuring of the
worldview and ideological beliefs of these people. Many Germans moved to anti-
fascist positions under the influence of political conjuncture and their desire to
improve their financial situation and accelerate their return to the homeland.

The main tasks of political work included: examination of the sentiments of
prisoners of war and identification of their attitudes towards the Nazi regime;
explanation of the criminal nature of the war by Nazi Germany and the just nature of
the war by the USSR; exposure of Nazi ideology and the formation of communist
worldview; clarification of liability for damage caused to the Soviet Union and the
need for a conscientious attitude to work; formation of democratic beliefs and
organization of the anti-fascist movement in the camp.

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The management of anti-fascist work was initially assigned to the operative
department. Thanks to operational measures, it was possible to remove the “ballast”
and “pro-fascist elements” from the anti-fascist activist groups. For instance, Horst
Gebler, a propagandist and former Hitler Youth battalion commander, was exposed in
Subcamp No. 1.%

Most prisoners of war perceived the surrender of Nazi Germany as the end of
exasperating and unpromising war and as a chance for sooner repatriation. The main
questions for them now were the future of their countries and the time of their return
to their homeland. To clarify these issues, reports and lectures were held, which
highlighted the decisions of the Yalta and Potsdam Conferences and the plans of the
Soviet leadership.

Types of political and cultural work with the prisoners of war of Camp No. 211
are presented in Table 2.

The experience of conducting political work showed that after hard physical
labour the work with prisoners in small political groups was far more successful than
delivering lectures for the whole camp. During group work, the contact between the
audience and a speaker was much better, therefore, the perception and assimilation of
the material improved, and there was an opportunity for conversations and disputes.
Starting in the spring of 1945, special groups were organized in the camp to study
political economy, Marxist theory, “Short Course of the History of the CPSU
(Bolsheviks),” reports and speeches delivered by the leaders of the Soviet state. In
June 1945, 160 Germans, 635 Hungarians, 242 Romanians, and 71 Austrians were
members of such political groups.”

In the post-war period, the anti-fascist movement in the camp became much
stronger. At the end of 1945, the number of anti-fascist activists amounted to

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232 persons, including 139 Hungarians, 59 Germans, 16 Jews, 15 Austrians, and
3 Romanians.” By that time, the Poles, Yugoslavs and most of the Romanians had
been repatriated. A drawback in political work in 1945 was that the anti-fascist
instructors were poorly aware of the political situation in the countries of Eastern
Europe and were not fluent enough in foreign languages. Because of this, most of the
work had to be delegated to POW activists. In most subcamps, anti-fascist work was
left to chance.

In 1946, the main emphasis in the camp’s anti-fascist work was placed on the
organisation of labour competition and increasing labour productivity in order to
fulfil production plans. The main task was to mobilize prisoners to fight violations of
the camp regime and labour discipline. Most of the meetings dealt with production
Issues. Particular importance was attached to the organization of wall newspapers,
which were aimed at popularizing best production workers and fighting against
objectors and malingerers.

Former Wehrmacht soldiers and officers attended a series of lectures and reports
on the mass atrocities of the Nazis against the Soviet civilian population, the
destruction of cultural and historical monuments. Most prisoners of war claimed that
they heard about the enormousness of crimes against peace and humanity and the
Nazi plans to destroy the “inferior” races for the first time. Only a few of them
admitted to participating in punitive actions and other war crimes. The camp political
workers were of the following opinion:

Most prisoners of war did not want to reveal these terrible secrets, because too many
Germans were involved in these dark things.”

It is typical that the overwhelming majority of prisoners of war required the most
severe punishment of Nazi criminals. The materials of the Nuremberg Trials
published in the Soviet press were made known to prisoners. Next to none of them
decided to openly come out with the justification of Nazi leaders or condemn the
decisions of the International Military Tribunal. However, camp informants recorded
the statements of some pro-fascist-minded individuals who expressed “grief” and
“condolences” in the circle of their comrades. Thus, doctor Erwin Fisher said:

Everyone who sits on the dock in Nuremberg is the true heroes of the German nation and it
is painful to see how they are being treated.”

