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The Problem of Mortality among Soviet Prisoners of War in Finland (1939-1944)

Abstract. The article examines the problem of mortality among Soviet prisoners of war in Finland
in the period between 1939 and 1944. Memoirs of former prisoners of war and documents from the
State Archives of the Russian Federation were used as the main sources. The fonds dedicated to the
repatriation of Soviet citizens (F-9526) contains information about war crimes against Soviet
soldiers in Finnish captivity. The first part of the article examines the issue of the number of Soviet
prisoners of war in the territory of Finland from 1941 to 1944. An analysis of historiography and a
complex of historical sources revealed that during the initial period of the conflict some of the
prisoners of war were not recorded. The status of Soviet prisoners of war in Finnish camps
depended on compliance with Finnish legislation, since none of the international agreements, such
as the Fourth Hague Convention and the Geneva Convention of 1929, were ratified by the Soviet
Union in full. This resulted in a harsh system of punishments against Soviet prisoners of war and
also to difficulties in providing them with the necessary medical care, food, etc. In the period
between 1941 and 1944, the number of Soviet prisoners of war in the Finnish territory was
significantly higher than during the Winter War, for which the Finnish side was not ready. During
the first months of the Continuation War, the camp and administrative organization of prisoners of
war had to be expanded at an accelerated pace, and the resulting confusion indicates a lack of
preparation and indifference to the problem of prisoners of war, since it was not a priority of the
offensive war. The final part of the article highlights a set of factors that influenced the high
mortality rate of Soviet prisoners of war in Finnish camps in the initial period of the Soviet-Finnish
war of 1941-44. Among them were malnutrition, unacceptable living conditions, backbreaking toil,
harsh climate, lack of attention to the health of prisoners of war, and the policy of the leadership of
a particular camp.

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Introduction

Until now, wars have been a way to resolve conflicts between states. Thousands of
people around the world are dying, suffering, and being taken captive. In this regard,
the study of historical experience in the treatment of prisoners of war is of particular
Importance.

During World War 11, millions of Soviet soldiers and officers were captured.
Despite the attempts of the international community to create universal laws and
norms defining fair and humane treatment of captured enemies, many of them had
tragic destinies. Preserving historical memory of the victims of the bloodiest conflict
does preserve its relevance in modern conditions.

No less significant is the problem of mortality among prisoners of war. The war
affected every Soviet family, many soldiers were taken captive, and some of them are
still listed as missing. After the collapse of the USSR and changes in the political
situation, citizens of the Russian Federation got the opportunity to obtain the
necessary information about missing persons abroad. In addition, this allowed
scholars to study this problem in more detail.

In domestic historiography, the research into the subject of Soviet-Finnish
captivity began mainly in the 1990s. However, the problem of mortality among
Soviet prisoners of war in Finland in the period between 1939 and 1944 still remains
poorly examined.

Several articles on the stay of Soviet prisoners of war in the territory of occupied
Karelia' were published in the late 20" — early 21* century. Professor S. Verigin’s
works are of great importance for the study of Soviet-Finnish captivity.?

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Foreign researchers are paying much more attention to this issue at the present
stage. The Russian-language monograph by Professor D. Frolov published in Finland
in 2009 is dedicated to Soviet prisoners of war during the Second World War. Based
on an extensive complex of sources, it examines the problems of the number,
conditions of holding, and repatriation of Soviet prisoners of war.? Finnish historian
A. Kujala® who specializes in the illegal executions of Soviet prisoners of war, speaks
of 22 thousand people who died in Finnish captivity. He cites hunger as the main
reason for the high mortality rate.

Of great importance for studying the topic of Soviet prisoners of war in Finland is
the research project of the National Archives of Finland “The Fates of Prisoners of
War and Internees in 1939-1955.” While working on this project, scholars prepared
several monographs on various topics. Their main observations and discoveries are
collected in the book edited by Professor L. Westerlund.’

The study “The Fates of Prisoners of War: Soviet Prisoners of War in Finland
1941-1944,”° by historian M. Danielsbacka argues that the Finnish authorities did not
aim to exterminate prisoners of war, as it happened, for example, in Nazi Germany,
and death of starvation of the soldiers who had surrendered was the result of the
actions of the persons responsible for the conditions in the camps.

In 2015, the work by Finnish historian I. Suolahti” was published. It examines the
transfer and exchange of Soviet prisoners of war between Finland and Germany
during the Continuation War.® In the study, the author also describes the camp
management system in Finland.

The aim of this article is to identify the main factors in the mortality rate of Soviet
prisoners of war in Finland in the period between 1939 and 1944. For this purpose,

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legal features of Finnish captivity were examined, the issue of the number of Soviet
prisoners of war was studied, and literature and sources revealing the conditions of
holding prisoners of war in the camps were analyzed.

The main group of sources includes archival documents. Materials from the State
Archives of the Russian Federation (GARF) were widely used. The fonds dedicated
to the repatriation of Soviet citizens (F-9526) was central to the study. In addition to
the main documents concerning the organization of repatriation of prisoners of war
and internees from the territory of Finland, it contains information about war crimes
against Soviet soldiers who were held in Finnish captivity.

The documents obtained from the database of the National Archives of Finland®
constitute the most important part of the work. They contain information about the
prisoners of war who died in Finnish territory during the Continuation War between
Finland and the Soviet Union in 1941-44 and about the civilians who died in the
camps of Eastern Karelia during that period. The Archive’s website also contains the
list of prisoners of war who died during the Winter War in Finland in 1939-40. The
use of Finnish archival materials helped to determine the causes of mortality of
prisoners of war during the Winter War of 193940 and the Continuation War of
1941-44 and to identify the location and numerical composition of the camps.

Of great importance for this study is Talvi-, jatko- ja Lapin sodan sotavanki- ja
siviilileirit 1939—1944. Kdsikirja. The Finnish POW and Internee Camp. Handbook,
1939-1944 edited by L. Westerlund.'® It contains basic information about prisoner-
of-war camps. In addition, the handbook contains an archival index that allows
working with the database of the National Archives of Finland more productively.

A separate group of sources includes sources of personal origin. Sh. Yantovskii’s
memoirs'' are of great importance for understanding the conditions of prisoner-of-
war detention in Finnish camps. The memoirs of concentration camp prisoners in
occupied Karelia™ also help to recreate a complete picture of holding Soviet citizens
in Finnish camps.

