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Separate Labor Battalions of Prisoners of War in the System of People’s
Commissariat of Defense — Ministry of Armed Forces of the USSR (1945-1949)

Abstract. Based on the analysis of a complex of sources, the article examines the organizational
and legal foundations as well as practices of formation and functioning of separate labor battalions
of prisoners of war in the structure of the People’s Commissariat of Defense — the Ministry of
Armed Forces of the USSR. Special attention is paid to the analysis of the number and composition
of prisoners of war in such battalions, organization of their accommodation, regime and protection,
material support, medical and sanitary services, mortality rates, labor use, and political and
propaganda work. The author concludes that in the situation of extreme depletion of demographic
and material resources in the war and post-war years, the Soviet state was forced to use prisoners of
war as labor force at military and defense facilities. Foreign labor was mostly used in construction,
renovation, and household work. The established life organization of prisoners of war was poor due
to the lack of housing, food, clothing and footwear, and medicines. The study of available sources
allows us to conclude that the efficiency of control by the NKVD-MVD over the detention of
prisoners of war in the structure of the military department was rather low.

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Introduction

According to documents from the Red Army General Staff, Soviet troops captured
4,377,000 German and allied servicemen during the Great Patriotic War. Following
the defeat and surrender of the Kwantung Army in August 1945, the number of
prisoners of war increased by 639,000." To receive and accommodate so many
disarmed servicemen of the enemy armed forces, a system of military captivity and
internment agencies and institutions was established in the Soviet Union and other
countries liberated by Soviet troops. That system included 24 frontline camps,
72 reception and transit points, over 500 permanent camps and special facilities,
214 special hospitals, and 322 repatriation camps.”

Most foreign prisoners of war remained under the jurisdiction of the People’s
Commissariat of Internal Affairs of the USSR (since March 1946, the Ministry of
Internal Affairs of the USSR). As its part, the Directorate for Prisoners of War and
Internees (UPVI) was established (in January 1945 it was renamed the Main
Directorate for Prisoners of War and Internees of the NKVD-MVD of the USSR
(GUPVI)). Domestic and foreign historiography has described in detail the
organizational structure and activities of the UPVI-GUPVI as well the life support
and labor of prisoners of war in NKVD-MVD camps.® However, the practice of

The subject of scientific analysis in this article is the legal status and activities of
separate labor battalions (ORB) for prisoners of war within the People’s
Commissariat of Defense — the Ministry of Armed Forces of the USSR between
1945 and 1949 as well as the conditions and situation of the contingent held in such
battalions. A number of scientific publications, primarily based on regional materials,
are devoted to the formation and functioning of these institutions. Examples include
articles by S. Kim,* D. Perevoshchikov,” and N. Smirnova.® These works describe

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either the history of specific ORBs or certain aspects of their activities, such as
organization of political work with the Japanese prisoners of war. Therefore, they do
not claim to provide a comprehensive study of the issue.

Scientific novelty of this study lies in its examination of the ORBs as a specific
institution of military captivity, which was created within the structure of the
Ministry of Armed Forces of the USSR. While examining this problem, the author
employed problem-chronological, structural-functional, typological, and comparative
historical research methods. The source materials referred to in the article include
records from both the Main Directorate for Prisoners of War and Internees of the
NKVD-MVD of the USSR, and the People’s Commissariat of Defense — the Ministry
of Armed Forces of the USSR. All these structures were responsible for the
accommodation and labor use of prisoners of war held in separate labor battalions. Of
particular interest are special orders and directives of the NKVD-MVD and the
People’s Commissariat of Defense — the Ministry of Armed Forces of the USSR,
regarding the maintenance of prisoners of war, reports and reviews from the GUPVI
containing information on deficiencies identified during inspections of individual
labor battalions, and reports on the deployment of the ORBs and the size and
composition of the contingent held in them. In addition to the published archival
materials,” the author considered documents from the Russian State Military Archive
and the Archive of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia for VVologda Oblast.

