Features of evacuation of prisoners
in the initial period of the Great Patriotic War

Abstract. The issue of the evacuation of persons belonging to the special contingent during the
Great Patriotic War was unavailable for a long time due to the inability to access the NKVD
documents. The situation changed in the post-Soviet period after the declassification of the Gulag
documentation, when scientists were able to thoroughly study the problem of moving prisoners in
the general evacuation process. Consideration of this topic in the context of social and micro-
history allows us to shift the focus from the economic dimension of evacuation processes to the
motives and behavior of people in the extreme conditions of forced relocation. The examples cited
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by the authors confirm the thesis that evacuation was not a well-organized and well-regulated
process and the plans for it changed during the war. Obviously, relocation of prisoners was not a
priority task of the Soviet government, but it could not afford wasteful negligence of the potential
labor opportunities that a colossal number of prisoners could offer. One of the serious problems
was a significant number of prisons and corrective labor camps in the European part of the USSR’s
territory that was occupied by the enemy in the first months of the war. The effectiveness of
evacuation was more dependent on the actions of the local leadership of penitentiary institutions
and the NKVD than on the directives of the central government. Specific features of evacuation of
prisoners include restriction of freedom and being under escort at the time of transportation, which
led to significant losses, for example, during the enemy air raids, as well as spontaneous character
of providing food and medical care and lack of prospects for prisoners to change their social status
and position at the place of their new location. To reduce the number of evacuated prisoners, at the
beginning of the war the authorities went to the length of releasing those prisoners who were
convicted of minor crimes (usually sentenced to 1 year or less). During the evacuation, the guards
used extreme measures against the escorted prisoners, up to execution, most often in situations
when further movement was difficult. Determining the exact number of prisoners who died during
evacuation remains an open question.

Features of evacuation of prisoners
in the initial period of the Great Patriotic War Research

Introduction

The problems of evacuation of prisoners during the Great Patriotic War have
become an object of scholarly research relatively recently because many archival
documents were classified and some of them were lost during military operations.

Soviet historians generally sought to show the positive results of the evacuation
process, emphasizing rapid relocation and commissioning of heavy industry
enterprises and their contribution to the Victory. Contemporary Russian researchers
study this issue more comprehensively. A fairly extensive material on the quantitative
characteristics of prisoners and the statistics of their evacuation was presented by
V. Zemskov.! The article by D. Surzhik offers an analysis of the evacuation of special
contingent in the early years of the Great Patriotic War, referring to statistical data on
prisoners of corrective labor camps in the period between 1941 and 1942.°
V. Lukanin examines the order and scale of evacuation of prisoners, identifying the
problems that the leadership of the penitentiary department faced during the
evacuation process.® A. Kuz'minykh gives data on the number of the evacuated Gulag
special contingent during the Great Patriotic War.”

At the present stage, there are studies that focus on the impact of the evacuation of
prisoners both on the national economy in general and on individual regions in
particular. The leading specialist on this issue in Russia is G. lvanova.> An example
of works devoted to this topic at the regional level is the study by V. Kuanysheva, in
which the author focuses on the use of labor of prisoners evacuated to the Kuibyshev
ITL and used at the construction of strategically important facilities of the reserve
base of the USSR aviation.® The article by N. Belykh examines in detail the impact of
prisoners’ labor on the economy of Kirov Oblast during the Great Patriotic War.’

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Contemporary researchers address the problems of psychology and everyday life
of prisoners during the Great Patriotic War. A. Biesov explores this topic in detail,
using as a research basis interviews and memoirs of the people who went through
corrective labor camps during the war.® M. Suslov describes the impact of the
evacuation process on the consciousness of prisoners and their spirits.”

