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The Authorities and Society in the Elections to the Fourth State Duma
(Based on the Materials of VVologda Governorate)

Abstract. The article deals with the interaction of the authorities and society during the election
campaign to the Fourth State Duma of the Russian Empire and is based on the materials of VVologda
Governorate. The decline in social activity after the end of the First Russian Revolution led to a
certain weakening of the population’s attention to election campaigns, and interest in the parliament
as a new political institution was clearly fading. However, in 1912, on the eve of the elections to the
Fourth Duma, there was a clear revival of social and political life in Vologda Governorate as well as
a shift of public sentiments to the left, which caused concern of the authorities at all levels. The
article considers the actions of M. Shramchenko, the governor of Vologda, taken to ensure the
election to the Duma of the right-wing candidates who were needed by the authorities. On the eve
of the elections to the Fourth Duma, polarization of political forces in the governorate as well as
throughout the country could be seen: the opposition relied on the Kadet Party and moderate
socialists and stood against the right-wing candidates nominated by the authorities. Formally, the
Kadets did not have their own organization, but they acted as a united group and enjoyed serious
prestige with the voters of the city curia and, to some extent, peasant curia. The article analyzes
electoral slogans of the right-wingers and the opposition, the course of the election campaign, and
its results. Particular attention is paid to the mechanisms of support for right-wing candidates by the
governorate administration and the use of administrative resources by it. The conclusion is made
that the opposition sentiments, which were clearly manifested during the elections at the
governorate level, tended to grow and the influence of the authorities tended to decline. Despite all
the restrictions of the electoral law of June 3, 1907, the elections to the Fourth State Duma showed
obvious social demand for reforming the country. However, at the level of VVologda Governorate,
the governorate authorities failed to satisfy that demand by entering into a limited dialogue with the
opposition and to properly consolidate the right-wing forces. Applying a wide range of
administrative measures against the opposition, the governorate administration drove the situation
into a dead end even deeper, which led to an increase in contradictions between the government and
the public.

Introduction

Elections to the Fourth State Duma of the Russian Empire have always remained
on the periphery of researchers’ attention, which is quite natural. First of all,
historians were interested in the elections to the first two Dumas, which took place
under the conditions of revolutionary upheavals, and, to a lesser extent, in the
elections to the Third Duma as a result of implementation by the authorities of the
electoral law of June 3, 1907, which was clearly restrictive in relation to many
categories of the population.! The elections to the Fourth Duma were held in a
relatively calm social and political atmosphere and gave a predictable result, similar
to the previous elections to the Third Duma. Meanwhile, the elections to the last
parliament in the history of the Russian Empire should not be underestimated
because it was the time when the Duma was elected that played a significant role in
the February Revolution. According to A. Nikolaev, more than 1/3 of the deputies
of the Fourth Duma took an active part in the revolutionary events.” This
circumstance alone makes it necessary to carefully study the course of the elections.
In addition, in relation to the Russian provinces, the result of the election campaign
is almost the only more or less objective indicator (taking into account the
peculiarities of the electoral law) of the relationship between the government and
the public. It makes it possible to show the level of trust in the government, the
alignment of political forces at the local level, and the trends in the social and
political development of the country in the Third-of-June period. National
historiography has done a lot to study the regional features of the interaction
between the government and the public during the elections to the State Duma,® but
in relation to Vologda Governorate, a comprehensive analysis of this issue has not
been carried out yet. Only certain aspects of the election campaigns in the

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governorate were touched upon: organization of the elections* and participation of
Social Democrats in them.> This article is based on the materials of the file of
special record keeping on elections to the State Duma from the Russian State
Historical Archive, documents from the State Archive of Vologda Oblast, and
information from the periodical press.

Main body

At the beginning of the 20" century, Vologda Governorate was an ordinary
Russian province with predominantly peasant population. Its geographical position
made it a convenient place for political exile, which was an important factor in the
social and political life of the region. Locally, close contacts were established
between political exiles and the figures from the zemstvo and city self-governments,
and the latter usually adhered to liberal views. On the eve of the First Russian
Revolution, political exiles, provincial intelligentsia, and local self-government
activists formed a relatively unified opposition environment in the governorate,
which supported both liberal and socialist ideas that formed a kind of symbiosis. It
was in this environment that the Kadet organizations of the governorate grew up in
1905. They were distinguished by their leftism and relied on local self-government
bodies.’

Elections to the first two State Dumas were held in the province in accordance
with all-Russian trends. The absence of the worker curia due to the underdeveloped
large-scale industrial production constituted the regional feature of the elections.
Octobrist N. Andreev, governorate marshal of nobility, and four peasants, one of
whom joined the Trudovik faction (the rest did not join any faction) were elected to
the First Duma; Kadet N. Volotsky, a zemstvo activist, and four peasants who
supported the Trudoviks, were elected to the Second Duma.’

