Abstract. The article covers military aspects of the operation of the Voronezh Corps in the spe-
cial Southern Army in 1918 — early 1919, as well as the public moods among the Voronezh peasant-
ry at that time. The article considers the military structure and tactical employment of the units
within the Voronezh Corps. It shows that the advantageous base data for the formation of the non-
Cossack armed services could not be implemented due to the incompetent and restorative manage-
ment. However, the Cossack military leadership also demonstrated the consumptive attitude to-
wards the Southern Army. At the same time, the military units of the army conducted a heavy win-
ter campaign. The fate of the Voronezh Corps is well-defined by the fate of the similar Saratov
Corps, the core of which was comprised of the motivated local peasants.

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Introduction

The Southern Army is repeatedly and, in most cases, unflatteringly referred to in
extensive memoir literature as well as in the research literature'. Indeed, the epic with
the creation of a German-oriented formation turned out to be associated with the ac-
tivities of the well-known persons of the Civil War — Ataman Pyotr Krasnov, Hetman
Pavlo Skoropadsky, Duke G. of Leuchtenberg, Pavel Bermondt-Avalov and Nikolai
Tudovich Ivanov. Several people dedicated their memories to this undertaking®. Dur-
ing the recent years, A.S. Puchenkov gave an outline of the political history of this
‘saga’,’ whereas R.G. Gagkuev characterized the military component in terms of its
social composition®. There are only few memories from the ‘grassroot’ level; one can
mention M.N. Gorbov at this point’, however he served in the squadron and as a mat-
ter of fact did not see much of the combat work. The most modern general infor-
mation about the Southern Army is offered by the Global World Encyclopedia pro-
ject’. The foreign authors touched upon the history of the Southern Army, however
only as an unremarkable plot of the White movement in the South’. The tendency to
consider a more socio-economic and, even more so, political context, rather than the
military one,’ also removed the local story with the Voronezh Corps out from the per-
spective view of the Western historians.

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The poor combat efficiency, small numbers of the field personnel with extensive
rears, caricature ‘old regime’ in the occupied areas of Voronezh province, pro-
German orientation and anti-voluntary pathos were the main markers of the failed
military formation. The Cossack glossary-reference book directly characterizes the
Southern Army as necessary to Ataman P.N. Krasnov, “assistant and obedient to Don
Russian military organization”. At the same time, the “extra-judicial reprisals against
the Russian population caused indignation of all Cossacks; they served one of the
reasons for their distrust with the Don government, for the low morale in the Don
Army and its retreat deep in the rear in the winter from 1918 to 1919 °. That is, the
Southern Army was not just an unsuccessful formation, but also a bad example,
which corrupted the Cossack troops.

Main text

The Southern Army was planned along with the North Army as part of a broad
project aimed at an alliance with Germany; it was actively supported by Hetman
Pavlo Skoropadsky and had good initial data for development, much better than the
participants of the Kuban campaigns or Steppe Marches. We already had to touch
upon the presence of Voronezh natives and peasants, in particular, in the ranks of the
Don and Southern Armies, in the anti-Bolshevik rebellion'’. Ultimately, the combat-
ant value of the army is determined by the results of military construction and opera-
tional employment. We will try to characterize these positions, which are least re-
flected in the literature. What we will refer to will concern the Voronezh Corps of the
Southern Army and then the Special Southern Army.

According to order No. 1192 for the Don Army dated 11™ (24™) October 1918,
the Voronezh Corps was formed as part of a single four-regiment infantry division
(eight battalions), an artillery brigade of four batteries consisting of four guns, one
cavalry brigade of two regiments. The Saratov Corps was formed as part of an infan-
try brigade from the 5™ and 6™ Infantry Regiments, an artillery battalion of two four-
torpedo batteries and a hussar regiment. The Astrakhan Corps was formed according
to the structure of the Saratov Corps. The formation was supposed to be completed by
I (14™) November. The commanders, respectively: General Johnson, Colonel
Manakin and General Chumakov''. The leadership of the Voronezh Corps would
change more than once. It will be, so to say, a military unit of the Southern Army
with the headquarters in Kiev located far away. Kiev, the headquarters and the re-

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cruiting offices could send thousands of officers to Voronezh province. Many saw the
glowing prospects for the army.

