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Activists of the “Revolutionary Turn” Generation in the Late 1920s:
A Socio-Political Portrait (A Case-Study of Tambov Okrug and Kozlov Okrug)

Abstract: The paper presents a socio-political portrait of a peasant activist of the “revolutionary
turn” generation in the late 1920s. It has been shown that the representatives of this generation
played a key role in rural party cells and public organizations. The author studied personal data of
party members, candidate members of the VKP(b), and participants in the groups of the poor. The
compilation of databases helped to establish the origin, social status, and economic situation of
peasant activists. An analysis of the activities of villagers from the age of 16 made it possible to
reconstruct a typical life path of an activist. Among the sources for this work were questionnaires of
participants in the conferences of the poor, peasants joining the party, and members of the rural
Communist Party cells. When examining the socio-political views of peasants, the author used
transcripts of okrug and raion conferences of the poor and documents of party organizations. Most
of the sources are being introduced into scientific circulation for the first time. The author comes to
the conclusion that the majority of activists began their life journey as hired workers. Work in the
city as well as participation in wars was a factor in the radicalization of villager’s views. It was
established that the majority of party members and those wishing to join the party had inefficient
households. As a result, peasants sought to obtain paid bureaucratic positions. It was concluded that
having organized their farms after the Civil War, activists had lost interest in farming by the end of
the 1920s due to a number of factors. At the same time, the poor expressed dissatisfaction with the
bureaucracy of the Soviet system and insufficient assistance from the state. A significant part of the
politically active peasants opposed the incitement to class struggle in the village and grain
procurements.

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Introduction

In the late 1920s, the country was going through a turning point in its
development: the period of the NEP was coming to an end and the stage of forced
industrialization and collectivization was beginning. Understanding such complex
processes is impossible without a reference to generational history and consideration
of socio-political attitudes of the population. Therefore, the relevance of studying the
most active social groups in the period preceding “the great turn” in the Soviet village
Is indubitable.

The theoretical paradigm of the study is based on the concept of the generation of
“revolutionary turn” proposed by sociologist Yu. Levada.' The author agrees with a
number of contemporary historians who believe that the chronological framework of
the age of this generation should be expanded.? A similar view was held by
T. Shanin, one of the founders of peasant studies. He wrote about the peasant children
who went through the dramatic events of 1905-07 and later became soldiers during
the First World War. According to the historian, it was this generation that decided
the fate of the Civil War by refusing to support the White Movement.® The article
considered the period of 1928-29 when the representatives of the revolutionary turn
generation were 25-40 years old. Thus, the “heroes” of this study were born in
1888-1903, which corresponds to the concept of Yu. Levada.

The source base of the study comprises the materials from the collections of the
State Archive of Socio-Political History of Tambov Oblast (GASPITO), in particular,
questionnaires of those who wanted to join the party and participants in the
conferences of the groups of the poor. The author analyzed transcripts and other
materials of okrug and raion conferences of the poor as well as documents of party
organizations. The materials from Tambov Okrug and Kozlovsk Okrug, which were
typical agrarian regions, were used. The conclusions obtained can be extrapolated to
a certain extent to the whole of the Central Black Earth Region.

Peasants who were included in the system of power or public organizations should
be considered activists of the NEP period. Representatives of the authorities included

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party members, deputies of village councils, and various plenipotentiaries.
Participants in public organizations (Komsomol, groups of the poor, the KKOV
(Peasant Committees of Social Public Mutual Aid) and others) enjoyed considerable
influence: In this study, the author limited himself to reviewing the sources on the
members of rural party cells, peasants who applied to join the VKP(b), and
participants in conferences of the groups of the poor. Such a sample allows us to
draw an objective portrait of a typical peasant activist.

The materials of the fonds of the Tambov and Kozlov okrug committees of the
VKP(b) were used to compile databases of activists of the revolutionary turn
generation. For the convenience of work, the information was entered into tables. The
information on more than 1000 peasant activists was analyzed. Cohort analysis was
applied, which allowed us to establish the education, social status, and level of
economic development of peasants of this generation. Of particular interest is the
column “Work and Occupation since the Age of 16,” which is a brief biography of a
peasant. Possible distortions of information that candidates could resort to in order to
join the party do not affect the overall picture of the life path of rural activists.

