Militiamen of the workers’ militia of the Vyborgsky district and the city militia
of the Spassky district of Petrograd — victims of the soldiers’ and residents’
violence (March — October 1917)

Abstract. The article analyzes examples of violent actions of soldiers and residents, whose victims
in March — October 1917 were militiamen of the Vyborgsky and Spassky districts. The militia of
Vyborgsky District, which was formed in the days of the February Revolution at its industrial
enterprises, differed in composition from the militia of the Spassky district, which was staffed on
the basis of free-and-easy hire, i.e. the militia of the Vyborgsky district consisted of workers, while
any volunteer could join the militia of the Spassky district. In other words, a comparison of
soldiers’ and residents’ violence against militiamen of the two districts of Petrograd, fundamentally
different in terms of the personnel composition of their militia, allows us to solve an important
scientific issue: what type of militia, workers’ militia or city militia, was more respected by soldiers
and residents?

For the first time, on the example of numerous sources, an attempt is made to consider and
systematize cases when militiamen, assistants to sub-district commissars, and even commissars of
the VVyborgsky and Spassky districts of Petrograd became victims to the violence of both soldier
and residents. The militiamen were insulted, beaten, and blatantly humiliated. The militiamen on
duty were often attacked by two or three persons, and sometimes a whole crowd acted against them.
The perpetrators of such law violations were detained and sent to the commissariat for making the
records of what had happened. Then, the soldiers were usually sent to the commandant’s office or to
provisional courts, and the residents were sent to provisional courts. After the abolition of
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provisional courts in July, the offenders and the records of the incidents were sent to the
magistrates’ courts. Despite the militiamen’ efforts to fight crime in the city, the number of law
breakers increased every month and the militiamen were often defenseless against hooligans. It was
possible to study the examples of such law violations by surveying the records of the city militia of
Spassky District and the workers’ militia of the Vyborgsky district of the city of Petrograd. As a
result of the study, it was found that militiamen of the Spassky district suffered from soldiers’ and
residents’ violence more often. In this regard, it can be argued that the militiamen of the workers’
militia had more influence and were more respected by soldiers and residents at the place of their
service than the militiamen of the city militia.

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Introduction

The history of the Petrograd city militia was addressed by both domestic* and
foreign historians.? Violence against militiamen who were on duty is mentioned by
V. Aksenov® and A. Nikolaev.* At the same time, incidents in which the militiamen

of the Vyborgsky and Spassky districts would appear are rarely mentioned in
historiography. For instance, D. Ereshchenko writes about beatings of militiamen of
the Spassky district in June 1917.° In his monograph, V. Musaev cites a case of
beating an assistant to a sub-district commissar in the Spassky district and notes that
the crowd “almost destroyed the premises of the commissariat.”® Little is known
about unlawful acts against the militiamen of the Vyborgsky district. In his article
about the yard cleaners who appeared before the provisional courts, A. Nikolaev cites
an incident with a militiaman of the workers’ militia of the 2™ Vyborgsky subdistrict,
who was insulted by a yard cleaner.” T. Hasegawa writes about humiliation of a
militiaman of the workers’ militia in the 2™ Vyborgsky district in October.? Thus, the
issue of those crimes of which the militiamen were victims remains insufficiently
studied.

The article focuses on the study and comparison of the attitude of soldiers and
residents to the workers’ and city militia through the prism of violent actions, the
victims of which were militiamen. It should be noted that the militia of the
Vyborgsky district was organized by the workers of the factories of the VVyborg Side.’
It was the only district in Petrograd where all the commissariats belonged to the
workers’ militia.’> The militia of the Spassky district was staffed on the basis of
“free-and-easy hire,”™ i.e. any volunteer could join the militia. The Spassky district,
one of the central districts of Petrograd, was a “socially”*? less safe neighborhood
than the rest of the city. A significant number of factories were located in the

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Vyborgsky district, and its population consisted mainly of workers and members of
their families. Based on the sources that are introduced into scientific circulation for
the first time, the article attempts to study and compare violence against militiamen
of the workers’ militia of the Vyborgsky district and the city militia of the Spassky
district.

