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Polish First Infantry Division of Interned and Exiled Poles:
From Its Formation to the “Battle of Lenino” (May-October 1943)

Abstract. The article is devoted to the political, military, and demographic aspects of the formation
of the Polish 1st Tadeusz KoS$ciuszko Infantry Division in the Soviet Union in May 1943. It
examines such factors as the number and composition of the contingent of Polish exiled settlers and
prisoners of war relocated to the inland regions of the USSR after 1939; the first experience of the
formation of the Polish army under the command of W. Anders in 1942-43; the efforts of the Soviet
special services to select the leadership for the division and prepare the political ground for its
formation. The characteristics of the personality, professional qualities, and political position of the
division commander Zygmunt Berling as well as the facts from his biography related to cooperation
with the Soviet authorities are also provided. The article analyzes the efforts of the Soviet side
aimed at the international legitimization of the Polish 1st Infantry Division, associated with the
scrupulous reproduction of the already established Polish military tradition. Much attention in the
article is paid to the political and military circumstances of the baptism of fire of the Polish
Division, which was given the name “the Battle of Lenino” in Polish historiography. It is shown
that despite the rather dubious results of the two-day battle, Soviet diplomacy obtained an
opportunity to demonstrate the Soviet-Polish “brotherhood in arms” at the Tehran Conference and
received an additional reason for declaring its claim to the post-war structure of Poland. It is noted
that the experience of formation of the Polish 1st Tadeusz Ko$ciuszko Infantry Division was
recognized as successful and became the first step in the formatting of Polish troops, which was
rapidly gaining pace with the assistance of the Soviet Union.

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From Its Formation to the “Battle of Lenino” (May—October 1943) Research

Introduction

During the Great Patriotic War, representatives of dozens of ethnic groups fought
on the Soviet-German front shoulder to shoulder against the German invaders and
their satellites. Military formations assembled specifically from among foreign
citizens also took part in the hostilities. They were not included in the ranks of the
Soviet armed forces but represented the foreign states occupied by the Third Reich,
their governments in exile, or socio-political organizations recognized by the Soviet
Union as legitimate and authorized representatives of these states. The most
numerous of the foreign formations were Polish troops, the formation of which in the
territory of the USSR reached its greatest extent in 1943-45. Formed with the
assistance and under the support of the Soviet Union, the Polish Army had included
two combined armies, tank units, aviation units, and artillery formations and units by
the end of the war. The listed number of Polish troops exceeded 300,000 people.
They became the core of the armed forces of the post-war People’s Poland. This
powerful movement began in May 1943, when, following the decision of the State
Defense Committee, the Polish 1% Tadeusz Kosciuszko Infantry Division was formed
and began its operation.

In the historiography of the Soviet period, foreign formations were studied from a
very specific ideological point of view because it is them that gave rise to the armies
of the future Warsaw bloc.! That left its mark on the quality of works on the subject,
the main task of which was to demonstrate the “brotherhood in arms” of the USSR
and the Eastern European peoples. Among the works of the Soviet period, the PhD
dissertation of I. Shinkarev, prepared at the Institute of Military History of the USSR
Ministry of Defense based on archival sources that were classified at that time,
should be especially stressed.” The study examines the organizational foundations of
foreign formations, including Polish formations.

The achievements of present-day Russian historiography in this matter are quite
insignificant. However, several works merit special attention. Among them are a
high-quality work of Ryazan local historians V. Filippov and G. Larin “Against a
Common Enemy. Soviet Soldiers in the Polish Army,”® which covers a wide range of

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issues related to the military development of Polish units in the USSR; a series of
articles by A. Zdanovich in the Voenno-instoricheskii zhurnal dedicated to the history
of the formation of the Polish army under Anders’ command” and to the formation of
the 1% Infantry Division under Berling’s command;’ a biographical article by
A. Noskova devoted to Berling.°

