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The life of Alexander Kamkin was a gift to Vo-
logda, although he was not a historian of Vologda in
narrowly professional sense. One might say that any
large academic center of the North has a right to
count him as one of its own, even if to some extent.
That is why the idea of holding a conference in his
memory in Cherepovets is both strange and logical
at the same time. Kamkin expended much effort to
revive historical education here and with his experi-
ence and authority he helped it to get firm after a
break of almost half a century. His students worked
and are still working here. But the city seems to be
visibly denying that very conventionality in culture,
connected with rural, peasant being and worldview

Alexander V?Sil'eViCh that Alexander Kamkin studied for many years and a
Kamkin part of which he was. He always succeeded in rec-
onciling the opposites, though.

One can say that the talent of involuntary diplomacy characteristic of Kamkin
manifested itself once again post mortem. It is no coincidence that Cherepovets State
University (the Department of History and Philosophy and Historia Provinciae — the
Journal of Regional History) and Vologda State University (the Department of Theo-
ry, History of Culture and Ethnology) were the organizers of the conference. Seven-
teen researchers from Arkhangelsk, Veliky Novgorod, Kirillov, Vologda, and
Cherepovets took part in the conference. Admittedly, such “chamber” atmosphere by
no means reduced the academic quality, but imbued it with “deeply memorial char-
acter,” as Professor M. Cherkasova put it. Indeed, nearly all the papers presented
during the first day contained reminiscences about Alexander Kamkin not only as a
prominent historian, ethnographer, and manager of science, but also, more often, as a
mentor, colleague and friend. Such focus on personal experience would not have
been possible at a forum of a larger scale; and without it that special atmosphere of
scholarly discussion imperceptibly changing into free conversation and back would
not have set in.

The central issue of the first day can be worded as follows: is there “Kamkin’s
school” as a community of researchers and a special communicative integrity, a con-
tinuous line of succession that connects the founding scholar with several research
generations (the elder, the generation of his teachers, and the younger, the generation
of his students)? The uniting role of the founder of the scholarly school manifests it-
self not only in this natural mediation, but also in the ability to establish mutually
fruitful relations between educational and scientific institutions. In his opening
speech, Doctor of Philological Sciences, Professor A. Chernov spoke about the per-
ennial cooperation between the hero of the conference and Cherepovets State Uni-

versity. Further, A. Egorov, the head of the Department of History and Philosophy at
Cherepovets State University, pointed out that during the first years of existence of
the Historical Department in Cherepovets most of its lecturers were the graduates of
the Historical Department of Vologda State Pedagogical University where Kamkin
taught for almost a quarter of a century.

S. Tikhomirov, a member of the Union of Writes, touched upon the subject of
studentship in his extensive presentation. Being a post-graduate student of
P. Kolesnikov and A. Kamkin successively, he presented the milestones in their biog-
raphies and long-lasting creative and personal cooperation. For Kamkin, as Sergei
Tikhomirov pointed out, Kolesnikov, an outstanding agrarian historian, became a
mentor, a person who revealed to him “the meaning and purpose” of history as a pro-
fession. Not less significant for Alexander Kamkin becoming a scholar was the influ-
ence of E. Indova who was his scientific advisor during the post-graduate course he
took at the Institute of History of the USSR Academy of Sciences and defended his
PhD dissertation in the end. In his life, Ekaterina Indova was one of the “three Great
Catherines” (together with his mother and grandmother).'

Candidate of Philological Sciences T. Pakholkova (Cherepovets) turned to histor-
ical genealogical work of P. Kolesnikov of the 1990s (their results were presented in
the books Rodoslovie vologodskoi derevni [Genealogy of Vologda Countryside] and
Puteshestvie v rodosloviya [A Trip to Genealogy]) and showed how those material
can be used in micro-historical perspective, on the example of several localities in
Cherepovets Uyezd.

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The presentation by Candidate of Historical Sciences A. Vsevolodov (Cherepo-
vets) showed A. Kamkin as a narrator, capable of using any detail of his past as a fi-
ne-tuning teaching tool. The stories about his meetings with the outstanding personal-
ities of mnative historical science (P.Kolesnikov, A.Klibanov, E. Indova,
V. Aleksandrov) appeared in his speech as if all of a sudden and with that same spon-
taneity were addressed to the audience. Those improvisations seemed so appropriate
and well-timed that later on one could hardly imagine a conversation with professor
Kamkin without them. When told by Kamkin, a “historiographical” story immediate-
ly turned into an experience that the teacher and a student shared, the narrative basis
for the connection that was being established and a proof of belonging to the same
school.

