Abstract. This publication includes letters from Anton V. Kartashev, a renowned historian, a
professor at St. Sergius Orthodox Theological Institute (Institut de théologie orthodoxe Saint-Serge)
in Paris, sent to his friend Evgenii 1. Novitskii, who had moved from France to the USA not long
before. In the introduction, the publisher describes the context, in which the letters were written,
which makes it possible to better understand their meaning and value as a historical source. The
letters characterize Anton Kartashev’s attitude of towards the idea of reuniting Russian Orthodox
parishes in emigration, which were under the jurisdiction of different church organizations. The
historian considered it possible to unite them under the seniority of Metropolitan Anastasii
(Gribanovskii) and under the jurisdiction of the Patriarchate of Constantinople but doubted the
fulfilment of this possibility due to the accumulated canonical contradictions. Particular attention is
paid to the relations between the Russian Exarchate in Western Europe and the Russian Orthodox
Greek Catholic Church in the United States, as well as the possibility of educating graduates of St.
Tikhon’s Theological Seminary (Pennsylvania) at the institute. In addition to the information about
the persons and events mentioned in the correspondence, the commentary includes fragments from
letters of the historian’s wife, Pavla P. Kartasheva, which reveal the nuances of what was
sometimes only briefly reported by her husband. Among the latter there are the demarcation
between the generations of “fathers” and “sons” at the institute, which led to the departure of young
professors to America, and the trip of the Kartashevs to Italy.

Following the actualization and return of the creative heritage of the famous
church historian, political figure and statesman Anton Vladimirovich Kartashev
(1875-1960) to Russia, interest in his biography increased.! As the recent
publications show, the possibilities of using the published materials have been nearly
exhausted in many ways and the prospects for solving research problems are largely
determined by the search of archival sources and their introduction into scientific
circulation.” Most of these sources are kept in foreign archives, and access to them is
quite problematic for Russian researchers. This justifies the efforts made by the

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publisher to acquaint interested readers with the epistolary heritage of A. Kartashev,
which is of particular importance for the reconstruction of his intellectual biography.’

The letters to Evgenii Isakievich Novitskii (1885—-1979) published below refer to
the post-war period, when Europe was being restored, and are most specific and
significant for the fate of Anton Kartashev and the St. Sergius Orthodox Theological
Institute in Paris (hereinafter referred to as SSOTI). The correspondence began after
Evgenii Novitskii moved to the USA in 1948, that is, several years after the end of
the Second World War. Due to this fact, the letters mention material assistance from
the friends of the Institute living in America in the form of food parcels for teachers
and students of the SSOTI only once. However, there is one more explanation for
this: following the advice of Georgii Isakievich Novitskii (1889—-1966), Pavla
Poluektovna Kartasheva (1889-1969), the wife of Anton Kartashev, was actively
involved in the activities of the Charity Committee in Paris. The committee helped
Russian emigrants throughout France and largely replaced efforts of American
friends. Her accounts of some events, only briefly mentioned in her husband’s
correspondence, seem very interesting and important at times, and therefore certain
fragments from her correspondence with E. Novitskii are also included in the
commentary.

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The issue of the relations between emigrant parishes belonging to different
jurisdictions takes the central place in the letters.

Since the mid-1920s, he had
accused the Synod of Bishops of schismatic activities, criticizing it for striving to be
excluded from the subordination to the Moscow Patriarchate.” Anton Kartashev
himself justified the necessity of faithfulness to the Mother Church by referring to
canons. However, in the late 1920s he realized that the church leadership of the
Moscow Patriarchate was finally subordinated to the OGPU-NKVD and supported
the transfer of the Russian parishes in Western Europe headed by Metropolitan
Evlogii (Georgievskii) to the jurisdiction of the Patriarchate of Constantinople in
1931.° And even after the Second World War, when on the wave of ‘Soviet
patriotism’ the Metropolitan decided to return to the bosom of the Mother Church,
A. Kartashev opposed such a decision.” In 194950, the attempts were made to unite
the parishes. The historian did not believe in such a possibility, although he
considered unification achievable if only mutual claims would have been renounced
and a canonically justified decision would have been made, the decision to be united
under the leadership of Metropolitan Anastasii (Gribanovskii) and the omophorion of
the Patriarch of Constantinople acting as an independent Russian exarchate.

