Assessment of the place and role of student movement in the transformation
of socio-political system of Russia in the early 20" century
(based on the materials of the journal Osvobozhdenie)

Abstract. The issue of involving young people in political movement in the process of purposeful
activities of political parties remains one of the understudied problems in the history of Russian
liberalism and its political and legal thought up to the present. The article analyzes domestic liberal
theorists’ search for an answer to the question concerning reasons for the politicization of the youth,
primarily the student movement in Russia, which was partially reflected in the publications of the
journal Osvobozhdenie [Liberation]. It is noted that two groups of factors are distinguished, those of
general nature associated with the shortcomings of the social system as a whole and more specific
factors related to the concrete youth policy of the state. The authors pay attention to how the liberals
who wrote to the journal determined the place of the youth movement in the process of social
transformation. Identification of their positions appears important and necessary in order to answer
the question, which the liberal parties and party leaders faced in full growth during the period of the
revolution, whether it was possible and reasonable to involve young people in revolutionary
processes and in socio-political activities of party organizations. For the liberals, this issue was
important due to the significant reflection of the Russian intelligentsia in relation to young people,
their youthful radicalism. The article is based on the materials of the pre-parliamentary period in the
history of Russian liberalism and covers the years from 1902 to 1905.

Introduction

The question of the place and role of youth in a social movement inevitably
emerges in any political or social movement, as a rule, starting from the moment of
its institutionalization. At this stage, the party has to answer specific questions about
the social base it relies on and the environment from which its politically active part
will be recruited to take on the burden of daily party work and a number of other
equally significant aspects of the struggle for power. The latter, ipso facto, is the main
goal of any party due to its nature as an actor in social relations. Therefore, when it
comes to political values today (and often to the absence of such values among young
people while maintaining the institutions of representative democracy), the
experience of past years in involving the younger generation in political movements,
including radical ones, during periods of systemic socio-political crises does not
appear to be purely academic.

The presence in domestic historiography of a clear imbalance in determining the
place and role of youth policy in the activities of various political forces confirms the
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relevance of this issue. Traditionally, during the entire Soviet period of national
history, the overwhelming majority of works on this topic were devoted to the
interaction of the ruling party with the Komsomol in all aspects of the process.®
Regarding other parties and social movements, their relationship with youth in
general and the youth movement in particular was viewed through the prism of the
enduring formula “the party’s struggle against bourgeois (or any other) influence on
youth in the years...”and the like.

The post-Soviet period saw the appearance of new historiography of the youth
movement in Russia in the late 19" — 20" centuries ? (including previously relatively
well studied student movement)® and there was also a breakthrough in providing
access to source bases, which made it possible to characterize in a new way the
activity of party bodies in determining the position of the party in relation to various
manifestations of the youth movement, especially during the years of revolutionary
crises.

However, domestic historiography at the moment has a number of gaps in the
study of relations in the system “youth movement — political parties™. First of all, this
refers to the insufficient use of the available source base including both the
unpublished sources and the sources that were introduced into scientific circulation
long ago. It is necessary to fill this gap, referring primarily to the group of sources
that have not become widely known among scholars so far.

The source base of this work comprises the materials of the journal
Osvobozhdenie [Liberation]. Research work with it has become much more
accessible thanks to its three-volume reprint edition prepared by M. Kolerov and

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F. Gaida and published in 2021.% It allows optimizing the work of a researcher,
among other things, in terms of revealing statistical characteristics of the coverage of
corresponding issues on the pages of the journal that in many respects stood at the
origins of the organization of a number of political movements in Russia in the early
20" century. The second group of sources includes theoretical works that laid the
foundation of Russian liberalism on the eve of its transition to the parliamentary
period of its history, specifically, the works that relate to the formation of party youth
policy. The third group of sources comprises the materials of the work of the party
governance boards. The latter are also widely available to the modern researcher
thanks to the large-scale project of their publication under the guidance of Professor
V. Shelokhaev.’

