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Urban Space Securitization: Foreign Visits to Soviet Omsk in the 19205960s

Abstract. The First World War had an enormous impact on the perception by the sovereign
national states of their owterritorial space. For a number of countries, the end of the war was
accompanied by a change in their policy towards national borders, including the rules of border
crossing. In Russia, where radical political changes took place in the lateil8aflg 1920s, the
authorities also tightened the control over the movement of people, including foreigners. Using
Omsk as an example, the article demonstrates how the city, which used to be open to foreigners in
the prerevolutionary period, became a restrictiess city in the Soviet period. On the basis of

the study of travelogues, newspaper articles, and published archival documents, the author shows
how the admission of foreigners to Gknwas regulated in the 192@®s against the background of
restricting acess of foreign nationals to the cities and entire territories of national significance. The
article shows that thisrmal transfer of the capital of Siberia from Omsk to NévVikolaevsk after

the Civil War had fareaching consequences. However, until thiel-1920s, Omsk was still
perceived as the main Siberian city. From 1926 to 1938, Omsk was one of the main stations on the
roundthe-world routes used by American travelers and pilots. Along with Moscow, Omsk played

an important role in helping to set Mamrecords in the speed of travelling round the world. The
Soviet authorities sought not only to control the process of travel but also to influence the
Americansod i mpressions of the USSR on order t
has bee shown that access to Omsk became restricted as a result of a number of decisions made by
the Soviet cefmal authorities in the 194080s. It is important to note that in the p&alin era, the

existing ban for foreigners to visit Omsk was not recomsuleOnly trustworthy representatives of

the countries with which the Soviet Union maintained privileged relationships were allowed to visit
Omsk on extraordinary occasions.

Anglo-Amer i can journal i st s°®Atthesamehinet teete ara n d
still no studies devoted to the changes in the perception of revolutionary Omsk by
foreigners in the late 1910searly 1920s. Despite the fact that the city continued to
seem interesting and appealing to foreigners until #&®4, visits to Soviet Omsk by
foreign guests and travellers have been studied most poorly by researchers. Two
articles about visits of delegations form socialist countries to Omsk in the 1960s have
been published only recently.

The article examines thastory of the British and American visits to Omsk in the
context of securitization of space of the Soviet state in the period between the 1920s
and the 1960s. The very concept of securitization used by the author in this article is
related to the theory ofhe same name proposed by the Copenhagen school of
international relations and later supplemented and improved by international relations
specialists.The concepbf securitization seeks to answer basic research questions
related to the emergence of stioas potentially or actually undermining state
(public) order and certain ways of responding to emerging threats. Initially,
researchers believed that the provisions of this theory were relevant primarily with
regard to the issues of confrontation betwstates and the use of military force.
Over time, however, these provisions began to be applied to the study of other social
phenomena, where it was possible to discover the interaction between several major

Before traveling to th
Russian Empire in preevolutionary times, foreigners had to obtain a separate
passport to present at the border and to have a document for checking in at hotels or
for registration in a settlemeftt.

After the establishment of the new state system, sigi@en over the movement of
people within Russia became much stricter. In 1920, control over the Soviet border
within the RSFSR was transferred to a specially established structure, Special
Department of the AlRussian Extraordinary Commission (the VChiky Border
Protection. In the fall of 1922, the Separate Frontier Corps of the troops of the Main
Political Directorate (the GPU) was responsible for border protection. As long as the
main task of the VChKGPU was to fight counterrevolution and smugglithg rules
of movement and registration of foreigners within the republic were also tightened.

I n June 1919, the Peopleds Commi ssar.i
decree AOn the Registration of Foreigr

Early Soviet regulations trace the continuity of the laws and rules of entry for
foreigners that had existed before the revolution. The main differences include
greater attention to the itinerary and greater control over tih@haand movements
of foreigners in the territory of Soviet state. Initially, the authorities of Soviet Russia
did not restrict foreigners in the directions of their travel, and a special permit was
required only for travelling by the Tras®iberian Railwg.'°

Over time, bigger areas and zones where any travel for all foreign citizens was
prohibited appeared in the country. As a result, the strictest order of travel within the
Soviet Union included the presence of four key elements: 1) documents confirming
the right to stay in the territory of the USSR; 2) a list of territories and cities available
for foreigners to visit; 3) approved means of traveling within the territory; 4) an
agreed itinerary, which could not be deviated from or changed independently.

The choice of Omsk as an object of research is connected with the fact that the
cityos posi tion changed significantly

republican cities of the Soviet Union became partially or completely closed.

In the 1920s and later, foreign travellers could no longer travel freely in Siberia
and visit Omsk as they did in the pevolutionary times. However, between the
1920s and the 1960s, three periods of foreign visits to this city can be distinguished in
the context of the securitization of spaceh&#Sovietstate

The first period was in the early 1920s, when Argtaericanjournalists who had
already been to Omsk before, were able to visit the city. They published a number of
articles and books describing their stay in Omsk, comparing the city before and after
the revolution. In particular, the journalists noted the slovedps# railroad service
and the new policy of local authorities on checking documents.

