I am happy to present the new online scientific edition (No. 3 — 2018) of ‘His-
toria Provinciae — The Journal of Regional History’.

All materials in this edition are prepared in the context of its main topic — Russia
and the new world order. Political processes currently taking place in the system of
international relations are dynamic and sometimes unpredictable, which leads to new
challenges and threats for the international community. Russia, being one of the most
important players in the international arena, must consider the impact of the new re-
alities, to achieve the main goal — ensuring both its own national interests and the in-
terests of its closest allies.

The edition opens with the article that discusses the specifics of modern informa-
tion warfare, which is consistently waged against this country (the author —
E.A. Markov). This is then followed by an article by Oleg Onopko and Larisa
Landik, both researchers from Donetsk, who attempt to make a theoretical analysis
of how political myths are used during campaigning of modern elections. Then an
article by a young scientist from Yaroslavl, Denis Tumakov is devoted to the analy-
sis of several foreign journalists’ publications, reflecting upon the events of the first
days of the Chechen War 1994-96. The researcher compares the coverage given by

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both Russian and foreign media. Professor Vasily Chernoperov and Polina
Gradusova, both authors from Ivanovo, analyse the migration policy within the
European Union conducted by French Presidents Nicolas Sarkozy (2007-12) and
Frangois Hollande (2012—17).

Boris Petelin, Professor of Cherepovets State University, shares in the presented
material the memoirs of his colleague, the famous scientist Viktor Konasov, who was
one of the first researchers to turn to the topic of history of military captivity and re-
lying on the extensive documentary basis from previously classified documents, re-
flected in his books, articles and speeches upon the fate of German prisoners of war
in the Soviet Union.

Undoubtedly, the review of Stavitsky’s monograph ‘National and historical myth
of Ukraine’ written by Andrei Baranov, professor of the Kuban State University, will
also be of interest to our readers. In this review, the conceptual foundations to my-
thologize the historical knowledge, the role of mythology in identity construction and
recoding of consciousness are determined, as well as the purpose, principles and
characteristics of Ukraine’s ‘mytho-history’ are revealed.

We hope that the materials of the edition will arouse interest not only among rep-
resentatives of the scientific community, however also among students and all those
who are interested in the background of modern political processes.

Abstract. At least for the past ten years, Russia has been remaining the object of information
wars or, according to some researchers, the object of one ongoing information war. Modern infor-
mation warsare characterized by a number of special features, such as: established control of the
state over the media; absence of any rules and moral and ethical norms in the process of carrying
out information attacks (i.e. a cyber-attack or a media blitz); complete ignoring of the norms of in-
ternational law by individual countries; absence of debates during the information attacks for the
sake of achieving personal goals and objectives; lack of evidence in the prosecution of crimes; in
relation to some states, as well assystematic formation of the image of a rogue state. This country
found itself, as it happened more than once in the modern history, in the centre of large-scale in-
formation wars; moreover, Russia became the main target of information attacks.

The article examines the specifics of modern information wars, with Russia as an attractive tar-
get for such wars, as well as the conditions for ensuring full national security required in such a
case.

Introduction

Modern political processes currently taking place in the international community
are dynamic, turbulentandare often accompanied by the formation of new challenges
and threats for those participating in the international relations. As Russian Foreign
Minister Sergey Lavrov noted, “The main feature of the current situation is the rapid
changes in all spheres of international life”*. Of course, the main reason for
accelerating speed of the political processes is globalization, and they were initiated
by the highly developed countries in order to preserve and consolidate the world
order where the leading countries consolidate their technological and economic
superiority and strengthen their political influence in the world. However, this could
not continue forever, as many new centres of power appeared. Those are other
countries wishing to establish partnership-based relations on the equal, fair and
mutually beneficial basis. Therefore, two concepts for the future development of
relations in the international community have eventually collided: the theory of the
unipolar world order and the theory of the multipolar one. The first concept implies
domination of one superpower — the United States — trying to control all political
processes taking place in the world. Countries that support policies in accordance
with the second concept intend to build reasonable relationship among themselves,
which implies a higher level of trust and security in the relations between different
states. Supporters of the first concept are the ‘Anglo-Saxondom countries’ that has
been benefiting from their domination for several centuries. It goes without saying,
the main beneficiary is the United States. The concepts of the multipolar world are

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shared by Russia, China, India, Brazil and a number of other states. Taking into
account the rising trend in the international community to include an increasing
number of national ‘actors’ supporting the concept of the multipolar world, the
countries of the ‘Anglo-Saxon world’ included to their arsenal the means to preserve
their dominance in addition to those means that previously would be considered
unacceptable. One of them would be an information war, the methods of which are
widely used today by ‘the Anglo-Saxon Union’ in confronting countries conducting
their independent foreign and domestic policy. Today, the main object of such a
confrontation is Russia. There is anactual justification for this, but we will dwell on
this in our work later, because, first of all, it is necessary to find out the origin of the
term ‘information war’ itself.

Background and scope:

The term ‘information war’ was first mentioned in 1976 by the American scien-
tific adviser Thomas Ron in the report ‘Weapons systems and information war’ com-
piled by the author for the company ‘Boeing’. The author stressed that it was the in-
formation infrastructure that became key element of the American economy. At the
same time, it can be a vulnerable target for an attack, both during peacetime and dur-
ing wartime”.

Quite soon, this term began to be used not only among the military and security
specialists, but was also included into the research lexicon. Thus, the term
‘information war’ and the phenomenon presented by this term became a political
concept, relevant for use both in journalistic and scientific texts. This happened due
to the fact that at the turn of the 20™ and 21" centuries, qualitatively new ways of
working with information appeared, whilst information itself acquired strategic
importance as a new weapon of war”.

Today, we can speak about the informational confrontation that includes an
increasing number of countries. This means that the informational confrontation has
become a stable phenomenon of the world political system. Military means of
information, being in demand in the modern world, acquire new features every
decade, bringing possibilities of information wars to an ever-higher level. These
means are not less effective than the traditional types of weapons. On the contrary,

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they surpass the traditional types of weapons in terms of their effectiveness and the
devastating consequences they may bring”.

Trying to formulate the best universal definition of such a concept, researchers
still cannot come to a mutual opinion, since each of them notes those features that
they see and that they would like to empathize. This can be explained by the fact that
the phenomenon we are describing at the moment, is based on the term ‘information’,
which itself has a very wide meaning affecting many public spheres.

Let us note that the very phenomenon of the information confrontation is not
something new for the mankind. However, until the term ‘information war’ appeared,
it was interpreted simply as propaganda. Methods of the moral corruption of the
enemy through propaganda, disinformation, and intimidation have been known since
ancient times. They were and remain a special weapon in the arsenal of all wars. As
an example, in the work of Herodotus ‘History’, it was noted that during the Greco-
Persian wars, Persia, suppressing the insurrection in the lonic cities located in Asia
Minor, intended to strike at Athens and Sparta, which refused to submit to the Persian
king Xerxes. Xerxes gathered a large army, which included, among others, Greeks
from poleis in Anatolia. The Athenians carved on the rocks inscriptions of the
following content: “lonians! You do it unfairly by going to war with your ancestors
and helping the barbarians to enslave Hellas. Come to our side!””

Talking about the Russian experience of military operations, we can remember
the great commander Alexander Suvorov who actively used the skills of
psychological war in order to raise the morale of his soldiers. “During the last
campaign, the enemy’s losses equalled seventy-five thousand, which is comparable to
one hundred thousand. They fought skilfully and desperately, but we did not lose
even one thousand of our people. Here, brothers, is what military training means!” he
wrote in his book ‘The Science of winning!*®

During the First World War, P. G. Warburton, the English specialist in the
psychological impact on the enemy wrote that ... the armed clash of armies is only
one means [of war]. Of particular importance in the confrontation of the fighting
parties is the psychological impact on the enemy, the desire, one way or another, to
shake the faith of the enemy in the rightness of the ideas they defend, and in the

belief in the future victory””.

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The modern concept of ‘information war’ includes a whole set of techniques and
methods of influencing the enemy, which includes not only different means of moral
or psychological pressure, but also confrontation in the information systems used
today, without exaggeration, in all spheres of human society. Russian researcher
S. Rastorguev concentrates his attention exactly on this fact, proposing his own
version of the concept ‘information war’. “Information war consists of actions taken
to achieve information superiority in providing national military strategy by
influencing the information and information systems of the enemy with simultaneous
strengthening and protection of our own information and information systems”,
Rastorguev writes®.

In fact, the arsenal of resources that can be used in such informational
confrontation is constantly being developed. Today, it is already possible to classify
them as economic sanctions against certain countries (including Russia), the purpose
of which is to weaken the country economically and to slow down its development.

A powerful means of any informational war today is also the activity of the mass
media that, combining their abilities, can use the so-called informational power
against a country identified as an enemy, or a rogue country, with a certain aim of
initiating negative political processes in the given country and, ultimately, even
changing the political regime in it. One of the tasks of joint informational attacks is
the formation of a world public opinion in the required context. Examples of such
coordinated actions will be also given in our work.

Taking into account the scope of the concept ‘information war’, we can propose
the definition, which, in our view, in the best possible way to describe the essence of
the phenomenon under our consideration. “Information war is a war aimed to seize
raw, energy or human resources of another country with the help of influence on the
minds of people of the country under aggression in terms of ideology, religion,
politics, history, philosophy and science, deliberately introducing false ideas about
what is happening in the society, in the lives of people, thus allowing the aggressor to
freely manipulate both the government and the people of this country and to capture
resources with almost no resistance, i.e. without armed intrusion™.

We also offer our own definition, which, in our opinion, is even more capacious.
A modern information war or a hybrid war is an aggressive action of one country or
a whole group of countries in relation to other countries with the use not only of
military power, but also of a whole set of other resources (economic, ideological,
information resources, etc.) that allow applying massive pressure in order to
influence the behaviour of the enemy and in order to achieve certain goals.

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Materials and Methods:

Without exaggeration, Russia is currently object of the information war, which is
being waged against it by ‘the Anglo-Saxon’ bloc of countries. Initially, the reason
for starting these incessant and increasingly intensifying information attacks on
Russia by Western countries was the speech of Vladimir Putin on 10™ February 2007
at the Munich Security Conference. At the time, the Russian president said that “...the
Russian Federation is a country with more than a thousand-year old history, and
almost always it enjoyed the privilege of pursuing an independent foreign policy. We
are not going to change this tradition today”'®. In his speech, Vladimir Putin also
severely criticized the US foreign policy for unjustified use of force against other
sovereign states and the imposition of its views on the organization of the world
political system in the form of the unipolar world where the United States currently
dominate, gaining individual one-sided benefits.

The reaction of Western politicians who heard Vladimir Putin's speech was
exactly as expected. As an example, the US Senator from the Democratic Party,
Joseph Lieberman, said that “... Putin's speech was provocative and had a strong
odour of the Cold War”™'. Representatives of the Republican Party of the United
States reacted even more sharply. The influential American newspaper ‘The
Washington Post’, which is believed to express the opinion of the ruling elite of the
Republican Party, explicitly called President Putin a hypocrite and an insolent person,
who openly interferes in the affairs of neighbouring countries, and an energy
blackmailer™.

After some time, Western politicians' assessments became more balanced. For
example, the columnist for ‘The New York Times’, Thomas Friedman, said that “...
the Americans themselves provoked Moscow's wrath, it was not necessary to move
NATO eastwards in violation of old agreements”**. Former US Secretary of Defence
William Cohen said on one of TV channels that “at the moment, Russia simply feels
that it is treated without respect, despite its greatness <....>andthere is only one recipe
here — there should be more contacts, meetings, and negotiations with Moscow’**.

However, these statements did not play the leading role. The vector of attitude
towards Russia has been already set, and among Western politicians, the opinion
began to form that Russia yet again intends to achieve implementation of its long-

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standing imperial ambitions, resulting in the persuasive thought that Russia should be
stopped. It is this opinion that prevailed in the media of the leading countries in the
West. Vladimir Putin's speech in Munich was the beginning of a new ‘cold’
(information) war and, as a result, the beginning of chilling Russia's relations with its
Western partners, who wanted to see Vladimir Putin's words as a new threat from the
unpredictable Russia.

An important role in the process of separation of the points of view on various
international problems between Russia and Western countries is played by the mass
media, which, in fact, do not always fulfil their main task — to provide their citizens
with objective and complete information. Confirmations that the Western media,
whilst supporting the policies of their governments, forget about the principles of
objectivity and completeness in the coverage of events are uncountable.

Already during the invasion of Yugoslavia in 1999, the main task in the context
of the informational war against this country was to provide international support for
the actions of the United States and the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO).
To achieve this goal, a number of structures were involved: the US State Department,
the US Information Agency (USIA) with its subordinate units (radio stations the
Voice of America, Liberty, Free Europe), the CIA, and psychologists from the
Pentagon.The materials of the USIA agency were promptly sent to various news
agencies around the world, but interestingly, in the US, the distribution of USIA
products was banned (probably because the information was unreliable, and the
country's leadership did not want to get any accusations from political opponents and
its media in bias). After the destruction of telecentres in Belgrade and Pristina, the
inhabitants of Serbia found themselves in the ‘information vacuum’, which was
already ready to be filled with the Voice of America radio station. The Americans set
up the broadcast of their programs on the same radio frequencies as those of Serbian
television, including the broadcast directly from the aircraft belonging to the
Psychological operations (PSYOP) of the US Armed Forces. The US military did not
forget about the old, time-tested means of the psychological war, having scattered
more than 22 million leaflets in which appeals were made to the citizens of the
country to oppose President Milosevic, saying that this would contribute to the quick
end of the war.Thus, the countries that were part of the NATO bloc and took part in
the bombings of Serbia, used the information resources of their own countries,
coupled with military intervention. And, before commencing this unauthorized
operation (without the direct decision of the UN Security Council), and during the
progress of this operation, and even after it had already ended, the NATO allies
received powerful international support with regards to their actions through the
media of various countries around the world.

The bombing of Serbia in 1999 was the first example of waging a hybrid war
(when both the armed forces and the informational resources were used) by the
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member states of NATO in Europe. However, we can say that it was just an episode,
because the success of the NATO countries in the change of the political regime in
Serbia caused the desire to continue to ensure their political domination in different
regions of the world by using military force and accompanying military operations
with the informational support in its various forms.

For some time, the leadership of Russia did not state any disagreement with the
policy of domination in the world conducted by the United States, relying on the
support of its allies. Such a statement, as already noted in our work, was voiced only
in Munich in February 2007. The President of Russia was the first world leader to
state that the international relations between countries can be built on completely
different principles: equal and mutually beneficial cooperation, based not on fear of
the military power of the most developed countries, but on mutual respect and trust.
This concept was called the multipolar — or multi-pole — world and began to gain
support from other countries, including China, India, Brazil, the South African
Republic and a number of other states. Thus, Russia assumed the role of a leader in
promoting this concept of the world order and took upon itself the anger and
discontent with such a position on the part of ‘the Anglo-Saxon countries’. Exactly
since that time, the Russian Federation has become the object of the informational
war.

Attempts to ‘test’ the power of Russia followed one after another. The first test
for Russia's relations, on one hand, and the US and Europe, on the other, was the so-
called ‘five-day’ war with Georgia (Russo-Georgian War) in August 2008. Russia
was accused of the outbreak of this war. It took a year to prove that Georgia was the
culprit of this adventure. In Brussels, the commission specifically set up by the
European Union to investigate the causes of the tragic events of 2008 in the
Caucasus, called by the Europeans ‘the Mission of Truth’ and led by the diplomat
Heidi Tagliavini, presented their report. According to this report, Tbilisi's guilt in
provoking an armed conflict in the Caucasus was proved. It is interesting that many
of the world's media loudly shouted about Russia’s guilt in August 2008, whilst the
information about the conclusions of the Tagliavini Commission was almost
unnoticed. The public opinion is difficult to change, and many Europeans still
consider Russia to be the culprit in the events of summer 2008, and those who want
to be deceived even insist on this fact™.

In recent years, the relations between Russia and ‘the Anglo-Saxon countries’
have been consistently worsening against the background of tragic events in various
regions of the world, with the United States and its closest allies as the culprit. In a
number of countries, such as Moldova, Kirghizia, Tunisia, Egypt, Syria, Venezuela, a

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wave of colour revolutions swept, Libya and Iraq were routed, and a long civil war in
Syria is currently taking place.

The scenario developed by the Americans for violent change of political regimes
was used by the United States and its allies in 2003 in Iraq. Using a far-fetched
pretext about the presence of weapons of mass destruction in Iraq, and despite the
decisions of the UN Security Council, the United States and Great Britain invaded the
country, overthrew Saddam Hussein's regime (he himself was subsequently executed)
and unleashed in this country a civil war that is still considered one of the most
successful wars in the Middle East. President Saddam Hussein managed to pursue an
effective policy of restraining the aggressive aspirations of representatives of
different religious movements for a long time and ensuring a long-term peace in his
country. It would hardly have been possible to win such a quick victory over Saddam
Hussein's army in Iraq, had it not been for the previously conducted informational
training and properly formed public opinion in this country with the help of television
media. The greatest success in manipulating public opinion has been reached by the
American channel CNN broadcasting around the clock all over the world. The
coverages of the journalists of this channel differ in the realistic presentation of their
materials. They are usually shot from several cameras in order to create the effect of
presence for the viewer at the scene of the event, while the picture received by the
audience is accompanied by a minimum of comments and generalizations. Such
methods are very effective and allow successful manipulation of the public opinion.

In 2011, the united coalition of the armed NATO forces experienced its military
power, overthrowing the political regime in another country in theMiddle East. This
time, the target for the attack was Libya. The successful operation of the Americans
and their allies to overthrow the political regime of Muammar Gaddafi did not lead,
as planned, to the success of building democracy in this country. On the contrary, the
country plunged into chaos as a result of the unleashed civil war, as well as the result
of the operation of the coalition countries was that a million lives destroyed and
taken.Today, Libya is a country engulfed in the civil war. It has lost its statehood and
sovereignty. And again, like in other similar cases, the military operation was
accompanied in advance by the processing of the public opinion in this country. The
24-hour information channel Al Jazeera, created with the money of the Qatari emir
Hamad bin Khalifa Al Thani played an active role in these and subsequent events (the
‘Arab Spring’). Al Jazeera, together with CNN, provided an informational impact on
the population of other Arab countries as well, such as Syria, where a civil war was
also in progress, dividing the country into supporters of President Bashar Assad and
oppositionists, developed, trained and provided with weapons, not without the help of
the United States and its allies.

In Syria, once rich and prosperous, the events went against the pre-planned
scenario. The goal of starting yet another civil war in this country was the same — the
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overthrow of a legitimate political regime. However, the events took another turn. On
the territory of Syria (and partly the territory of Iraq), the terrorists who had escaped
the control of the Western coalition of countries set up a radical Islamic state (ISIS)
and quickly turned into a powerful threat for the rest of the world. The alliance of 60
states led by the United States entered into the war with these terrorists. However, the
fight against the radicals proved to be ineffective, and the terrorists seized more and
more territories, earning money through the sale of oil and historical valuables that
were in abundance in Iraq and Syria, countries with such a long history. Russia has
supported the ruling regime of Bashar Assad, sending its aviation, military specialists
and modern high-precision weapons to this country. Thanks to Russia's help, Syrian
government troops have now almost completely freed their country from ISIS
terrorists.