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By order No. 00933 of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR as of October
19, 1946, a political department was established at the Main Administration for
Affairs of Prisoners of War and Internees (GUPVI), which was entrusted with the
supervision of political work among prisoners of war. In November 1946, the
political department consisting of 6 people was formed in Camp No. 211. It was
headed by Captain M. Durapov.” The organization of the political department was of
principal importance for the conduct of anti-fascist work. It was now differentiated
depending on the social origin and age of prisoners of war. Special groups were
formed to unite prisoners on a professional basis (peasants, workers, doctors,
teachers, lawyers, etc.). For example, social politics in the Soviet Occupation Zone in
Germany and the situation of workers in the Western zones of occupation were
discussed in workers’ groups. In teachers’ groups the topics under discussion related
to innovations in education and to studying the Soviet family and school, etc. In April
1948, a conference of POW teachers was held in the camp and Bavykin, director of
secondary school No. 80, spoke in detail about the Soviet education system.

In 1947, the final structure of the camp’s political personnel was formed. The
positions of anti-fascist functionaries were introduced: 5 persons were to manage the
camp and 3 persons were assigned to each subcamp. Political work was supervised
by the deputy head of the camp administration for political affairs and by the head of
the anti-fascist department. The work was performed by the head of the anti-fascist
activists, who had 3 other functionaries in subordination: deputy head of the group
for work with the youth, instructor for political education groups, and organizer of
cultural and mass work. The structure of political personnel in subcamps included

3 positions: head of the anti-fascist activist group, senior propagandist, and head of
amateur performances.”

By directive of the Main Administration for Affairs of Prisoners of War and
Internees as of February 28, 1947, all prisoners of war enlisted in the anti-fascist
activist groups were checked, and those who were denied trust were deleted from the
lists of anti-fascists. From now on, only those prisoners of war were listed as activists
who conducted active political work, were foremen or command and economic
functionaries and took part in the organization of labour competition. The inclusion in
the list of anti-fascists was made after the candidacy was approved by the head of the
camp political department.

The difficulty of political work with prisoners of war in 1947 was related to the
deterioration of their physical condition due to crop failure and the famine of 1946
47. Sending sick and disabled people to their homeland negatively affected the
morale of the camp contingent, including the anti-fascist activists. There was a
tendency of intentionally worsening one’s own physical condition, up to self-
mutilation. Malingering and self-exhaustion also became widely spread. These forms
of “self-harm” were harshly criticized by the anti-fascist activists. The political
personnel and the camp activists launched special activities to raise the morale of
prisoners of war. Lectures on the dangers of self-harm were organised for the
prisoners, food control was strengthened, and public condemnations of exposed self-
mutilators and malingerers were held.

Lack of awareness of the situation in their homeland predetermined wide
circulation of all kinds of rumours and interpretations among prisoners of war. Some
of the prisoners adhered to the pro-Western orientation and approved the decisions of
the Western powers regarding the post-war system of Germany while the others
supported the Soviet way of the solution of the German question. However, the
majority of the prisoners had little knowledge of what the political parties in their
countries represented and what their programs contained.

Political work in the camp created the illusion of participation in the political life
of their home countries. Thus, the Hungarian prisoners of war of Camp No. 211
wrote in a resolution on the resignation and escape abroad of the former members of
the Hungarian government:

We unanimously support the demands of the democratic parties of Hungary to return these
criminals to their homeland in order to be held to account before the people... We,
prisoners of war, express our readiness to support the new government and to strengthen

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Soviet-Hungarian friendship by further increasing labour productivity, strengthening
discipline, respecting the camp regime and struggling mercilessly against the activities of
reactionary elements.”®

According to the standards of that time, this resolution, adopted unanimously and
sealed with 1 300 signatures, ended in a standing ovation to “the leader of all
advanced humanity, the Generalissimo of the Soviet Union, Great Stalin.”

With the beginning of the Cold War, political work was directed at exposing the
policies of the Anglo-American bloc, the Marshall Plan, and the Truman Doctrine.
The Fulton Speech delivered by Winston Churchill was regarded by many prisoners
as a declaration of war against the USSR, which resulted in lots of panic rumors and
attitudes.”” Trying to turn prisoners of war into their allies in the confrontation
between East and West, the political workers explained to them that the “American
imperialists” were reviving fascist troops in Germany and were preparing to start a
new world war for the sake of a “crazy plan of world domination.” The image of the
enemy, well-practiced during the war years, was put into circulation again. At the
same time, it was noted that the Soviet Union “stands at the forefront of the fighters
for world peace” and ‘“heads the ever growing camp of peace, democracy and
socialism.”"