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The issue of the number of Soviet prisoners of war in Finland in the period
between 1941 and 1944

In the historiography of the Soviet-Finnish conflict, the issue of the number of
prisoners of war and victims in Finnish camps remains controversial to this day. This
is largely due to different approaches to counting the dead and is also associated with
the search for the true causes of high mortality rate in the period from the end of 1941
to the beginning of 1942. Let us highlight the main controversial issues and
determine ways to solve this problem.

According to a study by the Finnish National Archives, between 1939 and 1944,
the number of prisoners of war and civilians who died in the camps run by the
Finnish military authorities was 23,681; 135 people died During the Winter War
(1939-40); 19,085 deaths were associated with the Continuation War (1941-44), and
4,279 of them occurred in the concentration and transit camps of Eastern Karelia
(1941-44); 138 people died in the Michikkdlda camp for civilians (1941-44);
44 deaths were associated with the German attempt to capture the island of Suursaari
and the Lapland War™ in the autumn of 1944.%

There is still no exact information about the number of Soviet soldiers taken
prisoner in Finland. According to some data from Finnish researchers, 65,358 people
were captured in 1941 alone, and about 7 thousand more in 1942-44. (i.e. no less
than 72 thousand Soviet soldiers).”> Some scholars assumed that the real number of
Soviet prisoners of war during the entire Continuation War was approximately
67 thousand.'® Of them, about 64 thousand soldiers and officers managed to receive
prisoner-of-war cards."’

According to the report of the Prisoner-of-War Affairs Department of the Finnish
Red Cross dated September 4, 1944, the number of Soviet soldiers captured in the

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period between 1941 and 1944 was 68,881 people. However, according to statistics
prepared by the Finns for the Allied Control Commission, as of December 31, 1945,
66,324 people were listed as prisoners of war, i.e. 2,557 people less. In 1953, the
Main Commandant’s Headquarters for Prisoner-of-War Affairs prepared a report in
which the total number of Soviet prisoners of war was 64,188 people.”® These data
were probably based on Finnish Red Cross prisoner-of-war cards and correspond to
the number of registered Soviet prisoners of war, which means that the Finnish
military men probably did not record 3-4.5 thousand Soviet prisoners of war. The
difference in numbers can be accounted for by the fact that entries in war diaries may
have been inaccurate. In addition, some prisoners of war may have been executed on
the spot, escaped, or died from wounds before they were transported to an assembly
point or transit camp and given a registration card.™

The Soviet Union was extremely interested in thoroughly checking the number of
captured and dead soldiers. In this regard, the Office of the Commissioner of the
Council of People’s Commissars for Repatriation Affairs provided information
published in the foreign press to the People’s Commissariat for Foreign Affairs of the
USSR. As a result of checking the materials of the TASS records with Finland in
January 1945, 57 thousand Soviet prisoners of war in Finland were identified, of
whom 18 thousand died in captivity. The bulk of the information concerned the first
half of 1942. In particular, the report to the Deputy People’s Commissar for Foreign
Affairs of the USSR Comrade Vladimir G. Dekanozov dated January 1945 contained
the following information:

1. The Swedish telegraph agency “Stockholm” reported on December 14, 1942 that
according to the information from Doctor of Medicine Guido Piderman who
inspected prisoner-of-war camps, there were 45 thousand Russian prisoners of war in
Finland in October 1942, and 15 thousand people had died in captivity since the
beginning of hostilities.

If we take into account that 42,374 former prisoner-of-war Soviet citizens were
taken from Finland to the Soviet Union during the entire period of repatriation, a
discrepancy can be seen between the total number of prisoners of war established by
various sources and the official number of repatriates from Finland. This discrepancy
probably arose as a result of the fact that an unknown number of soldiers were
captured by the Finns after the first half of 1942. Based on this, it can be assumed that
the total number of Soviet prisoners of war in Finland exceeded 60 thousand people.
In this regard, representatives of the USSR in Finland made a demand that the
Finnish authorities should provide accurate name lists of prisoners of war, including
the data on those who died in captivity.

The dispatch dated April 13, 1945 addressed to the Deputy People’s Commissar
for Foreign Affairs of the USSR, V. Dekanozov stated that according to the data
obtained from the liquidation body of the Headquarters of the Commander for
Prisoner-of-War Affairs at the Finnish army, from among the Soviet prisoners of war
who were held in different camps in Finland, 18,318 people died between July 1941
and September 1944, including 190 officers.”

Thus, it can be concluded that the total number of Soviet prisoners of war in
Finland in the period between 1941 and 1944 was approximately 60-70 thousand
people. Such a significant difference in numbers can be explained by the
methodology of calculation. Since the Soviet Union did not have accurate data of its
own, it had to rely on the Finnish sources that contained contradictory information.
Another fact that should also be taken into consideration is that not all prisoners of
war received registration cards, and therefore information about them was not
included in the documents. A solution to the situation could involve joint work of
Finnish and Russian researchers aimed at identifying the individuals in this category.

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Legal problem of captivity

During World War 11, the most important international agreements that protected
the status of prisoners of war and guaranteed their humane treatment were the Hague
Convention of 1907 (Convention (V) respecting the Laws and Customs of War on
Land) and the Geneva Convention of 1929. The first international treaty on the laws
of war was signed in Hague in 1899, and its expanded version was approved in 1907.
The Geneva Convention of 1929 legally used the term “prisoner of war,” which
denoted “all persons belonging to the armed forces of belligerents” and the civilians
who were “the inhabitants of a territory which has not been occupied, who, on the
approach of the enemy, spontaneously take up arms to resist the invading troops.”?*

Neither the USSR nor Finland ratified those agreements. However, according to
international law, a change of government did not release the state from its previous
obligations. Moreover, at the beginning of the Great Patriotic War, the Soviet Union
stated that it was ready to follow the norms of the Hague Convention of October 18,
1907 (Convention (IV) respecting the Laws and Customs of War on Land), but
during the conflict the practice turned out to be different. After the war, Finnish
lawyers concluded that the punishments of prisoners of war, which contradicted both
the Fourth Hague Convention and the Geneva Convention, were not contrary to
international agreements binding on Finland because none of those agreements had
been ratified in full by the Soviet Union.*®

At the beginning of the war, instructions to the headquarters of the Finnish Internal
Troops indicated that despite the fact that the country was not bound by the Hague
Convention of 1907, certain norms must be observed. A number of provisions had to
be followed:**

1. Prisoners of war are at the mercy of the Finnish government and not of the
individuals or groups who captured them.

2. Prisoners of war must be treated humanely.

3. A prisoner of war must state his name and rank. If he refuses to do so, he may be
denied certain benefits.

4. A prisoner of war is allowed to keep his personal belongings.

5. A prisoner of war may be used for work commensurate with his strengths and
abilities. Prisoners of war involved in hard work must be provided with food
commensurate with the quality of their work.