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Main body

The use of prisoners of war as labor force by the People’s Commissariat of
Defense of the USSR began in 1943, soon after the capitulation of the Nazi German
forces in Stalingrad. At that time, no special units for prisoners of war existed within
the People’s Commissariat of Defense. As a rule, prisoners of war were allocated by
the People’s Commissariat of Internal Affairs of the USSR on a general basis on
requests from enterprises and organizations in need of labor. For instance, a report on
prisoners of war used in industrial work dated February 4, 1943, mentions the work
of 786 prisoners of war at the military forestry enterprise of the People’s
Commissariat of Defense in the Mari ASSR.® By March 1943, 1,398 captured
enemies had already been working at that facility.® As of June 19, 1944, the number
of prisoners of war working at enterprises and construction sites of the People’s
Commissariat of Defense was 2,149 and 14,040 as of December 5, 1944. As of May
17, 1945, the People’s Commissariat of Defense had 33,000 prisoners of war and
550 mobilized Germans under its jurisdiction. Of them, 22,600 were used in the work
of the 1%, 2" and 3™ Belorussian and 2™ and 3" Ukrainian Fronts; 6,000, in the
construction of the Novo-Tveretskii Canal; 2,500, at the Armored Plant no. 8 in Kiev;
1,900, for other works in Asbest, Bezhitsa, Bobruisk, Kiev, Kuibyshev, and Minsk.*

Following the massive influx of prisoners of war into the USSR after the
capitulation of Nazi Germany in May—June 1945, the Soviet government decided to
transfer them to various government agencies to be used as labor force. Based on
decrees of the State Defense Committee and orders of the NKVD, the People’s
Commissariat of Defense of the USSR received 310,000 prisoners of war captured on
the Soviet-German front.™* They were to be employed in construction, restoration,
and repair works as well as in logging and in the production of building materials (in
quarries, stone mines, etc.).

To accommodate and employ prisoners of war, separate labor battalions (ORBS)
were created within the of People’s Commissariat of Defense. That practice
corresponded to the militarized system of organizing labor and living conditions of
prisoners of war, introduced by order of the NKVD no. 00311 as of April 16, 1945.
All prisoners of war were divided into squads (12-15 people), platoons
(36-40 people), companies (150-160 people), and battalions (600—-700 people),
which were formed according to nationality.*

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Unlike the NKVD-MVD system, where the primary type of prisoner-of-war
detention facility was a camp with subcamps designed to accommodate thousands of
prisoners, separate labor battalions of the People’s Commissariat of Defense — the
Ministry of Armed Forces were compact units of 500 to 1,000 people. While
prisoner-of-war camps served industrial enterprises and construction projects of
national and regional significance, ORBs were engaged in construction and economic
tasks within the military defense department.

Each separate labor battalion consisted of three companies; each company, of three
platoons; each platoon, of four squads. The personnel of each battalion consisted of
59 persons (15 officers, 10 sergeants, and 34 privates). It was led by a commander,
his deputy, and an assistant for logistics. The ORB structure included a combat unit
(4 people); a 10-bed medical station served by a staff of 3 persons: a chief physician
(head of the infirmary), a doctor, and a senior paramedic; a security platoon
(32 people) consisting of a commander and his assistant, 4 squad leaders, a cook, and
25 privates; a party organizer (who was also an instructor for work among prisoners
of war); a supply platoon of 10 prisoners of war. Except for the operative and
operational translators who were employees of the NKVD, battalion personnel were
maintained at the expense of the People’s Commissariat of Defense of the USSR."

In July 1945, the Red Army’s Chief of Logistics, General of the Army
A. Khrulyov, approved the “Regulations on the Formation and Procedure for the Use
of Prisoner-of-War Labor Battalions.” The formation of those battalions and the
following assignment of serial numbers to them were carried out by district (front)
military councils. The distribution of battalions among the central directorates of the
People’s Commissariat of Defense, military districts, and economic organizations
was organized following orders of the Red Army’s Chief of Logistics. These separate
labor battalions were maintained by the state budget and financed according to the
relevant items in the budget of the People’s Commissariat of Defense, with the
exception of expenses for the payment of monetary compensation to prisoners of war,

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which was allocated from the funds they earned themselves. The rest of those funds
was to be donated to the Union budget.™*

Battalions reported either to the heads of the People’s Commissariat of Defense
directorates or to the quarters and operations department of the quartermaster’s office
of the military district (front) for which they performed work. In terms of production,
commanders of labor battalions were supervised by heads of sections (enterprises).
All labor arrangements for prisoners of war were strictly regulated. A normal
working day was ten hours long. Prisoners of war were granted one day off per week.
To reduce lost time due to adverse weather conditions and other external
circumstances, work was permitted on weekends, with a mandatory day off before
the following day off. Battalion commanders were required to ensure that at least
90% of workers were available for production, as well as to monitor discipline on
site.