The problem of evacuation of prisoners was also considered by Ukrainian
historians, who focused mainly on the repressive and punitive actions of the NKVD.
However, the works of Ye. Babich and I. Bilas have an undoubted scientific value,
since they contain a detailed description of the first days of the evacuation of
prisoners.*

Foreign historiography is represented by fundamental research on the history of the
repressive and punitive system, in which evacuation processes during the Great
Patriotic War are mentioned fragmentarily. For example, in The Black Book of
Communism,** the authors paid attention to the evacuation in June 1941, presenting it
as another crime of the “Stalinist regime”. D. Stone drew an analogy between the
evacuation of the prisoners in June 1941 and the removal of Polish citizens to the
Katyn region at the beginning of World War 11.*

In general, it should be noted that the topic of evacuation of prisoners still remains
poorly studied and debatable. Domestic publications focus on quantitative indexes of
evacuation, logistical processes of moving prisoners, and adaptation practices of
special contingent of prisoners in new locations. Foreign authors tend to assess the
evacuation negatively, with an emphasis on the large number of victims among the
special contingent and illegal actions of the NKVD officers.

The purpose of this study is to examine the features of the process of evacuation of
prisoners in the initial period of the Great Patriotic War. The source base of the
article includes regulatory legal documents and office records as well as
reminiscences and memoirs of former prisoners. The latter type of sources possesses
a high degree of subjectivity, so we have to take into account the individual attitude

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of the authors to reality. In this case, their value is determined by the absence of other
sources that would make it possible to recreate the mechanism and psychological
background of the process of evacuation of prisoners during the period under study.
When using documentary sources, verification is also necessary, since some of them
“did not reflect the real picture of events,” but were in fact “ceremonial reports”™*® (for
example, “Report on the work of the Main Directorate of Correctional Labor camps
and Colonies of the NKVD of the USSR during the years of the Patriotic War” dated
August 17, 1944 to the People’s Commissar L. Beria by the chief of the Gulag
V. Nasedkin).

The synthesis of social history and micro-history constitutes the theoretical and
methodological basis of the research. The tools of social history made it possible to
study in detail the relationships and behavior of people in closed social groups. At the
same time, relying on the principles of M. Weber and representatives of the Annales
School, it is possible to consider micro-levels in social history, i.e. to examine the
memories of direct participants in the events for better understanding of the motives
of people’s behavior in order to reconstruct events as exactly as possible.

It is necessary to place special emphasis on the issues of terminology. In our
opinion, the term “evacuation of the population” is applicable to the civilians whose
relocation is associated with the need to ensure personal or state security from the
regions that might be occupied by the enemy or affected by a natural disaster, or be in
the grip of social or national conflicts. In relation to the Great Patriotic War, the
normatively defined framework of the category of evacuees did not include all people
who arrived from the frontline to the Soviet rear. In this regard, the relocation of
prisoners from threatened areas can be defined as evacuation only with certain
reservations, since being in the rear, they did not have the official status of evacuees
and their situation was special. Only a few persons “under investigation” were
transported to the rear for further investigation of their cases and, if acquitted, could
fall into the category of evacuees.

Main Body

The country’s leadership became aware of the need for a large-scale evacuation in
the first days of the war. On June 24, 1941, by the resolution of the Central
Committee of the VKP(b) and the SNK of the USSR “On the Establishment of the
Evacuation Council,” the Evacuation Council was formed in order to “guide the
evacuation of the population, institutions, military and other cargo, equipment of
enterprises, and other valuables.”** The main tasks were identified as follows: the

With regard to the evacuation of material assets, the directive of the Council of
People’s Commissars of the USSR of the Central Committee of the VKP(b) as of
June 29, 1941 no. P509 “To the Party and Soviet Organizations of the Frontline
Regions on the Mobilization of All Forces and Means to Defeat the Fascist Invaders”
urged to leave “neither a kilogram of bread nor a liter of fuel” to the enemy. As for
tens of millions of civilians, everyone understood that total evacuation was
practically unattainable. The category of prisoners (and those under investigation)
was considered in this context as a specific social group, which was covered by the
principle of “not to leave to the enemy.” Analyzing this position of the authorities,
most researchers point to the interests of state security, since when they got to the
enemy. . ., prisoners could join their ranks and continue criminal activities with
special cruelty.”*® In our opinion, it is necessary to emphasize one more purpose of
the evacuation of special contingent: in the conditions of a protracted war, prisoners
were a significant labor resource for the economy of the rear areas.