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In June 1906, A. Khvostov, an active participant in the monarchist movement and
the future Minister of Internal Affairs, was appointed the governor of Vologda
Governorate and began to fight the Kadets and socialists with harsh administrative
methods, relying on the Vologda Department of the Union of the Russian People
(URP) that was formed in February 1906 and headed by A. Karaulova, the wife of
the zemstvo chief. The electoral law of June 3 clearly weakened the possibilities of
the left-wing parties and the liberal opposition in the elections to the Third Duma, of
which Khvostov could not fail to take advantage. Using the methods of
administrative influence on the elections, he managed to ensure a favorable result
for the authorities: all five deputies to the Third Duma elected in the governorate
entered the right-wing factions; one of them was priest N. Yakubov, honorary vice-
chairman of the VVologda Department of the Union of the Russian People.®

The administrative and police measures taken by the authorities in combination
with general decline in social activities after the end of the First Russian Revolution
led to an external normalization of the situation in the governorate: revolutionary
organizations were suppressed and the influence of the Kadet Party was
undermined. Governorate liberals were suspended from work in state institutions,
zemstvos, and city dumas and expelled from noble assemblies and public
organizations. Such atmosphere led to a weakening of the interest of the population
in the election campaigns. While during the first two Dumas there was still a faint
hope for the parliament, by the third elections it had practically disappeared. Five
years of work of the Third Duma disappointed the citizens even more and the
interest in the parliament as a new political institution was clearly fading. In early
1912, in response to an enquiry made by the governor, S. Turbin, Chairman of the
Yarensk Uyezd Congress of Nobility, wrote that the interest of the population in the
activities of the Duma

had been progressively weakening since its establishment, and at that moment
the number of people among the local intelligentsia — not to mention peasants —
interested in the activities of the Duma was very small.’

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The authorities of Solvychegodsk Uyezd explained the peasants’ indifferent attitude
towards the Duma by the absence of a “real manifestation of its actions in the area”
and by the fact that it “did not contribute to the land organization of the state
peasants of the uyezd.”"

On the eve of the elections to the Fourth State Duma, social and political life
revived in the Russian Empire. Public sentiments tended to shift to the left, which
also affected Vologda Governorate. In January 1912, the Ministry of Internal
Affairs asked the governor to give a forecast of the course of the upcoming
elections to the Duma “in terms of the political grouping of voters” and the election
of the representatives of certain parties. In the majority of uyezds, local authorities
expressed concern about the growth of opposition sentiments. Marshal of Nobility
of Vologda Uyezd noted:

the left-wing parties have grown stronger lately, they are preparing for the
election campaign, and the right-wing political organizations have
factionalized."

Summing up the pre-election sentiments, Governorate Marshal of Nobility
A. Neelov concluded that “opposition elements” had seriously intensified among
the voters and that “that tendency had no connection with the activities of the State
Duma, but was a product of local living conditions.”*?

In August 1910, M. Shramchenko, who actively supported the Union of the
Russian People during the First Russian Revolution, was appointed Vologda
governor instead of A. Khvostov. The local Black Hundreds, whom Khvostov relied
upon, seemed to be his natural allies in the elections. However, the Union of the
Russian People had split into the Dubrovintsy (with A. Dubrovin as the leader) and
the Renovationists (with N. Markov as the leader) by that time. The the Dubrovintsy
condemned the Manifesto of October 17, 1905 and the emergence of the parliament,
seeing it as a retreat from the very foundations of Russian autocracy. Seeing the
Emperor’s will in the Manifesto, the Renovationists recognized the existence of the
State Duma and were ready to work in it. One more fact should be mentioned here,
which is the difference in the social background of the supporters of the
Dubrovintsy and the Renovationists: the former were followed by various strata of

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the common people while the latter relied on the landowners and partially on the
bureaucracy.

According to the head of the VVologda governorate gendarme department, in most
cases, “peasants, unskilled workers, and women”** were members of the Union of
the Russian People in Vologda Governorate, i.e. those strata that followed the
Dubrovintsy. Accordingly, the leaders of the Vologda Black Hundreds
(A. Karaulova and others) supported this movement. Nicholas Il and his entourage
openly preferred the Renovationists to the Dubrovintsy, which had to be taken into
account by Vologda Governor M. Shramchenko, who was not going to support the
Vologda Department of the Union of the Russian People in the parliamentary
elections. But the problem was that there were no other political right-wing
organizations in the governorate. The situation was aggravated by the fact that the
governor did not get along with the local right-wing figures, which A. Neelov
pointed out in a letter to the Minister of Internal Affairs A. Makarov.