N.A. Raevsky, an officer from the White Army Forces, a Soviet prisoner and a
well-known Pushkin scholar, wrote interestingly in his memoirs about the formation
of the army in Lubny and about his trips to Kiev on matters of the said formation. In
September, he had the most favorable impression on how the things were going on.
“It was crowdy on the stairs and in the chancery. There appeared appeals from sever-
al ‘cells’ of the old infantry and cavalry regiments, the officers of which decided to
restore their units in the newly arranged army. I remember the announcement of the
13" infantry Belozersky Regiment, of the appointment of general-field marshal
Prince Volkonsky, of the Combined Rifle, Combined Grenadier, Siberian battalion
and a number of regiments of regular cavalry.” The Staff Brigadier General Litovtsev
offered Raevsky the post of Brigade Adjutant of the 1% Artillery Brigade in the
Southern Army. “He warned that it was going to be a big and an interesting job, since
the brigade will consist of four battalions of light and howitzer artillery. Its manage-
ment will in fact be a whole artillery headquarters...” The author left Kiev in a good
mood: “...there are no big names in the army yet, but the general impression is serious
and calm. There are many experienced military officers with a great command expe-
rience. A lot of persons with silver shoulder straps of the General Staff. There is a va-
riety of people to be a part of the command staff. The matter is growing rapidly”'*.
Indeed, the active service officers got into the army. For example, the commander of
the armored train, Captain Nikolai Ivanovich Lobynya-Bykovsky, born on 27" Janu-
ary (9™ February) 1882, from the nobility of Grodno province, a native of Plotsk
province. The officer gave information about himself at Talovaya station on 2" (15™)
November 1918: Pavlovsky training school, commander of the separate 15™ Attack
Field Battery from 14™ March 1916 to 20™ March 1918. He served in the Southern
Army from 21* August (3™ September) to 14™ October (27") 1918. He was awarded
with an Order of Saint Vladimir for the fight at the crossing of River Stokhod on 16"
(29™) July 1916 by the commander of the 85" Vyborg Infantry Regiment, however,
was not given this award"’.

Major General M.P. Bashkov served in the Kiev headquarters of the Southern
Army; even years later he believed that the army was doing well. The Germans were
very friendly towards the Southern Army, in contrast to the Volunteer Army. Many
people enrolled in the Southern Army, went to Chertkovo and then were routed to
volunteers. The ‘Southerners’ did not interfere with this, considering the tasks identi-
cal. Anton Denikin completely ignored the Southern Army, “pursuing his main goal —
loyalty to the Allies.” The arrivals from the northern provinces were given an ad-
vance payment and sent to the front, to Voronezh province. In Voronezh province,

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there was a “very successful” fighting, according to the general. In a short time, two
huge counties were liberated; the army consisted of two corps. “In general, the affairs
of the Southern Army, using the patronage of the Germans, were brilliant.” However,
the supply ended due to the defeat of Germany, and the front in Voronezh col-
lapsed™.

Indeed, it might seem that there were enviable officer cadres, to begin with — in-
dependent financing, the densely populated indigenous Russian territory for deploy-
ment and the friendly and organized Cossack front.

The first and the only infantry division of the army command, with civil rights in
the occupied area, was given to frankly mismatching person — General V.V. Se-
menov, expelled from the Drozdovsky military units.

General V.A. Zambrzhytsky, Staff Brigadier of the Don armies at the Northern
front, wrote in his diary on 11" (24™) September 1918: “The Southern Army is mo-
narchical, Semenov persecutes all non-monarchists. The population projects hostility
towards the Cossacks: you liberated us from the Bolsheviks, but now you are leading
the monarchists... Semenov allowed the Germans to use harvesting on Voronezh ter-
ritory. The Germans pay 50-70 rubles per 16 kilograms, as they print Russian bank-
notes in huge quantities and can be lavish with money, and the Don’s price for har-
vest is only 15 rubles”"”. Don’s harvest naturally suffered.

The Cossacks, poor in manufacture and shoes, without any embarrassment, un-
dressed the prisoners of war, including during the time of winter frosts. Among the
captives, probably there were many locals taken on mobilization. The Cossack com-
manders cruelly punished treachery of the residents or what they believed the treach-
ery was. Thus, on 8" (21%) September 1918, the Cossacks began drawing into the vil-
lage of Machikha, and the Reds opened fire from the huts. Regiment Commander A.I.
Savateev, running the troops of the Khopersky district, ordered to burn the settlement,
after it would be taken, for the treacherous attack'®.