The topic of rural activists has been widely studied in Russian historiography. The
issue of nominees, workers of grassroot party and social structures during the NEP
period, was touched upon in the works of modern historians Kh. Okuda,*
S. Kuznetsov,” and V. Il'inykh.° The problem of social status of poor and
marginalized peasants in the 1920s was studied in the works by |. Goncharova’
A. Fedotov® and S. Esikov.® The role of rural activists in the implementation of grain

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procurement in 1928-29 was analyzed by V. Kondrashin'® and V. Filatov."* Some
aspects of this subject were considered in the works by foreign scholars M. Lewin,*
R. Davies,” O. Figes,** Sh. Fitzpatrick,”® and Ch. Worobec.'® However, the
generational aspect of the activist movement in the village remains an understudied
topic.

Main Body

The party cell, which consisted primarily of local peasants, was the backbone of
Soviet power in the village. At the end of the NEP period, this element of the party
structure existed only in a small number of settlements in the Central Black Earth
Region. For example, a questionnaire survey of peasant communists in Kozlov Okrug
of the Central Black Earth Region done in the fall of 1928 covered only 533 people
or 73% of the VKP(b) members.

The analysis of the questionnaire data of communists by age reveals the
predominance of the revolutionary turn generation in rural cells (see the table).
Peasants of 25 to 40 years old (352 people, or 66%) constituted the major group.
Representatives of this age cohort prevailed on all “floors” of the organization: of the
raion committee members, they constituted 67.7%; of bureau members, 69.1%; of
ordinary members, 65.2%. The insignificant number of older farmers in the structure
of the VKP(b) Attraacts attention. In fact, it was the representatives of the
revolutionary turn generation and the youth, to a lesser extent, who played the
leading role in rural party organizations.

As a rule, the party experience of rural communists was short. A survey of the
VKP(b) members in Kozlov Okrug of the Central Black Earth Region showed that
the majority of them were members since 1925 and even shorter. There were
405 such communists, or 76%. Among the ordinary members of the Party this index
was 81.6%."® Growth in the number of rural cells was largely connected with the
course of “facing the village,” which was proclaimed in 1925. The Communists
“from the plow” who joined the Party during the NEP period did not have sufficient
experience and authority for independent activity, so they were obedient executors of
the will of the country’s leadership.

The majority of rural communists in the Kozlov Okrug were not successful
landlords, which well corresponded to the party’s policy in the village. “Growing
homestead” of a party member was considered a dangerous phenomenon. Communist
families were traditionally large: 65% of them included 5 or more people. However,
in terms of the number of laborers, families with 1-2 laborers prevailed (72%). One
person was generally entitled to 1-1.5 dessiatinas of land. There were 79 % of such
homesteads.'® According to the classification of economist A. Khryashcheva, the
plots from 2 to 6 dessiatinas were classified as small-sown in the producing regions.?

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77% of farmers adhered to the traditional and unproductive three-field system.”
Thus, the overwhelming majority of communists could not adequately provide for
their families due to the weakness of their farms. Such poor families often stopped
tilling the soil at all. The economic inefficiency of the farms of communists from the
village environment had a negative impact on the authority of party members among
the villagers. The attitude towards officials was even worse; Kh. Okuda rightly noted
that “the peasants saw in the actions of the officials who carried ‘briefcases’ the
manifestation of the non-peasant and the even anti-peasant.””??

The economic weakness of communist farms was also manifested in their
insufficient technical equipment. There were 50.2% of peasant members of the
VKP(b) aged between 25 and 40 without horses; 38% had one horse.”® The economic
insolvency of rural communists is evidenced by the presence among them of 44% of
farms with no equipmwnt; 35% used a primitive plow.”* These figures are
comparable with the data on peasants of Kozlov Okrug. In 1928, 47.9% of farmers in
the region did not have a horse, and 47.2% had only one horse.? In the same year,
there were 42.8 plows per 100 farms in the okrug.?® The number of party members
who used the plow was less than the regional average. In addition to farming, 48.2%
of communists received income from service.?” Despite economic weakness, by the
fall of 1928 only 25.4% of communist peasants of the revolutionary turn generation
had joined collective farms.?® In addition to the insignificant number of collective
farms, it was explained by peasant pragmatism, which was expressed in distrust of
everything new.