The topic of the study is revealed through various historical sources, in particular,
militia daily reports and records stored in the Central State Archive of
St Petersburg.'® The daily reports contain records not only of the law violations in
which the militiamen were victims, but also of where the detainees were sent, as well
as records of these cases. Depending on the severity of crimes against militiamen, the
sub-district commissar or assistant commissar reported them to the head of the
Petrograd city militia, and sometimes to the headquarters of the district commander-
in-chief. The case files drawn up from April to July 1917 were sent to the provisional
courts. After the abolition of the provisional courts, in accordance with the order of
the Minister of Justice as of July 19, 1917, record files began to be sent to the
magistrates’ courts.* In case of serious crimes, the case was transferred to the
investigating judge. If the crimes were committed by soldiers, the case files and often
the detainees themselves were sent from the militia commissariats to the
commandant’s office. It should be clarified that the documents of record keeping on
crime in the Vyborgsky and Spassky districts for March 1917 have not been
preserved. Only daily reports of the sub-district commissariats of these districts from
April to October are availabble. In addition, most of the records of the Vyborgsky
district, unlike those of the Spassky district, have not survived to this day, most likely
they were lost. For example, there are no daily records for September in the
1% Vyborg sub-district. However, the extant daily reports of the Vyborgsky district
contain records of arbitrariness of the population towards the militiamen. In the
course of the study, materials from the periodical press were also used.

The territorial scope of the study is limited to the Spassky district and Vyborgsky
district (the 1% and the 2™ sub-districts).

Recruitment to the Petrograd city militia, which was established in the days of the
February Revolution, was based on hiring without the requirement to provide

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personal documents. Thus, any volunteers, even real criminals, could join the city
militia."> The city militia of one of the central districts of Petrograd, the Spassky
district, was not an exception. Among the militiamen there were students of higher
educational institutions and lawyers™ who did not have special training for service.
Lieutenant Antipov, the commissar of the 4™ Spassky sub-district, reported, “The
composition of the militia staff is very bad... They have no influence on the
population at all.”” As for the militia of the Vyborg district, it was formed at
factories and plants, i.e. workers became militiamen.*® Unprofessionalism and
incompetence of the majority of militiamen of both the city and the workers’ militia
undermined their authority in the eyes of the population. Militiamen themselves often
became victims of violence of soldiers and residents, which is confirmed by the
address of D. Kryzhanovsky, the head of the Petrograd city militia, to all
commissariats that was published in Petrogradskii listok on March 12 with a proposal
to “immediately report all accidents with militiamen.”"

The rules governing the relationship of militiamen with citizens were given in the
“Provisional Instructions for a Militiaman.”?® In particular, it mentioned the
protection of “each and every one from any violence,” the protection of public peace

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and order, etc., but it said nothing about specific measures to counter the residents’ or
soldiers’ arbitrariness when the militiamen became its victims.

Incidents related to the commissars and assistant commissars

The incidents that involved commissars (who were in charge of commissariats
and responsible for the control of the employees’ activities) and their assistants
(usually 2 persons) deserve special attention. For instance, on May 11, the
commissariat of the 1% sub-district of the Spassky district received a complaint from
V. Botsvadze, the commissar of the 1% sub-district of the workers’ militia of the
Vyborg district, saying that he was insulted at 29 Italianskaya Street. The record of
the incident was sent to the magistrate’s court of the 21* district.>* Another incident
occurred in the 3™ Spassky subdistrict and was mentioned in the daily report of
July 25-26. A record was made about insulting an assistant commissar and a
militiaman who were on duty. Case file no. 1901 was handed over to the magistrate
of the 54™ precinct.?? In the 1% Spassky sub-district, a cab driver (no. 3798)
Arkadii N. Rumyantsev was detained on July 30; he identified himself as a soldier of
the 176" reserve infantry regiment. Rumyantsev was accused of insulting the
commissar and demanding “excessive fare.” It is not clear from the daily report who
Rumyantsev demanded to pay him. The perpetrator and the case file were forwarded
to the commandant of the Admiralteysky district.?® In the first days of August, a
crowd of militarymen and civilians beat the assistant commissar of the 3™ Spassky
sub-district S. Sharilov who tried to prevent lynching of the merchant on Sadovaya
Street. Sharilov was taken to the Council of Workers’ and Soldiers’ Deputies, and in
the evening he was taken to the Obukhov hospital. A militia detachment was called in
to restore order, but “being deprived of weapons,” the militiamen were scattered by
the crowd. Then the commandant of the Admiralteysky district sent a guard detail to