Contemporary Polish historiography is quite rich and diverse and at the same time
the most politicized. In the prevailing concept of the “two occupations” of Poland (by
the Third Reich and by the Soviet Union), there is no positive historical niche for the
Polish troops formed in the USSR. However, the scale of those Polish formations and
their contribution to the liberation of their country cannot be ignored. Among the
professional researchers studying the “Polish Army in the East,” there are
representatives of academic and university science, various military museums, and
other scientific historical institutions, including E. Kospath-Pawtowski, S. Jaczynski,
S. Zwolinski, H. Stanczyk, Cz. Grzelak, K. Kaczmarek, T. Leszkowicz, et al.” Their
studies are distinguished by the involvement of a wide range of sources and the depth
of scientific analysis. The disadvantage of these works is the rare use of materials
from Russian archives, which are fundamental for the study of Polish troops formed
in the USSR.

Even though several serious works have been devoted to the history of the Polish
1% Infantry Division, the political aspects of its formation and the problems of

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enrollment of privates and officers from among the Poles released from exile remain
poorly studied. This is what thee present article is devoted to.

The source base of the article consists of archival and published documents
revealing the issues of the formation, personnel recruitment, and future combat use of
the Polish 1% Infantry Division. In the Central Archive of the Ministry of Defense of
the Russian Federation (hereinafter TSAMO RF), materials from the archives of the
highest military control bodies were studied, including the General Staff of the Red
Army, the Commissioner for Foreign Military Formations, the Office of the People’s
Commissariat of Defense, the main directorates of the Red Army, as well as
analytical materials that accompanied the adoption of those decisions, such as various
kinds of correspondence and reference materials of the bodies responsible for
personnel issues and staffing (fonds 2, 7, 56, et al.). In the Russian State Archive of
Socio-Political History (RGASPI), the documents studied included those of the fonds
of the State Defense Committee, an extraordinary organ of state power in the Soviet
Union during the war (F. 644, op. 1 and 2).

A wide range of documentary publications among the sources used reflects desire
of the Russian side to convey and document its position in the extremely difficult
history of relations between our two peoples.® As a rule, publications are
accompanied by high-quality references, and the introductory articles that come with
the publications are also independent in-depth studies.

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The main research method in this article is historical genetic method, based on the
sources that include archival and published documents on the history of the Polish
1% Infantry Division and Soviet-Polish relations as well as on Soviet, Russian, and
Polish scientific literature.

Main Body

It is a well-known fact that Poland ceased to exist as a sovereign state after the
division of its territory between Germany and the Soviet Union in September 19309.
Polish troops who found themselves in the lands ceded to the USSR were interned by
the Soviet side. It should be noted that law enforcement practices in relation to
foreign military personnel forcibly detained by the Soviet state were only beginning
to take shape at that time. In the Soviet records of those years, Polish military
personnel detained in September—October 1939 as a result of the “liberation
campaign” were called prisoners of war (125 thousand people) while Polish refugees
from among military personnel and police officers detained in the territory of the
former Baltic states in 1940 were called referred to as internees (4.8 thousand
people).® According to the provisions of the 5" and 13" Hague Conventions (1907) as
well as the provisions of the Geneva Convention Relative to the Treatment of
Prisoners of War (1929), Polish military personnel held by the Soviet authorities
since 1939 were more likely to fall within the definition of internees than prisoners of
war, since neither the Soviet Union nor Poland declared war on each other. The legal
status of internees was supposed to guarantee the preservation of their civil legal
capacity and provided for more lenient conditions of detention compared to those of
prisoners of war. It was these conditions that were applied to several hundred
Czechoslovak legionnaires who were transferred and joined the Red Army in the
Polish territory following the agreement with the Soviet command in the fall of 1939
and to 119 French and 14 British soldiers who successfully escaped German captivity
in various ways and later crossed the border of the USSR.*

Already in the first days of the war, on July 3, 1941, the Soviet government
expressed its agreement to begin the formation in the territory of the USSR of
“national committees and national units” of representatives of the Western and
Southern Slavs who suffered from Nazi aggression — Poles, Czechs, and Yugoslavs.
It was immediately stated that the Soviet Union did not claim to include such military
units in the Red Army. Negotiations with Polish and Czechoslovak representatives
began simultaneously in the first weeks of the war. By agreement between the Soviet
government and the Polish government-in-exile, all former Polish citizens were