The second group of papers was devoted to specifically historical research and, in
this respect, to archival finds. In her opening address, the chair of the session, Candi-
date of Historical Sciences N. Alekseeva (Cherepovets) stressed that the thorough-
ness of archival search and subsequent work with the sources found were a distinctive
feature of A. Kamkin as a researcher. That fact predetermined the significance of the
corresponding subjects for the organizing committee of the conference. Much interest
was attracted to the paper by A. Krasikov, vice rector for research and academic af-
fairs at Vologda Theological Seminary, about the sources on the history of parish li-
braries in the 18" century and the mechanisms of book acquisition (centralized deliv-
ery of books by the Holy Synod to dioceses and their further distribution among par-
ishes). Doctor of Philological Sciences A. Koshelev (Veliky Novgorod) spoke about
the new materials, which were found in the State Archive of Novgorod Oblast, con-
cerning P. Dement'ev (1849-1919), zemstvo activist, political writer, and one of the
founders of the city of St Petersburg in Florida, USA. The archivist of Cherepovets
Diocese M. Maltsev presented a brief but very informative review of the documents
from the Russian State Archive of Ancient Acts on Church History in the Russian
North during the Synodal Era.

The paper of Candidate of Historical Sciences I. Spasenkova (Vologda) was de-
voted to the tradition of name giving in the early Soviet city. Based on rarely consid-
ered material of civil status acts registration, it was shown that revolutionary innova-
tions in the sphere of name giving were not lasting and died out quite fast. However,
the list of names in the city was gradually becoming more and more democratic as the
influence of confessional factors grew weaker. At the same time some Soviet names
still found their place in the list because of assimilation, among other things, due to
the consonance with other names.

The next session of the conference turned out to be quite “dense” in terms of
sources and analytics. It included the papers devoted to Vologda and Vologda Dio-
cese in the 17"-18" centuries. It started with the paper, presented by Doctor of His-
torical Sciences M. Cherkasova (Vologda), about the relations between the Orthodox
Church and the merchant foreigners in Vologda, which is the subject of a recently
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published collection of documents, a fruit of more than fifteen-year archival search
work.” Intensity and diversity of contacts between Dutch and German merchants and
commercial agents and Vologda ecclesiastic corporations, which were shown by Ma-
rina Cherkasova, allows us to consider them an inseparable part of the urban society.
The extant judicial and business documents as well as correspondence make it possi-
ble to observe the acculturation processes that occurred inside that specific ethno-
social group, i.e. Russification that was not only formal, fixed by the sources as the
change of names according to Russian patterns, but also actual, expressed in the
adoption of Russian social practices by Europeans.

Employees of the Vologda research and publishing center “Drevnosti” [The An-
tiquities] A. Guslistova and A. Gryaznov turned to the agenda of administrative
church geography and sacral topography. A. Guslistova conducted a comparative
analysis of scribes’ descriptions of Vologda of the first third of the 17" century and
found out distinctive inconsistencies in the data regarding the number of functional
and abandoned urban churches, which complicated siting and mapping them.
A. Gryaznov gave specified information about the number of parishes in Vologda
Diocese at the beginning of the 18" century in its Belozersk half.

The agenda of the second day of the Readings was not so rich in the number of
papers as it was diverse in their subject matter. The opening paper was delivered by
Candidate of Philosophical Sciences S. Kasatkina (Cherepovets) who presented the
model she developed for studying the urbo-sphere based on the examples of the cities
in the Russian North. O. Silina, an art historian from Kirillov, considered the circum-
stances and possible causes of transferring Byzantine iconographic story about
Blachernae and its representation in the paintings of the Cathedral of the Nativity of
the Most Holy Mother of God in the Ferapontov Monastery. The paper of
O. Kulikova, a lecturer at Cherepovets College of Economics and Trade, focused on
the formation of historical and architectural environment of Uloma Trinity parish in
Cherepovets Uyezd, particularly, on the role of merchant charities in church trustee-
ship. Candidate of Philological sciences A. Novikov brought the discussion back to
the subject of the urban landscape and considered it in poetic representation (based on
the works of Belozersk and Cherepovets poet Leonid Belyaev).

E. Ul'yanova (Vologda) devoted her paper to the Vologda eparches of the post-
reform era and analyzed their tenure at the local cathedra in the context of their career
strategies. The paper by I. Suslova (Arkhangelsk) tackled the general issues of organ-
ization and activities of the Orthodox brotherhoods in the northern eparchies. Finally,
Candidate of Philological Sciences E. Solov'eva (Cherepovets) told the audience
about elaborating the concept of a university course on the history and literature of
Vologda region and implementing it into teaching practice.

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At the closing session when the results were summarized, it was decided to make
the conference a regular event and to hold it yearly or bi-yearly in different venues.
The participants unanimously agreed that the subject-matter and methodological
interdisciplinarity of the event should be preserved and its educational orientation,
which was only outlined, should be intensified. The topics of further meetings will
necessarily include the issues of studying and publishing the scholarly heritage of
A. Kamkin.

The next Readings are to be held in Vologda. The proceedings of the past Read-
ings will be published as a collection of papers and included into a themed issue of
Historia Provinciae — the Journal of Regional History.
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