After the Second World War, relations with the Russian Orthodox Greek Catho-
lic Church of America in the USA began to strengthen due to the new wave of emi-
gration of Russian refugees, now from Europe to America. This also affected SSOTI

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and the Western European Exarchate. Following G. Florovskii’s departure,
A. Schmemann and S. Verkhovskii departed to St. Vladimir’s Academy in New
York. Earlier, Bishop Nikon (Greve) had left for the Holy Trinity Seminary. A. Kar-
tashev immediately decided for himself that he would not leave his institute.® But he
was rather restrained about his younger colleagues moving across the ocean, looking
at this fact “with calm, royal generosity.” It seems that behind this there is an under-
standing that there could be no direct competition between these two educational in-
stitutions. At least when E. Novitskii mentioned the desire of the graduates of
St. Tikhon’s Seminary, where he had become a professor, to continue their studies at
the SSOTI, A. Kartashev met this idea with approval. It is clear that he was keenly
interested in church affairs in America and discussing them, he was as frank as in his
letters to G. Novitskii.

A. Kartashev himself diplomatically repeated again: “You are not precise to assume that we all had
and still have some kind of offended denial of the departure of our youth to America. Perhaps
individually and in terms of personal emotions in relation to Father A. Schmemann, Father Cyprian
sharply expressed to him his personal assessment of this departure to America. But all the others,
including myself, had no condemnation of this historically honourable enrichment of weak America
with our scientific wealth” (see BAR. Ms. Novitskii. B. 1. F. Kartashev, Anton Vladimirovich Cap
Martin, France, & n.p., June — December 1957 to Georgii Isakievich Novitskii).

Another important event in the life of A. Kartashev during the period covered by
the letters was reflected in them only indirectly, in the form of financial calculations.
The fact is that following the example of the St. Vladimir Academy in New York, at
the end of the 1940s the SSOTI administration decided to try to get a Rockefeller
Foundation grant to support the research activities of its professors. A. Kartashev
actively supported this idea and proposed his candidacy for the future project.
However, this proposal met misunderstanding, first of all, on the part of the American
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patrons of the Institute. A. Kartashev disappointedly wrote about that to
G. Novitskii,'” who organized a fundraiser in the United States on the occasion of the
historian’s 75™ birthday. His brother also joined the campaign. Together they
managed to collect the amount necessary for A. Kartashev to travel to the congress of
Byzantine scholars in Palermo and also for his work in the Vatican library.

Finally, one more important aspect should be noted. The letters not only provide
information about the events and the correspondent’s attitude towards them, but also
reveal his moods. The Korean War that began in June 1950 made him worry about
the inevitability of the Third World War, which was a fairly typical expression of the
apocalyptic moods characteristic of some Russian emigrants. Behind that there was
the unchanging position of intransigence towards the power of the Bolsheviks despite
the USSR’s contribution to the victory over Nazi Germany, which A. Kartashev
never sympathized.

Thus, the letters published here are an informative source which not only will
provide new material for research for those studying the biography of the famous
historian, but will also be of interest to those who explore the history of Russian
emigration.

July 22 (8, Our Lady of Kazan ), 1948.

Dear Evgenii Isakievich,

Thank You for Your letters. I really appreciate the epistolary efforts, for they are
one of the most difficult accomplishments for me.

Indeed, the ‘goods’ came to us in less than a week after Your announcement
about this valuable cargo. Even though the list of prices had not come from you for a
long time, nevertheless, they began the distribution soon, starting from linen and then
distributing food supplies. What was given to students was given for free. We, who
received the salary, took over all payments and allocated them for a longer term, so
that it would be bearable. It is good that we have precious reserves of fats, milk, and
so on in cans for the purposes of facilitating our summer trip, if it takes place.

Our premises in Menton that we rented last year have already been rented out.
Maybe the priest will offer us another temporary accommodation...