Additional sources of our work include materials of a memoir nature, which
require special attention when using the information contained in them and taking
into consideration personal views of the author and the intended target audience of
the memoirs. Additionally, the authors used numerous materials published within the
chronological framework of the study. First of all, they include articles and news
items in the most significant liberal printed media (newspapers) Rech' [Speech] and
Russkiye Vedomosti [Russian Bulletin] as well as in the regional liberal press® and the
so-called thick journals Vestnik Evropy [Herald of Europe] and Russkaya mysl' [The
Russian Thought].

Main body
The problem of the relationship between a political party and youth emerges in
the political space at the moment of transition to mass political parties operating

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under the conditions when significant resources for achieving the party goals include
such indicators as the results of electoral voting at various levels and the number of
party supporters who can be mobilized within the political campaigns of the party.
Most often, this means campaigning, primarily pre-election work, as well as
mobilization of both passive supporters of parties and floating voters that were
carried out under the conditions of tough confrontation with political opponents and
the need to protect party events, agitators, etc. from the attempts of strongarm
countermeasures.

This thesis does not exclude such an obvious fact as a reference to the theoretical
analysis of this issue in the pre-party period of the existence of the corresponding
political trends and movements. It involves the works that had been created long
before the formal institutionalization of political parties and their formal legalization
in accordance with the current regulatory framework and/or law enforcement
practice, i.e. at the time when the core of the worldview was being formed and the
principles that would form the basis of the party paradigms were being developed. It
appears that in this respect the history of Russian liberalism can serve as a very clear
example, as in a number of program documents, a kind of manifestos, it outlined the
position of some of its trends regarding the issues “youth and the political struggle”
and “youth and the party” as early as in the second third of the 19" century, long
before the party-parliamentary period of its history. Without going into a detailed
consideration of the issue that is both thematically and chronologically outside the
scope of this article, we believe it is appropriate to note that the politically active part
of Russian society, which would later become the main recruiting environment for
liberal party ideologists, even then inclined to the opinion that it was incorrect to
involve the younger generation in the political struggle. Moreover, the possibility of
involving student youth in radical forms of confrontation with the authorities, as a
rule, going beyond the boundaries outlined by administrative and/or criminal
legislation was denied.

When this issue moved to the plane of making practical decisions, Russian
liberals did not just face the need to resolve the issue of their attitude towards the
youth movement in the conditions of the revolution, which was clearly not
developing according to the liberal scenario. They also needed to respond to the
request of the students themselves, who began to turn to Russian liberals with
unequivocal requests to accept their help in the struggle for liberal values.

However, this was the future of the political and legal practice of Russian
liberalism. The time of the first steps, when the liberals formed the position of their
party in relation to the youth, in our opinion, can be correlated with the publication of
the Osvobozhdenie journal, the materials of which underlie the source base for this
article.
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If we analyze the general character of publications in the Osvobozhdenie journal
on the issues related to the place and role of Russian youth in the political struggle
and social and revolutionary movement, it turns out that most of them are short
pieces, on-the-spot reports on the most burning issues of the day.” This is quite
natural due to the fact that the journal was planned not as a kind of academic body
devoted to theoretical issues of organizing a public, mainly liberal movement® but
rather as a newspaper in its well-known Leninist definition: “a newspaper is not only
a collective propagandist and a collective agitator, but it is also a collective
organizer.”® Thus, the materials of the Osvobozhdenie journal give us a definite
(although, naturally, not all-encompassing) picture of the participation of young
people in the social movement and political struggle in Russia in the early
20™ century. In order to recreate a complete picture, it is necessary to additionally
involve materials from the collections of law enforcement agencies with reports on
local “riots” as well as the central press and leading regional publications.

It has been said above that Osvobozhdenie did not represent the entire liberal
movement in Russia and had quite a natural bias towards covering current news on
the state of the social movement in the country. At the same time, this journal, which
was significant for the history of socio-political movements and trends in the political
and legal thought of our country, published the materials that allow us to get an idea
of the theoretical foundations of the liberal vision of the place and role of youth in the
social movement. They make it possible to reconstruct and comprehend the dynamics
that were inherent in Russian liberalism represented by its political organizations.