The second period of foreigners visiting the city is associated with the era of the
formation of Soviet aviation and the time of international transcontinental flights,
some of which passed through the airfield in Omsk. In the period between 1926 and
1938, Omsk was mentioned in the pages of the AAgherican press as one of the
points of rounethe-world or transcontinental journeys. At that time, the main visitors
were faeign pilots and travellers flying through Omsk in transit, assisted and
escorted by the Soviet authorities. Dur
fully controlled by the representatives of the authorities, and all travellers moved only
as par of delegations.

The third period (1940%0s) was the time when foreigners were banned from
visiting large parts of Siberia. After a short period of alliance between the USSR and
the USA during the Great Patriotic War, Sowvigherican relations began tickly
deteriorate. In parallel, Omsk continued to actively build up the capacities of
military-strategic enterprises. The city was becoming one of the largest industrial
centers, which soon led to its closure to all foreign citizens. Only several foreign
journalists and friendly foreign delegations could visit Omsk in the 1950s by special
permission from Moscow. There was also the possibility of a transit connection at the
local airport, however, without the right to leave the airport and enter the city.

In June 1921, Novwdlikolaevsk became the administrative and political center of
Siberia by decision of the ARussian Central Executive Committee, one of the
central organs of Soviet power.

Omsk was perceived as the capital of the Kolchak
government, which was unacceptable to the Bolsheviks. But it was because of the
cityos recent past t hat Oms k continu
correspondents whewanted to know what changed in the city in the first years of the
Soviet rule. Despite the great interest, few journalists went to Siberia. Due to the
aforementioned tightening of the rules of registration and travel within the country
and difficult situaion at the state borders, travelling within Russia was no longer
considered safe.

only loyal orcommunistfriendly foreigners in Soviet Russia. Second, emphasis was
placed on receiving foreign visitors in organized groups. Second, after their return,
such foreigners were expected to give favorable feedback abroad about what they had
seen in Bolsheki Russia® This approach led to the fact that it was the authorities
who decided what foreigners should see in Russia and what they should not see.

The new policy regarding foreign tourists was implemented gradually. As shown
above, the period of developnteof new rules took the entire first half of the 1920s.
Strict requirements for the movement of foreigners in Russia did not immediately
replace the chaos already present in this area. For example, intending to leave Soviet
Russia in early 1920 throughetlrinnish border, McCullagh was able to travel across
Siberia without a passport, presenting his photograph fromNtwe York World
newspaper during all inspectiofis.

According to McCullagh, the ©i was too slow to recover from the effects of food
shortages and typhus epidemics.

persecution by the loc&xtraordinary Commission He did not feel safe during his
forced stop in Omsk because as a former member of the British military mission (i.e.,
an enemy of Soviet power), he could be identified and arrested at any time.
McCullagh and Mackenzie witnessed searches and doduchecks as part of the
fight against speculation and control of illegal activities. In both cases, their status of
foreign citizens helped them stay out of trouble. To their luck, the inspecting Chekists
were looking for domestic enemies oAly.

According to F. Mackenzie, the main changes in Omsk were attributed to the

subsistence taxation of peasants, which caused widespread protests. According to
Mackenzie, Omsk began to recover economically after the beginning of the NEP

Omsk itself, unfortunately, does not give thgression of prosperity. Ten years

From 1925, the attention of journalists began to gradually shift to the new capital
of Siberia, Novosibirsk.

In 1913, John
Henry Mears from the USA travelled through Omsk and some other Siberian cities
and set another record in this competition.

In the interwar period, competitions in roustleworld speed travel continued.
With the development of aviation after the end of the Second World War; long
distance flights with landing for refueling or changing transport on small airfields
became poputaamong pilots. One of such airfields located on the ratedvorld
route of American pilots, was in Omsk. In 1926 and later, the American press
invariably mentioned Omsk when there was a stop there during a-tloeiacrid
journey or a longlistance nosstop flight. According to our calculations, there were
seven landings in Omsk during that period as part of transcontinental journeys and
flights to set a world record (see the Table).

The peculiarity of the foreign visits to Omsk listed in the table above was that the
Soviet authorities were as much involved as possible in organizingantblling
the travellersd actions in the Soviet
by the United States, the Soviet Union pursued a policy of openness to those
foreigners who could speak of Soviet hospitality at its best. Its main ogjecs to
compete for American public opinion and to create favorable ground for the
establishment of future Soviéimerican diplomatic relations. Travellers and pilots
were well suited for such a purpose because their movement on the Soviet soil was
widely and thoroughly covered in the foreign press.
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It should also be noted that in the r1iI20s and early 1930s, the Soviet Union
was actively involved in transcontinental flights and was also interested in importing
American airplanes and parts for them.eildfore, there were no problems in
obtaining flight permits for American pilots. The matter of issuing visas for pilots to
cross the territory of the Soviet Union was solved at the highest level through the
Politburo of the Central Committee of the VKP(b)r t hrough t he
Commissariat for Foreign Affairs.