However, this is not how the Western periodicals interpret the successes of
Russia in the fight against ISIS in Syria. After the announcement of the withdrawal of
part of the Russian armed forces from Syria, the British newspaper ‘The Guardian’
wrote that “... the majority of Russian air strikes were directed not against ISIS,
...weakening the Syrian rebels, Russia acted for the sake of the terrorists. ISIS not
justfailed but managed to move forward, especially in the neighbourhood of
Aleppo”'®. And, here is another phrase from the same edition claiming that ...
Russia's actions led to the death of additional several hundred civilians and, most
likely, only increased ISIS™". Another statement seems absolutely cynical saying that
“Mr. Putin likes to give the impression that his actions in Syria were well planned.
However, their results look ominous and disastrous”. Readers of the respectable
English newspaper ‘The Guardian’ will probably never read excerpts from the
report™ presented by the international human rights organization ‘Amnesty
International’, which is dedicated to the so-called ‘liberation’ of the Syrian city of Al-
Raqqgah by the coalition led by the United States. “One of the main conclusions of the
70-page document called ‘War of Annihilation” was that the strikes of the coalition
led by the United States violated the international humanitarian law and, perhaps,
even led to the war crimes. The activists of this organization are sure that the Allied
actions were ‘disproportionate’ and ‘unselective’ and led to the wounding and death
of thousands of civilians. Statements by the Western military about extremely small
number of civilian casualties, according to the human rights activists, “do not stand

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up to criticism...” <...> Human rights activists say that the coalition forces hit the
terrorists even in those areas where they knew civilians were trapped”™.

Hundreds of thousands of Syrians killed, cities and villages destroyed, the
infrastructure bombed — these are the consequences of the civil war started in Syria
and of the armed intervention of the forces of the so-called international coalition led
by the United States, of the coalition located on the territory of the country illegally
and violating the norms of the international law. It is significant that the
consequences of the events in the Middle East have also reached Europe, which was
swept by waves of refugees fleeing the war. Thus, European countries punished
themselves by supporting the policy of the United States.

It would seem that the malicious interference of the alliance of Western countries
in the course of historical or social and economic development of other countries and
entire regions should result in, at least, formation of the position in the international
community condemning illegal interference of certain countries in the affairs of other
countries, as well as condemning attempts to overthrow the political regimes leading
to wars and chaos and being cause ofemergence of new challenges and threats in the
world. It seems that the democratic media of the most developed countries, boasting
of their independence, had to sharply condemn the erroneous foreign policy of their
governments. However, in fact, everything is different. The stained reputation of
Western world countries was quickly cleared, and the media shaped the public
opinion in such a way that all these actions were presented as the only possible course
of actions.

Various technologies to arrange political coups d’état have long been well
rehearsed”™. A classic example to arrange such a type of overthrowing a government
is the coup d’état in Ukraine in February 2014. The violent change of power in
Ukraine was supported by such countries as the United States of America, Poland,
Germanyand France. Russian President Vladimir Putin has openly and repeatedly
stated this at different international forums, saying that “the European Union and the
US did not want to understand the background of the political crisis in Ukraine and

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Western media also played an important role in the implementation of the coup
d'état in Ukraine. The mass media of the Western world mostly totally supported the
representatives of the radical and nationalist forces that came to power. Even Western
politicians themselves reveal such distortion in the reflection of events. For example,
the representative of a country that is difficult to blame for being in love with Russia,
the former Lithuanian Foreign Minister, the EU representative in Russia, Vygaudas
Usackas, said in 2014 to the Lithuanian newspaper ‘Kaunodiena’ that “Lithuanian
media lack balanced information about Russia. There is a lot of negative information,
but not enough balanced objective opinion”**. According to this diplomat, Lithuanian
publications also lack information about Ukrainian processes and events. “We cannot
put blame on everything in connection with the conflict in Ukraine on Moscow
alone”, Usackas said.

Another periodical also published in the country that currently conducts the anti-
Russian foreign policy, namely the Polish edition of ‘Obserwator Polityczny’, came
to the conclusion that the accusations of Russian journalists connected with supposed
lies and the presence of the aggressive ‘Kremlin propaganda’ by many Western
media are very weak, since such channels as RT and ‘Russia 24°, according to Polish
media representatives, report in relation to the Ukrainian crisis that the exact truth
“that 1s unpleasant for Brussels and Washington and that thus cannot be found in
Western press”™>*.

It goes without saying, the United States of America and its allies measure the
events taking place in the world according to their own personal point of view. And
all the politicians, of course, will justify the foreign policy course of their countries,
declaring the need to protect theirnational interests. Nevertheless, even among those
in the American establishment there are representatives who openly criticize the
functioning administration of the US President for interfering in the affairs of other
sovereign states. As an example example, the American journalist Wayne Madsen
mentioned in his article a list of those countries where coups d'états, in his opinion,
took place with the direct participation and direct support of Washington®. “You
should send the Secretary of State®® a package of 64 coloured pencils, one for every
revolution that Washington prepared since the overthrow of Slobodan Milosevic”,
writes Wayne Madsen. In this article, Madsen also revealed the background of the

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duplicity obviously existing in the explanations of the representatives of the United
States administration regarding the interpretation of the events initiated by
themselves. He writes that “representatives of American political elites in the process
of their development are going through a‘good school of hypocrisy’, studying in elite
educational institutions or working in pro-government think tanks and non-profit
organizations™”’. This explanation helps usunderstand why Western politicians and
Western media often try to give out black for white, and white for black.

The methods of conducting modern informational wars are constantly improving
and undergo qualitative changes. Today, for many individual states, information
technology and the media are perhaps the most important means of achieving their
political goals. At the same time, one can note that the destructive power of the
information-based and psychological impact on public consciousness is constantly
increasing and becomes extremely dangerous for some countries that are becoming
object of such confrontation. Unfortunately, Russia also belongs to the list of such
countries.

Western countries that control their own media have mastered yet another space
where informational wars are also taking place. In the early 20" century, Pierre de
Coubertin began to restore the Olympic movement with the help of the slogan “O
Sport, You Are Peace!” based on the noble rivalry of athletes from different
countries. However, almost immediately the Olympics began to be used as an
instrument for influencing relations between the countries. Today, sport is an
effective means of applying political pressure and demonstrating political power by
individual states.

Modern history has many examples of political pressure used by some countries
on other countries with the help of different sporting events. In the arsenal of such
means are boycotts of competitions, protests, exclusion from participation in
competitions of individual athletes, application of various sanctions against national
sports organizations and even entire nations. All such actions lead to deterioration of
the international situation and, ultimately, destabilize the political situation in the
international community.

Ever since hosting the 2014 Winter Olympics, Russia has become target for
informational attacks by the European and American media. The Winter Olympic
Games in Sochi were accompanied by a number of publications in the Western media
that had a ‘vivid’ negative character. Foreign publications wrote about the alleged
unavailability of Olympic facilities, lack of security measures for fans and athletes,
the likelihood of carrying out terrorist attacks in the city, tough measures and threats
from Russia in relation to journalists and human rights activists, as well as criticized

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Russia for unreasonable waste of money used to prepare and conduct the 2014
Olympics.

Organizing the event at the highest possible level and winning an unrivalled
victory in the medal standings, Russia partially neutralized the flow of negative
information, which allowed to some extent strengthen the image of the country.
However, a little bit later, in December 2014, the German broadcaster ARD presented
a documentary by Hajo Seppelt, a journalist, who alleged that Russia has been
actively using the system of doping by athletes since Soviet times (this is the reason
the Russians have such outstanding achievements in sports!). High-ranking sports
officials were suspected of creating and supporting this ‘system’. Hajo Seppelt’s film
marked the beginning of the long-term doping war against Russia, which was also
joined by the international organizations related to sport. Based on the materials of
the film, the World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) set up the so-called independent
commission to investigate and verify the accusations against Russia. Russian sports
officials were not ready for such a powerful informational attack and did not
immediately assess the scale of the negative consequences that threatened athletes
and the entire sports movement in the country. As a result of the campaign launched
by WADA and supported by the International Olympic Committee (IOC), the
Olympic team of this country performed in a cut composition also during the Summer
Olympic Games in Rio de Janeiro in 2016, and in Winter Olympic Games in
Pyeongchang in 2018. Moreover, according to the results of additional testing of
doping samples of Russian Olympic athletes, Russia lost the unofficial first place in
the overall medal standings at the end of the 2014 Olympics in Sochi due to revision
of the results. At the Olympics in Pyeongchang, the Russian team was forced to act
not as a national team, but as a team of Athletes from Russia, which led to a ban on
the use by our team of the Russian national anthem and other national symbols.

It seemed that the reputation of Russia was lost forever, but the independent
Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS) fully justified 28 Russian athletes before the
Olympics in Pyeongchang and partially dropped charges against another 11
athletes®®. As a result, this also allowed Russia to regain the first place in the medal
standings at the end of the Olympics in Sochi. However, the decision of the court did
not change the verdict of the International Olympic Committee regarding the
restrictions against our team.

In the escalation of the doping scandal, the key role was played by the Western
media that somehow covered this topic as the most important one. As an example, it
is sufficient to quote the publication of the ‘Los Angeles Times’, which wrote that
“numerous investigations and evidences indicate that Russia carefully prepared and
implemented a doping program at the Sochi Winter Olympics in order to achieve

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good results. Dozens of Russian athletes received a cocktail of three prohibited
medicaments. During the Games, Russian special services also replaced the urine
tests with the content for doping tests with clean samples, opening test tubes that
were supposedly protected from hacking. In the night-time, they passed such test
tubes through a hole in the wall. WADA also said that Russian officials did not limit
themselves to the Olympic Games in Sochi, and over the years conducted a doping
program that included 1,000 athletes from 30 sport disciplines’.

The publications of the foreign media repeatedly noted the criminal character of
Russian sport. The most common phrases were “The actions of athletes - unashamed
violations, huge and complex deceptions, dishonest scam, the greatest doping trick,
monumental scam, serious violations using dirty tricks. The Russian sport is the
“dirty world of doping scam” and the “source of manpower for famed teams”, where
“crime blossoms in its magnificent colour”, and the earned awards are ‘dirty medals™.

Preparations for the 2018 World Cup in this country also could not go without the
negative background created by the Western mass media. Just as in the run-up to the
Olympic Games in Sochi, before the World Cup, the foreign media condemned
Russia for unreasonably high costs for the event noting that “money flows as a river
to build a stadium” as “the Russian authorities spent about 680 billion roubles to
prepare the World Cup”.

An important place in the articles of Western media is also given to the topic of
Russian football fans, who, according tothe Western journalists, are famousfor their
cruelty and aggressiveness. The conflict in France in 2016 is also mentioned, when
“the Russian fans attacked the English fans in Marseilles during the European
Championships two years ago, which was a real battle”*°.

Some publications also went further to compare modern Russia with the Nazi
Germany, and the forthcoming World Cup with the Olympics held in Berlin in 1936.
Although this comparison is dangerous for the Western media, because athletes from
many European countries took part in this Olympics, while Soviet athletes did not
participate in the Olympics in Berlin at all. To find out this fact, it is quite enough to
check this information on the Internet.

This constant repetition of such bright images used by the foreign media in their
materials is a clear attempt to popularize among the Western audience the intended
stereotypes about Russian athletes as scammers and liars, as well as about Russian
sports as a criminal system. Aggressiveness, inadequate behaviour and irrational
perception of reality, as well as susceptibility on the part of the government are the
exact qualities given to the Russian people by various authors ofsuch articles. Similar

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images can be traced in numerous publications. Thus, the publications persistently
form in the minds of the audience the image of an average Russian person endowed
with a whole set of negative features, making this person someone who should be
treated with caution.

Results and discussion:

A modern informational war or a hybrid war is the aggressive action of one coun-
try or a whole group of countries in relation to other countries with the use of not
only military power, but also a whole set of other resources (economic, ideological,
information resources, etc.) that allow applying massive pressure in order to influence
the behaviour of the enemy and in order to achieve certain goals. Whilst the use
of ordinary weapons and means of warfare by the countries in relation to one another
is sufficiently fully regulated by the international law (protection of individual rights,
the right of the parties to choose means and methods of warfare, prohibition of use of
the weapons capable of inflicting undue destruction or excessive suffering to people,
the need for respect and protection of the rights of the wounded, sick, prisoners and
civilians, prohibition of attacks on objects on which the survival of the civilian popu-
lation depends, any kind of torture and ill-treatment of people, hostage-taking, etc.),
modern informational warsare conducted in the absence of any compliance with the
international law (which has not yet been developed), and with any moral and ethical
standards.

Nevertheless, we can distinguish a number of features that exist in the
informational confrontation:

1. The confrontation is carried out not in the geographical, but in the
informational space. Examples of this kind of aggression were given in our article. In
addition to informational attacks with the help of Internet resources located beyond
the country that has been attacked, conventional methods of warfare using special
operations and conventional weapons can also be used. An example is Libya, whose
regime was overthrown by Western special reaction forces and the use of armed force
from the so-called private military companies (PMCs).

2. Complete disregard of any norms of international law and moral and ethical
norms by the countries that apply such aggression. We have to admit that the
international law today does not have any laws and norms regulating the behaviour of
countries in the informational space.

3. Shaping the image of a rogue country. With the help of unilaterally submitted
information reinforced by the repeated repetition of fakes by the combined
information resources, the attacking countries shape an emotionally saturated image
of rogue states, consolidating it in the mass consciousness of the international
community.
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4. Active use of capabilities of the modern media that can disseminate negative
information simultaneously to the mass audience, using specific techniques that can
manipulate the public opinion.

5. Establishment of government control over the activities of the media. The
‘Anglo-Saxon countries’ that persuaded the whole world that the mass media should
be independent from the authorities because their main function is dissemination of
full and objective information, in fact, established control over the activities of their
national mass media, which makes it possible to use them as a powerful tool of
information impact.

6. Combination of efforts of the media in a number of countries to organize and
conduct information impact on the population. Moreover, dissemination of
information that has a propagandistic effect is carried out both for the population of
their own countries and for the audience of the country chosen as a victim.

7. Use of the policy of ‘soft power’. The preparation and conduct of ‘colour
revolutions’ operations in a number of countries would not be possible if new
generations of people brought up using Western values did not grow up in these
countries with what was the result of implementation of the ‘soft power’ policy. The
appeal of comfortable living conditions in the Western world is so strong that it
forces young people to abandon the traditional way of life. The tragedy is that young
people, who become the driving force behind the revolutionary changes, are not
ultimately getting the promised Western standards of life, whilst their countries
‘slide’ into the civil war.

8. The ideological decay and devaluation of traditional moral values, which
allowed the population of the country to be a united nation. As a result of information
aggression, new ideological and moral attitudes are imposed on the population of the
country under attack. An example of this substitution of traditional values is for
instance Japan that was built into standards imposed by the United States of America
soon after the end of the Second World War.

9. The secrecy of aggressive actions in the information space. This means that the
population of the country that has become a victim of information impact may not
even suspect that the country is being put in danger of an informational attack, whilst
new installations introduced into the public consciousness force to submit to the
aggressor and even voluntarily help him.

Russia 1s a great power, possessing uncountable natural wealth, having an advan-
tageous geographical position, being a bridge between Europe and Asia, having a
large population that is also an attractive market. Thus, Russia is a very tempting ob-
ject for informational wars. In addition, Russia is the ‘conductor’ of a new concept of
the world order, which is based on the understanding of the need for the multi-polar
world, which allows establishing partnership-based relations on the equal, fair and
mutually beneficial basis. Possessing all these qualities, this country, in the opinion of
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the most developed Western countries, is a potential enemy, to ease the capabilities of
which all means are good. Russia must take into account all threats and challenges of
the modern world in order to ensure the national security on full scale for itself, and
also in order help its allies to achievethis difficult task.

Annotation. The article presents an attempt to perform a theoretical analysis regarding the use
of political myths in election campaigns.

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Introduction

Modern practices of political competition, struggle for state authority, and elec-
toral moods largely stimulate politicians to actively use various kinds of stereotypes,
myths and slogans in their communication with the society. Political myths that re-
main an important part of informational and manipulative support for election cam-
paigns of political parties and individual candidates are not only the results of activity
of certain specialists (i.e. managers in public relations, media managers and image-
makers), but also depend on the current political and cultural space, value-semantic
orientations, as well as the type and features of political mentality of the society. In
the modern post-Soviet space, political myths have become an integral part of the
background and support the images of various political actors who, using these
myths, seek to gain trust of their electorate or discredit their competitors.

With this in mind, the authors of the article intended to systematize and theoreti-
cally prove the features of the structure, functions and types of political myths during
various election campaigns. To achieve this goal, several research problems were
solved. Thus, the degree of previous studies was determined, in the Anglo-American,
Russian and Ukrainian political scientific discourse; the distinctive features of politi-
cal myths were revealed; the political mythology of election campaigns as integral
systems was analysed; the functions of political myths in the electoral process were
systematized.

Main Body

An effective study of political application of myths in election campaigns is im-
possible without representation of the scientific and theoretical research that already
exists in the political science in terms of political mythmaking in general. In the
West, one of the first works analysing political myths was the article of M. Edelman
‘Myths, Metaphors and Political Conformity’, which revealed the specifics of politi-
cal manipulation techniques used by the politicians in Europe and America in the
1960s". Further research in this field was made by H. Tudor’ and G. Cuthbertson’,
who were among the first researches who attempted to make a comprehensive analy-
sis of political myths from the point of political philosophy. Their works focused on
the connection between political myths, political rituals and archaic epics. In the
1980s, after the restoration of British interests in their former colonies (following the
policy of Margaret Thatcher), many works were devoted to political mythology in the
newly emerged countries of Africa and Asia. J. Day studied the political mythology

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of African nationalism in Southern Rhodesia (now Zimbabwe)®, whilst St. Lawson
explored different political myths of Fiji and the countries in Southeast Asia’. C.
Flood studied political myths as tools of ideology, in contrast to the sacred myths that
religion uses. In his work ‘Political Myth: A Theoretical Introduction’, he paid con-
siderable attention to practical design and transformation of political myths and my-
thologies, as well as to theoretical foundation of political mythmaking®.

In the United States, active research of political myths began in the 1970s. Their
typical feature, up until present, would be the focus mostly on the practical approach.
This is well illustrated by the work of J. Combs, who concentrates on “popular politi-
cal mythmaking”, to be exact, on the possibilities of independent creation of personal
political myths by any politicians, starting with the local level’. In recent years, the
whole series of complex scientific works by American and European authors devoted
to the problems of political mythmaking appeared. These include ‘A Philosophy of a
Political Myth® by C. Bottici®, ‘Political Myth, Mythology and the European Union’
by V. Della-Sala’, ‘Political Myth and Discourse Analysis in Security’ by J. Rich-
ards'®, and others. They cover in detail the geopolitical, philosophical, socio-
anthropological and practical aspects for application of political myths in the Western
world.

The development of a comprehensive research trend devoted to political mythol-
ogy began in Russia only in the late 1990s. S. Kara-Murza, O. Malinova, O. Popova,
S. Potseluev, A. Tsuladze, and others are among the contemporary Russian political
scientists who study political myths.

The binary typology of political myths (‘light’ and ‘dark’ myths) was suggested
by Sergey Kara-Murza who also determined the historical factors of their origin''. In
his opinion, any political myth that was introduced into the minds of people and that
could be deeply rooted there, can successfully replace the political reality for quite a

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long time. As a result, the consumer of a myth perceives the political reality through
the prism of interpretation contained in a certain political myth and acts based on this
perception. Thus, political myths existing in people's minds make it unnecessary for
them to critically analyse the political life. According to the ideas of Kara-Murza, a
person in such a state no longer needs to understand the world around them, as they
are guided by the already existing mythological prefabrication. The thesis of Kara-
Murza on axiological significance of political myths is extremely important. He notes
that “even under a powerful political press people do not cease to lead their private
life”. There is always a sphere of personal freedom that opposes such pressure. Mod-
ern political myths destroy such values™".