The end of 1947, marked by the monetary reform and abolition of the card system
in the Soviet Union, cheered up prisoners of war. What is more, the year 1948 was
coming, bringing the promise to complete the process of repatriation. By that time,
the nutrition of prisoners of war had significantly improved due to their own
earnings. The authority of the USSR, which was able to quickly deal with the post-
war devastation, grew immeasurably in the eyes of former Wehrmacht soldiers and
officers. By that time, a significant part of them had acquired “steady democratic
convictions and a willingness to fight for democratic transformations in their states.”
An anonymous survey conducted in the camp in February 1948 showed that 97 % of
prisoners of war supported united Germany, 88.5 % of them opposed the policy of
the leader of the Socialist Unified Party of Germany Kurt Schumacher, and 91 %
prisoners accused the governments of western countries and, above all, the United
States of disrupting the London session of the Council of Foreign Ministers.

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In February 1948, by special directive of the Main Administration for Affairs of
Prisoners of War and Internees, anti-fascist committees were formed by means of
secret democratic elections in each subcamp. The committees were entrusted with the
management of the functionaries and anti-fascist activists. In addition, anti-fascist
committees took over the organization of all political and cultural events and
managed to make those events regular.

In March 1948, Hungarian prisoners of war held a celebration holiday in Camp
No. 211 in honour of the 100" anniversary of the Hungarian bourgeois-democratic
revolution. At the ceremonial meeting, a greeting to the Hungarian government was
approved. Prisoners of war entered into an employment contract, according to which
they pledged to fulfil production standards monthly by no less than 135 %. Among
the German prisoners, a campaign was held to collect signatures for the united
German Democratic Republic, during which 98.2 % of the signatures for the integrity
of the state were collected.”

The solution to the problem of forming a “new man” in the camp was reinforced
by control over the leisure of prisoners of war. In particular, much attention was paid
to cultural work. Premises were allocated for camp clubs and libraries; orchestras,
choral and drama circles were organized. In 1945, the amateur troupes of Camp
No. 211 performed 6 plays and performed 18 concerts.®

In 1945, the camp received a wide-film projector and organized screening of
films. The camp film library included Soviet films (Traktoristy [Tractor Drivers], Kak
zakalyalas' stal’ [How the Steel Was Tempered], Kamennyi tsvetok [The Stone
Flower], Petr I [Peter the Great], Admiral Nakhimov, Vasilisa Prekrasnaya [Vasilisa
the Beautiful], Solistka Baleta [Russian Ballerina] Parad v Moskve [Parade in
Moscow], Belyi klyk [White Fang], Volga-Volga, Tsirk [Circus], Pushkin), foreign
films (Serenada solnechnoi doliny [Sun Valley Serenade]), and trophy films in
German (Die Frau meiner Trdume, Die Mdérder sind unter uns, Berlin, Du bist mein
Gliick, and Lache Bajazzo). Before every screening, the meaning and content of
Russian-language films were explained to the prisoners for a better understanding.

Libraries played an important role in cultural work. Books were selected in
accordance with the nationalities of prisoners of war. The libraries received Soviet
newspapers and magazines Pravda, Izvestia, Novyi Mir, Novoe Vremya, as well as
German Nachrichten, Tribune, and Tdgliche Rundschau. Books were handed out to
the prisoners; periodical editions could be read in reading rooms. Files of newspapers
were arranged in albums and placed in display windows in the camp club and
barracks. At the camp libraries there were literature clubs which organized public
readings of fiction. At first the book collection included mostly political literature but

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then it was gradually enriched by fiction. Camp No. 211 established a connection
with the Arkhangelsk Oblast Library, which provided the camp with more than
500 copies of fiction books in German. In addition, prisoners were given an
opportunity to get acquainted with the works of Russian and Soviet classics: Leo
Tolstoy, Ivan Turgenev, Maxim Gorky, Alexei Tolstoy, Mikhail Sholokhov, etc.®

In the summer of 1945, mass sports work was launched in the camp. In August
1945 alone, 11 football matches were held. Sports events attracted many spectators
from among the prisoners who closely followed the course of the game and actively
reacted to the successes and failures of one or another team.