6. A sick prisoner of war must be given appropriate treatment.

The Hague Convention also obliged Finland to follow the laws and customs of
war. The Geneva Convention of 1929 clarified the principles for the treatment of

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prisoners of war. The first part of the Geneva Agreement concerned prisoners of war,
and the second part dealt with the sick and the wounded. The section on prisoners of
war sought to guarantee them basic rights, including humane treatment. The articles
of the agreement covered all aspects of detention: transportation of prisoners of war,
establishment of a camp, housing, and catering. The Convention determined type and
conditions of work as well as possible types of punishment for prisoners of war.
Retaliation against prisoners of war was prohibited.”

The Geneva Agreement was signed by more than 50 states and was in effect for
most participants in World War Il, with the exception of the Soviet Union and Japan.
The Soviet government did not consider it necessary to sign the 1929 Convention,
since it had already acceded to the Hague Convention of 1907 on the laws and
customs of war on land, which contained all of the most important provisions.?® The
Soviet Union signed only the Geneva Convention for the Amelioration of the
Condition of the Wounded and Sick in Armed Forces in the Field dated July 27,
1929. However, the Geneva Convention Relative to the Treatment of Prisoners of
War dated July 27, 1929 was never ratified, since the USSR did not agree with the
principle of placing prisoners of war in camps according to race and nationality.”” At
the same time, on August 8, 1941, the Soviet Union issued a note addressed to the
United States and other embassies accredited in Moscow, announcing that it would
treat prisoners of war in the spirit of the Geneva Convention.?

Finland signed the 1907 Convention (1V) Respecting the Laws and Customs of
War on Land. However, it did not ratify the Geneva Convention Relative to the
Treatment of Prisoners of War as of July 27, 1929, since Finnish criminal law
partially contradicted the agreement. Section 64 of the Finnish Military Criminal
Code provided for the death penalty for a prisoner of war if he committed an act
endangering the forces of Finland or its allies or benefited the enemy, which was
incompatible with the provisions of this Geneva Convention. Its articles provided that

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prisoners of war could not be sentenced to punishments other than those related to
similar offenses committed by their own military personnel, and that the soldiers
captured before defecting to the enemy were subject only to disciplinary sanctions.?

Lieutenant Colonel Armas-Eino Martola, who represented Finland at the
1929 Conference in Geneva, pointed out in his report immediately after the
conference that some articles of the agreement did not fully comply with Finnish law.
However, he believed that those provisions were not contrary to the spirit of Finnish
law and therefore believed that Finland could well sign and then ratify the treaty. In
the early 1930s, it was planned to amend the Finnish Criminal Code in order to
subsequently ratify the Geneva Convention, but that was never implemented.*

During the Continuation War, Finnish Supreme Court Justice Captain Paavo
Kekomaki believed that Finland was not legally bound to comply with the Geneva
Convention because neither party to the conflict had formally acceded to it. However,
Finnish researchers believe that it was observed properly in the army.*" In July 1941,
Paavo Kekomiki pointed out that, based on the experience of the Winter War and
“the quality of Russian prisoners of war,” the introduction of corporal punishment
should only be considered in exceptional cases.** As a result, it actually became the
most widely used form of punishment.

During World War Il, the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) acted
as a mediator between the warring states. Among other things, it provided
information about the wounded and prisoners of war. In addition, the ICRC assisted
prisoner-of-war camps in various countries. At the beginning of the Continuation
War, it offered to transfer information about prisoners of war to Finland and the
Soviet Union, which was agreed upon by both countries. Then information about
Soviet prisoners of war began to arrive in Geneva from Finland, but no information
was received about Finnish prisoners of war in the Soviet Union. This was partly due
to Germany’s refusal to exchange all information with the USSR. The Soviet Union
also did not allow the Red Cross observers to visit its prisoner-of-war camps, which
was attributed by foreign historiography to Stalin’s fear of espionage.®

As a result, during World War 11, none of the international agreements on the
treatment of prisoners of war were officially binding on Finland. Compliance with
treaties did not guarantee safety for prisoners of war either, since almost all countries
involved in World War Il violated the Geneva Convention to some extent. Safe

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transportation, feeding, and treatment of prisoners of war were almost impossible due
to their huge number. Moreover, because of the pronounced ideological context of
the conflict, many warring states sought not only to defeat the enemy, but also to
transform the defeated society.>*

Mortality rate during the Winter War of 1939-1940

Finnish Red Cross prisoner-of-war cards from the Winter War contain information
on 5,594 Soviet prisoners of war.®** However, some of the Soviet prisoners of war
were not registered and not taken into account in the calculations. According to
G. Rosén, Finnish troops captured 5,617 Soviet soldiers during the Winter War.* The
only correct method of calculation, in my opinion, is the calculation based on the card
files of Finnish and Russian archives. The mortality rate among recorded Soviet
prisoners of war in the Winter War ranged from 2 to 2.5% of their total number.

The Winter War was defensive in nature on the Finnish side, although its tactics
were based on encircling the enemy during counterattacks and forming the so-called
traps in which individual Soviet units and military units found themselves. The
Finnish troops sought to inflict as many losses as possible on the Red Army
personnel. Many Soviet soldiers died while surrounded. They had virtually no chance
of surviving without food, fuel, ammunition, and organized medical care. Mass
surrender of the Red Army soldiers in defensive positions in traps occurred relatively
rarely. At the same time, the Finnish units made efforts to ensure that the enemy’s
breakthrough attempts were not successful. They let hunger and low temperatures do
their work, waiting for the right moment to strike. Such tactics yielded a small
number of prisoners of war.

Medical care for Soviet prisoners of war during the Winter War was unsatisfactory.
In March 1940, Colonel Colonel Maximilian Spare, inspector of prisoners of war,
stated that the prisoner of war camps were generally a long trip away from the
railway stations.