Each prisoner of war was required to work according to established production
quotas for a specific type of work. Battalion commanders recorded all the work
performed through company commanders and rate-setters, also referred to as quantity
surveyors. The battalion commander was also responsible for overseeing the proper
accounting of the prisoners’ earnings.™

Former enemy servicemen were divided into three categories based on their
physical capability. The first category included those who were fit for heavy physical
labor; the second category, fit for physical labor; and the third category, fit for light
labor. The division of prisoners of war into the categories was made by order of the
battalion commander after a medical examination of the special contingent by the
battalion’s medical service. Prisoners of war in the second category were permitted to
perform heavy physical labor, and those in the third category were permitted to
perform physical labor, with the fulfilment of established production quotas of 70%
and 50%, respectively. No additional pay was provided for overtime or night work."®

In order to encourage prisoners of war to meet the assigned production quotas, the
following measures were used: provision of food rations and monetary rewards on a
differentiated scale, corresponding to the percentage of work assignments fulfilled
and exceeded; priority provision of clothing, footwear, and bedding to prisoners who
performed well, and providing them with improved accommodation conditions. For
example, those engaged in heavy physical labor were given 650 grams of bread for
completing less than 50% of the production quota; 700 grams for 50-80%; 750 grams
for 80-100%; 800 grams for over 100%. Furthermore, prisoners who met and

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exceeded quotas received 50 grams of cereal, 25 grams of meat, 25 grams of fish, and
10 grams of fat daily in addition to their basic ration.

Regarding monetary compensation, those engaged in standardized work were paid
10 rubles per month for achieving 40-50% of the established quota; 15 rubles for
51-80%; 30 rubles for 91-90%; 50 rubles for 91-100%; 80 rubles for 101-110%;
120 rubles for 111-120%; 150 rubles for 121-130%; and 200 rubles for over 130%.
Administrative, support, and technical personnel from among the prisoners of war
also received monetary compensation based on the percentage of work assignments
completed and exceeded by the units they led. The monetary amounts earned by
prisoners of war were not given to them in cash but deposited into their personal
accounts."’

To coerce prisoners of war who worked poorly, it was allowed to leave those who
had not completed their work assignments to work overtime for two hours.
Malingerers and saboteurs were also transferred to penal units with particularly harsh
work regime for up to three months and deprived of their pay and any additional
rations. Those who deviated from work and disrupted production were to be tried by
a military tribunal.*®

As of October 5, 1945, the People’s Commissariat of Defense had
190,439 prisoners of war from the former German army at its disposal, of whom
38,649 were used in the rear military districts; 3,000 in the construction of the Novo-
Tveretskii Canal; 40,115 in the construction of storage facilities at army
transshipment bases; 33,002 in loading and unloading operations; 75,668 more were
in service for the Northern and Central Groups of Forces as well as units of the
former 3" Belorussian Front.™

The deployment of individual labor battalions of the People’s Commissariat of

Defense of the USSR as of October 1, 1945, is reflected in Table 1.

Data analysis shows that the largest number of ORBs were deployed in the
Ukrainian, Lithuanian, and Byelorussian SSRs, and in Moscow and Leningrad
regions.

By the decision of the Soviet government, the People’s Commissariat of Defense
of the USSR was assigned responsibility for the care, protection, labor use, and
provision of food and clothing for prisoners of war in ORBs. In turn, the GUPVI and
its regional bodies oversaw the care and labor use of prisoners of war, as well as their
operational support. The GUPVI fulfilled those functions through the territorial
NKVD-UNKVD directorates, which included subdivisions (directorates,
departments, sections, groups, and authorized representatives) for prisoners of war
and internees.”