Prisoners made a significant contribution to the country’s economy during the war
years. Suffice it to say that the share of the People’s Commissariat of Internal Affairs
during this period accounted for almost 15% of capital works in the national
economy. Compared with the pre-war period, the share of the People’s
Commissariat’s participation in railway, motorway, and hydraulic construction
decreased, but it increased in the construction of enterprises of ferrous and non-
ferrous metallurgy and fuel industry.®

At the same time, no official document of the war period set such a goal as saving
human lives (which was declared as one of the main goals during the evacuation of
the civilian population) in relation to the category of prisoners. Let us express an
opinion that among those in prisons there were defendants whose guilt had not yet
been determined and proven, but in most cases they were automatically equated with
prisoners whose lives were considered by the state only as a labor resource.

The total number of prisoners in the Soviet Union on January 1, 1941 was
2 400 422 people, of which 1 500 524 people were held in camps; 429 205 people, in
colonies; 470 693 people, in prisons.'” From the point of view of the geographical
location of penitentiary institutions, as of June 1, 1941, there were 492 institutions in

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the western territories of the USSR, namely in the Baltic regions, Moldova, Ukraine,
Belarus, which included prisons, corrective labor camps, and pretrial detention
facilities subordinate to the Gulag system, where 438 918 people were confined. In
the European territory of the RSFSR, there were 257 institutions with a total
occupancy of up to 258 000 people.'® The main feature of the territorial placement
was the overcrowding and congestion of prisons and corrective labor camps in the
European part of the USSR, especially in the territories of the Ukrainian SSR and the
Belorussian SSR.

It is interesting to follow the reaction of prisoners to the outbreak of war and the
subsequent actions of the authorities. Prisoners and persons under investigation held
in custody were not informed about the outbreak of war. There are memories where
prisoners anxiously noted that they were not given newspapers anymore and the
bread ration was reduced. “Orel was bombed, but we thought it was a military
exercise.”™®

The situation in the corrective camps was different: since prisoners could move
around the camp and even go outside to perform some work, information about the
German attack leaked on the very first day. For example, Timofei Andreevich
Pechenyuk, who was serving a sentence under Article 58 of the Criminal Code of the
USSR at the subcamp in the settlement of Novo-Borisov (Minsk Oblast) at the
beginning of the war and worked as part of a construction column on the construction
of the Moscow — Minsk motorway, recalled the first day of the war:

| learned about the war on the same day from the foreman. The prisoners went to
work in the morning according to the usual routine. There was a radio on the
construction site; at 10 a.m. Moscow time, Molotov’s speech was broadcast. . .
As soon as Molotov’s speech was heard, there was ado at once: quit your job,
we’ll all die; Work stopped; people were gathering in groups and talking to each
other.

Pechenyuk (according to him) and the foreman went to the working teams to
persuade them to continue work, putting forward food supply as the main argument:
if they work, the accounting department would close the orders, which means there
would be rations.

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Somehow we managed to persuade them; they seemed to be working, but
mostly they were watching the motorway along which troops and equipment
were going to the West. Enemy airplanes appeared over Novo-Borisovo. Our
anti-aircraft guns began firing at them from the ground, one plane was shot
down, it did not crash, but landed three hundred meters from our camp; we
were not taken to work that day anymore.?

Memories of aerial bombardments in the early days of the war are also found in the
stories of other prisoners who were in the territories of the western borderline districts
of the USSR.

As for the process of evacuating the prisoners, though it seemed necessary, there
was no developed plan for the organized relocation of people. Simultaneously with
the news of the beginning of the war, on June 22, 1941, a secret joint directive of the
People’s Commissar of Internal Affairs of the USSR L. Beria and the USSR
Prosecutor V. Bochkov no. 221 was sent to the heads of all corrective labor camps
and departments of corrective labor colonies “To All Heads of ITLs and UITLK-
OITK of the NKVD/UNKVD on Carrying Out a Number of Urgent Measures in
Connection with the Beginning of the War.” The general meaning of the directive
was not only to transfer the guards and workers of camps, prisons, and colonies to
martial law but also to seriously tighten the existing regime of detention of prisoners
in custody.”