It being thus, the governor had to solve two interrelated tasks: to launch a
massive propaganda campaign in support of the right-wing ideas and to create some

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kind of a new political structure for the election of his candidates. The first task was
solved according to a proven model: in early March 1912, the right-wing
monarchist newspaper Severnoe Vremya started to be published in Vologda. Like
other publications of this kind, it was financed by a special fund of the Main
Directorate for Press.” By a special order of the governor, all volost governing
boards had to subscribe to this newspaper starting from July 1, 1912.°

S. Rukhlov, a native of Vologda and a local landowner, a member of the State
Council, Minister of Railways, who was the first chairman of the All-Russian
National Union (hereinafter ARNU),"" suggested some ways to solve the second
issue. During a visit to VVologda in July 1912, he advised the governor to organize a
Vologda department of the union, which was supposed to unite all supporters of the
right-wingers. Shramchenko picked up this idea, asked the Ministry of Internal
Affairs for 1,500 roubles to organize the regional department of the union and
instructed Severnoe Vremya to publish the materials of the ARNU.*®

On September 14, 1912, the grand opening of the Vologda Department of the
ARNU took place in Vologda. The event was attended by the entire administrative
elite of the governorate. D. II'in, manager of the Vologda department of the United
Bank, was elected chairman of the department and membership fee of 1 rouble to
pay when joining the union was established."’

Four days later, at the first meeting of the VVologda Department of the ARNU, the
list of its candidates for electors in VVologda was compiled. They were Chairman of
the Provincial Zemstvo Council A. Mozhaiskii, Mayor N. Volkov, Archpriest
N. Konoplev, Councilor of the City Duma, Churchwarden I. Churin, and Archpriest
V. Smelkov.” However, none of them confirmed their membership in the ARNU
later on, which is easily explained by the rejection of nationalist ideas by the
population of almost mono-ethnic VVologda Governorate. Due to the extremely small
number of Jews in the governorate, there were practically no anti-Semitic

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sentiments that played a huge role in the ideology of the ARNU. Severnoe Vremya
was forced to admit that the candidates for electors of the Duma members
mentioned in the pre-election appeals of the Vologda Department of the ARNU
“werre not yet members of the department of the union.”** As a result, the Vologda
Department of the ARNU remained a stillborn organization, which ceased to exist
shortly after the end of the elections.

In order to seat the candidates of the ARNU in the Duma, M. Shramchenko
needed to enlist the help of the Vologda Department of the Union of the Russian
People, which, according to the reports of the gendarmes, enjoyed a certain
authority in the governorate.? Addressing the Vologda Black Hundreds through
Severnoe Vremya, the authorities urged:

Now it is time for all the right-wingers to unite but not be divided into extreme
right-wingers, nationalists, and Octobrists because these parties individually are
in insignificant number in Vologda and will only split the seats if each of them
votes vote for their own candidates.”®

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A. Karaulova made it clear that the Union of the Russian People was not too
inclined to obey the directives of the new political organization, which had no past
behind it in VVologda, but she had no choice: a split of the right-wingers could bring
victory to the opposition. As a result, at the general meeting of the local department
of the Union of the Russian People on September 23, 1912, it was decided that the
Black Hundreds would not nominate their candidates for electors but would support
right-wing candidates recommended by the authorities.*

In addition to the All-Russian National Union (ARNU) and the Union of the
Russian People, the authorities relied on the clergy, who had a majority in the
landowner curia in many uyezds of Vologda Governorate due to the poorly
developed landownership, which was clearly manifested in the elections to the
Third Duma: out of five elected deputies, three were priests. Local reports to the
governor noted that if the priests did not take an active part in the elections “in the
desirable direction, the election of undesirable elements would be possible,” and it
was proposed to oblige the clergy through the diocesan leadership to take an “active
participation in the elections,” which would make it possible to consider the
elections in landowner curia “secured.”?

From 1906 to the middle of 1912, the Vologda episcopal department was headed
by Right Reverend Nikon, a prominent church hierarch and theologian, a member of
the Right-Wing Group of the State Council, a member of the Council of the Russian
Assembly, and an honorary chairman of the Vologda Department of the Union of
the Russian People.®® A similar political position was held by Right Reverend
Alexander who replaced Nikon at the episcopal see and by a number of other
diocesan leaders.

Broad participation of the clergy was a peculiarity of the elections to the Fourth
Duma. The Holy Synod organized pre-election committees of deans and those
elected from the clergy in all dioceses and sent its representatives to conduct the
election campaign at the local level. The importance of the clergy for elections in
Vologda Governorate is confirmed by the fact that it was visited by the Chief
Procurator of the Holy Synod V. Sabler.?” Before the elections, the Vologodskie
Eparkhial'nye Vedomosti published priests’ appeals to prevent the election to the
Duma of the “enemies of the Russian people” who were trying to “tear the state

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system apart from its historical foundations”; to elect those deputies who supports
“Holy Rus,” the Orthodox Church, and the Russian Tsar who awaits “with hope a
new ‘standing’ of the Orthodox clergy for faith, the Tsar, and the fatherland.”?® On
September 21, 1912, at the pre-election meeting of the Vologda clergy, it was
decided to vote together with all the right-wingers for the candidates of the ARNU,
where priests were included.?