According to the memoirs of an officer who moved to the Southern Army, in his
80™ Kabardian Regiment, from Pskov, their train arrived at Chertkovo station, from
where the arrivals made their way on foot to the settlement of Mankovo, where the 1%
Infantry Division was being formed. Under the guise of indifference, the population
of the settlement was unfriendly towards the Southern Army and the Cossack authori-
ty, “since they did not have a chance to go through Bolshevism,” the memoirist ex-
plains. However, even without Bolshevism, there was much to be indignant about.
The Cossack chief of Mankovo’s militia, “a very gallant ensign”, in the summer of
1918 was a king and a god and behaved ugly. At night, raids were arranged; samogon
(moonshine) found became the ground for having a feast with the Cossacks. “Village

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girls were brought to these feasts and were deflowered their innocence.” The officers
were unpleasantly struck by such debauch, and it was not even clear where to seek
justice for these revelries. The Cossacks were giving orders and exercised total auto-
cratic power; the visiting officers felt themselves to be guests. The chief of the militia
was the instance of appeal on all issues — supply, apartments, food and did not always
treat requests with care. The officer recalls his feeling — he wanted to escape to the
front as quickly as possible'”.

On 8" (21%) September 1918, General V.A. Zambrzytsky raised the issue of
forced mobilization of non-Cossack population, not for the first time.'® In September,
peasants, at least in Novokhopersky county, were still quite ready to mobilize, refus-
ing volunteering which would compromise them in the event of the victory of the
Reds. A certain Social Revolutionary Alekseev from Voronezh confirmed the rabid
anti-Bolshevik mood of the Voronezh village". However, in practice, the mobilized
would soon become a danger and a burden for the forming units.

Let us consider the evidence of forming the Voronezh units, primarily the four-
regiment division, and their participation in hostilities.

The informant report of the Southern Front of the Red Army No. 19 dated 12™
October 1918, discovered in Evstratovskoye direction the division of General V.V.
Semenov with the brigade commander General Pavlov. The 1* regiment of the divi-
sion was called Kabardinsky, the 3™ was defeated at Talovaya and sent to Boguchar
for the formation. The 4™ was defeated near Mikhailovka; its commander General
Grigorovich was killed. The 1* and 2™ regiments had 700 men each, including many
private officers. The mobilized supervised by officers built the cadre strength. The
machine gunners were officers only. In the division there were two light guns and
seven machine guns and a limited number of cartridges and shells. In Bogucharsky
county, mobilization of those who served in 1913—17 was announced, as well as labor
service for the residents of 18-40 years 0ld.*® According to the agent report of the
front headquarters made on 17-22"" October 1918, in the Chertkovo — Mankovo —
Kalitvenskaya region, the Southern Army was formed consisting of three regiments.
The 1* Regiment was in Boguchar. According to the rumors, in the 1% division there
were 14-16,000 people. In the regiments, there were two battalions of soldiers, the
third one being the officer battalion®'.

At the same time, the Cossack author described the intentional deliberation of the
staff of the 1% division: V.V. Semenov and the 1* division were assigned a combat
mission, and he reported that on 12" (25™) October, he began to occupy the forming-

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up position, had 900 combatants in Smagleevka, 900 in Talakh, another 500 would be
soon in Mikhailovka, etc.”> By 23™ October (5" November), the Voronezh Corps in a
disorderly state. The Germans were going to leave the area of Evstratovka. To secure
the railway Chertkovo — Likhaya, a Cossack regiment was required. The Voronezh
Corps themselves could not fulfill even such a passive task®.

Esaul Popov, Assistant of the Staff Brigadier of the Don Army Northern Front
V.A. Zambrzytsky, visited the front of the Corps and provided a detailed description
of the body of troops. According to him, by 25" October (7" November) 1918, on the
front of the Corps, the Reds in Kalitva had 300-400 infantrymen with one squadron
and four guns, and around Evstratovka — Rossosh, there was Sakharov’s detachment
of 2000 infantry and 300 mounted men with nine guns of different calibers, and they
behaved passively. The units of the 1% Infantry Division were located as follows: the
1st Kabardinsky Regiment in Krynichnaya, one of its battalions in Fisenkovo, the 2™
Rifle Regiment in Mitrofanovka and the 4™ Regiment in Mikhailovka. The regiments
stationed outposts. The 3™ Regiment was sent over to the instruction of the troops at
the North-Western Front and guarded the eastern bank of the Don from Pavlovsk to
New Kalitva. In Pityukhino, there were the Ukrainians, i.e. Hetmans, with whom
communication was established. Thus, the division occupied a comfortable stable po-
sition, the flanks of which were ensured by the North-Western Front and the Ukraini-
ans. In Fisenkovo, the field headquarters of Lieutenant-General Pavlov’s division of
was located. An energetic general, who ended the war as a corps commander, had 1.5
years of experience in the academy, and he himself was engaged in the whole staff
routine, — he had no officers at the General Staff at his disposal.