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By 1929, the tendency of the country’s leadership to depart from the principles of
the NEP had become evident. In the course of grain procurement, there were
violations of the basic principle established in 1921, which consisted in the right of
peasants to dispose of the produce they grew. The government greatly increased the
pressure on peasants to make them join collective farms. Under such conditions,
farmers who supported the government’s anti-peasant policy joined the rural cells of
the VKP(b).

On joining the party, a peasant had an opportunity to move up the social elevator
with the prospect of getting a paid position in the future. The party mainly accepted
the poor and low-capacity middle-income peasants as well as the laborers who were
considered to be the social stratum closest to the working class. The admission of
peasants with little education but with a “correct” class position contributed to the
radicalization of rural cells and the simultaneous growth of “parasitical sentiments.”

Among the peasants of the revolutionary turn generation from Kozlov Okrug of the
Central Blach Earth Region who applied to join the party in 1929, literate peasants
prevailed (86.3%); the rest were semi-literate or illiterate. However, judging by the
questionnaires, the literacy of the majority of candidates left much to be desired. This
Is evidenced by numerous spelling mistakes. Only 14% of the peasants who joined
the party were engaged in individual farming. Despite intensified agitation, the
number of laborers and shepherds who applied for joining the party was small
(8.9%). At the time of application, more than half of the candidates (53%) were
members of various collective farms.?® According to the data of 1. Vareikis, the first
secretary of the oblast committee, 7.7% of peasant farms had been collectivized by
October 1, 1929 in the Central Black Earth Region.* Thus, the share of those wishing
to become Party members among collective farmers was significantly higher than
among those running their own farms. The propaganda of the advantages of
collective farming, as well as the promise of substantial benefits from the
government, to which the poor were already accustomed, influenced the change in
the peasants’ life patterns. Obviously, the collective farmers’ aspiration to become
members of the ruling party was connected with the desire to overcome poverty, to
leave the occupation of farming, and to obtain a “briefcase.”

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The study of the database shows that the overwhelming majority of peasant
activists (85.5%) who joined the VKP(b) had land but were exempted from paying
agricultural tax. Only 12.3% of the villagers paid the state an average of 3 to 7 rubles.
The owners of such small plots of land had no economic opportunity to overcome
poverty, so they willingly joined the party in the hope of improving their quality of
life. In addition to farming, 15.9% of peasants held the positions of chairmen and
members of village councils, employees of consumer cooperative societies and the
KKOV.

A typical example of an activist from the revolutionary turn generation was
K. Kodyakin (b. 1900), a native of Seslavinskii Raion. From the age of 10 to 15 the
peasant was a shepherd, at the age of 15 he became a laborer, then in 1918 he started
service in the Red Army. After demobilization in 1924, he worked as a village
watchman for several years until he got his own farm. But by 1928 Kodyakin had left
farming and became a wholesale buyer in the Consumer Society.*

Older members of this generation had time to serve in the old army. For example,
A. Kondrashev (b. 1894), was born in Seslavinskii Raion and began his labor activity
as a sharecropper; then in 1915-17 he fought in the First World War. After returning
from the war, he managed to become an individual farmer, but in 1918 he was
mobilized (or volunteered) in the Red Army. From 1921 Kondrashev was engaged in
farming again? It is noteworthy that many peasant laborers were able to start an
individual farm after the revolution, which was facilitated by the “communal
revolution” that led to the redistribution of land. The huge demographic losses during
the wars and the revolution were also of great importance.