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the scene. The incident was reported to the head of the Petrograd city militia and to
the headquarters of the district commander-in-chief. Record no. 2039 was drawn up.*
V. Musaev quotes a similar case: the hooligans beat the assistant commissar of the
Spassky district, who “prevented the requisition of leather supplies,” after which they
tried to smash the premises of the commissariat.” In addition, the historian points out
that during the pogrom of shops in the Apraksin market area in early September, the
commissar of the 3™ Spassky sub-district was not beaten, but it was a narrow
escape.’® The commissar of the workers’ militia of the 2" Vyborg sub-district
G. Arkhipkin and his assistant Dmitry Usachev detained citizens “who called
themselves Fyodor Gorev and Vaska Shprot” for causing a mess in a tavern on
Astrakhanskaya Street and striking the commissar. According to the daily report for
September 14-15, the case file was transferred to the magistrate.?” In the “Incidents”
column of the daily report for September 29-30 in the 2" Spassky sub-district, the
following incnident was recorded. According to the commissar’s statement that he
was “knocked down” by a trailer, a record was made. The “Actions Undertaken”
column says, “Has been held to account.””

Apparently, not only ordinary militiamen but also commissars as well as their
assistants suffered from the soldier’s and residents’ arbitrariness. It should be
emphasized that not only the commissars of the city militia of the Spassky district but
also the commissars of the workers’ militia of the Vyborgsky district became victims
of violence.

Militiamen — victims of the soldiers’ and residents’ violence

Militiamen often became victims of violence of soldiers or the population. They
were victims of shootings and fights; sometimes they were “thrown stones at,”
“drawn into hand-to-hand combat, inflicting wounds, beaten and disarmed.”*

This can be confirmed by the incident that happened to the militiamen of the
Spassky and Admiralteysky districts. On March 28, at about 2 a.m., the militiamen of
the 2" Admiralteysky sub-district started shooting at a car on the Anichkov Bridge
because the driver of the car had ignored the command to stop and two warning shots

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in the air. The militiamen on duty at the corner of Nevsky Avenue and Sadovaya
Street (militiamen of the Spassky district) also started shooting at that vehicle. At this
time, a second car drove out of Sadovaya Street, several shots were fired at the
militiamen from the second car, and the car disappeared. The passengers of the first
car (6 men and 1 woman) were arrested. None of the militia officers were hurt.*® On
March 30, the Petrogradskii Listok published an article about another shooting round.
It said that the militiamen of the Spassky district detained a car “of those that in
recent days had produced some alarm” in the city. Fellow militiamen who arrived to
replace their comrades at the post and soldiers arrived in time to help. The detained
order violators were escorted to the commandant’s office and taken into custody.*
A. Nikolaev wrote about the “black cars,” but similar facts of shooting at militiamen
from the cars mentioned by him were recorded in early March.*

Regarding criminal situation in the spring, we managed to identify several cases.
All of them took place in the territory of the 3™ Spassky sub-district: in April 1917, a
warrior of the 308" infantry squad attacked a militiaman:* Vinogradov was detained
being drunk in the Serbia tea shop for “rude treatment of militiaman Vasilyev’;* in
May, there were two attacks on militiamen; one case file was sent to the
20™ provisional court,®® and the other, according to the daily report, “will be sent to
the provisional court.”