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amnestied by the Resolution of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR as
of August 12, 1941. 391,600 people, both male and female, were subject to release
from places of imprisonment, exile, and deportation.* Obviously, this figure reflects
the number of Polish prisoners of war, internees, and exiled civilians, minus those
who died and were killed in two years between the autumn of 1939 and August
1941.'2 Subsequently, some of them formed the contingent for the future formation of
Polish troops in the territory of the USSR, first under Anders’ command
(1941-42), and then under Berling’s command (1943-44).

The first experience in the formation of Polish units in 1941 — early 1942 turned
out to be extremely unsuccessful. The Polish army of more than 70,000 people
created under the command of General W. Anders could not be “persuaded” to go to
the Soviet-German front. Under pressure from the government-in-exile and the allies,
it had to be sent to the Middle East, where it joined the British troops. The relations
with the Polish Government-in-Exile (which met in London at the time and acted as
the main political counterparty in the formation of Anders’ Army in the USSR)
reached a dead end.

In the summer of 1942, after the evacuation of Anders’ Army, there was certain
confusion among the Soviet military-political leadership about the prospects of any
further Soviet-Polish military cooperation. The creation of new Polish military
formations was not planned. In the fall of 1942, there was a discussion of the
possibility of intensifying partisan warfare in the Polish territory using the few
proven cadres from among the Polish officers who stayed in the Soviet Union.
However, a further irreversible deterioration in relations with the government-in-
exile, which was caused by the launch of the campaign to issue passport to the former
Polish citizens at the beginning of 1943 and by the international scandal that erupted
in April 1943 after the Nazis had made public the circumstances of their discovery of
the site of the execution of Polish soldiers near Katyn, prompted a different decision.

The severance of diplomatic relations with the government-in-exile, which
followed those events, surprisingly, played into the hands of the Soviet leadership,
allowing them to cut the Gordian knot of long-term and hopelessly damaged relations
and radically change their policy on the Polish question without regard to

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international opinion and Polish emigration. Now it was possible to create an “allied
side” in Polish affairs that would be more cooperative not only in the issue of military
formations but also in the view on the fundamental problems of Soviet-Polish
relations, among which the issue of the state border between the USSR and Poland
was most pressing.*® Naturally, such a turn in the Polish question was possible only
against the backdrop of the strategic victories of the Red Army at Stalingrad and in
the North Caucasus. Those victories clearly marked a radical turning point in the war,
which made it possible to think quite definitely about the contours of the post-war
structure of Eastern Europe.™

The Union of Polish Patriots (ZPP) in the USSR became a convenient counterparty
for the Soviet side. It was organized under the direct protection of state security
agencies in the spring of 1943" and was headed by the Polish left-wing writer Wanda
Wasilewska, who lived in the USSR, and Colonel Zygmunt Berling, one of the few
officers who voluntarily stayed in the Soviet Union after the evacuation of Anders’
Army. Wasilewska was quite loyal to the USSR. In those years, she was married to
Oleksandr Korniychuk, a famous Soviet writer and playwright who was appointed
Deputy People’s Commissar for Foreign Affairs of the USSR on order to represent
Soviet interests among foreign Slavs.

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The first statement the ZPP made was a call to the leadership of the Soviet Union
for permission to create a Polish military unit for the joint fight against fascism. In
February 1943, Joseph Stalin gave his consent to the formation of the Polish unit.'®
The final decision was made in the middle of the international Katyn scandal, on
April 18, 1943, at a meeting of the Politburo of the VKP(b) Central Committee.
Wanda Wasilewska and Zygmunt Berling were notified about that decision by phone
immediately, at night.” On May 6, 1943, the Resolution no. 3294ss of the State
Defense Committee granted the request of the ZPP to form a Polish infantry division
in the territory of the Soviet Union. Berling was appointed its commander.’® On May
9, 1943, a corresponding official message was published in the Soviet newspaper
Pravda. The newspaper noted that the division was named after the national hero of
Poland Tadeusz Koéciuszko and that its formation had “already begun.”