It was always cold and rainy here, only the first three days of summer warmth
with 20°, but it is raining...

We are sorry about Your work being so physically hard. But we believe that it
will get easier. For now, take comfort in the Carrel’s theory that efforts taken in older
age rejuvenate the body.'' Being within one’s powers and relief are already a net
minus and subtraction from efficiency. It leaves the body irrevocably, so that it grows
old and no longer recovers.

I will write to Georgii Isakievisch'” soon."”> Sending regards to the whole family,

I greet You, dear Evgenii Isakievich! Happy New ‘American’ year!

It was with great joy that I learned about Your change from physical and
mechanical labour to teaching.'* This is great relief and great refreshment. America
itself and American émigré life is, however, a different matter. There is something
global, semi-mystical, irreparable there. Living in sick Europe is spiritually more
interesting than in healthy and well-fed America. But the mortal danger of Bolshevik
invasion is much closer to us. Take comfort in the fact that You are out of it there.
And take a chance to appreciate Your life outside the capital. In the event of atomic
war, New York, Washington, Chicago, Detroit, and San-Francisco would be the
victims, and definitely not South Canaan. Happiness is in being filled with some kind
of inner, spiritual interest, regardless of the bustle of everyday work. The inner
interest can support Your life for a thousand years, and even for an eternity, because
it 1s inexhaustible.

Take care of Your health, the simple physical vigour and joyfulness, value small
everyday blessings: satiety, sleep, rest, and satisfaction with your work being
successful. Obey the wisdom of nature, of humble simplification, the birds in the air
and all peaceful creatures. You will not save humanity from its spiritual madness,
from the Tower of Babel, from all the ‘demons’! One must not yield to this blind
demonism internally, must remain internally a ‘hermit’. One must also have public
sympathy and compassion, but not throw oneself entirely into this bottomless pit.
Relax and refresh Yourself with church services (subject to sensible performance).
To thank God for everything He gives. This is Orthodox self-simplification, not
Tolstoy’s simplification. Everything is needed: civilization, culture, state, economy
and creativity. But... “not to the point of insensibility,” but in conjunction with the
gospel “Kingdom of God.”

Dear Evgenii Isakievich,

Thank You very much for your detailed letter. In particular, the picture of
Archbishop Nikon’s ‘mood’ is clear to us here.”” He was manipulated by our
‘Bolsheviks,’ these half-educated people who hate the Academy for the fact that due
to their unsuccessfulness, they graduated without a diploma. Our Metropolitan is in
their hands.'® Archbishop Nikon was chosen by them as the only weapon for crushing
Bishop Cassian,'” the only worthy, qualified candidate for the leadership of our
exarchate, playing such an exclusive role in the ecumenical sphere. The desire of the
‘Bolsheviks’ is to overthrow the Academy they continue to humiliate, and take
everything into the hands of the ignorant, half-educated people, to turn the exarchate
into a dull priest’s backwoods with suppers of ‘their honours’ and cognac...

But all these silly dreams will fail... And Nikon is a fool to believe in all these
dreams and to face a scandal. Constantinople will not approve any of his deeds.

He has already received a sobering letter. And you have noticed a sudden change
in his mood. And now they are calling for him intensely. Probably he will not resist
and will come. There will be a storm and shame on him. In America, he 1s honoured
above his head. And he doesn’t understand... Excuse me, I am writing insinuatingly, I
am in a hurry.

And I would like to say a lot. Until the next time.

I am very, very grateful to You for the timely written letter, which, like in a film
strip, reflected the intrigue of feebleminded people who imagined that they should be
equal to real people... Their provocateurs (local), anticipating their failure, pretend to

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be sheep (“I am your old matchmaker and godfather”),'® and there you still have
psychopaths and those seeing empty ghosts... What we read from you letter prompted
us to take some preventive measures. Thanks for that.