As an example, let us consider a voluminous material of an analytical nature.
Judging by the sample we made, it was the first of the similar materials published in
Osvobozhdenie. It is the program article “Chto delaetsya i chto delat' v russkikh
universitetakh?” [What is being done and what is to be done in Russian
universities?].® Of course, the universities were not the only ones to be considered in

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the assessment of the place and role of youth in the liberation movement.
Undoubtedly, almost a systemic role in recruiting members of various organizations
that set large-scale social transformations as their goal was played by seminarians,
especially those who could not “pursue their profession.” However, since a
characteristic feature of the revolutionary events of the early 20™ century was their
gravitation towards metropolises and other large cities, the situation in universities
can be considered as one of the relevant indicators of the situation in the youth
movement. Taking into account the fact that the academic staff acted as the main
carrier of liberal ideas in Russia, sources of this kind allow us to analyze the problem
of the relationship between the two actors of political processes in Russia in the early
20™ century. They have become the subject of consideration in this article.

At the very beginning of the work under analyses, the question of assessing the
youth movement was posed directly and unambiguously:

Should student riots be welcomed as a consistent and fearless protest against
arbitrariness or should they be deplored as undermining higher education in the
country that is in need of spreading education above all?**

In the declared dichotomy, there are problems that were largely dominant in
determining the views of Russian professors both on the events of the revolution and
on the relations in the intra-university environment.*?

Of interest is also the fact that the author further turns to the history of this issue
and points out that the current state of the student community differs significantly
from the one that was characteristic of the situation of political turmoil of the 1860s—
1880s, which had a “transitory mood.” The author of the program article sees the
reason for this in the fact that the current politicization of student circles was caused

by

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a combination of three movements: the development of solidarity among young
people, the influence of the reactionary charter of 1884, and the spread of general
dissatisfaction with the Russian order.*

The main stages in the evolution of the youth movement in the country can also
be retraced in the materials of Osvobozhdenie. According to the authors of the
journal, it is characterized by a change in the dominant factors. Initially, the main
place in its formation and development was occupied by theoretical and practical
issues. Further, the leading role was played by the issues of moral regulation of
relations in the intra-university environment. The last period, according to the
authors, correspond mainly to political interests. They did not see anything
unexpected in such an evolution: the desire of student youth to unite fell into the
category of illegal activity and was qualified by the authorities as an underground
conspiracy. Student associations, simply because of their form, were declared anti-
government organizations. As a result, students developed a negative attitude towards
the laws that could not be implemented by definition. However, this nihilistic attitude
towards the impracticable enforcements of authority began to gradually spread to
other areas of legal regulation, thus essentially forming youth legal nihilism.
However, “the impossible order of social life” was postulated as the main reason for
the politicization of students. As a result, not being satisfied with their demands and
immanently guided by youthful exuberance, the youth movement began to form a
clearly expressed trend towards radicalization, which found understanding among the
editors of Osvobozhdenie, but not their approval. At the same time, the journal
expressed the opinion that the student movement was a direct consequence of the
general state of affairs in the country, and the inability of the highest authorities to
cope with the emerged problems could lead to the formation of stability and further
radicalization of the youth movement. The author of the article “What is being done
and what is to be done in Russian universities?” writes:

We are so accustomed to various forms of guardianship, censorship, and reporting
to the authorities that we do not believe in the possibility of peaceful existence of a
student association in which all issues of state law and political economy,
philosophy, and religion would be discussed calmly. And whether the youth will
agree to observe all the precautions, stipulations, and non-disclosure information
that accompany the discussion of these issues in the associations of “citizens” is
permissible to doubt.**

The author of the article “What is being done and what is to be done in Russian
universities?” provides a list of the measures that were necessary for decentralization
of the student movement but concludes that the authorities were unlikely to be able to
implement them.