The Soviet authorities made various concessions for foreign pilots. For example,
they were allowed to cross the air border of the Soviet Union without a visa, which
was issued after landing in Mase.?® Moreover, Evans and Wells were allowed to
carry equipment for photography, although already in the 1920s the authorities did
not allow any photographs to be taken in the USSR without prior approval. As a
result, Wells was able to include several phgoaphs taken in Omsk in his book
about his roundhe-world journey.

In return for some concessions in the process of obtaining the necessary documents
and the ceremonial welcome given to the American travellers, Soviet officials
counted on a favorable ewualtion and spread of good reviews of the stay in the
USSR. After the successful journey, Wells published the l#ookind the World in
28 Days in which he enthusiastically and emotionally described his arrival and stay
in Omsk?®

After the outbreak of the Second World War, transcontinental flights of foreign
travelers became impossible. In May 1941, shortly before the German invasion of
the Soviet Union, a new phase in the process of securitization of the Soviet territory
and borders began.

In addition, the note included a list of cities and territories forbidden to be visited by
foreign citizens.These were the vast border areas along the entire territory of the
Soviet Union, which were now considered important strategic territories. US
Ambassador to the Soviet Union Laurence Steinhardt noted in his telegram as of May
17, 1941 to the Stateepartment that a ban on the movement of embassy personnel
inside the country was actually introduc8dh Siberia, that ban applied to all regions
that had land or water borders with neighboring states.

After the end of the Second World War, the allied relations between the Soviet
Union and the United States quickly came to an end. Within a few years, foreign
policy differences led to the Cold War. The struggle against cosmopolitanism and
servility to theWestbegan. Against this background, movement around the country
for foreigners became even more difficult. All foreign diplomats and journalists had
to stay in Moscow and were not allowed to travel by car from the capital at a distance
exceeding fifty kKiometers. However, even such trips were limited to ten specific
destinations. Any travel outside the city required prior authorization. When
journalists and diplomats applied to visit certain sites or to travel outside the capital,
they were most often re$ed’

For the first time in the postar period, diplomatic embassy employees were
allowed to travel to a number of cities in the Soviet Union only in the late fall of
1948. Along with Thilisi, Astrakhan, Stalingrad, Kharkov, Odessa and Chkalov,
Omsk wason the list of the cities to visit, as can be seen in a short news item by the

For those
few foreigners who came to the Soviet Union in the late 1940s and early 1950s, the
list of plaes to visit was getting shorter and shorter. In January 1952, along with
other industrial and regional centers of the Soviet Union, Omsk was added to the list
of places forbidden for foreign visit.However, Omsk was still not completely
closed for foreigers in the 19508 1960s. Due to the presence of a transfer hub,
foreigners waiting for a connection could stay at the Omsk airport.

Salisbury turned out to be the last American correspondent allowed to visit Omsk
in the postStalin era. From th&all of 1954 until Perestroika, Americans could stop at
the Omsk airport, but the city itself was permanently closed for any visits. In 1958,
the Associated Press agency distributed in American newspapers the US State
Depart ment 6s pr o pignsMnistry toanuttialydift tlad\v&léns ¢ho r e
visiting provincial cities of the two countries.

The history of foreigners visiting Omsk in the Soviet period is interesting and
indicative of several important trends in the development of the courtsyly, this
history clearly demonstrates the importance of observing passport and visa rules in
Russia by foreign travelers within the borders of the state throughout the whole
periad considered in the articl&he specific character of Omsk became obvious with
the outbreak of the First World War and then during the Revolution and Civil War.
Within five years, the practice of passing through and visiting the city upon
presentation oflocuments prepared a new period of securitization of movement. In
1914, the city became a meeting place for foreigners who tried to leave Siberia
urgently and counted on the help of local consulatesl9bd 20, amid internal
chaos, the old passport consr@eased to work, although the Kolchak government
attempted to control the movement of foreigners by rail. After the Bolshevik victory
in Omsk, there were constant checks and searches that did not bypass foreigners
living in the city in the first postvar years. The introduction of even stricter passport
rules, control over the movement of foreigners within the country, and the
development of military industry in Omsk became the basis for its inclusion in the list
of closed cities.