The forms of political myths and the basics for their interaction were investigated
by A. Tsuladze. For the first time, he tried to analyse the Russian political mythology
as an integral political system". Tsuladze, like Kara-Murza, considers political myths
paying attention to their manipulative nature'. This academic was one of the first re-
searches in Russia to propose his own definition of a political myth. According to
Tsuladze, it is a myth used to achieve certain political goals, such as race for power,
legitimization of power or imposing political domination.

O. Malinova and S. Potseluev studied myths from the perspective of symbolic
politics. At the same time, special attention is paid to political myths as products of
political practice of the elite aimed at creating and strengthening their own social re-
ality”; as elements of historical memory™; and as means of shaping political iden-
tity"’. Analysing the traditions of studying symbolic politics in the foreign political
science, Potseluev considers political myths as a product created “from above and
from below”, both by the ruling elite and by people. He notes that with the help of
“its own stable meanings, a myth directs the fears of a particular individual into the
general perspective of expectations and hopes, assigns him to a strictly defined role in

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the collective scenario of behaviour and frees his “inner self” from the individual re-
sponsibility for the miserable situation an individual finds himself in”*%.

A separate area of modern research of political myths in Russia is the study of
imperial political mythology. In this field, important contributions were made by such
political scientists as Yu. Aksyutin and N. Shkurko. Aksyutin related his works to the
category ‘imperial ethnos’, which is widely used in social and humanitarian knowl-
edge and, as examples from modern social practice show, also has significant politi-
cal potential under the conditions of Russian polyethnicity. Aksyutin presents theo-
retical and methodological approaches towards the study of the category ‘imperial
ethnos’; the influence of political mythology on its formation is also analysed. It is
determined that an imperial ethnos appears due to the process of construction of a
state and colonization, which is carried out by the empire state. These processes form
the mythologema of the ‘civilizing mission’ and the accompanying elements of the
imperious attitude of mind"®. The object of Shkurko's research is the socio-cultural
origins of the political Russian imperial myth. In his opinion, such a myth has an ex-
traordinary adaptive, integrational and ideological potential. Most notably, it can be
considered as a specific chain of dependences: ‘the historical destiny of Russia’ —
‘Moscow as the ‘Third Rome’ — ‘Russian messianic idea’. Shkurko notes in his
works that the latest version of such an ‘imperial myth’ effectively consolidates the
people of Russia around the current Russian president Vladimir Putin®.

Studies of political myths also play an important role in modern Ukrainian politi-
cal science. In particular, M. Golovatiy focuses on the psychological and religious
aspects of political mythmaking, as well as on technologies of creation and destruc-
tion of myths. He, for the first time in the modern Ukraine, conducted a comprehen-
sive analysis of conceptual approaches to mythological problems, outlined the fea-
tures of various functions and ways of genesis of political myths and explored all the
main myths that existed in the Ukrainian society throughout the 20" century. Golova-
tiy considers de-sacralisation of myths as the most effective strategy of demythologi-
zation of the political life in the society, which means revelation or attribution of
“vested’ interests to the myths™". Yuri Shaigorodskiy defines a political myth as an in-
tegral, simplified, mostly irrational reflection in the individual and mass conscious-
ness of political reality and basic social values, a kind of symbolic tool of their inter-

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pretation®”. With this definition, he is one of the first researchers in the post-Soviet
states to pay attention pre-eminently to the axiological significance of political myths.
Natalia Probeigolova, the researcher from Lugansk, considers political myths as a
special form of arranging information and analyses their influence on the motivation
of political choices in the society”®. She concludes that the final destruction of politi-
cal myths and mythologems is impossible because the mythical structure is preserved
and can acquire a new meaning depending on the social, cultural and historical situa-
tion in which myths exist**. Moreover, in recent years, many studies on the use of po-
litical myths in various areas of socio-political activities were conducted in the
Ukraine. In her works, T. Nagornyak explored the interrelation of political mythology
and territorial branding®. O. Volyanyuk focused on how political myths influence the
formation of national heroic style and historical memory”®. However, the specific us-
age of political myths during election campaigns did not receive satisfactory coverage
and theorization in the political science and thus did not become an independent sub-
ject of politological research.

To achieve their goals during elections, candidates, parties and other participants
widely use political myths that, in the opinion of the authors of the article, differ from
other myths in a few exceptional features, as follows:

1) Teleological feature. A political myth is created on purpose by representatives
of civil society, interest groups and multi-level political actors. The latter are particu-
larly active during election campaigns, when political myths are created with the spe-
cific goal of consolidating and mobilizing the electorate of the parties and participat-
ing candidates. The goal of creating political myths in presidential campaigns can be
idealization or demonization of images of presidential candidates;

2) Awareness of mythmakers. Political myths do not ignite spontaneously, they
appear as a result of conscious actions of political actors. For example, during an

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election campaign of a presidential candidate, a team of specialists would be working
to design political myths. They not only comprehend and shape the basic concept of
mythology for this particular person, however also consciously synchronise it with
various internal factors (a manifesto, ideology’’, personal traits, political measures),
as well as elements of the external environment (traditions, values and norms, ru-
mours, stereotypes and other myths that exist during this campaign, etc.);

3) A political goal. Any myth can become political if it is used in politics. An ex-
ample of usage of archaic mythology for political purposes is the myth of ‘America
as the ‘New Camelot’, which was reproduced during the presidential campaign of
Robert F. Kennedy (1968)*°. This personal political myth was used to consolidate the
voters in favour of the candidate, who previously supported his brother John F. Ken-
nedy during the 1960 elections. This myth turned out to be so effective and long-
standing that it displays itself until present, especially in the modern film industry of
1996-2006. Thus, the TV series ‘The West Wing’ focuses on the work of the fictional
administration of the US President Josiah Bartlett from the Democratic Party. In
2001, the premiere of the feature-length film ‘The Women of Camelot” about women
from the Kennedy family took place.

4) Dynamism. Political myths can evolve, change themselves in political time and
space, acquiring a new meaning depending on the context. For example, the political
myth about ‘fighting against fascism’, which existed in the Soviet Union in the late
1930s and 1940s, has acquired a new meaning in the Russian political mythology
during the political crisis in the Ukraine in 2013-14, when it was used to support the
existing negative image of Ukrainian nationalists and other national-democratic po-
litical forces;

5) Dependence on the mental specifics of the political environment. As L. Al-
isova notes, the concept of ‘mentality’ is used mainly to designate the original way of
thinking or mentality of a social group, layer or a class®. The political dictionary ed-
ited by V. Konovalov defines mentality as a single, syncretic form of awareness of
the socio-political system that is formed due to comprehension of political experience
by individual and collective political consciousness and expresses the values that are
relevant for certain political groups®. It is worth noting that, speaking of conscious-
ness, one should understand not only the deliberate actions, however also the subcon-

scious aspect, since it is at this level that the mentality is preserved and transferred
from one generation to another.

In a broader sense, mentality means entirety and a specific form of organization, a
peculiar collection of various mental properties and qualities, features and manifesta-
tions. In a narrow sense, mentality is a relatively stable set of basic social and psycho-
logical characteristics essential for representatives of the social community, formed
under the influence of geographic, economic or ideological circumstances. The influ-
ence of mentality on political mythmaking can be described in five key aspects:

— Mentality is the result of geographical, historical, social, linguistic, religious,
psychological, semiotic and other characteristics of a community and determines the
specifics of political myths peculiar to this group of people’;

— As a phenomenon, mentality is built on the principle of complementarity (the
subconscious sense of mutual sympathy and community of people that defines the
opposition ‘friend and foe’ and division into ‘our’ and ‘theirs’) and naturally becomes
the basis for the emergence of myths of the structure ‘us — them’;

— As a component of people's consciousness, mentality is a perfect catalyst for the
emergence of political myths;

— The direct connection between mentality and ethnicity®> predetermines the pe-
culiarities of perception of representatives of one ethnos by another, which is ex-
pressed in the creation of ethnocentric political myths;

— The ideas of ‘good’ and ‘bad’ behaviour inherent to the mentality of a certain
group are the basis for formation of heroic images that ensure observance and imple-
mentation of political ideas;

6) Close connection with historical memory. Historical memory is a collection of
historical facts, symbols and signs, myths and stereotypes inherent to the people. It is
the factor that determines the further process of creation in political mythology. Soci-
ety and politicians create a political myth as a continuation of the chain of events and
phenomena of historical memory. Every new political myth is a new link in this
chain. This can be confirmed by the political myth of the co-optation of the Ukrainian
nobility of Galicia into the Little Russian nobility. Its essence lies in the fact that the
Ukrainian nobility, when they joined the all-imperial aristocracy, allegedly ‘did not
have’ the same rights as the Russian nobles. Apparently, they were the so-called
‘second-rat’ nobles. This myth was construed due to the existence in the historical
memory of some Ukrainians of a complex of various myths and stereotypes about
‘harassment’ by the Russian leadership of all Ukrainians, and due to the tendency in
recent years to create the pseudo-history of the Ukrainian people. Thus, the emer-

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gence of this myth was quite a natural development of historical memory, which is
extremely different from the actual history;

7) Dependence by civilizational features of the political environment. According
to S. Huntington, there are eight leading civilizations in the world®. Each of these
civilizations includes several countries, represents a higher cultural and geopolitical
formation and consolidates people based on self-identification and common lan-
guage, religion, traditions, customs, etc. It determines the specificity of political be-
haviour of countries’ population, defining its basic norms and values;

8) Cyclical nature in appearance and development in the logic for the life-cycle
hypothesis. Like any political system, a political myth goes through stages from its
‘birth’ in the depths of the old system and towards its ‘death’ or some form of a relic
life;

9) A political myth is a construct of reality that can have confirmation in the said
reality. The main factor in the complete, long-term and effective use of a political
myth in the election campaign is its reporting about something that happened;

10) Sensuous-emotional format to present political information. The key to effec-
tiveness of political myths is their appeal to the irrational nature of human conscious-
ness, with the impact on first-hand experience and personal interests of people.

Despite numerous common features, political myths used in election campaigns
are a heterogeneous phenomenon, which requires their typologization. The most
common typology of political myths is the one described in the book ‘Political My-
thology’ by M. Golovatiy. Four types of myths are defined: main (leading) myths,
myths of the structure ‘us and them’, pseudo-myths and heroic (personal) myths>*.
Before considering these, it should be noted that political myths used in election
campaigns are viewed as a complex integrated political system where each of these
myth types is one of its well-organized components. The system is operated based on:

— mental, religious, ideological, value-based, geological and cultural features of
the society;

— specific conditions of each election campaign.

The system of political myths used in election campaigns is generally very adap-
tive because it always depends on the changes in the country’s political culture and
current political situation.

Main political myths are the most ambitious mythical constructions. The goal of
their creation lies in the desire to direct and manage the public opinion and con-
sciousness nation-wide on the scale of civilization. As noted by M. Golovatiy, main
political myths include myths about individual nations, political structures, states, re-
gimes, forms of government, etc.> There exist quite a few similar political myths,

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both in Russian history and in the world. For example, about ‘American’s messianic
role in the world’, ‘Nazi cruelty’, ‘Ukrainian nationalism’, ‘Russia’s evolving ‘Grand
Eurasia strategy’, etc. These political myths play a leading role in election campaigns,
where the fundamental struggle between the candidates often takes place around
them. That is why it is possible to identify a separate subtype of main myths — central
political myths of election campaigns. They reflect the main concept of confrontation
or political struggle (for example, the ‘power struggle between liberals and patriots’).
The idea of this phenomenon was very well presented in the works of S. Popov*® and
M. Koshelyuk®’.

The myths of the structure ‘us and them’ were among the first myths to appear.
The idea of this phenomenon lies in the fact that when the human communities
started to be established, the division into ‘our’ and ‘their’ also appeared. As A.
Shcherbakov notes, “myths offer a binary system of relations — beside the divine
realm, there is always the world of evil and vices”*®. This means that, as soon as the
human being starts trying to separate ‘good’ from ‘evil’ on an instinctive level, they
begin to divide the world into those who are with them and those who are against.
This fact is used by candidates’ teams, headquarters of political parties, trying to play
on the ancient subconscious of the human psyche. According to Golovatiy, myths of
the structure ‘us and them’ are created and used to separate different structures and to
compare them®. When various parties or candidates are compared, myths rely on the
sacred mechanism of human subconscious to negatively perceive everyone and eve-
rything that is opposed to it. The ancient principles that exist in the mind of a person
since the beginning of the world can be considered that special force of a myth that
changes the behaviour of supposedly ordinary, quiet people, who were never previ-
ously engaged in politics, and turns them into hyperactive and sometimes even unre-
strainedly aggressive political actors.

Pseudo-myths are myths of immediate, temporary and short-term action®’. These
are political myths that are situational in nature and have a relatively small scale of
influence. They are formed within certain short-term political campaigns (mostly
election campaigns). Together with propaganda techniques, they provide support to
certain candidates, parties or other political actors. In contrast to real political myths,

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they do not rely on the archetypal base and are not complex socio-psychological phe-
nomena. A. Tsuladze calls such political myths “technological myths”*'.

Personal, or heroic, myths are mostly used in presidential election campaigns, be-
cause such campaigns are not only and not to such a large extent confrontation of par-
ties, programs or ideas, but rather of personalities. From the point of view of cultur-
ology, a hero is a main character who bears the view of reality, of himself and of
other characters™. In political science, a ‘hero’ of a myth is a specific person, around
the image of whom a political myth is created. Whilst creating a personal political
myth during an election campaign, its creators use actualization of the heroics, of the
technology of political mythmaking, which means the hyperbolization of hero's
achievements, certain features of their image, their correction to archetypes and atti-
tudes existing in the society, political, religious and cultural traditions, values and
norms. This also includes ideology, based on which (or in support of which) a per-
sonal myth is created. However, many modern societies are de-ideologized, or the
ideology in them plays only a small role. Therefore, political myths for efficiency
preservation must function autonomously from it, focusing specifically on the so-
ciocultural and social-psychological characteristics of the people. A politician, a
journalist, a public figure or any other public person who relates to an election cam-
paign can become a hero of such a political myth. It is worth noting that heroics,
unlike an image™®, is not only a set of descriptive characteristics of a certain person,
but also the actions that this person supposedly performs. A hero accumulates in
themselves the ‘superhuman’ abilities and actions of a hero of a myth and, on the one
hand, makes it ideal and mystically unattainable for the audience, and on the other
hand, preserves and maintains a link between the two**. Thus, a perfect example of
the existence of effective political heroics would the myth of ‘an ordinary Texan
cowboy George W. Bush’ (the presidential campaign of 2004 in the United States),
when he was simultaneously the highest official in the country unattainable for ordi-
nary people, and, at the same time, ‘an ancestor of the people’ in his own country.
Such heroics (especially in the domestic political culture) is inherent to virtually all
politicians who became heroes of political myths. One can say that with the help of
personal myths, politicians try to maintain a subtle but steady connection with the
human masses.

Personal myths have a specific structure. According to the Russian author A.
Shcherbakov, a political myth consists of several levels of content, which develops

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cyclically and is constantly updated®. The ‘core’ of this structure, the invariant set of
messages, symbols and stereotypes, is created around the central fact, a real political
event taking place in the life of a person around whom the whole political myth is
created. The details and significance of this event in the political myth are hyperbo-
lized or diminished. This ‘core’ is a constant, around which all the other components
of a personal political myth must be centred. A political myth is to be certainly based
on the reality. This reality is changed with the help of additional information, political
stereotypes, symbols, word-markers, labels and rumours. The content of additional
information reproduced in a personal political myth can be transformed during its ad-
aptation to the current changes in the political environment existing around a myth.

To protect a personal political myth from deactivation and destruction, there ex-
ists the so-called ‘sacral shell” which sifts all the elements hostile to a political myth.
This ‘shell’ is adapted to the audience and is represented by suggestive repetition,
which protects the political myth from the archaic fear of destruction®®. Therefore, a
myth returns people to the primary holiness of time, so that any demythologization
can lead to the emergence of negative emotions, a sense of losing the meaning of life,
frustration in candidates or parties or deprivation. This manifest itself particularly
sharply when political myths reproduce information about the facts and events that
create and initially determine the historical memory of the people, which is often
practiced in presidential election campaigns in the Ukraine.

For comprehensive understanding of the specifics that characterize the usage of
political myths in election campaigns, it would be required to define the spectrum of
functions that such political myths perform. Thus, Golovatiy assigns the following
functions to political myths:

1. The explicative function means explaining to the target audience the main ideas
of a party programme or candidate’s manifesto, their announced worldviews, the val-
ues they declare relevant and important. In some cases, political mythology explains
the essence and practicability of a new opinion on the past historical events. Political
myths fasten such a perception of history on the society that is relevant to the prevail-
ing political attitudes, stereotypes, values and dominant ideology. As an example, this
could be the political mythology created around the image of Valdas Adamkus during
1998 election campaign in Lithuania. During this campaign, various personal politi-
cal myths about this presidential candidate actively reproduced the emigrant version
of Lithuanian history. This version was an alternative to the one that existed in the
country since the Soviet-era.

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2. The apologetic function means justifying the existing order of things, legitimiz-
ing the actions of political actors at different levels, in particular, pro-government
candidates or parties during the election campaigns. This function is mainly based on
the binary opposition ‘us and them’. Pre-eminently, on the one hand, there are au-
thorities that try to prove the necessity and allegedly objective conditionalism of their
actions, and on the other hand, there are some opposition forces that stand as the main
obstacle on the way of this intention of the authorities. For example, it’s the political
myth of “the desire of democrats to destroy all the achievements of the Reaganom-
ics”, the economic policies promoted by the U.S. President Ronald Reagan. This
myth was actively spread during the presidential campaign in the United States by a
team of Republicans under the leadership of George Bush Senior.

The manipulative function means applying political mythmaking as a technology
in a variety of political campaigns, including election campaigns. Political myths
change the political psyche of people to regulate and control their political behaviour
in the future. Due to the influence of myths, people conform to the implanted ideas
long before they can realize what has happened®’.

In addition to the functions mentioned above, there is a significant range of other
functions defining political myths. For instance, the Russian scientist A. Mishuchkov
names 16 other functions. Exploring a myth as an integral pre-reflective form that re-
sponds to all questions at the everyday level of consciousness and satisfies all its
needs, he insists on the so-called poly-functionality of this phenomenon®. It is worth
considering some of these functions from the point of view of using political myths in
election campaigns.

The socio-practical function is responsible for the social connection between the
people. It ensures organization of integrity and unity of the electorate through self-
identification of individuals with a single candidate or a party. This function of a po-
litical myth is the key one, because all other functions as a matter of fact contribute to
its implementation. It has a somewhat constructive nature as, because of its imple-
mentation, the consolidation of people masses take place, new electoral groups are
formed and those already existing are preserved. With the help of this function, the
socially-integrative density of the electorate is achieved, mostly due to the de-
personalization of social relations and complete domination of mass consciousness
over the individual one.