In 1947, 12 plays were staged by the amateur troupes of Camp No. 211, including
Revisor [The Inspector General] by Nikolai Gogol, Russkii vopros [The Russian
Question] by Konstantin Simonov, et al. In addition, more than 100 concerts were
held where folk songs, stories and dances were performed, and 52 film screenings
were organised.

In the post-war years particular attention was paid to such form of cultural work
as excursions of prisoners of war to city libraries, theatres, circuses, museums. It gave
the prisoners an opportunity to form their own understanding of the standard of living
in the USSR. Thus, from March to June 1948, Camp No. 211 conducted 7 excursions,
in which 145 of the best production workers and activists participated.

Because of the repatriation of non-German, chronically ill, and disabled prisoners
of war, and also because 1,200 prisoners of war had been sent to the coal mines of
Donbass, by October 1947 the contingent of camp No. 211 reduced to 2,333 persons.
In January 1948, the camp included only four subcamps: Subcamp No. 1 at the
Solombala Kraft Pulp Mill (in Arkhangelsk) for 900 people; Subcamp No. 2 at the
Arkhangelsk Pulp and Paper Mill (also in Arkhangelsk) for 600 people; Subcamp No.
3 at the naval construction No. 203 (in Molotovsk) for 500 people; and Subcamp
No. 4 at the quarry of the construction No. 203 (Raz"ezd Lomovoe halt) for
300 people.®

At the beginning of 1948, 195 sick prisoners were repatriated from the camp and
in May 1948 250 more people were repatriated. After that, Subcamp No. 3 in
Molotovsk was disbanded and its contingent was transferred to Subcamp No. 2 and
Subcamp No. 4. As of June 1, 1948, the camp contained only 1,711 people who were
accommodated in three subcamps. 839 people were located in Subcamp No. 1 (the

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Solombala Kraft Pulp Mill); 444 people, in Subcamp No. 2 (the Arkhangelsk Pulp
and Paper Mill); 428 people, in Subcamp No. 4 (Raz"ezd Lomovoe halt).*

By order No. 00915 of the Ministry of Internal Affairs as of July 29, 1948, Camp
No. 211 was relocated to the town of Vytegra in Vologda Oblast and turned into a
security camp for prisoners of war suspended from repatriation due to various reasons
(participation in war crimes, service in German intelligence or police, etc.). Subcamp
No. 1 at the Solombala Kraft Pulp Mill and Subcamp No. 4 at the quarry were
disbanded, and the remaining contingent was concentrated in Subcamp No. 2 at the
Arkhangelsk Pulp and Paper Mill with a secondment to Raz"ezd Lomovoe
Construction No. 203. By order No. 001240 of the Ministry of Internal Affairs as of
October 19, 1948, Subcamp No. 2 was also disbanded.*

In general, a comprehensive analysis of the process of the establishment and
functioning of the Solombala POW Camp No. 211 allows us to come to a number of
general conclusions and make some observations. The most important reason for the
formation of prisoner-of-war camps in the Arkhangelsk North was the need for la-
bour in the local economy. In the context of mobilisation of a significant part of the
male population to the front, disarmed enemy military personnel became a kind of
“donor,” which made it possible to maintain production norms under the conditions
of labour shortages. Most prisoners of war in Arkhangelsk and in the surrounding
area worked in the kraft pulp and timber processing industries. Their labour was also

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actively used in industrial and residential construction, shipbuilding, agriculture, and
in various ancillary works.

In Soviet captivity, systematic work was carried out on the anti-fascist re-
education of prisoners of war. For this, a wide range of forms and methods of
agitation and propaganda, persuasion and pressure were actively used. Despite the
hardships of captivity, most of the former soldiers and officers of the Nazi army and
its allies freed themselves from the ideology of Nazism and militarism, became
supporters of the development of their countries along a peaceful and democratic
way. At the same time, the prisoners were inspired by the idea of the progressiveness
of the Soviet model of social structure, and repatriates were seen as agents of Soviet
influence in European countries.

In the severe conditions of military reality, a life support system for prisoners of
war was organized so that they received scarce but regular meals and clothing
allowance and were provided with medical assistance. Despite the adverse climatic
conditions of the Arkhangelsk North, the camp staff managed to preserve the life and
health of most prisoners of war and ensure their return to their homeland.
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