As the clothes and footwear of the prisoners of war were poor and the prisoners
were weak, they could not generally be marched from the railway station to the
camps, particularly during the winter, and they have often been transported by
car until now.*

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Treatment in prisoner-of-war camps did not meet the most basic requirements. One
ward intended for 10-12 beds could contain up to 30 patients with different
diagnoses. The condition of the seriously wounded and frostbitten who were beyond
help left a particularly depressing impression. The municipal doctor visited the
hospital barracks only once a week or on call. The only nurse complained about the
lack of even the most basic equipment and bandages.*

Mortality rate between 1941 and 1944

In order to comprehensively study the mortality rate of Soviet prisoners of war
during the Continuation War, Finnish researchers systematized statistical data on the
dead by place of detention, namely:

1. Organizational camps for prisoners of war. There were four such camps in total:
no. 1 in Naarajarvi, no. 2 in Nastola, no. 6 in Viipuri, and no. 9 in Ajos, Kemi. These
camps probably held a total of about 15,000 prisoners of war. From 800 to
2,800 prisoners of war died in each of them.

2. Medium prisoner-of-war camps, which housed about 9 thousand prisoners of
war. Mortality rate in the camps of this type ranged from 90 to 330 people.

3. Small camps that held no more than 10 thousand prisoners of war. The mortality
rate in those camps did not exceed 60 people. *°

4. Military and field hospitals. A total of six military hospitals were established to
provide medical care to prisoners of war. These hospitals had 5,124 beds,*° although
one source indicates that they had more than 6 thousand beds.* Mortality rate is not
specified.

5. Prisoner-of-war working companies. Due to the necessity to use prisoners of war
as labor force in areas where hostilities were taking place, prisoner-of-war working
companies were formed, each having approximately 200 people. These formations
were mainly used for forestry and road work. Their commanders were usually
Finnish engineers, masters, and foremen. According to various estimates, there were
about 8,000 prisoners of war there,*” of whom 945 people died.

The causes of death enumerated in the files with the data on dead Soviet prisoners
of war in the research project of the Finnish National Archives were divided by the
Finnish experts into the following groups:

1. Infectious intestinal diseases (23.5%): diarrhea, dysentery, etc.

2. Infectious diseases of the respiratory system (11.5%): tuberculosis, pneumonia,
etc.

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3. Other infectious diseases (18.6%): blood poisoning, spotted fever, etc.

4. Other illnesses (14.3%): cardiovascular diseases, kidney diseases, anemia,
gangrene, etc.

5. Symptoms, conditions, and less precisely determined causes of death (29.2%):
hunger, weakness, etc.

6. Violent deaths and events (10%): shot, died from wounds, froze, etc.

7. Cases where information is missing (7.3%).*®

Research by modern Finnish historians allows us to examine in more detail the
problem of hunger among Soviet prisoners of war. N. Denisevich, a prisoner of war
In concentration camps in Eastern Karelia, indicated in his memoirs that in January
1942 three categories of food standards for prisoners of war were introduced: A, B,
and C.

The “A” [norm] for the disabled, which was given from August to October 1942,
contained from 1500 to 2000 k/calories. The “B” norm for workers in the autumn
of 1941 was approximately 2145 k/calories, and later became 2500 k/calories.

The “C” norm for those employed in especially difficult work and for the sick
included 2800 k/calories.**

The provision of food for Soviet prisoners of war was largely determined by the
state of the Finnish economy. During World War 11, the country implemented the
German model of food regulation, in which almost all staple foods were rationed and
civilian food rations were determined depending on a number of factors: age and state
of health of a person, pregnancy for women, etc.*

Regulation of food supply began in Finland even before the outbreak of the Winter
War, in October 1939. At that time, the consumption of sugar and coffee was limited,
but after the crop failures of 1940 and 1941 restrictions were extended to a number of
staple foods. In the spring of 1941, the supply of almost all food products, except
potatoes, was rationed. Circulation of potatoes and root crops was controlled by the
state.”® The 1941 harvest was poor due to the loss of crop land, drought, and partial
labor shortages. Since most of Finland’s wartime food imports came from Germany,
food situation in the latter also had a major impact on the country’s food supply.*’

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As well as in Germany, Finland suffered from the greatest food shortages in the
winter of 1941-42. In Finland, the situation was further aggravated by the fact that an
exceptionally harsh winter caused difficult ice conditions in the Baltic Sea, which
almost completely stopped imports from Germany during the winter. Naturally, the
general food situation in Finland affected both the nutrition of prisoners of war and
the increase in their mortality rate from hunger and related causes. In the spring of
1942, there were reports from working companies that the energy value of the
prisoner-of-war food rations was lower than the established standard by about
300 kilocalories due to the lack of milk, sausage, margarine, cheese, salted fish, and
potatoes.*

Researchers attempted to explain the mortality of prisoners of war only by the
consequences of food shortages.*® However, if this had been the main reason for the
deaths of more than 30% of the prisoners of war, the Finnish civilians who lived in
the cities would also have suffered from malnutrition.® In its 1946 report Food,
Famine and Relief. 1940-1946, the League of Nations noted that the situation with
the food supply of the Finnish population in the years under consideration did not
deteriorate critically.”* Thus, the regulated distribution of food during the war may
have been deliberately underestimated in relation to prisoners of war.

A study by the National Archives of Finland indicates the causes of death of about
17.5 thousand prisoners of war. This information is based on the Finnish Red Cross
prisoner-of-war cards; therefore, from the medical point of view, the cause of death
was determined quite accurately. According to these data, about 6.5 thousand people
died from hunger and about 5 thousand died from intestinal infections. In addition,
about 2.5 thousand prisoners died from lung diseases, and more than a thousand died
from heart diseases. Finnish doctors identified infectious diseases as a cause of death
less frequently. The study also indicated that about 2.3 thousand prisoners of war died
violently or accidentally.®® Thus, based on the above data, it can be argued that
hunger was the main factor in mortality among Soviet prisoners of war.>®

During the Continuation War, the Finnish Defense Forces provided food for
prisoners of war who were held in camps or other formations under the army corps or

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the Internal Troops Headquarters. In some cases, the responsibility of feeding the
prisoners of war they received was assigned to private employers, and they had to
comply with the standards for prisoners of war established by the Ministry of Public
Supply. During the Continuation War, Colonel, then Major General Verner
Gustafsson (1890-1959)°* was responsible for feeding prisoners of war.