Based on directive no. 161 as of September 17, 1945, issued by Deputy People’s
Commissar of Internal Affairs of the USSR, Colonel-General V. Chernyshov, the
GUPVI-NKVD of the USSR conducted an inspection of the conditions of detention
of prisoners of war in ORBs through its regional branches. Particular attention was
paid to proper organization of registration, accommodation, regime and security,
food, provision of uniforms, labor use, medical care, and preparation of
accommodation facilities for winter. Information on emergency situations was
monitored, including prisoner escapes, incidents of personnel using weapons,

suicides and self-mutilation, and mass unrest (riots, insubordination of battalion
command, etc.).?

During the inspection of ORBs, serious violations of the established regulations for
maintaining prisoners-of-war were discovered. Accommodation facilities were in
rather poor condition; bathhouses and disinfection chambers were absent in most
battalions; there were no infirmaries at all; the established workday duration was
violated. The Red Army’s Chief of Logistics, General of the Army A. Khrulyov, was
informed of those deficiencies. On November 29, 1945, in coded telegram no. 7358,
he ordered the military district commanders to eliminate the shortcomings in
accommodation, protection, and labor use of prisoners of war held in ORB:s.
Specifically, it was ordered to create special operational groups at the military district
rear headquarters to manage the work of ORBS; equip each battalion with infirmaries,
bathhouses, and disinfection chambers; organize provision of medical care and have a
workday for prisoners of war of no more than eight hours; provide them with the
necessary uniforms; and provide additional food for those who met or exceeded their
production quotas.?®

As of January 1, 1946, after the transfer of prisoners of war from frontline units to
construction sites and for economic work, the People’s Commissariat of Defense’s
military districts comprised 146 separate labor battalions with 142,571 prisoners of
war of Western nationalities. In addition, 54 separate labor battalions consisting of
67,809 Japanese prisoners of war were formed in the eastern territories and regions of
the USSR. Thus, as of January 1, 1946, the People’s Commissariat of Defense was in
charge of 200 separate labor battalions with 210,380 prisoners of war held in them.?

Unfortunately, the available archival documents contain no detailed information on
the composition of the contingent in separate labor battalions. Some information can
be obtained from a report by Major Makov, head of the 2" Department of the Main
Directorate of Prisoners of War of the NKVD of the USSR, on the progress of
registering prisoners of war held in the labor battalions of the People’s Commissariat
of Defense of the USSR, dated February 16, 1946. According to it, as of February 16,

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1946, 80 ORBs with 72,364 prisoners of war were registered, including
2,202 officers, 17,227 junior officers, and 52,935 privates. The national composition
of the contingent was as follows: 53,081 Germans, 1,419 Hungarians,
1,139 Austrians, 684 Czechs, 287 Poles, 200 Romanians, 169 Yugoslavs (Croats,
Slovenes, Serbs), 70 Frenchmen, 61 Estonians, 28 Slovaks, 24 Jews,
21 Transcarpathian Ukrainians, 19 Belgians, 16 Italians, 14 Lithuanians, 8 Latvians,
6 Danes, 6 Dutchmen, 6 Swiss, 4 Luxembourgers, 1 Englishman, 1 American,
14 citizens of the USSR, and 15,086 persons of unspecified nationality.” Thus, the
contingent in ORBs included representatives of over 25 nationalities, with Germans
accounting for three quarters of the total number of prisoners. Directive of the NKVD
no. 161 as of September 17, 1945, ordered that only persons of German nationality be
retained in labor battalions, while representatives of other nationalities were to be
transferred to the NKVD prisoner-of-war camps for further detention or
repatriation.?

According to NKVD-MVD inspection reports, the situation with prisoners of war
in ORBs of the People’s Commissariat of Defense — Ministry of the Armed Forces
continued to be unsatisfactory. Directive of the NKVD no. 207 as of November 17,
1945, and directive of the MVD no. 134 as of May 25, 1946, on measures to
eliminate deficiencies in the condition of the People’s Commissariat of Defense —
Ministry of the Armed Forces labor battalions confirm that too.”” The situation was
aggravated by the fact that, due to the different departmental affiliations of the labor
battalions, special hospitals of the NKVD-MVD often refused to accept their
contingent for treatment. Colonel General V. Chernyshov, Deputy People’s
Commissar of Internal Affairs of the USSR, was forced to issue a special directive
clarifying that sick prisoners of war held in ORBs should be accepted for treatment in
special hospitals along with prisoners of war from the NKVD camps.”® A letter from
Colonel-General S. Kruglov, the USSR People’s Commissar of Internal Affairs,
shows that that requirement was not met. The letter was addressed to General of the
Army A. Khrulyov, the Red Army’s Chief of Logistics, and contained a request to
pay special attention to the organization of a special hospital network to relieve ORBs
of sick prisoners of war who needed special treatment, since the use of the hospital
network of the NKVD camps was not possible due to a lack of available space.?