In the first days of the war, the leadership of the Gulag started developing plans for
the evacuation of prisoners, which implied the relocation of people, property, and
dismantled equipment. At the same time, there was a contradiction between the
availability of resources that could ensure the relocation of all prisoners from the
territories under threat of enemy occupation on the one hand, and a huge number of
such prisoners to be moved on the other: the transport was overloaded, partially
destroyed, and could not cope with the volume of transportation, and the front line
was constantly moving, which is why it was not possible to determine the boundary
of the evacuation zone. The lack of conditions in the rear regions to accommodate
such a large number of prisoners should also be considered a complicating factor.

In order to resolve these contradictions, the central and local authorities took a
number of actions.

(1) Release of a part of the detainees. Already on June 23, 1941, all correctional
institutions located in Belarus, Ukraine and the Baltic regions received an order “On
the Organization of the Evacuation Process of the Special Contingent by Their Own

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Means.” On the same day, an order to evacuate prisons was received by the high-
frequency telephone (government and military communications in the USSR). The
explanation indicated that the persons convicted for the first time for absenteeism,
petty theft at enterprises, minor official and domestic crimes were subject to early
release. Juvenile offenders were also subject to early release. Persons of military age
from among the released were to be mobilized and sent to the front.??

A later decree of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR dated July 12,
1941 “On the Release from Punishment of the Convicted of Certain Categories of
Crimes” gave a detailed classification of the categories of prisoners subject to release
from further punishment: convicted of petty theft at work and hooliganism as well as
of absenteeism and unauthorized departures from work; convicted of minor domestic
crimes, the remaining term of whom did not exceed one year; convicted pregnant
women and women with young children; students of the factory training schools,
craft and railway schools convicted of violation of discipline and unauthorized
departure from school; persons under investigation brought to responsibility for
absenteeism without valid reasons, unauthorized departures, petty theft at work,
hooliganism; violation of discipline and unauthorized departure from school of
students of craft and railway schools and factory training schools, unimportant
domestic crimes punishable by correctional labor or imprisonment for a period not
exceeding one year; pregnant women under investigation and women with young
children brought to justice for crimes punishable by correctional labor or
imprisonment for a period not exceeding one year.”®

In pursuance of this and subsequent decrees (decree of the Presidium of the
Supreme Soviet of the USSR dated November 24, 1941 “On the Release from
Punishment of the Convicted of Certain Categories of Crimes,” 420 thousand
prisoners were released in the second half of 1941.%

(2) Physical liquidation of dangerous (from the point of view of the country’s
leadership) special criminals. First of all, this concerned those prisoners who were
sentenced to capital punishment. Prison authorities were required to ensure that their
sentences were enforced immediately.®

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This measure openly contrasts with the previous one, but therefore it cannot be
considered more or less important. On July 27, 1941, People’s Commissar of Internal
Affairs L. Beria and People’s Commissar of State Security V. Merkulov requested
J. Stalin’s permission to execute prisoners by firing squad.?® The country’s leadership
was afraid that the people “offended by the Soviet government” might take the side
of the enemy. Those prisoners were considered especially politically unreliable who
were convicted under Article 58 of the Criminal Code of the RSFSR (and similar
articles of the Criminal Codes of the Union Republics) and constituted the category
of dangerous special criminals. The “way out” of the current situation was proposed
by People’s Commissar of Internal Affairs of the USSR L. Beria. On November 15,
1941, he appealed to Stalin with a proposal to immediately shoot 10 645 convicts
held in the NKVD prisons that were located both in the frontline and in the areas of
the deep rear. Stalin imposed a positive resolution on Beria’s memo on the need to
apply execution to dangerous special prisoners in connection with wartime
conditions. First of all, convicts under Article 58 of the Criminal Code of the RSFSR
were included into this category. In autumn 1941 and summer 1942 hundreds of
prisoners were executed by firing squad without the approval of their sentence by the
courts.”’

One of the prisoners of the Orel prison recalled:

On September 11, some prisoners began to be taken out of their cells without
their belongings. . . When the guard on duty took their things in the evening, we
understood everything. The next day we were evacuated.?