The diocesan leadership asked M. Shramchenko to allocate three seats out of five
to the priests in the elections to the Duma as was the case in the previous elections
in 1907. But the governor agreed to only two seats, apparently following the
opinion of V. Kokovtsov, who believed that

one should not necessarily insist on the inclusion of members of exclusively
right-wing organizations, introducing a split among moderate elements that are
more united than the groups prone to intolerance and fragmentation. *

Indeed, the “intolerance” of the Vologda clergy caused discontent among moderate
right-wing voters. For instance, 25 priests, 10 large landowners (5 nobles and
5 raznochintsy) and 1 representative of small landowners came to the elections at
the congress of landowners in Kadnikov. Raznochinets A. Korolyov was outraged
by the double superiority of the priests, declared that he considered his presence at
the congress useless, asked to quit, and left the meeting.** Such phenomena were
typical not only for Vologda Governorate. The Kadet newspaper Rech' noted that

mobilization of the clergy provoked a sharp rebuff from the landowning
nobility, which united people from various parties.*?

A certain difference in the ideological and political slogans of the All-Russian
National Union and the Union of the Russian People required finding the most
acceptable option for all right-wing groups for election campaigning. It was not
difficult to identify a common enemy:

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we have against us both the present-day “Progressives” who conceal the
Kadets’s pressure under this code name and the weak-willed “Peaceful
Renovationists,” who follow the lead of the Kadets, and, finally, the Kadets
themselves, who are quite well-known, as well as the obviously revolutionary
parties. Led by Jews, this “Progressive nonparty” bloc is supported by Poles
and other foreign groups who are hostile to the Russian people and All-Russian
statehood.*®

The situation with a positive program was more complicated. The Vologda
Department of the ARNU formulated it as follows:

(1) The unity and indivisibility of the Russian Empire and the protection of the
domination of the Russian people in all its parts. (2) Strengthening the
awareness of Russian national unity. (3) Consolidation of Russian statehood on
the basis of the Tsar’s autocratic power in unity with legislative representation
of the people. (4) Recognition of freedom of faith on the basis of a Christian
state while maintaining the established advantages of the primacy of the
Orthodox Church. (5) Arrangement of Russian household self-help and
development of Russian culture.®*

However, the Vologda Dubrovintsy opposed unification of autocracy and legislative
people’s representation — the third item clearly did not suit them. The fourth item,
which emphasized the advantages of the Orthodox Church, irritated moderate-right
secular voters who were dissatisfied with the too large representation of priests from
Vologda Governorate in the Third Duma, the numerical superiority of priests in the
landowner curia, and the extreme right-wing views of the diocesan leadership. The
authorities could not ignore such sentiments. As a result, the election slogans were
reduced to an extremely generalized and simple formula, acceptable to all groups of
the right-wingers:

The right-wingers are free from any personal estate or class-specific interests.
Their goal, which they are pursuing, is God, the Tsar, the Glory and Greatness
of Russia, the spiritual and economic prosperity of all estates of the Russian
people.®

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Vagueness of such slogans and their isolation from the real problems of the
population could not seriously affect those “neutral” voters who were far from
politics.

On the eve of the elections to the Fourth Duma, there was certain polarization of
political forces in the governorate as well as throughout the country: the opposition
relied on the Kadet Party and moderate socialists and stood against the right-wing
candidates. The popular local newspaper Vologodskii Listok, which repeatedly
published the authors who were close to liberals and socialists, referred to all
oppositionists as progressists, contrasting them with the right-wingers. In
190607, the authorities managed to significantly weaken the opposition forces by
using administrative and police methods, but it was impossible to completely
undermine their influence.

Political exiles, many of whom belonged to the RSDLP, had a certain influence
on the formation of political views of the residents of Vologda Governorate. The
Vologda Social Democrats decided to nominate their own candidate for the
elections. It was attorney at law V. Trapeznikov, one of the pioneers of the social
democratic movement in Russia, the organizer of the Perm Committee of the
RSDLP. After a series of arrests, imprisonment, and administrative exile in Vologda
in 1907-09, he stayed in the governorate, where he practiced law, journalism, and
local history.® Since there was no separate working curia in VVologda Governorate,
the Social Democrats could only count on the second congress of city voters, in
which the clerks and workers close to them who rented a separate apartment or had
a property qualification voted.