In Chertkovo, the headquarters of the 1* Infantry Division were located — in fact,
these were headquarters of the entire organization. It had a technical regiment, a rail-
way battalion, an air force detachment, Commandant’s service company, labor ser-
vice company, three chains, a food center, a grocery shop, artillery warehouse, in-
tendant’s office, base hospital, two squadron infirmaries, a battle dressing station,
military communications department, five field telegraph offices, corps court and
field post office.

There were also the headquarters of General Johnson — the corps staff in
Kamenskaya and headquarters in Kiev. The variety of headquarters caused confusion.
Popov reasonably advised to rename Pavlov’s headquarters into Division Headquar-
ters-1, reinforcing it by one general staff officer. Whereas the headquarters in
Chertkovo should have been renamed into Corps Headquarters-Voronezh, with its
subordination to the headquarters of the Northern Front.

According to Popov, in the regiments of the division there were about 1000 fight-
ers, 30 % of whom were officers and volunteers, 70 % — mobilized peasants. From

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his point of view, the mobilized were unreliable, on their part there were wry glances
and even threats. On 18" (31%) October, 180 mobilized surrendered to the appearing
squadron of the Reds. Solitary walkouts happened all the time. The artillery was rep-
resented by two guns, donated from the trophies gained by the North-Western Front.
On 25™ October (7" November), eight three-inch trains proceeded to Kantemirovka;
they were already harnessed and put into operation. To the seven available machine
guns, the North-Western Front added another six. There were only 32 horse men per
the whole division. Two cavalry regiments were formed in Chertkovo, however with-
out horses and ammunition. There were two serviceable airplanes, a military tele-
graph and a telephone, but the connection with the regiments was maintained mainly
by the orderlies. At each regiment, there were four unharnessed kitchens, there were
no other carts; the allowance was satisfactory. There was weak crew proficiency, and
the armaments and the equipment left much to be desired.

This picture was drawn by the assistant general, who saw the Voronezh units’ real
life. Reasoning this, V.A. Zambrzytsky wrote that there were more of the Reds, the
mobilized “feel their strength and cling to them.” Young soldiers panicked at the ap-
pearance of the Red cavalry. It was necessary to provide the 1* division with a solid
horsemen unit, without which it would be incapable to conduct serious operations. If
the first serious battle in Evstratovskoye direction was unsuccessful, all the mobilized
would move to the Reds, the officer cadre would partly die, partly separately leave
and the Voronezh Corps would “disperse in the literal sense of the word.” Young reg-
iments should be placed side by side with Cossack units. An example was obvious:
the 3" Infantry Regiment of the 1* Division beat the Reds and took the trophies, be-
cause victorious regiments were on its sides™.

Voronezh village lived by rumors and a living example of the behavior of certain
units. V.V. Zambrzhytsky noted the benefits of the airplanes that scattered leaflets.
Prisoners of war taken in the Talovsky and Balashov directions surrendered when
they learned from the proclamations that the Cossacks did not shoot peasants, as the
commissars told them. The Reds also used aviation to spread their appeals™.

In November and December 1918, the fighting intensified. On 14™ November, in
Evstratovsky area, the Red Volchanskiy Regiment conducted a successful battle with
the Volunteer Army of the Southern Front, captured prisoners and trophies®®. On 16"
November, the Reds, mainly with the Bogucharsky Regiment’s efforts, captured
Bobrov. The enemy resisted stubbornly, having the Siberian officer’s volunteer bat-
talion on the right flank. The battalion was shot down and suffered heavy losses dur-

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ing the obstruction on the bridge over the Bityug River’’. In the morning of 17" No-
vember, the units of the Southern Army mounted an assault in the Kolbinskaya area,
on Black Kalitva. In a stubborn battle they were defeated, leaving 24 prisoners of
war, as well as rifles and machine guns®.

After successful battles, the Cossacks captured Bobrov, and on 10™ (23" No-
vember, they took Liski. Here it was necessary to leave a covering force mainly from
the Southern Army units, and to throw the main forces of the Northern Front to assist
the Khopers”. Between 21* and 29" November, the 3™ and 4™ Grenadier Regiments
comprising around 3,000 people and the Meshkovsky Cossack Horse Regiment of
about 400 people participated in the attack on Verkhniy Ikorets.