A significant part of the peasants who participated in the revolutionary events
chose the career of an official after the return to peaceful life. For instance,
I. Koltyukov (b. 1896) was engaged in farming in 1906-15; from 1915, he served in
the tsarist army and from 1918, in the Red Army. The future activist became
chairman of the village council in 1922, chairman of the KKOV in 1925, head of the
raion KKOV in 1927.*® A significant part of the peasants who participated in the
revolutionary events chose the career of an official after the return to peaceful life.
For instance, I. Koltyukov (b. 1896) was engaged in farming in 1906-15; from 1915,
he served in the tsarist army and from 1918, in the Red Army.

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After a short respite in 1918 (during this period he was a woodcutter), he joined the
Red Army, where he served until 1922. After two years of work in his farm,
Dubovitsky became a member of the VIK, then chairman of the KKOV and
instructor for the collection of agricultural tax.** The prioritization of party activities
in the life of an activist peasant usually led to the decline of his own farm, which
caused a negative attitude towards him on the part of his fellow villagers.

Familiarization with urban life was an important factor in shaping the outlook of
the peasants of the age group under study during the years of revolutionary
upheavals. Familiarization with urban life was an important factor in shaping the
outlook of the peasants of the age group under study during the years of revolutionary
upheavals. Unusual living conditions, material difficulties, and often revolutionary
propaganda contributed to the radicalization of young villagers’ views. For instance,
having worked as a shepherd and a laborer in Sosnovskii Raion, in 1914
V. Zabolotnikov (b. 1897) moved to Donbas where he became a miner. After serving
in the tsarist and Red Army, he returned to the village, where he received his land
allotment. In 1926, the literate peasant joined the Consumer Society, and two years
later he applied for admission to the party.*® he career of S. Epifanov (b. 1893) ia an
example of a typical biography of an activist. Initially, he was a shepherd, then in
1908 he became a worker at a brickyard and after that at a mine. Like many members
of his generation, after participating in World War | and the Civil War, he returned to
his village and became chairman of the village council in 1924. Apparently, he did
not connect his life with farming, worked as a forester and then as chairman of the
board of the Consumer Cooperative Society.*® Experience of work in the city was a
positive factor in both admission to the party and appointment to official positions in
the village.

An analysis of the questionnaire data of party candidates from among the
representatives of the revolutionary turn generation allows us to draw up a typical
biography of a rural activist. 67 % of activists began their career as a farmhands or
shepherds; only 32.7 percent of them started working on their own farms. 82.7% of
peasants participated in World War | and the Civil War. At the beginning of the NEP,
most of them started their own farms, but by 1928 they had already left farming
either by joining collective farms or by entering the service. The peasant of this
generation was a typical “man with a gun” who determined the fate of the country
during the crucial years of the revolution and civil war.

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Groups of the poor began to be created after the resolution of the October 1925
plenum of the Central Committee of the RKP(b). The party decided to create special
groups of the poor in villages, volosts, and raions. The purpose of the new
associations was to practically defend the interests of the poorest part of the peasantry
in village councils, cooperative societies, peasant committees, etc. Contemporary
researcher I. Kuznetsov believes that “it was justified to unite them [the poor strata]
In one or another organization to protect their interests. A different matter is the
desire to turn the marginalized, least cultured part of the rural population into a
political leader.”®” Formally, the purpose of the groups of the poor was to strengthen
the alliance with the middle classes, but in practice their creation exacerbated the
class struggle in the village.

The database of participants in the okrug conferences of the poor of Kozlov Okrug
of the Central Black Earth Region in 1928-29 shows that 59.8% of them belonged to
the revolutionary turn generation. A significant part of the delegates were
representatives of the grassroot Soviet bodies (74.6%).%® Thus, although directly
connected with the grain farming, peasants at the conferences were the spokesmen for
the interests of the small village bureaucracy.

The lumpenized elements of the village between 25 and 40 years of age were
widely represented at the conferences of the poor: 33.6% of the participants had only
a hut. 72.4% of peasants were exempted from agricultural tax, while the rest were
charged symbolic amounts. Half of the participants (54.1%) cultivated land by their
own labor; 34%, by rented or hired labor. The rest of the activists worked in a
collective or had no land plot.