Not only did citizens attacked militiamen, but they could also push them off the
road, which happened, for example, on June 10 with a militiaman from the
1% Spassky sub-district. A record was made on the perpetrator, cab driver Mikhail
Fomin, and was then sent to the 21% provisional court.*” In addition, in June, two
more records of “insulting militiamen by action” were drawn up in the commissariat

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of the 1% Spassky sub-district. Record files of these law violations were also sent to
the 21% provisional court.*®

Drunken citizens started fights with militiamen. It is confirmed by the daily
reports of the 2" Spassky sub-district of July 19-20.*° Attacks on militiamen could
occur both for no apparent reason® and in situations when the militiamen called the
debauchers to order.*!

The tension between militiamen and criminal element in 1917 increased every
month. Low professional level of the militiamen and their lack of proper training
allowed criminals, deserters, and soldiers to take a more advantageous position in this
confrontation. It turned out that among the total number of cases when militiamen
suffered, only 30% accounted for the detention of criminals, and in the remaining
70% of cases militiamen became victims of residents’ and soldiers’ arbitrariness.*

For example, an egregious incident occurred in the 2™ Viyborgsky sub-district on
July 24. At 9 p.m., three soldiers were delivered to the commissariat by militiamen of
workers’ militia with the assistance of the 2™ detachment of crippled warriors. The
soldiers were accused of beating Sergei Kuznetsov, a soldier of the 1% machine-gun
regiment of the musical team, on Bolshoy Sampsonievsky Avenue opposite no. 44.
The militiamen who arrived in time to help Kuznetsov were disarmed by the soldiers
who “started shooting at them” and in addition attacked the militiamen with bladed
weapons. Militiaman Alexander Pirozhenkov (bandage no. 34046) was hacked with a
saber, and militiaman Mikhail Kalilov (bandage no. 30622) was shot in the head,
after which he was hit with a saber. The first aid to militiamen was rendered in the
commissariat.* The commissar of the 2™ Vyborgsky sub-district corresponded about
this case with the head of the Petrograd city militia** and the head of the Petrograd

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city militia department corresponded with the prosecutor of the Petrograd district
court.”® The case was transferred to the prosecutor of the Petrograd district court for
consideration.*®

According to V. Musaev, trying to prevent riots, militiamen “were themselves
beaten.”’ There were cases when militiamen were beaten and attacked both in the
Spassky*® and in the Viyborgsky districts.”® On July 28, at 11 p.m., three soldiers, with
the help of a crowd of unknown people, beat up a militiaman from the 3™ Spassky
sub-district for his attempt to stop the sale of alcohol in a tavern on Sennaya Square.
The conflict reached such a point that the commandant of Admiralteysky District
called a guard detail. During the preliminary inquiry, it turned out that the two
detained instigators, soldiers Melnikov and Petukhov, were in the machine-gun
company of the reserve battalion of the Kexholm Guard Regiment. Record no. 1965
was made; both soldiers were escorted to the commandant of the Admiralteysky
District.”

To “stop the scuffle” that was started by soldiers and hooligans on August 9 at
about 8 p.m. at the corner of Baburin Lane and Bolshoy Sampsonievsky Avenue,
which the militiamen could not cope with, a detachment of the Moscow Regiment
and a company of junkers were called in. The detachment arrived and managed to
restore order, but before its arrival, shots had been fired from both sides. There were
no wounded. Heavily beaten militiamen of the workers’ militia of the 2" \Vyborgsky

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sub-district received medical aid in the commissariat.®® Such clashes were not
uncommon and could end in “local street fighting with the participation of a dozen
people on each side.”

Beatings of militiamen became part of everyday life. For example, on September
2, a militiaman from the 2" Spassky sub-district was beaten on Voznesensky
Avenue, which is why he was sent to the Obukhov hospital. A telegram was sent to
the head of the Petrograd city militia about what had happened.® However, similar
incidents were not unusual in Spassky District in September 1917.>* In the same
month, the militiamen of the workers’ militia of the 2" Vyborgsky sub-district
participated in a shooting® and in a fight with a worker of the Stary Parviainen
plant.>®