This was the rebirth of Polish military units specifically created to fight German
Nazism in the territory of the USSR. After the Soviet leadership “singed its wings”
with Anders’ Army, it no longer wanted to let go of the leadership in the processes of
formation and future combat use of Polish and any other foreign military units. New
Polish formations were created under the strict control of the Soviet side and without
any participation of the Polish government-in-exile. The selection and background
check of the command staff for the Polish 1% Tadeusz Kosciuszko Infantry Division
was carried out by the Office of the Commissioner for Foreign Formations at the
Headquarters of the Supreme High Command headed by State Security
Commissioner G. Zhukov.

Resolution of the State Defense Committee no. 3294ss as of May 6, 1943, which
announced that the Polish 1% Infantry Division had been formed, crowned serious
secret work carried out by the Soviet state security agencies with Polish political
emigrants and Polish officers who stayed in the USSR. The state security agencies
also encouraged the Poles who lived in various parts of the Soviet Union to send
letters to the Soviet government, calling for the creation of a Polish military unit
allied to the Red Army.? It was these letters that W. Wasilewska referred to when
convincing Stalin in the need to make such a decision.?* This time, all organizational
leverage was concentrated in the hands of Commissioner G. Zhukov. The Resolution
of the State Defense Committee, the draft of which was prepared by Zhukov himself,
directly stated:

The implementation of practical measures for the formation and provision of the
Polish Rifle Division will be entrusted to the Commissioner of State Security
Comrade Zhukov.*

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The State Defense Committee obliged the heads of the main departments of
People’s Commissariat of Defense of the Soviet Union (the resolution lists
A. Shcherbakov, A. Khrulev, E. Shchadenko, F. Golikov, Y. Fedorenko, and
N. Yakovlev) and even People’s Commissar of Railways L. Kaganovich “to fulfill all
requests from Comrade Zhukov related to the formation, armament, provision6 and
combat training of the newly formed Polish units.”*

The concentration of all organizational activities in the hands of a single person
and the elimination of the need for any tedious approvals with the Polish government
in London had a quick positive effect. Organizationally and statistically, the Polish
troops created by the Soviet Union grew rapidly. The formation of the Polish 1*
Tadeusz Kosciuszko Infantry Division under the command of Colonel Berling began
in May 1943, and already by August 10, 1943 (once again, following the initiative of
the ZPP), the Polish 1% Infantry Division had become a two-divisional army corps,
reinforced by artillery and tank brigades, an aviation regiment, and other units.**
Subsequently, the pace of formation of Polish troops in the USSR only accelerated:
the 3" Infantry Division was formed in December 1943 and the Polish 1st Army with
tank and aviation formations in the spring of 1944. In September 1944, two Polish
armies and the partisan People’s Army (Armia Ludowa) were united into the single
Polish People’s Army.

Politically, the newly formed Polish units were completely detached from the
Polish government in London, the only internationally recognized successor to Polish
statehood at the time. However, the Soviet side did everything possible to endow its
new creation with legitimacy in the eyes of the Polish and international public. First,
this was achieved by reproducing the archetypal features of the Polish military
tradition, namely Polish uniforms, internal service regulations, the establishment of

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military chaplain positions, Polish military ranks, military symbols, and even
marching songs. The swearing-in of the 1* Infantry Division closely followed Polish
military ceremonies, and the chosen date was a nod to the victorious tradition of the
Polish Army (July 15, 1943, which was the 533™ anniversary of the Battle of
Grunwald). The Polish 1% Division and the divisions formed later were given the
names of Polish national heroes. The examples of such symbolic attributes to the
newly formed military formations aimed at cultivating patriotic feelings in the Poles
are continuous. The Soviet side showed all possible delicacy under the existing
conditions so that nothing would remind the Polish people of the circumstances under
which they had found themselves in the Soviet Union several years earlier.