I do not see any prospects for the church peace and unification."” There is no
middleman for that. And the people of Metropolitan Anastasii only understand the
world as the totalitarian conquest ‘under the feet’ of its imaginary infallibility.* This
is a backwater, provincial ‘popery.” They do not accept our generous offer to let
Anastasii lead all of us. Metropolitan Vladimir yields the power and the title of
exarch to him. Metropolitan Vladimir will only remain bishop of his own diocese.
But they despise canonicity and legality and put their ‘righteousness’ (the ‘anti-
Bolshevik’ one) in the first place. This is a revolutionary, anarchic, anti-canonical
principle. This is the spirit of a sect, a schism. This is all hopeless. That is why the
congregation talk naively about some kind of unity. We propose such unity on an
objective, legal, canonical basis. And for the sectarians there is no law, but only
‘holiness, mine.” There is nothing that can be done about it.

You cannot reject monarchies just because there are idiot monarchs. It is
impossible to reject a republic just because republics are often stupid. You cannot
reject the rights of the Ecumenical Patriarchate just because the Greeks are often
cunning. You cannot reject hierarchy just because hierarchs may be criminals. If
anywhere, in the church, it is time we recognized legality that is the canonicity.

Dear Evgenii Isakievich,

Thank you very much for your letter from 25 December 1949. Forgive me the
belated response, I have not written Christmas letters almost to anyone. The hustle
and bustle of business and holidays (with services) took up all my time. And I still
have no strength to work either in the evening or at night!

Our church affairs are not comforting either. Everything is done extremely slowly
and lazily, so as to avoid any struggle. Therefore, Soviet priests boldly run
St. Genevieve.”' If it were not for the impeccability of our canonical position and the
light of the divine literacy in our Academy, one could also lose heart. The darkness in
the head of Nikon is only worsening because of Savva,> whose power over the weak-
willed metropolitan is the reason for the lowering of the level of all the affairs of our
exarchate. These are the ideals of clerical philistinism. But for Father Vasilii
Zenkovskii” and Archbishop Cassian, we would have become even duller than your
parishes.

There is a plan to arrange a meeting between Metropolitans Anastasii and
Vladimir in Switzerland sometime after Easter. Maybe 1 will be taken there as well.
But I do not expect any success with this idea.”* Since the time of the great
Metropolitan Antonii> (and even with the help of the cynic and now the Soviet

Dear Evgenii Isakievich,

Your proposal to send two of Your pupils to our Academy was met with delight.
After all, the Russian emigration gives us less and less students. Now we have twelve
Serbs, four Arabs, one Bulgarian, three Germans, one Greek (there will be two more),
one Pole (and he will go there to serve), and only nine Russians. The hungry prospect
of our priesthood does not tempt any youth; they prefer the bread of engineers.

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Entrance exams to the Academy are mandatory for everyone. We need this both
pedagogically and especially for selection for scholarship. Even if your candidates
pay their scholarship ration (7000 thousand francs or 20 dollars a month; they will
affluently live on 10,000 francs a month, with pocket expenses), it is important to
find out the level of their literacy (it can be understood immediately and
unmistakably). The examinations are as follows: 1) Catechism (i.e. short dogmatic
theology); 2) The content of four Gospels and Acts; 3) The history of the ancient and
Russian church (any textbook, by P. Smirnov,** or by Rudakov,” no matter which
one); 4) the Old Church Slavonic language, and 5) Written composition (impromptu);
mostly the interpretation of a proverb or a saying of the Gospel. That is all. The
examinations usually take place in early October.

Our school is a higher school according to the methods of its organisation.
Therefore, there can be no credits for secondary school courses. That means that
normally they have to stay for four years. The fourth year is mainly for writing a
thesis. But it goes without saying that Your pupils will find practical disciplines easy:
the church reading, Old Church Slavonic, singing, and the church constitution. They
will have more free time for ancient languages, such as Greek, Latin and Hebrew, and
for writing.

It is important for us to have their
requests in advance; 2) a medical certificate indicating the general state of health (no
tuberculosis); 3) a testimony of the spiritual father about the churchliness of this
candidate, which in relation to your pupils is not necessary. So, only 1) a diploma of
the secondary school (+ in this case, of your seminary as well) 2) a medical
certificate. That’s all.