If they want to reasonably respond to requests rather than just suppress them, if they
want to end the era of rallies, demonstrations, and strikes, if they want to balance
the influence of inflammatory speeches and conspiratorial methods, it is necessary
to organize the students as a whole in full force, to carry out this organization in the
form of proper meetings and proper representation, and to rely on the reasonable
mind and free opinion of the majority of students. If there are issues that the
authorities and the students view in different ways, let them have the right and the
courage to stand their ground; only with the freedom to shape students’ opinion, it is
possible to achieve respect for the unpopular decisions of the authorities.™

The interpretation of this thesis is quite understandable and more than traditional.
This is a typical example of a call for cooperation between the authorities and
society — the basic idea of Russian liberalism from the moment of its origin until it
entered the crisis of the early 20" century. This approach can also be seen in the
“protective” liberalism of Boris Chicherin,® in the “Note on political state of Russia
in the spring of 1880 by Sergei Muromtsev, and in the program statements of the
Duma stage in the development of Russian liberalism.

Further (contrary to the well-known Russian political joke/aphorism that out of
three questions — What is to be done? Where to begin? Who is to blame? — the latter
Is most often answered), a significant part of the article is devoted to a detailed
answer to the question what is to be done. Without resorting to an in-depth analysis
of this part of the text, let us note that the purpose of the measures proposed by
Osvobozhdenie is to stabilize the situation in Russian universities in terms of the
relationship between youth and politics. It is most clearly expressed by the following
phrase: “Only under this condition we can talk about the resumption of somewhat
correct educational activities of universities and about mitigating the forms of youth
interference in the field of general civic issues (italics added).”*® Therefore, the task

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of the liberal youth policy was not to create another node of pressure on the ruling
regime, but, on the contrary, to return students into the boundaries of classical
academism as far as possible in conditions of social conflict. It should be clarified
that the authors and the editors of the Osvobozhdenie journal believed that the
academic staff should be more actively involved in the formation of the socio-
political position of the students. The journal believed that

In the nearest future, many different voices will be heard and different influences
will be launched, intended to direct Russian university life, and it is not good for
professors to retire to the sacred mountain, even for scientific studies. It is
inconvenient to read books in a burning house; one should be on duty and
extinguish fire, even at the risk of getting into an awkward situation
sometimes. .. There it is, it is not fun to be a professor in Russia, it is not easy to
combine the representation of scientific truth with the public service. Naturally,
there will be people who will find it absolutely impossible and withdraw, but those
who will stay should recognize the consequences of their position. And one of the
clearest consequences is that one should not avoid giving timely advice to students
so as not to deliver senile admonitions to them but in order to make a contribution
of experienced people to students’ judgments. The free decision should still be
reserved for the students.™

Conclusion

The analysis of materials published in the Osvobozhdenie journal quite
representatively confirms the research hypothesis formulated by us. The Russian
intelligentsia, which became the main base for the formation of the liberal wing of
Russia’s political spectrum in the early 20" century, entered the party-parliamentary
period with a number of fundamental provisions that formed the basis of party
programs. Among such basic theses is the immanent commitment to peaceful means
of social institutionalization, such general liberal values as the primacy of human
rights and the institution of private property. As for the issue of the interaction
between the party and the youth in the process of political struggle, it seems possible
to say that several points of view can be found on the pages of Osvobozhdenie, but
the prevailing thesis is that bringing politics into the walls of educational institutions
Is unacceptable because it violates the basic principle of university corporate rights
and freedoms and distorts the worldview of young people as a social group for which
participation in the political struggle, despite the purity and sincerity of spiritual
Impulses, can become a factor interfering with the normal development of the
individual.

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Subsequently, during the Duma period in the history of Russian liberalism, the
governing bodies of liberal political parties would face the discussion of this acute
Issue again, in the conditions of the extremely narrow base of liberal idea carriers in
Russia, and domestic liberals and domestic liberalism once again would be tested for
loyalty to the previously formulated political credo.
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