Secondly, the history ofisits to Omsk helps to understand the evolution of
tourism formats. In the preevolutionary period private visits of wealthy travellers,
including researchers and journalists coming to see and studykhtien Siberia
were common. Later, in the Soviaa, the trips of correspondents, entrepreneurs, and
travellers to Omsk were approved in Moscow. In the-t@0s and later, emphasis
was placed on the reception of foreign delegations and important foreign guests in
Omsk as well as in other cities of tBeviet Union. Due to that, it was possible to
send foreigners along the route that had been approved by the authorities in advance
and to keep all their movements under control.

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Introduction

During the years of implementation of the first fiyear plan, the flow of visitors
from the United States to the Soviet Union increased. Researchers are most interested
in the impressions of American correspondents, diplomats, artists, writers, cultural
figures, and specialists anjl tc ircumstances of their sojourn in the courtry.
However, until recently, the materials collected by the American economists who
came the USSR as part of organized groups for a short period of time or individually
for a longtime, have been beyond the scope of scholarly attehtiorthe former
case visits were limited to trips to the settlements and facilities that were included in
the list of specially designed destinations for foreigriénsthe latter case there was
anopportunity to deviate from the approved itinerary and to collect more diverse data
for research work Travels inspired individual scholars to become experts in the field
of Soviet economics. Repeated lengthy trips contributed to the emergence of
academicpublications about the USSRHowever, some foreign researchers were

As a result, the material they collected was not
in demandlts introduction into scholarly discourse will help complement the picture

of the economic situation in the Soviet regions in the late 10Z@sly 1930s. This
article is aimed at filling the gap that exists in the study of this area of life in the
Sovid Union. It presents the results of the analysis of unpublished written and visual
documents concerning trade and food situation in Kazan in 1930, produced by
American econonst Frank Whitson Fetter (1809991).

Main body

Frank Whitson Fetter receivdds PhD in economics at Princeton University in
1926. At the same time his initial understanding of the Soviet Union was formed
through his participation in a finance commission headed by economist Edwin
Kemmerer in Poland. Direct acquaintance with thentquoccurred two years later,
in 1928, when Fetter completed his work in the financial commission in Latvia and
chose an unusual route to return to the USA, through the USSR. Probably, the transit
trip along the TranSiberian Railway led to the awakeniafjresearch interest in the
Soviet Union. Having become an assistant professor at Princeton University by the
beginning of 1930, Fetter decided to make a targeted trip to the country that
interested him. The American researcher indicated study of theaRU&sguage and
the history of monetary circulation starting from 1914 as the main purpose of the visit
in his visa applicatiofi.At the end of June, he arrived in the USSR, hoping to spend
the summer in the suburbs of Moscow, but by accident he foursgkim Kazan.

The movements of foreign tourists across the territory of the Soviet Union during
that period were not yet strictly regulated. The activities of Intourist were in their
infancy, and the AlUnion Society for Cultural Relations with Forei@ountries
(VOKS) switched to hosting distinguished guests. Kazan was not among the cities
that were closed to foreign tourists. Periodicals intended for foreign readership
regularly published materials about Kazan and Tatar cultdmvever, there was no

According to
the General Instructions, individual tours were to be specially designed and tieinclu

Thanks to the connections of American researcher Samuel Harper who studied the
USSR, Fetter managed to deviate from the standard routes for foreigners and spend
six weeks in Kazart! Only after a close acquaintance with the capital of the
Autonomous Tatar Soviet Socialist Republic (ATSSR) and its suburbs, he started his
way along the itinerary recommended for foreign touristen a cruise down the
Volga and a trip to th cities of the Caucasus.

Being an economist, Fetter paid special attention to trade and food situation in
Kazan. One of his main methods of data collection was participant observation. He
visited trading places every day and recorded the phenomenaearid ke observed:
the behavior of sellers and buyers, lines, range of goods, price dynamics, sanitary
conditions, and the structure of private markets and establishments of the state
cooperative trading networ k. Amwews.Hsr Fe
main respondents were members of the Semon family (the owners of the apartment
where he was staying), the Garkaaand Bryuno families (their neighbors), and his
Russian language teacher Ekaterina N. Zybir@ommunication with these people
was greatly facilitated by the fact that they could speak foreign languages. As Fetter
improved his skills in Russian lessons, he was also able to exchange brief remarks
with other citizens and peasants who came to the markets and to capture the essence
of conversations between them. To systematically record the information obtained
during observations and conversations, he took daily notes. In addition, Fetter turned
to visual methods of recording the objects that interested Hmtook photographs
and mae video recordings. Information about the shooting was recorded in a

and event, number of the film, and camera settings. Based on the data collected in the
field, Fetter nade detailed notes in his journal, to which he added evaluative
judgments, both economic and emotional (witty quotes and compariéofisg
methods used made it possible to obtain a preliminary understanding of the economic
situation in the USSR and fornaté problems for further research work. After
returning to the United States, Fetter began the analytical stage of his research,
associated with the interpretation of the collected material: he formulated conclusions
about the condition of the Soviet ecomp in letters to his colleagues, prepared a
research proposal, selected and edited photographs, made transparencies, edited
film. However, Fetter did not receive support to continue work in the USSR and was
forced to switch to studying the economies dies countries. That is why the
material he collected in Kazan was not introduced into scientific circulation.
Currently, a significant part of it is stored in David M. Rubenstein Rare Book &
Manuscript Library at Duke University.