The 1deological-pragmatic function relates to ideology and prevails in the politi-
cal system. In fact, ideology is a structured system of clearly formulated socio-
political ideas that represent people's attitude towards authorities, their vision of the
desired future and a certain evaluation of the past and that of the political reality. Ac-

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cording to A. Mishuchkov, political mythology exists as the so-called ‘bottom floor’
of ideology, is consumed by everyday consciousness and shapes the marginal social-
ity*. Ideology influences political myths in accordance with three main levels as fol-
lows™:

At the theoretical and conceptual level, it lays down basic principles of behaviour
for different heroes of political myths, determines its own personal interpretation of
the political reality, fundamental political values and ideals based on which myths are
created and developed. For example, heroes of political myths that are ‘products’ of
liberal ideology, must declare devotion towards the market economy, free competi-
tion, supremacy of law and human liberties, individualism, etc.

The programmatic and political level of such an ideology brings a political myth
closer to more specific conditions of the current political reality. As an example, dur-
ing presidential election campaigns, there is a combination of personal myths of can-
didates with different kinds of political programs, slogans, media materials and
documents that constitute the ideological and political basis for decision-making, ori-
entation and stimulation of citizens' behaviour. At this level, ideology appears not as
the collection of various political ideas themselves but rather as the collection of in-
formation where these ideas are fixed. They complement a personal political myth,
creating the ideological background, and influence its content and development of its
plot.

On actualization-behavioural level, the ideological function of a political myth
provides the following:

1) correspondence and coherence of the actions of the myth hero with the politi-
cal, socio-economic and socio-cultural issues that are relevant to the target audience;

2) understanding of basic ideas covered in a political myth, by imitating the hu-
man element of the political (and sometimes social) behaviour of the heroes of politi-
cal myths;

3) combination of the ideological and civilizational foundations of heroics in the
mass consciousness, creation of an integral image of a hero of a personal political
myth on their basis.

The mnemonic-orientating function is associated with memory and human con-
sciousness. Any political myth represents a collection of images that are to be found
in the subconscious realm of the human mind. This function arose due to transition
from the emotionally orientating way of understanding the reality towards a sensually
practical, emotional and value-based image, and is closely related to the emergence
of languages®'. Owing to this function, stereotypes are preserved in the human mem-

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ory on a subconscious level and are deeply rooted in people’s thoughts and the origin
of which would be in political myths.

The axiological or value-based function means creation and dissemination of po-
litical values with the help of myths during an electoral campaign. Each candidate or
party proclaims and defends a certain set of values in its mythology. Mythological
consciousness of voters is a method of axiological interpretation of socio-political,
socio-cultural and socio-economic environment. Its main goal is the value-based self-
determination of a person. Mythological consciousness shapes value-based orienta-
tions of voters. Owing to these landmarks, voters determine their way of life and po-
litical behaviour under the conditions of a specific campaign. Political myths form
systems of basic reference points that allow representatives of communities know
which candidates or parties deserve their preference and their votes.

The mobilization function of political myths in electoral campaigns is expressed
in the creation of vivid, emotional images that will encourage people to unite around
a political force or a certain candidate, actively supporting their activities, and with
down-the-line belief in their victory. A true believer rejects all personal and intellec-
tual reasonings and completely subordinates to the actions of a political myth; there-
fore, demythologization is associated with the crisis of human existence and its moti-
vation. Political myths often contribute to the exceptional mobilization and increase
of a person's mental stamina during an election campaign to overcome dangers, ob-
stacles and moral dilemmas.

Based on the problems faced by political myths during election campaigns, myths
can be divided as follows:

Defensive and offensive political myths. One of the tasks of political myth-
making is to influence people's minds to make them perceive the world in such a way
as mythmakers want. A significant part of political myths is created to cope with the
fear of a real or potential enemy. Two ways to fight the enemy become applicable:
defence or attack. And considering that ‘best defence is offence’, political myths
would always be a perfect ‘weapon’ in the hands of propagandists of various political
parties opposing each other during election campaigns.

Main and additional political myths — a division possible due to the process of
generating one political myth by another. An example would be the personal political
myth about Vladimir Putin as ‘a politician who brought back the former might of
Russia’ (the 2012 campaign). This political myth is the main one for the current
president of Russia, and its extenuations might be other myths about Vladimir Putin
as ‘the successful commander in chief’, ‘a leader and defender of the Russian peo-
ple’s interests’ and ‘a traditionalist’.

Personal political myths are one of the myth varieties used in election campaigns.
Their main objective is to idealize or demonize the image of a certain politician, to
create an effective link between the said politician and the electorate. This is possible
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provided that personal myths correspond to mental, civilizational and other peculiari-
ties of the current political environment, and the stable performing functions inherent
in the legends, which is provided using technologies of political mythmaking.

Conclusion

During evaluation of the posed research tasks, the authors came to several conclu-
sions.

The Anglo-American political discourse is characterized by focusing on the study
of the practical application of political myths to solve applied problems. In Russian
political science, myths are viewed mostly as means of manipulating mass con-
sciousness, as an element of symbolic politics. The Ukrainian political science is
characterized by a high degree of interdisciplinarity whilst studying political myths,
where the emphasis is on their relationship to their historical memory and identity.

The authors proved that political myths are the key elements of election cam-
paigns, have a ‘branched’ internal structure consisting of interrelated components (the
main components being ‘the core’, ‘transform’ and a sacral protective shell) and are
constantly developing in political time and space. Therefore, a myth around a politi-
cal subject is the link between the archaic past and the modern political develop-
ments.

It is justified that political myths differ from the archaic myths in that they have
political objectives, and are characterized by teleologicity (purposeful creation), dy-
namism (capable of evolving, changing in political time and space, acquiring new
meanings depending on the context), and are also conditioned by the peculiarities of
the political environment. The prime objective of political myths is to idealize or de-
monize the image of specific political actors and to create an effective link between
them and their electorate.

Political myths exist in election campaigns in the form of integral structured sys-
tems that include central myths of the campaign, main myths, political myths of the
‘us-them’ structure, and personal political myths. Whereby, it is central myths that
designate the concept of the pre-election campaign and determine its meaning and
trends.

In election campaigns, political myths perform several key functions: explicative,
manipulative, apologetic, mobilization, ideological-pragmatic, etc. At the same time,
the main objective whilst using myths by political actors in elections is to bring the
confrontation to the sensuous-emotional level.

Introduction

The military campaign of 1994-96 to restore the constitutional order in the Che-
chen Republic, received the title of ‘the First Chechen War’ in the domestic periodi-
cals and journalism, became one of the longest wars not only in the post-Soviet
space, but throughout Europe after 1945. During this campaign, the federal troops

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massively used heavy weapons of all types, and their separatist opponents repeatedly
resorted to acts of mass terror in Chechnya itself and in the territories of the adjoining
federal subjects. According to official figures only, the number of victims of the First
Chechen War ranged from 30 to 35 thousand people'. The combat actions cost a large
financial burden to this country, which was in a state of profound socio-economic and
acute political crisis. According to various data of domestic and foreign analysts, the
operation of 1994-96 in Chechnya cost $ 3.8 billion to the Russian state budget, an-
other $ 5.5 billion was estimated for direct damage from the military operations’. The
fact that in 1996, 12 % of Russia’s military budget went to ‘Chechen needs’ provides
evidence of the burden of the war’.

It is not surprising that the tragic events of the mid-1990s in the North Caucasus,
in various contexts, have been studied for the past two decades by Russian historians
and publicists. Suffice to mention the works of such well-known domestic research-
ers as V.A. Tishkov", L. Rotar’, K.S. Gadzhiev®, A.V. Malashenko and D.V. Trenin’,
N.F. Bugai and A.M. Gonov® and V.A. Shnirelman’. Several major works, including
two monographs on the perception of military operations in the first half of the 1990s,
in the North Caucasus in Russian society, were published by the author of this article
as well'’. Different aspects of the ‘Chechen topic’ (from attempts of peaceful settle-
ment to a general review on the causes of the crisis) did not go unnoticed in the works

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of foreign journalists and scholars as well''. However, practically in all studies devot-
ed to the Chechen crisis, the problem of perceptions of war in Russian society is not
subjected to a thorough analysis. An important role in this perception was played by
anti-war publications in the domestic press, some of which were translated from the
leading foreign media or specifically written in Russian by their dedicated corre-
spondents. This article is devoted to their role in the formation of the picture of the
First Chechen War of 1994-96 in Russian society.

Main body

The introduction of the federal troops into the rebellious Chechnya in late 1994
caused a generally disapproving reaction from the world public, which reacted active-
ly to the major war that had begun in the Russian North Caucasus. Only in December,
there were three anti-war demonstrations in Paris. Human rights activists, former So-
viet dissidents A. Ginzburg, L. Pliushch, V. Fainberg, 1. Shelkovskii and others orga-
nized the first such demonstration in front of the Russian embassy building. The slo-
gans ‘Again coffins instead of democracy’ and ‘Small democratic Russia is better
than a big ‘Empire of Evil’> were written on their banners, and the protesters person-
ally presented their statement in defense of the civilian population of Chechnya to the
Russian ambassador in France, Yuri Ryzhov. Two other protest campaigns — at the
Human Rights Site (Trocadero Square) and between the Place de la Bastille and the
Place de la République — were held at the same time by the France-Georgia Associa-
tion and the local Turkish community'”. At the same time, several anti-war demon-
strations were held at the Russian embassy and at one of the UN offices in Jakarta,
where Indonesian students also drew public attention to the religious community of
the population of the largest Muslim country in the world and a remote mountainous
republic (“Stop military intervention in Muslim Chechnya!”)".

As the military crisis deepened in the North Caucasus, Russian diplomatic mis-
sions became targets for Islamic extremists. Thus, soon after Grozny was captured by

B Korotko [In brief], Nezavisimaya gazeta, 27" December, 1994,
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Russian federal troops, an Egyptian suicide bomber with a placard ‘Chechnya’ blew
himself up in the building of the consular department of the Russian embassy in Mo-
rocco. Fortunately, there were no victims'®. At the final stage of the combat in
Chechnya, Consul-General of the Russian Federation in Istanbul L. Manzhosin com-
plained about the sharp attitude of the Nakh people (community of Turkey) towards
Russian diplomats. According to him, local Chechens intimidated his subordinates in
the street or threatened them by phone, organized aggressive demonstrations near the
walls of the office in support of rebellious Ichkeria, and tried to blow up the Istanbul
airport terminal used by Russian shuttle traders'. Not surprisingly, it was Turkish
port of Trabzon, where on 16™ January 1996; a group of local terrorists led by a long-
time acquaintance of the Chechen field commander Shamil Salmanovich Basayev, a
Turk of Abkhaz origin M. Tokchan captured the Avrasiya ferry with Russian passen-
gers'®.

Along with such radical actions in the world, there also were quite humane ac-
tions of pacifists who no less resolutely condemned the military actions in Chechnya.
As an example, the Japanese Buddhist monk, who led the activities of the Order of
Nipponzan Myohoji in Russia, Ukraine and Central Asia'’, Jun Terasawa, in the
spring of 1995 organized and carried out the March of the Mother’s Concord, Mos-
cow — Grozny. Buddhist monks from Russia and Ukraine also distributed anti-war
leaflets'®.

The tragic events of the mid-1990s in the North Caucasus also complicated the
traditionally contradictory Russian-Polish relations. Although official Warsaw had
never recognized the independence of Chechnya and considered the military opera-
tions on its territory an internal affair of Russia, some part of the Polish society and
political establishment took an openly anti-Russian stance during the Chechen war of
1994-96. Anti-war rallies, and later photo-exhibitions and press conferences of jour-
nalists who visited Chechnya, were held against the walls of the Russian Embassy in
Warsaw; songs were composed; donations and humanitarian aid were collected. A
notable part of the Poles believed that Russia was an aggressor, and its actions in the

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North Caucasus were genocide of the Chechen people'”. A sociological survey of
Centre for Public Opinion Research (Warsaw) showed that 58 % of Poles saw a
‘threat to Poland’ in the military actions in Chechnya and 51 % saw a ‘thread to the
world peace’, whilst 67 % of respondents sympathized with the Chechen separatists,
whereas Russia represented only 1 % *°. In Krakow, since March 1995, the Chechen
Information Center was functioning, headed by M. Zubairaev and T. Mazoev, where
propaganda radio and video materials were prepared, as well as conferences were
held”'. The Russian side also accused Poland of the fact that the humanitarian aid it
collected for Chechnya in the amount of $ one million went not to the civilian popu-
lation, but to the armed separatists™.

The criticism of the Russian military operation in the North Caucasus began to be
heard from some foreign leaders. On 12" January 1995, Czech President Vaclav Ha-
vel, in an interview to one of the German TV channels, threw out a hint that after the
war in Chechnya, the Western world should understand the stubborn desire of the
Eastern Bloc countries to join NATO”. Following this, British Foreign Secretary
Douglas Hurd openly called the Chechen war “a bad job that brought unnecessary
suffering”, and Germany’s defense minister Volker Riihe, condemning the rude at-
tacks of his Russian counterpart, The Russian Army General Pavel Grachev, against
anti-war activists, not only canceled the invitation held for him to visit Germany in
February, but also supported the proposal of the weekly newspaper Die Zeit publish-
ers to nominate the Russian ombudsman Sergej Kovalev for the Nobel Peace Prize
1995%*. In turn, German Foreign Minister Klaus Kinkel urged the Russian Federation
“to respect human rights and do everything to avoid civilian casualties™. These
points of view were far from the solitary ones.

The disastrous assault of the Russian army of Grozny led to the fact that not only
individual politicians or political groups from several countries in the world began to
occupy anti-war positions, however also influential international organizations. As an
example, on 10" January 1995, the Committee on Political Affairs of the Parliamen-
tary Assembly in Council of Europe condemned heavy fighting in Chechnya, offering
Russia ‘purely peaceful means’ for settling the conflict. As a result, the decision to
join the Russian Federation in this organization was postponed for a year*®. Follow-

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ing this, European parliamentarians in Strasbourg unanimously voted to postpone
signing of a trade and economic agreement between the European Union and the
Russian Federation for an indefinite period of time*’. On 17" January 1995, the Unit-
ed Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights met the Russian Foreign Minister
Andrei Kozyrev and called for an immediate cessation of hostilities and human rights
violations in Chechnya. Similar appeals from international officials were repeatedly
heard thereafter™. Thus, one can generally accept as true the assertion of one of the
main anti-war activists, the chairman of the defense committee of the State Duma
Committee of the Russian Federation, S.N. Yushenkov that on the eve of dispatch of
the federal forces into the self-proclaimed Ichkeria, especially after the unsuccessful
actions of the intra-Chechen opposition, “in the eyes of the world public, Dudayev
would no longer look like a criminal”®.

At the same time, it is impossible to talk about any kind of international isolation
of Russia due to the military campaign in the North Caucasus at that time. No state
officially recognized the independence of Chechnya, and German Foreign Minister
Klaus Kinkel, in an interview on the radio, spoke of anti-democratic Dudayev’s re-
gime®’. The main Western leaders visited Moscow during the celebration of the 50™
anniversary of the victory in the Great Patriotic War, and then unequivocally support-
ed the candidacy of the incumbent head of state Boris Yeltsin in the 1996 presidential
election. The financial assistance to the Russian Federation from the International
Monetary Fund did not stop until the late 1990s. On the issue of assistance to forced
migrants from Chechnya, the Russian Red Cross Society worked closely with the In-
ternational Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC). The UN Secretary-General Kofi
Annan argued that only in March and June of 1995, this assistance was provided to
400,000 Chechen refugees or people affected by the war, as well as to 65 institutions,
including 25 hospitals in the republic’’. The UN helped more than 160,000 internally
displaced people from Chechnya in the neighboring republics, mostly women and
children™.

In other areas, Russian diplomacy had also achieved some success. Despite the
complexity in the relations with Russia in the post-Soviet period, the leader of Geor-
gia Eduard Shevardnadze from the very beginning of the war publicly supported not
only the territorial integrity of the Russian Federation, but also the very idea of

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establishing a constitutional order in Chechnya, neighboring with their country’’.
Almost at the same time, the Kazakh authorities rejected the request of the local Che-
chen Diaspora to President Nursultan Nazarbayev “to protect Chechnya from the
Russian aggression” and publicly recognized the rebellious republic as part of Rus-
sia’*. The visit of the Director of the Foreign Intelligence Service of Russia Evgeny
Primakov to the Middle East and North Africa resulted in the fact that the Arab world
refused to publicly discuss the ‘Chechen issue’””. Even Turkey, despite frequent ac-
cusations against it, nevertheless sought to limit the campaign of support for Ichkeria
from the Caucasian Diasporas>’. The overall number of foreign mercenaries and vol-
unteers did not exceed 1-2 % from the total number of militant groups consisting of
Chechen separatists” .

Under these circumstances, the Russian authorities could resolutely reverse the
situation in perception of their actions in the Caucasus if their position on the Che-
chen issue was supported by the world’s leading media, as it was already in the case
with the sharp confrontation between President Boris Yeltsin and his opponents in
August 1991 and October 1993. Therefore, articles and notes by correspondents of
various foreign electronic and printed mass media can be considered important and
interesting sources of information on the First Chechen War. Some of them were re-
printed forthwith in the largest domestic socio-political publications of those years,
whilst others found their Russian reader later. Often, these correspondents were
sharply anti-war in content and somewhat shook the Western view of Yeltsin as an
adherent of liberal-democratic values. As an example, the professor at Yale Universi-
ty, formerly Colonel-General of the US Army, William Eldridge Odom openly com-
pared the policy of the Russian president and the country’s top military leadership
with that of Stalin and Hitler’. In turn, the editorial office of the most important
French newspaper Le Monde believed that Yeltsin was ‘hostage of the hawks’ in the
Chechen issue, that is, the security cabinet ministers™ .

Let us turn to the matter of fact. Polish journalist Jan Rozdzynski of the newspa-
per Zycie Warszawy visited the North Caucasus in December 1994, soon after the
campaign began. His first military memories related to the airplane in which the jour-
nalist arrived, together with his colleagues from different countries, to Vladikavkaz,

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the capital of North Ossetia, located in relative proximity to rebellious Chechnya.
Most of the passengers of the airliner were Russian military — according to the corre-
spondent, they were “silent, with short haircuts and motionless, clean-shaven faces”.
At the airport, he counted more than ten military and transport aircraft, bringing per-
sonnel and combat equipment of the United Group of Forces (OGV) to a new hot
spot in the North Caucasus. It was siloviki who gave orders at the airport; even civil-
ians (journalists and photographers) were taken out on the khaki-colored army buses.
That said, only his plane was civil®.

The travel of the Polish correspondent to Chechnya proved unsafe. The unrecog-
nized break-away Chechen republic was perceived as a ‘wild country’*'. The Pole
began his acquaintance with the Chechen war already in the multinational
Vladikavkaz, where the trucks of the Russian army passing through the streets were
regularly subjected to booing, curses and foul language from the residents*”. Even the
federal highway Rostov — Baku as a matter of fact looked like a zone of military op-
erations in the description of the correspondent of Zycie Warszawy. On the roads of
the republic, the situation was extremely tense. The Polish journalist witnessed air at-
tacks by Russian helicopters on the village of Sernovodskaya and firing upon those
houses where light was on. As a result, the residents were forced to hide in the cellars
in the evening and at night®. Such raids were explained by the fact that Russian mili-
tary aviation in Chechnya was regularly bombarded by militants from the ground, so,
often in response with a preventive purpose, it destroyed passenger cars with civil-
jans™,

The relations between Russian military personnel and the civilian population of
both Vainakh republics, according to Jan Rozdzynski, were very complex. In order
not to face the forces of the Ministry of Defense and the Ministry of Internal Affairs
of the Russian Federation and not to undergo constant examinations, interrogations
and even insults, the Ingush drivers tried to use country roads on the territory of their
own republic. The Chechens themselves were openly called at the border checkpoint
as ‘these bandits’ by representatives of the federal troops. The images of the check-
point itself resembled the pictures of World War II. Rozdzynski mentioned the rows
of barbed wire that blocked the highway, a concrete wall and a barrier blocking the
crossing. Their personnel, in addition to their usual uniforms, also wore thick bullet-
proof vests and did not feel piety for foreign correspondents™.