At the beginning of July 1941, main Headquarters of the Commander-in-Chief
C.G.E. Mannerheim established a basic ration of 1,508 kilocalories for prisoners of
war. The ration of working prisoners was 2143 kcal. The main foodstuffs were bread,
flour, cereals, and potatoes. In addition, the ration included small quantities of milk,
meat, margarine, and sugar, as well as spices and tea.>

According to modern data, a moderately active young person of normal build
needs from 2800 to 3000 kcal per day. The minimum safe amount of energy is
1200 kcal per day for women and 1500 kcal for men. Moreover, the
recommendations for the lowest dose are tentative because individual energy needs
are closely related to gender, body type, age, and physical activity.

The caloric content of the rations of Soviet prisoners of war during the Winter War
was about 2500 kcal.® The Geneva Convention of 1929 required that food for
prisoners of war be at the same level as that for enemy soldiers. Two supply
principles were universally applied to the treatment of prisoners of war in Finnish
camps: (1) prisoners of war were placed at the end of the line when food was
distributed; (2) the food of prisoners of war was linked to their work so that working
prisoners received more food.

Interdepartmental disagreements about increasing food standards for prisoners of
war began in the autumn of 1941. At the end of July 1941, the Finnish command
drew attention to the problem of two food standards, since in practice it was
extremely difficult to ensure their compliance. As a solution, it was proposed to
establish the norm of 1508 kcal from the beginning of August and provide additional
food only to prisoners of war who distinguished themselves at work. However, from
the beginning of August, a ration of 2143 kcal was additionally extended to prisoners
who were at work part of the day as well as to officers and non-commissioned
officers.”’

In addition to the two established rations, a food standard was introduced for
prisoners of war who were transferred to private entrepreneurs. Prisoners of war
began to be used for work on private farms since July 1941. In August, private
individuals were given the right to use the labor of prisoners of war not only for
agricultural work. At the beginning of September 1941, the Ministry of Public Supply

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of Finland set a ration of 2697 kcal for them. In September 1941, the Main
Headquarters increased the food standard for working prisoners of war to 2298 kcal.
Alarming news began to come from the Finnish camps in November 1941. Reports of
“strange diseases” of prisoners of war came from the camp near Rithimaki: part of
the body swelled so much that the person became unable to work. Medical inspector
of the prisoner-of-war camps Salo stated that the food rations for the working
prisoners of war were too low. Complaints about insufficient supplies came from
prisoner-of-war camps no. 9, no. 11, no. 19, no. 8, no. 2, and no. 7; hunger and even
starvation deaths were reported. Doctors considered the diet too meager for prisoners
of war involved in work and proposed increasing their ration to 3000 kcal. As of mid-
November, there were almost 3,300 weakened and sick prisoners of war in the
camps, excluding more than 4,000 prisoners in hospitals.”® At that moment it seemed
obvious that rations would have to be increased if prisoners of war were used for
work. In his report on the results of the inspection, the chief curator of the Ministry of
Public Supply of Finland V. Gustafsson proposed leaving the following supply
standards for prisoners of war: basic (2038 kcal) and for workers (2538 kcal).

The testimonies of Soviet prisoners of war who were repatriated to their homeland
after the end of the war also contain information about malnutrition and hunger in the
Finnish camps in the period between 1941 and 1942. For instance, there were
200205 prisoners of war in camp no. 91 near Kholosino. According to eyewitness
accounts, 4-5 people died daily from exhaustion and beatings in this camp from
September 1941 to September 1942.>° In camp no. 1, 120 people had died of
starvation by April 1942, and 70% of captured officers were exhausted.®

Mortality rate in the camps had increased sharply by the winter of 1941. A total of
about 500 prisoners of war died from July to October 1941, at least 600 died in
November, and the mortality rate among prisoners of war more than doubled in
December.”

The Internal Troops Headquarters pointed out that the indiscipline of prisoners and
their escapes occurred due to the uneven distribution of food. Finnish researcher
A. Kujala believes that

If the prisoners of war had received enough food during the first 14 months of the
war, the main cause of riots and escapes would have been eliminated.®

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Thus, according to the scholar, poor management affected the discipline in the camps
as well.

There was always shortage of food, and what was provided was often of poor
quality and unsuitable for eating. In September 1941, Colonel V. Gustafsson
instructed those responsible for the care of prisoners of war

to ensure that all the waste that is no longer fit for use in military food but can
still be used for human consumption is accounted for in the food for prisoners.®®

Food could be used by the camp administration as a measure of reward or
punishment. In the rules for prisoners of war, this provision was stated in the
following formula: the labor of hardworking prisoners was rewarded by reducing the
rations of the “lazy” ones. Thus, non-working prisoners often received the smallest
food ration, and weakness from hunger was interpreted as laziness and led to an even
greater reduction in their ration.

Political decision makers took notice of the prisoner-of-war food situation in early
1942, partly due to leakage to the foreign press.®* According to Major General
V. Gustafsson, the increased ration was approved because prisoners of war were
being used for such hard work that the previous portions were not enough. In fact,
prisoners were used for hard work from the beginning of the war. Before approval of
the new ration, the head physician’s opinion and the approval of the Ministry of
Public Supply were required.®® The caloric content of servings was reduced to
1889 kcal (basic) and 2389 kcal (for workers), but at the same time a ration of
2800 kcal was established for the prisoners of war who were used in hard work. The
basic ration was still to be received by the prisoners of war who did not work outside
the camp; the working ration, by those who were engaged in manual labor; the third
type ration, by those engaged in hard work and also the sick and convalescing.

New supply standards came into force on January 25, 1942. However, mortality
rate continued to rise, and in early March the third type ration was allowed to be used
to feed weakened and sick prisoners of war in temporary hospitals in compliance with
a doctor’s opinion. These standards remained in place until June 5, 1943, when the
basic ration was completely abolished.®® However, the camp prisoners practically did
not notice the changes. Former prisoner N. Denisevich recalled:

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Yes, on paper such standards may have existed, but in reality the caloric content
of the prisoners’ daily diet did not reach even half of what was declared in these
“standards.” In most published memoirs of former concentration camp prisoners,
the daily ration in the best times ranged from 150 to 200 grams of hardtack or
200-300 grams of bread, or a glass of flour plus 150-200 grams of vegetables.
Occasionally they gave out 50 g of blood sausage. In the initial period of the
existence of the camps, the food ration was even more meager and amounted to
100-150 grams of hardtack.®’

The collected memoirs of Sh. Yantovskii contain the following information about
food in prisoner-of-war camps in the winter of 1941-42:

The diet was as follows: there was tea with two lumps of sugar and a serving of
200-250 grams of bread in the morning and about one liter of flour gruel (skilly)
dressed with margarine in the evening.®®

The situation was also aggravated by unclear responsibilities for the treatment of
prisoners of war. The Internal Troops Headquarters were in charge of the prisoner-of-
war camps in Finland. The issues of caring for prisoners of war were assigned to the
Main Headquarters of the Commander-in-Chief C.G.E. Mannerheim, the Ministry of
Public Supply, and the Ministry of Transport and Public Works.