In 194647, the GUPVI sent over 150 reports, official letters, and reviews to
A. Khrulyov, Chief of Logistics of the Ministry of Armed Forces of the USSR, with

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requests and demands to address the deficiencies identified in the work of ORBs.*® A
review of those documents clearly reveals the presence of gross violations leading to
widespread illness and death among prisoners of war. For example, in battalion
no. 456 (Bryansk Oblast), prisoners were housed in damp, moldy bunkers, slept on
mats of rotten reeds, and had no bathhouse or laundry facilities. That resulted in
widespread lice infestation. Consequently, 46 people died in that battalion in the first
quarter of 1946. In December 1945, 137 prisoners of war died in ORB no. 393 (Lvov
Oblast) due to poor sanitary and hygienic conditions and widespread illness. In ORB
no. 486 (Novgorod Oblast), prisoners of war lived in summer tents during winter
months when temperatures ranged from —5°C to +2°C. Of the 1,100 prisoners of war,
632 had only summer service jackets, garrison caps, and worn-out summer shoes. As
a result, 180 people died in the battalion within two months.*

Moreover, failure to comply with security and safety requirements (lack of camp
fencing, observation towers, etc.) led to mass escapes of prisoners of war. For
example, on December 4, 1945, 14 prisoners of war escaped from ORB no. 466
(Drohobych Oblast) while working in logging camps, and only five of them were
captured.*

As for production activities of labor battalions, the contingent was typically used
for unskilled and low-paid jobs, often without regard for meeting any production
quotas, i.e., extremely ineffectively.*® The range of work performed by prisoners was
quite diverse: they built defense facilities and narrow-gauge railways, worked in
logging, loading and unloading railroad cars, on subsidiary farms, and so on. **

The administrative headquarters of the Ministry of Armed Forces of the USSR
regularly received letters from the GUPVI. The latter requested to address the
deficiencies in the work of ORBs. In its turn, the Ministry demanded that military
district commanders promptly responded to all concerns of regulatory agencies.
Specifically, by directive no. 362 as of January 25, 1946, Chief of Logistics of the
Ministry of Armed Forces of the USSR requested that deputy commanders of
military districts for logistics conducted an inspection of all ORBs and created the

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required conditions for prisoners of war. Directive no. 76/111 as of February 20, 1946,
recognized the procedure for establishing hospitals in ORBs and providing them with
medicines. Directive no. 43549 as of April 17, 1946, established the procedure for
guarding prisoners of war held in ORBs and at work sites. Finally, in order to
maintain the physical condition of prisoners of war, directive no. 43766 as of May 7,
1945, required the formation of health teams in ORBs, improvement of nutrition and
medical care, and organization of monthly reporting on the physical condition,
morbidity, and mortality among prisoners of war held in ORBs.*

However, despite extensive bureaucratic correspondence, operational experience
showed that the GUPVI’s control over care, security, and labor of prisoners of war in
ORBs of the People’s Commissariat of Defense — Ministry of the Armed Forces
ineffective. Feeling no responsibility for the physical well-being of the prisoners, the
ORB command violated established regulations for their accommodation,
registration, supplies, and labor use.