Execution of prisoners by firing squad was also conducted by the NKVD in the
Gulag institutions of the frontline regions in specific situations of panic or rapid
advance of enemy troops. For instance, in the period from June 24 to June 29, the
NKVD bodies shot about 14 700 people in prisons in Lvov Oblast; 2 000 people in
Stanislav; 1600 people in Lutsk. The prisoners of the territorial prison unit in
Chertkov were treated very cruelly: they were shot after they boarded special trains
ready for evacuation. A similar case occurred on July 4-5, 1941 on the railway bridge
over the Dniester River near the town of Zaleshchiki, where several thousand
evacuated convicts from Ternopol accumulated in the first days of the war. Most of
them were shot and their bodies were loaded into trains and then thrown into the

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river.® In addition, shooting of prisoners took place in the frontline zone in the
instances when it was not possible to evacuate them. These instances of shooting
were subsequently actively used in German propaganda as proof of the “aggression
of Bolshevism” and “red terror against the population.”

Despite the “expenditures” of the process, a significant part of the prisoners was
evacuated to the deep rear. According to the data contained in the report of the head
of the Gulag of the NKVD of the USSR V. Nasedkin “On the Work of the Gulag
during the War Years (1941-1944)” submitted to the People’s Commissar of Internal
Affairs L. Beria on August 17, 1944, “27 corrective labor camps and 210 colonies
with a total of 750 thousand prisoners were evacuated during the war years.”** The
data on the number of evacuated prisoners cited above raise doubts of their reliability,
since much fewer prisoners were delivered to the places of new dislocations, among
other things, because evacuation in the border territories was extremely difficult due
to the rapid advance of enemy troops. At the same time, evacuation was carried out in
a more organized manner in the regions that were farther from the front.

It is worth noting that special contingent was paid special attention during the
evacuation only on June 28, 1941 in the NKVD circular no. 30/6549/02 “On the
Evacuation of the NKVD Camps,” which contained information that the evacuation
of “camp prisoners and all camp property, transport, and food supplies was carried
out according to the plan developed by the head of the Gulag of the NKVD of the
USSR.” The circular also stipulated that evacuation of the NKVD camps should be
conducted “only on the personal instructions of the People’s Commissar” and in all
instances it was necessary to “avoid long routes for the transfer of property and
people and excessive use of railways or water transport.”*

The plan developed by the Evacuation Council stipulated the relocation of the
prisoners within the framework of general evacuation processes using the released
resources including special trains for the transfer of convicts from Ukraine and
Belarus. The Baltic republics and the Moldavian SSR were not included in this plan
because they had already been occupied by the enemy by that time. Taking into
account the advance of fascist units, the evacuation of camps and colonies located in
the western regions of the RSFSR began only in August.

Due to the rapid advance of the Wehrmacht troops in the territory of the western
regions of the USSR and the lack of prepared evacuation plans, it was not possible to
avoid chaos, spontaneous flight, and manifestations of panic even during the

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evacuation of the civilian population. Organization of the evacuation of prisoners was
complicated by additional difficulties: it was necessary to guard them and to allocate
specially equipped transport and a sufficient number of escort staff, which was
difficult under the conditions of total shortage of material and human resources.

The main share of evacuation flows, both in material and in human equivalent, was
moved by rail transport. The negative factors that limited the volume of rail
transportation manifested themselves in full very quickly: the unfinished
modernization of railway transport at the beginning of the war, shortage of rolling
stock (some cars were idle at stations waiting for unloading, some remained in the
territories captured by the enemy, some were in a faulty condition), the destruction of
railway tracks by enemy bombings, huge human flows (those mobilized to the front
moved to the west while industrial equipment, cultural values, evacuees, trains with
the wounded moved to the east).*

In these conditions, motor vehicles were used for evacuation if they were available,
and it was decided to send some prisoners in columns on foot, which caused new
complications, since it was more difficult to provide escort, food, and overnight
accommodation for pedestrians compared to those transported in closed railway
wagons. In addition, thousands of walking people prevented the movement of
military cargo and army columns:

In Ukraine, the columns consisted of about 40 thousand prisoners; up to
20 thousand moved on foot from western Belarus. Columns of prisoners filled
motorways, hindering the movement of military units and the evacuated
population.®

The evacuation of the Donlag can be cited as an example of this evacuation method.
During the transfer of 9540 prisoners from Voroshilovgrad, a rumor started to
circulate among the prosiners that they were led to execution, which caused panic,
and about 200 prisoners were shot. The column stretched for several kilometers, a
German air raid began, after which the NKVD employees decided to shoot the entire
evacuated special contingent. Thus the main road from Kharkov to Voroshilovgrad
was blocked, and infantry formations, self-propelled guns, and tanks moving several

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hundred kilometers north from Kharkov stopped, which allowed German aviation to
destroy a column of armored vehicles.*

Considering the issue of capital punishment for prisoners, it is necessary to
mention the responsibility of the NKVD officers for unauthorized executions. Only in
the second half of 1941, 19 NKVD workers, including those in the Byelorussian SSR,
were sent to a military tribunal for unauthorized executions of convicts on the eve or
during the evacuation. In particular, deputy head of prison A. Taber and assistant
operative V. Mokhov were sentenced to death for the liquidation of 714 prisoners in
Glubokoe.®

In most cases, such tragic consequences were avoided, but panic and confusion
among the leadership of the evacuated penitentiary institutions were present. As
follows from the reports to the head of the NKVD escort troops of the USSR on the
evacuation of VVoronezh prisons, the prison administration got confused as a result of
serious bombings and did not prepare prisoners for evacuation either documentarily
or in terms of supplies. Also,

the head of the prison and his assistants were not in the grounds when the escort
arrived, the supervisory staff and secondary persons from the prison
administration opened the cells and gates of the prison, released all prisoners to
the escort and no transfer and reception was actually made.*

Of course, in such conditions it is hardly possible to talk about the success of
evacuation.

An important role in recreating the atmosphere of the evacuation of prisoners is
played by the sources of personal origin. Despite their subjectivity, they make it
possible to reconstruct the atmosphere of the evacuation and to understand its
features. In the memoirs of T. Pechenyuk mentioned above, the process of relocation
from the corrective labor camps in the territory of Belarus is described quite casually:
an evacuation order — the arrival of trucks — the announcement of boarding. However,
the author complains that the camp authorities did not allow “to take anything, even
bread rations” and that the conditions of transportation were difficult: 60 people were

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loaded into each truck body, people could stand only with their arms around each
other (“it was a live compressed crowd”), and “the motorway was very overloaded”
and was a convenient target for bombing.*’

The evacuation of prisons presented a different picture. N. Ber, a participant in the
evacuation of prisoners in July 1941 from the Moscow prisons recalled:

Early in the morning, probably at four o’clock, we were woken up and taken to
the prison yard in small groups with bundles in our hands. Everyone understood
that it meant transfer but no one knew where to. Then there was a boarding in
prison wagons (voronoks), a long way of the column through the streets of the
capital, an arrival to the railway and an exit with the command “lie down on the
ground.”

Then the loading into the railcars began:

Six people at a time were crawling through the living corridor of military escort
with machine guns and dogs we were driven to the Stolypin car and let into it. It
was a passenger car with a four-seat compartment. In each compartment, boards
were laid in two tiers, and instead of wooden doors there was a solid metal
grating, which had the same latticed door. Walking back and forth was in the
corridor of the car, the escort saw everything that was happening in the
compartment.®®

No less difficult was the “pedestrian” evacuation described by the political prisoner
M. Steinberg, who was arrested in 1941 for the second time. Describing the
evacuation from the Kirovograd prison, the female prisoner complained about terrible
heat (it was August 1941), dust, and inability to breathe. Such conditions led to the
fact that M. Steinberg threw away the bundle with things after 30 kilometers of
walking:

I didn’t leave anything for myself, not a thread. I realized that I wouldn’t be
able to bring anything to the destination. The majority of women did the same.
But those who did not throw their bundles after the first 30 km, threw them after
130 km. No one brought anything to the destination.*

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It should be noted that unlike prisoners, the civilian population for the most part
had to make their own decision about evacuation. An exception to that included
employees of industrial enterprises and a number of other categories of the
population, who often managed to take their families with them. Many of them were
able to take some money, valuables, food, clothing and shoes with them, although the
volume of cargo was limited. Information about the destination was not always
included even in the evacuation certificates that were issued to most civilian evacuees
(sometimes in the column “destination” of the travel documents it was written
“inland”).