The main danger to the authorities was not the RSDLP, which was represented in
the elections by V. Trapeznikov only, but from the Kadets. Although they did not
formally have their own organization, the Kadets acted together and enjoyed serious
prestige with the voters of the city curia and, in part, the peasant curia. In his report
to the governor, the chairman of the Nikolsk Uyezd Congress of Nobility noted that
peasants would support those candidates who would promise them land because

the local peasants are most interested in the land issue, and such issues are put
forward in the first place by peasant Popov, who belongs to the Kadet Party.*’

On the eve of the elections, the opposition put forward an approved list of
“Progressive voters,” which included the following persons in the city of Vologda:
F. Kopylov, an accountant of the Mutual Insurance Society, member of the City
Duma; I. Klushin, a merchant, director of the city bank; N. Maslennikov, a
mechanical engineer, member of the City Duma; V. Sizemskii, a manager of a
private printing house; A. Vinogradov, a lawyer, member of the City Duma.* The
first three persons represented the Kadet Party and the rest sympathized with it. The
slogans of the opposition were quite moderate. The Kadets called for solving “the

needs of our land, national and local needs”; “the needs of a peasant suffering from

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land shortage™; to correct “disorders of the Russian reality”; to choose independent
people

who would stand for urgent implementation of those reforms that would lead
Russian life along the path of progress, broadly develop economic forces of the
country, and alleviate the plight of the working masses.**

The opposition could present its slogans to the residents of VVologda through the
city newspaper Vologodskii Listok, but it was quite difficult to communicate them to
all voters in the governorate. Trying to limit the spread of liberal and socialist
agitation during the elections in every possible way, the authorities established strict
local control over the receipt of printed publications. The Vologda governor
instructed the zemstvo chiefs to watch closely to which publications volost
governments subscribed, to send the lists to the governor’s office, and to withdraw
left-wing publications from circulation.”> All leaflets, appeals, newspapers, and
magazines that were sent free of charge without a subscription were confiscated and
destroyed. The police had to remove all appeals with the names of candidates
printed without the permission of the authorities. It was forbidden to mention illegal
parties in campaign leaflets and to print proclamations on red paper.** All these
measures hampered the opposition’s pre-election campaigning. V. Trapeznikov later
recalled:

Printing houses refused to print our appeals and posters. We had to use all sorts
of roundabout ways. My assistant (in advocacy) A.P. Zrelyakov went to
Yaroslavl to print election ballots and election poster in the local printing
houses.*

Starting with the elections to the Second Duma, the electoral process was
carefully controlled. Back in December 1910, the Police Department demanded that
“due to the forthcoming elections of deputies to the Fourth State Duma,” all
governorate gendarme departments set up “most careful surveillance” of the local

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organizations of the Kadet Party and its individual representatives.” Data on all
electors were collected by the uyezd election commissions, sent to the governor, and
then sent to the Deputy Minister of the Interior A. Kharuzin, who was in charge of
the election process. If a left-wing candidate was elected, the authorities tried to
find any reason to legally challenge the election, and if there was none, the election
of an undesirable candidate could be annulled without any serious grounds.
Revealing is M. Shramchenko’s telegram to the Ministry of Internal Affairs. The
telegram said that twenty authorized right-wingers were elected by conviction in ten
volost gatherings of Gryazovets Uyezd, and in the eleventh, Gavriltsevskaya volost,
a left-winger was elected; accordingly, “the elections in this volost were completely
canceled due to the violation of Article 85 of the regulation.”**

The mechanism of administrative influence on elections can be retraced using the
instance of P. Pribytkov, a peasant authorized from Kubenskaya Volost, a left-
winger by conviction. The zemstvo chief of Vologda Uyezd tried to appeal against
the election of Pribytkov in the uyezd election commission, referring to a violation
of the procedure: an outsider — the volost clerk — was present at the volost gathering.
However, the uyezd election commission did not agree with this argument, pointing
to the relevant article of the “Regulations on Peasants,” according to which the
volost clerk “could not be recognized as an outsider for the gathering.”*® The
decision of the uyezd commission did not suit the governor, and he demanded that
the governorate election commission cancel it, which was done on the grounds that
the elected candidate allegedly had not lived in the territory of the volost for more
than a year (which was not true).”® The chairman of the governorate commission
informed Pribytkov about this decision only on the day of the election of voters to
the governorate assembly so that he would have no time to appeal against the
decision.

In an effort to prevent opposition candidates from participating in the elections,
the authorities resorted to various ingenious combinations. For instance, in the town
of Nikolsk, Doctor M. Perov, an opposition candidate, was elected an elector, which
did not suit the governor, who filed a protest with the governorate election
commission. On October 15, i.e. 5 days before the governorate election assembly,

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chairman of the commission V. Sokalskii sent Perov a telegraph to Nikolsk to
inform him about his removal from the elections on the basis of the governor’s
protest, although the decision of the governorate commission on this issue had not
yet been made. On October 16 and 17, Perov asked Sokalskii by telegraph whether
he should go to the elections and received an answer that the issue had not yet been
resolved. Only on October 18 did the governorate commission recognize Perov’s
election as correct, after which he was informed of this by telegraph on the same
day in the evening. However, it was physically impossible to get from Nikolsk to
Vologda by the morning of October 20 in those years (the distance from Nikolsk to
Vologda is 616 versts, and to the nearest railway station of Sharya, 180 versts).*’
There is no doubt that the chairman of the Provincial Election Commission,
Sokalskii, deliberately delayed the decision in order to prevent the opposition
candidate from coming to the elections.