From Abramovka to Liski there were the Voronezh Corps regiments mixed with
the Cossack ones. According to the Soviet data, in the 3™ Grenadier there were four
battalions and up to 1,300 bayonets: 1,000 mobilized and 300 officers and cadets;
strict control of officers over the mobilized was noted™. Liski was captured by the
Whites with the skillful command of Regiment Commander Rytikov, while V.V.
Semenov with his 1* division did not take advantage of the panic among the Reds; he
made no headway until the Reds themselves withdrew from his front, after which
“due to illness” he handed over the command to General Pavlov. Among the officers
of the Southern Army, rumors were circulating that the command of the Army delib-
erately refused to fight, because agents of Bolshevism were in the higher authority”".

On 29" November 1918, a well-known red commander, V.A. Malakhovsky, at
the head of his Bogucharsky regiment, conducted a successful fight. The units of the
Southern Army marched on Ostrogozhsk. Malakhovsky engaged them into fight with
one battalion, and during a blizzard two battalions attacked from the flank, from the
side of Kodubets village. The Whites panicked, rushed off the road to the snow-
covered fields. As a result, about 3,000 soldiers were captured and several batteries
were lost. The units of the Grenadier and Kabardian regiments participated in the un-
successful operation™.

On 15-19" November (28" November — 2™ December), there were fights in the
area Podgornoye — Saguny with the participation of the 80" Kabardinsky regiment,
the Siberian battalion and the 1% battery of the 1* artillery brigade®. By order to the

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80™ Kabardinsky Regiment issued on 15" (28"™) November, sloboda Podgornaya was
attached to form the 1% and 2™ squadrons, the 3" battalion, the non-combatant and
machine-gun company commands in the regiment. The regiment also interacted with
the Siberian battalion®.

On the front of the 8" Army, by a powerful attack of about 12 regiments, the
Whites on 1% December 1918 occupied Staraya Chigla, Shishovka, Korshevsky,
Verkhnii Ikorets, Forostan, Peskovatka, Pukhovo and wrapped up Liski. On the front
of the 9™ Army, in the evening of the same day, the Whites took Novokhopersk™,
capturing up to 7,000 prisoners of war, 12 guns, four of them being heavy, up to 100
machine guns, three armored cars, radio stations, infirmaries, up to 50 cars, 1,000 ri-
fles, a truck, up to 200 horses, etc™®.

N.A. Rayevsky described the tragic battle of the Siberian battalion on 18" No-
vember (1* December) 1918: “I remember it to last detail. Voronezh Province. The
village of Puhovo. The bell tower. Next to me is Prince Ordynsky in a cadet cap and a
black sheepskin coat. The fields are covered with snow. From all sides there are
chains. In the rear, it is thicker than anything; bullets whistle, snap and knock the
plaster down. Our guns are downstairs in the square. With a clatter, the church glass
falls.

The end. We are not allowed to shoot anymore. The platoon leaves. Maybe they
will have some time to dart past. The commander of the detachment ordered us to
stay. We are transmitting our observations to him.

The Red Army soldiers raised their rifles on the run. [...]

I took out my browning twice, but I did not have to shoot. In singles, everyone
escaped who could not afford to be taken in. Late in the evening I met Ordynsky
again. It was snowing, and there was no one around. The compass saved us. During
the night, we covered thirty verst along the Bolshevik rear. The statement on our
death was already prepared. [...] The artillerymen escaped on their own. The Siberian
battalion lost three quarters of its composition. Almost no one surrendered alive. Two
sisters of mercy managed to swallow cyanide potassium. The third one was being
raped by the Reds until she died. The muzhiks (Russian peasants) told about every-
thing afterwards. The wounded cadet of fourteen years old crawled to the officer who
had shot himself, took out his revolver from his hand, crossed himself and shot him-
self in the mouth. This was seen by our intelligence man Letyagin. He provided
communication with the battalion commander and managed to gallop off*’.

The Siberian battalion, despite the suffered losses, continued to exist. By 26™ No-
vember (9" December) its commander was the officer-in-charge of the detachment

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consisting of 350 bayonets and two guns of the 1* artillery battalion of Regiment
Commander Chizhikov™®. As per the documents, the composition of the Siberian bat-
talion was identified as follows: two officers’ company commands, two soldier
squadrons, a machine gun team, a horse hundred and a convoy”’.