One of the main tasks of the party’s policy in the village was to help small peasant
farms. In 1928-29, 34.9% of the village activists received soft loans. These were
mostly small sums to buy a plow or timber and to cultivate the land. Larger loans of
100-150 roubles for the purchase of a horse and a cow were quite rare. Almost all
peasant activists participated in consumer cooperation (93%), which was facilitated
by various benefits for the poor. In general, state support for the poor was

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insufficient, which is why the party leadership saw the solution to this problem in the
transition to collective farming methods.

Despite the fact that the majority of activists were literate, only 57% of peasants
subscribed to any newspapers. The most popular newspapers were Krest'yanskaya
gazeta [Peasant newspaper], Nasha Pravda [Our truth], Bednota [The poor], and
Batrak [The laborer].

It is well known that peasants leave very few “written traces” that allow us to
analyze their spiritual world. The extant documents on the groups of the poor from
the party archive allow us to partially fill this gap. The socio-political views of
activists who came from poor peasants are reflected in the materials of the
conferences held in 1928-29. The verbatim records of the participants’ speeches were
not intended for widespread use, so they are a reliable source of information.

Among the groups of the poor there was a desire to monopolize power in the
village on the model of the Committees of the Poor of the Civil War. In November
1928, at the raion conference of the groups of the poor of Lev-Tolstovskii Raion, the
debates expressed the opinion that “being representatives of the government, the poor
would fully implement the laws of the government and protect the interests of the
population.”® In response to such sentiments, the party reminded that the groups of
the poor were a public organization. The country’s leaders understood the danger of
the emergence of a new center of power in the village. At the end of 1928, this issue
was clarified at the 1st conference of the poor of the Kozlov Okrug:

The groups of the poor are not the main authority in the village; they influence
the authorities; all issues put forward by the groups of the poor should be pursued
by the corresponding bodies of authority.*

Peasant-activists of the revolutionary turn generation were very critical of the
condition of the party and state apparatus in the village. At a general meeting of the
poor of Kirsanovskii Raion of Tambov Okrug, one participant frankly stated that “the
Soviet rule is good, but its apparatus is bad.”** In December 1928, another delegate
said at the first okrug conference of the groups of the poor in Tambov:

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It is necessary to put good party members in power. Now there are old people
[kulaks and White Guards] in power, standing at the head. Acquaintances and
protégé are of tremendous importance.*?

Peasants expressed dissatisfaction with the quality of the inspection of village
councils because instructors “went to the chairman and make friends with him first of
all.”* There was an acute shortage of party members in the village. For instance, in
Khvorostyanskii Raion there was not a single VKP(b) member among the population
of 6,000 people.*

Poor people were particularly indignant at the aspiration of party members to a
prosperous life. In 1929, Grebennikov, a delegate from Dobrovskii Raion, was
indignant that “party member Tret'yakov led the line to his own enrichment, rented
land, received loans.”®

At a conference of the groups of the poor in Kozlov Okrug in 1928, activist
Kornev from Shekhmanskii Raion expressed dissatisfaction with the amount of state
aid, “They give a poor man a loan of 5 rubles, and a month later they demand it
back.”® At the conference of the poor in Gryazninskaya Volost, female peasant
Kochetkova said, “The poor were not given money for support, and therefore they
cannot cultivate their land.”"’

Hostility to the wealthy strata of the population or the kulaks was a common
feature of the worldview of peasant activists. But even among them there were
speeches in defense of the kulaks. For example, representative of Bondarskii Raion
Shchikin said, “They talk a lot about the kulaks, but there are no kulaks in the village,
and those who have three horses are not kulaks.”*® At a meeting of the poor in
Algasovskii Raion, peasants said, “You want to set us against the kulak, but how will

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we live without a kulak, we will have nowhere to get bread, since the cooperative will
not give us any.”* In Kamenka (Rzhaksinskii Raion), a poor man said, “The well-to-
do should also be given loans.”” According to ethnographer M. Fenomenov, the
attitude of the majority of the poor to the kulaks was reduced to the proverb “Do not
fight with the strong, do not sue the rich.”®* In general, it can be argued that the ruin
of the affluent strata of the population in the late 1920s objectively worsened the
economic situation of the poor. Under the conditions of clearly insufficient state
support, “the rich” in the village were the “last hope” of the poor strata.