D. Ereshchenko emphasizes that sometimes militiamen were attacked for no
reason.”” In a report of October 9, addressed to the head of the Petrograd city militia,
the commissar of the 4™ Spassky sub-district reported that militiaman Joseph Popel
was wounded while on duty. On October 8, at 9 p.m., unknown persons stabbed him
“in the lower part of the left eye.” After receiving medical aid, the militiaman
remained at his post.”® Militiamen of the Spassky district were repeatedly attacked in
October: they were beaten®® and shot at.®® D. Ereshchenko® and T. Hasegawa® write
about the humiliation and torture of a militiaman of the workers’ militia in the 2"
Vyborgsky District, when a group of hooligans forced him to crawl on all fours and
bark like a dog for several hours. It should be added that the militiaman was released

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thanks to his wife, who “cried begging” the hooligans to stop,” as indicated in the
daily report of October 16-17. Other militiamen also suffered at the hands of
hooligans in the Viyborgsky district in October.*

In addition, there is interesting information about the former militiaman of the
1% Vyborgsky sub-district Kondratii Murashkin, who was released from service in
August. As recorded in the daily report of the Polyustrovsky district, on September 2,
a mob lynched him because “being drunk, he began to kick children playing in the
street” at no. 30, Polyustrovsky Avenue. “With great difficulty” the militia
detachment took Murashkin away “from the raging crowd” and took him to the
commissariat.®®

It should be noted that the militiamen of both the workers’ and city militia equally
suffered from the hooligans’ arbitrariness. The militiamen were not only beaten but
also wounded with knives, shot at, and subjected to torture.

Insults and threats against militiamen

However, militiamen on duty faced insults or threats more often. For example,
A. Nikolaev writes about an insult of militiamen. On April 12, yard cleaner N.
Andreev insulted Lishchenko, a militiaman of the workers’ militia of the
2" Vyborgsky sub-district, for which he was taken to the commissariat of the
2" \/yborgsky sub-district.?® It should be noted that this is the only identified incident
during the spring when a militiaman of the workers’ militia was insulted. The
following cases refer to the militia of the Spassky district. For insulting militiamen,
the perpetrators were escorted to the commissariats, and the case files were sent to the
provisional courts.®” Some militiamen considered it an insult to themselves when they

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were called “gorodovoi” [a lower police rank in the Russian Empire]. Such an
incident happened to Mikhailov, a militiaman of the 3™ Spassky sub-district, while he
was on guard duty.®®

The number of incidents increased every month. Moreover, in June there were
more cases of violence against militiamen in the Spassky district than in the
Vyborgsky district. As a rule, after such an incident, the perpetrator was taken to the
commissariat, where a record was made, which was then sent to the provisional court.
As mentioned earlier, most often militiamen on duty were insulted (sometimes with
“billingsgate language”®) by citizens™ or soldiers’* who refused to comply with the
requirements of a law enforcement officer’® or even threatened him with a weapon.”

In July, the situation was growing worse. For instance, we managed to identify an
incident when Andreev, a militiaman of the 1% Spassky sub-district, was insulted with
“words and actions” by a child. The file was sent to the juvenile magistrate court.”
On July 8, militiamen of the 3" Spassky sub-district became victims of insults by
Mikhail Mikhailov and a soldier of the 172" reserve infantry regiment. The detainees
were transferred to the 20™ provisional court.”® In addition to the above, we managed
to identify 12 more similar cases in the Spassky district’® and 1 in the VVyborgsky

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district.”” There were instances when militiamen were insultingly called “cops,”’

“shameless men,” “adherents of the old regime,””® and “policemen.”*

Sometimes citizens turned the crowd against the militia. For example, in early
August, militiaman Meshkovskii detained Viktor Vasiliev in the 2™ Spassky sub-
district. Vasiliev was turning “the crowd against the militia” and insulting the
militiaman. A statement of this fact was drawn up and sent to the magistrate.®
Another interesting incident also occurred in the 2™ Spassky sub-district: on August
24, Nikolai P. Koklin came to the commissariat of the 2" Spassky sub-district and
“demanding a squad of militiamen to arrest deserters, insulted the militiamen, calling
them ‘bribe-takers’.” The case was referred to the magistrate of the 3" precinct.* The
daily reports of the Spassky district® and the Vyborgsky district® for August also
contain information about insulting militiamen on duty.