According to numerous testimonies, both from the Soviet and Polish sides, the use
of the specified surroundings created a healthy patriotic atmosphere in the units and
made an indelible, often stunning impression on the newly arriving Poles. Thus, the
efforts aimed at creating a special Polish atmosphere were not in vain. Perhaps, only
one unfortunate mistake was made. For the sake of class ideology, the traditional
symbol of state power, the Polish eagle (the so-called the Piast Eagle at the Polish
coat of arms) was deprived of the crown and received the contemptuous nickname
“chicken” among the Poles.

Of course, it was Colonel Z. Berling, a Polish career officer, who became a
mastermind of the new revival of the Polish army, including the recreation of its
traditional surroundings during that period. Soon, he received the rank of major
general, and then lieutenant general of the Red Army. The very idea of Stalin to
appoint Berling was deeply symbolic. It was not just a proven officer of Polish origin
who was required to take over of the Polish troops, but a career officer in the army of
pre-war Poland, the Second Polish Republic, who also came from the legionnaires
who formed the core of the Polish officers in the interwar period.” Any Soviet officer
of Polish origin (for example, the candidacy of B. Kenevich, a colonel of the Red
Army, was considered) was not suitable for this role.?®

Although Berling went through arrest and an NKVD camp in 1939-40, apparently,
he was determined to bring his country closer to its eastern neighbor. In 1940, he
started collaborating with the NKVD, while not for a moment forgetting about the
interests of Poland, for all his thoughts were about the revival of his country. In
Anders” Army, he was the chief of staff of the 5" Infantry Division. However, he
parted with his commander with a scandal and remained in the USSR together with
several other officers.

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condemned to death as a deserter by the tribunal of Anders’ Army.”” With Berling
and other Polish military and political figures in 1943, Zhukov acted noticeably more
purposefully and confidently than earlier with Anders, with whom a lot of time was
lost on exhortations, persuasion, and finding out “when the Polish army was planning
to fight.”*®

An unfavorable factor in the formation of the 1% Infantry Division was the
condition of the contingent of former Polish citizens in the territory of the USSR. Its
quantity was limited, and its physical qualities, due to certain living conditions, were
not the best. In 1942, around 119,900 Poles were evacuated from the USSR to Iran,
including 76,100 military personnel from Anders’ Army.?® Thus, the number of Poles
fit for military service to be drafted to fight under Polish banners was significantly
reduced.

The Soviet authorities were able to estimate the remaining number of former
Polish citizens when issuing them passports following the decision of the Council of
People’s Commissars of the USSR as of January 15, 1943, according to which they
were granted Soviet citizenship again. In total, Soviet passports were issued to
165,208 former Polish citizens in 1943, another 24,151 people were recognized as
Polish citizens, and 1,583 Poles were convicted of refusing to obtain a Soviet
passport. In the context of this study, it is important to note that during this forced
“passportization,” 63,050 males of military age were identified.*® This circumstance
made it possible to count on the possibility of forming several large formations from
the Poles and influenced the adoption of a corresponding decision by the Soviet
government in the end. Personal registration data obtained by the internal affairs
bodies when issuing passports to the former Polish citizens was subsequently used
during the mobilization of the Polish citizens into the newly formed Polish military
units.

According to Resolution of the State Defense Committee no. 3294ss as of May 6,
1943, “former Polish citizens, Poles by nationality,” were to be enrolled to the
1% Polish Division. The recruitment should “begin from the construction battalions of
all People’s Commissariats, including the NKVD.”*" Reserved citizens were drafted
on a general basis. In addition to the contingent specified above, the Resolution
adopted by the State Defense Committee allowed the admission of volunteers of two

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categories: former Polish citizens of “non-Polish ethnicity” and Poles, who were
considered “indigenous residents and citizens of the USSR.”’* To avoid
misunderstanding, the conscripts were explained that although they were being sent
to Polish military units, their families would enjoy the benefits granted to Red Army
soldiers.*