Personal 3" privat:

Thank you for the information about the ‘genius’, who the hardened fat-bellied
priests long for, those governing us and hating everything that stands above them.
This 1s precisely what Bolshevism consists of.

Here you can sense the intrigue about calling a genius. A hypothesis arises that,
perhaps, our cognac-full Arakcheev,*® under a completely impersonal and submissive
Metropolitan Gribanovskii, finds a pretext in calling the 3™ bishop for the
consecration of a new candidate for bishops, Father I. Kurakin (in Florence).”
Arakcheev sabotaged his candidacy for a whole year. It might be that only now they
will send representatives to Constantinople. But there is no rush. This is a time-
consuming thing to do. And therefore, the reason for the summons will not open any
time soon.

In general, the whole world of God is heavy and stifling, as before a very great
storm. The predestination owns everything. Nobody, except for the damned Kremlin,
rules the world. God bless you.

Dear Evgenii Isakievich,

As always, I am late to respond to Your kind friendly greetings on the occasion of
the day of my essentially sad anniversary. Alas, 75!! Thank God, I am not yet bent
under the weight of this many-sinful burden and even “impatient to join a battle.” If
our Lord blesses me, then in ten days we will go to Menton for one month at first and
then, from there, to Rome.’® This has become réalisable,”’ and only thanks to the

3% The journey to Rome and through Italy is described in detail in a letter written on December
25, 1950 by P. Kartasheva to E. Novitskii: “Despite the uncertainty about the future, Anton
Vladimirovich and I are still following the work program we outlined, turning down all meeting and
visits, except for the most necessary ones. Anton Vladimirovich goes to the library of the Oriental
Institute almost every day, and I work on the typewriter and cook. In addition to hygiene, eating at
home leads to significant cut of food costs because of the cheapness of some products, such as rice,
vegetables, fruits, etc. The most expensive thing here is a decent room and moving around the city.
The latter, in the absence of the metro, is very expensive and not comfortable. Trams and fileybuses
are elegant in appearance, but getting on them is not easy!

Despite planning our whole life around work, we were able to use the right of getting a real
pilgrim card issued to us for a small monetary contribution to the anniversary year committee
annosanto. Catholics have shown the ability to organize great discipline, and most importantly, to
demonstrate their tremendous missionary work throughout the world. As pilgrims, we were entitled
to a half discount for museums and for visiting five Catholic exhibitions. Finally, on a round-trip
train ticket (for the whole Italy), we visited Bari to venerate the relics of St. Nicholas, whose icon
I'am sending you. It lay on the tomb, under which there are the relics of the Saint. In Bari, we
stayed in a church building of our church. Not so long ago, this large property — two churches, a
lower small one, an unfinished upper one and a large pilgrimage house, all on their own land, —
belonged to the Imperial Palestinian Society, whose members seem to have died out. The last of
them, the ‘famous’ Prince Zhevakhov, ‘managed’ it so uncontrollably that the property was sold to
the municipality of Bari with the right to be sold only to the church. And where all the millions
received from the sale are is unknown!! It is bitter to see evidence of our inefficiency. Who and
why allowed the loss of such property is also unknown.

From Bari, with very difficult railway transfers, we went to Ravenna, where Anton
Vladimirovich wanted to see the Byzantine temples, the monuments of the 7" _11™ centuries. We
also visited Dante’s grave there. Then we moved to Venice, this strange city on the water, where
instead of buses there are steamboats, and gondolas replace taxis. People there only walk along the
narrow streets, and there are even no bicycles, and they are useless, for there are steps on the
numerous bridges across the canal. In addition to all local attractions, we visited the Doge’s Palace
and the Cathedral of St. Mark the Evangelist, where his relics have lain since the 9™ century. Then
we went to Milan, where we also saw a new and an ancient temple with the relics of St. Ambrose
and the Martyrs Protasius and Gervasius. The priest of our Milan church met us at the station, and
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virtue of the relentless ‘tax inspector’ Georgii Isakievich. It saved me and worked out
wonderfully. I am sending you my heartfelt gratitude for this. We have no state, no
pensions, and no such thing as the length of service. And when, in return for all this,
with efforts, of course, such a generous gesture is made, a symbol of national
solidarity, then, in addition to any personal interest, you experience a certain moral
triumph. “The remnants of the great community — the Russian nation — are still alive!
You are part it; go for it, you are not alone...” I am rejuvenated and inspired to work.
The Third World War is an axiom for me. No man knows when the actual time
comes. But democracies will never start it by themselves. This is the essence of their

with his help we walked around Milan very quickly. It was very cold, for the snow cover was up to
8—10 centimetres.