Visual and written docuents created by Fetter represent the state of trade and
food situation in Kazan during the transition era when the New Economic Policy
ended and the first fivgear plan began. More than fifty of his photographs reflect
this topic. We can see the privateaig trade of M. Timofeeva and the stalls of the
Kazan Central Workersodé6 Cooperative (KTs:s
USSR during that time: in order to purchase a scarce product, it was necessary not
only to pay money but also to provide a&sjal coupon that allowed its purchase. The
country deepened the geographical and sqr@duction hierarchy of state supply,
which began to take shape in previous years. In April 1929, ration books (a book with
coupons for receiving rationed goods) wareoduced in Kazan for three categories
of citizens. The first category included factory workers, who were rationed 800 g of
bread daily; the second category consisted of employees of other institutions and
enterprises with an established bread ratior6@ g; the third category included
dependents who were provided with bread at the rate of 300 g per febaaing

Fetter witnessed the consequences of the transition from the NEP to rationing
system and experienced the daily hardships of Kazan residents. During his visit (in
the summer of 1930), the rationing system extended not onlyetm dvut also to
staple foods and nonfood produttshis is how the economist wrote about it in a
letter:

Certain thing we get at the cooperatives on bread cards and every day | get or my
landlord gets for so much bread, and, each month | get so much sugar, tobacco,
and, wheat and, some other cereal. Tea, and a few other things are bought on
bread cards. Youry get a limited amount and, the price is fixe800 grams of

After registering
with the internal affairs bodies, he received them from the KTsRK.

From the first days of his stay in Kazan, Fetter tried to understand the distribution
system. In his notes, he recorded three categofi¢he population and the standards
for consumption of goods established for them: Category 1 (800 g of bread daily,
1 kg of sugar monthly), workers and specialists; Catego(600 g of bread daily,
800g of sugar monthly), [?] workers; Category 3 (39®f bread daily, 600 g of
sugar monthly), students and elderly pedplde also noted the categories, place of
work, and salary of the Kazan residents he knoew. In some cases, the information
confused him and did not allow him to form a complete pictdirgn® principles of
supplying the population, as reflected in the following entry:

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Observing the situation with the cards, Fetter expressed his opinion on measures
taken in his journal:

The energy and time that goes into the regulatiothe$e bread cards would
raise enuf [sic] food to feed Rus$ia

Fetter paid special attention to queues, one of the main manifestations of the
introduced system in conditions of commodity shortages. He even recorded such
nuances as the approximate numbiep&ople and the lenly of time they spent in
line (for example, it follows from his records that Mrs. Garkavi spent three hours in
line for bread On July 12, and in winter the situation was even worse: people lined up
at two i n )X Acerdingdo Fetiemwgiing time increased because of the
established order of selling goods. The buyer had to stand in one line to select goods
first, then to go to the checkout line to pay for it, and then to return to the first line to
receive the gads?® This procedure did not guarantee the purchase of the necessary
goods, since the cooperatives had at their disposal a very meager stock of goods,
which was not enough for everyone. Neighbors sometimes complained to Fetter that
they had paid for goodsub could not receive thef.The authors of th&rasnaya
Tatariya newspaper also criticized the work of the KTsRKhey regularly wrote
about the problem of the queue, sometimes illustrating their notes with photographs.

Fetter quickly came to the conclusion that no family could survive solely on what
cooperatives provided.

The market remained an important element in food supply of Kazan residents
despite the curtailment of private entrepreneurship and the introduction of restrictions
on the sale of their goods by collective and individual farms. At the market it was
possibleto purchase goods that were hardly ever available for cards: meat, milk, etc.

The photographs show potatoes, turnips, apples, cabbage, bread, milk, and self
distilled vodka. Fetter also observed the behavior of participants in trade transactions,
both sellers and buyers. He especially carefully monitored the merciad sale

procedure: weighing and releasing goods. With his camera lens, he managed to
capture the moment of payment and even captured where customers kept money

The situation was seriously complicated by the situation with cash circulation. An
important problem of that period was the shortage of metallic money. Firstly, in the
absence of metallic coins, it was difficult for the seller to give change anihdor
buyer to purchase the goods, since he had to either overpay or refuse the purchase:

literally dozens of times, and, a number of trades fell there because there was no