Above all things, the Polish journalist was impressed by the Chechen capital
Grozny, which reminded him of “a terrible, burning city from a science fiction nov-
el”. Everywhere in the city there were places of supporters of general and Chechen
leader Dzhokhar Dudayev; armed people were warming themselves at the burning
fires. The infrastructure of Grozny besieged by the Russian army quickly collapsed:
in three city hotels, cold water either did not rise above the basement or reached only
the ground floor. Representatives of the media could have a meal only in four public
catering establishments, and the food choice was limited to potatoes with meat or
chicken, tea and alcoholic beverages. The journalists slept on army iron beds. Despite
the cold weather, there was no heating anywhere, so even in the presidential palace
everyone wore a coat or a warm jacket. Dzhokhar Dudayev was not an exception.
Even the press center in the presidential palace was described by Jan Rozdzynski as
“a small dusty room with a broken window”, where the glass was replaced by poly-
ethylene. At night, the streets of Grozny were obscured, so there was a real risk of ac-
cidental death under the car wheels™.

The correspondent of the American newspaper The New York Times Mark Spec-
tor claimed that during two weeks of his stay in Chechnya, he saw numerous cases of
destroyed residential sector and industrial facilities, as well as at least 200 dead civil-
ians*’. His colleague, operator of the Associated Press Agency T. Jafarov, compared
Grozny with the besieged Leningrad and admitted that “he did not have such a sense
of danger even in Sarajevo™. Italian journalist F. Kukurina was also shocked by the
war in Chechnya. Seeing with her own eyes the consequences of the Russian Air
Force’s daily raids on Grozny, the correspondent of the La Repubblica newspaper
wrote on the pages of the Russian democratic newspaper Moskovskie Novosti (Mos-
cow News) that she “did not hear that even the most savage countries would bomb
their own cities”*. Although the above statement was rather controversial — the dicta-
torship regimes of the Middle East countries repeatedly resorted to violence against
their own citizens in the second half of the 20" century — the Italian virtually disa-
vowed one of the main statements of the official Russian propaganda: the fight
against Chechen crime. In her opinion, it would be impossible to imagine that the au-
thorities of Italy would similarly fight mafia in Palermo in Sicily. Fighting organized
crime in Russia had to be started from Moscow, not from Chechnya, as the Italian
journalist thought.

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In foreign publications, even in recent ones, the military actions in Chechnya
were perceived as excessive and often unjustified use of force by Russia, leading to
large number of victims among civilians. Correspondent of the American television
company ABCT Goltz in May of 1995 reported about significant destruction in the
Shali administrative center and constant fear of its residents due to round-the-clock
shooting of heavy artillery of the UGA on positions of separatists in the mountain ar-
eas. In the article for the capital’s General Newspaper, Goltz openly called the mili-
tary, which were at the checkpoint on the outskirts of Shali, criminals due to drunk-
enness and bribery from the local population and other facts of oppression of his
rights™. Residents of Shali in an interview with the American accused the Russian
servicemen of wanting to provoke them by such behavior to revolt for the army to get
an excuse for destroying the district center. If the violence of the troops against the
Chechens at the turn of 1994-95 could still be explained by the unexpected beginning
of the war and the scale of popular resistance, six months later, the UGA formally
controlled most of the territory of the republic and was accused by foreign journalists
of inability to build normal relations with its population, though it came to liberate
from the dictatorship of General-President Dzhokhar Dudayev.

Despite the predominance of emotions in such assessments, they were generally
confirmed by information from Russian non-governmental organizations regarding
the mass death of the civilian population of Grozny and the destruction of the city.
According to their data, in almost five months since the introduction of the federal
troops into the rebellious republic, more than 26,500 civilians have become victims
of combat actions, including thousands of women, children and the elderly5 ' Tt is also
necessary to add 1,438 civilians in the capital of Chechnya and its suburbs, as well as
1,407 Chechen fighters, who disappeared during the first quarter of 1995, as well as
2,000 Chechen men of various ages who were randomly detained without the prose-
cutor’s sanction during the same period™. The destruction of the infrastructure was
also huge: the residential sector, schools, nurseries, hospitals, theaters, libraries,
roads, bridges, etc.”. These facts alone could not cause sympathy for the official ver-
sion of the Kremlin regarding putting things in order in Chechnya and the actions of
the UGA.

In the village of Pervomayskaya, Grozny rural district, foreign journalists saw
with their own eyes the real combat between Russian troops and Chechen fighters,

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who were called militiamen in the articles of foreigners. The federal forces occupied
the heights that dominated the settlement; however the Chechens, who were in the
trenches around the settlement, fired and killed them using sniper rifles. The response
fire from the tank guns broke up to a third of farmhouses in Pervomayskaya, so that
the civilians were forced to hide in the basements and dugouts™. Considering that ra-
ther significant part of the population of Pervomayskaya village and neighboring
Petropavlovskaya village was made up of Russians, and there were industrial facili-
ties in the settlements, such large-scale use of force by the UGA caused genuine be-
wilderment on part of the British journalist and political scientist E. Lieven. He also
acknowledged the extreme inaccuracy of the aerial bombardment of Grozny™’.

A similar description of the skirmishes between the warring parties in December
1994 was left yet by other frontline correspondents on the pages of the largest mass
media in Russia and around the world. Heavy position battles unfolded on the Che-
chen plain. As an example, an American journalist who watched the fight on the
highway between the Ingush village of Sleptsovskaya and the Chechen district center
of Achkhoi-Martan recalled that the separatists took positions on the hills and in the
houses, stopping the advance of columns of the UGA military equipment with fire
from heavy machine guns. In response, the federal army used aviation and artillery™.
Similarly, correspondents reported about skirmishes around the settlements of
Davydenko and Assinovskaya in the west of the republic: the militants subjected
Russian armored vehicles to shooting from sniper rifles and grenade launchers; as a
result, the troops did not risk enter the villages and preferred shooting from tank guns
and artillery from a safe distance. Such tactics made it possible to save the lives of
servicemen of the UGA, but doomed Chechen villages to death’’. In addition, it made
the advance of the troops extremely slow, which led E. Lieven to a conclusion about
their demoralization. Before the Battle of Grozny, the Englishman believed that the
Chechen operation for Russia was “the most amazing defeat that I could imagine™®.

The Russian army appeared in the frontline reports of foreign media, on the
whole, from the negative perspective. The UGA soldiers seemed hungry and frozen
due to bad food supplies and lack of normal equipment, and also, they poorly under-

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stood their duties in the war’. Comments to such publications were often given by
active or retired military leaders for whom their Russian colleagues remained the epi-
gones of the Soviet Army, a potential enemy of NATO during the Cold War. The
above-mentioned retired American General William Odom after the Battle for Groz-
ny noted absence of radical reforms in the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation,
internal strife among the higher command of the UGA, weak training of the junior
commanders and rank-and-file officers, as well as an excessive number of officers of
different ranks at the same time. All this, in his opinion, led the federal group to ‘ex-
treme helplessness’ in the battles for the Chechen capital®. Some US military ana-
lysts close to the Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) of the United States had similar view,
adding the low morale of the Russian troops, and out-of-date tactics and organization
of the army®'. The conclusion was as a matter of fact made by the head of the JSC,
General John Shalikashvili, who stated at the hearing in the Senate Committee on De-
fense that “the troops deprived of military training for three years and no longer
equipped with modern technology due to the lack of means to maintain it, would be-
have exactly as we saw it in Chechnya”®. In other words, the Americans no longer
perceived the Russian army as an equal or at least an adequate adversary.

Foreign journalists considered that the main reasons for the actions of the Che-
chen fighters opposing the federal army at that time were their national feelings. The
correspondent of the Italian newspaper Corriere della Sera, E. Mo, believed it and
opposed the Chechens to the Afghan Mujahideen fighters of the 1980s, whose Islam-
ic factor dominated in the war against the USSR®. The residents of the republic in-
terviewed by the foreign press also emphasized the nationalistic point as the main
reason for the armed resistance to the UGA, calling the supporters of Dudayev “the
most devoted to the national cause... part of our... nation” and calling the war itself
“the echo of the last deportation”. Only the new 1944 was an alternative to it™*. Ap-
proximately the same motives for their participation in the war with Russia were later
called by former militants in conversations with the well-known ethnological scientist
V.A. Tishkov®”. At the same time, foreigners who visited Chechnya did not hide the

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obvious growth of religious feelings of the resident population, expressing concern
that in the future, the situation would develop according to the Afghan or Bosnian
scenario®.

Whilst admitting that the opinion of the main Western mass media regarding the
Chechen conflict in those days was the anti-war one, it should be noted that most
Russian central and regional media wrote nearly in the same spirit. Correspondent of
the Moscow weekly Novoye Vremya V.P. Dubnov, who visited Chechnya practically
simultaneously with Jan Rozdzynski, compared the roads in Grozny with ice quarries.
He also wrote about the destroyed houses and heating mains, inactive markets, mass
exodus of women and children from the Chechen capital, and lack of water supply,
heating and sometimes electricity. The only warm place in the city was the eternal
flame in the presidential palace, while the corridors of this building were character-
ized by him as ‘frozen’®. Approximately the same pictures of life in the frontline
Grozny were given by other journalistic essays of that era, sometimes published on
the pages of periodicals of diametrically opposite political views — from the previous-
ly pro-Kremlin liberals to traditionally counterpart communists®.

Conclusion

In general, the publications of foreign journalists were devoted to the military
tragedy of the Chechen people. As a rule, the authors sympathized with the Che-
chens, whose land hosted a full-scale war; at the beginning of which the initiative was
on the side of the federal center. This point of view was not necessarily the result of
bribery by separatists or a kind of natural Russo phobia. First, the assertions of the
Russian authorities on a small police action to restore the constitutional order in the
rebellious republic had collapsed. Secondly, despite the difficult circumstances, the
Chechens behaved hospitable towards the press. During the meeting with Jan
Rozdzynski mentioned above, a Chechen militant in Sernovodskaya village, who dur-
ing the night conversation in the cellar raised a toast “For your and our freedom” and
then in the course of the subsequent conversation, recalled the Polish artillerymen

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who served in the army of the legendary imam of Chechnya and Dagestan Shamil
during the Caucasian War of the 19" century®. This fact made an indelible impres-
sion on the correspondents, as well as an endless pro-Dudayev rally in the center of
Grozny, where the militant delivered them on his own car.

At the same time, the UGA “tired soldiers, who did not sleep for many days
behaved differently towards journalists. Under the pretext of ‘highly classified infor-
mation’, they did not want to let foreigners into Chechnya, forbade them to take pho-
tographs of military equipment and even shot in the air as a warning; besides, they
accused the media representatives from Eastern Europe of betraying Russia by their
countries and supporting Dudayev’s regime’'. This view was exaggerated: the same
F. Kukurina with obvious regret stated the unification of part of the Chechen society
around the person of the general-president under the slogan of the need to “protect
their homes””.

The statistical data of the Open Society Institute (OSI) founded by George Soros
says that in the first three months of the armed conflict in Chechnya alone, federal of-
ficials and the military violated the rights of 137 correspondents from various Rus-
sian and foreign publications and in more than 90 cases they did not allow them to
perform their professional duties. And no investigations into the above-mentioned
facts were conducted by the authorities, although the facts were documented”. Later,
according to Glasnost Defense Foundation, seven press correspondents were killed in
Chechnya, 21 injured, 11 journalists from various countries were beaten, three were
missing and 94 other media representatives were intentionally subjected to shoot-
ing’®. The facts of various illegal actions of the Russian military against journalists of
some foreign media were recorded from the very first days of the “operation to re-
store the constitutional order in the Chechen Republic””. All of this initially com-
promised the Russian side in the eyes of world media, lacking the ability to work
normally in a ‘hotspot of tension’.

At the same time, it should be noted that written in the Russian-language and
translated articles of foreign correspondents readily hosted Russian mass media, es-
pecially unsympathetic ones to the war in Chechnya. Sometimes they published a se-
lection of relevant quotes from the most authoritative and influential American or Eu-
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ropean publications translated into Russian’®. In other cases, the editors themselves
even asked foreigners to submit printed materials for them, probably believing their
texts to be a stronger means of pressure on Russian authorities than their own. It
would not be inappropriate to recall that the overwhelming majority of the domestic
media of those years condemned the combat actions in the Caucasus as a ‘wrong war’
or even a “bloody slaughter””’, but such features of the military operation in Chech-
nya as hidden nature of the Russian Defense Ministry’s actions, the army being un-
prepared for it and lack of understanding objects of war by the army were fully re-
flected in the reports of foreign journalists. In many ways, the task of the media was

solved, because, as modern researchers correctly note, “...the victories of militants

looked more important in the eyes of public”’®.

Abstract. This article is devoted to the migration policy of French Presidents Nicolas Sarkozy

presidential terms, which helps identify its variables and constants. It is concluded that France plays
a planning role in the development of the EU migration policy (under the leadership of Germany),
whereas the EU itself plays an instrumental role.

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Introduction

It is often easier to observe trends in the development of a certain system when
the said system would be in a state of crisis. The migration crisis, which the EU has
encountered in recent years, eloquently demonstrated the potential of the European
framework, as well as the limits of its effectiveness. The unprecedented nature of the
problem forced the EU leaders — Germany and France — to take the reins of govern-
ment in the European Union and ‘lead the way by example’.

When studying the processes taking place in the EU, one can fall into a trap of
substituting concepts. The term ‘European Union’, used in the media and in some
studies, often covers specific countries and even individuals. The consensus is that in
the above-mentioned German-French ‘duet’, the first violin is played by the FRG.
But what is the role of France in this case? And is the EU something more than a
simple umbrella brand?

We will try to answer these questions in this paper, the purpose of which is to ex-
amine France’s migration policy within the European Union and to reveal the extent
to which Germany has influenced it. A review of the French policy will be carried out
based on the presidential terms of Nicolas Sarkozy and Francois Hollande. The
sources database for this article was represented by the analytical materials from the
sitt EURACTIV.com — a media platform that collects and publishes EU news and
policy debates across languages. The leaders of EURACTIV are distinguished by
their persistence in tracking events, breadth in coverage of the issues and timeliness.
Among the analytical materials regarding France’s foreign policy, those prepared by
Charles Grant are standing apart. This researcher, being an expert on the Europe’s
Common Foreign and Security Policy, provides interesting and, according to verifica-
tion, reliable facts about the interdependence of the policies that have been formed
within the framework of the European Union and the role of individual statesmen in
their endorsement.

Main body

In France, in the background of the presidential campaign in 2007 was the pro-
cess of rethinking the constituent instruments of the European Union. All the leading
presidential hopefuls, Nicolas Sarkozy of the Union for a Popular Movement,
Ségolene Royal of the Socialist Party, Francois Bayrou of the Democratic Movement
and Jean-Marie Le Pen of the National Front, spoke out on this topical issue. As is
known, the victory was celebrated by Nicolas Sarkozy. The grandees of the European
Union represented by Chancellor Angela Merkel and President of the European
Commission Jose Manuel Barroso welcomed this news', which was not accidental.

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The provisions of Nicolas Sarkozy’s pre-election program and the content of his
speeches gave hope to these supporters of European integration to strengthen the EU.

The new president of France advocated the creation of the so-called ‘mini-
agreement’ designed to replace the ‘Constitution for Europe’ that was not approved.
This requirement was dictated by the need to reform the decision-making process
within the EU, under the weight of bureaucratic delays, inevitable in carrying out the
policy, considering the wishes and requirements of the union of 27 states’. To over-
come bureaucratic barriers, the new head of the Elysée Palace proposed creating a
special ‘directory’ consisting of the six largest members of the European Union,
which would set the trends for the development and integration for the whole of the
European Community’. First, in matters of economy and foreign policy, where the
unifying tendencies were to manifest themselves most vividly. At the same time, Sar-
kozy preferred to leave some topics, especially those related to migration, under the
supervision of national states®. Thus, the new president gave a clear message — the
further expansion of the EU in the face of complications in the European Union itself
and in the member countries caused by the previous expansion, would not be exactly
reasonable. In the same context, one should consider his appeals for a clear definition
of the borders of the European Union.

Sarkozy’s intentions were hitting the plans of Turkey, which long ago sought
membership in the European Community. The French president publicly explained
the reluctance to see Turkey in the EU due to the ‘geographical non-membership’ of
the said state as related to Europe. However, beyond these words, one can see another
(on top of everything, very strong) reason: accession of Turkey to the European Un-
ion threatened ‘flooding’ of the European labor market with fresh (and, most likely,
cheaper) labor force.

Sarkozy’s approaches to reforming the EU and addressing the issue of Turkey
could receive an impetus for development only with direct or indirect support from
the EU leadership in Brussels and Germany. Or, as a last resort, with their neutral at-
titude towards the route ‘chartered’ by Paris. Here it should be noted that neither in
Brussels nor in Berlin, Sarkozy’s policy faced serious opposition. The reasons were
as follows. The EU at that time was too busy creating a new constituent treaty and
solving the problems that arose in relation to the countries that became members of

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the European Union in the last wave of accession. Germany, however, doubted Tur-
key’s ability to embed the EU standards into its policies.

Under the circumstances, Sarkozy had a good opportunity to implement the pro-
ject, which he spoke about in his pre-election speeches — formation of the Union for
the Mediterranean — a regional integration organization, a little like the EU. The idea
itself was not entirely new. An attempt to create a similar union was made in Barce-
lona in 1995 (hence the name — the Barcelona Process). But unlike the organization
of the 1990s, the Euro-Mediterranean Partnership of Sarkozy was not to include all
EU countries. The Nordic countries were only offered an observer status.

The creation of the Union for the Mediterranean allowed Sarkozy to kill two birds
with one stone. First, it gave Turkey an alternative to EU membership. Secondly, it
was to help France and the entire European Union resolve the migration issues
brought from the countries of the Middle East and North Africa. In addition, the im-
plementation of the project in full strengthened the hopes for the French president to
fulfill the mediator’s desired mission in the settlement of the endless Arab-Israeli
confrontation.

In 2007, during his voyage to Morocco, Sarkozy presented his initiative to the
world community. However, Brussels and Berlin did not support the enthusiasm of
the leader of France. Germany’s leadership, in the person of Angela Merkel, consid-
ered the project contradictory to the fundamental foundations of the European Union
— unity and equality. Not only that the Union for the Mediterranean organized by Par-
is, divided the EU into a North and South, it still had to be generously funded by the
European Union’. In particular, the latter did not suit those countries of the European
Union, which were assigned the role of observer states. They did not want to materi-
ally stimulate the activities of the organization, within which they had no voice.

Having benefited from a healthy dose of constructive criticism, Paris adjusted its
plans. The status of the shaping organization was lowered, which was reflected in its
new name — ‘Union for the Mediterranean’. In addition, this organization was now
supposed to include all EU members. The adopted decisions found understanding in
Germany, after which Sarkozy stated that the ‘Union for the Mediterranean’ would be
a European project’.