However, hunger was the main but not the only reason for the high mortality rate
of prisoners in the Finnish camps. Another important factor was backbreaking toil of
prisoners of war. During the Continuation War, prisoner labor was administered by
the Defense Forces and was used to establish, rebuild, and maintain camps, as well as
for various civilian works. The headquarters’ instructions on the use of labor of
prisoners of war in June 1941 stated that prisoners of war should and could be
involved in the works that corresponded to their strengths and abilities. The Ministry
of Transport and Public Works decided on the order of civilian work priorities for
prisoners of war. At the beginning of the Continuation War, Finland began to use the
labor of prisoners of war, organizing proper security and isolating them from
civilians. Number one priority was loading and unloading work, then went logging,
and the third place was taken by agricultural work and work that required prisoners
with special skills. By autumn, the order of priorities had been changed, with more
attention being paid to agricultural work.*® At the beginning of October 1941, out of
the more than 27 thousand who worked in Finnish prisoner-of-war camps, almost half

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(12.4 thousand) worked in agriculture.”® According to the testimony of Soviet
prisoners of war of camp no. 1 Peipohja, during agricultural work they were
“harnessed” to a Finnish plough in groups of 20 and ploughed the field. They
ploughed from August to October 1941 on marshy ground with cold water
underfoot.”

At the end of the harvest season of the autumn of 1941, the labor force of prisoners
of war was redirected to other sectors of the country’s economy: logging, peatery,
and road construction. At the beginning of December 1941, only about 8%
(2.5 thousand prisoners) were engaged in agricultural work; about 17% (5 thousand
prisoners), in private and public sectors; the majority, in road construction.
8.5 thousand prisoners of war (about 28%) worked for the Internal Troops
Headquarters. 2.9 thousand prisoners of war (10%) worked in logging.”® In general, it
can be concluded that the use of prisoners’ of war labor in Finland was largely
determined by labor necessity, time of year, and place. Logging predominated in
northern Finland, and agriculture in the south.

Low performance of prisoners of war in the winter of 1941-42 was mainly
associated with malnutrition. By the end of the war, it became obvious that prisoners
of war in good physical condition who received sufficient food worked significantly
better. The prisoners’ labor became more productive at the turn of 1942-43,
especially in agriculture. In 1944, the labor force of prisoners of war was actively
used in almost all spheres of industry in Finland.

Thus, the total number of Soviet prisoners of war in Finland in the period between
1941 and 1944 was approximately 60 to 70 thousand people. According to various
estimates, about 19 thousand of them were listed as dead. Such a significant
difference in the number of prisoners of war is largely explained by the calculation
method. Since the Soviet Union did not have accurate evidence, they had to rely on
Finnish sources, which could contain contradictory information.

War crimes against Soviet prisoners of war in the camps of Finland

Another reason for high mortality rate among prisoners of war in Finland consisted
in war crimes: murder, abuse, cases of inappropriate cruelty. According to Finnish
researchers, the course of the war between Germany and the Soviet Union and the
role of Finland in it had a decisive influence on the attitude towards prisoners of
war.”® According to A. Kujala, most of the cases of murders of prisoners of war that

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reached the Supreme Court were started for the facts of the crimes committed in 1941
and early 1942, when the Finnish side had confidence in Germany’s victory.

In the autumn of 1944, the Allied Control Commission during its mission together
with the representatives of the Commissioner of the Council of People’s Commissars
of the USSR for Repatriation Affairs visited Finnish prisoner-of-war camps, where
they recorded reports of possible crimes and abuse by the camp administration. For
instance, on October 15, 1944, a group of liberated Komsomol members (Sokolov,
Levyanen, Loginov, Robachev, Belyaev, Finberg) wrote the following statement,
which they asked to be published in one of the central newspapers:

We, young citizens of the Soviet Union who languished in fascist prisons for a
long time, express our deep gratitude to the Soviet Government and our people
for the fact that the happy people and the Government of our Motherland did not
leave their people to rot in Finnish prisons, but took them back to their land. We
are endlessly thankful to the people and the invincible Red Army and personally
our mutual friend Comrade Stalin for our liberation. Living in prison for years,
we endured the abuse and torture that our enemies subjected us to. We were
beaten, tortured, and starved, but the spirit of Soviet citizens strengthened in us
even more powerfully, and for us this struggle became a political school in which
fascism showed once again that the whole truth for which our people are fighting
Is with us. As for them, they were barbarians in our century and still remain
beasts for all progressive humanity.

None of us will forget brutal attitude in the Kinnisvara prison and camp, where
there was hardly a single day when someone was not beaten by the guards who
no longer had human feelings. Until the end of our lives we will remember the
fascist dogs: Rihivara, Koval, and Rorojarvi, who were in Kinnisvara and killed
many of our good comrades. That spring morning when they, 6 drunken people,
shot partisan Gagarin will not be ever smoothed over. Many typical examples can
be given about the fascist barbarians who took thousands of lives of our people.
These atrocities aroused our hatred of the fascist bloodsuckers even more, since
we were young in years. These events in our lives will be remembered as a
nightmare, which arouses in us anger and contempt for this beasts and revenge
for their brutal attitude and for the blood of our dead friends.

We are ready to once again go for the Motherland anywhere the Government and
the Communist Party with its leader, the Grand Marshal Comrade Stalin, will
send us. Long live our Motherland, the Soviet Union, which freed us from the
yoke of fascist executioners!”

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It can be assumed that such materials were created with the aim of putting pressure
on the Finnish authorities and speeding up the process of repatriation. The Armistice
of September 1944 required Finland to condemn its citizens who had committed war
crimes. The Soviet Union allowed Finnish civilian courts and military tribunals to
sentence war criminals in accordance with the country’s national legislation.
According to y A. Kujala, 56 cases of murders of prisoners of war during military
operations at the front during the Continuation War reached the Supreme Court in
1945-49. Of them, the Supreme Court convicted a total of 35 people in 33 cases. In
23 cases no one was convicted.”