In June 1946, a routine inspection revealed violations of orders and directives of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs and the Ministry of Armed Forces in 40 ORBs. In
those battalions, the workday for prisoners of war lasted 10-14 hours; weakened
individuals were used for heavy labor and walked to remote production sites on foot;
gaps between meal times lasted up to 12 hours; reliable security for the contingent at
the work sites was absent. Due to improper work organization and labor distribution,
those battalions were unprofitable, and prisoners of war earned very little
(3—4 roubles per day). As a result, the physical condition of prisoners of war in the
ORBs was significantly worse than that of prisoners of war in the MVD camps.
According to the GUPVI, labor force in ORBs did not exceed 23-32% of the total
number of prisoners of war; the mortality rate was five times higher than in POV
camps of the MVD (see below a comparative analysis of the mortality rate of
prisoners of war in the MVD camps and in the ORBs of the Ministry of Armed
Forces); and the number of escapes was seven times higher.*

All this forced the GUPVI to repeatedly address the issue before higher authorities
regarding the transfer of prisoners of war from ORBs to the MVD camps and the
allocation of labor to the rear services of the Ministry of Armed Forces on the same
basis as other ministries. However, due to the categorical objection to those measures
by the Chief of Logistics of the Ministry of Armed Forces, the issue was not resolved.

An important area of work with prisoners of war was agitation and propaganda. In
July 1945, heads of political directorates of military districts received a telegram
explaining the procedure for political work with the workers of labor battalions. Its

main objectives were: mobilizing prisoners of war for honest and conscientious labor;
conveying to them truthful information about the Soviet Union and the Red Army;
educating them as anti-fascists friendly to the USSR; informing prisoners of war
about the situation in Germany and other European countries liberated from Nazi rule
using the materials from the Soviet press; exposing the misanthropic ideology and
practices of fascism; explaining the leading role of the Soviet Union in the
democratization of Europe and extermination of Nazism.

The main forms of agitation and propaganda work among prisoners of war
included rallies, lectures, reports, discussions, newspaper readings, and question-and-
answer sessions. Political work with prisoners of war was entrusted to propaganda
instructors assigned to battalion staff and politically trained translators. Within
battalions, companies, and platoons, an anti-fascist cadre was formed from vetted and
positively proven prisoners of war. Agitators were appointed from among the anti-
fascists to conduct political classes under the supervision of instructors and
translators. Regular meetings were held for members of anti-fascist cadre to explain
key issues of current policy and operational objectives.

With the help of anti-fascist activists, a production competition was launched. It
was aimed at achieving early production targets, increasing production quotas, and
promoting high-quality work. To mobilize prisoners of war for conscientious work, to
publicize the progress and results of the production competition, and to promote
outstanding workers, publication of battalion wall newspapers was recommended.
Anti-fascists were responsible for preparing wall newspapers, while propaganda
instructors were responsible for overseeing their content. Cultural and educational
activities for prisoners of war (e.g. film screenings, concerts, chess and checkers
games, etc.) were also provided at local clubs and Red Army houses.

As for the officers, sergeants, and enlisted personnel of the labor battalions, they
were to be mobilized to the utmost vigilance. Particular attention was paid to
combating any instances of familiarity with the former enemy. The attitude of the
personnel toward prisoners of war was to be “strict, but at the same time fair.”*’

The Main Political Directorate of the Armed Forces of the USSR made an
inspection of the quality of political work in the separate labor battalions of the
Moscow, Leningrad, and Kiev military districts in the autumn of 1946. That
inspection revealed that political classes with prisoners of war were conducted
irregularly and unsystematically; educational work with activists was unorganized;
industrial competition was not extensive; and political instructors were poorly
trained. All of this, in the opinion of the Main Political Directorate of the Armed
Forces of the USSR, hindered the successful fulfilment of industrial tasks by the

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labor battalions and the education of prisoners of war as “active anti-fascists and
friends of the Soviet Union.”*® In order to strengthen political work among prisoners
of war, it was proposed to staff the independent labor battalions with instructors in
agitation and mass work from among politically trained workers who knew German;
to hold training sessions for instructors in agitation and mass work in the independent
labor battalions for the purpose of exchanging experience; to improve work with
newspaper materials published for prisoners of war in German.*

As of March 1, 1947, the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR had
183 separate labor battalions and 3 separate companies of prisoners of war operating
under its jurisdiction. The largest number of separate battalions were located in the
Ukrainian SSR (26), the Byelorussian SSR (12), Moscow Oblast (26), Kaliningrad
Oblast (15), and Primorskii Krai (25), Khabarovsk Krai (14).%

Due to sending the weakened contingent to their homeland, sending sick prisoners
of war to special hospitals, transferring all POVs of non-German nationality and
persons on operational registration to the camps of the Ministry of Internal Affairs,
the number of prisoners of war held in ORBs decreased every year (see Table 2).