On the way to their destination, the prisoners experienced numerous difficulties
and suffered hardships. Bombing railways and motorways by Germany was one of
the most obvious difficulties of evacuation. According to the official statistics, enemy
air force made about 20 thousand raids on railways, dropping 243 thousand high-
explosive and 120 thousand incendiary bombs.*

Almost all prisoners recalled their horror during the bombings, which was
primarily caused by the impossibility of free movement during the raid. The train
stopped, the escort scattered in search of shelter, and the prisoners could not leave
their cars and remained in place. The psychological state of people in a situation of
stress is vividly reflected in the memoirs of N. Ber:

a feeling of terrible fear from helplessness and inability to act. It was not fear of
death but fear of useless death. And suddenly several people kneeled down and
began to pray. They prayed diligently, crossing themselves and bowing.
Continuously whispered some of the same words, in which the word “Lord” was
heard more often than others... Someone on the upper bunks of our
compartment began to laugh hysterically loudly, others began to knock on the
walls of the compartment with their hands and feet. . . screams, groans, cries for
help were heard in the car.**

The actions of people in extreme conditions (a fire at the railway station of
Veshnyaki as a result of an enemy air raid during evacuation) were also recalled by
T. Pechenyuk:

Fire was burning only ten meters from our train and along the train in parallel
with the cars. What shall we do, we will burn alive, people were crying. But there

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was no one, the guards fled; the railway workers were not seen through our
window either.

The prisoners tried to tear off the roof of the car resting their feet on it or to break
the wall with boards torn off from the bunks, but nothing happened.

The situation was hopeless; they began to say goodbye. But firefighters arrived,
began to extinguish fire and water the cars. Soon a locomotive picked up our
train and pulled it away from the site of the fire. Everyone calmed down.*

Life “on wheels” usually lasted from several days to several weeks. The speed of
the special trains was extremely low: officially it was determined as 500-600 km per
day bur in reality the speed of 180 to 200 km per day was recorded in the documents
dated November 1941.

The issue of satisfying the vital needs of a person, in particular in food and water,
became important. Employees who were evacuated with their enterprises or
Institutions were to receive a food ration before leaving and hot meals at transit
evacuation points in return for travel cards on the way. Although in reality this
regulation was not always followed and there were often difficulties with food, the
people who were moving freely had an opportunity to engage in self-sufficiency,
exchanging things for food, gathering “pasture forage” in the fields, and simply
stealing from thriftier fellow travelers. For instance, a worker of the Kirov plant
recalled that the evacuation route from Leningrad to Chelyabinsk took 29 days, “soon
the food ran out and when the train was not moving, they scattered in search of food,
sometimes 5-7 kilometers from the railway”.*

Prisoners who did not have freedom of movement were deprived of these
opportunities. Therefore, the solution of the food problem during their evacuation can
be described as casual (that is, as luck would have it). For instance, T. Pechenyuk
recalled the following:

We stopped for the night in the territory of some camp where there were no more
people. We found sprouted potatoes and salted fish in the vegetable shed and ate

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them. When we were travelling in railcars, there was no food supply. It was
terribly hot and we were thirsty, but they didn’t give us water either.*

In some cases, representatives of the security guards could also take the initiative
in finding food. For example, when 2 244 walking prisoners were escorted from
Voronezh to Tambov, serious difficulties arose with providing prisoners with food
due to the negligence of the prison administration. This caused many deaths of
starvation among the escorted and led to the actual paralysis of the movement of the
column. Comrade Zeltser, military commissar of the regiment, had to leave for
Tambov and through the NKVD got 5 tons of bread and 500 kilograms of fish, which
solved the problem.”® It can be stated that in the extreme conditions of war, with the
increase of general confusion, a different social reality was formed, in which the
result depended on a subjective factor, on active actions of the transfer commanders
in this case.