Obviously, such actions did not add to the government authority among the
voters. The opposition recorded all cases of administrative influence on the course
of elections and sent information about them to the Rech' newspaper. The local
press, with rare exceptions, did not write about such facts, fearing conflict with the
governorate authorities. After the elections, the opposition electors sent
corresponding complaints to the State Duma, which, however, remained without
consequences. Having reviewed the electoral process in Vologda Governorate, the
Second Department of the Duma considered the administrative violations to be
insignificant and approved the election results.*® The use of administrative resources
by the authorities during the elections was not a regional feature; similar cases at the
governorate level occurred throughout the country.®

As the elections to the Third Duma showed, opposition candidates received
support primarily in the second city election congress, which united the middle
urban strata: small homeowners and merchants, artisans, employees, officials and

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tenants (up to 85% of urban voters).” Realizing this by order of the Minister of
Internal Affairs, M. Shramchenko divided the second congress of voters of Vologda
into two sections on the eve of the elections: the owners of real estate and
commercial and industrial enterprises were included into the first section, and all
other voters.”® Thus, the total seats of the opposition voters were divided, and the
right-wingers received an additional opportunity to pass in the first section of the
second city congress.

However, any administrative measures to influence voters had their limits. The
elections in VVologda showed that the opposition had serious support. In the first city
election congress, out of the three persons elected, two represented the Kadet party
(F. Kopylov and 1. Klushin) and only one person represented the right wing
(N. Volkov). In the first department of the second city election congress,
V. Sizemsky, a supporter of the opposition, was elected. He was almost twice ahead
(72 votes against 47) of right-winger 1. Churin. The election of Social Democrat
V. Trapeznikov was a wake-up call for the authorities. It took place thanks to the
support of opposition representative A. Vinogradov, who withdrew his candidacy in
favor of Trapeznikov after the first round of voting.* In a letter to the editor of the
Vologodskii listok newspaper, Vinogradov explained his decision by saying that in
the first round Trapeznikov received the majority of votes and therefore it was
necessary to avoid “splitting votes in the second election.” In a telegram to
A. Kharuzin, M. Shramchenko regretted that there were no formal grounds to cancel
elections in Vologda.”

In addition to Vologda, the opposition received support in a number of other
cities in the governorate. Two of the three electors from the city curia belonged to
the Kadet party in Veliky Ustyug and one of the two electors in Yarensk.”® The
elections in the peasant and landowner curiae went favorably for the authorities on
the outside: according to the local reports, mostly right-wingers were elected
everywhere. Of course, not all electors went to the Duma for political reasons: there

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were those who aspired to parliament for an income, which was quite considerable
by peasant standards. In a number of reports, the uyezd authorities noted that the
peasants were competing “to get on the deputy salary” and that they viewed being a
deputy as “profitable and beneficial earnings.”® Materials of the local press confirm
this conclusion. A correspondent from the Vologodskii listok wrote:

The majority of the voters view being a deputy as a source of income, as a
means of correcting disordered affairs and even enriching themselves. They are
indifferent to the title, rights, and duties of the deputy, but a deputy’s salary
seems attractive to them.”’

However, it was practically impossible to be elected to the Duma only to get a
“deputy’s salary” without the support of certain social and political groups.

Scandals also came into the picture during the elections. On September 28, 1912,
artist A. Borisov was elected in the town of Solvychegodsk. Right-winger in his
convictions, he was one of those whom the governorate administration supported.
After the results of the voting were announced, one of the voters, being drunk, said
that “Borisov had given him, Bubnov, three roubles, but this was not enough for
him, since Borisov had given others 5 roubles each.” Beiing confused, Borisov
admitted that he “had given Bubnov three roubles “for a living” as to a poor man
and that he did that often,” and then, for the press, he improved his version, stating
that he had given money to Bubnov for a gift for his godson.® The electoral
assembly drew up a report on bribery of voters, on the basis of which the uyezd
election commission canceled the election of Borisov. However, this story did not
receive further legal development: in private conversations, voters admitted to
receiving money from Borisov, but no one officially filed a statement on this matter.
Therefore, on October 13, the governorate election commission canceled the
decision of the uyezd commission and approved his election on the grounds that
“unsubstantiated, unsupported by any evidence statements. . . could not and should
not serve as the basis for any decision whatsoever.””® Nevertheless, Borisov’s
reputation was ruined: he was not elected to the Duma.