The operational report of the Southern Front dated 15-23™ December 1918, in the
Liskinsky area refers to the same regiments, mixing at the same time the numbered
names and names of the regiments of the old army being restored: the 1* Rifle Regi-
ment, the Combined Grenadier Regiment, the 4™ Special Regiment, the 80" Regi-
ment, 1% Siberian Regiment, 2" Rifle Regiment, as well as an artillery battalion, cav-
alry squadron and a punitive detachment. At the same time, the 80™ Regiment includ-
ed up to 1000 people, the 1™ Siberian and 2™ Rifle Regiments — 800, the rest — 1,200
and the squadron — 80. The artillery division counted 200 people. There were nine
guns, two of them six-inch, up to 20 machine guns; there were not enough rifles for
everybody, cartridges and shells were few. The units were undressing the prisoners of
war and the locals mercilessly, and they were dressed themselves mostly in civilian
clothes. Everything was held in place by the officers; during the fight they were in the
third line operating the machine guns™.

The political department of the Southern Front reported that over the last days of
November 1918, 135 ‘Cossacks’ with rifles fled to the Reds from the 80"
Kabardinsky Regiment. Around one of the Red divisions, those mobilized by the
Whites switched to the red side. The Whites had to form all kinds of shock and puni-
tive units, since they did not trust the mobilized*'.

The captured warrant officer of the 4™ Special Regiment showed that the said reg-
iment was being formed near Chertkovo, and afterwards sent to the Voronezh Front.
There were 157 officers in it, the rest were the mobilized, and there were very few
volunteers. The regiment was in battlefield engagement for five times, whilst many
soldiers ran away with the Reds. The discipline was strict, with executions. The mood
in the regiment was very poor. In Khvoshchevatoye, part of the platoon left to pass
over to the Reds*. On 6" January 1919, the surrendered rank of the 3™ Grenadier
Regiment showed: the regiment was formed in Boguchar, then was sent to the front
for four weeks. The commanding personnel included exclusively officers, the sepa-

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rated one — an officer. In addition, the regiment had an officers’ squadron. During the
attack on Korsovo, two companies killed the officers and went over to the Reds. And
when the three regiments came to Chigla, many soldiers froze and over 400 soldiers
went over to the Reds®.

During the negotiations between the Staff Brigadier of the Northern Front V.A.
Zambrzhytsky with A.L. Savvateev on 6™ (19™) November 1918, the following was
clarified. About two weeks ago officers Sachs and Karyakin from the counterintelli-
gence of the Southern Army turned up and began requisitioning in the Khopersky
District, i.e. already on the Don territory. Savvateev asked to recall, “otherwise we
will have a bad situation with the population, like it is at the Southern Army front,
and in particular with such a surname as Sachs”**.

The captured officers of the 3™ Combined Grenadier Regiment, taken on 20" De-
cember in Khrenovoye, gave the following picture of the regiment’s formation and
operations. The 3™ Combined Grenadier Regiment was a member of the 1¥* Division
of the Southern Army, along with the 1% Rifle Regiment, the 80" Kabardinsky and 4"
Rifle Regiments. It was temporarily commanded by Major General Pavlov, brigade
commander-1. Brigade commander-2 was General Abzhaltovsky. Officers were mo-
bilized in the cities of the Don and Ukraine, the soldiers — in the occupied counties of
Voronezh province. The division was not completely organized, did not have artil-
lery, and it was intended for the garrison service. The regiments were to be deployed
in the division. The battalions were called as follows: 1% Infantry, 2" Grenadier, 3™
Zaamursky, — according to the officer cadre. The companies and battalions were
commanded by officers; it was planned to introduce severe discipline. The whole di-
vision had never gathered together. In terms of combat, its value was insignificant.
Most of the officers allegedly did not believe in the future of the army and served un-
der duress. The captured officers had no information about the other divisions of the
Southern Army (which did not exist), and recognized the 3™ and 4™ Rifle Don Regi-
ments that formed the Moller brigade as the best units in the Voronezh direction™.
This brigade did not belong to the Voronezh Corps and the Southern Army on the
whole.

On 10™ (23™) December 1918, the 4™ Rifle Regiment, when trying to move from
Novokhopersk to the east along the railway, lost 50 % in the frostbite servicemen.
The headquarters’ work was abnormal, the breakage of wires occurred frequently*.