At conferences, activists constantly drew attention to the poor people’s speeches in
favor of the affluent strata of the village on the issues of grain procurement, self-
taxation, and collectivization. In 1928, Kozlovskii, a poor man from Sampurskii
Raion of Tambov Okrug, was indignant, “Bread procurement does not differ in any
way from the old one. After all, we poured it to the landlord back then and now we
pour it to the state.””” Widespread became the phenomenon when rich peasants gave
bread to the poor “for storage.” In 1928, the communists of Pokrovo-Marfinskii
Raion (Tambov Okrug) recognized that peasants were willing to export bread only if
there was a need for industrial goods and money.*?

All-peasant solidarity was manifested among the activists even on the eve of total
collectivization. At a conference of the groups of the poor in Sosnovskii Raion in
June 1929, peasant Shiryakov stated, “Everybody somehow has the habit of
considering the peasant who toils and digs in ground a sole proprietor. This, in my
opinion, is fundamentally wrong.”>

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The presence of sympathy for wealthy owners among some peasants did not mean
the absence of sharp class contradictions in the village. The topic of “kulak terror”
was quite relevant at the meetings of activists. According to poor man Zav'yalov,
kulaks slaughtered a horse of an activist who had created a partnership for joint
cultivation of land in the Staro-Yuryevskii Raion in 1928.>° In Khvorostyanskii
Raion, kulaks threatened activists with death if they were deprived of their voting
rights.”® At the second raion conference in the town of Kozlov at the end of 1929, a
peasant who worked in the village council and in the commission for grain
procurement complained that kulaks had burned his barn. The Staro-Yuryevskii
Raion Executive Committee refused to help the peasant because the building
belonged to his son.”’

At conferences, peasant activists agitated for early collectivization, but they joined
collective farms for fear of losing their positions rather than for economic reasons.
The few collective farms were feared by pragmatic peasants accustomed to small
family-labor farming. The economic situation of many collective farms in the late
1920s left much to be desired. At a conference of the poor in Izberdievskii Raion
(Kozlov Okrug) in 1929, peasant Markov admitted that

our collective farm, organized only from the poor who have nothing in terms of
property was terrible penury.*®

Conclusion

In the late 1920s, the activists of the revolutionary turn generation showed
declining interest in personal labor household. The aspiration to obtain a paid
position, for the sake of which it was necessary to show solidarity with the actions of
the authorities, came to the fore. Economic difficulties of the small individual farm
developed a negative attitude of activists towards more successful fellow villagers.
The egalitarian sentiments of peasant activists were a factor used by the authorities to
foment class struggle in the village.

Those who came from the poorest strata of the peasantry played a special role
among the activists. Representatives of the groups of the poor openly expressed their

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desire to become the dominant force in the village. The participants in these
associations were characterized by a critical attitude towards the lower bureaucratic
apparatus, dissatisfaction with the level of state support, and a desire for equalization.

Activists who started their career without owning their own farm showed a
negative attitude towards private property. Work in the city, poverty, and propaganda
of class hostility provided breeding ground for the growth of extremist sentiments.
An important factor in shaping the socio-political views of the peasants of the
revolutionary turn generation was their participation in the First World War and the
Civil War. Having gone through the hardest trials at the front, the activists brought
violent practices into everyday life.

Along with the radicalized youth, it was the peasants of the revolutionary turn
generation who became the mainstay of the party’s policy in the countryside. The
performance of minor Dbureaucratic duties contributed to the communist
indoctrination of rural activists. At the same time, it would be an exaggeration to talk
about the complete oblivion of traditional peasant values among activists. Excessive
pressure of the party on peasants was supported only by the marginalized part of the
activists. A significant part of the poor peasants opposed the intensification of grain
procurements and repression against the well-to-do part of the village.
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