Crime rate grew every month; militiamen became victims of the residents’ and
soldiers’ violence more often. In April, the Red Guards together with the workers’
militia started to protect a number of districts of Petrograd, including the Vyborgsky
district.®> However, the daily report records indicate that the help of the Red Guards
did little to maintain order in the streets.®® The situation in the Spassky district was no

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better: the militiamen were still subjected to verbal attacks,®” and the citizens began to
actively interfere with the orders of the militia,?® refused to obey orders,* and even
threatened to “smash the commissariat™ of the 3" Spassky sub-district.”

It is noteworthy that sometimes the militiamen were among the detainees. For
example, on October 2, senior militiaman Fyodor Salomonov was detained in the
1% Vyborgsky sub-district for rampage and insulting “militia officers.”* It was
written in the report about the incident that “an investigation was being carried out.”
Apparently, there were cases when the militiamen insulted their colleagues and the
latter reported them. It can be assumed that Salomonov was drunk. However,
something else is of interest in this case: the militiaman was detained by his
colleagues and, most likely, was taken to the commissariat.

The fight against crime yielded no significant results either in the central districts
or in the outskirts of the city: in October, the militiamen of the workers’ militia of the
Vyborgsky district were insulted when on duty® in the same way as the militiamen of
the Spassky district,** against whom the crowd was also turned.*

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Thefts from militiamen

Only one instance of theft was identified. On September 20, a militiaman from
the Novy Lessner plant reported the theft of 50 roubles and a chain worth 50 roubles
to the commissariat of the 2" Vyborgsky sub-district. It was recorded in the report
that “the inquiry was being carried out.”*

Conclusion

Summing up, let us point out that most crimes against militiamen of the
Vyborgsky and Spassky districts of Petrograd committed in the period from March to
October 1917 were insults and threats — 66 incidents. There are 34 cases when force
was used against militia officers. There are 5 records about incidents in which
commissars and assistant commissars were involved. Of these, 2 incidents occurred
with the workers’ militia of the 1% and 2" Vyborgsky sub-districts, and 3 incidents
were related to the city militia of the 2" and 3™ Spassky sub-districts. In total,
105 cases of soldiers’ and residents’ unlawful actions were revealed, as a result of
which militiamen of Spassky and Vyborgsky Districts suffered. In March — October,
23 incidents occurred in the Vyborgsky district and 77 incidents occurred in the
Spassky district when militiamen became victims of the arbitrariness of the residents.

Speaking of incidents by district, let us note that only 3 such cases are mentioned
in the 1% Vyborgsky sub-district of the workers’ militia. The cases are related to
insulting the workers’ militia in October. In the 2" Vyborgsky sub-district of the
workers’ militia, 20 cases were identified: 9 of them were related to violence, one
crime was committed against a former militiaman of the workers’ militia, and in total
there were 10 crimes; 9 cases were threats and insults to militiamen; 1 theft from a
militiaman was identified.

In the 1% Spassky sub-district of the city militia, 13 cases were recorded in total.
The greatest number of crimes falls on insults and threats against militiamen
(11 incidents) and only 2, on violence. In the 2" Spassky sub-district of the city
militia, there were 30 cases in total, namely: insults and threats to militiamen,
19 cases; violence against them, 11 cases. In the 3™ Spassky sub-district of the city
militia, 29 incidents were identified, of which 12 were the cases when militiamen
were subjected to violence by soldiers and residents of Petrograd and 17 were the
cases when militiamen were insulted and threatened. In the 4™ Spassky sub-district of
the city militia, there were only 4 cases: 2 of them were connected with arbitrariness
in relation to militiamen, and the other 2 were insults.

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Apparently, most cases were recorded in the 2" and 3™ Spassky sub-districts.
Few incidents with militiamen on duty were identified in the VVyborgsky district. This
may be related to the poor filling in the daily reports in Vyborgsky District, in
contrast to which, exemplary work with the record keeping is noticeable in the
2" and 3™ commissariats of the Spassky district. At the same time, the revealed and
studied facts of violence allow us to state that the militiamen of the workers’ militia
carried more weight and were more respected by soldiers and residents at the place of
their service than the militiamen of the city militia.
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