By the end of May 1943, 15,594 Poles had arrived in the Seletskii camp in Ryazan
Oblast, where the division’s formation site was determined, with the regular
division’s personnel requirement of 11,444 people.®® A significant part of the
volunteers arrived from all over the Soviet Union,* among whom there were also
“former osadniks,*® officials, and the like.” ¥ They were ready to join Anders’ Army,
but due to the restriction of its size in 1941-42, not everyone who had such a desire
was able to enroll. The people who were late for evacuation were angry with Anders,
who rapidly left the Soviet Union and left them to their fate.*® Therefore, they used
the second chance given to them without second thoughts. Volunteers traveled to the
formation site independently using permits issued to them by local authorities.

The initial surplus of volunteers allowed the recruiting commission to meticulously
select candidates. Former Polish citizens and native Poles and citizens of the USSR
were accepted in the first place. These categories were accepted into the division with

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virtually no dropouts. As for Polish Jews as well as Ukrainians and Belarusians from
among former Polish citizens, 70-80% of them were sent back to their places of
residence.®® Many Poles arrived from internal military districts (Moscow,
Arkhangelsk, Volga, Ural, South Ural, Central Asia, and Siberia) and from non-
combatant fronts (the Far Eastern Front, the Transbaikal Front, and the
Transcaucasian Front). In total, in the period between May 1943 and mid-January
1944, around 34,300 people were sent from there.*°

Recruitment in the Polish 1% Tadeusz Ko$ciuszko Infantry Division, which was
launched in May 1943, immediately faced an acute shortage of officers, which was
quite expected. After the evacuation of Anders’ Army, the number of Polish officers
loyal to the Soviet regime remaining in Soviet territory was inconsiderable. Without
experienced combat commanders, staff officers, specialists in artillery,
communications, logistics services, etc., these military units could not exist as combat
units. Among the Poles who arrived to be recruited the division in the Seletskii camp,
this group made up only 1.1% (173 people) of the total contingent.** By nationality,
79% of them were Poles, 9.5% were Polish Jews, and 11.5% were Russians,
Ukrainians, and Belarusians.*

During this period, several sources were used to fill officer positions in the Polish
division. Some officers of Polish nationality (Soviet citizens) were sent on detach
duty from the Red Army units.”® The most competent junior commanders and
privates were re-trained in two-month courses and were subsequently promoted to
positions of mid-level commanders. Short-term training courses of mid-level Polish
commanders were used to further promote them to positions of senior commanders.

The training of mid-level officers in the required spheres was launched at short-
term courses in several military schools, including Ryazan Infantry School
(600 people), Tambov Atrtillery Technical School (50 people), 3 Leningrad Artillery
School (120 people), as well as in Moscow Engineering School, Ryazan Automobile
School, and Murmansk School of Communications (50 people each).*

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By the end of August 1943, the Polish division had been staffed with officers for
the most part. There were 892 officers out of 1,093 full-time positions.*” 325 people
of this number were Soviet Poles seconded from the other units of the Red Army.*

By the end of August 1943, the 1% Infantry Division was fully equipped. It was
equipped significantly better than the Soviet rifle divisions, having 12,144 people and
reinforcement units, including a full-time tank regiment (32 medium tanks and 7 light
tanks).”” In this regard, very few Soviet rifle formations of that period could compare
with it. Moreover, the 2" Infantry Division had already begun to be formed in the
Seletskii camp from the surplus of those who arrived to enroll in the 1% Polish
Division.