After getting back to Rome, we resumed our work.

After some hassle, they promised to prolong our three-month visa. To do this, we will have to
present our documents at the beginning of January, not earlier. In the meantime, as there is no
prolongation confirmed on paper, the soul is somehow uneasy although everyone assures that there
can be no doubts...

On November 1, the day the Pope solemnly announced the new dogma of the Dormition,
Resurrection and Ascension of the Most Holy Theotokos, we were in St. Peter’s Square. Excellent
loudspeakers broadcast the service, the declaration of the dogma, and the pope’s speech (in Italian).
The multi-lingual crowd of several hundred thousand people showed great discipline and genuine
piety. An impressive demonstration against the Third International!

Looking at the numerous churches of Rome, you think that the Italians did not let the multitude
of them be destroyed! Italians are modest, gentle, friendly people, and especially men show their
tenderness for children, who seem to be innumerable, especially in the streets of democratic
districts.

So, we will work in Rome as long as we have our visa and money. We always think about
Georgii Isakievich with gratitude. Of course, the institute’s salary (22-23 thousand francs per
month) would not be enough, and we would have to get into debt, especially since only dollars can
be freely imported into Italy. Transfer of francs is not permitted. And when entering, you can have
no more than 50 thousand with you. Anton Vladimirovich transferred the gifted check directly to
Italy. Only this makes it possible to work calmly...

Of course, both Anton Vladimirovich and I have a lot of business correspondence. I still have
not lost hope of finding a source of constant monetary support for the Charity Committee, and the
receipt of things, shoes and clothes, seemed to have been adjusted from Sweden, through one of our
priests. A cargo of 1000 kilos is expected by our Christmas. I am only worried about how the ladies
will cope with the timely, and most importantly, free delivery of this cargo to the Committee. The
last pay was arranged by me through the French Red Cross, who settled the details with the customs
and at my request procured free delivery for us. The soul is not calm: will they somehow receive it
and will the distribution of the cargo be adjusted expediently enough? Is there money to pay for
delivering parcels to the provincial parishes, where they are most in need because of the lack of any
charity organizations? The reasonability of the report depends on the registration, and the repetition
of the parcel depends on the latter. Unfortunately, not everyone understands this...” (See BAR. Ms.
Novitskii. B. 1. F.: Kartasheva, Pavla (Mrs. A.V.) v.p., 1949-1950 to Evgenii Isakievich
Novitskii).

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religion. This is their ‘heretical evangelism.” This is heresy, for non-resistance is anti-
biblical, anti-theocratic, anti-sacred, anti-Church, and anti-Catholic. This heretical
‘pacifism’ provokes the Enemy to mock the Christians. In a Mephistopheles way, he
uses this insane prohibition, imposed by heretical pseudo-piety both on the sword of
Archangel Michael and on the spear of Saint George...

The Bolsheviks, cynically and without any doubt, will pluck out all the
concessions they need. They take and will take in a nonviolent way whatever they
can. Any delay, this gift of democratic non-resistance, is pure income for them. Over
the years, red China would be organized, then Indochina, then..., maybe, India... In
short, the ocean of peoples... This ocean will flood the whole world, flood the fire of
technology ... This is what they hope for.

So, for the time being, both sides are interested in postponing the war.

And no one knows what God will send us when Dzhugashvili dies.*® Neither
Churchills® nor Trumans.* They have already brilliantly proved this fatal
misunderstanding of the essence of the Soviets.

So, let the inevitable judgment of God over blind mankind take place. And not
necessarily the killing one. And let Christian hope stay with me: this may be the
unexpectedly merciful judgement, even saving, resurrecting one. Rationally I am a
pessimist, but mystically, in my hope, [ am an optimist. “Thy will be done!...”