Similar problems arose both in cooperatives and in markets. Secondly, peasants
changed the price of their goods depending on the method of payoemixample,

when paying with coins, a bottle of milk cost 1 rouble 50 kopecks, and when paying
with paper money, 1 rouble 70 kopecks. In turn, buyers threatened sellers with militia
if they refused to take paper money or give change. Fetter repeatedssed
clashes between buyers and sellers, which ended only thanks to the militia. The
situation with cash flow caused inconvenience not only when making purchases at
the market but also when using public transport. If a passenger could not be given
chang when paying the fare, he had to leave the tram car. Fetter associated that with
the rouble quotation, at which silver in coins was much more expensive than the
external value of money. According to the economist, the situation with the shortage

Based on personal experience and evaluative judgments of citizens, Fetter made
sad conclusions about the level of consumption. Many residents of Kazan complained
that over dew years everything had become much worse. According to approximate
estimates of the economist, for two people to wall, they needed from 15 to
20roubles per day, which significantly exceeded the real income of the population:

Fetter had the
opportunity to get a real idea of the difficult financial situation of the Kamesople
he knew who did not possess the cards.

The thematic collecting of the Zlatougkatform for young philatelists proposed,
first of all, to abandon the fundamentalist attitudes towards the collection: the
collection is not an object of adoration and investment but a historical collection, in
which key events in the history of mankinddathe Soviet state are visualized. The
albums were supposed to be collected exclusively on historical topics, so philately
was placed in the same section with other auxiliary historical disciplines such as
heraldry, numismatics, notaphily, etc. Syuzyunsmught to elevate the status of
philately to the level of a social science, almost political ecorimy.

In the 1920s, M. Syuzyumov was a young historian of Byzantium who had lost a
professorial scholarship from The University of Yuryev, had been a memlbee of
VKP(b) but failed to appear for #egistration; in addition, he was a Red Army
soldier, who was forced to settle in Zlatoust due to typhus in 1920.

In recent historiography, there has been an established thesis that due to the closure
of the Sovetskii kollektsionenagazine and the begingif mass repression against
collectors engaged in foreign exchange, collecting declined and was in this state until
the 19608 However, in 1933 and later Young Pioneer palaces and houses began to
appear in the territory of the USSR. Among others, sextonl circles of philatelists,
notaphilists, etc. were represented there. In the first fivevpasstears alone, more
than a hundred similar sections were opefied.

Summing up, we can say that legal collecting in the 1920s and 1930s narrowed
down to philagly. Thanks to the activities of M. Syuzyumov, thematic collecting was
its distinctive feature. It should be noted that philately was only the initial stage of
thematic collecting, which later spread to other forms of collecting. Since the state
had a monpoly on the production and sale of mass collectibles, thematic collections
became a kind of additional means of ideological propaganda. Due to the lack of
highqual ity textbooks and opportunities I
philately beame a means of the educational process. In this regard, numerous articles
were published on the application of philately at scAib®ethodological manuals

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The Activities of the Liquidation Committee for the Affairs of Former Russian
Legal Entities in Warsaw (1928 1933)

Abstract. The article deals with the activities of the Liquidation Committee for the Affairs of
Former Russian Led Entities in Warsaw in 19283. The main sources for the research were the
minutes of the committee meetings and the docuntertisem (reports, inventory books, balance
sheets) contained in the National Archives of the Republic of Belarus; minutes of meetings and
working materials of the PolisRussiarUkrainian Settlement Commission stored in the Polish
Archive of New Acts. By raans of special historical methods and methods of statistical analysis,
the activities of the Liquidation Committee were analyzed. The relationship of its work with the
functioning of the Mixed Settlement Commission was established. Attention is drawre to t
inefficiency of the meetings of the bilateral commission for mutual settlement between Poland, on
the one hand, and the RSFSR and the Ukrainian SSR, on the other. The unwillingness of the parties
to find an acceptable solution to the problem causedatlnech of the liquidation process (sale,
division and transfer of property to heirs or the Polish treasury) otgtmek companies officially
registered in the USSR but owning property in Poland. The beginning of the nationalization of
property of privagé banks, urban building, church property, private hospitals, commercial
enterprises, and foreign property in the USSR served as an impetus for the activation of the
activities of the Liquidation Committee for the Affairs of Former Russian Legal EntitM&msaw.
Decisions in most of the cases were made in favor of the Polish side: the funds received from the
sale of property were transferred to the Polish treasury.

Main body

The Treaty of Riga of 1921 also provided for the establishment oMiked
Settlement Commission (hereinafter referred to as the MSC), which was supposed to
resolve the issue of financial institutions evacuated to Russia, compensation of
deposits of the population in Poland, and business entities in Russian banks. The
commssion was supposed to deal with issues of mutual settlements between the
Polish and Russiabkrainian parties: determine the amount, methods and terms of
payments, to resolve the cases related to private legal relations between the two
countries, to repaglaims of legal entities and individuals received by the Ministry of
Finance of Pol and and Peoplebs Commi ss
SSR, and other government institutions, both Polish and Rud&i@amian. Mutual
settlements related to tlpeocess of revacuation of Polish private and statened
property fell within the jurisdiction of the MSE.