The success of Paris was clearly not very significant. Instead of the planned inte-
gration grouping with a complex structure, it turned out to be kind of a forum. In ad-
dition, it seems to us that when the question of the ‘Union for the Mediterranean’ was

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resolved, the genuine consensus was not obtained between Germany and France. In
fact, there were only concessions of Paris. To prove it, here are three arguments.
First, France failed to insist on the creation of an organization within the EU, geo-
graphically limited; meanwhile, Germany was involved in a similar organization —
the Council of the Baltic Sea States’. Secondly, as we could understand from the pro-
posals for a ‘mini-agreement’, Sarkozy was determined to rank the European coun-
tries depending on their capabilities, which would contribute to improving the effi-
ciency of EU functioning; however, the ‘Union for the Mediterranean’ was supposed
to be formed based on oppositions to this principle. Thirdly, the creation of the union
in the Mediterranean basin gave the French president the chance to include the coun-
tries of Southern Europe and North African countries (former French Colonial Em-
pire) into a zone of exclusive influence and domination, which was almost unattaina-
ble in the ‘Union for the Mediterranean’.

2008 was marked by the French presidency of the Council of the European Un-
ion. This status allowed Sarkozy to promote the idea of a common migration policy at
the supranational level. To implement it, Brice Hortefeux, the first Minister of Immi-
gration, Integration, National Identity and Cooperative Development, paid visits to
colleagues from other EU countries to exchange views on the European Pact on Im-
migration and Asylum developed in Paris. During the meetings, the French side, like
the ‘Union for the Mediterranean’, had to accept a compromise again. And not only
in favor of Germany, but also of Spain. Berlin, in particular, insisted on the with-
drawal of the paragraph on the establishment of the European Union Agency for Asy-
lum, which would be competent to take decisions on granting asylum to refugees".

As the outcome of Brice Hortefeux’ negotiations and Nicolas Sarkozy’s actions,
the European Pact on Immigration and Asylum was adopted at the Council of Euro-
pean Union Meeting in Brussels in October 2008°. The document was braced in the
world with mixed feelings. As an example, it was perceived negatively in several Lat-
in American countries, although it was not legally binding. Indeed, the Pact contained
a set of provisions designed to begin synchronization of migration policies within the
EU member states. Among these, we would single out strengthening border security
and promoting the principle of ‘joint responsibility’, according to which the EU coun-

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tries were to assist the Southern European countries, which accounted for most immi-
grants from Africa'”,

In 2010, the relations between Paris, Brussels and Berlin took a turn for the worse
again. Now relating to the policy of the French government regarding the Romani
people who lived in the country''. Sarkozy’s attempt to evict Travellers and Roma
from all ‘illegal settlements’ of the country brought heavy accusations of the French
leadership in discriminating people based on nationality. The European Commission-
er for Justice, Fundamental Rights and Citizenship, Viviane Reding, even promised
to initiate the consideration of the Roma problem in the European Commission and
then refer the case to the European Court of Justice. At the same time, she drew par-
allels between human rights violation by Sarkozy and the Nazi war crimes during
World War II. However, despite the loud accusations against Paris and seemingly ev-
ident legal infringements of the French government against the Roma, the EU politi-
cal leadership eventually demanded from Paris within the shortest possible time to
compile a credible ‘calendar of free movement’ for the Roma'”. At the same time, the
European Commission refused to accuse the French authorities of discrimination.
Viviane Reding even had to disavow her earlier statements. However, she promised
to investigate every single case of eviction of the Travellers and Roma people in the
future, to exclude the discriminatory aspect.

In addition to the story of the Roma, it is indicative that Paris solved the problem
of mass migration from Tunisia and the reaction to this decision on part of the Euro-
pean Union in 2011. Then Sarkozy threatened to ‘solve’ the issue by revising the
Schengen agreement'’. However, this harsh statement, as in the case of the Roma, did
not lead to accusatory demarches against Paris by most European politicians. Merkel,
for example, confined herself to the statement that the peak and the drop-off in immi-
gration in the future would depend on the rebuilding of their own countries'*.

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The examples of the Roma people and refugees from North Africa show that
France’s behavior with regards to their position on migration in 2007—12 was not ‘re-
bellious’. Sarkozy and his supporters backed up the moral sentiments of other major
players of the European Union. This explanation can be found within the statement of
the French opposition politician Pierre Moscovici: “The conservative leaders, who
have been so quick to unite to defend the president, will appreciate his threat to pull
out of the Schengen Agreement unilaterally, as soon as he announces signing an
agreement to implement austerity measures, for the sake of European unity”". After
all, it was an open secret for everyone that the EU had suffered heavy losses since
2008 due to the global economic crisis. And for the sake of saving the economy, oth-
er issues could be neglected. In particular, those of humanitarian nature.

It is known that the crisis in the economy usually strikes a heavy blow at the so-
cial cohesion. With its deepening, various social and political groups, previously co-
existing peacefully, begin to oppose each other. During such periods, tensions often
rise down the line ‘native-born citizens — immigrants’. The aggravation of the conflict
along this breaking point, in the early 2010s coincided with the elections in a number
of EU countries (including France), and many candidates decided to act cautiously
against mass immigration in order to win the maximum of popular votes in the right
and the far-right political spectrum.

The above-mentioned ‘game’ on the problem of migration was supported in dem-
ocratic France, however, by no means all. The election of the President in 2012
showed that the crisis of multiculturalism worried the French no less than the econo-
my. It is not by chance that they gave their votes to the candidate representing not the
right forces, however to the leader of the Socialist Party, Francois Hollande. The new
president moved to the Elysee Palace on the ‘wave of promises’ related to the solu-
tion of economic issues. Whereby to the utmost painlessly. In addition, he declared
his readiness to defend his course within the framework of the EU and promised to
bring the Franco-German relations into a state of balance'®, which, as many thought,
was disrupted in favor of Germany. And to restore this balance, Francois Hollande
hoped to ‘dilute’ the Paris-Berlin tandem in the European Union by more active in-
volvement in the affairs of the countries of Southern Europe and the European Com-
mission'’. He obviously pushed questions of migration to the background.

At first, Hollande, in general, followed the intended course. At the center of his
policy were economic issues. Moreover, because of the deep integration of France in-

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to the pan-European market, the national economic problems often had to be brought
to the international level. Migration issues, as the president’s speeches or legislative
initiatives show, were not a priority at the beginning of Hollande’s rule. And if they
were raised, it would be in combination with the requirements of the economic plan.

Since the beginning of Hollande’s Presidency, to persuade the leaders of other
EU countries in the correctness of the chosen course, he began to ‘play to the crowd’,
appealing to the established image of Paris as the ‘political leader’ of the united Eu-
rope. Hence — his foreign-policy activity and frequent appeal to his (in fact insignifi-
cant) authority. However, despite all efforts, the situation with the French economy,
both domestically and at the pan-European level, has not changed radically. It, for
example, did not manage to get closer to the main indicators of Germany. This al-
ready made it difficult for Paris to embed more equitable dialogue with Berlin. The
situation became even more complicated after the parliamentary elections in Germa-
ny in 2013. The conservative block of Christian democrats, led by A. Merkel, re-
ceived the best result in the last 20 years — 41.5% of the votes. The popularity of
Hollande himself and the Socialist Party headed by him had fallen sharply by this
time. To preserve and develop the dialogue with Berlin, Paris was forced to make
personnel changes, because of which the French government ‘swung to the right’.
Soon another problem arose.

From the same year 2013, the migration crisis was actualized, which was con-
nected “with the crisis of the political system in Libya and the ongoing confrontation
in Syria and Iraq”'®. Thousands of migrants moved to the European Union. In the
face of this challenge, the European leaders took different positions'’. However, the
position of Germany and France were similar in many respects.

Germany decided to open its borders to migrants. France, unwilling to stay away
from the large-scale foreign policy projects, took a similar position. However, soon
the ruling circles of both countries, having realized the limitations of their ability to
receive foreigners, started to appeal for the distribution of refugees equally across all
European countries. Hollande, for example, agreed to accept more than 20,000 people
and to arrange in France an intermediate point for those who were heading for Ger-
many”’. The president clearly aspired to keep a foot in both worlds. On the one hand,
to give satisfaction to the supporters in the Socialist Party and both leftist and demo-
cratic movements, who treated the migrants as refugees with the needs to have shelter
and be protected. On the other hand, Hollande had to consider the fact that half of the

population in France wanted to see fewer immigrants, and 73% of the supporters of
the right-wing forces wanted to ban the entry of migrants into the country®'.

The pressure of most of the population over time increasingly influenced the
French leadership. At the end of 2015, Hollande began to call for the creation of per-
manent European services for the protection of sea and land borders, which were to
prevent mass migration>>. By this time, the source of major concern for Paris was the
so-called Calais Jungle. The camps of illegal migrants derived its name, which was
used as an intermediate point for those wishing to cross the Strait of Dover from
France to the UK.

Other smaller ‘jungles’, like those that grew out in Calais, appeared in other parts
of France, including the capital. The authorities practically did not control life in the-
se enclaves, and criminal and other threats began to emerge from these camps. This
growing danger was superimposed by major terrorist incidents in 2015, including the
Charlie Hebdo attack (in January), the attack outside a Jewish community center in
Nice (in February), explosions near the Stade de France (Saint-Denis), the seizure
hostages in the concert hall ‘Bataclan’, where visitor to several restaurants were shot
(in November). These and other terrorist incidents in 2015 forced Hollande to priori-
tize the security problem.

2016 added new accents to the policy of the German-French tandem in the immi-
gration matter”. One of the innovations was the decision of European Union level to
allocate funds to Turkey and five African countries to find solution to the internation-
al migrant crisis (in fact, to restrict the arrival of migrants through the territory of the-
se countries into the EU)**. The EU leaders preferred to keep the problem outside the
European Union. At the same time, Germany and France publicly demonstrated una-
nimity — they made general statements, held meetings aimed at, according to the
journalists, preliminary approval of their stand.

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Conclusion

The close cooperation of Angela Merkel and Nicolas Sarkozy — the ‘duet’ that
was given the name of Merkozy, thanks to the journalists, was replaced by the tan-
dem of Angela Merkel and Francois Hollande — Merkollande. But was this reciproci-
ty at the EU level cooperative or confrontational?

It seems to us that since the beginning of his presidential term, Sarkozy had been
seeking to assert himself onto the European arena. To do so, he took on board the
topic of immigration — the issue to which he devoted a significant part of his political
career. Moreover, the discussion of the migration problem in theory would have
helped him win over the Southern European countries to strengthen France’s influ-
ence within the EU and the Union for the Mediterranean. Some of these countries
could potentially become the core of the said union, which would have played the
role of the driving force for the European integration. However, this attempt to
change the balance of power was suppressed by Germany. France finally reconciled
to this position.

The relations between Paris and Brussels during the presidency of Sarkozy, with
all the complications, for the most part, had a positive result for Paris. French Presi-
dency’ European Pact on Immigration and Asylum marked a turning point in the ac-
tions of the EU member countries whilst coordinating their migration policies. EU-
Sarkozy relations experienced some chilling effect because of the problem of Roma
illegal immigrants only in 2010, however then the conflict quickly died down, as the
claims to Paris were mainly made in Brussels. Large national European players (like
Germany) did not support the ‘rally’ against the policy of the French president. This
history, in our opinion, confirms the fact that the EU is severely limited in compelling
the EU member states to change their immigration policies, if the national govern-
ments that are part of the European Union do not want it. The latter in 2010ies made
a stand against France only with its attempt to form the Union for the Mediterranean
and thereby change the status quo existing on the continent.

Hollande, like Sarkozy, tried to change the alignment of forces in the EU, gather-
ing support of the Southern European countries. Both French presidents had large-
scale and ambitious projects: one wanted to create a new integration group, the other
aimed at reforming the EU economy. However, both of them had to give in to pres-
sure of Germany.

During the presidency of Sarkozy, the EU served as an instrument actively ma-
nipulated by the national governments to create a certain worldview for the internal
electorate. This can be confirmed by the situation with the Roma, the deportation of
which did not bring thorough investigations, since it did not influence the balance of
forces in the countries (and many of them secretly took similar measures against the
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Roma themselves®). In this regard, it is interesting to look at the European Pact on
Immigration and Asylum. Content-wise, it was only a declaration of member states
seeking to bring their policies to a common standard, but at the same time retaining
the breadth of authority (which Sarkozy used in the case of surge in immigration
from Tunisia). The approaches to tackle the migration problem have changed since
the intensification of the economic crisis and increasing migration flows since 2013.
Since that time, the European Union has become an instrument for preserving influ-
ence by a group of the strongest. Merkel and Holland came to the forefront coming
out for strengthening border control (both the EU’s external borders and the internal
border control), belatedly cooperated with the third countries to curb potential migra-
tion. But if one is to look closer at their ad hoc decisions, one can see that in fact they
only followed the provisions of the Pact, implementing one of Sarkozy’s projects.

Thus, we can acknowledge the continuity of the French migration policy under
Sarkozy and Hollande in relation to the EU. The described situation speaks volumes
about Brussels not yet becoming an independent policy-maker in migration matters,
and its influence is still dependent upon the major players of the European Union.
Therefore, a serious crisis or conflict triggered by the EU in this issue is unlikely and
is only possible in the event of the national governments of the leading countries of
Europe being dragged into a conflict of interests.

In large part, the years of presidency of Sarkozy and Hollande were marked by
the establishment of positive relations with Merkel, and therefore the migration poli-
cy, agreed in advance by the leaders, did not give rise to unfavorable criticism from
Brussels. Sarkozy’s policy continued to improve during presidency of Hollande; it
received a new meaning at EU level. Its continuation by the former opponent of Sar-
kozy, apart from the things mentioned above, also testifies to relativity in splitting the
forces of political spectrum into left and right. In today’s reality, much is determined
not by the party program projects and their long-term strategies, however by the situ-
ational judgements, impulses of individual politicians and their personality traits.
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Abstract. The name of the Vologda historian, doctor of historical sciences, professor Viktor Bo-
risovich Konasov is known not only in Russia, but also in Germany. Dealing with the history of
military captivity, he reflected in his books, articles and speeches upon the fates of German prison-
ers of war in the USSR on a broad documentary basis originating from previously classified re-
cords. Certain political, legal and social factors were shown, as well as the conditions of Soviet cap-
tivity, which was much more humane than German captivity for millions of Soviet soldiers and of-
ficers. V.B.Konasov’s scientific, pedagogical and social activities, as noted in this article, have re-
ceived a well-deserved recognition among the Russian historical community, and his students con-
tinue his work, endeavours and studies.

Introduction
In 2010, a scientific collection ‘The Historian and his Time’ was published in Vo-
logda. It was dedicated to the memory of the Doctor of Historical Sciences, Professor

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Viktor Borisovich Konasov — in fact, to his 60" birthday, to which he did not live
only two years'. The publication turned out to be fundamental, with a wide coverage
of historical topics and problems, both in domestic and foreign history. Financial
support was rendered by St Petersburg office of the Konrad-Adenauer-Stiftung,
which illustrates the title of our article at best. The collection attracted readers’ inter-
est, and it is still in steady demand on part of research specialists. All those who turn
to its content will certainly read the materials about Viktor Borisovich himself, his
lifetime, pedagogical and scientific activity.

Main body

To me, who knew Viktor Konasov closely, his appeal to the problem of military
captivity — German soldiers and officers being in Soviet captivity — seems natural and
logical, given his focus on creative research in the study of new topics in the history
of World War II”. A real scientist has to have some kind of historical instinct’ (this is
sometimes called a ‘conjunctural approach’) and to respond to time requests. After
the collapse of the Soviet Union, due to the beginning of the revision of many events
in the domestic history, access to previously classified documents increased. This
‘window’ soon slammed shut; however for pushing researchers, such as Viktor Ko-
nasov, this option was quite enough. The author told me that when he started working
in the Russian State Military Archive (at that time — the Special Archive) in the au-
tumn of 1991; before that no one was able to read most of the classified records or
top secret documents. Only a few fell earlier into the hands of one or two people.
Thus, he called colonel general Dmitri Volkogonov, who was a member of the com-
mission on declassification of documents in the 1990s, and at the same time chairman
of the Presidential Commission for the Declassification of Documents regarding pris-
oners of war, internees and missing people. The work of Viktor Konasov in the Ar-
chive of Foreign Policy of the Russian Federation was fruitful as well. The collected
materials (where the work was extremely complex and difficult) formed the basis of
his most famous and popular book ‘The Fates of German Prisoners of War in the
USSR ...”".

We will refer to the book later. The path to writing this book was not straight,
however it cannot be called winding either. Viktor Konasov showed interest in mili-
tary subjects in his student years, when he began to collect letters and memoirs of the

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Vologda front-line soldiers. After graduating from the Faculty of History, Vologda
State Pedagogical Institute, he worked in urban educational institutions, and since
1987 he was busy preparing his PhD thesis devoted to the activities of the military
medical-sanitary service of the Red Army during the Great Patriotic War. In 1990, he
earned his degree. For some time, we worked together at the same department in the
Vologda Dairy Farming Institute, and later we met ‘within the walls’ of the Vologda
State Pedagogical University. In 1991, Viktor Konasov prepared and published a
small brochure ‘Declassified’, which raised the issue of German prisoners of war in
the USSR*®. Starting with it, one can say, the candidate of historical sciences V.B.
Konasov began to deal with the History of Germany, even if it was related to the So-
viet territory during the said war.

On the one hand, as we are talking about the Germans, this is a topic for histori-
ans-Germanists, who study the History of Germany. However on the other hand — the
captivity was still ‘Soviet’, and everything that was associated with it, was deter-
mined by the Soviet authorities, laws, orders and regulations. This was the main dif-
ficulty of the study ... Subsequently, Viktor Borisovich was repeatedly asked: “Who
do you work for? Germany or Russia?” In the above-mentioned brochure, the author
reproaches Stalin’s leadership for the fact that the USSR did not join the Geneva
Convention relative to the Treatment of Prisoners of War and amelioration of the
condition of the wounded and sick in armies. This, allegedly, untied the Nazis perse-
cution of Soviet prisoners of war. Weak argument it was! Regardless of the fact
whether the Soviet Union was willing to sign the Geneva Convention (1929) or not,
the fate of the Red Army men who were captured by the Germans would have re-
mained unchanged. The author’s judgments regarding ‘excessive cruelty’ in dealing
with German prisoners of war appeared to be incorrect. We will cite only one exam-
ple: according to the approved norms of 1941, 700 grams of bread were given to
them daily; and additionally, other products that disappeared for Soviet citizens dur-
ing the war years. Indeed, the USSR did not sign the Geneva Conventions (1929),
however did not have their compliance either (on 1% July 1941, the Soviet govern-
ment adopted the ‘Regulations on POWs’, which did not contradict global norms and
international humanitarian law in general).

Let us get back to the book ‘The Fates of German POWs in the USSR ... It
aroused a lot of interest indeed. Responses and reviews appeared in various publica-
tions. I also provided my comments by publishing a short article in the Vologda
newspaper Russkii Sever’. Without retelling the contents of the book depicting the
fate of German prisoners of war, I noted that “Soviet captivity was more humane”,
which was evident from the documents cited in the book. As a historian-Germanist, I

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was attracted more by the description of the Germans’ return homeland, on which the
author informed us in the second chapter of his book®. The return of prisoners of war
occurred almost immediately after Nazi Germany surrendered. First of all, those
wounded, sick and disabled, which seemed quite humane; however as a matter of
fact, those who returned homeland faced problems that led to many committing sui-
cide’.