The Allied Control Commission described in detail meetings with prisoners of war
and recorded cases of crimes by Finnish military personnel. As surveys and
conversations with prisoners of war showed, the Finnish command abused and
deliberately exterminated prisoners of war, especially representatives of the
command staff. The Finnish military personnel systematically beat prisoners of war,
deliberately exhausted them, drove them to suicide through provocations, practiced
obtaining false testimony under torture, doctors in hospitals killed wounded prisoners
of war by injection, harnessed officers to ploughs and harrows and ploughed on them,
stripped them and beat them with sticks for poor work. All facts indicated in the
reports of prisoners of war require careful verification. However, some of them are of
particular interest:

1. According to Finnish data, 123 people died in camp no. 1, of which only 8 were
Red Army soldiers, the rest were officers. According to the testimony of prisoners of
war, the majority was shot or died of starvation, although the Finns wrote in the lists
they submitted “died of pneumonia,” “influenza,” etc.

2. According to the testimony of prisoners of war, camp command encouraged the
actions of their personnel. For example, in camp no. 1, the commandant, captain of
the Finnish army Mustanen, awarded the corporal who shot captured lieutenant
Leshchev for attempting to steal one buckle with 10 days of leave, and the Finnish
guards said, “To get a leave, you need to kill a Russian prisoner.” According to the
conclusion of the Allied Control Commission, the registration of prisoners of war in
the camps was done poorly, which was done deliberately in order to avoid
responsibility for the extermination of prisoners of war.

3. In prisoner-of-war camp no. 9563, 25 km from Juntusranta, in 1941-42 there
was a group execution by shooting (a single instance; the exact date is not
specified. — A. Kh.) of 14 Russian prisoners of war with the noses, ears, and lips
preliminary cut off by the camp guard, soldier Turunin.

4. According to the statement of prisoner of war Nikolai I. Ivanov, due to the fault
of the command of the 2" transit camp in Naarajérvi, up to 70 prisoners of war died a

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daily from abuse, beatings, and poor nutrition in October 1941. For moving from
barrack to barrack, the guards shot prisoners of war.

5. According to the statement of prisoner of war Fedor I. Arzhevitin, in August and
September 1942, during logging work, prisoners of war of the Kem transit camp were
systematically beaten. In 1.5 months, 18 Red Army prisoners of war died. The
culprits were the command and security of the camp.

6. According to the statement of prisoner of war Alexander I. Golovanov, in camp
no. 19 (Oulu) and in camp no. 14 (Sortavala), Corporal Alassari shot several
prisoners of war and buried others alive in the snow in December 1941 and in
January 1942. Corporal Kujka beat prisoners of war, as a result of which prisoner of
war F. Shabanov died. The same Kujka shot and killed prisoner of war Boris
Tsirulnik in January 1942 because he could not work due to exhaustion.

7. According to the statement of prisoner of war Alexey P. Kabanov, in camp no.
3, several prisoners of war were wounded by gun fire for going to the lavatory in
groups in November 1942.

8. According to prisoner of war Alexander M. Lipovich, during his stay in camp
no. 2 (Naarajarvi) from July 1941 to December 1944, 8,000 (the indicated data
require additional verification. — 4. KA.). Soviet prisoners of war died in front of him
from beatings, hunger, cold, and lice. In camp No. 3 “Ronki,” the camp guards
seriously wounded 6 Red Army prisoners of war with rifle fire.”

9. The permanent staff of camp no. 91 near Kholosino amounted to
200205 people. Jews, communists, and Soviet workers were especially abused. Jews
were put in a bag and doused with icy water, their beards were glued with wood glue,
and they were dressed in colorful clothes.”’

10. In the dispatch dated December 31, 1944 addressed to the Deputy
Commissioner of the Council of People’s Commissars of the USSR for the
Repatriation of USSR Citizens Lieutenant General Golubev, it was stated that
according to intelligence data, Russian paratroopers were usually executed in a
cemetery in Kouvola, Finland. Before the detainees were sent to the place of
execution, they were forced to change into Finnish soldier’s uniform. The transfer of
the prisoners sentenced to death from the barracks to the cemetery was carried out in

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a car, the driver of which was Eino Ruensen, a native of the village of Anttila,
Valkaela parish.”

11. Salonen, head of camp no. 1 Peipohja (June 1941 — April 1942) declared, “You
are a Bolshevik infection, and we have been ordered to destroy you.” We were beaten
and starved to death. They harnessed 20 people to a Finnish plough and ploughed the
field. They ploughed from August to October 1941 on marshy ground with cold
water underfoot. They didn’t change our linen for 8 months.””

During repatriation, representatives of the USSR collected all possible information
about abuse and crimes against Soviet prisoners of war. The following groups of war
crimes can be singled out:

A. Murders and executions of prisoners of war:

1. In prisoner of war camp no. 14 in Sortavala, Corporal Alassari shot two
prisoners of war near a barrel of food waste and bayoneted them, already dead, in
December 1941.

2.1n 1943, 4 people escaped from prisoner-of-war camp no. 14 in Sortavala, but in
2 days they were all caught by the camp guards and shot, and their corpses were left
at the entrance gate to the camp as intimidation.

3. According to the statement of prisoner of war Alexander A. Bushmarinov, the
head of camp no. 6 killed prisoner of war Kirill Antonov in September 1943.

4. According to the statement of prisoner of war Ivan R. Ozerov, the head of camp
no. 74 in Medvezhyegorsk beat prisoners of war with a gun and shot prisoner of war
Alexey Bryakov in September 1943.

5. According to the statement of prisoner of war A.G. Bichkin, prisoner of war
Fedor Lekhmus killed hungry prisoners in the Kemijirvi camp in November—
December 1941. Later he voluntarily joined the Finnish army.

6. According to the statement of prisoner of war Leonid F. Maksikov, in the
subcamp of camp no. 19, the town of Lapinniemi, Muhos Station, Oulu, several
prisoners of war were killed in December 1941 for escaping from the camp. For
instance, prisoner of war Tikhonov was killed.?

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7. In camp no. 3, 4 people were shot while trying to escape on June 9, 1943.%

B. Abuse and corporal punishment:

1. In camp no. 19, Oulu, one junior sergeant from among the guards burst into the
barracks of sleeping prisoners of war at night, set a dog on them, and beat everyone
with a stick in June 1942,

2. 0n August 15, 1942, at the second transit station, 25 km from Naarajarvi, a
foreman and a guard beat prisoner of war Sergei F. Bistrov with a stick with the
participation of the transfer point foreman Azimov (a Russian who accepted Finnish
citizenship) at a peat bog.