Thus, the number of prisoners of war in ORBs between January 1946 and January
1948 decreased from 210,380 to 61,804 people, i.e. 3.4 times. In total, as of
January 1, 1948, there were 23 ORBs with 14,509 German prisoners of war and

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46 ORBs with 47,295 Japanese prisoners of war at the construction sites of the rear of
the Ministry of Armed Forces.*

By April 1, 1948, the number of ORBs containing German prisoners of war had
decreased to 16 (with 7,506 people in them), while those holding Japanese prisoners
of war had increased to 55 (with 45,116 people in them). The total number of
prisoners of war in ORBs was 52,622 people.”® During 1948, the number of ORBs
decreased from 69 to 21.** In 1949, due to the completion of the repatriation of
prisoners of war, the remaining ORBs were also disbanded.

In conclusion, let us consider the general trends in the movement of prisoners of
war in ORBs in comparison with other military captivity institutions in the USSR
(see Table 3).

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The table shows that the number of prisoners of war in the ORBs of the People’s
Commissariat of Defense — Ministry of Armed Forces ranged from 5% to 9% of the
total number of prisoner-of-war population in the USSR.

Let us also present data on POW mortality in the ORBs compared to the NKVD-
MVD camps and special hospitals (see Table 4).

Overall, according to the author’s calculations, 15,116 prisoners of war died in
separate labor battalions of the People’s Commissariat of Defense — Ministry of
Armed Forces between 1945 and 1949. This constitutes 4.9% of the total POW
mortality rate in the USSR during the period under review. If we analyze the
comparative indicators, taking for comparison the average annual number of
prisoners of war in the NKVD-MVD camps (1,576,362 people) and in ORBs
(137,963 people) and the average annual mortality (46,681 people in NKVD-MVD
camps and 3,779 people in ORBs) in 1945-1949, we can conclude that the mortality
rates of the contingent were approximately the same (3.0% in NKVD-MVD camps
and 2.7% in ORBs). It is important to note that our results differ from the conclusions
of the GUPVI regarding the higher mortality rate of prisoners of war in the units of
the People’s Commissariat of Defense — Ministry of Armed Forces, which poses the
task for future researchers to study this issue in a more substantive manner.*’

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Conclusion

Thus, the conducted research allows us to draw a number of important conclusions
regarding the situation with foreign prisoners of war during the Great Patriotic War in
the USSR.

First, it should be noted that after the defeat of Germany and its allies, in addition
to the NKVD-MVD system, a significant contingent of prisoners of war (over
200,000) was transferred to remain under control of the People’s Commissariat of
Defense and later, the Ministry of Armed Forces of the USSR. For that purpose,
separate labor battalions for prisoners of war were created within their structure.
Unlike NKVD-MVD camps, they had a smaller contingent and personnel, which
made them more mobile and eased their transfer to the facilities requiring additional
labor. In turn, the dispersal of the contingent across the economic units of the NKO-
MYVS objectively complicated the GUPVI’s oversight of the ORBs’ activities.

Second, a comparative analysis of data from various sources (administrative,
reporting documentation, and statistical materials) reveals a complex and
contradictory picture of the situation with prisoners of war in separate labor battalions
of the People’s Commissariat of Defense — Ministry of Armed Forces. On the one
hand, despite the constant efforts of the GUPVI to improve it, the practice of holding
prisoners of war in ORBs did not meet established requirements, which manifested
itself in the unsatisfactory state of housing and living conditions, food and clothing
supplies, and medical care. Problems with the organization of prisoner-of-war
maintenance produced an adverse effect on their labor utilization, making the
existence of many labor battalions unprofitable. On the other hand, judging by
mortality statistics, the situation with prisoners of war in labor battalions of the
People’s Commissariat of Defense — Ministry of Armed Forces was not
fundamentally different from that in NKVVD-MVD camps.

All this highlights the need for further research into the practice of holding
prisoners of war in various departmental institutions, as well as the mechanism of
interaction between the People’s Commissariat for Internal Affairs — Ministry of
Internal Affairs and the People’s Commissariat of Defense — Ministry of Armed
Forces on the issues of maintenance and labor use of prisoners of war.
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