Among the factors that complicated the evacuation of prisoners, it is necessary to
mention disease, infections, frostbite and the resulting deaths en route. Unfortunately,
researchers do not have complete statistical data on the losses in transit to the rear. If
we talk about the process of adaptation to a new place, in this respect the prisoners
“had an advantage” over the civilian population. Many difficulties in the adaptation
of evacuees were usually determined by their age, nationality, profession, social
status, moving to the city or rural area, having relatives in another region, i.e. getting
into a different environment to which it was necessary to adapt, especially in
psychological sense. At the same time, the prisoners only changed one camp for
another, where there could be different conditions of accommodation and types of
work. Camp hierarchy and the status of high-security facility did not change; a
convict preserved their social status while a free person could get lower in the social
hierarchy because of the relocation.*’

If we talk about the statistical results of the evacuation of prisoners, it is almost
impossible to name the total number of the evacuated special contingent, since the
removal was carried out from different institutions with different subordination. The
most accurate data are available for prisons: as of January 22, 1942, more than
140 thousand prisoners from 272 prisons were evacuated in total. More than
20 thousand people could not be taken out from the territory occupied by the enemy;

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almost 7.5 thousand were released during the evacuation; more than 800 escaped
during the bombings en route; more than 250 people fled from the escort. In addition,
23 prisoners were killed on the way during bombings; 59 were killed on the way
during an escape attempt; 346 were “released by gang raids”; 9 817 were shot in
prisons; 674 were shot by the escort on the way while suppressing a riot; 769 were
“illegally shot by the escort on the way”; 1 057 prisoners died on the way. In total,
more than 42.5 thousand prisoners left during the evacuation for various reasons.*®
These data allow us to conclude that almost two thirds of prisoners were preserved.
However, some scholars consider the figure of 70% of successfully evacuated to be
overstated and untrue, believing that the range of 45-50% is more realistic.*’

The lowest losses among the prisoners during evacuation were in the territory of
the RSFSR. Since the western part of the RSFSR was considered as deep rear, there
was more time to organize evacuation processes, which is why the decision-making
was less chaotic and evacuation was more comprehensive. In general, the material
reviewed confirms the thesis of A. Kuz'minykh that

during the Great Patriotic War, the prison system was significantly influenced by
the extreme factors of wartime, which made the situation of prisoners especially
difficult and often dramatic.*

Conclusion

Measures to evacuate prisoners in the initial period of the Great Patriotic War
became part of the general relocation of material assets and human resources to the
Soviet rear. The objectives of the evacuation measures in relation to the contingent of
prisoners were to ensure state security and to preserve labor force for the wartime
economy.

In the absence of pre-developed evacuation plans, rapid advance of enemy troops,
lack of transport and other resources, it was not possible to move the entire
contingent of prisoners from the western regions of the USSR. To solve this problem,
diametrically opposite measures were taken: release from custody of some prisoners
and those under investigation as well as physical liquidation of those who were
considered dangerous special criminals by the country’s leadership.

Additional difficulties in organizing the evacuation of prisoners were connected
with the need to guard them en route and provide food, transport and maintenance,
which was the duty of the escort. Inability to make independent decisions and lack of

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freedom of movement during the bombings led to severe psychological trauma for
many prisoners.

The main causes of losses among prisoners during evacuation were bombings,
exhaustion, and unauthorized executions. Evacuation from the territory of Belarus
and Western Ukraine was most difficult; more time was allocated for the organization
of evacuation processes from the regions of the RSFSR and Eastern Ukraine, which
led to less chaotic decision-making and more rational organization of the process.

While for civilian population in most cases evacuation meant worsening of their
financial situation and a lower place in the social hierarchy, prisoners, who were
deprived of the right to choose in principle, only changed one camp to another,
maintaining the same social status. Their living and working conditions could change
for the worse, depending, among other things, on the place of dislocation and the kind
of production and economic activities of the penitentiary institution.
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