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By the end of the election campaign, 70 out of 75 members of the governorate
electoral assembly were elected. According to the governorate authorities, the
electors were distributed favorably in terms of political views (see Table 1). It
would seem that there were no grounds for concern: having a total of 56 seats
(right-wingers, moderate right-wingers, nationalists, and Octobrists) out of 70, it
was possible to confidently seat their candidates.

However, the opposition press presented their own calculations, which differed
from those of the governorate authorities (see Table 2). According to them, only 30
persons out of 67 (3 votes of 70 were not taken into account by the opposition
because it had no information about them) supported the right-wingers ; 20
preferred the opposition; 17 were undecided. The estimates for the peasant curia
differed most significantly: the authorities counted on 15 electors out of 19,
believing that 4 had not yet decided. The opposition’s calculations gave a different
picture: out of 17 people, only two supported the right-wingers, 10 were undecided,
and 5 sympathized with the opposition. Under such balance of power, very much

depended on the voters who had not made their mind yet.

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The final elections were held in the governorate electoral assembly on October
20, 1912 (see Table 3). The electoral law of June 3, 1907 required the mandatory
representation of all curiae. Therefore, 3 members of the Duma were elected by all
electors from the peasant, landowner and city curiae (one each from the curia),
2 deputies were elected from the general meeting of governorate electors. 7 people
ran for the peasant curia, but the main struggle unfolded between K. Shumlyaev,
chairman of the Totma uyezd zemstvo council, who was supported by the
authorities, and peasant F. Kabanov, head of volost, who made no secret of his
sympathy for the Kadets — the opposition stood for him.

In the second round, Kabanov won by four votes. In the landowner curia, the
candidate from the opposition, D. Popov, received only 21 votes, which was clearly
not enough for electoral success. In this situation, he did not put forward his
candidacy, and the Kadets decided to vote for A. Mozhaiskii, who was a moderate
right-winger. They hoped that if elected, he would leave for St Petersburg and
vacate the post of chairman of the provincial zemstvo council, to which the Kadets
planned to appoint their leader V. Kudryavyi. As a result, Mozhaiskii turned out to
be the only member of the Duma elected in the first round by a decent majority of
votes (47 in favor and 22 against). In the city curia, the authorities staked on the
mayor of Gryazovets A. Morozov, but he failed in the first round. In the second
round, the right-wingers achieved success: their representative, Archpriest of
St. Nicholas Cathedral 1. Gvozdev bypassed Kadet V. Glubokovskii by just one
vote. The general congress of voters did not vote for representatives of the
authorities. Priest D. Popov, a Progressivist in his political views, was elected in the
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second round; two candidates received the same number of votes and in accordance
with the rules in force, one of them was chosen by lot. It turned out to be peasant
N. Orlov, head of volost who positioned himself as a moderate right-winger.
Analyzing Table 3, it is possible to notice the insignificant difference in the votes
between the right-wingers and the opposition.

The elections showed that the efforts of the governorate authorities to seat right-
wing candidates in the Duma produced rather limited results. Of the five elected
deputies of the Duma, only one, priest M. Gvozdev, joined the faction of the right-
wingers. During an interview with the Vologodskii Listok, he described his views as
follows: “I sit with the right-wingers, but | belong neither to the extreme right-
wingers nor to the moderate right-wingers, I’'m just a right-winger.”® Even

A. Mozhaiskii, chairman of the Vologda provincial zemstvo council, and protégé of
the authorities, joined the centrist faction. Mozhaiskii’s choice of faction was quite
conscious: in the Duma, he advocated the creation of a stable and efficient center
consisting of the Progressivists, Octobrists, centrists, and nationalists.®” Peasant
N. Orlov, who did not have clear political views, also joined this faction. During an
interview with the Vologodskii Listok, he admitted, “It was difficult for me, a simple
peasant, to figure out big political issues.” On the one hand, Orlov spoke about his
sympathies for the moderate right-wingers, and on the other, he emphasized his
rejection of their opinion on a number of issues. Thus, recognizing the illegal actions
of the authorities during the elections, he believed that

The Duma must find and point out to the government violations of the law. The
right-wingers would do anything to please the government. In my opinion, for
reasons of conscience, it is necessary to consider all the illegal actions of the
administration and condemn its participation in the elections where it actually
took place.®

He also disagreed with the right-wingers on the land issue, emphasizing that if they
began to support the government’s land policy aimed at destroying the community,
he would not be able to agree with them and would vote “against his political
associates.” It is unlikely that the election of a deputy with such views can be
attributed to the success of the right-wingers. Priest D. Popov joined the Progressive
faction as he had planned during the election campaign. In an interview to the
Vologodskii Listok, deputy from the peasant curia F. Kabanov clearly defined his
political preferences:

In the Duma, | occupy a seat between the Progressivists and the Kadets and
always vote with the opposition. . . My heart is with the opposition.®*

For a more complete picture of the elected Vologda deputies, it is necessary to
dwell on their further political evolution. Four out of five deputies (except for
I. Gvozdev) joined the Progressive Bloc in 1915; two actively supported the February
Revolution. Peasant F. Kabanov became commissar of the Provisional Government
in the 5" Army of the Northern Front. Priest D. Popov, made a solemn blessing of the
rebellious soldiers in front of the Tauride Palace on February 27, 1917 and then
actively engaged in revolutionary activities: he joined the Socialist Revolutionary
Party (then moved to the Left-Wing Socialist Revolutionaries), supported the

D. Popov’s political activity vividly demonstrates the erroneous belief of the
authorities that all clergymen supported right-wing ideas. The government did not
take into account the oppositional sentiments of some clergymen that were caused by
the unresolved church problems (strict administrative control of the state over the
church, difficult everyday life of the rural clergy, etc.). In this regard, an interesting
fact should be noted. Shortly after being elected to the Duma, Popov had a meeting
with the diocesan bishop in Vologda. The bishop knew the deputy’s political views
well but at the same time, according to Popov, he “did not express his displeasure
about that with a single word.”®

Reporting to Minister of Internal Affairs A. Makarov on the results of the elections
to the Duma, M. Shramchenko recognized the failure of all those candidates (except
for A. Mozhaiskii) who were planned by the authorities. He explained this by the
random nature of the elections and the non-fulfillment of preliminary agreements by
the priests: “The clergy sought to seize three seats instead of the two preliminarily
agreed upon, which they fortunately failed to achieve.” As a result, “the elections

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were extremely nervous” and “completely random” people were elected.®’
M. Shramchenko’s references to the random nature of the elections look like an
excuse for his own inability to seat the proper people in the Duma. However, the role
of chance, which is present in any election campaign, should not be overstated. Two
forces came together in the elections: the right wing, which was supported in every
possible way by the authorities, and the opposition, led by the local Kadets. Thanks to
the provisions of the electoral law of June 3, 1907 and the administrative resource,
the right-wingers had an advantage, but the governorate authorities were not popular
with voters: all their candidacies (except for A. Mozhaiskii) were outvoted. The
opposition had a significant number of supporters: out of the five persons elected,
two joined the opposition Kadets and Progressives factions, and they had not hidden
their political views even before the elections. Of great importance was the position
of politically undecided electors, whose votes the overall outcome of the elections
often depended on. This can be proved by the fact that all the deputies, except for
A. Mozhaiskii, were elected only in the second round by a small majority of seats.
Mozhaiskii’s confident victory in the first round is explained by the fact that the
Kadets voted for him for the above reasons, and this fact was admitted by
Shramchenko. The victory of peasant F. Kabanov, who was close to the Kadets, in
the landowner curia can hardly be called an accidental one. During the election
campaign, he emphasized that he made the solution of the land issue his priority. In
his report to the Minister of the Interior, Shramchenko claimed that he had no data on
the political views of the elected deputies.®® In this case, the governor clearly stretced
the truth, trying to sugar-cover the situation. During the election campaign, D. Popov
did not hide his sympathy for the Progressive faction; he appeared in the documents
of the election commissions as a Progressivist. At the same time, the attitude of the
Vologda authorities towards the Progressivists was just as unambiguously negative as
towards the Kadets.®® F.Kabanov also did not hide his oppositional sentiments,
declaring that he would join the Kadet faction in the Duma, and even the local press
wrote about it. It is hard to imagine that the governor did not know all this.

Conclusion

Thus, it can be concluded that during the elections at the governorate level,
tendencies towards the growth of opposition sentiments and the decline in the
authority of the government were clearly manifested. Tough measures to “calm
down” the country gave a certain result in the first years after the Revolution of

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190507, they could not remove all the contradictions that had accumulated in the
country. Despite all the restrictions of the electoral law of June 3, 1907, the elections
to the Fourth State Duma showed the obvious demand of society for reforming the
country. In this situation, at the level of VVologda Governorate, the authorities were
unable to respond to this demand entering into a limited dialogue with the opposition
and to properly consolidate the right-wing forces and seat their candidates in the
Duma. Applying a wide range of administrative measures against the opposition, the
authorities drove the situation even more into a dead end. According to N. Savich,
one of the leaders of the Octobrist faction, many deputies of the Fourth Duma
“indignantly told about the governors’ pressure on the elections,” which led to the
emergence of “a more definite opposition to the government.”’® The elections showed
the growing contradictions between the government and society, which, while
maintaining the current government course, led the Russian Empire to revolutionary
upheavals.
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