V.A. Zambrzhytsky wrote down in his diary on 15" (28"™) December: the battles
near Borisoglebsky and Povorino become stalled. The Reds crowded the Cossacks
from the side of Liski to Voronezh, and the 1* Infantry Division was pushed to the

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south and rolled to Evstratovka in panic. The coup in Ukraine opened the formerly
stable border of the Don. Thus, everything was bad as far as the mood was con-
cerned, — “all this is immediately transmitted as an electric current! Everybody
knows. You cannot hide anything!” Under the influence of agitation, as well as the
mobilization of peasants in the village of Filippenkovo, a revolt broke out between
Kalach and Buturlinovka. A team of volunteers with the addition of a four-piece bat-
tery from Kalach was formed hastily. In Kalach, the newly-mobilized Cossacks were
expected; with their help, the suppression was planned. The rebels numbered about
2,000, with rifles, there were also machine guns. Although initially there were about
200 rebels, the movement quickly expanded. Regarding the rebellion, the mood of the
Cossacks dropped. The Voronezh province conducted requisition and immediately
the mobilization followed! As a result, a peasant rebellion broke out, the suppression
of which fell on the shoulders of the Cossacks. Zambrzhytski stated that there was no
help from the Southern Army. It was necessary to forbid them conducting requisi-
tions, although the ataman permitted to do so*’. The leaders of the rebellion around
Filippenkovo, meanwhile, went to Mechetka to meet the Reds™.

The opinions of the Cossack commanders regarding the Voronezh units continued
to remain skeptical. Regiment Commander Kislov, Quartermaster-General of the unit
staff, wrote at the end of 1918: “The fighting efficiency of the first division is well
known to you. It continues to descend without a stop,” and there is no reserve on the
Evstratovo direction®. The telegram to the Staff Commander of the Don Army L.A.
Polyakov sent on 19" December (1™ January) reported that the 1 Infantry Division
of the Southern Army always created unnecessary anxiety, and now the headquarters
of the Southern Army gave inappropriate orders for evacuation. It was advisable to
squeeze him out of the Northern Front to the rear™".

The political department of the Southern Front at the beginning of 1919 consid-
ered the Southern Army as an army with ‘pre-revolutionary’ organization, which
sought to restore the monarchical system, ‘at the last resort’, the constitutional one.
People were told that it was time to forget about revolution and freedom. The imme-
diate goal of the army was to retake Voronezh and from there develop an attack
against Moscow’'. The political department painted a grotesque picture, especially
with the attack on Moscow, but in the eyes of the broad masses, it seemed that mon-
archism, as a synonym for the ‘old regime’ and land restoration, had really clung
firmly to the Southern Army. An extensive report on the status quo was written by
the counterintelligence of the Southern Army, the Cossack commanders compiled re-

ports on the affairs in the Southern Army, and the opinions of the residents were in-
cluded in the bulletins. In these documents, there was a lot of unsightly information
about the life of the top management, the rear area, the very same counterintelligence.
Drunken orgies, extortion by the counterintelligence, blackmail. The officers mur-
mured against strange command directions, allegedly the command deliberately pre-
vented them from fighting. General Schildbach was considered an evil genius of the
army’”. A millionaire from the huge fishing settlement Buturlinovka Leonid
Alekseyevich Kashchenko, who hosted the ataman with his allied mission in his pal-
ace, endlessly cared for the wounded and infirmaries. In his opinion, one should not
be surprised at the peasant rebellion. Buturlinovka was supervised by the bailiff who
was sent away twice from Bobrovsky and Bogucharsky uyezds (districts) for bribes
even before the revolution, a person of no reputation™. In January, Kashchenko host-
ed four officers of the Gundorovsky Regiment, already holding the positions of unof-
ficial bodyguards™®.

V.A. Zambrzhytsky in a conversation with the chief of the troops in the North-
Western region, General G.A. Sitnikov on 27" December (9" January), singled out
the indicative detail. The front began to fall apart. Migulinsky and Kazansky Regi-
ments left the front. The Kazansky Regiment held a rally with the local Bolsheviks in
Kriusha. The residents were agitated by the anti-Cossack sentiments: an officer was
killed; the telegraph with Boguchar was interrupted. But even in these circumstances,
Sitnikov was not confused by the organized forces of the Reds, however he was be-
wildered by the unfriendliness of the population: they did not provide any carts, did
not let purchase food and forage and even attacked. And there was no quartermaster
service;” such an attitude waged war both on the mood and the military operations of
the Cossacks. Indeed, even with the victories of the Reds, there were mood swings in
both units and among the population, and the situation was not stable. The legendary
103" Bogucharsky Regiment of the 12™ Infantry Division of the Eighth Army which
was acting on the side of the Reds, had military successes, was actively replenished
with volunteers, nominated good commanders, primarily V.A. Malakhovsky. Never-
theless, the political department of the Southern Front characterized him as follows:
“He took part in many battles. Last time he left his positions, exposing the front. The
corrective actions of a moral character led to nothing. The command staff is not
good.” The regiment was satisfied with the requisitions, was well armed, had many
Communists in its composition who ‘got the job done’.””® However, that ‘job’ did not
contribute even to the execution of orders! Commander Slaven, in his report of 29"