While at the end of 1941 — beginning of 1942, in the instance of Anders’ Army, the
Soviet government rushed all Poles to be sent to the front in every possible way, and
delays on the part of the Polish command became the main sticking point, the
situation changed drastically in the second half of 1943. After the radical turning
point in the Great Patriotic War, the foreign policy function of the Polish troops

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became more important. On the eve of the meeting of the heads of anti-Hitler
coalition states in Tehran, at which, among other things, it was planned to discuss the
Polish issue, a combat-ready Polish unit (which had become a fully deployed army
corps by that time) was already becoming an important political asset in the hands of
Joseph Stalin.*®* A demonstration of the combat capability of the Polish unit was
necessary, but nothing more than that was required. Therefore, although the Polish
1% Division joined the troops positioned at the Western Front on August 30, 1943, it
was introduced into battle only a month and a half later. The front commander was
instructed that “the use of the Division was possible only with the permission of the
Headquarters of the Supreme High Command.”*®

The baptism of fire of the 1% Infantry Division took place in October 1943. Thus,
on October 12-13, the formation fought in the battles on the swampy bank of the
Mereya river near the villages of Lenino, Polzukha, and Trigubovo in Mogilev Oblast
as a part the Orsha offensive of the troops of the 33 Army of the Western Front
(October 12 — December 2, 1943).

The debut of Polish troops at the Soviet-German front, which was called the Battle
of Lenino in Polish historiography, can hardly be considered successful. Operating in
the area unfavorable for an offensive, with insufficient artillery support (the supply of
ammunition was very difficult), the units of the Polish 1% Division first pulled ahead
of the relatively small battle-worn Soviet divisions. The interaction with the
neighbors, aviation, and artillery units, was disrupted at the very beginning of the
attack, on October 12. The Polish 1* Division was therefore caught in the fire and lost
2,859 people, with 614 people killed and up to 1,300 wounded.”® The Soviet
leadership once again realized that the military benefits from the use of Polish troops
were negligible in comparison with the political ones and all efforts on the formation
of such troops could fall into oblivion in several similar battles. Therefore, the Soviet
side made a decision of perforce, which General Anders had firmly insisted on.
Polish units were to be used only as a “single fist” and only in battles for Poland.
Thus, the Polish units were withdrawn from the front line for a long time and found
themselves on the front line again only in July 1944, when they were to fight for the
liberation of their own land.

The terrible losses in the short two-day battle, to which the Poles were completely
unaccustomed, made a depressing impression on the division’s personnel. Having

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already heard about the victories of the Red Army,>" the Poles hoped that they would
only have to follow the barrage of fire, “behind which they could safely drink tea.”
Berling expressed complaints to the neighboring units of the Red Army that did not
support him from the flanks.>® However, regardless of the actual results, “the day of
October 12 was the day of the difficult but glorious beginning of the path to a
common victory over the enemy, and it became the holiday for the Polish People’s
Army.”* Very soon, the “combat merits” of the Polish 1% Tadeusz Kosciuszko
Infantry Division became the subject of “great educational work™ of Polish political
workers, and an aura of experienced fighters who knew the smell of powder formed
around the division. On November 11, 1943, hundreds of Poles were awarded Soviet
orders and medals, and three Poles became Heroes of the Soviet Union. The two-day
Battle of Lenino also yielded the required diplomatic fruits: at the Moscow
Conference of Foreign Ministers on October 29, 1943, the Soviet side stated, “The
Polish division we have is fighting very well and heroically against the Germans.”*®
The same thing was said by Joseph Stalin a month later in Tehran to Winston
Churchill and Franklin D. Roosevelt.

Conclusion

The Battle of Lenino concluded the first stage of the second attempt to form Polish
troops in the territory of the USSR. Having taken into account the unsuccessful
experience with the Army of W. Anders in 1941-42, this time the Soviet leadership
insured against the failure of the new project by stopping any external influence on it
(primarily from the Polish government-in-exile). This significantly accelerated and

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simplified the formation of the 1% Infantry Division and subsequent Polish units and
removed barriers to their subsequent use in battle. On the other hand, it was this
circumstance that guaranteed the Polish units formed in the Soviet Union a certain
deficiency of legitimacy later, after they entered the Polish land. To a certain extent,
it was compensated by the scrupulous reproduction of the external attributes of the
Polish military tradition. However, the troops of Z. Berling were perceived in Poland
as “Soviet” Polish troops and were noticeably inferior in popularity to the partisan
Home Army, which was subordinate to the emigrant government.
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