I wish You to get better, to refresh yourself during the vacations. Yours sincerely,

Period, nothing
more! What is it, a rough joke or a creepy reality??

We have returned ‘home’ safely. There is a lot of new ‘work’ here. “Nature
abhors a vacuum.”*

Thanks God, we are healthy. But, of course, the years take their toll. There is no
longer any strength for the old feat of staying up at night. Working hours have
involuntarily reduced. I save time on everything, and on people in particular. I refuse
to ‘held meetings’.

There was a plan to send Your pupils to our Academy. What is hindering You
from doing this? Fears of war and mobilization? We would be glad to see Russian
students supported. We are about Russian theology and theology in Russian, even if
we would have to be transformed into “International Spiritual Academy” (we have
seven Serbs, four Greeks, four Arabs, one Finn, one Swiss, two Germans, and one
Pole). Even at the ‘pan-Orthodox’ religious school, teaching should — and will — be
Russian.

And, looking at this scandal from the point of
history and from the point of the church (in Russia, in our memory, those are the
cases of Isidor Kolokolov, Vladimir Putyata, Vladimir of Yekaterinburg, and at first,
of America),”’ I consider Your achievement to be extremely effective. I am amazed
that our weak-willed and faint-hearted bishops acted so bravely and wisely. In
Synodal times, such things were very well hidden. Nikon is killed on the spot. This is
a rarity in the history of the Russian church. There is no place for Nikon anywhere,
except for sending himself to some unknown ‘backwoods’ and to fall there into
oblivion.

I think that beyond this ‘achievement’ you may not expect any letter from the
bishops. This is beyond their power. We need to understand the limits of the forces of
our weak, philistine, and not reformatory hierarchy... And I agree with Georgii
Isakievich that the exposure of the scandal around Nikon is not only a Dum Dum
bullet®® for the whole Russian American jurisdiction, but an atomic bomb, striking far
beyond the Karlovchane and the international (ecumenical) position of the entire
Russian Church.

And here is the situation with checks. It is necessary to distinguish between a) our
intention and b) the feasible transfer procedure. A) Our intention is to show You our
real sympathy in the form suggested by the fact of accidental saving of Your gift.
This intention still exists. B) And the idea of sending only one check (one of Georgii
Isakievich for $25) was suggested to us by bank officials, for some reason they
started with the ‘impossibility’ of sending your check for $10. Then they agreed that

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it could be sent, but that it should be made barré.”” And then, having explored the
matter and learned that you are Novitskii brothers and all of us are friends, they
offered another deal, for they recognized the operation that we had conceived as
impossible. Namely, it was decided to divide the check of Georgii Isakievich, take
15 dollars from it, add them to your check barré, and leave 10 dollars on the check
here, in my name. Having learned about this task, they offered to ‘simplify’ the
matter both for them and for us: to send back the $25 check, so that the bank would
immediately change the desired amount of $10 to French francs and gives them to us.
And since it suited us at the moment, we exchanged it, believing that this is the
realization of my part of the anniversary gift that Georgii Isakievich sent me and
which we had already destined to spend after the summer extra spending.

Nevertheless, in conclusion, as the prophet Jeremiah says, “my ears tingled” from
all the lies presented to the Marshall by both our Russian and American pro-advisers.
Isn’t it a symbolic omen of all the upcoming failures of the American state mind
when the “the last fight” begins? How many Vlasovs are they going to betray
following the encouragement of agents provocateurs?!®

I do not know anything for sure about the eparchial affairs after the overthrow of
the dictatorship of Savva by the Greeks. There are signs that the weak-willed ruler
will find the dictatorship of the heart, according to the old habit, in protopresbyter.
And new elections for the episcopate have been announced. In reality, a sabotage
delay will take place. The only motivation is another diocesan congress in the middle
of 1952.

We are freezing here without heating, and it was 7° outdoors (at night it was even
4°). This is our never-ending economy, because of mismanagement. They might
begin to heat if it goes down to 0°.