According to Article 16 of the Treaty of Riga, the Russifrainian side
undertook to make settlements with Poland for funds and capital theg we
bequeathed or donated to Polish legal entities and individuals and, according to
mandatory regulations, kept in accounts in state treasuries or credit institutions of the
former Russian Empire. To make settlements provided for in Article 14, 15, b6, 17
the Treaty of Riga, to establish the principles of these settlements in cases not
provided for by the treaty, and to determine the amount, methods, and deadline of
payment for the settlements mentioned abotbee MSC consisting of
5 representatives fromach side and the required number of experts based in Warsaw
was to be established within 6 weeks from the date of ratification of the treaty.
October 1, 1915 was established as the date of transactions that was taken as the
starting point. Payments weneade in Russian gold roubles. On May 30, 1921, the
RussianUkrainian delegation of the Mixed Settlement Commission arrived in
Warsaw, and in 1924 it returned to Moscow. The Polish delegation was formed on
June 1, 1921. The Commission began its work withesdelay, which was caused by
the illness of L. Obolenskii, Chairman of the Rusdi#irainian delegatiof’ As a

Initially it was
planned to include the plenipotentiary representative of the RSFSR in Poland
L. Karakhan in the Russiddkrainian delegation, but due to his extreme busyness,
the Soviet side was represented by four commission members.

During the first plenary meeting of the MSC, technical issues were considered,
methods of making payments were discussed, the rules of the Comiissiorw o r k
were approved, and the need for the Ruskirainian side to deliver the exported
acts and documents necessary for mutual settlements was confirmed. It was
recognized that in order to carry out settlement operations, it was necessary to have
archival documents taken from the territory of Poland during the First World War:
archives of chambers (izbas) and treasuries, state charity funds, departments of city
banks, rural and nobility banks, and evacuated private credit institutions.

The regulations stipulated that plenipotentiary representatives of the two
delegations and technical staff summoned by the chairman of the delegation had the
right to participate in plenary sessions. The time and place of meetings and the daily
routine were establishedy bagreement of the chairmen of the delegations. The
working languages were Polish, Russian, and Ukrainian. The minutes were kept by
each side in Polish and in Russian. There was also a possibility of forming
subcommittees to consider a specific issue.

The second meeting of the MSC, which began on December 5, 1921, was devoted
to determining the deadlines for the return of the documentary basis of mutual
settlements. Two months later, the Russilkmainian side, in whose territory all the
necessary sourcesere located, had to +®vacuate the materials of the central
institutions, the payments of which passed through the Main State Cash Office
(Central or SPetersburg Department of the Russian State Bank), starting from
January 1, 1916, to provide informati about mutual debts and letter of attorney. In
addition, the Russiablkrainian side was charged to send printed copies of all
budgets of state institutions for 191%.

On December 5, 1921, the Polish branch of the MSC issued a resolution according
to which all persons entitled to mutual settlements had to apply to the office of the
Polish delegation, a separate commission in Warsaw, or they could do it through
consulates and representative offices abroad. Applicants were required to attach to
their forms documentary evidence with a precisely defined number of property or
property rights they wished to return. After preliminary consideration, applications
with attachments were sent to the Rusdikinainian delegation, which had to give an
official respons on the feasibility of the calculations within a month from the date of
receipt of the applications. In the event that a response was not received from the
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RussiarUkrainian side within a month, the application was to be satisfied in full. The
replies wee prepared in special subcommittees comprising four experts (two on each
side). The decision was made by majority of votes. If the votes were equal, the case
was transferred for consideration to the main commission of the MSC for another two
months.

During the first three plenary meetings, no decision was made regarding the
principle and mechanism of settlements. On December 12, 1921, the proposal of the
Polish delegation to establish the basis for settlements with Polish citizens, former
employees of stat institutions was considered (Article 17, Part 2, Article 18).
According to that proposal, employees of military, civil, and railway institutions of
the former Kingdom of Poland and the Russian Empire; their heirs (widows and
orphans) also had the righd tlaim payment of all debts of wages, pensions, and
other unpaid sunts. Two weeks later (on December 26, 1921), the issue of the
deferred debt of urban and rural gminy in the accounts of the former Russian Empire
was raised? In execution of ltem 2 of Aitle 17 of the Treaty of Riga, Poland was
obliged to make settlement with the Soviet government for the sums receivable from
urban and rural gminy.