The ‘last page in the history’ of ‘Soviet captivity’ was turned over in September
1955, during the official visit of German Chancellor Konrad Adenauer to Moscow.
Work in the archives helped Viktor Borisovich to name the real numbers of former
German prisoners of war who were in the camps of the USSR at that time — 9626 ‘de-
tainees’®. Adenauer linked the establishment of diplomatic relations with the USSR
with the liberation of all “held Germans”, at the same time announcing their number
— no less than 130 thousand, although no lists were provided. According to the chan-
cellor, the idea itself was unbearable, that ten years after the end of the war, people
dragged into the whirlpool of military events “are still detained far from their fami-
lies, homeland and their normal peaceful labour. It should be said that Konrad Ade-
nauer then voiced the position of his party — the CDU, of which he was the chair-
man'’.

Returning from the prolonged captivity, the Germans ‘were grateful’ to Ade-
nauer, although the decision to release them was made in the USSR even before the
chancellor’s visit. Adenauer himself, at a meeting of the National board of the CDU
held on 30™ September 1955 described in great detail his visit to Moscow, his im-
pressions of the talks with the Soviet leaders, without forgetting to characterize each
of them, and also impressions about Moscow and Muscovites. There was no hostility
in his words. The chancellor was pleased: almost half of the Germans participating in
the poll (48 %) approved the negotiations in the Kremlin, and only 9 % considered
them ‘failed’'’. In 1956, the last prisoners of war were able to leave the USSR —

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749 people, who “as it was found out, could not be placed in prison wards in their
homeland...”".

Even before the publication of V.B. Konasov’s book, the problem of military cap-
tivity became one of the main issues at the international conference dedicated to the
50™ anniversary of the creation of the National Committee for a Free Germany. The
conference was held in Krasnogorsk, near Moscow, in the building of the Memorial
Museum of German Anti-Fascists (in 1943 the former Central School anti-fascists for
foreign prisoners of war), which in 2005 became a branch of the Central Museum of
the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945. Among the participants of the conference,
there were well-known Russian and German historians, as well as former prisoners of
war who were part of the NKFD (Nationalkomitee Freies Deutschland — National
Committee for a Free Germany) and the BDO (Bund Deutscher Offiziere — the Ger-
man Officers League). Perhaps the most prominent representative at the conference
was Count Heinrich von Einsiedel, a great-grandson of the ‘Iron Chancellor’ Otto
von Bismarck (his signature was under the petition “The German Generals and Offi-
cers! To the People and the Army!” adopted at the Constituent Assembly of the BDO
on 1% September 1943). A copy of the documents ‘For Germany — against Hitler!’
published at the beginning of the conference, was signed personally by Heinrich von
Einsiedel’. My speech was devoted to the scientific work of the Vologda professor
A.S. Blank, who had a great influence on the development of German studies in Rus-
sia'*. Aleksandr Solomonovich was also one of the first people who turned to the his-
tory of military captivity and published his study on German prisoners of war in
Germany'~.

In Vologda, I shared my impressions of the conference in Krasnogorsk with Vik-
tor Konasov. Since amongst the experts in Russian history, few people were engaged
in the study of military captivity, Viktor Borisovich had no choice rather than to fit in
the circle of Russian Germanists. He had such an occasion soon: in November 1995,
another scientific and practical conference was held in Krasnogorsk devoted to the
50™ anniversary of the end of World War II and the completion of the activities of the
NKFG; Vologda historian Viktor Konasov attended the said conference and pre-
sented his report (the conference programme also included my report ‘The fate of
foreign prisoners of war in Soviet historiography’, however the circumstances did not

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allow me to take part in it)'®. It was there, as it was rightly noted in the ‘collection of
his memory’, that he came into contact with a wide circle of Russian and foreign sci-
entists for the first time ..., and that the established rapport further grew into a long
and fruitful cooperation'’.

A famous Russian historian-Germanist Alexander Ivanovich Borozniak was of
great help and provided support in the scientific work of Viktor Borisovich. I met him
when I was a student, when Professor A.S. Blank created the Association on German
History in Vologda dealing with problems in this area. Young Candidate of Historical
Sciences A.l. Borozniak became the closest associate of the Vologda professor, and
Vologda remained a city forever close and dear to him'®.

Viktor Konasov sent his book about German prisoners of war to professor A.l.
Borozniak in Lipetsk, where he taught at the local institute. In his reply, Alexander
Ivanovich thanked for the book, especially noting the “non-traditional structure of the
book, in which the genres of the scientific monograph and the collection of docu-
ments were intertwined”. Since A.l. Borozniak often went to Germany due to his sci-
entific activity, it was according to his information that German historians learned
about ‘Vologda capital edition’””. Professor A.I. Borozniak backed up not only the
idea of the book, but promised to accompany Viktor Konasov at the defense of his
doctoral thesis in September 1998 at the Institute of Military History. The official op-
ponent was another expert in Germany, professor M.E. Erin from Yaroslavl. The au-
thority of the well-known Russian Germanists undoubtedly played a positive role in
the discussion of the thesis on such an acute socio-political theme as ‘The policy of
the Soviet state in relation to German prisoners of war (1941-1956)"%.

Successful defense of a doctoral thesis was no accident. In 1995-97, in many re-
spect thanks to the energetic activity of Viktor Borisovich, a number of significant
scientific events were held in Vologda. Only in 1995, two scientific conferences were

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held devoted to 50 Years of the Victory in the Great Patriotic War. Together with the
Vologda historians, who were not only specialists in Russian history, however also
historians-Germanists, took part in them. I have already noted in my publications that
in the 1990s, Vologda ‘returned’ to the mainstream of German studies related not
only to the history of war and captivity, but also to the German policy of the CDU /
CSU, the Chancellor of Germany Helmut Kohl, one of the main ‘architects’ of the
German reunification®'.

The most significant and representative event was the International Scientific
Conference ‘The Problems of Military Captivity: History and Modernity’, held in
Vologda on 23-25™ October 1997. Thanks to V.B. Konasov, his ability to conduct a
dialogue with the city authorities, the work of the conference was highly appreciated
among the Russian and foreign scientific community. As a result, the collection was
published in two parts®”. The study of the history of military captivity led to the estab-
lishment in Vologda of the International Society ‘Russian captivity’, which included
representatives from Russia, Ukraine, Austria, Germany, Switzerland and Finland.

In June 1995, the year of the 50" anniversary of Victory in Europe Day, Victor
Konasov visited Germany for the first time. He and the director of the Vologda Insti-
tute for the Development of Education Professor V.V. Sudakov took part in the 26"
Deutscher Evangelischer Kirchentag in Hamburg (14-18" June), held by the Evan-
gelical Church every two years. It goes without saying, their participation was not re-
lated to religious activities. The scientists from Vologda launched an exhibition
‘German prisoners of war in Vologda region’, which attracted attention of many
Germans, especially those whose relatives or them themselves had to do with the
military past”. The words of gratitude addressed to the Vologda citizens only
strengthened the confidence of Viktor Konasov in continuing with the study of his-
tory of military captivity. Incidentally, Patriarch Alexii II of the Russian Orthodox
Church visted Germany at the same time, arriving at the invitation of the European
Centralized Council, which was a convenient occasion for establishing personal con-
tacts with the highest hierarchs of both German churches, Archbishop Joachim Meis-
ner of Cologne, and Karl Leman, former head of Germany’s Catholic Bishops’ Con-
ference™.

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Two years later, with the assistance of the Governor of Vologda Oblast V.E.
Pozgaliov®, Professor V.Sudakov and Associate Professor V.B. Konasov were again
at the next Kirchentag on 18-23th June 1997 in Leipzig, thus continuing their hu-
manistic action. Again, the delegation of the Russian Orthodox Church led by His
Eminence Archbishop of Berlin and Germany Feofan took part in the events of the
27" German Evangelical Kirchentag, as reported by Metropolitan Kirill of Smolensk
and Kaliningrad (since 1% February 2009, the Patriarch of the Russian Orthodox
Church), Chairman of the Department for External Church Relations at the meeting
of the Holy Synod on 17" July 1997*°. As we can see, the interests of the Vologda
historian Viktor Konasov did not differ from the mission of the Russian Orthodox
Church in Germany.

Viktor Borisovich was interested in the fate of not only German prisoners of war.
Thus, we prepared an article on the role of Sweden in facilitating an exchange of in-
formation on the fate of Soviet prisoners of war, since during the war years the Soviet
Union did not negotiate directly with Germany”’. He was also dealing with Polish
prisoners of war, who were on the territory of the USSR since the beginning of the
World War II*®. It should be noted that many Poles during the war fought in the
Wehrmacht against the Red Army (more than 60 thousand Poles were taken prisoner,
which is more than Italians — allies of fascist Germany). There was also another cate-
gory of Polish citizens — “special settlers’ deported to the USSR at the start of the Pol-
ish campaign in September 1939. According to Anna Dembowska, there were 13,262
deported Polish citizens on the territory of the Vologda region (mainly in Ledengsk
and Totma districts). In August 1941, almost all of them were released under an am-
nestyzg.

After defending my doctoral thesis, we decided to prepare and publish a textbook
for students on the history of military captivity and the Resistance against National
Socialism. The need for such a manual was obvious: at the Vologda Pedagogical
University, we delivered dedicated courses, and there was no relevant educational lit-

It goes without saying, the main scientific activity of Professor V.B. Konasov was
aimed at studying Russian history. Reports, speeches, articles and books, mostly
based on archival materials, appeared regularly in the press. Working at Vologda In-
stitute of Law and Economics, Viktor Borisovich left his mark on the study of peculi-

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arities of the penitentiary system in the USSR and Russia, which was of considerable
practical importance. Important in his work was the trend aimed at local history, ori-
entated not only at students, but also at schoolchildren, with whom the professor al-
ways talked emotionally and freely. He, like other teachers, could not help worrying
about the emerging situation involving upbringing of the younger generation’",

At the same time, adherence to German history remained. An article was pub-
lished in the scientific collection ‘Germany and Russia’ published in Voronezh,
where in those years the regional Centre for German Studies was functioning®. In
May 2001, Viktor Borisovich participated in the representative International Scien-
tific Conference ‘Milestones of Russian-German Relations of the 1940-90s’ in Vol-
gograd, which resulted in the publication of a collection of articles®. When Professor
A.S. Blank passed away, Volgograd in fact, took up the ‘baton’ of German studies.
The local pedagogical institute took the initiative to hold scientific conferences of
historians-Germanists with the participation of researchers from the GDR. I happened
to work during that time and can say that there was everything there and then: both
science and a thoughtful cultural program. The conference held in October 1989
dedicated to the 40™ anniversary of the GDR was the last one. I gave a talk on party-
political activity of the CDU / CSU, I understood the sad views of East German histo-
rians: a month later the Berlin Wall would fall, and the GDR itself would forever go
down in history.

However, the established ties between Russian and German historians have not
disappeared. Both in Germany and in Russia, the scientific interest in the past of the
countries, the development of Russian-German links and relations, modern politics
and the activity of parties and public organizations remained. Evidence of this is the
fruitful activity of the West Siberian Center for German Studies, which regularly pub-
lishes scientific collections ‘German Studies in Siberia’, the first of which was pub-
lished in 2001*".

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For a number of internal reasons, we were not able to develop our international
activities on such a large scale in Vologda. However, the established links with the
Conrad Adenauer Foundation (CDU) and the Hanns Seidel Foundation (CSU), which
are still supported, allowed publishing several monographs and hold a number of rep-
resentative scientific conferences in Vologda in the 2000s. The first of them took
place on 17-18" October 2005: ‘Establishment of diplomatic relations between the
USSR and Germany. German prisoners of war in the USSR’. The conference was
dedicated to the 50™ anniversary of the visit of German Federal Chancellor Konrad
Adenauer to the USSR, during which diplomatic relations between the two countries
were established. However Viktor Borisovich insisted that the “problem of German
prisoners of war” should be designated, although it could be considered in the
framework of the analysis of the negotiations in the Kremlin. Thus, the name of the
conference would not be overloaded. However, the participants of the conference did
not express any opinion on this issue.

In September 2005, a month before the conference in Vologda, a remarkable
event took place in the scientific community of Russian historians: the grand opening
of the German Historical Institute Moscow. Its organizer and the first Director of the
GII was the German professor Bernd Bonwetsch, whom I have known in Germany
since 2000. Dr Bonwetsch was head of the Department of Eastern European Studies
at the Ruhr-University in Bochum (North Rhine-Westphalia), which collaborated
with a number of Russian universities. At his department, in 2002 as a fellow of the
Konrad Adenauer Foundation, I took internship training. And although my interests
did not coincide with the researches of the German professor, but in everything else I
acquired an authoritative knowledgeable scientist and friend. I can say with all cer-
tainty that he was such a friend to all Russian historians-Germanists. Naturally, I re-
ceived an invitation to open the German Historical Institute in Moscow. When I told
Viktor Borisovich about this, he was simply upset. No, for me, of course, he was
happy: I belonged to the Germanists, but why could not he, who had made a signifi-
cant contribution to the study of military captivity by the time, be at the opening? He
literally persuaded me immediately to call Director Bonwetsch with a request from
his landline, which I did. The issue was resolved within a few minutes. We went to-
gether to the opening of the GII in Moscow. Accommodation, by the way, was in the
hotel ‘Russia’. Everything else was arranged at the highest level. The last meeting
with Dr Bonwetsch took place in Moscow, in ‘Metropol’ Hotel, at a solemn event to
celebrate the 10™ anniversary of the GII. In October 2017, Bernd Bonwetsch passed
away.

Let us come back return to ‘our’ conferences. The scientific seminar, as we called
our event in October 2005, was successful. Such famous Russian scientists as N.V.
Pavlov, A.M. Filitov, F.I. Novik, B.M. Tupolev (all from Moscow), A.E. Epifanov
(Volgograd), V.S. Pavlov (Nizhnii Novgorod), M.N. Suprun (Arkhangelsk),
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V.L. Chernoperov (Ivanovo), researcher of GIIM, Dr. M. Uhl, Dr. A. Hilger (Ham-
burg), other authoritative specialists. A ‘round table’ was arranged on ‘German pris-
oners of war in the USSR’. Head of St Petersburg office of Konrad-Adenauer-
Stiftung , Ms. E. Bauer, an educated historian who took an active part in the seminar,

highly appreciated our work. Based on its results, a scientific collection edited by
V.B. Konasov and B.V. Petelin was published™.

Conclusion

In October 2009, we held another conference in Vologda in the format of a ‘sci-
entific seminar’ on the topic: ‘Political Turns in Soviet-German History: 1949-1989:
Searches. Hope. Accomplishments’*®. The participants came from different cities of
Russia and the Republic of Belarus. Konrad-Adenauer-Stiftung (St Petersburg) tradi-
tionally rendered its assistance in carrying out our endeavours. Viktor Borisovich
Konasov was no longer among us. A year ago, on 28" June 2008, he died suddenly.
However his scientific endeavors, developments and research were continued by his
students. His name has not been forgotten either. The well-known Vologda journalist
Gennadii Akinkhov wrote about Viktor Borisovich in his book ‘Breakthrough’: “And
our Konasov from Vologda, having discovered for himself such a topic of scientific
research, which only a few historians of the Soviet Union had dared to take, managed
to develop it in such a way that this work became a genuine breakthrough in one of
the directions of historical science, both in Russia and abroad””’.

Another important thing for us is that created in 1998 with the participation of
V.B. Konasov Museum of Military Glory Club ‘Scarlet Sails’ in Vologda continues
its activities. On 25™ May 2018, within the walls of the museum, the first city mili-
tary-patriotic conference took place in memory of the Vologda scientist — historian
Viktor Borisovich Konasov>®. Such an example is not unique in the social and scien-
tific life of Vologda, and not only there.

Introduction
The relevance of the monograph written by A.V. Stavitsky, candidate of philoso-
phy, associate professor of the Department of history and international relations of

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Lomonosov Moscow State University in Sevastopol, is obvious. Long gone are the
days when positivists naively declared the ‘death of myth-making’ and the complete
rationalization of historical knowledge. Modern historiography has recognized that
both scientific and ordinary assessments of the past are always conditioned by the
picture of the world, the worldview of certain societies on the whole or social groups.
In these socio—cultural phenomena, there is inevitably a mythological component —
irrational, syncretic, value-orientated, as well as historical ideas about the world".
Myths, as A.V. Stavitsky reasonably writes, are not analysed, evaluated and not criti-
cally discussed. They are only observed and cultivated without even noticing it’.

We will clarify that we share the socio-constructivist paradigm (Peter L. Berger,
Thomas Lukman) in relation to the analysis of historical knowledge®. This position
allows to reveal features of historical policy in the mythologization of the past — de-
liberate distortion of reality to fight for power and control over public consciousness.
According to V. E. Molodyakov’s definition, historical policy rests upon on a basic
story, which often assumes the character of a myth ... This is a kind of axis around
which the historical consciousness of the subjects and everything that forms it, in-
cluding teaching of history and historical research, at least to the extent that the
power controls the latter, rotates or at any rate should rotate”.

Besides the fact that mythology is an inevitable attribute of self-organized mass
consciousness, mythology is purposefully and prudently constructed by elites — po-
litical and intellectual’. In the context of the information society, a myth acquires the
quality of a ‘matrix’, in accordance with which the images of the past, present and fu-
ture are formed beneficial to the ruling elites, as well as strategies of civilizational
and ideological control over consciousness are developed. By myth-making, elites
build identities, maintain or change the value-based meanings of societies in accor-
dance with their goals of gaining and retaining power.

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Historical mythology is especially important for the ‘peripheral’ countries and na-
tions experiencing acute inferiority complex, seeking to sublimate their secondary
position in the world culture, economy, politics by writing myths about their heroic
past. Such semantic constructions are dangerous because they provide archaization of
mass consciousness in the dual categories of ‘friends and foes’, bringing up radical
and ethno-nationalist attitudes. The above-mentioned regularities are fully manifested
in the case of myth-making in modern Ukrainian historiography and non-fiction®.

Main body

A.V. Stavitsky’s monograph under review is very unusual both in terms of its
tasks and structure. The author has been working on the theme of Ukrainian historical
myth-making for twenty years, for which, whilst living in Sevastopol until 2014, it
was necessary to have considerable civil courage. The researcher’s plan was consis-
tently implemented in several monographs, each revealing an important mythological
plot of the history of Ukraine — the Pereyaslav Council’, Russian-Ukrainian relations
in the era of the Great Northern War®, the betrayal of Ivan Mazepa’, the proclamation
of Ukraine’s independence in 1917 and the ‘Holodomor’ (famine) of 1932-33', the
nation-building in the post-Soviet space'', the ‘poverty of spirit” of Ukraine’s elites'?,
etc. The author emphasizes his loyalty to the inter-disciplinary approach, paying trib-
ute to the philosophical, historical and political aspects of Ukrainian myth-making in
their inextricable mutual influence. In his opinion, by studying history, we end up try-
ing to understand not so much the past as the present'’. Myths attach symbolic sig-
nificance to specific historical events. For mythmaking, not all the systems of facts
and processes in their objective determination are needed, however only the phenom-

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ena that are relevant to modern society and are reconsidered in a biased way. Myths
represent convenient material for the formation and recoding of the historical mem-
ory of society, as well as building new nations. This makes myths an effective
weapon in information wars.