3. According to the statement of prisoner of war Leonid F. Maksikov, in the
subcamp of camp no. 19, the town of Lapinniemi town, Muhos Station, Oulu, both
the guards and the heads of the department abused prisoners of war: beat them, drove
them out into the cold at — 30 degrees, fed them poorly. For picking up discarded
bones, prisoner of war Smirnov was shot by the guards.

4. According to the statement of prisoner of war Nikolai I. Gruzdev, prisoners of
war from camp no. 16 in Kokkola were sent to forestry work 90 km from the city on
September 10, 1944. While working, prisoners of war were beaten and given no
bread or sugar.

C. Cruelty of camp administration:

1. In prisoner-of-war camp no. 9563, 25 km from Juntusranta, guards Bakhmanov
and Chanin burned two prisoners of war in a stone stove in 1941-42,

2. According to the statement of prisoner of war Vasily A. Mironov, in camp no. 3,
the camp command abused prisoners of war and deprived them of rations. The guards
often fired at the barracks. On July 29, 1943, 6 people were wounded by rifle fire
from the sentry tower. The sentry’s actions were approved.

3. According to the statement of prisoner of war Ananii G. Grigoriev, in the
prisoner-of-war camp in the city of Vaaza, in 1942, the prisoners were fed poorly; the
sick were not sent to hospitals but they were sent to do all the work and in cases of
delays, they were shot by the guards. Beatings were systematic.

4. Public beatings in camp no. 91 near Kholosino / Juntusranta. The prisoners of
war were lined up outdoors in two rows of 100 people and the “guilty” were passed
through the line and beaten with belts. There were cases when people were hung
upside down in hot steam in the bathhouse.*

5. About the atrocities in camp no. 32:

— Head of the camp Karl Koivisto took prisoners’ food and sent the sick to work
(13 people died).

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— Camp translator Aleksei Oleshin took revenge on the Bolsheviks.

— Another commander of this camp, Rahmosa, systematically beat prisoners of
war, took 30 people out of the camp area and beat them with a rubber stick.®

Even after the truce, the attitude towards prisoners of war did not change in some
camps. For example, 6 prisoners of war worked for Baron Ramsau. They were
supposed to go home on October 24, and on October 23 they did not go to work as
they were preparing to leave. Captain Ramsau, the son of Baron Ramsau, called the
guards and ordered to Kkill one prisoner of war, and the corporal shot at prisoner Huss
and seriously wounded him.** In the Nogoa forest camp, all prisoners of war were
beaten on the day they were sent to assembly points. The barracks in which the
prisoners were held were fired at with machine guns. This material was transferred to
the Allied Control Commission for taking the stringent measures. It is known that the
Allied Control Commission demanded the arrest of Captain Ramsau, the corporal
who shot, and all persons specific guilty of other facts of abuse.

The prisoners were very angry with the foremen from among the prisoners of war.
There are many facts of their beating and even murder. As a result, foremen were
kept in separate barracks and sent in special carriages.

At the request of the Allied Control Commission, many Finnish soldiers were
arrested for the torture and extermination of Soviet prisoners of war. The Supreme
Court of Finland considered a total of 148 cases of war crimes against prisoners of
war in 1945-49. It is important to note that not all cases ended in convictions, and
some criminals were convicted only for causing bodily harm to prisoners of war.
Manslaughter became the most common article under which former Finnish military
personnel was prosecuted. Manslaughter also included facts of incitement to commit
manslaughter and complicity in it, murder at the request of the victim, causing death
by negligence, and assault without intent to kill. If a soldier shot the body of an
already dead prisoner of war, he was condemned for behavior inappropriate for a
soldier.®®

As it can be seen from the above facts, the killings of prisoners of war mostly took
place in the first two years of the war, when there was confidence in Germany’s
victory. Revenge, hatred of the Soviet Union, and personal reasons played an
important role in the commission of crimes in prisoner-of-war camps. In combat
conditions, the majority of ordinary soldiers considered it dishonorable to shoot the

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Soviet soldiers who surrendered, and Finnish officers often had great difficulty
finding someone to do it.®® Crimes against Soviet prisoners of war became possible as
a result of the existence of a legal problem. Some provisions of the 1907 Hague
Convention and the 1929 Geneva Convention were not accepted by Finnish military
law, and the orders given to soldiers during the Continuation War complied with
national law in many respects. The most common situation in which prisoners of war
were shot behind the front line was execution of a captured fugitive or a prisoner
accused of insubordination, as a lesson.

Conclusion

In modern historiography, there are some points of view on the issue why the
mortality rate of Soviet prisoners of war in Finnish captivity during the Continuation
War was more than 12 times higher than during the Winter War.

In the period between 1941 and 1944, there were significantly more Soviet
prisoners of war in Finland than during the Winter War. The Finns were not ready for
this, and therefore in the first months they were forced to rapidly expand the camp
system and establish administrative control over it. The lack of coordination in the
work of different departments led to the fact that sometimes months passed from the
moment an USSR soldier was captured by the Finns until he was registered. Newly
captured prisoners of war could be executed on the spot, escape, or die from wounds
before being transported to an assembly point or transit camp and registered
accordingly.®” As a result, not all prisoners of war managed to receive cards, and
information about them was not recorded in the documents, which makes it
Impossible to determine the exact number of the Red Army soldiers who were taken
captive by the Finns. The confusion at the beginning of the conflict shows that
Finland was unprepared for the large number of Soviet prisoners of war.

Throughout the Continuation War, orders regarding prisoner-of-war issues came
from the General Headquarters, but responsibility for them rested primarily with the
Internal Troops Headquarters. The lack of clarity in the distribution of functions
affected, for example, ensuring security and organizing maintenance of camps. It
should be noted that the Finnish side did not officially pursue a policy of targeted
destruction of the camp prisoners, but 30% of Soviet prisoners of war died in Finnish
camps from 1941 to 1944. Most war crimes were committed in the first years of the
war, when the Finnish side had confidence in Germany’s victory in the war against
the Soviet Union.

Thus, we can identify a combination of the following factors that influenced such a
high mortality rate of Soviet prisoners of war in Finnish camps: insufficient nutrition;

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unsatisfactory living conditions; hard exhausting work; harsh climate; lack of
attention to the health of prisoners of war; the policy of the leadership of a particular
camp.