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December 1918, characterized the 8" Army as being formed from the former south-
ern detachments of the barrier, as part of the 12™ and 13" Infantry Divisions. The ar-
my was formed under unfavorable conditions, “for between the peasants of Voronezh
province and the Cossacks, the relationships of peculiar nature were established: they
‘squared up’ at war, however went to the bazaars of each other.” The situation was
strengthened only by the battle-seasoned Inzenskaya Division from the Eastern
Front’’. V.A. Malakhovsky, the recent commander of the Bogucharsky Regiment,
head of the political department of the Eighth Army of the Southern Front, reported
to the front-line Revolutionary Military Council that the peasants were “terribly bur-
dened by the power of the Krasnovites”, swap sides, and ask for ammunition. Now,
with a victorious attack, they simply run in crowds. The Bogucharsky regiment of
700 bayonets grew to 5,000. The defectors and returning prisoners of war depicted
terrible pictures of robbery, violence and the scenes of undressing captives by the
Whites.”® However, these huge replenishments strengthened the regiment for a short
time — only on the victorious rise and on the native shores capable of replenishment.

Conclusion

Because of the collapse of the northern Cossack front, the surviving units of the
Voronezh Front retreated to the south. After the unification of the Don and Volunteer
commands, the Voronezh personnel themselves would be transformed into the Voro-
nezh Battalion of the 3™ Don Independent Volunteer Brigade, along with the
Bogucharsky and Starobelsky Battalions, into which the same volunteer detachments
formed under the Don Army would turn. The survived and consolidated officer ca-
dres, for example, the Kabardins, would continue their attempts to stand the test of
time and deploy within the Volunteer Army.

Thus, the Voronezh Corps had a maximum of good cadres, the officers were hap-
py to go there. With efforts of the Cossack Regiments, their own vast territory with a
large peasant population also emerged. However, the necessary components of suc-
cess did not form an entire picture. The obviously mismatching and at times obnox-
ious top management extinguished all the anti-Bolshevik hopes of the peasants. The
Voronezh Corps, and in fact, one infantry division, was formed slowly, suffering
from a shortage of weapons and equipment. The Cossack units were exhausted on the
huge front; the regiments had to be grouped and moved endlessly. The Cossack
commanders resented the weak combat effectiveness of the division; it was the eter-
nal weak link of the Northern Front. For the Cossack commanders, the bad admin-
istration of the ‘southerners’ created bitterness in the rear. At the same time, the Cos-
sacks themselves behaved far from being friendly in Voronezh counties. At the same

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time, a good military officer had to deal with irritated and frightened mobilized peas-
ants, who had at least some kind of ‘representation’ of their own interests on the Red
side, in the form of Bogucharsky, Bobrovsky and other regiments with partisan re-
sistance fighters recruited from the locals. Not surprisingly, the mobilized, in any
volatile situations, went to the Reds. At the same time, the success of the Reds in
January-February 1919 was rather ephemeral.

Neighboring the Voronezh Corps, the Saratov Corps fought as well. Its com-
mander V.K. Manakin managed to create a motivated peasant movement aimed at
liberation from the Bolsheviks in Saratov province. Manakin, an enthusiast of the rear
volunteer movement of shock battalions in 1917, many times repeated and wrote up-
on command that the army should be closely connected with the population, whereas
the local self-government should be immediately arranged soon after various territo-
ries had been liberated from the Bolsheviks, by the efforts of military commanders.
The troops had to conduct the necessary requisitions with the help of elected repre-
sentatives from the population, etc. There was no one like Manakin in the Voronezh
Corps.

At the same time, a few military units fought, suffered heavy losses in the battles
and among the frostbite. It goes without saying that the complete absence of solidari-
ty between the officer-volunteer core and the soldiers, forcefully driven together,
sharply reduced the quality of the units that under other conditions could as a matter
of fact deploy and continue the history of the old regiments in the Russian army.
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