At the initiative of the Polish delegation in March 1922, the issue of settlements
was raised regarding a@has of Polish individuals and legal entities to Russian postal
and postandtelegraph institutions, both evacuated and operating in the territory of
the RSFSR and Ukrainian S8RPayments were provided for unfulfilled postal and
telegraphic transfers; uniplapromissory notes; undelivered valuable parcels and
registered letters. At the same time, a proposal was put forward by the Polish
delegation to the MSC on the issue of settling the debt of former military personnel of
the Russian Empire, Polish citize(ddficers, doctors, paramedics, soldiers, hospital
attendants, etc.) for a total amount of 119 million 458 thousand gold roubles,

was published by the Minister of Finance of Pdlaaccording to which owners of
property or capital were required to submit a statement of their claims to the Main

Liquidation Department no later than November 1, 1925. As a result, the Soviet side
was asked to return a significant amount of more thabillibn gold roubles.
However, as the Polish delegation indicated in its report, the process of obtaining
those funds depended entirely on the desire of both sides to compromise on this issue.
Due to the impossibility of restitution of funds, the Polishdership decided to write
off the debt.

of individuals and societies. According to tiRSFSR Civil Code of 1922, the
property of privagé banks, urban buildings, church property, private hospitals, and
commercial enterprises were subject to nationalization. As well as enterprises that
belonged to Russian citizens, among them were industrial and transport enterprises
located in the territgr of the RSFSR that belonged to foreign joint stock companies
and societies and foreignéfs.

In the Polish territory there was also property that belonged to Russian and
Ukrainian individuals, societies, and associations. According to the orders of the
Minister of Industry and Trade of Poland and the Minister of Finance of Poland as of

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June 13, 1922, foreign joint stock companies were not allowed to operate in Poland
without changing their charter, recognizing them as Polish organizations, and
transferrng their permanent location to Poland (nostrification). When liquidating
associations (unions, societies, etc.), the main attention was paid to their charter. If it
did not stipulate that all property of the organization should be divided between its
membes upon liquidation, it was transferred to the stéten(m vacanswith the

right to receive compensation. The property of legal entities was sold to third parties,
and the amounts received were spent to settle credit claims; the balances were
transferredo the owners (shareholders, members) in proportion to their participation
in the overall funding. The liquidation of property (its sale or transfer to the state)
was quite simple in the event of legal suspension of the activities of a society or
organizaion. If an enterprise was not operating at the time of liquidation (as it was in
the instance of the First Suburban Railway Society), its property was transferred to
some state institution (Polish Line of Railways), which was only supposed to make
mutualsettlements between it and the founders of the society.

As a result, 200 new associations with a total capital of 50 million Zlotyere
registered at the headquarters of the liquidation committee (LC) and the Ministry of
Finance of Poland. The first mew of the LC was held on May 2, 1928 in the
building of the Ministry of Finance of Poland. The committee was not part of the
Ministry of Finance of Poland but used its building and technical means of
communication. Being a collegial body, the LC providegorting materials on its
activities to the Supreme Control Chamber of Poland. A number of commissions
existed as part of the LC. Among them were insurance, assessment, and reappraisal
commissions.

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Quite large amount of time in the work of the LC was devoted to the liquidation of
the preerty of former credit societies (Baranovichi Agricultural Mutual Insurance

Conclusion

Contradictions and difficulties that occurred in 1924 in the work of the Polish
RussianUkrainian Mixed Settlement Commission created in execution of Articles
14, 15, 16, 17 of the Treaty of Rigaasll as the lack of real results in its activities
made mutual settlements between the RSFSR and the Ukrainian SSR on the one hanc
and Poland on the other, one of the unresolved and controversial problems.
Nationalization of the property of private banksty buildings, church property,
private hospitals, trading enterprises, and foreign property by the Soviet leadership
entailed the desire of the Polish leadership to somehow resolve the issue of the

the USSR. The formation of the Liquidation Committee for the Affairs of Former
Russian Legal Entities in Warsaw became a way to liquidate property in the Polish
territory and also to remove all grounds for making any compensetiedms by the
Soviet side.

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Organization of the Detention of Prisoners of War of the German Army
and Its Allies in the USSR (A Case Study of Cherepovets Camp no. 158)

Abstract. The subject of this article is the study of the detention of prisoners of war of the German
army and its allies in the Cherepovets NKMOV D Camp I[so. 158. Tthise s pe
camp was that it operated from 1942 to 1948, i.e. from the initial period of the Great Patriotic War
until the completion of the repatriation of the majority of prisoners of war. That is why, the
application of historical genetic and historical systemmethods, it is possible to consider the
evolution of the policy of the Soviet state in relation to the enemy soldiers who found themselves at
its mercy and to identify the mechanisms of its implementation in a single detention facility. Based
on the anlysis of a wide range of sources, the author considers the principles of the internal
structure of the camp and the characteristics of the material and living situation of the prisoners of
war detained there and the features of medical care for prisdngas;dhe connection between the
provision of prisoners of war with food, medical care, and clothing, on the one hand, and their
physical condition, morbidity and mortality rates are determined; the content and dynamics of
political propaganda among prisers of war are revealed; the features of the repatriation process
are shown.