A.V. Stavitsky defines mytho-history as purposeful influence on public opinion
with a view to gain control over national identity, adapting the past to the interests of
the ruling elites. The Ukrainian mytho-history is unique in the fact that it requires to
severe ties completely that were shaped (the idea of the common historical roots of
Russians, Ukrainians and Belarusians, positive assessment of the reunification of
Ukraine with Russia, understanding of historical Russia as Little Russian Fatherland
— future generations of Ukrainians, etc.). The designation of the Ukrainian mytho-
history is reasonably determined by A.V. Stavitsky as:

— an integral part of the system of control over the consciousness of the Ukraini-
ans;

— an effective instrument of manipulation, creating new space full of meanings,
in relation to which scientific logic has no force;

— the way of ethnic and civilizational recoding, the rejection of its historical
roots, covered up by an arbitrary ‘selection’ of historical facts;

— part of the Ukrainian project of nation-building, motivated by a ‘parasitic exis-
tence’ at the expense of Russian civilization and its fundamental denial'*.

The tasks of the Ukrainian mytho-history are as follows, as per the author’s opin-
ion:

— to take control of the array of value-based meanings, where the identity of the
Ukrainian people is created;

— to form a new identity of the Ukrainians through recoding of their conscious-
ness and rejection of all Russian in the history of the country;

— to unite the Ukrainian society around the common grief (‘Holodomor’) and
Russia’s image of their eternal enemy;

— to shift the attention of the society from contemporary problems to the issues of
history, thereby justifying the present-day crisis;

— and, finally, the main objective would be to prove their antiquity and exclusiv-
ity, the eternal separation of the Ukrainian people from the Russians, and on this ba-
sis, to justify the historical legitimacy of the Ukrainian nation and the Ukrainian
state'.

The principles of the Ukrainian mytho-history, due to state-based triggering, ag-
gressively permeate not only the ordinary historical consciousness, however also the
professional historical science. These principles ‘boil down’ to the fact that:

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— the goal of historical science is to serve the ideological doctrine being far from
science, and not to reveal and comprehend historical facts objectively;

— falsified terms and semantic manipulation are used, which makes it possible to
adjust historical events to the desired interpretations and defined a priori insights;

— an ideological environment is created, where it is impossible to demonstrate
scientific pluralism;

— sources are used incorrectly and arbitrarily, interpreted outside the historical
context, adjusted to the anti-Russian orientation of the conclusions.

These principles allow making clearly fantastic statements as the norm of histori-
cal policy: as if the whole history of Rus and even its name is that of Ukraine, and the
Ukrainians allegedly exist from ancient times (in the radical farce variant — from the
Neolithic period), and not from the 16™ century. All the achievements of historical
Russia are attributed only to the Ukrainians, and “Muscovy” refers exclusively to vio-
lence, barbarism and Asiatic'®. On this unproven basis, official Ukrainian historiog-
raphy claims that the Ukrainians have always been Europeans and had nothing to do
with the ‘Turkic-Finnish’ Muscovites; the Ukrainian nation already existed in the 17"
century and fought for its independence; Hetman Ivan Mazepa was not a traitor,
however leader of people’s liberation revolution; Russian monarchs (first of all — Pe-
ter the Great) hated Ukraine and by all means tried to enslave the Ukrainians and rus-
sify them'”.

Thus, A.V. Stavitsky concludes, there is a technology of justifying what has never
happened, but in accordance with ethnic, social and psychological motivation was
meant to be'®. All this makes the Ukrainian mytho-history ethnocentric, and therefore
irrational and illogical. The used doctrine is substantively based on the substitution of
meanings, and technically on falsification of facts. Because of manipulation, the se-
mantic field is substituted, as well as its orientation and ‘state of charge’, aimed at the
civilizational gap in the ‘Russian space’'’.

The peculiarities of Ukrainian mythological history are argumentatively seen by
A.V. Stavitsky in the unformed nature of the Ukrainian nation itself as a subject of
development, in the absence of Ukrainian independent statehood before the collapse
of the USSR as a single political, legal and socio-cultural project. What is now called
Ukraine, alternately was part of the Ancient Russian State, the Grand Duchy of
Lithuania, Rzeczpospolita, the Ottoman Empire, the Russian Empire and the USSR.
It was a multi-ethnic and poly-confessional space, which can only be scientifically

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understood from the standpoint of “criss-cross history’*, not ethnocentrism. And the
Little Russians were divided between several states, not being aware of themselves
living separately from Great Russia, and even more so — as a single nation. One can-
not suggest civilizational independence of Ukraine at all. The area of Ukraine is a
typical buffer zone, a frontier between Orthodox, Catholic and Islamic civilizations.
Therefore, the Ukrainian mytho-history cannot be an argument of an independent
civilizational and geopolitical project, however it can only serve as an instrument of
ideological control of the West over Ukraine.

A.V. Stavitsky also notes the ‘victimization’ of Ukrainian nationalist historiogra-
phy in the selection and interpretation of past events”'. There is a definite cultivation
of the ‘nation-victim’ feeling of inferiority, a painful fixation on the tragic facts,
propaganda of renunciation of the former ideas of Slavic unity to unite the nation and
cultivate hatred for their enemies, constructed by the ideologists themselves™.

Consequently, the Ukrainian mytho-history has nothing to do with historical sci-
ence; however it is a technology of information-psychological warfare®, a means of
recoding the historical memory of society and creating an entirely different, anti-
Russian ethnocentric community. While A.V. Stavitsky was writing his series of
monographs, this conclusion was only a prediction, however now it has become a re-
ality.

A.V. Stavitsky compares in detail the versions of Ukraine’s origin in national his-
toriography, specifically highlighting the role of an unattributed publicist text — ‘The
History of the Russ’ (end of 18" century)®, as well as the works of L.P. Lysyak-
Rudnitskii*> and M.S. Grushevskii*® in the metaphor of the ‘Procrustean Bed’ in my-
tho-history. The views of the minor publicists — M. Galychanets, Yu.M. Kanygin,
Yu.A. Mytsyk — are compared as well. The falsifications of the archaeological past of
the Ukrainian territories (overestimation of level of development in Tripoli and the
Chernyakhov cultures, their attribution exclusively to ‘ancient Ukrainians’) are con-
sidered. Attention is paid to the choice and justification of the ethnonym ‘Ukraine’

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and its semantic opposition to ‘Muscovy’. It is established that the formation and
growth of popularity of the anti-Russian doctrine of ‘Ukrainianness’ occurred in
Galicia, which then belonged to the Austro-Hungarian Empire, in the second half of
the 19" and early 20" centuries. A.B. Stavitsky’s position is consistent: until that
time, it was not ‘Ukrainians’ who lived on the ‘outskirts’, however Russian people,
Russians as per their language and culture, who understood their belonging to the
Russian world, Russian tradition and faith®’.

The national historical image of Ukraine is analysed by A.V. Stavitsky from the
position of identity approach. Identity is not regarded by the author as a simple sum
of self-assessments of individuals and groups, however as manifestation of semantic
integrity of the community (in this case, their nation), saturated with motivations and
interests, as well as attitudes of politics players. In identity, the mission of the coun-
try 1s manifested. Ukrainian identity is a simulacrum, of a small historical depth. The
sociocultural split of Ukraine has a civilizational character. According to Samuel
Huntington, Ukraine is a ‘split country’, the former part of historical Russia®®.

From a historical perspective, for a successful identity-building policy, it is im-
portant to select and consolidate the images of heroes and ‘iconic’ events in the col-
lective consciousness, to oppose them to the image of the enemy. Considering the
split in the self-awareness of the Ukrainians and regional differences, it is obvious
that the list of “Western’ heroes (Mazepa, Bandera, etc.) is imposed artificially upon
the rest of the country. And the author of the monograph proves that such a schizo-
phrenic state of identity is a logical consequence of the nature of the society. The cur-
rent Ukraine, in his opinion, is an eclectic, irrational phenomenon that can exist only
with external help and at someone else’s expense. The Ukrainian state is inferior; it
works as a corporation for the utilization of the country™. Therefore, it does not need
a genuine identity — to be an original, but inseparable part of the Russian world.

Conclusion

The historical choice of Ukraine between East and West, according to A.V. Sta-
vitsky, unfolds over a wide range of alternatives — between Nazism and democracy,
unitarism and federalization, Uniatism and Orthodoxy, anti-Russian and Russian
principles, democracy and authoritarianism, etc. The real choice of Ukraine lies be-
tween archaization and modernization, a rigid model of ethnocentrism and the recog-
nition of the ‘unity of elements’”’. However, the author admits: Ukraine, perhaps, in
its development has already crossed the line (by the spring of 2015, when the mono-
graph was published), beyond which this choice ceased to exist. Ukraine has made its

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choice in favour of the worst option. And it will never be the same again, as prior to
2014. Further, A.V. Stavitsky explores the contradiction between the real needs of
Ukrainian society and the mythologized needs of its ‘elites’ — ethnocratic and at the
same time declaring the country’s European integration. However, it is obvious that
the European Union does not need a modernized, strong and authentic Ukraine. The
EU needs a springboard for expansion to the East, markets and raw materials and
cheap labour. Therefore, ‘euro integration’ is just a ‘vibe’ for covering up the archai-
zation of Ukraine, forcibly cultivated rural provincial mythology of the country. Life
on a civilizational and geopolitical ‘fault’ is fraught with the collapse of Ukraine, or
complete loss of its identity and borrowing other people’s mythologies. The author
considers the crisis of identity, lack of unifying creative ideas and the overall devel-
opment strategy to be the basis of this challenge. A.V. Stavitsky considers Ukraine’s
return to its Russian origins the only salutary way out of the crisis’.

As a commentary, one might note the semantic repetitions in the text and frequent
verbosity. The author is undoubtedly fascinated by the topic and has deeply investi-
gated it, but on the periphery of attention there were (at least in the reviewed book)
the materials of sociological surveys about the historical memory and historical self-
consciousness of Ukrainian society. The question arises: were there any influential
historical schools in post-Soviet Ukraine until 2014 that opposed the expansion of
aggressive nationalism? And if so, why could not they have a significant impact on
historical self-awareness at the crucial moment of choice — from November 2013 to
April 2014? However, this would be the topic for a new study...

Thus, the author of the monograph carried out an ideologically holistic and con-
sistent study of myth-making in Ukrainian historiography and non-fiction. The re-
search is original, written in bright, emotional language and at the same time, is logi-
cally verified. A.V. Stavitsky’s monograph makes an important contribution to mod-
ern historical studies of Ukrainian nationalism, improving mainly theoretical and
methodological aspects to analyse the topic.

The ‘Liberalnaia Missiia’ Foundation in partnership with the ‘Novoe Izdatelstvo’
Publishing House prepared a new, third edition of the book ‘Russian Liberalism: Ide-
as and People’. The first edition was published in 2004 and included 46 ‘intellectual
portraits’ of Russian liberals of the 19"-20" centuries: from Count M.M. Speransky
to Academician A.D. Sakharov.' The book was a success with the readers: in 2007, in
the year of the 90™ anniversary of the February Revolution, the second, expanded edi-

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tion was published, which would include 96 names starting with the liberals of the
‘Catherine-era’ — Count N.I. Panin, N.I. Novikov, and Count A.R. Vorontsov.”

Over the ten years past from that moment, professional and public interest in the
Russian liberal tradition has grown significantly. The result of this was several publi-
cations, among which the fundamental encyclopedia ‘Russian Liberalism of the late
18" — early 20™ Centuries™ stands out. The texts of the outstanding Russian liberal
thinkers are widely represented in other major publishing projects of the recent years:
“The Library of Russian Public Thought from the Ancient Times to the Beginning of
the 20™ Century’ (the leader of the project is A.B. Usmanov) and the series ‘Russian
Philosophy of the First Half of the 20" Century’ (Editor-in-Chief is B.A. Pruzhinin).

By now, mainly with the efforts of the ‘Russkoe Liberalnoe Nasledie’ Founda-
tion, the memorial plaques for the outstanding Russian liberals have been installed in
almost 40 regions of Russia, as well as international and all-Russian conferences have
been held, dedicated to M.M. Speransky, N.M. Karamzin, N.V. Stankevich, T.N.
Granovsky, A.A. Krayevsky, A.l. Herzen, 1.S. Aksakov, M.M. Stasyulevich, V.O.
Klyuchevsky, M.A. Stakhovich, S.V. Panina, P.B. Struve, A.V. Tyrkova, B.K.
Zaitsev, F.A. Stepun, and V.V. Weidl¢. It goes without saying, such work became
possible based on the extensive research work, including that in the local archives.

The third, significantly expanded edition of the book ‘Russian liberalism: Ideas
and People’ was published in two volumes edited by Aleksei Alekseevich Kara-
Murza, President of the ‘Russkoe Liberalnoe Nasledie’ Foundation, Doctor of Phi-
losophy, Head of the Department of Social and Political Philosophy of RAS Institute
of Philosophy, and a member of the editorial board of ‘Historia provinciae — the jour-
nal of regional history’. The first volume is dedicated to the 18™-19"™ centuries,
whereas the second — to the 20" century. In two volumes, 46 leading researchers of
the Russian political thought presented 130 articles on the most outstanding Russian
liberals of the past. Whilst expanding the project, the initiators had several principal
circumstances in mind. The new edition represents the period of the Russian liberal-
ism genesis during the reign of Catherine II and Alexander I much broader. Now the
book additionally represents essays on the major liberal figures of the late 18" — early
19" centuries: D.I. Fonvizin, D.A. Golitsyn, S.E. Desnitsky, E.R. Dashkova, P.V.
Zavadovsky, S.P. Kochubei, P.A. Stroganov, D.A. Guryev, and N.S. Mordvinov.

The new two-volume book also includes essays on the outstanding figures of
Russian culture and science, whose life (at least large periods of life), as well as many
key works, were closely related to the development of the national liberal tradition:
N.M. Karamzin, N.V. Stankevich, I.S. Turgenev, S.N. Trubetskoy, M.I. Rostovtsev,

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B.K. Zaitsev. The question of assigning a historical character to liberals is debatable
in science. The authors of the research project proceeded from the proposition that all
the thinkers, politicians, public figures and cultural figures represented on the pages
of the book, with all the differences among themselves, sought to outline the most or-
ganic ways for Russia to achieve a single liberal goal: to acquire ‘Russian freedom’,
which was understood in the first place as a positive, creative freedom of the individ-
ual.

The new edition also significantly expands representation of the Russian liberals
who linked their names to the activities of the largest liberal parties of the early 20"
century (N.N. Kutler, F.A. Golovin, A.M. Kolyubakin, A.S. Izgoyev, M.G.
Komissarov). At the same time, the compilers and the authors of the two-volume
book put additional emphasis on the trend of the national liberal tradition that has not
been much studied so far and which can be defined as ‘liberal centrism’ (essays on
K.K. Arseniev, A.I. Chuprov, LI. Ivanyukov, V.Yu. Skalon, V.M. Golitsyn, V.D.
Kuzmin-Karavaev, [.LN. Efremov, A.M. Rykachev, and others). The publication also
represents prominent provincial liberal figures, whose life and activities, as a rule,
were associated with their work in local administrations of zemstvo and cities. Thus,
a member of the editorial board of ‘Historia provinciae — the journal of regional his-
tory’ A.N. Egorov prepared articles devoted to the leader of the Vologda Cadets, the
prominent figure of zemstvo V.A. Kudryavy, the first chairman of the zemstvo of
Cherepovets uyezd, the deputy of the First State Duma, A.N. Popov, and others.

The work on studying the national liberal heritage will be continued. The
‘Liberalnaia Missiia’ Foundation, which for many years has been at the forefront of
this work, is looking forward to attracting new supporters and prospective authors.
‘Historia provinciae — the journal of regional history’ is intending to dedicate one of
the coming issues to the Russian liberal tradition.

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On 5 June 2018, the presentation of the book ‘The GUPVI Archipelago in the Eu-
ropean North of the USSR (1939-1949)’ by A.L. Kuzminykh, Doctor of Historical
Sciences, Professor of Philosophy and History Department of the Vologda Institute of
Law and Economics, Federal Penitentiary Service of Russia took place at the Volog-
da Regional Universal Scientific Library. Alexander Leonidovich is the author and
the co-author of more than two hundred scientific and popular scientific works on the
history of military captivity during World War II, internal affairs agencies and the
correctional system of the Soviet state. A new monograph by the scientist was pub-
lished in 2017 in the ‘History of Stalinism’ series of ROSSPEN Publishing House.

This book has become the author’s general work on the history of the camp sys-
tem of the Main Administration for Affairs of Prisoners of War and Internees
(GUPVI) of the NKVD-MIA of the USSR in the European North of Russia from
1939 to 1949. In the introduction, the author analyzed in detail the national and for-
eign historiography of the Soviet captivity during World War Il and showed the con-
tribution of the Vologda historians, A.S. Blank and V.B. Konasov, first and foremost,
in the study of the fate of foreign prisoners of war in the USSR.

The book is based on the documents from ten central and local archives, includ-
ing the State Archive of the Russian Federation, the Russian State Military Archive,
the Military Medical Museum of the Ministry of Defense of the Russian Federation,
the State Archive of Arkhangelsk Region, the State Archives of Vologda Region, the
Archives of the Administration of Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Federa-
tion for Arkhangelsk region, the Archives of the Administration of Ministry of Inter-
nal Affairs of the Russian Federation for Vologda region, the Vologda Regional Ar-
chives of the contemporary political history, the Archives of the Administration of
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the Federal Security Service of the Russian Federation for the Vologda Region, the
Vologda State Historical, Architectural and Art Museum and Reserve.

Valuable sources in the preparation of the book were some personal materials:
letters, drawings, as well as memories of former prisoners of war and camp staff.
During the study, the author actively appealed to the periodical press of the wartime.
The book contains a rich illustrative material: maps and diagrams of the dislocation
of camps and graves of prisoners of war and internees, photographs from archival and
museum funds, as well as the personal archive of former prisoner of war of camp No.
150 Giinther Schlozer.

The structure of the book includes five chapters. In the first chapter, the legal reg-
ulation of the military captivity regime from ancient times to the present has been
studied, the Soviet legislation in the field of military captivity has been described and
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the features of its implementation under the conditions of the European North of the
USSR have been shown. The second chapter examines the process of formation and
functioning of bodies and institutions of military captivity and internment in the Eu-
ropean North during and after World War I1.

The third chapter analyzes the maintenance of life and employment of prisoners
of war in the European North of the USSR. It shows influence of the climate factor
on the situation with the prisoners of war, formation of the camp infrastructure, or-
ganization of the regime and protection, food and clothing supplies, activities of sub-
sidiary farms, contribution of prisoners of war and internees to the development of
the region’s economy, health services and mortality among the camp population.

The fourth chapter reveals the peculiarities of existence of the camp community:
psychology of prisoners of war and the phenomenon of camp culture, political and
cultural work, operational and investigative measures and trials in relation to the pris-
oners of war, the relations of prisoners with the camp staff and the local population,
the repatriation of prisoners of war and their reintegration into the post-war society.
Finally, the fifth chapter is devoted to the burial of foreign prisoners of war in the Eu-
ropean North of Russia. The text is supplemented by more than 70 tables, which pro-
vide extensive statistical material on various aspects of the study.

The presentation was attended by teachers, students and cadets of the universities
in Vologda, local historians and journalists, as well as Vologda citizens interested in
the history of World War II and its consequences. In the final part of the presentation,
the author of the monograph answered the questions of those present and shared his
plans study regarding the history of the Soviet captivity and internment.
